The catch of the Lunenburg 
banking fleet for the past sea­
son is the largest ever recorded 
in the returns of Nova_ Scotia. 
The average catch per vessel al­
so establishes a record. The 
total complement of fish weigh­
ed out of the holds of the Lun­
enburg banking schooners for 
the season 1922, amounts to 
three hundred and seventeen 
thousand and fifty quintals 
(dry). In catching this huge 
total one hundred vessels were 
employed, so that the average 
per vessel is three thousand, one 
hundred and seventy quintals. 
Though there was an increase 
in the fishing fleet of but five 
vessels over 1921, the total 
catch increase is over forty 
thousand quintals, a big show­
ing indeed. The sums shared by 
the crews as wages are not giv­
en in the returns, but at an aver­
age price of six dollars per quin­
tal, it is not difficult to figure 
out, allowing twenty men to be 
an average ships company. The 
schooner owners of Lunenburg 
are more than satisfied with the 
season’s results, and though 
markets have not been satisfac­
tory, so far, there is every rea­
son they contend, to expect an 
improvement. And even though 
more than half the total catch 
of their vessels is yet on their 
hands unsold, and cannot pro­
duce any financial returns until 
marketed, there is no pessim-c 
ism. Lunenburgs chief dry cod­
fish trade is with the West In­
dies and South America, both 
exporting centres to which not 
so many years ago a great por­
tion of Newfoundland’s catch 
went. But we lost Brazil through 
the stupidity and ignorance of 
those so called statesmen who 
endeavoured to drive cargoes 
down the throats of Brazilian 
purchasers at government made 
prices. We may in time revive 
our lost trade in that direction. 
But meanwhile we have a great 
competitor in Lunenburg, the 
merchants of which port are not 
unlikely to take advantage of a 
situation created by ourselves, 
and bold on to that which they 
have. It will be a difficult task 
to get in on an equality with 
them now. Lunenburg realises 
the importance of the dry fish 
industry, and does not intend to 
slacken up on operations. Even 
with about one hundred and 
sixty thousand quintals in store, 
preparations are again being 
made in readiness for the start 
of the banking fleet on the first 
trip of 1923. Of course Lunen­
burg’s catch is but little over 
one-fifth of that of Newfound­
land—Bank, Shore and Labra­
dor—but even so one port alone 
which can produce over three 
hundred thousand quintals in 
dne season is no mean competi­
tor of ours, and should the fu­
ture show that the exporters 
there have asumed full control 
of southern markets into which 
for decades Newfoundland fish 
had priority, then we shall have 
to seek other outlets for the pro­
duct of our chief industry. And 
where may these be found?

A panic 
sprang up among bank-note holders, 
a panic that spread and spread before 
anyone was aware of what was hap­
pening. There was apparently no rea­
son for it beyond the fact that those 
were turbulent times.

One morning, just after the bank 
opened, an angry excited crowd 
thronged the street demanding cash 
for notes. There was actually double 
the money in notes in the hands of the 
mobs to what there was gold in the 
bank, and the outlook was a bad one. 
Gold had to be in to pay off every 
claimant, but that took time. So the 
directors sent men with notes into 
the crowd, whose claims they attend­
ed to first, and paid such claim in 
sixpence and shillings. Some men 
walked away with a sack of shillings 
over their backs, but the time gained 
by this method of payment saved the 
bank, and every claim was paid.

After this the bank decided to re­
assure its depositors by displaying in 
the bank windows and near the cash­
iers’ desks sacks flowing with sov­
ereigns, but the public did not know 
that the sacks were full of coal with 
only a layer of sovereigns on top!
IIOW THE BANK FOUGHT A FOR­

GER.
The man who gave the bank most 

trouble was one named Charles Price, 
and he was given the nickname of 
“Old Patch” because he often wore a 
black patch over his right eye for no 
reason than as a disguise. He was one 
of the finest engravers in the world, 
beating even the bank engravers. He 
put forged notes into circulation with 
surprising skill, and a battle royal be­
gan between him and the authorities 
of the bank.

Had he not been a master of dis­
guise he would have been caught long 
before he was, but he managed to 
swindle the bank out of more- than 
£ 200,000 before he slipped into the

The foundations of the bank build­
ing is sixty-six feet below street level, 
a bed of concrete twenty feet thick. 
Above this concrete is a lake seven 
feetjdeep, and above that again thick 
plates of iron.

Anyone attempting entrance from 
above would find a similar bed of con­
crete, a similar reservoir, and sim­
ilar plates of thick metal.

FORGERY AS A BUSINESS.
The first recorded forgery of Bank 

of England notes stands to the credit 
or—should one say rather—the dis­
credit of a clerk called Vaughan, and 
recurred in the year 1758.

The odd side of the matter is that 
the offender seems to have committed 
the forgery rather as a matter of cur­
iosity than of crime. He was showing 

i a note to his lady love, and pointing 
out how easy it would be to copy it. 
It would appear that the lady dared 
him to copy it, whereupon he brought 
her a bundle of twenty counterfeited 
notes, and gave them to her. She 
promptly took them to the bank.

What happened to Vaughan is a 
matter “wropt in myst’y.” Some say 
he was hanged. At any rate, he never 
did it again.

Forty years later. In 1797, the bank 
began to issue pound notes, and then 
forgery became a regular business. 
Whereas during the previous six 
years there had been only one execu­
tion for forgery, during the next six 
there was no fewer than eighty-five.

Matters went from bad to worse, 
until in the year 1820 there were no 
fewer than three hundred and twenty 
convictions for forgery.

It was realized that the death pen­
alty was useless, and on a petition 
signed by certain prominent men, it 
was finally abrogated.

STORMING THE BANK.
For many years, at the end of the 

eighteenth and the beginning of the 
nineteenth century, the bank’s annual 
loss by forgeries amounted to many 
thousands yearly. The two greatest 
coups were those of Aslett, who, in 
the year 1808, secured no less than

LECTfl COCOAtinental Bank. This great 
might have gone on longer than it 
did had the delinquents not forgotten 
to put the dates on two of the bills, 
whereupon they were returned to 
Messrs. Rothschild for rectification. 
Then the fraud was discovered, and 
the thieves caught jqst as ^hey were 
starting for the Continent with their 
spoil.

The site of the Bank of England is 
valued at £70,000 a year, the space 
occupied being about four acres. This 
sum. if capitalized at 3 per cent., the 
present bank rate, represents a gross 
value of £2.100,000. but this is almost 
certainly beneath the figure which 
those four acres would fetch if the 
freehold were sold outright.

The present buildings, with their 
wonderful vaults, their printing and 
weighing machines, are estimated as 
being worth something over half a 
million. Add to this the bullion coin, 
securities and unissued notes on the 
premises and you have a value of 
about 120 millions sterling heaped 
upon those four acres.

In its early days the Bank of Eng­
land’s total staff consisted of fifty 
clerks. Before the war the staff had 
risen to over fifteen hundred. It Js

Shopkeepers BREMEN.—After 10 years of experi­
ments, a Bremen bird fancier has suc­
ceeded in producing canaries with a 
nightingale warble.

PARIS—Kerguelen Land or Deso­
lation Island, in the Indian Ocean 
halfway between South Africa and 
Australia, is soon to have one of Its 
Infrequent visits from the white man.
