“ST. LAWRENCE AND INLAND 
WATERWAYS.”

At the Rotary luncheon held at the 
West End Restaurant on Tuesday, Ro- 
tarian Reg Harvey presided, and In­
troduced Rotarian J. W. Morris, as 
speaker of the day. His subject, "St. 
Lawrence and Inland Waterways," 
was treated by Mr. Morris in a mas­
terly manner, and showed ‘ deep re­
search and a broad up to the minute 
knowledge of his theme.

He gave a graphic description of the 
St. Lawrence Basin, including the St. 
Lawrence River and the Great Lakes 
the drainage area of the whole bas­
in, and the discharge of the basin at 
Lake Ontario into the St. Lawrence 
proper. The deepest parts of the St. 
Lawrence River are on the Interna­
tional Boundary of which the citizens 
of both countries have equal rights 
to navigation for commerce. By 
treaty between the United States and 
Great Britain, the former has obtained 
rights In perpetuity for navigation 
over that section of the river below 
the boundary at Cornwall, such rights 
being solely for commerce and sub­
ject to the laws and regulations of 
Canada. i

Starting from Lake Superior, the 
largest body of fresh water In the 
world, and with Duluth at the head 
of navigation, commerce from all 
parts of this Lake, come down to Salt 
Ste. Marie canal, across St. Mary’s 
River into Lake Huron. From Lake 
Huron, the commerce from Superior 
and Michigan goes out through the 
St. Clair River, Into St Clare Lock 
and thence through the Detroit River 
into Lake Brie, and down to Buffalo, 
the terminus of deep water navigation 
of the large lake boats of ten thous­
and tons capacity. From Lake Erie, 
the Montreal Shipping is limited to 
two thousand tons, the locks being 
but 14 feet draft, and 260 feet long. 
Freights are transferred from Mon­
treal to the ocean liners. Grain Is 
placed in large elevators for storage 
until shipped . The Canadian Govern­
ment with a, view to the utilization 
of large capacity boats, and anticipa­
ting the requirements of the future, 
are now building the new Welland 
Canal, between Port Colbourne and 
Port Welland, on Lake Ontario. This 
canal Is an engineering project of 
great magnitude, being 25 miles long, 
with locks 800 feet long and 80 feet 
wide, with 25 feet of water and pro­
vision for 30 feet when necessary.

From the outlet of Lake Ontario 
to Montreal, the St. Lawrence is from 
one to three miles wide, and a series 
of rapids, Including the Gallops, the 
Long Sault, the Rapid Plat, Coteau, 
Cedars, Cascades and Lachine, are all 
bye passed by a series of canals for 
the total length of 46 miles. The to­
tal drop through the canal is 207 feet 
The locks are 260 feet long and carry 
14 feet of water, and have a capacity 
for ships two thousand tons. As boats 
of this size are not an economic unit 
for transportation, the question of 
deepening or re-constructing this sec­
tion of the international waterway 
has been under consideration for a 
number of years by the Governments 
of both countries. Snch improvements 
would enable steamers of ten thous­
and tons coming from Montréal or to 
points on the Atlantic seaboard, and 
as the main outlet of Western Canada

and the Middle States is on the Great 
Lakes, the benefits to accrue from the 
reconstruction of this particular sec­
tion of the waterway, are aparently 
in the greatly reduced freights to the 
Atlantic seaboard. The population 
served by the railways to Western 
Canada amount to 40 millions of peo­
ple and to give some idea of the traf­
fic through the Lakes, the reports for 
the year 1913 showed a total tonnage 
of 58 million through the Long Sault 
for a period of eight months. For the 
twelve months of the same year the 
Suez Oanal reported a tonnage of 
only 27 millions.

The principal commodity coming 
East is grain, supplying Eastern Can­
ada and the United States, and the 
surplus is shipped to Liverpool—the 
grain clearing market of the world, 
where it is sold in competition with ex­
ports from Australia, Russia, Argen­
tine, and other grain countries. Ow­
ing to the present restricted capacity 
of the canals, the greater part of this 
grain has to be brought by rail to the 
Atlantic ports ,and has to meet the 
competition of grain carried by all 
water routes. Millions of dollars are 
lost to the Western farmers through 
lack of all water transportation fac­
ilities for their grain. A Commission 
was appointed a few years ago to es­
timate the cost of improving the wat­
erway of the St. Lawrence,, and the 
development of power on the Interna­
tional section of the River. Their 
final estimates was 252 million dol­
lars which included the cost of de­
veloping 146,000 h.p. The total fall 
from Lake Ontario to Montreal is 220 
feet, and the average flow of the river 
about 240,000 cubic feet seconds 
which would give a total development 
of five million h.jj. Private capital 
to the extent of 300 million dollars 
has already been guaranteed for the 
development of the river. Future ne­
gotiations between the two countries 
howeyer, will decide whether this will 
be aceptable.

The whole maintenance of the canal 
system which has c«5ht to-date about 
150 million dollars, has been borne by 
Canada. As Canada Is already bur­
dened with per capita taxation of 375 
dollars, with a transportation system 
including 35,000 miles of railway, the 
Government do not deem It wise to 
commit itself to an expenditure of 
the magnitude entailed in the re-con­
struction and the development of the 
St. Lawrence River. Increasing trade 
of the west with the Inability of the 
railways to cope with the require­
ments, makes it imperative that this 
work be provided for in the near fut­
ure, particularly as railway facilities 
in the U.S. in this section are inade­
quate.

In the waters of the St. Lawrence, 
the queqtion of power development 
must always be secondary to that of 
navigation. However, the increasing 
value of hydro-electric power, as com­
pared with energy derived from coal, 
is every day becoming more marked. 
This Is well illustrated In the output 
of the Queenstown-Cbippewa, the lar­
gest power plant of the- extensive 
hydro-electric system of Ontario. This 
plant has an output capacity of 550,- 
000 h:p„ and although it was anti-' 
clpated that this would fill the re­
quirements for a number of years, 
the hydro-electric commission are al­
ready looking for additional develop­
ments to meet the demands. The 
Commission have applied to the In­
ternational Commission for permis­

“Second—Germany is to-day pract­
ically without a domestic debt, State 
or private, whereas tbe victor nations 
are heavily burdened with a domestic 
war debt.

“Third—The Germans as a whole 
are paying less taxe»“than the Eng­
lish, French or Americans.

“Fourth—Germany if she shouldered 
the total reparations bill would have 
a smaller war debt than if she had 
won the war without indemnities.”

On the other hand, the experts have 
noted:

“First—Germany is almost on the 
edge of financial chaos and needs a 
loan to get going again, especially to 
finance reparations payments in kind.

“Second—Germany must have stable 
money to get her economic machine 
going again. *

Pilfering Goods
in Transit

Yesterday a detective employed by 
the agents of a well known steamship 
line apprehended a workman whom 
he suspected of breaking open a case 
of dry goods.

Produce and Provisions
(Trade Review.)

Codfish—No news worth while was 
received during the week as to con­
ditions in the foreign markets, but it 
Is known that the comparatively light 
stocks of our fish held in the different 
countries are selling well, and with

the wholesale prices vary from $8.10 
per barrel for the best brands to $7.85 
and $7.60 for other grades. The flour 
imported during the week amounted 
to 3,575 brls. by the Silvia from New 
York and 260 by the Sachem from 
Boston, a total of 3,825 brls.

Pork—Provisions generally during 
the week took on an upward tendency 
and the market in pork reflected the

the season, when the spring trade be­
gins. The local market is firm in tone, 
and we learn from importers Of this 
class of goods that during the past 
few days tea advanced a penny on the 
pound (avoirdupois) in the Ceylon 
market, and the impression is abroad 
that this advance is but the precursor 
of others. Though tea is being pro­
duced on a far larger scale of late 
than what it has been in the past, 
there is an ever-growing and rapidly 
increasing ratio of consumption, so 
that prices are not likely to be les­
sened to any considerable extent for 
some time yet if at all. The quantity 
Imported this week amounted to 16,- 
450 lbs. by Silvia from New York, and 
the prices wholesale here vary from 
34 to 80 cents per lb., according to the 
quality required.

Hay and Oats—There was an evi­
dent improvement in the baled hay 
market the past week, and somtr 
goods changed hands though no very 
heavy sales were made. It looks as if 
the demand will Increase from now 
forward, as the belief is that stocks of 
the local article appear to be getting 
slim. The price wholesale here is $36 
per ton..Business in oats is now show­
ing up fairly well, and during the 
week sales of considerable lots were 
continuous, so that an increasingly 
active fuldre trade is looked forward 
to. Pretty large consignments were 
received here last fall and there are 
heavy stocks, as far as wc can learn, 
to draw from. The prices, in this mar­
ket, wholesale, have advanced slowly 
of late, and the quotations for the 
week were about 20 cents per bushel 
higher than last week.

Up 
to this writing it looks as if the Nor­
wegian fishery will not be near that 
of last year, the last figures showing 
a shortage of roundly 3,000,000 as 
compared with the fishery of 1923, so 
that the outloof for our next season’s 
voyage must be good. The Oporto 
market is showing up reasonably well 
and the last report indicated that 
about '36,000 qtls. remained there, and 
likely sales henceforth will be ac­
celerated by a brisk Lenten demand. 
The exports for the week were: 1,677 
tsls. by the schr. Frank H. Adams 
for Barbados, shipped by the Monroe 
Export Co. (with 70 brls. herring and 
7 pkgs. salmon) ; 2,670 qtls. by the 
Haabet for Oporto, shipped by Jas. 
Baird, Ltd, from Marystown ; 4,390
qtls. by the schr. Herbert Fearn, for 
Pernambuco, shipped by the Union 
Export Co. of Port Union ; and S.S. 
Jan toqk 24,042 qtls. to Malaga. By 
the John Llewellyn there were shipped 
by Harvey & Co. from Grand Bank, 
4,245 qtls. for Malaga; and the H. 
Rossmussen took 3,000 from Oporto, 
shipped by G. M. Barr. The shipments 
by S.S. Sachem amounted to 2,696 for 
England, Spain, and Italy mostly, 
with 294 cases lobsters and 100 brls. 
herring, aggregating for the week 
roundly 42,800 qtls.

Common Cod Oil—The generally ac­
cepted opinion is now that the stocks 
of cod oil held by the trade are very 
limited, and should be cleared out 
comparatively early. Though like 
every other line this market has been 
dull for some time past. Some decent­
ly large orders have i ecently been 
received, and at figures that will take 
dealers out of it reasonably well. The 
balance of this class of oil yet undis­
posed of, which is small as compared 
to others, will likely be sold within a 
short period at figures which will 
leave a good margin of profit.

Cod Liver Oil—There is only a very 
small quantity of refined cod liver oil 
left over in this country now as com­
pared to other years, and dealers ex­
pect to sell later at very good figures. 
There is now every incentive for more 
people than ever to engage in the 
boiling of this class of oil, as well as 
in other ways, will be enlarged in 
sc'ope in time to come. It has been 
demonstrated to be of incalculable 
value in pulmonary troubles, and re­
cently certain derivatives or con­
stituents of the oil have been found to 
be of great advantage as applied to 
the other ills of humanity.

What we have said of the pork mar­
ket is applicable to beef, as packers in 
the Western States report that the 
supply of cattle is not up to the aver­
age of other years, a condition of af­
fairs which makes for increased pri­
ces. Business in pickled beef if not 
brisk Is pretty well up to the aver­
age of what would be expected at this 
season of the year, and will likely re­
main so until the general activities 
associated with the late spring months 
will begin. There is no great activity 
of this class of goods here and liberal 
imports are looked forward to later. 
During the week just past the con­
signments received here Were 295 
brls. by S.S. Sachem from Boston and 
150 by S.S. Silvia from New York, a 
total of 445 brls.

Some of us, gross in our natures,

“It is a very moral list, and also, 
if we may be allowed to say so, a list 
of a rather limited morality. It 
seems to contemplate only the rela­
tions of people as disciplined mem­
bers of a community. Courage is 
there, but not kindness, or any word 
for it, and we find ourselves wonder­
ing whether the professors of Prince­
ton have ever read the famous lines 
which link the two virtues together:

‘Life is mostly froth and bubble, 
Two things stand like stone—

" Kindness in- another’s trouble, 
Courage in your own.’

"And when we think of what the 
professors left out of the list of six 
we wonder the more. The Apostle to 
the Gentiles, with his commendation 
of faith, hope and charity,’ seems not 
to be approved at Princeton. There 
is an ancient admonition to do justly 
and love mercy which did not win a 
place for mercy or justice in the 
Princeton vocabulary of ethics.

"We are advised that among the 
words which had votes, but were not 
elected, were ‘love, truth, service, 
yes. no, knowledge.’ It seems hard 
that neither love nor truth should get 
a place. Their standards of import­
ance must be very stern in Prince­
ton.’’

“What will Labour do when In of­
fice 7 If Labour commanded a major­
ity of the electorate and a majority in 
Parliament, it would no doubt seek 
to transfer from private to public 
control such essential national ser­
vices and industries as railway trans­
port and coal mining. But, if only in 
office and not in power, It must con­
tent Itself by seeking to remedy some 
of the extreme of our present day so­
cial evils, as, for example, the pro­
vision of useful employment for the 
workless as a substitute for ‘doles,’ 
-the supply of houses for the home­
less, and adequate maintenance for 
the aged poor and for the helpless 
widow, the orphan and the blind,” 
writes Mr. J. H. Thomas in the Em­
pire Review.

“And in the international sphere 
Labour would seek to establish on a 
firm basis world peace and under­
standing. These evijs are a reflection 
on modern civilisation, and if, as 
seems to be feared in some quar­
ters , these ’ remedies would bring 
about the downfall of society, society 
would deserve a fall. lAbour will 
deal only with questions on which 
the ’nation has clearly made up its 
mind, and difficulty ought not to be 
encountered, therefore, either in the 
Lords or the Commons.

“Looking around for a modern 
parallel to the present political situ­
ation in this country, I find that there 
was a similar position in Sweden in 
1920 when the Labour veteran Brant- 
ing established a Socialist Ministry. 
In that case Brantlng was able to 
govern successfully for a period of 
twelve months. I see no reason why i 
Labour in this country should not be 
able to hold the reins of office for a 
like period.

Such an experience would redound 
to the advantage and welfare, - not 
only of the British nation, but of the 
British Empire and the world, as it 
would demonstrate clearly not only 
the true democratic character of our ; 
Constitution but also the steady faith 
of all ranks in British society in the 
process of political evolution, thus 
establishing absolute confidence and 
enormously raising our prestige. Eng- ■ 

land will achieve, by the process of 
evolution, that progress which so 
many other countries have only ob­
tained by means of bloody revolu­
tion.”

Strong sunlight and hot radiators 
are not -the best means of drying silk

There is just as much danger of 
tearing a silk stocking when drawing 
it on as any other way. One should 
be careful not to wear rings so they 
will catch in the slender threads, and 
a stocking should be rolled down to 
the ankle, then drawn gently over 
the foot, and just as gently unrolled 
as it Is drawn up. The suspenders 
should then be fastened to the garter 
top, and not in the less protected 
part of the top where It Is likely to 
tear with the least strain.

The Salmon’s
Wonderful Secret

One of Nature’s greatest mysteries 
was unfolded a short time ago in the 
upper reaches of Great Britain’s larg­
est rivers.

Hundreds of thousands of salmon, 
urged by Instinct to complete the sea­
son’s spawning, desposited their eggs 
in the small troughs, known as redds, 
which they had dug with frenzied 
movements of their bodies, afterwards 
covering the eggs up to be hatched 
two and a half months later.

While the mother salmon is laying 
the eggs, the male keeps watch by 
her side, in readiness to drive off 
marauders In search of food. He al­
so fertilizes the eggs after they have 
been deposited by the female in the 
spawning bed.

By the time the spawning is over, 
father and mother salmon are a sorry 
sight. Their scales have lost their 
lustre ; many are badly torn, while 
their fins and tails, worn by contact 
with the river bed, are bedraggled.

They remain in the river for a few 
months to recuperate. Then they 
make their way back to the sea, 
where two or three years before they 
sported as smolta—one of the several 
names given to the salmon at various 
stages in its development.

Meanwhile, from the pink pea-like 
eggs in the river bottom are hatched j 
the young fish, known as alevin—tiny 
silvery creatures that subsist for 
some weeks on the contents of the 
yolk-sac attached to the undepart of 
their bodies. This stage lasts about 
two months, at the end of which peri­
od the little fish Is roughly an inch 
and a quarter long,, and is capable of 
finding Its own food.

At six months the future salmon 
Is called a parr, a name by which it 
will be known for the next one or two 
years of its life—years spent in the 
depths of the river, gorging itself on 
a diet of water snails, grubs, beetles, 
files and worms.

From River to Ocean.
But while the sprightly young fish 

grows rapidly at first, quickly attain­
ing a length of seven or eight inches, 
it acquires no suggestion of the bulk 
It will develop later In its career. A 
sojourn In the ocean is necessary to 
bring about this change.

So It comes about that at the end 
of its first or second year the smolt, 
as It is now known, drops downstream 
on Its long journey to the sea. Day 
after day It swims on, sometimes 
nosing forward with a sudden and 
prolonged access of energy, and 
sometimes dallying for a while in a 
warm and sunny pool, where tempta­
tion offers Itself In the shape of an 
angler’s fly.

Finally, all being well, the young 
fish reaches the salt-water area, near 
the mouth of the river, and its move­
ments become less spasmodic while It 
acclimatizes itself to the new condi­
tions.
