LECTURE ON CHEMISTRY.—Dr. Howitt
delivered his third lecture on chemistry
in the Town Hall, Guelph, on Tuesday
evening last. Mr. Alex. McKenzie in
the chair, The audience was large and
respectable, showing that these lectures
were received with nfuch interest by
many in our midst. After a brief review
of the principles enunciated at the previ-
ous lecture, the Doctor proceeded to ex-
plain the power of -caloric, by which
cohesion between particles;was overcome
—thus ice brought into contact with heat
becomes & liquid, and in another stage
steam, in.which these is no cohesion,
Latent heat was explained very clearly
by the lecturer, who demonstrated that
taking water at 172°, which is rather
below the. boiling point, and an equal
quantity of iceat the freezing point, 82°,
the mercury will show a mean tempera-
ture between the two, viz.,, 102°., Take
snow at 32°, and the same weight of
water at 1722, and the result will be the
dissolving of the snow, the remaining of
the temperature at & mean, and the los-
ing of many degrees of heat by the. ex-
periment. The caloric thus lost turns
into latent heat, or heat that has lost the
power of manifesting itself. When a
solid passes into a fluid, heat is lost—=and
80 when bodies pass from a fluid to a gas-
