A very large and influential meeting 
of the Reformers of the South Biding of 
Wellington was held in the Town Hall, 
Gnelph, on Tuesday, for the purpose of 
nominating a candidate at the approach­
es election, and perfecting the ergani- 
; avion of the party. The Hall was filled 

in every part by the representative and 
solid men of the party, from all sections 
of the Riding. Mr George Elliott, chair­
man of the Reform Association, was call­
ed to the chair, and Mr McLagan Ap­
pointed Secretary.
OjPEe Chairman in opening the proceed­
ings said they were all aware for what 
object the meeting was called. It was 
only a week ago last Saturday that the 
news of the dissolution had been received, 
and as there was so little time, the Cen­
tral Committee of the Reform Association 
thought it the most prudent course to 
call the present meeting olf the Reform­
ers and supporters of thé present Minis- 
try — first to select a candidate, and 
secondly to -organize the party in the 
event of a contest. He then referredto 
the change which had taken place in the 
political situation since they last met 
for a similar object. They were all 
aware of the cause which had led to this. 
The late Government sought to perpetu: 
ate their reign by the most corrupt 
means—by using the Pacific Railway as 
a powerful lever. They were all famili­
ar with the history of that scandal— 
with the evidence taken before the Com­
mission—with the means employed to 
corrupt electors—and with the downfall 
of the Government in consequence of the 
exposure » of these shameful practices. 
All this had been proved against Sir John 
Macdonald and hb colleagues. He held 
that the new Government, in appealing 
to the country at the present time had 
done right. He referred to its policy as 
foreshadowed in Mr Mackenzie’s speech, 
and concluded by saying that the issue 
now before tha people was simply 
whether they would support an honest 
or a corrupt Government. (Cheers.)

Mr James Laidlaw, Reeve of Guelph 
Township, moved the following resolu­
tion:—

“ That in the opinion of this meeting 
the thanks of the country are due to the 
members of the late Opposition in the 
late Parliament of Canada for their pa­
triotic conduct in vindicating the rights 
of the people and the privilege sof Par­
liament, and in unmasking the corrupt 
conduct of the late Ministry.”

He was perfectly sure that this reso­
lution would be endorsed not only by 
this meeting but by the whole country 
before two weeks were over. (Cheers.) 
He was equally well assured that the 
people of Canada approved the stand 
taken by those representatives who 
boldly stood up for their rights and 
irivileges during the late struggle in 
Parliament. It was also our jduty to 
record our condemnation of the men who 
sought fox* personal or party aggran­
dizement to barter away our rights, 
which would for. all time to come serve 
as a warning to those who might be 
tempted to follow their example. 
(Cheers.)

Mr. Wm. Nicol, Deputy Reeve cf 
Puslinch, seconded the resolution. He 
said, that it expressed the sentiments of 
all present, and m passing it we would 
be endorsing the sentiment of those who 
fought a hard battle against corruption 
and wrong doing. It would be ingrati­
tude on our part if we did not express 
our gratitude to them for their self- 
denying efforts. (Hear, and cheers.)

Mr. Thomas Hood wished to know who

appeal. (Hear.) They were ai_____
afraid of it, and they wanted to deny the 
electors a chance of recording their ver­
dict on the conduct of the late Govern­
ment. Again it was said that the Gov­
ernment had no policy. The Govern­
ment have a policy, as foreshadowed in 
the masterly address of Mr. Mackenzie— 
and st was a policy which the entire 
Reform party may well feet proud of. 
It was the Opposition who had no policy 
except lack of office, while the policy of 
the men nowin power was the honest 
and patriotic administration of the affairs 
of the country, (Cheers.) We are told 
that after all the Pacific Scandal and the 
sale of the charter was a dead issue. How 
could it be a dead issue when the people 
bad not had an opportunity of pronoun­
cing on it ? Is John A. Macdonald a 
dead issue ? It can’t be dead if he is 
alive. The people desired to see a Gov­
ernment in power which would conduct 
our business honestly and,in the interests 
of the public at large. Was this the 
character of Sir John A. Macdonald’s 
Administration ?

The New Act Reepecting^Welghts 
and Measures.

As some grain dealers are in doubt 
respecting the use of the 44 Cental,” 
provided in Section 6 of the Act xxxvi., 
Vic. Cap. 47, which came into force on 
the first instant, and are desirous of 
knowing whether there is any penalty 
for making contracts and delivering 
grain by the bushel, and whether sub­
section 2, of the Section above referred 
to, legalizes special contracts made by 
the bushel, we may inform our readers 
that upon enquiry at the Inland Revenue 
office here, wo find the construction put 
upon the law is :

1. That although no special penalty is 
provided for making contracts, or de­
livering articles by the bushel, still such 
contracts would be illegal and could not 
be enforced.

2. That a bushel of wheat, even if 
specially mentioned in an agreement 
under sub-section 2, would not mean 
sixty (60) popuds as heretofore, but only 
a bushel of. capacity, that is to say, 
2150.42 cubic inches, and so of all the 
other articles mentioned in the section 
above referred to.

He said they all knew what desperate 
means had been employed during last 
election to carry many Reform strong­
holds.^ That fight was not carried on by 
fair weapons on the part of the Govern­
ment and their supporters. Money was 
freely used to corrupt constituencies. 
Was it any wonder that with agencies of 
such a character employed against them, 
Reformers had an arduous and prolonged 
battle ? but victory had come at last,(and 
we had now a Government made up of 
the right men, in whom we had entire 
confidence. We were not ashamed of 
them or of the character of the mem­
bers, for among them were such sterling, 
tried and honourable men as Mackenzie, 
Blake and Dorion — in whom, 
as well as in their colleagues, 
the ujhole country had unbounded con­
fidence. (Hear, hear.) Some were in­
clined to question the wisdom of dis­
solving Parliament at the p.eeent time. 
But when they remembered the majority 
that Sir John A. Macdonald had after the 
election of 1872, a majority the most 
subservient that ever followed a minister ; 
when they remembered how that major­
ity acted in the West Peterboro’ election 
case ; they would at once admit that that 
was not the kind of Parliament to trust 
with legislation from a Reform Govern­
ment. They had it on the most indubi­
table testimony that 27 Members of the 
late Parliament owed their election to 
the free use of money. The present Re- 
form Administration, therefore, deserves 
the thanks of the country (or sweeping 
the late Parliament out of existence, 
leaving it to the people to purify the 
political atmosphere by returning men 
who cannot be bought and whose integ­
rity [is unquestioned. (Cheers.) But 
we are told by our Conservative friends 
that the pfeseut dissolution is unconsti­
tutional.

He had 
iu the late crisis fought their battle man­
fully and well, and it was more their 
duty now to sustain him than at any pre­
vious ele< lion, and show how much they 
appreciated his conduct. (Cheers.),

This resolution was put and carried 
unanimously.

Mr. David Stirton was next called 
upon to speak. He thanked the meeting 
for their expression of approval of his 
conduct during the late Parliament. He 
had always felt it a high honor to repre 
sent this fine riding of South Wellington. 
He felt it a high honor now to receive 
such marks of their confidence as he had 
done to-day, especially when he thought 
of the peculiar scenes he had passed 
through, the peculiar difficulties he had 
encountered, since they sent him to Par 
liament fifteen months ago. Speaking 
of public men, it had been made a great 
point by their opponents, that Sir John 
had not mafle money out of public life. 
Now, an honest public man, who faith­
fully discharged his duty was not likely 
to make money out of it. For himself, 
there was a reward far above money, and 
that was the generous confidence of his 
fellow electors. (Applause.) During the 
past fifteen months they had passed 
through one of the most extraordinary 
periods of Canadian history; The his­
tory of the Long P rliament was a fam­
ous chapter in English history, and the 
histoiy of the Short Parliar~'nt that had 
just dissolved, would be a no less famous 
chapter in Canadian history. The mo­
mentous intêrests involved, and the 
difficulties to be met by the members, in 
the proceedings of that short Parliament, 
had seldom been equalled in tin history 
of any country living under a free con­
stitution. He would allude to the prin­
cipal topics which had engaged their at­
tention. Sir John A. Macdonald had 
been making ready for the late election 
long before it came. For four sessions 
he had talked about and promised a new 
election law, and most objectionable 
features there were in the law that he 
wanted. For instance, he proposed to 
have revising barristers, mere creature» 
of the Government. The people 
would hate to go to these men and satis­
fy them'that they had a right to vote be-

roteis. This was a feature of all Sir 
John’s Bills. No doubt he would have 
liked to pass such a measure, and throw 
the onus of it upon the Reformers. But 
instead of a new law, John A. had passed 
the Interim Election Act, extending the 
old law for a twelve months, and giving 
power to the Government to create Re­
turning Officers themselves, instead of 
appointing the sheriffs and other officers 
in that capacity. The result was seen in 
the scandalous eases of the West Peter­
boro’ election, the Muekoka election, and 
many others. In South Renfrew the 
friends of Mr. MeDougaU,, the Reform 
candidate, were kept by force out of three 
newly settled and unorganized townships 
just added to the county. Hundreds of 
spurious votes were polled in them by 
his opponent, Mr. O’Reilly, and these 
spurious votes gained the contest for the 
latter. This was a specimen of the sort 
of election law John A. wanted. Then 
there was the way he gerrymandered aud 
cut up countie», to increase the Tory, 
vote, as in Wellington and Huron. Hav­
ing secured a majority by these meanSt 
John A. proceeded to get power to manu­
facture the Pacific Charter, instead of 
’earing Parliament to deal with the mat­
ter. They all knew the history of this 
great scandal, and how John A. and his 
friends were convicted out of their own 
mouths, before their own mode tribunal L 
of taking money from the map to whom 
they gave the Paoifie- charter, and using 
the money to bribe and corrupt the con­
stituencies. There were fifty or sixty 
members returned by improper influen­
ces of the kind he had>alluded to, yet so 
glaring was Sir John’l? offence that he 
was compelled to relieve even this cor­
rupt Parliament from the necessity of'sus- 
taining him by a vote. This corrupt 
Parliament hai now been sent to the 
country by the new Ministry. It had 
been said that it would have been better 
to hold a short session before dissolving 
Parliament : and a great fuss had been 
made by the Opposition about it. But it 
was admitted that next summer there 
must under any circumstances have been 
a dissolution ; and, as Mt Guthrie had 
pointed out, it was much better to have 
it at this season, when men had most 
leisure. They had heard of Mr. Drew at 
the Tory caucus warning bis friends to 
be careful about spending money, now 
that the Judges would have to deal with 
controverted elections, and-that a Re­
form Government was in power ; there 
was no chance for his humbugging any 
longer, and they tirast be careful. (Laugh­
ter.) Reformers would hav.e had a small 
majority on the issue that turned out 
John A., but there was no assurance that 
they would have had a.majority in the 
House. No set of men who meant to 
rule the country honestly would" have at­
tempted it. with such a Parliament. His . 
hearers were all reading men, and were 
thoroughly conversant with the Pacific 
Scandal business. They remembered 
the cartoon in ‘‘Grip,” representing John 
A. as Judge, counsel and prisoner, with 
no one to cross-examine. The late Gov­
ernment had done very great injustice to 
the Province of Ontario, during the last 
six years, by the Nova Scotia Act, the 
Manitoba Act, and similar transactions ; 
no wonder he dared not face the people 
of the Province without Sir Hugh Allan’s 
wallet in his pocket. (Laughter). ' It 
had been said that after twenty years of 
public life, John A. was a poor man.— 
That did not diminish his crime. Bet his 
acts were means ôf getting him power and 
power meant money. His office was 
worth 310,000 a year ; he did riot get 
that now ; did they suppose he never 
missed it ? (Laughter.) The lose of 
power was a hard thing to • a man who 
was used to exercise it. And in the 
transaction with Sir Hugh Allan there 
was as g' od value given to Sir John per­
sonally as if he had put the money in bis 
pocket. He, as a trustee of the people 
used the money to keep himself in 
power ; ind a school trustee or councillor 
who did this would be hooted out of 
society. If they allowed things to be 
done in high life which would not be 
tolerated in a lower sphere—if they al­
lowed a latitude in public life which was 
not allowed in private life—they would 
sap the foundations of all morality. 
Where would it end ? So great was the 
sensation caused by these doings that 
even the people of the United States, 
who were used to easy virtue in their 
public men, said, 44 This is ahead of ns.” 
(Laughter.) The pres? of the mother 
land had condemned them from one end 
of the country to the other. He felt 
that if Parliament backed up Sir John, 
Canada would be. morally disgraced in 
the eyes of the world ; and right glad 
was he to find that there were sterling 
men in the other party, who would not 
condone their leader’s baseness. These 
men ought to be honored by every well- 
thinking man in the land. Mr. Stirton 
alluded to the scene on the luth Augoet, 
when Parliament was turned out of doors; 
and went on to speak of the new Gov­
ernment. Prince Edward Island,14 our 
youngest and most virtuous sister,” had 
been honoured in the person of Mr. 
Laird, who received a seat in the Cabinet, 
and of whom Mr. Stirton spoke in terms 
of admiration. He eulogised the new 
Ministry, and said that their predecessors 
were entirely unworthy of comparison 
with them. Sir John A. Macdonald was 
a clever man. but his tricky and trading 
system of policy was not to be compared 
with the honorable and statesman-like 
course that Edward Bln \o had followed 
in public life. (Loud applause.) They 
knew the plodding, earnest industry of 
Mr. Mackenzie, who had a wider and 
more varied knowledge of public busi­
ness in all departments than any other 
man in the country. Then they had the 
model man Dorion ; and Cartwright, 
whose speeches on finance in the House 
were a credit %o him and it. As to the 
policy of the Government, both Mr. 
Mackenzie and Mr. Dorion had declared 
that their policy should be the same in 
power as out of power. Mr. Mackenzie 
had boldly taken the ground that they 
would conduct public affairs in a way 
conducive to public morality. Then as 
to the Pacific Railway. Just think of 
the magnitude of the work. From the 
Mattawa, m Ottawa County, to Fort 
Garry, was 900 miles—further than 
from here to New York—and through a 
barren, rocky, swampy country. It had 
taken five years already, and would take 
two more to construct the Intercolonial,

;

Ss

New York State when 
eloeed at Montreal. The late Govern­
ment had promised to construct the 
Pacific Railway in ten years, and they 
had spent two years of the ten in trying 
to find out if it was possible to make the 
road. He .would conclude by pressing 
upon them the issue now before the 
country. That issue was not Liberal oé 
Conservative ; ft was honesty or dis­
honesty—truth or falsehood—morality 
for immorality. In the last Parliament 
there were thirty men eating their daily 
bread from the Government crib ; was 
that a fair and free representation of the 
people of Canada ? The father of cor­
ruption, the king of corruptionists, had 
been made leader of the Opposition. 
By so doing they adopted him and his 
policy : and his policy was corruption. 
Mr. Stirton earnestly thanked the people 
of the Biding for the many kindnesses 
they had shewn him. and sat down amid 
fond and long-continued applause, fol­
lowed by three cheers for Stirton.

Mr. Lazaroe Parkinson, Eramosa, said 
they were met there for the purpose of 
nominating a candidate. It was usual to 
give the electors of the different town­
ships an opportunity of freely expressing 
their sentiments as to the man they 
wou(d dsoosa as their candidate. Under 

circumstances, however, it had 
been thought that this purpose could be 
accomplished by the present meeting as 
well as by a more formal convention. He 
had therefore the honor to propose the fol­
lowing resolution r—

44 That David Stirton, Heq., is a fit 
and proper person to represent the South 
Biding of Wellington iu the coming 
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada, 
and that he be hereby nominated as the 
Reform candidate for this Biffing.” 
Mjmmm _. They ail knew
that when, the voice 06 South Wellington 
was heard in the councils of their coun­
try echoed from the lips of their honored 
representative, it had never given an un­
certain sound. Many members had been 
bribed ; but John A„ with all his craft 
and his b landishments and knowledge of 
men, had never been able to seduce 
David Stirton of South Wellington. If 

..iniquity had triumphed once on this 
occasion, success would have been every 
thing in politics ; there would have been* 
no question of right aud wrong, but the 
old heath* n principle that it was only 
wrong to be found out. He rejoiced, 
however, that these transactions had 
shown there was some moral integrity 
left in Canada, and that we were not un­
worthy of the rnoe from whieh we sprung. 
He rejoiced that there were found even 
in the corrupt Parliament those who had 
not worshipped the image of gold which 
John A. ".had set up. He was glad that 
Mr. Stirton bad honored those men 
vho although generally supportera of 
Sir John l lad set pp*-: »!«’m befere party. 
He rejpio ed that . Huntingdon had 
dared sing le handeu alone to meet 
the whole power of the Government, 
backed' by the heats of contractors who 

' 'depended upon him. In reference to 
the résolut ion he had moved, he consid­
ered that h Tr. Stirton had many claims 
on them, : not only from the manner in 
which he h ad already served them, not 
only from the consistent coarse he had 
pursued*, bu t from the fact that he had 
not yet set ved the full time for which 
they prerioi isly elected him ; there was 
more than ordinary reason why they 
should send Mr. Stirton back to Parlia­
ment. (Lou d applause.)

Mr. Wm. Whitelaw, Guelph Town­
ship, second ed the resolution. He said 
there might be a doubt in the minds of 
some of them whether, this meeting fully 

iresented the Reformers of South 
illingten ; but when he looked at the 

fine meeting before him hé felt he would 
rather have t he opinion of this .meeting 
than of twenty conventions. (I<oud ap­
plause. ) All parts of the riding were re- 
iresented* ; ai td he fully believed that a

gathered. Al ter some further remarks,

Mr. Win Wilkie, Guelph, asked if
