Committees Favor Exclusion-of Chinese
From (Country.

‘Washington, March 12.—The United
States Senate eommittee on immigra-
tion has agreed to report favordbly on
the ‘Mitchell bill for. Chinese exclusion.
It is substantially as modified ‘by :'the
‘bill-sdbmitted by ‘the Pacific Coast com-
mission, oniy a few verbal -corrections
having been ‘made. The point which oe-
casioned much consideration by the com-
mittee was whether or not the Chinese
should be excluded from the Philippines,
or whether ‘the whole proposition should
be left to the Philippine commission.
The committee agreed to retain a posi-
tion of absolute exclusién, taking the
ground that the United States wanted
to retain the Philippines for the Filipi-
nos, and that the: latter’ were ‘as. much
ropposedl to the admission of Chinese as
were Americans. - Another section of
the 'bill :about which the, committee de=
‘bated ‘at length was excluding Chinese
sailors from ships of United States
register. This provision  ‘was also re-
tained in. the bill, but with the- pro-
Wiso to the effect that in ease of acei-
dent, stress of weather or serious: ill-

a Chinese crew  for the foyage upon
which he'may have entered.

Toronto, March I1-=(Special)—It - is
said the management of the C, P. R.

Mr. Curtis complimented the’ mover
and seconder of the Address as well as
the Premier on his speech, but claimed
that they had not dealt with any of the
real issues ‘before the House.

Another fatal omission in the
contract was that there was no right
reserved to allow other rdailways right-
of-way over the land grant of the Cana-
dian Northern, = In the event of the rail=
way going tl_u'qugh 4 narrow pass there
Was no provision as to right-of-way.
It was claimed by the government that
the Canadian Northern would give com-
petition, while ‘the senior ‘member for
riboo had declared that there was no
such ' thing as competition -in Tailway
rates.

Vancouver, March 12.—Dr. H. W.
Keith, C. M., .of Elko, B.C., has writ-
ten to the Vancouver World from
South Afriea, 'charging grave inefii-
ciency inh the hospitals and declaring in-
competent officials are growing rich at
the expense of the lives and health of
soldiers. !

Dr. Keith says the hospital system is
generally bad, but take, for instance, a
divisional hospital. The medical offi-
cer in charge is a veterinary surgeon.
Several Canadian troopers have suffered
seyerely through his ignorance. e
could give many examples but confined
himself to two. Trooper ‘Wilson, for-
merly of the Golden Era, came to hos-
pital for surgical examination, The
surgeon said there ‘was nothing wrong
with him and ordered him to fall duty.
Wilson consulted a civilian doctor, who
sent him to hospitai with a dangerous
attack of enmlarged liver and pneumonia.

Trooper Skryne, of Endervy, B.C.,
was ordered to full duty, although he
had valvular trouble of the heart. He
complained to the chief medical officer
of the brigade, and was promptly sent
to hospital and was found so bad ‘that
he is being invalided home. If patients
refuse to.eat the truck ' of porridge,
vegetables and bread, he is fed on con-
densed milk only, until almost starved
to death. .

Will Oppose in Every Way the
Russian Control of
Manchuria, '

The steamer Tosa Maru, which arrived
yesterday from the Orient, brought cop-
ies 'of an interview with Prince Konoye,
head of the National Union League of
Japan, ‘with reference to Japan's aiti-
tade towards = Russia’s iManchurian
schemes. - Prince Kvnoye is quoted by
the Japan ‘Advertiser of February 23rd
as saying: “Japan will never consent to
a Russian Manchuria. On this peint
the. government is absolutely decided.
Nor should we hesitate to take recourse
to armed remonstrance were Russia to
continue in her recent semi-defiant atti-
tude. . We have the sympathy of both
the “United States and Great Britain in
this ‘matter and know what we are do-
ing. Japan has no objection to Russia
leasing Port Arthur. 'That would not
menace Japan’s interests. We regard toe
construction of the trans-Siberian rail-
way with Nvely interest, as that will
undoubtedly serve to vpen new tields for
Japan’s commercial undertakings. Japau
will not object to Russian troops guard-
ing the line in Manchuria, where the
presence of the troops is necessitated,
but Rusesia’s gréat territorial army on
Chinese soil must be -withdrawn, and
that without further loss of time. Man-
churia must be Kept under Chinese con-
trol, not only bécause of its mineral and
othér wealth, but also as being the
ibirthplace of ‘the present Chinese
dynasty and subsequent revolution and
anarchy. I am convinced that the ten-
ure of Manchuria as a Chinese state is
positively necessary to the continuance
and maintenance of the present Chinese
government.”

It was pointed out that a'supervisor ap-
pointed by the -government éonld check
up. the work of the official: scalérs for
mill men or loggers, at any time either
party wished 'to pay the supervisor's
fees. The loggers, however, objected to
the government scalers being “paid by
the mill men, ~After two hours aiscus-
sion, the men showed every dispesition
t0- meet the loggers half way and with-
tdrew their objection to the ‘appdintment
of government scalers, but &expressed
their belief that 'an efficient staff .of
stilers would ‘cost the government a
heavy sum in salaries, and. would cause
much more delay than if the scalers
were in thé employ of the mills. It was
stated that at least 15 or 20 scalers would
be required, besides the supervisor, and
their salaries would certainly average
more than $1.000 each per annum. This
would . be offset perhaps one-third by
fees, But the question would be if the
governmenf would feel justified in ex-
pending . say $15,000 per year on log
scalers. In . Ontario each mill paid the
goverument log scaler, who stayed on
the premises and did other work when
not scaling, and all disputes were set-
tled by the superyisor. Under the suggest-
ed system, Atlin will requiré ‘one! scaler,
two will be needed up theCoast, eight at
Nanaimo, two at Victo#i#, seven in Van~
conver and vicinity, twé -at ‘Westminster
and Ladners, and eight at Chiliwack,

‘At 10 o'clock a eommittee’of six was
appointed, each association' appeinting
three, with power to“aet jointl in
amending the act before the legislature
in the interests of millmen and loggers.
'The labors of this committee were not
concluded until 1 o’cloek Tuesday morn-
ing. [AS a result both sides have agreed
to the appointment of government seal-
ers. In ¢lanse five the following words
have been sliminated: “And fix the seale
of fees to be paid to them as remunera-
tion, and which shall eonstitute a lien
upon the logs until paid.”” These words
were substituted by the following!“And
fix the remuneration.” ; In clanse dine
a duty is imposed upon the scaler: to
grade the logs into at least three classes,
stamping 'being restricted to saw logs—
exempting shingle bolts and other small
timber. use 13 is eliminated.’ This
clause was ambiguous in its wording.
Its objeet was to prevent an agreement
of Kale of logs until they had been offi-
cially scaled. It was-decided that this
clause would’ prevent advances being
nmjade on a boom of logs. and could mot
possibly affect buyer and seller' adopting
auy scale they wished, provided both
were agreeable to the adoption of the
scale. The act first drafted: by Secre-
tary and associated of the Log-
gers’ ' association, ' was . subsequently
amended by the I.oggers’ association,
afterwards ‘amended by the government,
and now amended by .a joint committee
of loggers and mill ‘men.' The act still
reads that the government may appoint
official scalers. It is claimed here tPat
many of the mill men put the accent
on the MIAY in this clause and at least
take comfort in the respite that this
wvord may give them.

MURDBRED HIS WIFE.

Camden, N. J., March 11.—Because he
was unable to obtain possession of his
children, Lafayette Gruff, aged 21, of
Gloucester, N. J., today cut the throat
of his wife, aged 19 years, killing her
instantly. He then fired a shot 'from
a  revolver at -his seven-months-old
child, Katie, but the bullet missed its
mark *and lodged in the head of Mrs.
Susan Gowie, Mrs. ‘Gruff’s aunt, aged

The tragedy was enacted at West-
mount, about four ‘miles from this city.
Mrs. (Gowies condition; is critical
Gruff. was arrested at Gloucester some

In a
word, no better means of disseminsting
a knowledge of Canadian affairs in Brit-
ain and British affairs in Canada can be
found than the establishment of a cheap
and easy newspaper postal service be-
tween the two countries. Let the pres-
ént Canadian and British inland news-
paper rate of a halfpenny or a cent per
registered newspaper be made an Aglo-
Canadian rate, the newspapers going, if
necessary, by slew steamers, and a most
fruitful interchange would soon spring
up between the people of the two cour-
tries. Canada would derive immense
denefit from the information as to Cana-
dian’ affairs and Canadian
which  would thus be disseminated
throughout every British home which
has sent one of its number to Canada;
