The Woman Under Arrest a Policeman’s
-Wife. . g
BostoN, Mass.,, Oot. 27.—The woman.
who has been under arrest since Saturday
night in conneotion with the Baltimore
conspiracy is Mrs. Emma Coolidge, wife of
Officer James E. Coolidge of the Boston
police,. Her identity was concealed so
carefully that even her husband was not
aware of her arrest until this morning,
when Mrs, Coolidge was arraigned in the
municipal court. The charge against hér,
according to the warrant, reads, *‘Solicit-
ing aid to commit murder.” She pleaded
not guilty and was held in $5000 for her
appearance for examination on Deu, 11.
It appears that Mrs, Coolidge three times
visited Bose Cobb’s place on Norman street
where the plot was arranged. She claims
that she did not intend to allow the mur-
der $o be committed, but wanted to get
hold of the money—$1000. She did not
make & confidant of her husband, Her
husband knew nothing of the elder Mellen,
the father-in-law of the intended viotim of
the alleged conspiracy, and says he has no
idea of how his wife became acquainted
with him, or was induced to enter into the
plot. He has been married to her about

He says he asked Dr. Perranlt -how many
lmallgox bouses he had been in that- day,
and he answered between twenty-five
and thirty, I next asked him how
many houses he had been in that day
where there was no smallpog, and he
answered between twenty and twenty-five.
Did he hot treat smallpox patiznts, and he
answered that he did. I'thenasked him if
he did not treat families where¢ there was

even attended accouchement cases. Fur-
ther, I oan give the names of soeme of those
who are vaccinating for the board of
health who bave said that they were giving
certificates of death from smallpox every
day. One particular physician' »aid- he
was giving three or four, and had over
forty cases'of smalipox he was attending,
and he was attending others at the same
time where there was no smallpox,  Those
pbysicians go and vaccinate obildren.
What is the result? While they are vac-
cinating the children they are coimmunicas
ting smallpox, and the chiliren'die. Then
take the ten or twenty others employed to
go around to vaccinate. Supposing that
all combined visit 200 families, averaging
seven persons each, where there is no
disease, they are exposing from 1000 to
1500 new cases to the smallpox every, day.

HOW PATIENTS ARR TREATED,

Terrible Revelations of eme of the Suffer.
ers in 8¢ M Hespital.
Mo~TREAL, Oct, 27.—Facts concerning
the treatment and experience of the
patients in St. Roch’s hospital, which have
just come to light, are revolting in the
extreme, Mrs, Borland, thé daughter-in-

law of the Rev, John Borland, well known
in this city, who enteréd the hospital on
Sept. 29 last, says when she was sent to
the hospital she was placed on a bed in
which was one sheet to lie on and then
a ragged, dirty blanket’ for a cover-
ing. For the firet few days she
suffered from the cold owing to the window
just above her head being partially open
and a two scanty supply of clothing,
While she was still suffering from cold, as
were several others; a man of the hospital
was applied to for. additional oovering,
when he brought up several ragged blank-
ets, which he distributed, saying as he did
80 not to let the nuns know, or * they
would play -hell with, him.”” Dr. Nolin
gave no medical attendarnce, simply looking
at the cards over the beds in the morning,
dropping here and there an oc
oasional remark, and thus passing
along and out., Mrs, Borland and
Mrs, Hopkins, who were both patients,
declared that Dr. Nolin gave them no
professionsl attention until in Mrs. Bor.
land’s case she asked for some aperient
medicine, when he gave a dose of what he
called mineral water, the effect of which
for four days was that the most painful
diarrhcea was experienced, whiol,: was
foilowed for five consecutive days by
hemorrhage, which was so profuse as to
run through the bed on to the floor of the
ward. Dr, (Nolin then gave her a powder,
whioch, while it stopped the hemorrhage,
nevertheless gave her a pain in her side
which she experiences to.the - present
day, There was no . attendance
given by the regular nurses, that
being. principally done by convales-
cent patients, Cries of the patients for &
glass of water were heartrending, to be
mot by the response: ‘‘Shut up, you.”
The stench of the place was most revolt—
ing, and anything in the way of deodoriz-
ing or disinfecting was never thought of.
The: hear:lessness, they said, with which
patients are treated in. the St, Roch’s hos-
pital was remarkable, In the case of a
Miss Norris, to relieve a choking sensation,
application was made to Dr, Nolin, After
much entreaty he made his appearance and
gave her some relief. This was about
10 o’clock at night, and nothing more was
done or attempled. The following day
she was removed to the blaock smallpox
ward, and without any further atteation
was allowed to die a couple of days after-
wards, No attention was paid to aaybody
the moment they entered the black small-
pox ward, and the cries that came from
that awful place was heartrending. After
the firet night of Mre. Borland’s stay in
the hospital a poor woman after her death
was rolled out of the bed on which she had
died and allowed to fall like a log of wood
on the floor, The first evening Mrs,
Borland spent in ‘the haspital 8 woman,
who had beem a cook of —“the
Rev., Mr. Wood, died under terrible
circumstances. For hours previous to hef
death, and as long as she could speak even
in & whisper, she cried, ‘‘For God’s sake
give me water,” but the only attention
given her was to tell her to shut up. She
died during the night, Previous to her
death she writhed in her agony and fell
out of bed. Two men were. called, who
lifted, and throwing her into bed, said:
“Now sit on her and keep her down.”
When dead a sheet was placed on the floor

A. W. Godson withdrew his tender for
part of <& contract for improvements on
Shaw street, The whole contract was
awarded to A, J. Brown,

Mr. Roaf, for the City Gas company,
asked the appointment of a sub-committee
to confer with 'the fire 'and gas committee
to fix the terms on which the company
would obtain the right to lay mains, etc,
He urged immediate action, arguing that
if his oliente did not get the oity’s author-
ity at the next council meeting they would
not be able to become incorporated In
time to tender for the city gas oontract,
The city solicitor said that the charter
with the Gas company did not debar the
couneil from granting equal rights to other
corporations, Considerable discussion fol~
lowed, and the matter was referred to a
sub--committee,

The sum of $400 was appropriated for the
repair of Bathurst street south of King,
whatever further funds required to be
taken from the Yonge street avenue sur-

lus, The engineer’s report was discussed,

he clause containing the solicitor’s opinion
on the opening of Douro street to Portland
street was referred back. The report
recommended that the lower end of
Carlaw avenue be protected from the water
of the bay by piles, put down on the local
improvement plan ; that St. Paul street,
St. David’s ward, be continued south' to
King street ; that sewers be constructed on
College. street from Garrison oreek to
Rusholme road.

With reference to the Garrison creek
sewer, the solicitor submitted as his opin-
ion tHat the matter could nos be brought
before the county judge unless & charge of
malfeatance were brought agsinst some-

Solicitor Neville here asked leave to
state Mr.'Godson’s side of the cagse. To
this Ald, Hoestings objected, saying that
he thought the testimony of the hired
experts should not be questioned, and that
sny further evidence on the matter shonld
be taken in a court of law, .

Ald, Baxter in an eloquent speech
abounding in allusiona to British fair play,
protested that both sides of the question
should be heard,

A very hot disoussion followed and
ended in Mr, Neville being allowed to
proceed, He stated that this matter was
a serious one for Mr, Godson, whose money
had been stopped temporarily on scoount
of the action taken by the board. With
regard to the charge that soft bricks were
employed, he stated that he could produce
the contract which Mr. Godson had made
for his bricks. This contract showed that
hard bricks had been paid for; gherefore
if any soft bricks had gone into the
sewér' Mr,Godson had gninog nothing by ir.
Moreover, the soft bricks found were all in
the two outer rims of the sewer and the
per centage was 80 small that the durabile
ity would not be materially affected,as the
old Church ‘street sewer amply proved.
With regard to the charge that li' joints
between - the bricks were too large, Mr.
Neville explained thatshe city inspector had
himself made the apparatus by which the
bricks were to be measured. As every
builder knew, bricks varied in width, and
when a narrow ' brick was found, in order
to comply “with the lines drawn by
the lnspeotor,more mortar would haveto be
used in the joints. Mr. Neville continned,
stating that Mr. Godson, having been
placed in a very unfavorable light by the
action of rome aldermen and by articles in
some of the city papers, wished to have
everything fully explained. Mr. Godson
was quite willing to make good an
defective work for which he was responai-
ble, and which was not in accordance with
the spécifications. There was no evidence
to show that any scamping had been done.
Mr, Neville produced a letter from Frank
Turner stating that he had im person
inspected the parts of the sewer which the
city experts had opened, and had
found the quality of the work
good.  County Engineer ' Stokes and
Robert Carroll had also at Mr. Gedson’s
request inspected the sewer together.
Both material and werkmanship were
good, There was not the slightest trace
of designedly bad work, ° They had only
found one doubgful brick. Asto the Port-
land cement; Both gentlemen teetified that
owing to its unreliability they had gener-
ally preferred Canadian cements. E. O.
Bickford, through whose grounds the
sewer runs, also testified to the gemeral
good quality of the work,

After a hot discussion the matter was
Iaid over till the next meeting.

An s¥ticte in The World of October 21
reviewed the position of veterinary science
in OnBarip, and especially in the matt: of
the school devoted to it in Torento. That
article has excited mo little disoussion;
and if it succeeds in bringing about
changes and improvements its main object
will have been effected. The school on
Temperance street, owned by Dr. Smith,
has dome good work, but unless it keeps
up to the times and the business that
offers, it must fall behind, There ought to
be a matriculation examination; the Jecture
voom, now small and poorly ventilated,
(some of the students having to sit on the
window sills) ought fo be enlarged; there
ought to be free clinica and a large free
dispensary opened; and care exercised that
the schools at New York and Philadelphia
do mot run away from the Toronto one,
1t is no answer to say that more than half

. of the students here are from the United
States—that is open $o two interpretations.
-Here is one of the few instances of a school
that is not only self-sustaining but profit-
able; in such a case there ought to be more
liberality in the way of improvement, It
is because we wish to see the school as the
head of the list that we again direct public
attention to the matter.
