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JAKE MAULIFFE AND JIMMY CAR-
ROL HAVE A GO FOR $12,500.

One of the Greatest Glove Battles Ever
Witnessed on the Pacific Coast—The
Fight Was a Very Long One and the
Telegraphic Report Was Not All When
The World Went to Press,

SAN Fraxc1sco, March 21,—No pugilistic
event ever held here created more interest
than the contest between Jack McAuliffe
and Jimmy Carroll at the California Ath-
letic Club to-night. The purse offered by the
club amounted to $3000, of which $500 was
to go the loser. In addition to this each

principal posted $5000 on the fight, making
the total sum to fall into the hands of the
winner $12,500. It was agreed the men
should weigh in befere the contest at 137
pounds.

A number of sporting men arrived bere
from eastern pointssome time ago and it was
reported they had brought large amounts of
money to place on McAuliffe. When the
match was first made Carroll was a favorite
bere, but after the announcement of so much
McAuliffe money Carroll's admirers evinced
a decided unwillingness to come forward, the
general impression being they were holding
out forlarge odds. The amount wagered was
not as large as expected. Two to one on
McAuliffe was what Carroll’s friends wanted
but the eastern supporters of McAuliffe made
offers ranging from 100 to 80 up to 100 to 60,
but they found but few takers. The condi-
tion of both men was regarded as perfect.

Carroll selected as seconds Martin Murphy
and Florrie Barnett. McAuliffe chose Billy
Madden and Jack Demtpsey, Hiram Cook
was selected as referee.

THE NEW BANKING ACT IN FAVOR.

tains Many Good Points—An Issue
‘With No Discounts to It.

Local bankers interviewed yesterday ex-
press satisfaction with the new baunking act
introduced by Mr, Foster, and as they may
be said to thoroughly understand what the
needs of the country are and what the bank-
ing interests require, their opinion is worth
something. They are particularly pleased at
the decision of the Government not to ex-
change the reliable Canadian peny for the

sensus of opinion among local buskers that
the American plan of circulation¥is not as
good & one in any respect.

The amendment providing a guarantee or
safety fund to be formed by a tax of 5 per
cent. on the banks, according to the amount
of their respective issues, which fund is in-
tended for the protection of the notes of an
insolvent bank immediately upon its failure
angdpending the realization of its assets, is a

feature, bankers say, as in future notes
of such insolvent banks will not be subject,
as in the past, to a discount when in the
bands of needy holders. Upon the tailure
of. the Maritime and other banks, timid
holders sacrificed their bills, not being able
to wait the delay necessary before they
could be paid in full.

The establishment of a fund for immediate
use is therefore an excellent one. The best
feature of the whole bill, however, is the
clause which provides a note which goes cur-
rent throughout all parts of the Dominion.
The status of the bank which issues the bill
drops out of sight and the note ranksat par
in all sections. The inconvenience subjected
to parties remote from the place of issue of
notes of the smaller banks, who have been
obliged to cash their paper at a discount, will
be obviated by this clause.

CORSEY TRLS OUF OF WORK.

BRUSHAND C0.'S FACTORY GOBBLED
UP BY FLAMES.

A Big Blaze at the (orner of Bay and
Adelaide-streets—Paul Pattillo’s Spar-
ring Academy Badly Scorched—A Fall
in Wizard Oil—A; Narrow Ei
At the Guelph Farm.

Toronto was visited by a disastrous con-
flagration last night and' several Adelaide-
street merchants are sufferers to a large ex-
tent. About 73 o'clock Policeman Dilwcrth
(105) noticed flames issuing from the
windows of Brush & Co.’s corset fac-
tory at Bay and Adelaide-streets, and
rang the alarm. When the.brigade arrived
it was found that the fire was in the top flat
of the building and making great headway.
Several . streams were turned on but it was
several minutes before their effect was felt.
Flames burst from a dozen windows and
seemed to defy every effort to extinguish
them. The flatis used by C. B. Brushasa
corset manufactory and contained in ad-
dition to the unfinished work about 50 sew-
ing machin: s, which were completely de-
stroyed. )

Ladders were reared against' the building
and several windows knocked out, but the
heat was so intense that the firemen were
driven back for a time. ‘They soon re-
covered, however, and several of them
forced their way into the rooms, It was
then found that the fire bhad a
strong hold upon the second flat,
which is used by th» Wizard Oil Com»any as
astorehouse for their wares. A tank about
eight feet high and holding several gallons of
their fluid caught fire and the blaze poured
out of the windows, lighting up the faces of
the spectators and the roofs of the buildings
far down Bay-street.

Paul Pattilo’s **milling rooms” next caught
fire. and for & few moments it was feared
that the whole block would go. By this time
a large number of JJeO'plo were running out
of the two Adelaide-street theaters, some
person having started the cry that the block
onthe south side was abl and Adelaide-
street from Yonge to Bay was soon jammed
with people. .

The bottom flat and cellar of the block
contained paints a1 d other inflammable sub-
stances; and a brave attempt was made by
tbe firemen to keep the fire from this quarter.
Their efforts were successful, and by carry-

compounds. Sinve the day Wwhen Wohler
overthrew forever the moticn that organic
substances were exciusively the products of
the operation of a so-called vital force by his
discovery of the synthesis of urea, & great
number of bodies, hitherto obtained only in
Nature's laboratory, have successfully been
bailt up, as the result of a careful and most
minute study of their exact nature,

NOTES FOR FARMERS.

1 would be foolish to wish for an early
spring and not be prepared for it by bhaving
everything in readiness. The farm imple-
ments and machinery should be put in order
at the first available opportunity.

Churning without a thermometer is ds dif-
ficult as steering a ship without a compass.
The proper temperature must be maintained,
which cannot be done without a thermom-
eter. /

An open ditch across a field is a nuisance.
It compels the wagons to go & greater dis-
tance, causes injury to stock, obstructs plow-
ing and soon fillsup. Ditches should be cov-
ered in some manner if possible, but whers
the expense is too great they should be filled,
and drain tile substituted.

To make fine winter butter skim as in sum-

mer, and then mature the cream by artificial |
warmth. Put the cream-jar in a room heat- |
ed to a temperature of 75 degrees, and koep |

it there 24 hours. If such a temperature
ripens it too quickly reduce the heat, say to
60 or 65 degrees. Try in every way to make
the condition of the milk, cream, and separat-
ing b ster similar to what its condition would
have been in the summer.
The best potato manure is composed of 400
of dissolved bone, 300 pounds of nitrate
of potash, and 200 pounds of nitrate of sods,
well mixed, and applied at thoe rate of 500
pounds peracre. The cost of the raw materi-
als will beabout $15 per acre, and ina favour-
able soil the yield should be 200 bushels per
acre, and will usually make & much better
crop than the application of 20 two-horse loads
of stable manure, and make much tairer po-

tatoes.

Black knot on the plum, according to the
statement of Prof. 8. T. Maynard, may be
destroyed with a mixture of linseed oil, tur-
pentine and kerosene.

In grading up a flock to make it a mutton
flock 50 per cent. of the lambs may profitably
be marketed every year. They bring in s0
muck income, and, being the poorest of the
lot, the breeders that are left will stamp the
next crop of lambs with greater merit.

Crushed, ground, or soaked oats are excel-
Jent hog feed, and at present prices not &
bushel ought to leave the farm. For breed
ing stock they aro superior to corn. _A.Il
kinds of stock relish a change and o variety
of feed. If every farmer would feed out
three-fourths of his oats this scason t.he price
would be very apt to advanceto a feir figre

before summer.

GREAT GROCERY HOUSES.

Westward the Coprse of Commerce Has
Taken Its Why—Developtent of
This Centre,

The time was, not so very long ago, suf-
ficiently recent at all events to be recollected
by younger citizens than the old inhabitant”
of historical renown, when the entire grocery
trade of the Dominion was transacted by
Montreal houses, In the good old days of
our forefathers retailers had to rest content
if they received the goods necessary to ro-
plenish their stocks any time during the symo
geasou in which they were orde! But as
lation increased and the demand grew
more pronounced in proportion, competition
became more keen. ilers found that the
origibal cost of tbe article was nearly doubled

by freight and other charges before it reached |-

its destination, and as a result they were
compelled, to clear themselves, to charge their
customers from 75 to U0 per cent. over and
above what the manufacturér and pro&nw
could afford to sell the goods at. ow-
ever, everything finds its level "in ~this
world - of  commerce sooner or later,
and = the abolition of this - abuse was
not long delayed. The establishment of
the first wholdsale grocery in the Queen
City was speedily followed by the lucation of
other houses until at present writinf the re-
tail trade west of Kingston and as far as the
const is largely controlled by local whole-
salers. Montreal wholesale grocery
trade, which a decads or two azo, as pre-
viously pointed out, controlled the whole
Domiuion. has now practically ceased to be a
factor in this section of Ontario. Ths terri-
tory formerly covered has been Frndunlly
dwlndling. aud the market controlled exclu-
sively by -Ontaric dealers ceptibly
widened until the bulk of the dealings of the
Mon ors has been driven eastward. To-
daﬁ\there are but one or two wholesalers east
of Toronto whio make any attempt to cater
to the trade of the western insula, and
the orders their travelers recéive grow less
month by month until their percentages have
dwindled to infinitesimal proportions. The

He cannot afford
to be delayed awaiting the transport of goods
over 400 or 500 miles of railway,’with
the chances of the car in which
they bave been loaded being side-
tracked for some days at sorne way station.
Especially is this the case during the winter
season. A merchant sending an order to
Montreal from Western Ontario can have no
feeling of certainty as to when the goods are
likel{ to reach him, The fact thas Ontario
wholesalers turn over goods more frequeatly,
that they are in the centre of the producing
and manufacturing industries, and that they
are content with saller profits in view of
latger trade, three indisputable facts, go a
long way to explain the reason why
the trade to all intents and
urposes centered here, There is also doubt-
ass 8 certain degree of loyalty by the retailers
of Ontario towards its great provincial capi-
tal. Toronto and Ontario are in a sense
synonyms. The ple of Ontario are
as proud of their chief city and great com-
mercial centre as the citizans of Toronto are
of the wealth aud importance of the chief
prvince of the Dominion. .

At the
present writing there ate five times as many,
the aggregate eing 33,158. Theaverage daily
consumption in 1879 was 4,411,245, while this
year it exceeds 12,000,000 gallons per diewn.
