The first case on the civil docket was 

that of Janet Lithgow Aitkens of this cily 
against the New York Life Insurance Co. 
On the 25th of May, 1891, Peter Aitkens, 
a carpenter, applied for a policy of $1000 
through a Mr. Stokes, who was an agent 
of the company. Aitkens being in good 
health, his application was accepted and 
the date of payment of the first premium 
of $5.56 fixed. When the time came Ait­
kens was only able to pay one dollar. The 
company allowed him 30 days in which to 
pay the balance. On the 18th of 
June following Aitkens met his 
death by drowning. The day 
after Mr. Campbell, manager of the com­
pany in which Aitken was employed, on be­
half of the widow paid the $4.56 still re­
maning on the policy. The agent was 
ignorant of Aitkens* death. When the 
claim was presented to the company they 
refused to pay and offered back the pre­
mium. Justice MacMahon dismissed the 
case; the question of costs waç reserved. 
Edward Martin, Q.C., of Hamilton, ap­
peared for the plaintiff and Hamilton Cas- 
sels for defendant.

Their conversation soon grew into a 
quarrel, when Vrooman says Hickey hit 
him, and he believed Hickey intended to 
shoot him and for self-protection he shot 
Hickey. Hickey had a revolver in his 
possession when shot.

How An East End Boy Came to An Un­

Nominally the trouble concerned the 
trol of the party newspaper organ; really 
it was due to the fundamental differences 
in the political creeds of the leaders.

Unionist* Delighted.
Only the immediate friends of Tim 

Healy rejoice in Mr. Sexton’s retirement,, 
for they think that in future they will hold 
absolute sway in the councils ot the party. 
The Unionists are delighted with the 
rupture in the Nationalist party at the 
moment when solidity of the party was re­
garded as all important. The change in 
leadership, if ^accomplished, w'ill in fact 
embarrass Mr. Gladstone, as he has been 
accustomed to consulting with Sexton and 
Dillon, while ignoring Healy, whom he 
heartily dislikes.

The Irish Members Confer.
London, June 12.—Tho conference of the 

Irish members of Parliament was resumed 
to-day.

AtONTrial By Newspaper.
Possibly the most ridiculous exploit of 

what is known as “modem journalism” is 
the effort of The New York Recorder to 
establish itself as judge, jury, counsel and 
witnesses in the Borden triaL This paper, 
always on the alert for sensational features, 
has the audacity to organize a jury to find 
a verdict in the Borden murder trial. 
By what process of reasoning The 
Recorder finds itself impelled to 
assume the functions of the court it is im­
possible to understand. Why it should 
deem it necessary to organize an inde­
pendent jury to run counter to the legally 
constituted jury in the case is equally 
difficult of comprehension. This blunder 
arises from a mistaken sense of the duty 
ot a newspaper and from an uncontrollable 
impulse after sensation. The Borden 
jury is competent, in the minds of every­
one except The Recorder, to give a 
proper verdict when the time comes. Cer­
tainly it has exceptional opportunities for 
investigation and for getting at the facts 
first-hand, which must necessarily be trans­
mitted at second-hand to The Recorder’s 
chosen twelve. An opinion by such a 
jury is absolutely worthless. More than 
that, it is a distinct transgression upon 
the privileges and prerogatives of the 
court. It is surprising also that intelli­
gent men and women, who should be above 
such a farcical and belittling procedure, 
ehonld lend themselves to thiaftdvertise- 
ment. There are many prominent persons 
on the jury, which is composed of the Rev. 
Dr. Edward Everett Hale and others 
equally well-known. (Bje finding of a self- 
constituted jury is not only worthless, but 
may also tend to produce evil results, and 
seriously endanger this institution which is 
at the foundation of liberty and equality.

expecting to make a living out of the local 
trade. Bat with our better roads, more 
rapid transit, and the wonderful enterprise 
of the central retailer, the email stores 
have had to go, as it ia «imply impossible 

doing a business of $5000 or 
$15,000 to compete with those doing one of 
$300,000 or $500,000. One must not say 
then that Toronto ia not prosperous be­
cause the business that wai spread over 
two hundred stores is now done in one. 
Before the

G, T. Railway
opened up the country, business was spread 
over numberless little towns and villages, 
where now the grass grows in the principal 
streets. But surely business, because con­
centrated in the cities, is no less a reality. 
So it is with Toronto. If the towns and vil­
lages had to become farms again, the small 
stores of Toronto may have to return to

but the business ia done here. Why, there 
is the firm of Guinane Bros., 214 Yonge- 
street, that can't find room enough to hold 
one-third of their stock, owing to the un­
avoidable delay in the intended alterations 
and re-building of their premises, and are, 
as a consequence, forced, regardless of loss, 
to clear out $100,000worth of boots and shoes 
at most ridiculous prices.

ed lace boots, $1.50; men’s Cordovan walk­
ing shoes, actually marked down to 85c. 
No, business is not dull in Toronto, it is 
lively, but with the improvement going 
on in the city, the wonderful concentration 
of trade into the centre of the city, and the 
quickness of the people to discover where 
they can get beat value for their money, it 
is safe to say that inside of 10 years the 
only shoe house in Toronto will be Guinane 
Bros., 214 Yonge-street.
