\ ANTWERP JEWS IN LONDON,

| More Than

Thirty-five
Cared for-

More than 3,600 Jewish refugees
from Antwerp, who fled . Belgium
when the war broke out, aré living
in three unique commupities ‘estab-
lished for them by the'.British Gov-
ernment in London. In'these places
they enjoy ample comfort, maintain
their family ties, and are ehabled to
get work, waiting for the fimhe when
the war will end and theéy may re-
turn home. R

The Government, at the ' instance
of the Jewish community of Lon-
don, of which the wealthy Leopold
de Rothschild is the head, provided
the three immense homes for them,
lwhere they have been taught Eng-
ish.

The communities are divided
among what is now called the Po-
land Street Refuge, near Oxford Cir-
cus; Lindrick House, in,. North Lon-
don, and a number of flat Jonses In
Whttechapel. In the Poland Street
Refuge Ernst Schiff, a nephew of
Jacob Schiff, the New York banker,
is the head.

The Poland Street Refuge shelters
1,200 refugees. Many aged couples
are housed there, and there are
some 750 children in tt. The young-
er people are able to earn from $8 to
$15 a week.

Nearly all of the Antwerp refu-
gees were dlamond cutters, and to
find jobs for that character of arti-
san in London during war time was
impossible, The diamond-cutting
industry does not flourish so much in
London now as before the war. To-
day they are engaged in making
boots, clothes, and in other kinds of
work.

The average cost to house, feed,
and clothe each ome of the 3,500
refugees per week is $2.50. Those
who work pay for their board, and,
if they are able, for their clothes.
Whatever deficiency there is the
British Government defrays.

In all three communities the chil-
dren are given schooling facilities.
Their progress in learning English 18
remarkable, Milk depots for the
youngsters, with sterilizing appar-
atus, have been installed at each re-
fuge. A maternity centre has been
established at Lindrick House. Hos-
pital wards, supervised by physician
refugees from Antwerp, are main-
tained at Poland Street.

Anecdote of South African Soldiers
Now in France, '

South African troops—men from
the mines and farms of the gold
country—are now serving their first
winter in the flield in Franece and are
distinguishing themselves with many
deeds of daring and valor. Some of
them fought against Britain in the
Boer War, and among them there are
several Americans who had made
ggu homes in the African mining

ds

One of thé most thrilling exploits
of the South Africans was the recent
act of a young subaltern. During a
night operation he became separated
from his company and found himself
inside the German lines. After a time
he picked up six more men of his
company who had become similarly
detached. When dawn came the little
group found itself practically sur-
rounded by Germans.

The young subaltern found that
his rifle and those of his comrades
had become so clogged with mud
that they wouldn"t work, but he
drew his revolver and as the first
German approached he shot him
dead. - A German sergeant who start-
ed forward was also killed, and as
dayltight came two of the subaltern’s
companions got their rifles working
and succeeded in  killing twelve
members of the surrounding party
and capturing twenty-two. Forming
their German prisoners in a ring, the
South Africans got inside of the
circle and deliberately marched their
prisoners over the German first lines
and all got home safely amid great
jubilation among their comrades.

THE STATELY ELK.

it Is the Most Beautiful of Our Re-
maining Wild Animals.

Now' that the buffalo survives only
in a few preserves the elk is the most
lnteresting as it is the most beautiful
nf our remaining wild animals. In
this day of Americanism it would be
a fine thing if this typical American
animal should come to be known by
his Indian name of wapiti. The wapiti
is the largest of the red deer family
and closely resembles his smaller
brother, the European stag. The wa-
piti is not properly an elk, as the Eu-
ropean elk is more closely allied to the
American moose.

The wapiti is now numerous only in
the states of Wyoming, Idaho and
Montana, though nearly 4,000 head are
thought to remain in Colorado, and
considerable numbers are scattered
through western Canada. The Camp-
fire Club of America and other organ-
izations and individuals are working
for its preservation. The favorite
home of the elk is the Yellowstone Na-
tional park, where he has no rifle to
fear and where cougars, coyotes and
timber wolves are kept under control.
In the park and its vicinity are proba-
bly 50,000 head, distributed in two
main herds.

During the summer months the elk
live high up in the mountains, general-
ly at an elevation of 8,000 to 11,000
feet. The grassy plateaus offer an
ideal summer range. KEven on the
wooded sides of the highest ravines
there are parklike glades where the elk
late in the afternoons comeé out to
feed. It is difficult to imagine a more
beautiful sight than is then afforded
by these stately and graceful animals.
Although their number in the park
may sometimes reach as high as 60,
000 head, it is rare for visitors to sce &
single specimen. Visitors are taken in
stages around o regular route arrang-
ed for viewing the natural phenomena
of that great outdoor museum.

The elk dislike to be pursued by tour-
ists with cameras and keep away from
the stage routes, If visitors would
leave- the highways of the park and
seek out its byways, either on foot or
by pack and saddle trips, they would
have a marvelous opportunity to study
the greatest exhibit which survives ,of
our mountain wild life—not only the
elk, but mountain sheep, deer, beaver
and many other antmals.

WICKED WEAPONS.

Terrible Knives Wielded by the Na=
tives of Hindustan.

The weapon common to every part
of Hindustan, so as to deserve the
name of the national arm, is the “ka-
tar.” This is a broad, two edged dag-
ger, the hilt of which is formed some-
thing like an H, the band grasping the
crossbar, which is generally double,
while the side bars extend on each side
of the wrist. -

Some katars ere made with five
Blades which unite into one, but by
squeezing together the crossbars the
blades diverge like the fingers of a
hand when the thrust has been given.
Other katars are made in sets of two
or even three, of diminishing sizes, the
blades of the larger being hollow and
forming sheaths for the smaller.

Some of the southern Indian katars,
known as “death givers,” are lmmense
weapons, nearly two feet long In the
blade, and the hilts are a mass of fan-
tastic scrollwork and mythological
monsters, the cobra with expanded
hood figuring targely.

There are also the “bich’hwa,” or

In Japan if one will leave the
hotel and the tourist office and the
cocktail-drinkers and go out into the
real native quarter, there are enough
things to interest any one. One old
man passes with his load of crickets,
which sing in hot weather and are
kept in cages like so many canaries.
These gentle creatures make a noise
like a squeaky axle and one hid
under the hood of a twelve-passenger
car would subject the most careful
chauffeur to scorn.

Prey of Snakes,

More than 28,000 people were
killed by snakes and wild animals
in British India last year. The Gov-
ernment reports show that 1,923 per-
sons were slain by tigers and other
beasts, and 26,385 perished through
being bitten by reptiles, an increase

over the previous year of 3,700
deaths met in this manner. No fig-
ures are available for the native

states with their population of some
90,000,000. During the past five
years elephants, tigers, and other
animals have killed 9,192 people in
British India, and, of these, tigers
have claimed a toll of 3,682. Iu the
same period 116,828 persons have
died as the resulf of snake bites.
Last year the highest total of deaths
due to animals in any one province
was in Bihar and Orissa, where 684
people lost their lives, tigers alone
accounting for 376. In the United
Provinces one man-eating tiger in
the Almora district killed ten per-
sons out of the provineial total of
twenty. In order to effect the de-
| struction of as many wild animals
and snakes as possible, the Govern-
ment pays bounties, The number of
animals destroyed in 1915 was 25,-
036, including 1,582 tigers, 6,623
leopards, 2,776 bears, and 2,191
wolves. The total number of snakes
killed was 184,663.

A W;rwici& Boy Tells About England

Extracts from a letter received from
Gunner C. F, Luckham, 64th Battery.
{ Segregation Camp,
June 11th, England.
DEAR:MOTHER AND ALL :

As you see by the above heading, we
are in England and I suppose before this,
you have received my cablegram. I
posted one letter to you, which I wrote
on theé boat, and this is the first chance
T’ve had to write since, as we've been
kept pretty busy, but that's the ouly
way we'll win this war. Though I wrote
every day while on the boat, my letter,
doubtless would not be very interesting
as there wasn’t a heavy sea and all we
could say of the water was that it was
wet and looked deep. The Olympic on
which we sailed is the ond largest boat
in the world and twin sister of the Ti-
tanic. I was very thankful when we set
foot on terra firma once more for to say
the least there is a certain amount of
risk in crossing now.

Of necessity, the letters are vensqred
orI could tell you something interesting.
But here goes for my first impressions of
England. As we approached her shores
they looked as much like banks of a
huge scraper ditch as anything, tor all
we could see for a long time was her
rugged coast lines, with here and there a
large hill, When we landed we looked

l upon a city very much unlike four Can-
adian cities. There are no very high
buildings here, most of them being one
or two stories high with a few three or
four. Our trip across England though
gave me an entirely new opinion of her,
I have often heard the Englishman boast
of ‘‘bally old England”’ and while I lis-
tened put it down tor ego, but I've been
here a few days and believe me she’s a
jolly fine old land.

!Canada is a pretty country without
a-doubt, but she isn’t in it with England
for scenery. The land is of an extreme-
1y rolling nature, and the grass and fol-
iage are of a much richer green due of
cgurse to the frequent showers.

This year looks like the best year
thHey’ve had for a long time. KEveryone
is: optimistic and especially just now for
they had a fine victory the other day,
which they have been planning for the
past two years. ,

I have always wondered why the En-
glish people were so strong on' early

.} ndorning walks but I can appreciate their

iove for 1t now, for they have some of the
prettiest walks you could imagine. The
roads are simply grand, but are not ad-
apted to Canadian trafic. They are all
macadamized and so narrow, that only
with difficulty can two vehicles pass.
Then tco, the roads being all winding
with trees on either side makes a very
pretty sight. There are no wire fences
but hedges neatly trimmed. No waste
land even along the railroad. Flowers
everywhere, look even in the slums of
London. As we looked down into the
back yards which were about 8 by 12ft
enclosed by a brick wall, we noted the
little one story houses and many flowers
in bloom. Imagine living in a home
like that with a back yard run of that
si1ze,

I would much prefer life in the
country here to that of the English city.
Of course it is the large land owner who
has made the country so picturesque and
that at the labor and expense of his
tenants. To say the least everywhere
you look the surroundings are neat, trim
and clean,

The people here are very. economical.
Signs ‘‘eat less bread'’ meet your eye
everywhere you turn and here at camp,
we have been ordered to return all gar-
bage to the kitchen separately, we draw
just barely enough rations to keep us
going and if we do not eat the meat, it is
taken back, put in a pan by itself and
boiled down for drippings. We get a
slice of bread each day and of course
there's none left over, but if for any rea-
son there was, it would be taken back
and we'd get it again. All boues are
kept and used. But it’s all' necessary to
the winning of this war, so we have to
put up with it.

Although England, is far behind in
some things yet she has it over Canada
like a tent, as far as economy is concern-
ed. Compared with “her Canada has
mude no war sacrifices, We get so
hungry here that we have to spend a
good deal at the canteen (our supply
store) to make up tor the shortage. We
are at this camp, just long enough to see
if any contagious disease breaks out, and
are then moved to a training camp.
