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A MUSICAL GRAND MASTER.

BY BRO. ROB. MORRIS, POET LAUREATE OF FREEMASONRY.

In the “Mother Liodge Kilwinning,”
No. 0, at Kilwinning, Scotland, I find
much valuable, and still more odd
and ocurious history. Up to the year
3807, this lodge exercised the powers
of a Grand Lodgs, graciing charters,
anthorizing deputations, laying cor-
ner-stones, etc., with & zeal which
made it a dangerous rival to
the Grand Tiodge of Socotland
itgelf, whose headquarters were
2t Edinburgh. Robert -Burns
was initiated July 4th, 1781, under
that authority. Upon entering the
Grand Liodge, in 1807, the right was
regerved to ‘“Mother Lodge Kilwin-
ning” that her Right Worshipful Mas-
tor and his successors in office for all
time coming,should ba ez-officio Pro-
vincial Grand Master over the lodges
of the Ayrshire Distriet, and thet its
registered . place shoumld be No. 0.
William Blair was the first officer of
this olass. On the 25th January,
1820, the Deputy-Provincial Grand
Master, the Hon. Alexander Boswell,
Momber of Parliament, presi¢ 1 ab
the laying of the corner-stone of the
Burns Monument, near the bridge cf
Doon, in the place of Alexander Ham-
ltom, the R. W. Master, absent. This
wag the son of James Boswell, of
Auchinleck, tha celebrated biographer
of 8amuel Johngon, The father was
Peputy-Grand Master of the Grand
Jodge of Scotland, 1776 to 1778.
Alozander, of whom I am shout to

speal, was quite a poet and wrote
“Jenny’s Bawbes,” **Jemy Dang the
Weaver,” <“Good Night and Joy be
with you 2", etb.

I visited the Burns Monument in
1878, and learned many interesting
details concerning it. The planting
of its corner-stone was & grand occa-
sion for Ayrshire Liodge; deputations
from twenty-four lodges were prasent,
with bands of musie, volunte.c pipers
and every appliance for making tune-
fal noises, of which tuneful Scotland
is capable. To this day the old Ma-
sons of Ayrshire refer to that event
a8 the proudest in their annals. The
site of the monument is well chosen.
There are few places in Scotland
surrounded by so many literary and
historical associations. The cottage
in which Burns was born, the ruined
walls of Kirk Allavary, the bridge
over “Bonny Doon,” and other places
interwoven with the poet’s life, are
there within & short half mile.

The corner-stone was duly planted,
having within ifs orypt the local
newspapers and the British coins of
the day. The inscription reads as
follows:—¢By the favor of Almighty
God, on the twenty-fifth dey of Jan-
nary, a. b, MDCCCXX, of the Aera
of Magonry 5820, and in the 60th
year of tha reign of our beloved S3ve-
reign, George the Third, Hiz Royal
Highness George, Pringe of Wales,
being Regent of the United Kingdom,
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and a ipunificent subseriber to this
edifice, the Foundation Stone of this
Monument, erected by public sub-
geription, in honor of the genius of
Roeert Burns, the Ayrshire Poet,
was Iaid by Alexander Boswell, Esq.,
of Awuchinleck, M. P., Worshipful
Deputy-Grand Master of the Most
Ancient Mother Liodge Kilwinning,
(attended by all the Mason-lodges in
Ayzshire), according to the ancient
usages of Masonry. Thomas Hamil-
ton, Jr., Edinburgh, Architect; John
Connell, Jr., Builder and Contractor.”

Bro. Boswell's address was ex-
tremely appropriate. One passage
T am constrained to transfer:—Pov-
erty and disappointment hung around
Robert Burns and haunted his path.
But soothed and charmed by the fit-
ful visits of his native muse, and
orowned, as in a vision, with the
holly-wreath, he wantoned in & fairy
land, the bright creation of his own
most vivid and enrapt imagination.
His musings have been our delight.
Men of the loftiest talents and of
{aste the most vefined have praised
them; men of strong and sterling, but
untutored intellect, have admired
them, the poet of the heart is the
poet of mankind.”

At the evening festival, which fol-
lowed the public event, Bro. Boswell
gang two of his own songs, the former
one written for the oceasion. My
readers will agree with me that it is
exocellent postry:—

Vain thought! but had Burns ever witness-
ed a meeting
Of souls 50 congenial, and warmed with
such fire,
“The wild flow of fancy in ecstacy greeting;
Ab! whet might have been the bold notes
of his lyre!

As rays ioy reflection are doubled and
doubled, s
His bosom had swelled to your cheering

gerly; .
Soft sympathy soothing the heart that was
troubled, .
Aa}nlille for his mirth, for his sorrow a
sigh,

Admi{:d, but unaided, how dark ever his
story

to glory,
He rose self-embalmed, and detraction
defies. : .

A plowman he was;—would that smiles of
false favor

And snatching reality left him—a dream!?

To rank and to title due deference owing,
We bow as befitting society's plan,—
But judgment awakened and sympathy
glowing,
“We pass all distinctions and rest upon—
Man! ’

And from the poor hind who, his day's
work completed,
With industry’s pride to his hovel re-
turns,
To him who, in royalty’s splendor is seated,
If soul independent is found,—'twas in
Burns!

His birthright, his musae! like the .lark in
the morning,
Htf)vg blithely he carolled in praise of the
air;
With natare enraptured and artifice scorn-
ing,
How sweet were his notes on the banks
of the Ayr!

And peer to that spot where his kindred
dust slumbers,
And marked by the Bard on the tablets
of fame,
And near the thatched roof where he first
ligped in nambers,
We'll raise a proud tabldt to honor hie
name.

Following this, the Rev. H. Paul,
the acting Chaplain of the Mother
Lodge of Kilwianing, delivered, with
effect, the following piecs, compose@
by himself for the ocoasion:—

Bro. Boswell was elected R. W.
Mastor (and Provincial Grand Mas-
ter em-oficio) in June of the spwe
year (1820.) He served with dignity
and firroness, and materially ad-
vanced the best interests of the fra-
ternity. On the day of his election
at the banquet *his social and con-
vivial qualities greatly confributed o
the entertainment, which passed off
with true Masonic gpirit, and char-
aoteristic harmony.” He compdsed
and sung the following song for that
oceasion, %to the air of “Bonnie
Dundee:"—

my own poems quoted in the proceed-
ings of Old Mother Kilwinning. I&
was on the occasion of laying the
corner-gstone of the Fever Hospital,
at Kilmarnock, September 27, 1867.
R. W. Bro. Robert Wylie, Provinciat
Grand Master of the Ayrshire Dia-
triot (consequently the Master of Old
Mother Kilwinning Lodge), presided.
Ten lodges were represented: includ-
ing Bt. James' Lodge, No. 185, at
Tarbot.om, the lodge in. which Burng
held his membership. Three lodges
work in Kilmarnock. For some reg-
son, none of the Ayr lodges were
present, though the two placer are
bui five or six miles apart. The
Marshal of the oceasion was the
well.beloved D. Murray Lyon, now
Grand Secretary. The Tyler, was
Bro. Ligerwood, of Kilmarnock, aged
88 years—tne oldest mason present.
The corner-stone was at the north-
east corner, as accustomed. R. W.
Bro. Wylie delivered a brief, but most
beautiful, address, in which this pass-
age oceurs:i—

“No summer-rose 80 frail ss dying man;
“Did there nomemory of our deeds survive,

“Death were more welcome than the-hap-
piest life.”

The epigraphis ““Mother
Kilwinning,” Nisi Dominus Frustra.
‘Within the field is a shield exhibit-
ing the Compess upon the Square,
surmounted by the Scotch thistle.
On the right and left, round towers,
dnd a third pendant, form a represen-
tation of Solomon’s Temple in rever-
sed order.

It is proper I should add that in
the preparation of this paper, I have
the aid of the ‘ History of the
Mother Lodge, Kilwinning, from the
earliest period till the present time,
with Notes of the Abbey (of Kilwin-
ning), by Robert Wylie, Secretary of
the Mother Liodge, Kilwinning, and
P.G. S. (Becretary ?) for Ayrshire,
Glasgow, 1878.” The book was pre-
sented me, 19th Februsry, 1879, by
Bro. William F. Shaw, whose ac-
guaintince I formed at Glasgow the
year before. It is & volume of 892
pages, eleganily printed and largely
illustrated. While it may well be
olaimed that few lodges in the world
present such valuable materials for
history as this ome, yet few writers
have made so good & use of the ma-
ferials in their possession, as Bro.
Wrylie has of his. So far from being
@ dry, statistioal compilation, this
book sparkles with readable matter.
Open 1t where you will, and every
page will attract the eye with gems
of authorship.

PRESENTATION TO BRO. E. R.
WELCH,

At the regular communication of
Ancient St. John's Lodge, No. 8,
Kingston, keld in their hall, on Thurs-
day, the 2a0d April, & very pleasant
evening was spent. M. W. Bro. Jas.
A. Henderson, at the request of the
Master, eslled Bro. E. R. Welch to
the front of the dais, and on behalf
of the brethren of the lodge, present-
ed him with a handsome silver-ser-
vice, consisting of a tea or coffee urn,
and a large, tilting - water-pitcher,
with & slop-basin and two goblets.
The following insoription was on each
piece:—

“Presented to Bro. E. R. Welch
by the brethren of Ancient $t.
John's "Liodge, A.F. & A. M., as a
mark of esteem and regard. King-
ston, Can., April 2nd, A.D. 1885.”

M. W. Bro. Henderson, in making
the presentation, said:—

“Bro. Welch,—About this time last
year, I was called on by the brethren
of St. John’s Liodge to present to its
Secretary a past master’s jewel, as a
token of their fraternal regard and
esteem. On that occasion, I remark-
ed that ¢an efficient Secretary” and
a “cereful Treasurer,” may well be
likened to the twoemblematical pillars
inthelodge. You, Bro. Weleh, repre-
sent one of these pillars, the one whose
name, literally, translated, is, “In
thee ia strength;” and bearing this in
mind, that duty is the more pleasing,
which has devolved on me, to present
you, the Treasurer of Ancient St.
John’s Lodge, with this handsome
silver coffee-service and tilting water-
pitcher, with goblets and basin. They
are given by the brethren as s mark
of their appreciation of your faithful

services as the Treasurer of this lodge
for the past twenty years, and here L
would cordially remind those brethren
who have become members of this
lodge within the last twelve yeass,
that this is the second mark of es-
teem, the first being the presentation
of your portrait to your estimable
wife by the brethren. “fou have had
the continuing confidence of iuis
lodge; and you have so carefully man.
aged its monetary afisirs, that its
prosperity is, in & measure, owing to
your prudence and watchful over-
sight. Your kindly presence is with
us at nearly every meeting, and cer-
tainly at all initiations, and long may
you be spared tous. When men like
you remain for so many years attach-
ed to the craft, the world must ac-
knowledge that within our lodges
there exist those principles which all
good and true men profess, and which
surely lead to useful and virtuous
action, and & godly life. Brother,
you are known and accepted as a
just and upright marn and Mason.
You have persistently adhered to thab
erect position in which you stood at
your initiation over thirty years ago,
and you have faithfully carried oub
and fulfilled the recommendation then
given you, hence these spontaneous
offerings of the brethren far and near.
Within & few years hence, this lodge
will be celebrating its centenary,
and I pray the Most High that you
may be spared to assist in the cele-
bration of that event, and I fruost
that you may then wear the badge of
office a8 the Treasurer of Ancient St.
John’s Liodge. I heartily congratu-
late you, most worthy brother.”
Bro.Welch, in replying, said thab
he accepted the gift in the same spirit
in which it was given. He cordially
thanked the brethrea for their kind-
ness and appreciation of his humble
gervices. He was now an old man,
and could not expeot to continue very
many years longer among them, but
he would keep their beautiful and
valuable gift as an heirloond, to be
handed down fo his family, He
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was much affected with these renewed
marks of fraternal esteem, and con-
oluded, by asking the M. W. the Past
Grand Master, gnd the brethren, to
excuse a lengthened reply, as his heart
was too full to give such utterance to
thankful feelings as he would have
wished, and as the testimonial deserv-
ed. After the presentation, the breth.
ren were called from labor to refresh-
ment, and & heppy hour was spent in
good fellowship and congratulation.
Quite a large number of Masons from
other lodges in the city were present,
as well ag visitors from other parts of
the Dominion.

THE UNRECORDED YEARS OF
THE CRATXT.

When we copsider that from the
beginning, the established policy of
Freemasonry has been to commit: to
writing as little as possible concern-
ing the actuel life of the craft, and
when we remember that the art of
printing is a modern invention, only
some four centuries old, it is not mat-
ter for surprise that we know so little
of the history of the Masonic frater-
nity, not only in the primitive times,
but even in the Middle Ages compar-
atively near to our own era. In.
deed, it is remarkable that we have so
many manuscript Constitutions and
Old Charges preserved as are now in
the possession of old lodges, or of
public or private libraries, when we
recall the fact that at the so-called
“Revival” in England, in A.D. 1717,
the policy was to destroy rather than
to preserve the old records of the
craft. Notwithstanding all this,
though year by year.the past is be-
coming more remote, the possibility
of recovering some of these docu-
ments, long hidden away or lest, is
improving. Old muniment chests
and old garrets, when compelled to
give up their possessions, sometimes
present records of the greatest value.
Thus are old minute books and MS.
Constitutious discovered, and little
by little our vista is extended into the

centuries anterior to those now re-
garded as historic. Yet, what we ure
now absolutely certain of, is inada-
quate to the demands of an enlighten-
od ouriosity. We orave a knowledge
of the details of lodge iife when Siv
Robert Moray was made & Mason at
New Castle, England, in A. D. 1641;
when Elias Ashmole wes initiated at
Warrington, in Lancashire, in 1846;
when Rardle Holme was a member
of the Chester Lodge, in 1665; and
generally prior to 1686, at which
dte, according to Aubrey’s ‘Naturall
Historie of Wiltshire,” then jusb
completed, ““the Fraternity of Free-
masons” * -* ¢ have severall
lodges in severall Counties” [of
England]. Then, prior to that, how
gratifying it would be to know some-
thing at least concerning the inner
history of the lodges of the Cathe-
dral-builders in Great Britain and on
the continent of HKurope; the par-
ticulars of their connection with the
monasteries, the transmission of
their art to them from the prior build-
ing corporations and guilds, and their
derivation, in turn, from Byzantium
and the Orient. Then what would
we not give to penetrate to the arcana
of lodge life in Palestine in King
Solomon’s era, and in Egypt in the
Myateries of Osiris? How we should
like to learn of the stimulus given by
all of these instrumentalities to the
impalses of genius among the elder
craftsmen, which resulted in the
trinmphs of architecture in ancient
and medieval times. How we
should delight to verify legend,
and change it into history. The
poet, Longfellow, was right:—

“The legend, I feel, is a part

Of the hunger and thirst of the heart."”

Now, we have only the paucity of
a few attested facts, while, if the
past were unfolded to us, we should
see as we are seen, and know as we
are known. Will this ever be? We
have faith to believe that it will—
measurably, at leust. The delving,
antiquarian, archeological spirit, ig
actuating not & few prowminent, able
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and laborious brethren, and their
efforts have already revealed many
interesting feots in the past, and
have stimulated Freemasons every-
where to be on the qui vive for the
discovery of other ancient records.
There is a growing demand for infor-
mation concerning that long period
whish now includes the unrecorded
years of the oraft, and all analogies
justify ue in expecting that the de-
mand will be gratified, and light gra-
dually be shed upon these dark ages.
A few years ago, the histories of
Ninevah, Babylon, and Egypt, were
almost closed books to us; but since
the labors of Layard, Bunsen, Wil
kinson, Mariette, Lienormant, and
Rawlinson, have uncovered the ruins
and discovered the relios of those
mighty empires, we have come to
feel almost familiarly acquainted
with their peoples, who flourished
millennials ago. So it may be in
Froemasonry. The events of the past
are irrevocable, but evidence concern-
ing them is not irrecoverable. Even
in the case of a mystic fraternity like
that of the Freemasons, sufficient
disjecta membra of its once complete
records may yet be found, out of
which may bereconstructed a satisfac-
tory sketch of its continuous career,
and of the early manners and customs
of the craft. The last twenty years
have been marked by remarkable dis-
coveries in this respect, which justify
us in anticipating a continuous sue-
cession of fortunate <finds.” “In-
deed, we have only just set ont upon
the quest. Not only is the literature
of Freemasonry s rapidly growing
one, but not a few of the brethren
who are engaged in the labor of dif-
fusing light to the oraft, are gifted
with rarve ability. They are patient,
laborious workers, critical scholars,
bold and fortunate discoverers; and
actuated, withal, by the most loyal
affection for our ancient and honor-
able fraternity, We wish them “God
speed’ in their labor of love. “More
light,” is the earnest cry of earnest
oraftsmen, and more light is dawn-

ing, yesr by rear. We ocan bear the
full sffulgence of vhe sun of truth.
We orave' to know all of the past.
Little by little this knowledge shall
be ours, until the unrecorded years of
the oraft are crowded off the pages
of Masonic history.—ZKeystone.

Paul Lodge, that it was organized in 1871,
prior to the formation of the Grand Chap-
ter of Quebec, The facis are, that if it was
orgamzed at that time, while the Province
was under the dominion of the Grand
Chapter of Canada, to whose rights the
Grand Chapter of Quebec succeedec; thab
Canada protested against the invasion, and
the lodge was practically dead, holding no
meetings and making no returns, untik
1881, when it was resuscitated at the time
Victoria Lodge was organized.

legal aspect of the case is an important
element, and that the Grand Chapter of
Quebec exists in defiance of civil lawE
How does that comport with the propas
gition above quoted, to effect an amicable
adjunatment, provided Quebec acquiesces int
the invasion?

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Asour Exroses. —Remarking upon
the recent Andrieux pretended expose,
in Paris, the London Freemason well
says:—*Since 1724, one hundred and
sixty years ago, we have been inun-
dated with pretended revelations and
pseudo-explanations of Freemasonry.
‘What effect have they all had? None!
positively less than none, if that be
possible. A TFrench abbe, bolder
than his Englieh contemporaries, de-
clared that he had ‘exposed’ and
scrushed’ Freemasonry about one
hundred and forty years ago. And yet
¥Freemasonry survives. The assail-
ants of Freemasonry may be divided
into two great classes—those who pro-
fess to be Frecmasons themselves,
those who declare they are not Free-
masons, but have become possessed
of the papers of some defunct, if
mythic, Freemason. The goat and
the branding, are not more absolute-
1y false and ridiculous than their lame
stories, their mendacious assevera-
tions. In the first case, the writer
eomes before the world, on his own
e¢onfession, a self-asserting breaker of
Masonic and human obligations, and
he can neither long expect the cre.
dence, much less the sympathy, of the
world. In the second case, if he
pretends to explain, what he con-
fessedly knows nothing about him-
self, on the faith of another’'s evidence,
who is nameless, unknown, and non-
existent, he is either palming off a
deceit, or suggesting a deliberate
imposture to his hearers and readers;
and thus it is, that between this
¢8cylla and Charybdis,” all such
affected revelations and arrangements
of Freemasonry have failed of their
object, fallen short of their aim, and
have been rejected by the common
sense, common hoxesty, and common
fruthfulness of the world in which
we live. America, where that great
army of faithful brethren has lived
down ‘the lie’ of the Morgan episode;
where fanaticism and ignorance to-
day are even quoting Seripture, like a

certain Satanic personage is said
sometimes to do, to prove the abstract
and concrete wickedness of Freeina-
sonry proper; and where our kreth-
ren are marching on steadily and
steadfastly, a ‘great host, unappalled
and unwavering,” we know how idle
such attacks have proved to be, and
how Freemasonry can and will tram-
ple all such foes and all such acta-
gonists beneath its feet.

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OUR SLAUGHTERED BRETHREN.

The rebellion in the North-West has
proved to us, as others, the uncer-
tainty of life. Our brave brothers
responded, as true Canadians, to the
oall “to arms,” and some of them,
we regret to announce, have bitten
thedust. Their names, however, will
be remembered by their country, and
cherished by their brethren. They
fell nobly, fighting with their face to
the foe, in the discharge of their duly
and in defence of their country. Ouar
whole volunteer force has, scattered
$hroughout both rank and file, Ma-
sons of high and low degree. Gen-
eral Liaurie is Past Grand Master of
Nova Scotia; and the intrepid Capt.
Forrest, whose unerring shot
mede Dumont’s brother, the half-
breed who killed Alick Fergu-
son, bite the dust, is Grand Mas-
ter of Manitoba, and Past Grand
Master of the Sovereign Sanctuary
of Canada; whilst Col, Kennedy,
the Christian soldier, was hasten-
ing from the one war with
his voyageurs from the Soudan,
where he had been serving his Queen,
to the defence of his own land,
when in London he sank a vietim to
small pox. He, too, wasa prominent
Mason, being a Past Grand Master of
the Grand Lodge of Manitobs. :

‘We are pleased to note the ready
reply of loyal Cansdians, and eape-
cially Canadxan Magons, fo the
call “to arms.” There have besn no
cowards in the volonteer zanks of Ca-
nada. Our men have made forced

marches that would have:done eredit
to hardy veterans; in every engege-
ment, fighting against great disadvan-
tage, they have bravely met the foe,
and fallen with their faceto the enemy.
And now the news of the orowning
vietory reaches us, and although at a
beavy cost of lifs, we feel that the
danger is past, and that the rebellion.
is crushed, and the day is won.

To return however to ¢ Our
Slaughtered Brethren.” One (whose
name we have mislaid), was a mem-
ber of Civil Service Lodge at Ottawsa;
whilst the two who fell at Fish
Creek, Lieut. Swinford and Pri-
vate Kerguson, both of Winnipeg,
where, on the 6th inst., they were
buried with military and Masonie
honors. We shounld be pleased to
publish brief biograpkical sketches of
these victims to & fanatical outbreak,
and to their sorrowing friends, on be--
half of the Masonic fraternity, wa
express our deepest sympathy.

LODGE DUTIES.

Too many of our brethren are de-
cidedly remiss in their lodge duties.
They apparently entertain the idea
that if they attend their lodge on
special occasions, such as on the
official visit of the District Deputy
or some other dignitary, it is all that
is required of them;'and we would
here remark ihat some of the most
prominent Masons in the Grand
Bodies of Canada are particularly
derelict in their duties in this respect.
Every Mason should make & point of
attending his lodge with regulzmty
and punetuahty. From the Master
down to the youngest Entered Ap-
prentice, it is most unportant. that
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+hig duty should be regularly attend-
ed to. The lodge that only has a
meagre attendance, & barve quorum,
will in all probability die or so' drag
along its existence as to be unworthy
of & Masonic name. !

It is the byunden duty of the Wor-
shipful Master of every lodge to make
the Communications of his body of
guch an interesting character tnat
few would like to stay away. There
is 50 much in Magonry to interest and
instruct that the evening spent “in
lodge” should be looked forward to as
a holiday and a festivity. One point
we think is not sufficiently attended
to, and that is “‘evenings for practice.”
The younger brethren can learn much
more in a “moot” lodge than they
can during the actual performance of
the ceremonial. The reason is ob-
vious. In a practice, the ceremony
can at any moment be stopped, ques-
tions asked, answers given and ex-
planations made, which could not be
done during the actual working of the
ritual.

Again, there is no necessity of mak-
ing lodge work all labor; let there be
an intermission filled in with interest-
ing and instructive addresses, mingled
with music, song and recitation. Cold
formality is out of place in the Ma-
sonie eircle, where all should be, unity
4and brotherly love. We believe Ma-
gons would truly perform their lodge
duties fir better if there were less of
the former and more of the latter.
We like to see the ceremonial per-
formed with dte solemnity and gran-
deur, ahd the ritual given with grace,
dignity and feeling, but we want also
to see the hour of refreshment spent
&8 it should be, and we feel ¢onfident
that where such is the case, few mem.

bers will shivk their lodge - daties,
which every brother has promised to
perform.

MASONIC EMBLEMS.

Our attention has recently been
drawn to the abominable system that
prevails in many places, especially in
certain country places, of having Ma-
sonic emblems painted on sign boards,
or cut out of woad or tin and placed
in conspicuous positions. The system
is an outrage on all decency. What
opinion can the outside world form of
our society, when they see the
Square and Compasses” stuck up over
the bar-room door of some low, way-
side tavern, or depicted upon the
sign-board of some low groggery?
Yet such is no uncommon sight. The
perpetrators of this outrage on the
craft can have no appreciation of our
“peculiar system of morality, veiled
in allegory and illustrated by sym-
bols.” It is the duty of Grand Liodge
to fake cognizance of these things.
An almost equally objectionable plan
is adopted by others, of framing theit
Masonic diplomas, and hanging them
up in berrooms and hotels. We
earnestly protest against the system,
and call upon our legislative body a&
its next session; to pass & more strin-
gent law-against such action.

It is simply disgraceful. We have
seen Worse, We have seen a tavérm
sign-board swinging in the wind, with
the Squareand Compasses on it and
the sacred letter “@,” and béneath,
the hame and title of proprietor,
thus:—*Bro, —~——, P, M., No, —.”
This <ve have seen. Can dnything
more clearly prbve the thorough ime
propriety of alldwing such a man to
belong to the craft 2
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Some fuw years ago, a firm in Eng-
Iand 'adopted as their “mark” the
Square and Compasses, but an appeal
was made, and the judge issued an
injunction against the same. We do
not desire any appeal to the judicial
courts, but we do demand g law of
Grand Loédge forbidding this debase-
ment of the hallowed symbols of our
fraternity, The Grand Lodge of
England censured 'a brother for ap-
pearing at a Court Levee with his
Maronic jewels on his breast. This
was merely a piece of ‘“bumptious
vanity;” but what can be said in
- palliation of the “brother” who ad-
vertises bad <whiskey ‘ upon the
square,” and deals out the poison
literally between the “points of the
compasses ?” _

However, we have expressed cur-
selves sufficiently distinctly, and sim-
ply say that the time has come for
the total suppredsion of a system that
degrades Masonry and debases the
fraternity. It must be stopped.

Building on the
basis of the three degrees of genuine
Magonry, it formulated three other
degrees, viz.: “Enlightened Freema-
gon, or Green Brother; Sublime Free-
mason, or Blue Brother; and Perfect
Freemason, or Red Brother.” The
intention was, we believe, to admit
to this Swedenborgian Rite only men
of Ligh rank and Masons of eminent
zierit, The Rite, however, hasnever
gained a position of wide infiuence,
and it is now represented by bat fow
active organizations. No doubt the
ritual of the Rite is rich in its un-
foldings of scientific and moral truth,
buat this is not.sufficient to ensure o
vigorous organic life and give the de-
gired permanency. Among societies,
only the strongest survive.—Freema-
son’s Repository.

asking if there is any treason in the
Templar camp, and whether those
officials are loyal to the Templar
Order, or to the A. & A. S. Rite Ma-
sons in New Brunswick.

TRCONSTITUTIONAL ACTION OF THE W. M.

Si= axp Bro.,—I would ask you &
few questions bearing upon some re-
cent transactions in Xing Solomoen
Liodge, No. 22, of Toronto. The
summons issued for April called the
lodge for the hour of 7.80 in the morn-
ing, and was worded and printed im
such & way es to convey theimpression
that this vnusual hour of meeting
was simply a typographicel error.
You will resdily understand my
meaning on referring to the sum-
mons, whick I enclose, and which iz
in the uenal form in every way
except that “a.m.” was substituted
for p. m. The meeting was called
for the transaction of general busi-
nesg, ballotting for candidates for
initiation, and also to deal with
charges preferred against & member
of the lodge. Several members, ba-
lieving & trick about to be perpetrat-
ed, seoured admission to the ludge-
room before the hour named on the
circular (7.30 a. m.), and were prs-
sent when the necessary number pre-
gentod themselves to open the lodge,
the W. M., I am sorry to say, &§
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their head. Finding, that they could
not carry ont whateyer purpose they
hod in view, the lodge was merely
opened, sud then cplled off. One of
the “iptruding” brothers asked when
-;he lodge would be called on again,
but could get no satisfagtory angwer.
The consequence WA that both
parties sat there the whole day long,
At 7.30 p. m. the usus}l attendance
arrived, and the business.of the lodge
was procesded with. The, following
ig the oharge preferred, upon the
lezality of which I ask your opinion:
Bro. H. is charged with “being a per-
son unfit to retain his connexion with
the lodge, or with the fraternity, on
the ground that he is an Agnostic,
Secnlarist and Freethinkér, and- be-
ing such hasreligious viewsand opinions
not cousistent with the doctrines angd
principles of Freemasonry.” Issuch
aocharge constitutional? The brother
was indefinitely suspended, although
he stated that he could conscientions-
3y answer in the affirmative all ques-
$ions that wers pnut to him at the
iime of his initiation, or thai were re-
quired by the ritual, Is it legal to
postpone the ballotting for candidates
from one meeting to the next, and at
$ho next meeting to postpone indefi-
mnitely? Is it lawful to oall the lodge
#ogether at sach an Irregular hour
and in such an extremely shady man-
xner as above referred to? Is it con-
glitotional to call the lodge off in-
definitely? Your opinion upon these
maetters will be appreciated.

and a scandal to the whole craft; and
it is to be hoped that steps have been
taken long eve this to punisk not only
the W. M., but also all those
who aided him in his illegal conduct.

thet meeting. The Master has no
power to postpone the ballot’ from
time to time.” [See G. L. Proceed-

- '8. Asto calling the meeting of the
Todge at 80 unseemly an hour as 7.80
a. m., when the regular hour is 7.80
. m., we think there can be no ques-
&on of ity impropriety. The Constitu-
dion does mot preseribe any regular
o, but the by-laws of most lodges
do. In some instances, we have
noticed the hour of meeting ig left to
the disoretion of the W, M.  We take
it for granted the by-laws of King
‘Solomon Liodge stipulates the hourat
wwhich the regular meetings shall take
place, but even if they do not the
€arly hour chosen on the occhsion re-
ferred to, when important business
twas to be tramsacted, could nct be
justified. Our correspondent is right,
when he describes the manmer of
calling the meeting as “extremely
shady.” ' '

4. While the Constitution is silent
as to the form of “calling off,” and
Tve kmow of no ruling on the subject,
we think there can’ be no two opin-
jons as to the customof “calling oft”
for a definite time, to a certain time,
or for o particular purpose. It would
be iu the highest degree absurd and
Tmproper for the W, M of a Iodge to
claim the right to “call off,” zand fe-
sume labor at his ov.n sweet will, as
his doing so might place the business
in the hands of a cligae, if the W. M.
would steop, as in this instance, fo
iake a dishonorable advantage. Some
e scheme might be on the notice, or
&m objéctionable candidate might be
balloted for at a favorable oppor-
Zunity by “‘calling on” the lodge at an

nnlooked for hour, when those oppos-
ed were not in attendance. The cere-
mony of Vealling off”* is suggestive of
% definite time or purpose, and we. be-
lieve if aslted to rule upon the ques-

THE GRAND LODGE OF QUEBEC
vs. THE GRAND LODGE
OF ENGLAND.

BY BRO. FRANK W. BAXTER.

The readers of Tae Crarrsyan who
reside within the jurisdictions of the
Grand Lodges of Canada and Quebec,
are doubtless as well, if not better, in-
formed of the whys and wherefores of
the difficulties that unfortunately exist
between the Grand Bodies of Quebec
and those of Enpgland, than myself,
and it is not for me, & resident of
another jurisdiefion, to attempt to
¢unlighten, even did it lie in my power;
but at the same time, it may be of in-
terest to your readers, to know the
opinions of at least one “Yank” on
the question at issue. I am well
aware that my opinions will have but
little weight with the “powers that
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be,” but sometimes & flea will annoy
2n elephant.

‘What opinions I have heretofore
expressed in regard to the Grand
Chapter of Quebec, as having exclu-
give jurisdiction within her own terri-
torial limits, I reiterate, and would
apply them to the Grand Lodge, as
well as to the Grand Chapter.

If the Grand Liodge of Quebee is to
be anything amongst her sister Grand
Lodges, she must be everything. If
she is to stand before the Masonie
world as an independent Grand Lodge,
she must have exclusive juricdiction
within her own territorial limits, and
not share her territory with another
Grand Lodge.

Concurrent jurisdiction is & thing
of the past, on this side of the Atlan-
tic; it may do for our English, Irish
and Scotch brethren, who cling to
the principles that have been weighed
in the balance and found wanting;
if they wish concurrent jurisdiction at
home, no one has the slightest objee-
tion; but the Masons of America do
strenuously object and esrnestly pro-
test against their forcing their par-
ticular opinions and laws upon juris-
dictions not their own, and whose
@rand Lodges have solemnly declared
that exclusive Grand Lodge sove-
reignty is the true principle.

The question of Grand Lodge sove-
reignty has been ably discussed, both
pro and con, for the past fifteen years,
and the universal verdict amongst
American Grand Lodges is that each
Grand Liodge shall be sovereign with-
in its own territorial Limits, and no
further.

The plea that those three lodges
that are the cause of all this trouble,
received their charters in 1824, 1816
and 1854, respectively, and before the
formation of any independent Grand
Lodge in British North America, and
because they were s> chartered that
they must forever retain their allegi-
ance to the Grand Liodge of England,
sonnds about as nonsensical to Ameri-
can eaxs a8 nonsense can be. It cer-
tainly looks as if the adherents of

thoge lodges were so exceedingly hard

.pressed for arguments to bolster up

their cause that they catch at any-
thing and everything, no matter
whether sense or nonsense. Suppos-
ing that they were organized at the
dates mentioned. Does that give
them the right or authority to openiy
and defiantly defy the authority of
the Grand Liodge in whose jurisdie-
tion they are located? By no means.
The Grand Lodge of England char-
sered lodges in the United Siates
about A. D, 1781, Does it look con-
sistent that those charters should re-
main in forze to-day? Certainly not2
It is a strange doctrine that, because
the Grand Lodge of England is the
Mother Grand Lodge of the world,
that charters granted by her must Le
Jerpetual. Have they the power or
authority to grant a lease that ex~
tends through all time? If so, from
what source do they derive their au-
thority? What gave them that powex?
Is the Grand Lodge of England that
supreme that the whole Masonic vorld
must obey her behests?

The lease of those three malcon-
tent lodges expired just the moment
that an independent Grand Lodge was
formed and recognized bythe Masonie
world in the territory in which they
were Jocated. That lease expired
when the Grand Lodge of Quebec was
formed and recognized.* Very true,
the Grand Lodge of Canads, out 6f
whose (once) jurisdiction the Grand
Lodge of Quebec was formed, wrong-
fully, we think, renewed that lease as
far as they were concerned themsealves;
but they bad no power to bind terri-
tory, that, by a political change, passed
out of their hands. The Grand Lodge
of Quebec is not the heir-at-law, or
even successors of the Grand Lodge of .
Canada; consequently, under no legsl
or moral obligations to carry out
agreements mede by the Grand Lodge
of Canada.

The Grand Lodge of Quebec be-
came the lawful possessors of thab
portion of the old Upper and Lower
Canads that is now the Province of
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Quebec; they did not assame the debts
or stipulate to caxrry out their agree.
ments; but, from the very commence-
ment, openly declared in favor of ex-
clusive Grand Lodge spvereignty.
They (Quebec) are attempting to carry
out that principle; they have exhaust-
ed every means known to bring about
a peaceful solution of the question,
and as @& last resort, resorted to
an edict of non-intercourse. Had the
same course been resorted to years
ago, peace would have been obtained
long before this. _

A year or more ago, I made the
statement that the Grand Chapters of
the United States would endorse the
pogition taken by the Grand Chapter
of Quebec. At this writing, two-
thirds of them have pronounced in no
uncertain tones that she was and is
right, and not a single Grand Chap-
ter has upheld the Grand Mark Lodge
of Epgland. In the end, it will be
the same with the Grand ILodges.
They must endorse the Grand Liodge
of Quebec, or “back down” from the
dogma of exclusive Grand Lodge
govereignty, and, that they will not

o.

Could I bhave had my say, I would
have had the edict issued by M. W.
Grand Master Johnson, include the
Grand Liodge of England. I do mot
believe in fighting in detachments,
andeay long ag a contest has got to
come, the quicker it is commenced the
sooner it will be ended. :

For myselt, ¥
wish the Grand Bodies of Quebes the
utmost suceess in the present contro-
versy, and both by pen and tongue
shall I do what Little I can to assist
those Grand Bodies to, and have,
exclusive jurisdietion within their own
territorial hmits.

*Sometime in July, I received s com-
plaint from the Grand Lodge of Canada,
that one of the lodges in this jurisdiction
had conferred the Master Mason’s Degreo
upon & candidate, who had received the
E. A.and F. C. Degrees, in & lodge charter-
ed by the spurious so-called Grand Lodge
of Ontario. Upon examination, finding
the complaint to be well-fonnded, and that
the lodge complained of had erred through
ignorance of the clandestine nature of that
go-called Grand Lodge, I directed the
Grand Secretary to make suitable ex-
planation and apology to the M. W. Grand
Lodge of Cenads, and on the first day
of Aogust, issned a circular, calling the
attention of the lodges in this jurisdiction
to the fact, that this so-called Grand Lodge
of aOntario,- was & spurions and olandestine
body.”

The above extract shows thaf,
while the so-called Grand Lodge of
Ontario has not the recognition of
any Grand Lodge in the world, its
members “visit lodges in the U. S.,

and are received as visiters through

the ignorance of the brethren. We
wonld suggest to the M. W. the Grand
Mastor of the Grand Lodge of Cana-
ds, Jhe printing and distribation to
every lodge in the U.S. of & large
card, warning the lodges ageinst
these impostors, and asking that the
card be posted in' the ante-room,
This would cut the members of the
bogns Grand Lodge of Ontario en-
tirely out from recognition by Ameri-
can lodges, and would prevent the
bretbren being imposed op.
