THE PROPOSED PUBLIC WORKS.

AtiTI(LE II.

T 1HE state of tlie Provincial finances hiig sncb as
10 cal for retreuclîment sud economy, the ques-

tion is pertinent:-Whicb 0of the great p)ublie works
proposed sbould ho proceeded witlî? Wu anewer,
vone tisat Canadla can do without,

It would ho well for the country if aIl these under-
lakinge coulfi ho postponed until oui population and

wealth had incruased. But thse peculiaritios of our
position, holli geograplîical sud political, sud the ru-
trograde polic), lu commercial affaire wbicb flie United
State tlreatens te adopt, seems ho rutîder cuo of
these public works albîolutelp eîcesary t0 our pros-
perity sud well-being.

Let us glance at ecdi briefin ludetail.

And firt.-Wlîat of fortifications? WVo say emîlia-
tically they are not ue of the e cesiies of onr posi-
tion. The people of Canada are utlerly opposod to
Ille semi-barbaiîl policy, whichî eveti Europe is hcgiiî-
ning te disoard, of une shaf e armiîîg againef anotiier
iu time of pouce. Frowning hattîcmuts, hristling
caumion, and au idle soldiery, ma), be gratifying tu the
deepotlo sovercigîts wlîo regard Europe as a chose-
board sud tf udr subjeots as pawns. But for the people
of Canada tbey have no attractions. If the furtifica-
tions proposed to bu huilt at Montreal. Kingst on, To-
ronto, sud Hamilton, would prevent war; or, lui case'
that were impossible, proteot our sil from invasion
aud cousequcut desolalion, their construction migbt
be wise sud prudent. But wonld thoy attain cither of
these deirable objecte? Even Col. Jervois, lu hie re-
port te the British Govrnment, aitticipates no sucit
resuit. The more proposal to ereot these military îvorke
bas largely stimulated the opposition f0 the rcnewal of
the Reciprocity Treaty lu tbe United States; aud there
can be 11111e doubt thattIheir eîection would do far
more to engeuder bad feelinîg sud precipitaf e hostili-
ties, than to prevunt them. As a meane to prevent
invasion they would he almosi valuelese. Common
sunse mut teacli aîy one that s fow forte could not,
lu the vury nature of things, do mucli to assiet ue lu
guarding a fronier of s tliousand miles againet an
euemy outuumbering us ten to onu. And wby should
we arm, for suob lu reality itle, againet the United
State at the present lime? For the paît balf century
w-e have lived as their neiglhons iii peace snd quiot-
nes. We wcre nec-or bolier preparod tb deond unr-
euIves, or the Unitedi States less able or likely tes attack
ns, tbsu at the present moment. Dnring tIhe peet four
years, the Bepublc lias bled st every pore, it jsenecum-
bered witb au enormous dobt, and flic tires of thic
great revolution sumber but arc uot extingised-
wh-at elatesmen retaining tlîcir selisos, Amuricatu or
ütherwise, could tiuk ef foreigît ggrossion at such a
lime? Everytliing points to pouce for maîîy years to
cornu. lion wby slîonld Canadu, lu the face ofhieavy
financial hurdens, sud tb the endang-ermnt of lier
commercial relations with lier beet customur, throw
away $7,000,000 upon uselese preparation for au iuîag-
inary danger? Ltter far 10 iusbaînd our resources
sud improve oui- flucial position, so that if the dire
calamity of war cocs overlaku us, ivu nîay have the
meens sud lte crodit necescary te enable ne ho pass
ilîrongh the confliot succcýSsfnly.

'hlInercolonial liailway le te largest sud moet
costly of the undertakings whiclî our Goverrnent bas
liad under consideration. ls proposod length le 350
miles, sud its estimated cost, which la doubtless ho-
low the mark, £3,000,00 sterling. Ai a commer-cial
seculation it will not psy. A large portion of the
country througb wlîlch il muet las l barren sud un-
settlud; sud the dividcisd8 it will pay are, witb justice,
expected te bu like angels' visit-" fow snd far bu-
lween." But the position of Canada te sncb Ihat thie
hune of communication with the ocean can hardly bu
diepeneed with. If Confederation takes place, its cou-
etruction wll be imperative. Bouides being part of
the compact cutered int at the Quebec Conferensce,
it wonld ho vory absurd for Canada sud Itie Maritime
Provinces te bu united undor one Goverument, and
yet have no means of communication with oach otheî
during tbhe uber nionîbs! At the preseut lime,
whist our noble St. Lawrencu e sualed witb ice, we
are entiruly dependent upon the Americaus for ai
outlet te the sos-board. Upon any whim or capice
of the Federal Goverumunt wc may bu ebut eut fron
Communication with Europe during livu monthe of
the year! Thu interests of Canada are becomiiîg tou
vast sud important to bu thus depeudent on a foreign
power, bowovur frleudly; snd altlîough thic con8truc-

lion of te Iîitei-colonial Railwvay may add 10 the
pressure of our finances, there seerns no prudent
cour e open te us but tb make a route to the Atlautic
tltrough our owtî territory. If thie railway slîould psy
no "dividende," it will at least icase our trade
with the Lower Provinces, snd open up sud duvelop
the section of country througb îvhiicb il passes.

The enlargemotît of our Provinîcial caînais ehould on-
tiîely ds'peiid upon wbetber thîe United States ronew
thte Becîprocîty f reaty or uot. If our neîgbibours are
desirone ho contine tle close commercial intorconrse
which lias adfied se mucli te the pîospeîity of botb
countries dnring thte past ton yeas, theiî it will ho our
duty sud our intereet te eniarge oui- canais to meut the
roquireniente of Western trade. Thiis expenditure
would, we think, bu no drag upon our Finiances. Our
Goveritmenit derives considerable revenue from our
canais each year. Iu the Tiide sud Navigation ru-
turne, the groses ad net roevonue of our canais front

Witli the unlargumeut of our canais, ive miglît natn-
rally expect a large tuci-case of Arnerican trafilc
tlirougli the St. Lawrence route. Thtree regular huies
of vessels are aI prosunt engaged lu trading bctwecu
Lake portesud Luropean countrie, sud beforu tweuty
5-ars from the prescut time, we couid easiiy imagine
our magnificunt inland suas wbitoued witlî sails from
e'.ery cime. Under the least favourable circumstances,
the iucreasod revenue from our canais would go far
towards paying tho lutorcat upon Ilie coet of thuir un-
largement. Sbould the United States, howevcr, do-
dline te rcuuw the Reciprocîty, Treaty, tue woîld net
spewl a dollar in tlseir improszeîient. Their capacity
le quite sufficieut for the trade of Canada for many
yeare te come, and until our Provincial uxobequer bu-
cornes replenlshcd, wu would bu very foolish to make
coetly improvumente imply te accommodatu our neig-
bours.

The înîrchîase of hhe Northt We8t territory le not a
îiccessity ho Canada, sud if the Ilndson's Bay Cons-
hS5tY waut f£1,500,000 tg. for il, wo lad btter lut tlîem
leep it. A great amount of downrigl ies bas beon
penuued on this subjeot. '1'lerc le doubtluse much fer-
tile lansdiluthie Red Rliver snd other districts. But it
le unreasonable te suppose that the youîsg men of Can-
ada, or tise iumigrant from Europe, will direct tlicir
stops to a country se far nortltwaids, surrouded hy
lîsîf ciciized Iiudian Iribes, wiien tliore are vaînable
lande lu Cantada, sud millions of acres to bu bad for
nothuîg lu theoIlgreat Wcest," iiitis geîîiai clirnate.
Wbeu tîtese lands are flled np, w-e do net doubt Iliat
te settiernont of the North West territory will pro-
gres rapidly; but net titi tutu,. lu view ofthuis con-
tigeucy, a nominal auie miglît bu paid lu gel rid of
thec groat Fur trading monopoly. But for Cantada te
pay millions for flie terrihory, sud t1 nudertak thie
i-ast cost of oponing il np for settlcînetit, of governiîîg
sud pretecting it, '.ould bullunte present alate of
our finances, perfectly prepostorons.

This Report le eigned by
four of the principal mumbere of the Canadian Govern-
ment, and je an important document. The extract jue3t
quoted containe information of a very important char-
acter, wlîich it le vury neceseary, if it le not a piece of
humbug, should bc at once elaborated. IlThe nuw
and ultimately mor-e profitable chaunuld" ought cor-
tainly to be indicated. The prospects of a nuw Reci-
procity Treaty do not improve; but, though our
Minuters lhave eomelhing butter lu etore for ne, thocy
fait to give the necessary particulare to make -it avait.
able for the public good. Tbey are eithur unwilling
or nable to be more defluite lu their information.
Eithor iew i8 bad for them, but woree for the
country. "lThe more profitable chianuel'e"houlfi
bo dumoustrated, lu order that efforts could bo
made for divortiiig trade luto that direction bo-
fore thte Treaty le repealed, and wu are left on
the broad of our back. The neceesity of preparIng
for the change is admitted; yet our Minietere, who
know of "more profitable chanuels" for our trado
than now exiet, fail to show thu grouuds of their
beliof.

Tise greal variety of tasteful ornameuts of
tise muaI opposite form msanufactnred is scancely
credible, cisains of gold witis hangiug medalhions of
gold dollars of al sations, some witb pear-shaped
pendants of gold and vert paillon; othere with acorns,
tise cup of filagree gold, and the kernel of vert paillon,
and ornansents representissg buttenfiies, Mies and lu-
secsts i flagree gold and steel-swords--arrows-
horse sises-axes-birds-ishes -gras8hoppers-ani-
mals' lseads and sportiug embems-uo form or sisape
i8 too eccentrie, requiinsg ouhy to pass throsîgistise
hands of tîsese fabricators of faslon lu become equally
applicable and taitefti'.

But of ail tise tastefu.1 novelties for milliuery pur-
poses used ir. concert with tise above uamed, may be
added tise introduction of cameos, black or amethyst,
and black and white cameos ou jet; some mounted isn
brilliant cnt steel, otisers lu gold. This origiuality of
designis l adopted sinsultaueously isy ail tise great
modistes of Paris, sud it afda to tise perfection of tise
toilet lu wear broocis asd earriîsgs of tise same.
Another sissguian freak of fashion is tise placing iu a
conspicuons part of tise bonnet the bird hirondelle, or-
domestie swallow, tlsis bird and no other; nsauy of tise
modistes ill not use tise natural bird, only tise
arîicial, to check as mucîs as possible tise terrible assd
.cruel onuglst ou these lsarmiless creatures. Its form
le painted aisd otlserwvise worked lu ail articles de
Paris for tise comiug seasosi, portemunnaiesý, fans,
batelsels, beita, passementerie, &c., &-c.

Anotîser pleasissg and riiug extreme ssovelty for
decoratiosa of bonnets, lso for demi-toilet for tise
isair, are the bansdes Grecques, a style wlsicis wiil be
mancis adapted for tise comissg winter. It la formed of
tlsree bsans of gold, steel, jet, or velvet, embroidered
witls eltîer of tise before samed. Large orders are
placed for New York lu tis article, indeed so immense
are tise orders 'o tise Paris manuifacturera of ail tIse
above articles of mode for tise Unitedi States market,
tîsat ssot one-sixtis wll or eau be executed, sud osly
those isonses that hsave placefi tieir requiremeîsts early
will isave them tflleul. Twenty per cent. more is fre-
quessîiy offered lu induce manufacturera to break faith
for acosupieted order. Fortuuately tise law lu France
is very strisîgent on this point.

1 hsave mucis to tell yon respecting bats, but muet
defer doing so until next week; useantime other ar-
ticles may be remarked upon.

Snall Veils of black lace or tulle double, stndded
witis gold, teel or vert paillon lu unison with decora-
tion ofisat are greatly lu favour.

Botis forms being made to accord witi tise pre-
sent style of skirt; where mucîs novelty is displayed in
tise decoration, tise large cord " ganse nouv'eauté; "
rifle cord, and Hungarian cord, (about one inchs in cir-
cunmference and quite original) being universal ly em-
ployed producing a startling, novel ansd tasteful effet:
Another eseutial and mucis stndied accessory to this
masculine attire is tihe button; uo form or style eau be
too extravagant, gold, steel and jet, and muixtures of
sanie.

An article wlich modistes Lave gîven much atten-
tion to for coming season 011 accounit of its, general
adoption by ladies at the great balise, Baden, Wiesbsa-
deni, Vichy, etc .. is tise jackel for demi-toilet in doors;
scarlet velour liassueis and clotîs being much iu favour,
decorated witli hanging passementerie of gold witi
pendent fringe of gold dollars, also witls steel fringes
e paulettes audcufrs of samie; black silk jackets simi'
larly decoratcd, also full plaited bodies (after Garibal-
dis) witli pass-ementerie of gold and steel, made iu
cashimere.

Black ('luth Mantles are greatiy in favour, trimmefi
with fiat braids passed tisrougis steel and jet buckles,
producissg a very pretty effect.

Dress ifaferials for coming 'vinter, Knickerbocker
wiuseys, aud plain wiuseys ini dark colours lhave been
iargely ordered for Europe, sud frein tîseir usefuless
will be mucis souglit afler. The rifle eord wil be muci
employed for these materiale, buIt there are many
chaste novelties in wool, and wvool and ilk in stripes
and large sîlk spots on jasper grounds, as Toledos, Rel-
las, grains de poudre, mille rayé, Mont brillant, Atlant-
tique, Grand Pekin à soie aund otisers; for decoration of
these fancy textures buttons are fabricated expressly,
and as they for-m such au important feature, bnyers
should look round well to get thse riglit thing.

ceaing demnaud for tbis article. For autumu black
straws and hair bonnets are mudis asked for trimmed
with a baud of black velvet one and a fourth inch wide
covering fr-ont of bonnet, tise curtain a baud tisree-
eighths of auincih wide, the decoration of bonnet to
taste of modiste. ln gloves, tise Duchesse is lu mucli
favour, but a great novelty in foim suited for thse
present fa8hion of dress sleeve lias been invented;
ils great peculiarity is a cuff bouud witis kid, in colour
to contrast witb tise giove, and isaving steel or jet but-
tons as a decoration, it will undoubtedly influence tihe
sale of tise Duchsesse giove-.

TITE TRADE REVIEW.

THE PRODUCE MARKET.

T HERE bas been nothing this week to vary the mo-
notony of the current of business usual at this

season. Flour continues drooping in spite of accounts1
from varous quarters of damage done to the growing
grain. Pot ashes are ase duil and drooping. Provi-
siens form the sole exception to the dulness ruling in
every other branch of the produce trade, and prices of
ail kinds have well sustained their value.'

Ft.nvR-.Arrivals are limited, but the demsnd being
stll restricted to local wants, the leading descriptions
have been lu full supply, and no material change in
value con be noted. The higher grades are in some-
what improved demand, and sales to a moderate ex-
tent may be noted at prices witbin the range of quota-
tions, the choice sample in some instances cornmand-
ing exceptional rates. We quoted Superior extra $5.90
to $6.10, Extra $5.50 to 5.70, snd Fancy $5.15 to 5.30.

Strictly choice and strong Canada supers from scarcity
eommnand exceptional prices for bakers' use, but even
the haudsomest saniples, if lacking lu the essential of
strengctb, are negflected or only taken at about the
rate of gond Western. Many brands, formerly much
in request because of strength and superior sponging
properties, have for a time bsck been found adults'rated
with Western wheat, sud nnsuited for thpir accus-
tomed use, and the reptation of the brand thus inde-
finitely injured. t is to be regretted that millers,
whose brand bas generally sold on its merits witbout
Inspection or even sample,sbould hiave resorted to theFe
adulterations, as the distrust created is likely to resuit
in more expenen and loss than any gain accruiug tfrom
the sale of a few hundred barrels ahove its intrinsîc
wortb. We quote ordiuary Canada $4. 10 f0 84.90, sud
trong $4.90 to $5.10. Welland Canal foeur constitutes

a considerable proportion of the present receipts, and
bas sold to a moderafe extent at $4.60 to 84.90. West-
ern snpers,fr-om the relativcly high rates at the sources
of snpply f'or a time back, are sparingly ofiered, and
the better ssmý les find free sale at $4.60 to 84.70, but
close ground and soft are only taken to a small extent
and at considerably lower iates. No. 2 is extremely
scarce, and sny stray parcel offred is promptly taken
at $425 to $4 40 according to sample; fine is aso in
emali supply and conmsnd full prices say 83.95 to 84.15
Middliugs and l'ollards, sbough not largely offered, are
believe obc helti to a cousiderable extent; prices
con tinued about as at the date of our last.

BAcs FLOUR-Supplies have corne forward rather
sparingly, and previons stocks have become much re-
d îced, imparting an improved toue to the market; and
although no materisi advance can y et fie noted, tihe
anxiety to operate is on the part o f purchasers, sud
some improvement f5 likel y soon to take place; Canada
samples may be quoted 82.60 to $270, anti those from
Western whest $2.50 to 82.60.

OATlVEAL Stocks are smal, and the demanti is of
the mereet tetail; nominal prices are 84.50 to 84.75 per
bri of 200lbs.

WetET-Receipts are fair sud sales to a moderate
extent may be noted Chicago brîniging 93 to 96 cents.
Milwaukee 968to 99 cents; U C. Spring, may be qunteti
lower, sales being reported at 81.00.

COARSE GRAINs-lun the absence of wholesale tran-
sactions, may be quoted nominal.

PoRE.-The New York market bas declined, but the
feeling hee continues very strong; holders beiug irtu
at 9 3 t wbicb email sains are hein g made, no whole-
sale transactions transpiring the stock being small, and
motly lu two or t.ree hantis.

BurrEit-Receipts continue lu advauce of the cor-
responding perioti of tat yesr, but with an active de-
mand, ail deiirable parcels have been readily placcd on
arrivaI at froni 17 t.o 17.c depeuding on quality sud
condition. luferior is taken at a proportinnates reduc-
tien from theie prices, so that hitherte tliere has been
no accumulation. Lu several quarters a decided im.
Proement in quality is noticeable, sud sncb parcels
readily command full rates.Weescimrv en
universal, sud ail the butter sent to this sud other mar-
kets of a quality that could be consumed with pleasure,
sessons etf depression would bie few, as whatever migb:
bie tie market rate, sncb an article would be sure o:
commanding its fu value. Wif b regard te the future
of butter many causes seem to indicate that there will
be s smaller make this seaceon titan for anme years past
both lu Canada sud lu thse groat butter prnducing sec-
tions of New York andti egbbouring States-The las'
British advices speak of the pastures being mucb bene-
fitted by rains; sud dealersin consequence,aîîticipstint
a larger make of Irish than was at une time expected,
were opersting very sparngly-still confidence is telt
that gond sud fine qualities will maintain their value
throu glb the sipping season. A few weekc later abet-
ter judement can be frmed coucerning the prospects
of the tlu trade.

CIcnEEsE-Under the influence of somewbst more
favourable advices from Britain the New York market
regaiued its former activity, sud sales of tactory were
ni ide at an advanced rate-Here the market continues
without cbange-dairy reallslng about 9c. sud factory
Dûe.

LAD-Nons comlng frward-the stock is gradu-
slly wrking into cousuniption at 14J te 15.

AsHiEs.-Vots continue to dÊcline lu price, especially
iner:ors, of whicb. as usual st this season, there le an
overtock sud but 1111e deman d. We qunte ail snrts $5
te %85.,5-with occainual sales of very poor tares,
under nur quntation.

PZE&RLS-OWing to somewbat more favourable advi.
ces f rom Britain, have rallied lu a measure sud iay
new lbe queted 85.25 to 85.27J for Fîrst Sorts. Inferior8
rery du11 at about $6.00.

Leather.
We understand that a sale of $10,000 worth of

lest ber wae made lu tItis city duriug the week, to a
buyer ftrom the Western States. rTe leather market
le firmn witheut variation lu prices.

Provincial Finances.
For the eighiteen monthe ending OOfh June last, the

Provincial Expenditure was 816,147,700 ;--tbe Receipts
were $15, 751,250-sbowing a deflciency of 8396,450. It
muet bc borne lu mmnd that tht revenue for 1864 was
much larger than ever before-that nwing tn the exces-
sive imiporte wifb which the country was deluged, the
customis returus sbowed a great gain. This year, hnw-
ever, the case is reversed. The revenue from tbf s source
lor tht irst baîf of the year is nnly a trifle over baîf
that for tbe came tme lest year, sud the isethaîf ni the
year will show nnly a slight improvement. If we have
adeficiency of nearlyhalfe million lu eigbteen montbs,
twelve of which confributed so niuch to the revenue,
what will bc the deficieucy for the current year, during
whicb the revenue promises fo be about onue haîf of
that of last yesr?
