These words, and especially the use of inverted commas in
connection with them, involve a covert suggestion of illegality,
or of impropriety at the least 1 while the word ** punctiliously ™
wests the use of cercmonial merely for itx own sake.

J strongly protest agiunst both these sugwestions. There
is ro longer the faintest excuse for questioning the legality of
the practices alluded to, while my Clergy are all of them too
well instructed to be “mere vitualists.” | am sure that the in-
sertion of the paragraph was due to inadvatence alone, but
nevertheless, as it is caleviated to do us harm in the estimation
of vour readers, 1 eel obliged to request you to allow this pro-
test Lo appear.

St. Paul’s Church is one of
the oldest on the Pucific Coast, having been built over thirty-
veurs ago.  lts progress recently has been great, and its mem-
bers are talking of enlarging and reseating i, The singing is
most creditable, and in the evening especially, one could not
help feeling highly edilied with . Miss lthel Good has pre-
sided at the organ now tor i period of & year, with noble sclf-
sacrilice, and her tastelul, bright styic conduces Lug‘.l\ to the
suceess achieved by the choir. ~ But before all and above all in
its success, and blessings resulting, must be named St. Paul's
Institute. Itis a large building, erected next 1o the Church,
under Church numagement, and open to all on the paymient of o
small subscription  fee. Eaglish, American and  Cuanadian
papers arc all arranged along a large centrad table, and on the
stuge is 2 piano, for the use of members. A billiard room s
atizched and is most popular, and numerous littic tables with
kinds of gumes arranged on them, are seen scattered about at
intervals ; the electric light lightens the whole.  The Rev. J. B.
Gooed may well be congratul lated on St Paul's Institute. itis a
credit to the Church and the City of Nannima,

On Monday the Bishop left for Wellington for i visiiation
of St Matthew’s Church. T a tranger, this Church is 4 mar-
vel of porfection; pulpit, altar rails and adtar all are works of
art, not seen in every Church on the Pacific Coast. The vestry
is large enough 1o hold a meeiing of twenty-five people, and is
used for Sunday School purposes. The belt cest $75, and has
beautiful sound.  The lamps, stoves and general furnishings,
wives o visitor the idea that no expense has been spared to make
God's House worthy of 1is worship.

*The grace of God given hevein confirms to us the pardon of
our sing, and enables us to leave tham.”  * We must wezer turn
our backs on the feast which our Lord prepared forus.™  *“This
is the true rule. # % Whoever therclore does not receive, but
goes from the Holy Table, when all things are prepared, either
does not understand his duty, or does not care for the dying
command of his Saviour.”™  Let every one, therefore, who has
cither sy desire to please God, or any fove of his own soul,
abey God, and consult the good of his own soul, by communi-
cating every time he can ; like the first Christians with whom
the Christing Suerifice was 2t constant part of the Lord’s Day
Service.”™  **And for several centuries they received it almost
every day ; four times 2t week ahways, and every Saint’s day be-
side.  Accordingly those that joined in the prayers of the fuith-
ful never failed to partake of the Blessed Sacrament. What
opinion they had of any who turned his back upon it we may
learn from the auncient Canon: *Iff any believer join in the
pravers of the faithful uand go away without receiving the Lord's
Supper, let him be ex-communicated as bringing confusion into
the Church of God.”™ W PoAL
