Tested Doughuuts.—Beat two eggs with
a half-cupful of sugar until light, add a cup-
fal of milk, then atir sufficient flour to make 8
batter, beat thoroughly ; add a tablespoonful
of meited butter and a teaspoonful of baking
powder ; now go on addiog flour until you
have a soft doogh, Do not knesd it but
fold it uver together, then roll out on the
board, Cut it into doughnuts, and drop
bastily {nto smoking hot fat, Let them fry
ca;efnlly on one side, turn and fry on the
other, ‘

Rolied Jelly Cake.—Separate four eggs,
beat the yolks and two-thirds of a cupful of
powdered sugar together until very light,
beat whites, stir them in carefully, and then
sift in, mixing slowly, two-thirds copful of
pastry flour, {nto which bas been sifted hatf.
teaspoonful baking powder. Turn ln a flat
baking pan and bake in & quick oven fifteen
minutes. Tornout, and while hot, spread
with jelly. With a knife handle, break the
edges and roll at once. When ready to
serve, cut in thin slices, arrange in a glass
dish, beap around whipped cream,

Macedoine Salad.—Auvy mixture of vege-
tables may be used for this salad—peas,
string beans, small braaches of cauliflower,
beets, white turnips and carrots give a pleas-
ing variation to coloring.

business, We note these good suggsstions,
that those who have homes should think
of boarding-house people, of the poor, and
those who are likely to be forgotten ; fix
upon thoss to whom yon wish to give,
then carefully consider the sum you have
to expend ; and that the father, mother,
husband, or wife of the home shonld
claim special consideration.

‘'he ‘first skirmisbes in the coming
wunicipal elections for mayors, council-
lors and. other offices have begun tobe
wade.

Bat if we must have an occasional cry, let it
be one that does not play into the hands of
every scofter in the land. The cry

seems to be popular in some quarters at the
present time. Itisa palnfully suggestive cry.
One might well ask the preacher who raises
it, where have you been all this time ? What
have you been preaching about? Did you
wander from Christ? If so, you should hide
your face in shame and come back humbly
instead of shouting to all creation that you
are coming back to Christ. A soldler who
deserts his flag is not brought back with a
. band of music.
SPECIAL SERVICES

is a palofally suggestive term. It suggests
* that the people who hold them put on an oc-
casional spurt to make up for past neglect of
duty and of privilege. Undoubtedly the
Bible rule is to do our best every day.
The best rule for a preacher Is ‘‘do your
best every time.” If any mao does his best
all the time as he is bound to do, he cannot
make a special effort, for his best is always
to the front. The very term special service
implies that there are services which are
ot special.  What kind ofa service is the
non-special? Is it one in which we are not
under obligations to serve God in the best
way we can ?

The term

EVANGELISTIC SERVICES

is also painfully suggestive, There should
be no services in a Presbyterian church that
are not evangelisticc. The word does not
mean the repetition of certain invitations
until they have lost thelr power. It means
that all sermons should be saturated with
the spirit of the gospel. The idea that the
gospel can be preached only from certain
texts is one of the shallowest that ever
entered the hollowest of heads. Dr. Willis,
than whom a better judge of preaching never
stood on Canadian soil, used to say that a
pieacher who could tot preach the gospel
out of the Decalogue did not know his busi-
ness. And the grand old principle never
grew more eloquent than when he broughta
sinner to Sinal and there showed him how
much he needed Christ. To the man who
says he is holdi; evaogelistic services it is
perfectly falr to ask this question—what
kind of a service do yon hold when your ser.
vices ara no? evangelistic.

Far be it from us to say that occasional
contingous services may not be a real good
thing. The average man, if he goes to
church twice on Sabbath and once aweek to
prayer meeting, has, so far as public wor-
ship Is concerned, his mind in contact with
spiritual truth only tbree or four hoars out
of every ooe huodred aod sixty-eight. That
certainly is not too long. We don’t know
many beiter things for & cangregation than
to have & real good man—Father Wardrope
or some one of like spirit—holding cottage
prayer meetings among the people all the
time. A week's preaching by a man like
Dr. . K. Smith, or R. P. McKay, or many
others we might name, is & real good thing.
‘We_don't know anythiog that mea who have
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heads as well as hearts would enjoy more,-or
profit more by than a serles of rousing ser-
mons by a strong preacher. We cannot
have too much preaching—If it is preaching,
Practically, however, the difficulty is that the
men you want for a week are just the men
you seldom can get for a day. We don't
koow of anything human that would do the
Church mote good than a revival of strong
gospel preaching. In some way or another
many of our people have got the idea that
esrnest -evangelical religion is more or less
associated with softness of the head. Many
also have the idea that continuous me ‘tings,
or evangelistic meetings as they are called,
are associated with doubtful characters—
that bad practices, such as abusiog absent
ministers.often prevail; that unsound doctrine
is often taught, that improper men whose
bad standing is well known to the business
community, ate allowed to come to the front,
and thal reports wilifully exaggerated are
too often given of the results. The best
remedy for these and other abuses where
they exist would be glorlous gospel preach-
{og by men whose standing needs no certif-
cate. The men are In the church, but they
have all plenty of work at home.

More preaching of the right kind would
be a good thing in maoy places. But pray
don’t call it evangelistic or shrewd people
will think your other preaching is n0¢ evan-
gelistic. And don't talk too much about
special services, or people who work hard at
thelr business all the year round may think
that when you are not at special services you
are a loafer. Ot all the loafers that infest
humanity the clerical loafer is the most
loathsome. As Professor Young used to say
at the close of his lectures—more anon.

HISTORY, PROPHECY AND THE
MONUMENTS.>

BY REV. W, G. HANNA, R.A,

Readers of the first volume of this work
who bave walted for ths second will not be
disappointed. Nor wiil they regret that the
materlal has grown in the author’s hands so
asto require three volumes instead of two,
as at first-propased, for the {information
presented, is so valuable that no serlous
student of orlental history would wish any
part omitted.

What was otiginally Intended for a single
chapter is here extended to two hundred
and thirty-six pages, because it was found
that the subject demanded fuller treatment.
This part (Book V1) is an account of ¢ The
Ioper Life and Movement,” of which the
events recorded in the Hebrew records are
¢ the external expression.” Marked atten-
tion is given to this aspect of Hebrew national
and domestic life, because it shows * the
conditions under which” the revelation of
God came to the people. Thls affords the
true historical perspective for the critical
study of the Hebrew Scriptures and lays a
reliable foundation for the work of reverent
¢ Higher criticlsm,” without which, its re-
sults would be in some measure tentative
and uncertain. As the third volume is to
deal with Hebrew literature, a speclal inter-
est attaches tothis account, as preparing
the way for it.

Dr. McOurdy recoguizes fully the fact
that, it is the dominant moral issues in the
fortunss of Israel that have given her so
large a place in the thoughts of mep, so he
is careful to show the relation ot thase
ethical questions to her .domestic and
aatinnal life.

The soclological aspeet of Hebrew bis-
tory is a more conspicuous festure in this
work than in avy other that has yet sppear-
ed on’ the same subject. This may bere-
garded as a new departure in the handliog
of orlental history, so far as English books
arve concerned. The chapters on * Elements
and Character of Hebrew Soclety,” and

* History, Prophecy, aad the Monuments, or Iaraela
ths Natlans, By f. F. McCurdy, Ph.D., LL.D. VoL.lHT-,
To the Fall of Niceveh. Cloth, lacge 8vo., 433 pages.

* Soclety, Morals and Religlon,” open new
fields of study, that promise rich returns.

The constitutlon of the Hebew family,
the difterent relations of {ts members to each
other, parents, children and slaves, and the
formative factors of domestic life are des.
cribed at length, So weareshown the speci-
al features and socia’ importance of the clan
aud the tribe at different stages of the
aationa! history. .

In opposition to the notion that Moses
made Israel a nation from & troop of slaves,
the author holds that his work was mainly
tegulative and disciplinary, He presided
over and directed the evolution of Hebrew
soclety ** by becoming himself a factor in the
process within, not without the sphere of
operatlon.” How this was brought ‘about is
clearly poiated out.

‘The changing conditions of the Hebrew
people are traced through the nomadic and
semi-nomadic state, the time of the set-
tlement in Canaan and the period of the
monarchy. Nowhere clge cana more en-
lightenlng presentation of the ¢ {aner life,”
as well as the outward circumstances of the
people, be found than in these pages. Even
careful readers will scarcely be prepared to
learn the extent of soclal change from the

period of the Judges to the time of the

monarchy. These chapters furnish a new
point of view for the interpretation of the
historical books, a valuable aid to the exe-

gete.
Ampler attertion is glven to social ques-

tions in the later periods of Hebrew history.
It will be a surprise to some to learn bow
large a proportion of the Book of Job, the
Psalms, Proverbs and Prophets concerns
soclal questions, Here the necessary con-
nection between soclal phenomena and the
religlon of Jehovah is properly emphasized.
Such themes as ** The Sociological basis of
the Messianic conception,” *‘ The grounds
uniting medern soclological problems with
those of ancient Israel,” and ‘¢ The place of
the Old Testament teaching in the evolution
of human soclety,” are discussed, while
the suitability of the Old Testament asa
gaide for the solution of the problems that
vex soclety to-day is clearly shown,

In the second half of the volume (Book
VIIL.) which deals with the relations of the
Hebrews, Egyptians and Assyrlans, the
value of monumental contributions to history
is fally seen. .

The record of the extension of the As-
syrian Empire under Sargon, through the
campaligas ia the west land, is largely from
his own annals. It lis fresh and interesting
from every polct of view, but especialiy to
Bible readers because of thenew conditions
in which the kingdom of Judah was placed
by the Asayrians. Cheyne, Sayce and others
hold that Judah was invaded and devastated
by Sargon after the siege ot Ashdod, but
Dr, McCurdy (p. 246) says © this view must
be dismissed as untenable.” Yet the cam-
paign of Sargon induced a new policy in
Judah in relation to Assyria, and religious in-
novations such as those introduced by Ahaz
were the result of the overshadowing in-
fluence of Assyria.

Large space is given to the relga of
Sinacherib. His career of {nvasion in the
west land is described from his own annals.
Here we have a good iliustration of how the
monuments supplement the sacred record.
2 Kiogs xvill. 13 tells us that Sinacherib
came up sgainst all tbe fortified citles of
Judah and took them. But from the monu-
ments we learn that this was nothing short
of the devastation of the kingdom outside of
Jerusalem, north and northwest of the
capital. Forty six walled cities with wmany
smaller towns were takes by assault, and
the number of prisoners deported to Assyria
was seven times greater than tbose made
captive after the surrender of Samaria. This
was theheaviest blow Judah bad suftered
up to that time.

When we reflect on the great value of
Assyrian llteratore, we capnot but regret
with the author the ruthless destruction of
thelasrge Babylonian libraries atthe sack
of that city by Sinacherib..

But the day of reprisals for Babylonla.

{DrcRMBER gth, 896,

was near at hand, and "the Assyrian empls
harassed by Kimmerians, Cyges, Elamit
aud Scythians, fell at last before & combing
attack of Medes and Babylonians, and
strange to say, the means taken for the de
struction of the clty proved mast efficacloy
for the preservation of the librarles. Fron
these the records come to supplement an
corrobovate the testimony of the prophets g
God who foretold the doom of this empire,

The stages in the dlssolution of the A
syrian Empire are like the successive acts o
a great tragedy, and the reading of they
pages reminds one of the fall and decline
the Roman Empire.

The notes appeuded to this volume haw
the same scholarly quality as those in the
first volume, and should be read with the

text.
On some points there will be a differenc

of opinlon, ¢. 2., the late date of the soclole
gical Psalms, the place of the degtruction of
Sinacherlb’s army, the supposed Isalank
authorship of Ps. xivi. and the interpren.
tion of some of the prophecles of Isalab; bu
these are minor matters and do not mar the
stibstantial value of the volume which muy
be regarded as one of the most noteworthy
contributions to the knowledge of our day.
For popular use, this work needs a series
of coloured maps and an analysis of the text
on the edge of the page.

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REMIT ANET MISSION BOARD.

—

MR. EntTOR,~—The remit from Assemb-
ly anent & General Committee has passed
through a number of Presbyterles and has
been approved by them, but I notice that in
some Presbyteries it has been discussed at
considerable length and decision upon it
postponed. While disclaiming the credit of
originating the overture now remiitted tc
Presbyteries for their consideration it may
not be considered out of place, if as the
mover in Assembly on behalf ofthe Synod
of Manitoba and the North-West, I should
again revert to the subject in your columns.

First of all let me allude to what, to some,
may give the movement represented by the
overture a sectional aspect. 1 refer to the
discussion that has already taken place in
the Church papers aud elsewhere, and to
the caption placed by some of the papers
over the correspondence in which this is
spoken of as a ** Western Overture.” There
Is a daoger that from this title (which is not
given to it by those who brought the matter
forward), some might infer that the over-
wre is Introduced with a view of specially
benefiting Western fields, and particularly
that department of the work which is sup-

vﬂ'oud to be the peculiar enterprise of cburch

workers, west of Like Superior. Let me
assure such that nothing of this sectional
or lsolated description is contemplated
by the overture. Oa the contrary it will be
found by avy one who reads the overture it-
self that the whole tenor of it is in favor of
unification and against the danger of
sectionalism either of the territorial or the
“ committee ' kind. The fact that the
overture came up from the Synod of Mani.
toba, and the North-West and trom the
Presbytery of Kamloops, is no reason why
it should be called “ Western ' any more
than one from the Synod of Toronto .and
Kingston, or from the Presbytery of To-
ronto should be called ‘¢ Eastern.” Any part
of the Church has a right to overture the
Assembly and it is a slur on the generosity
and broad-mindedness of our Church courts
to imply that they will look at the source of
an overture rather than at its contents.

Is my former letter a point specially
sought to be made was the importance of a
general committee in view of the preparation
of estimates to be submitted to the Assem-
bly for the expenditures of the year, It will
be remembered, perhaps, that oo the floor of

Assembly the mover of the overture touch-

ing on this point dwelt upoa the perplexity
sessions experience in receiving a shower of
clrculars from the different committees dur-
ing the year, each one advocating its own
cause and sometimes outlining chaoges
which, to the ordinary mind, seem to be
made somewhat arbitrarily by the convener.
ft may be said that the estimates on which
these appeals are based, have been passed
by the Assembly, but the fact remains that
as the reports of committees are received
aund dealt with by the Assembly in succession
it cannot possibly view them in their relation
to one another in the way in which the Gen-
eral Committee asked for would be able to
do. It is considered treasonable to say that
Io any case whatsoever the legislation of the
Assembly is practically the legislation of the
committée submitting a report, but that it is
sometimes so regarded is evidenced by the
fact that the Presbyterian Review of Novem-
ber 12th criticises the Foreign Mission
Committee for making a reduction in esti-
mates which passed through the last Assem-
bly. The Review deplores the making of
this reduction and doubts the wisdom of the
committee in making it ‘uotil compelled to
do so after the Church was bronght face to
face with the sitnation. We canonot blame
the committee who, apxiously carrying the
burden of this work, fear to incur labil.
Ities which the Church may not meet,
bat it is quite possible that a general com-
mittes would not- have made the reduction
which, -according-to letters from the mis-
slonaries has so demoralized the work, but
would bave advised the Assembly agaimst
what the Review calls ** playlog a.retreat.”
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It is not doing any injustice to asy one of
our excellent committees to say that the
Church will have more confidence in supply-
ing estimates passed upon by a General
Committee constituted from all of them than
it could possibly have in answering the de-
mands of any one of them separataly.

Oa the general questlon of the wisdom
of the overture it is interesting to note some
of the carreat movements in other bodies.
Amongst municipal corporations, we find
cities like Toronto, Winnipeg and others
concluding’that there is too much diffuse-
ness about civic government as it has ex.
isted, and hence they are organizing *“ boards
of control ” in connection with the Council
not only with advisory, but with executive
powers within certaln limits. Amongst ec-
clesiastical bodies we find that the General
Synod of the Aoglican Church which me
in Winnipeg a few months ago constituted
a General Board of Missions as nearly re-
sembling io scope and character the General
Committee our overture asks for, as the dif-
ference in government of the two Churches
will admit, and we have reason to know
that the new Board is looked upon as an
exceedingly hopefnl agency In the work.
The Mission Board of the Methodist Church
Lias many good features, in so far as the
preparation of estimates and the distribu.
tion of moneys to the different conferences,
is concerned ; but we think our General
Committee would be an improvement upon
any such plan, in that it wonld preserve the
identity of the different committees and
funds while securisg the general oversight
which seems desirable. These things show
us that much thinkiog is being done in the di-
rection in which our overture looks, and that
there must be some wisdom intbe thought.
Cousideration for your space, Mr. Editor,
forblds taking up other polnts at present.

MISSIONS TO THE BHEELS.

———

MR. EDITOR,—In reference to the too
long neglected people, the Bheels, the For-
eign Misslon Committee a year ago last June,
authorized the Central India Mission to be-
gin work among these very interesting non-
caste hordes of the Central India jungle
country. Accordingly last October I was
appointed with Mrs. Buchaoan to this mis-
sion, which we entered upon at once, living
io tents until our return to Canada. From
tbe last census report we learn that there
are within the bounds of the district allotted
to the Capadian Presbyterian - Church over
800,000 of these desplsed * aboriginals.” An
hospital for these down-trodden, destitute,
uncared-for and' unloved but worthy poor,
would be of untold service. And I have
merely to mention the fact that the Bheel
country {s one of the famine districts now
suflering, to show the desirability of having
Chrlistian homes for the boy and girl waifs
who will be left orphans this year, while not
merely for the efficlency of the misslonary
but for his very existence in that deadly
malarial district, a house is necessary. A
careful business estimate- has been made,
the result showing that plain, simple but
permanently useful buildings can be erected

for $5,000. OConcerning this matter the.

Forelgn Misslonary Committee tock actlon.
Dr. Bucbanan, who was present, at its
meeting, spoke of work among the Bheels,
when the following resolution was moved by
Dr. MacLaren, seconded by Principal Grant,
and agreed to :
“That in view of the importance of secur-

iog suitablebuildings for the new work which.

it has been decided to commence among the
Bheels in Central India, Dr. Buchanan be
authorized to collect a sum of $5,000, the
amount considered necessary for the erection
of a bungalow, a hospital and boarding
schaols, one for boys and another for. girls.”

With regard to this resolution I wish to
say, first, 1 desire that contributions:to the.
establishment of this work, be-special, not
interfering with the ordinary -offerings to
the Forelgn Misslon Fand, and second, lest

there be misunderstanding, I do not purpose
hereafter asking any for gifts, deeming it
sufficient, to lay the need before the Church
and believing that as God led us to lay our-
selves upon the altar for this service, not
without cost, so He will lead some of His
chosen ones to join in this work of resculog
tha perishing.

A dear friend has suggested that this
matter be taken up asa business for the
Lord; that this Building Fund be divided into
shares, himself agreeing to take one share at
$200. Accordingly I propose to divide
them as follows : o1e A share, value $500 ;
five B shares, value $200 each; twenty C
shares, value $100 each ; twenty D shares,
value $50 each; twenty E shares, value $25
each, which make the tota! $5,000. Of
course all offerlogs will be thankfully re-
ceived.

SCHEMES OF THE CHURCAH.,

As the time is near when congregations allo-
cate their missionary money, for their guidance we
append herewith the estimated amount required
for each of the several Schemes: Western Sec-
tioo, for the current year—Home Missions,
$80,000 ; Augmentation of Stipends, $28,000 ;
Foreign Missions, $78,600 ; French. Evangeliza-
tion (including Pointe Aux Trembles Schools)
$49.002. Colleges, viz. : Koox (including deficit
—$6,576—from last yeir), $18,500; Queen's,
$4,000 ; Montreal, $5,000 ; Manitoba (exclusive
of amount from Synods of Manitoba and British
Columbia), $5,000. Ministers’ Widows' and
O:phans' Fund (over and above ministers’ rates
aod ioterest fiom investments), $10,500; Aged
and Infirm Mibisters’ Fand (over and above
ministers’ rates and interest from ianvestment),
$13,500 ; Assembly Fund, $6,000.

The congregations in both Eastern and West-
etn sections of the Church contribute for French
E vangelization, Manitcba College, and the As.
sembly Fund ; the amounts named for the other
Schemes are for the Western Section alone.

The average sum required per member for
each of the Schemes is as follows: Home Mis-
sions, §4c.; Augmentation, 20:.; Foreign Mis-
sions, §3c.; French Evangelization, 30c. 3 Knox
College, 13c.; Queen's 3c.; Montreal, 3ic.;
Manitoba, 3c. ; Ministers’ W, & O., 7c.; Aged
aod Infirm, gc.; Assembly Fund, 4c. Thus an
average contribution of $2 per member would
provide the total amount required for all the
Schemes this year. Many congregations will, of
course, greatly exceed this average. It is hoped
that in every congregation an ecarnest effort will
be made to reach the average of $2 per member.
Mission stations, as well as congregstioas, are
eninined to contribute to the Schemes of the
Church, With the increased price of wheat, and
the more hopeful business pfospects througbout
the country, it ought to be a comparatirely easy
matter to raise the entire amount asked by the
several committees. This will assuredly be done
if every minister and session give their people
the opportunity of contributing to each of the
Schemes.

Congregational treasurers are esmestly re-
quested to forward the amount for the several
Schemes, without delay, to the General Agent
of the Church.

Decias™} THE BIRTH OF CHRIST.

Gorpan Text.—Lukeii. to.

MxeMmoRrY VERSKS,—~4+6.

It is not because there is an intimate relation
between our lesson for this week and the lessons
we have been studying from the life of Solomon,
that we turn to this topic just now. It is because
the season of the year has come agsin which all
Christendom regards as approximately the anni-
versary of the birth of Christ. VYet we cannot
overlook the very intetesting fact, that in the
birth of this child we find the fulfilment of God’s
promise to David, and of God’s warning to Solo-
mon. To David Jehovah promised to raise up &
‘son” who should sit upon his throae forever.
Solomon was warned that in this promise he
should have no pait, unless he followed the Losd
wholly, The genealogics of Christ, given in
Matthew and in Luke, make plain that while
Jesus was descended from David through His
mother, Solomon was not one of the progenitors
of hiz Lord. However the section we have to
study this week reminds us not so much of God's
promise to David, as of His covenant with
Abraham: “In thee and in thy -seed shall al)
nations of the earth be blessed ;" for here we find
Gentiles Seeking the Christ and Gentiles Acknow-
ledging the Christ.

1. Gentiles Seeking the Christ.—
We are not told whether these men weie all of
one nation, ot whether they were, as the author
of Ben-Hur makes them, representatives of the
great relig'ggs of the world, who were led by the
Spirit of to a common meeting place, whence
they travelled together to_]cmulem. Oge thing
is plain, they were Gentiles, to whom God had
imparted a knowledge of the fact that One born
King of the Jews should arise for the world’s
redemption. The literature of both Greece and
Rome gives ample testimony to the fact, that
throughout the whole of the then known world
there was an expectation that about this time
there should arise a mighty Prince in Judea who
would subject the whole world to Himsell. Thus
God had caused the whole world to be looking
for the coming Kiog. No doubt their ideas.as to
the character and purpose of this King were
pretty much all asteay, yet there were the restless
longiog for a deliverer, and the anxious watchi
for His coming. Therefore when & new star sud-
denly appeated, those who had been watching
were led by God’s Spirit to conclude that the long
expected Prince had come. Thus we ﬁgd in the
coming of these wise men to Jerusalem, indication
of the fact that the whole world was looking and
longing for the coming of a deliverer, and that
deliverer they believed would be & Prince of the
Jewish people. What more natural thao for them
to come to Jerusalem, to the King's palace! But
alas ! there they found no notion that the Prince
had come. They found that even the king had
to enquire of the Scribes where the Christ should
be born ; and though the Scribes could tell them
of the prophecies concerning Bethlehem, there is
no account of any of them having found the wise
men of the East in their search for the Christ.
No sooner, howéver, had these Gentiles set their
faces towards Bethlehem, thaa God led them un-
ermringly to where the young child was. So it
everis; many who know many things adous
Christ, things which they are able to tell to others,
yet never come themselves to find the Christ ;
while there never bas been one who set his face
earnestly to find the Saviour, whom God has not
led unerringly to Him. .

II. Gentiles Acknowledging Ohrist.
—Ledby the star to the house whither Joseph
and Mary and the Babe had betaken: themselves
after the days of purification had been zccom-

lished, the wise men found the object of their
oog search, With joy had they recoguized the
star, and followed it, and with redoubled joy did
they recognize in the little Babe the Prince they
had locked for. Straightway they bowed their
knee ia acknowledgment of His sovereignty,
and from the treasures they had brought for that
purpose, they brought forth and ptuqnted gold
and frankincense and myrzh.  Perhaps it may be
fanciful, yet there does seem to have been signifi-
cance in the gifts they ‘offered, whether such
significance were ordered by God or designed by
man. In their gift of gold they acknowledged
Him as King, in their gift of frankincense
acknowledged Him as a God, and in their gift of
wmyrth they acknowl Him as man—the God-
man King Jesus. And may there not have been
an unconscious prophecy of His death, in the gift
of that myrh, which formed so_important an
element in the embalming of the dead? who can
ssy 00 ! Their submission to Jesus was complete,
3o complete that they gave heed to God rather
than to man, and returned home withoutreporting
to Herod as they had begwmmanded. Let us
at this joyous Christmas time, wheo our hearts are
glad in Christ our King, remember those who sit
in darkoess, fecling after the Christ, and let each
of us strive to be'x star shinisg in our own small
sphere to bring the wanderers to tbe Lord.

Written for Ty CANADA PRESBYTERIAN,
HOME MISSIONS—THEIR NECEKES.
SITY AND PROSPECTS.

——

The subject of missions 1sa very large
one and cannot here be dealt with exhaust-
ively. There is a great deal said to-day
concerning the missionary spirit of the
Church. It is the desire of the followers of
our Lord to obey His last command, to
preach the gospel uato all people. The true
misslonary spirit will ever strive to place be-
fore the world the teachings of Christ. Asa
meaps towards this end, we have the mis-
sion work of our Church divided into two
departments—the Home and Foreign
Misslons. These are so interdependent that
efficient work cavnot be done unless they
go hand in hand, and to obtaln the greatest
possible results they must not be consider-
ed as two distinct branches of the Church’s
work,

‘The former of these departments has for
its aim the preaching of the gospel in the
outlylog districts of Canada. The necessity
for this work presents peculiar claims at
this time, which our Church cannot afford
tooverlook. In fact, so long as Canada
shall have new territories and districts,
which are belcg opened up, there will be a
great responsibility restiog upon all evan-
gellcal churches in Oatario. It will be their
duty tosee that the kingdom of God Is
established in the heart of every settlement,

It may be profitable for us at this point
10 take a hasty look at the development of
the Church in Ontario. As we see it to-day
it presents the appearance of a stroog
organizstinn, baving numerous and large
congregations ; but we mast oot forget that
while it is now strong, it once was merely a
handful of mission stations ; and seventy-
five years ago, few, even of its most ardent
well-wishers, would have thought that the
Pcesbyterian Church would be so strong as
it is to-day. Not only is this the case with
our own denominations but it bas been the
same with all others. These difterent religi-
ous bodies have not only iancreased in
strength and numbers, but, taken collective-
iy, they have been highly beneficial to our

natlon, Wae are accustomed to consider ths ,

government of our Province as belonging
to the firat order, Itis pure and moral,
guardiog withaut partiality the [nterests of
all its cltizens, This Is the uatural renult of
the work of the Church In placiag Chels.
tianity la the homes of the peaple.

The government of a really democratic
country is naver moratly suparior to that of
the majority of the psopls themselves, In
the homas of our Province lato be found the
power which is at the root of our govern.
maeot. 1o the majorlly of thase homes the
teachings of Chrlst exert & wonderful in.
fluance on the dally life. Whaere the manes
of the paople belleve ia and practise Chrls-
tianity, there the government wiil be moral.
ly pure,

All the institutions of our land have bean
lofluenced toa very large extent by this
same spirit. By force of clrcumstances
many membara of thess families must siant
out n life for themselves, and there carvy
lato the difterent departmaents of life the
eftect of the home influence, There Is not
a profession or calling where this spltit Is
not maoifesting its pnwer,  Seelng that the
homae iofluence is so great, should It not be
the one great work of tha Church to place
in the homes of the people the teachings of
Christ so that the young may leara of the
truths of Chrlistiatilty, not by mare theory,
but by the practical application of thess
truths to dally lifa ? If, la thelr homes, we
find the masaes of the people seeking truth
for the love of truth, and adherlng to Chrls.
tlanity bacause its teackings and doctrines
reveal Him who {s the centrs of truth, then
we may safely conclude that the Influence
coming from such bomes will s0 effect our
country that &1l its institutions will be pure
and moral,

Christlanity ls democratic: it Influences &
people through the Individual, The trus
seat of all veliglon is in the heart. Without
this Christianity, no nation can hops for long-
continued prosparity, because {t alope
makes practicat the othical theories of
philosophers. We may have ths best mora)
systems snunciated by phllosophers, and st
forth in other religlous systems, but {n
Christianity alone do we find that incentlve
to obey these laws which appeals allke to
the reason and the heart of man, namaly,
that it is the ravealead will of God, Are we
therefore not justified In holding that the
moral law, as exemplified by the lifs and
teachiogs of Christis the one unchanging
Iaw of progress {o human society? Al
nature and history sesm to combins in
teaching this lesson, or,to put it in other
words, “ Rightecusnsss exaltath a nation.”
Thbus when ws sse what the Church bas ac-
complished in our owa Province, are wa not
encouraged to contlaua thls work of Home
Missions ?

All of Ontarlo Is not In the advanced
state which wae find In the western and east.
ern parts. To the north lles the distiicts of
Muskoks, Parry Sound, Algoma and Nip-
issing. On account of ths rocky sature of
the soll, it cannot bs expected that thess
will ever bscoms agricultural districts.
There are sectlons which may be opened up,
but we cannot look for these places be-
comiog strong agricultural or commercial
centres, Some places may davelop and be-
come fairly strong, but by far the greater
portion of sorthern Ontario will be sparssly
settled, and will ramaln, as 2t prasent, under
the care of the Home Misslon Commlttes,
Still, it does not signify how faw snd far
apart thesa settlars may be, the necessity
will still rast upon the Church of God to
place in thelr homes His word and point out
to them the way of salvation,

But when wa look upon the vast ter-
ritories of the North-West and Britleh
Columbis, we ses a vary difterent state of
affairs. Thers Is a couotry with almost
boundless possibilities. Soon many of thoze
places now called settlements will bacome
flourlshing centres of trade and commerce,
Upon the Church in Eastern Canada de-
volves the responibility of seslog that as the
country prospers, the chief stoses asthe

foundation of that prosperity shall be Jesus
Christ and His gospel. I, as we bave sald,
" the moral law, as exemplified by Chrlst,
is the ons unchanging law of human pro-
fress, then the duty rests upon every true
and loyal citizen of Oanada to ald in placing
this law In lts most practical .form in the
midst of the Western people.” When we, as
lndividuals, realize that permanent success
Is invarlably sssociated with the moral and
othical conditions favorable to a high
standard of soclal life, and with these con-
ditlons only, and that such conditions ate
found o their most practical form in Chris-
tiaolty, does it not appeal to each oueto
satlously consider this branch of the
Church’s wotk and our relationto it ?

‘The work of the Wastern missionary on
thie vast prairies, or in the miniog towas is
not (o be placed in the sawe category with
that of the estly Church In Oatarlo. The
settler of Eastern Canada brought with him
the teachings of his early-years.
ssveral very prominent characteristics, one
of which was ao intense love for home. He
did not leave the home of bis childhood
until forced by stern necessity, and then the
prominent idea, which he bad in emigratiog,
was 10 sesk and make a home. So strong
does this Idea appear to have been in the
minds of the Scotch settler, that we fre-
quently hear old men, who have spent the
greater part of their lives in Canada, still
spaak of the old country as home.”
Their tongues seam to linger on the word as
it 1t contalned for them all the riches of the
world, Along with this love of home was
almost lnvariably associated great reverence
for divine things. These two ideas seem 10
have been so closely connected in hts mind
that to thiak of one was to think of the
other.

In studylpg the Western character we
fiod a totally different feeling. Especially
is this noticeable in the miner. He comes
fiom no ons knows where. His home s
where the latest boom is. With no thought
of making a permanent home, he is coo-
trolled by one all-absorbisg thought—wealth.
He has thrown aside everything else in the
fisrce race for wealth, In mapy cases
hooor {s a thiog unknown to him ; too often
indeed he would williogly sell his soul for
monsy, which to-morrow would be squan-
dered o the saloon and gambling den. He
owns allsgiance to av country, and his great-
o8t hoast is that he is under no law. Nige-
tenths of the population crowding into cur
Pacific Province are what we cail a floating
population, A man belonging to thatclass
brings to a countsy little or nothing, and
expacts 10 catry away a fortune.

Such & population is not a healthy one.
It nelther bullds up a commercial, a moral,
or & patriotic people. Christianity, as a
general suls, does not meet with active op-
position from thess people; they seem
rather to coatent themselves with distegard-
{og its claims, Thelr influence Is morally
bad, and if unchecked will prevent the
growth of & true and healthy condition of
things.

Although In due time this population
will be superseded by ons that is permanent,
yot there is the daoger that their customs
and manners of thought may exist long after
they bhave passed away.

As the
settlemeats increase, the meansof communi.
cation become much easier, and thus the
missionary is enabled to do his work inore
efficlently.

The number of fields is always on the in-
crease, aod there are always some congre-
gations stepping up ioto the rank of self.
sustainiog charges. Since the union of the
Presbyterian Churches in Cavada, twa
hundred self-sustaicing congregations have
been recelved from the Home Missions,
while to-day the number ol mission fields Is
double what it was then. As all the circum-
staoces of the present point to a great ad.
vance lo the future, may we not be justified
ln-estimatiog that by the end of the unext
twenty years three hundred more self-sus.
taining congregations may be added to our
Church, while the number of the mission
fields may remain about the same as now.

This increase Ip the number of congrega.
tions indicates the need of a large lacrease
in the finances of the Church. Qae of the
surest means of iocreasing the yevenue of
the Church is to endeavor to overtake and
sustain this work. No department of the
Church’s work will suffer, but all will be the
gainers. Those who are enthuslastic
Foreign Mission supporters cannot better
advadce that cause than by the liberal sup-
port of Home Missions. Durlog last year
the two hundred congregations which have
become self-sustaining since the union,
together with the now existing mission Gelds,
contributed $20,000 towards the Forelgn
Mission Fund. If we are justified In estl-
mating the Increase in self-sustaining con.
gregationsto be three hundred during the
next twenty years, may we not safely add
that these, together with the then existing
mission fields, will anoually contribute $25,-
ooo in aid of Forelgn Missions? And we may
naturally expect the reveaue of the Church
in every department of the work to increase
in like proportios.

But suppose the Church does not grow,
suppose its revenue does not increase, are
we not compelled by the bond of brother-
hood which uaites man to mao, and by our
alleglance to a risen and glorified Redeemer,
to support His cause in the midst of our
Western people.

We have ina few words attempted to
show the influence of a practical Christlan-
ity In the lives of a people and upon na-
tional affairs. We have pointed out the
coudition of our Western country, and its
great and crying aeeds. Have we not
faith to believe that the coaditlon of affairs
will not always be as at present? Bat, look-
ing upon the future in some way, even as
the prophets of old looked upon it, we may
pray, we may hope, yes, we may firmly be-
lieve that upon the rough timber shanty,
and upon the godless mining camp there
shall yet arise the ** mouatain ot the Lord,”
and upon hearts now callous by the influence
of vice, upon tongues breathing profanity,
aud upon lives dissolute and seemiogly
hopeless, there shall yet fall ¢ the peace of
God which passeth all understanding.”

THE LATE REV. DR, SHOOLBRED.

We some time ago made referenceto the
death at Arbroath, Scotland, of the Rev.
Dr. Shooltbred, the ploneer missionary of
the mission of the Unlted Presbyterlan
Church in Scotland, at Rsjputauna, where
Dr. Shoolbred spent thirty-six years, the
whole of his ministerial life. The followlog
account of the effect of the news ot his
death in Beawar by Rev. A, P, C, Jameson,

a fellow-missionary at that station, shows

what a misslonary may becoms to his peo-
ple, and is at the same time a tribute to Dr.
Shoolbred's memory and services as a mis-
slonary.—[ED.]

“The news of Dr, Shoolbred’s deathsoon
clrculated through the Christian commuaity,
and then throughout the city and district
around. All work In our schools and work-
shops was closed, and the day was & day
of mourning. Io the evenlog the church
was crowded at vur weekly prayer meeting,
when Amar Singh, the pastor, presided, and
thehour was spent in earnest prayer and
supplication: first, for the consolation of
the bereaved widow and sons of the deceas:
ed ; and secondly, for the church and peo-
ple he has left, that they might bow beaeath
the rod—* might be still and kaow,’ and that
they might take to heart the lessons the dis-
pensation of this and the two previous deaths
they as a community bave been visited with
this year are fitted to teach them, The con-
gregation were much affected, every refer-
ence to the sad loss, either in prayer or at
time of mutual salutatlonm, brought tears to
the eye and quivering to the lips, The sad-
ness and gloom on every face could not have
been deeper had the doctor died among us.
Every Christian man, woman, and child not
only spoke, but wept as if they had losta
father. Aud indetd to fally three-fourths of
the two or three hundred of our members
the doctor has been the only earthly father
they have ever known. All thatthey are
and have—temporally and spirituaily, under
God—they fe2! they owe to him, For thirty-
six years he has gone out and in amongst
them, and no servant of Christ has identi-
fied or could identify himself more absorb-
ingly in all their worldly and eternal inter-
ests than he did. You may gather from this
how greatly he is and will be missed.

" % In the city and district wherever I have
gone since the news arrlved, everyone has
expressed himself as sorrowfully and sym-
pathetically as the members of the Christian
community, Beawar nowadays is a busy
and prosperous commercial centre, with 2
large manufacturing  population.  The
merchants o the bazaar, whose energy and
enterprise have contributed to this, are
nearly, to a mag, the doctor's former pupils,
ia the days when he superintended the
Anglo-vernacular schoo), and their sorrow
at this time has been deep and universal.
A well-known man in Beawar sald to me
the day after the news arrived,' ¢ There is
pot a house in the bazaar where mourning
i not belng made over Sahib’s dcath.’ In
the mohullas—among the despised weavers
and tanners and oil-pressers and sweepers—
equally with all the villages within a circuit

.of eight or ten miles the neople have heard

the news, and I believe have never been so
moved by any sahib’s death since the death
of Colonel Dixon, the founder of Beawar, in
the days of the ’57 mutiny. Everyone feels,
even to the poorest, as if they had losta
personal, familiar friend, one to whom they
could go in time of distress and perplexity,
and ever meet with akind reception and
wise counsel.”

Atthe Synod of Ohlo it was reported
that the Rev. John Murray was anxious to
return to his work in China, but that the
Board of Missions had mot the funds.
Eight hundred dollars. were still needed to
meet the expense. The Synod cordially re-
sponded to & proposal to raise the money
then and there. Instead of eight hundred
dollars a thousand were given, and the ses-
slon closed with thanksgiviog and joy.

NOTES.

The one hundred and fourth annual re-
port of the Baptist Missionary Society,
which has just been lssued, shows that the
soclety kas 1,016 stations and sub-stations,
with a membership of 53,780. 214 mission-
atles are now in the field. There are 812
evangelists. In the day schools 38,198
scholars, and 43,863 in Sunday Schools.
Totalincome last year was £100,245.

Dean Farrar referring to the develop-
ment of Chrisilan enterprise during the pre-
sent century, states that whilst in 1800 there
were only seven missionary societies, there
are now seventy, and that whlist then there
wete only seventy-nine mission schools, now
there are twelve thoussad. Darlog the
period named at least two milllon heathens
have been converted to Christianity.

The Rev. J. R. S. Boyd, formerly of To-
ronto, now a misslonary in the Province of
Fuh-Kien, China, writiog to the editorial
secretary of the Canadian branch of the
C.M.S., the Rev, F. H. DuVeraet, on Octo-
ber 26th, reports that in the city ot Foo.
Chow the head of the Taouist priests, who
has been attending church for some time
under deep conviction of the truth of
Christianity, was baptized a few Sundays
ago, giving up his * paraphernalia for driv-
ing out demons.” After his baptism he was
offered 4 large sum of money to perform some
of his old rites, but he resolutely refused, and
sald he was a Ohristian,

At the annual meetlog of the American
Board of Commissioners for Forelgn Mis-
sions held in Octoher in Toledo, Ohio, it
was shown that the total expenditures for
the year, includiag the payment of the debt,
reported a year ago were $743,104. The
missicnarles all spoke with deep regret of
the necessity for retrenchment. Oane of
them sald this actlon of the Board in keep-
ing out of debt by retrenchment was like
that of a man who should bura down his
house to stop the payment of taxes. The
opinion was expressed that what is now
given up to save $5,000 will require $25,-
ooo to regala.—The Church at Home and
Abroad.

Dr. Gordon, in his excellent work, ¢ The
Holy Spirit in Missions,” referring to the
genuineness of Christlan life as frequently
illustrated by heathen converts, meations
especlally a converted Chinaman who actu-
ally sold himselt for a five years' term of
slavery in Demerara in order that he might
preach the gospel to his countrymen who
were employed in the mines as coolies. Be-
fore the five years had expired he passed to
his final reward, bat not until he had formed
a church organization of his converts to the
anumber of 200. He literally followed the
example of his biessed Master who took
upon Himself ¢ the form of a servant”
(slave) that he might win men to righteous.
ness.

The mission work ot the Church is at-
tacked from time to time because it is not
able to show instances of whole nations and
peoples brought to a profession of the Chris-
tian faith. It bhas been replied constantly
that our mission work has been directed
chiefly against the hardest material, and that
in Syria, China and Indis, and many other
fields, we have been content to undertake
the more difficult tasks in the assurance that
the peoples we were striving to reach were
destined to have the largest influence in the
world. The Londorz Spectator seems to ap-
prove this policy. If.we were to attack
missionary bodies it wounld be for thelr at.
tention to results, for their sordid counting
of converts, and for their consequent dis-
position to attack perishing races like the
Polyneslans, and thelr reluctance to con-
centrate effort on a race like the Amnb,
which might farnish us with teachers ac-
ceptable throughont the whols country of
Anabia” Anpxiety for immediate retarns
leads us to weaken the. efiorts which are
destined ultimately'to affect most serionsly
the extension of the kingdom of Obrist,

A CHRISTMAS SONG SERVICE SUGGRSTED

At this season of the year {t is natural
that our thought should be carrled back to
the lowly maoger bed {n Bethiehem. The
scene is in itself 2 very humble one, and we
need not wonder that it excited little mare
than a passing interest i the crowds who,
that night, were assembled in tha¢ Eastern
village. It would appear as if most of the
people there were too much coucerned about
their own affairs to pay much attention to
cither the babe or his mother. At all events
we do not read that they came to offer their
services, to show thelr {nterest, or to ex.
press their sympathy with the little Stranger
who had come all the way from heaven to
that rude caravansary., And yet to the wise

men of the East, to the shepherds upon the
plain, to Mary, to the angels and to God the
advent of Christ was an qvent of special and
peculiar interest. To the world at large His
coming was a token of blessings such as
mankind bad never known,

It is not necessary to paint a gloomy
picture of the world at that time in order to
bring out by way of contrast the attractive-
ness and the brightness of the blessing
brought into the world atthe birth of Christ.
Had the condition of the race been much
brighter and better than it was, the cootrast
would still have been very striking. The
religlous life under which the actors in the
Cld Testament lived and moved was like the
moonlight ; the full glory was ushered in
when the Son of Man appeared in human
form.

To the devout Jews, such as Simeon and
Aunna, the coming of Christ brought great
joy. Simeon, like the Psalmist, felt that his
cup was ruoning over, for he regarded
Christ as the light of the Gentiles and the
glory of Israel.  To him thers was fulness
of joy when his eyes beheld the Lord’s an.
ointed (Luke li: 29-31). Anna spake of
Him to all them that looked for redemption
in Israel (Luke il: 38). Was not redemp-
tlon the desire of ali the devout? As eager-
ly as ever a slave looked forward to the day
of emancipation, they looked forward to that
great day when Christ should come ; and
now that He had come, theilr hearts were
filled with joy unspeakable. They belleved
that in Christ the glorious prophecies of the
Old Testament found thelr fulfilment, and
that all the blessings promised with the
Messiah were now guaranteed to them.

The message of the angels wko sang at
the birth of Christ suggests the thought of
peace. At the close of the last war between
America and Eogland, on a Saturday after-
noon in February, a ship was seen sailing
into New York harbor. The crowd on
the shore became impatient as the vessel
neared the landing place, for it was believed
that this vessel bad on board the United
States Commissioners returning from
Europe.

Bethlehem long ago a far more thrilling
scene was enacted, for then the angels of.
God came down 'to sing ‘* peace on earth.”’
What joy these heavesly ambassadors kin-
dled that night by that message! Peace!
How great a blessing! Man at peace with
God ; at peace with his fellow-man; at
peace with himselt! Peace from the ac-
cusations of a guilty copsclence ; peace from
the tarnmoil of sin ; peace amid the troubles
and struggles of life |

The coming of Christ was a token of
God's good-will t0 mav. Seven hundred
years betore the time when Jesus came, the
children of God prayed that He would rend
the heavens and come down (Is, Ixlv: 1),
Oa the night when Christ was born that
prayer was answered-—answered more glori-
ously than the petitioners expected ; for
God rent the heavens and came down in the
person of His Son.

E have no quarrel with the old-fashioned
tea-meeting. When properly conducted

it is a much better thing than some meetings that
are held as substitutes. With good singing and
sensible speeches a tea-meeting may be both plea-
sant and profitable. Of late years the institution
has come into disrepute in many places. A smali
‘portion of the audience wanted to be amused and
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the platform gave them amusement. Pecple who
wanted instruction as well as social enjoyment be-
came disgusted and withdrew their patronage, It
is doubtful if the old-fashioned tea-meeting can
ever be revived in some localities. The few who
want buffoonery have got the upper hand. When
the tea-meeting degenerates until it is hard to keep
order it is time to stop. .

FOREIGN MISSION FUND.
T may perhaps be thought by some thatwe have
of late been almost too urgent about the
state of our funds. The reason we have followed
this course, is simply because, that from knowledge
of the facts, we believed it to be most necessary that
the Church should be kept informed of the actual
state of affairs. Because we feel this so strongly as
we do, we follow up what we have already said with
ayet further account of the present standing of our
Foreign Mission Fund, which we think ought to be
sufficient to arouse the Church to a sense of the
immediate necessity of putting forth the utmost
effort on its behalf. The debt on this* Fund
we learn at present exceeds $50,000. Had it not
been for an advance payment of upwards of
322,000, made by the W. F, M., S,, the debt would
have exceeded $70,000. For several years in
succession the Foreign Mission Committee received
a number of large legacies, which led the Commit-
tee to considerably expand the work by the
appointment of new missionaries. This, of course,
largely increased the regular annual expenditure.
It might have been better instead of using these
legacies immediately as they were received, to have
placed them in a reserve fund, and only used
twenty per cent. of the amount each year. In this
way the regular annual expenditure of the Com-
mittee would not have been so greatly increased as
it has been by using the amount of these legacies
as they came in. The Committee reported to the
Assembly last year a debt of nearly $9,000.
Realizing the necessity of cconomy, the Committee
deducted twenty-five per cent. from the expendi-
ture in connection with certain departments of the
work. It should be understood that this did not
apply to the salaries of the niissionaries sent from
Canada, for in no case was the salary of any of
these reduced. Notwithstanding the deduction
made, the estimates of the Committee, as adopted
by the General Assembly, require this year $24,000
more than the total receipts of last year. Thus
far, instead of the receipts exceeding, they are
nearly $10,000 less than those of last year to this
date. This is owing almost entirely to the diminu-
tion in the amounts received from legacies. There
seems no good reason to hope that the amount
required this year will be got from the ordinary
channels, namely, congregations, Sabbath schools,
etc. Were the receipts to be limited to these, the
probability is that the Committee would have to
report a debt to-the next Assembly of $30,000 or
$40,000, No Committee of the Church has any
authority to expend more than the Church provides
them with, so that it would seem to be absolutely
necessary for the Forcign Mission Committee at
once to reduce the expenditure, and bring it within
the limit of their revenue.

Can this be done, and if so, how ? The expendi-
ture for Indian work in Manitoba and British
Columbia last year was $27,000. Isthe work there
and its results commensurate with this large
expenditure? Is it possible to reduce this
amount by twenty-five or even fifty per cent,
without serious injury to any interest involved.
Sometimes 2. deficit is a good thing, in that it
causes a Committee minutely to scan its expendi-
ture in every detail, and to reduce here and therc
without perceptibly injuring the work.

In the other fields, is it better to recall a num-
ber of the missionaries that have been sent from
Canada, or to allow all to remain, but reduce their
salaries? Are the salaries at present given in
excess of those allowed missionaries under similar
circumstances ? Would it be fair or just to reduce
these?

It seems to be absolutely necessary that the
expenditure should bereduced. Isitto be by the
reduction of expenses, on.the present basis, or is it
to be by the contraction of the work, and the with-
drawal of missionaries? Or wili the Church rise to
something far nobler.than either, and through its
congregations, Sabbath schools; Christian Endeavor
Societies, and individual members, provide -the
Committee, without.delay, with the amount neces. -

.
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sary to maintain the work in cfficiency, as it now
is? That there is the ability to do this, no one
can for a moment doubt, Is there the will? Ina
certain district in Ohio recently, the Presbyterian
women, in view of the great debt of the Home
Mission Fund, called a special meeting for prayer
and counsel. At this meeting the two following
resolutions were adopted :

1. That we deny ourselves by doin!; without something we
Had intended to get, and putting its value into the Lord's treasury ;
that it be to each one of us a personal self-denial, something we
will feel a real privation ; that it be a Jove offering to Him who had
not where to lay His head, a sweet secret between our Lord and
our own souls.

2, "That instead of sending Christmas gilts to friends, out-
side of our families, we write to them at once and tell them we are
going to put the money we had intended to use in purchasing gifts
for them, into the Lord's tressury, to helg carty on mission work
that otherwise must be given up, thus making in the true sense s
Christmas gilt, asking them in turn to do the same with all their
friends; and that those uf us who have been bereaved of dear ones
dutiag the past year, put into the treasury, asa very sacred offer.
ing, the money we would have spent in gifts for them. They now,
luvzlng Christ Himself, the one great, ever-satisfying gift, no longer
need ours.”

Are the women in the States more devoted or
self-sacrificing that the Prasbyterian women in
Canada? Have we not among our numbers every-
where many who would be willing and ready, in
this crisis time in connection with Foreign Mission

work, to deny themselves in order that the treasury
may be replenished ?

JUBILEE AT POINTE AUX TREMBLES.

N another column our readers will find a brief

account of the most interesting services held
at Pointe Aux Trembles in connection with the
schools there having reached their jubilee. The
Church and every true Christian patriot hasreason
to thank God for these schools, for their long and
honourable record, and the good work which they
have done, the work they are still doing,and we
hope will continue to do for jubilees yet to come.
We can hardly, in these changed times, sufficiently
admire the wisdom, faith and courage of the men,
Messrs. James Court, John Redpath and Rev. Drs.
Taylor and Wilkes, who laid the foundation of these
schools uponwhich has been built up such a good-
ly edifice of Christian work and far-reaching Chris-
tian influence. All honour, too, to the Christian
men and womr2n of Montrealand its neighbourhood,
both before and since the schools passed into the
hands of our Church, who, in addition to sharing
the burden-—rather we should say the satisfaction—
with the whole Church of keeping them up, have
rendered to them such special personal service as
has largely made the schools what they now are.
Let also the names of those, maleor female, be
honoured who have discharged well the duties of
principals or teachers, and made the spirit and in-
fluence of the schools always so thoroughly Chris-
tian and evangelical, that they have been the
spiritual birthplace of many souls, who again have
gone out to their homes all over Quebec Province,
carrying with them and sowing the good, the in-
corruptible seed of the word, the beneficent har-
vest of which we have begun to reap. Very
especially do we owe thanks to God for having
spared the present Principal, Mr. Bourgoin, to
labour twenty-five years continuously in this most
fruitful field of Christiau service. May he be long
spared still to carry it on and let the Church sus-
tain and encourage him with its prayers, sympathy
and practical help so that he may be enabled to do
more and better work in time to come.

The influence of these schools for good it is
impossibleto estimate accurately,becauseso much of
it is secret and silent, but that it must be great,
and continually growing greater, as the work
goes on, no thoughtful person can for 2 moment
doubt. We regard the work of the Pointe Aux
Trembles schools as not second to any French
Canadian evangelizing agency which the Church
employs, and those best qualified to judge, men
like Rev. Drs. MacVicar, Warden and others,
concur in the belief that the steady growth of en-
lightenment, intelligence and liberality of spirit
noticeable in the Province of Quebec during the last
quarterofa century, which culminatedinthe revoltof
thepeople against RomanCatholicclerical domina-

tion last June,is in no small degree traceable to the

influence of .these schools, to- the broad Christian
basis on which they are founded and spiritin which
they are conducted. We can scarcely spend money
better.for French evangelization:than in the sup-
portof these schools, or reap from any a more

bounteous or benéficent harvest.

Then they express the hope that they may be
able to combine the *‘ nuble serivusness of the traditionai
quarterly with the veadable graces of a swifter diction,”
etc. Wecan second the hope that they may have insight
to perceive the best in what is old and new, and unite
strength and beaunty with nimbleness and gracefulness. A
Briticism must of course be a dreadful thing to Americans,
but when itis ¢ slow-foot,” and also * imitated,” it must
be something to be avoided by the boldest of literary as.
pirants. However without entering into minute discus.
sions concerning “ Americanisms” or ‘¢ Briticisms,” we
may say that Pocl-Lore1s a magazine devoted specially to
literature, and paying particular attention to poets new
and old, having the following departments: Poetry and
Fiction, Appreciations and Essays, School of Literature,
Reviews, Notes and News. In these days when English
literature is eatensively studied in our schoois and colleges
it should find many ntelligent readers in addition to those
who are teachers or specialists.

CANADIAN CITIES.

{Last summer 2 member of the faculty of the
Arkauvsas Industiial Univesity, which is situated
at Fayetteville, Atkansas, accompinied by a
patty of friends, visited Canada. Together they
took 2 water-way ttip from Lewiston to Quebec.
\What they saw has been well described by Prof.

Quebec is a quaint and historic old
citv. Asmy readers are aware, of course,
it isone of the oldest cities on tho west-
ern continent, and has been the scene of
many a bloody battle even after civiliza-
tion, she of gentle hand, had claimed her
a8 her own. Moast other cities have yield-
ed to the sometimes seemingly harsh in-
roads of progress, but Quebec is not so.
She still retains her narrow, unpgraded,
winding streeta and all the disadvantages
thereby entailed, but we love her all the
more for this.

The first placelof interest was Quebec’s
Joint Monument to Wolfe and Mont-
calm. A daal monument, as it is a dual
people. Originally French, Quebec atill
retaine some of her originality. The
common street aud conversational tongue
is the French, but nearly all can under.
stand some Eoglish. In passing along,
noticing signe, hearing snstches of con-
versstion, etc.,, one almost belierss heis
beyond the domain of English rule.

As I have told yon of her quaintness,
80 now I shall simply remind you of some
history which forms an integral part of
Quebec. It was our good fortune to be
given a rare treat during our short stay
here. One of the English warships was
lying at anchor near Qacbec, while two
more, by resson of being somewhat smal-
ler, bad passed on to Montresl. The
soldier-sailors on bosrd came sshore and
gave an exhibition drill on the Plains of
Abrabam. Each soldier had the letters
“H.M.S."” (Her Majesty'’s Service), upon
biscap. Do yonu wonder then that our
minds wandered back to those glowing
pages of history which tell of battles,
britliant victories, nay, even glorious de-
feats, that had been experienced on that
same spot years and years ago. Wo
could understand as nover Lefore the
bravery, even recklessness, of Gen. Wolfe
in scaling the Heighta of Abrabam. It
is indeed in.our minds more than ever
now, & compliment to the poet when
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Wolfe said on the evening previous to the
battle that he would rather be the anthor
of Grey's Elegy than the captor of Que-
bec. No wonder that Montealm could
acarcely believe the report that the Eng-
lich army had scaled and were already in
possession of the Plains of Abraham.
Their phenomena! success was glorious,
only marred by the death of Gen. Wolfe,
whilo the defeat of the French was made
more disastrous by the loss of Gen. Mont-
calm, The Plaine of Abrabam are held
as sacred ground, protected by the Gov-
ernment and just outside the entrance is
s monument to Wolfe. ‘Inscribed upon
it is the simple wentence: “ Here died
Wolfe in 1759."

At five o’clock that afternoon we took
steamer back to Montreal and as we
slowly left that quaint and historic <ity,
gnarded by s fort said to be the strongest
and moat invulnerable on the American
continent, & city majestically sitnated
upon lofty hills, a remnant of former
civilization, a mighty landmark in the
history of nations, we all with one accord
agreed, 'tis good to have been here. One
can judge of the forco of the current of
the St. Lawrence from the fact that in
going from Moatreal to Quebec is & jour-
ney of twelve hours down stream while
from Quebec to Montrealis a journey of
fourteen hours up stream. -Montreal,
although in the Province of Quebec, has
adapted herself to the methods of modern
civilization. Here one sees and hears
some French but its effect ia not felt so
mach a8 in Quebec. The Catholic in-
fluence in both these cities is strongly
felt, not only in religion but also in
politica. One of the chief points of in-
terest in Montreal ia the famouns Cathedral
of Notre Dame. Its farnishings arc
truly magnificent, and & thorough des-
cription would almost fill & volume,

Mount Roysa! is another traveller's
haven. The whole mountain has been
converted into one large park and kept
up by the civic government. A winding
road through all the beauties of nature
leads up to the top so gradoally that the
ascent is scarcely perceptible. The street
railway also extends to the top of the
mountain by means of an inclined plane.
The view from the top of Mt. Royal
is an exceedingly fine one. The city lies
before you with its towering spires and
elegant homes, surrounded by a country
of fertile plains, a bee-hive of activity in
s palsce garden—a panorama of & mitta-
ture world.

One distinguishing characteristic of
Toronto is thie absence of street cars on
Sundsy. It was our pleasure to experience
a genuine Torontonian Sabbath. No street
cars or yelling newsboys, as all the Sunday
newspapers are delivered on Saturday, or
distracting noise of any kind. A peaceful
quiet reigns. Abont 10.30 the streeta
are filled with people going their way to
church. Truly a holy Sabbath spent in a
Godly way. One effect of atrict Sunday
observance is that large numbers attend
church, and a great wmany churchee have
been established for their convenience.
Torouto is righily called the «City of
Churches.” 1 was much intereated while
there in the Toronto University. The main
building is said to be the fineat example
of Norman srchiteciure on our continent.
Its other buildings, which are many, s

OPENING OF KNOX CHURCH,
PALMERSTON.

Kuoox Chuich, Palmerston, was dedicated on
Sabbath, Nov. 220d, when Rev. D:, McKay, of
Woodstock, pteached morning and evening. His
sermops were rich unfoldings of evaagelicat trath,
delivered with all the force of & fervid oratory,
which made the services blessed seasons of grace.
The afternoon setvice was conducted by Rev. T.
Albert Moore, of the Methodist Chueceh, Palmer.
ston, who delivered a sermon well thoughtout,
logically atranged, rich in apt illustration, full of
practical points, and highly edifyiog. )

afternoon services, and was literally packed in
the evening, as many as 1,200 magagiog to crowd
into the edifice, while about 300 left uaable to
gain admittance.

Thetea meeting was lasgely attended, thoagh
the eveniog was, unfavorable, as many as Soo
being present.  The resident ministers gave shart
congratulatory speeches, after which Dr, McKay
delivered alecture on ¢ How to Make the Most
of Oac’s Sell.” O this lectate it would be im-
possible to pive an epitome, 8s it faisly brisled
with points, and was profusely adotoed by
poetical quotations and ilinstrated by examples
of success. Many of the Doctor’s telling phrases,
found cxpeession in it, topether with his stordy
common sense, and it was frequently cheered to
the echo.

- POINTE AUX TREMBLES
SCHOOLS JUBILEE.

The founding of these schools was one of
those bappy thovghts inspited, we believe, by the
Spirit of God for advancing the cause of Christ in
this and other Jands.  Their location withina
few miles of Montreal, in full sight of the noble St.
Lawrence, ia 2 disttict still rural, free 2ud hea'thy,
is a good one. On the 24th uit. the jubilee of their
institution was celebrated with gladoess and
gratitude at the schools by 2 large sumber of
Iriends, ex-pupils, and pupils, teachers and
officers now conanected with the iostitutions. The
exercises took place in the chapel, which was
tastefully decorated and completely filled by teach
ers, officers, pupils and friends from a distance, as
well as from Montreal, of whom thete wete up-
wards of a hundred and filty. All the asrange-
nents were perfect and it was 2 memorable and
happy occasion, and vividly recalled the memory
of the good and wise men who were the founders
- of the school,

The Rev. Dr. Warden, who bas long and ably
assisted in the financial manapement of the
Institution, was present and presided. There were
-present alsoa large number of ministers from
Montzeal.  After devotional exercises the
Doctor made a brief address, in which he em-
phasized the great object of the schools as being
to Christianize, not{to dcnominationalize, Rev.
Joseph Provost, of Spiinpfield, Massachusetts,
who was one of the eatly pupils  was the next
speaker and.gave his address in Freoch, He
tecalled the name of Mr. Veraier, the fitst teacher
in conneclion witha pioneer school at Belle

Riviere, whose work pointed out the nced which
existed and led ultimately to the establishment of
the preseat schoolt.  Mr. Provost ttaced their
history up to the present, recalled the oppasition
«¢ the Freoch Roman Catholic press, the slate of
ignorance which prcvailed compared with that
which they saw now, and recounted many ioter-
estiog and some:amusing incidents ¢f the eatly

days.

’Thc Rev, E. P. Doclos followed. Common
education, he said, ia Quebec, at the founding of
the schools, was a blank. Their inflaence in
families throughout the country, from wherever
their pupils came, bad been like that of a Chris.
tian missiooary. The result of the elections last
June was one illastration and evidence of the in-
fluence the sch ols were exercising in freejng the
miods of the people from Roman Catholic clerical
domination. After Rev. Dr. Mackzy and others
had given addreises, Miss Emma Vessot rcad 2
comaplimentary address to Mr. Bourgoin, who
for tweaty-five years has teen the cfficient
puacipal of the institalion, and to whom somuch
of their.happy workiog and Christian iaflaence is
largely due. The address was accompaoied
with a testimonial in the shape of snme beautilul
silcerware and 2 parse of money, Mr. Bourp
replied in_happy terms -in Freach and Eogiish,
ackoowledging tbe kinduess of. friends. saying
that he was glad to have beed so favored asto
carry oa tkat work: for so Joog, and hoped he
might be ed to do 30 for.twenty-five years
longer.

OBITUARY,

JOHN ROBINSON,

Mr. Tohn Robinson, the subject of this brief
sketeh, on QOct. 261h met with an accident which
resulted 1n his death instantaneously. Although
his end was sudden and unexpected he had at-
tained to over fourscote years. For over half a
centuty he resided in Consecon and during all
that time was one of the foremost among its en.
terprizing citizens. His removal from their midst
so suddenly, and by such a sad accident, has
spread a pall of mourning over the whole of that
beawtiful village. Dfr. Robinson was born at
Sainfield in the County of Down, Ireland, on the
1st of June, 1815. He was descended in direct
line on his father’s side from one of those who
bravely defended the walls of Derry. His an-
cestors on both sides could trace tbeir descent
from those sturdy colonists from Scotia, planted
in Ulster in the previous century. In 1840 Mr.
Robinson, then 25 years of age, emigrated to
America, and for some years resided so New York.

A British subject bora, he preferred to live and
diea British subject. After a few years spent as
a sojourner in the domicions of Uncle Sam, he
removed to Canads. While yet in the prime of
life be took up hisresidence with his young bride,
Margaret Hanley, at Consecon in the County of
Prince Edward.  There for the last half a century
he has prosecuted farmiog and lived joylully with
the wife of his youtb, with her efficieat help suc-
cessfully joining to his occupation of farmer that
of merchant and general dealer. Six children,
two sops and- four daughters, survive with their
widowed mother to mourn his decease. .

Ugostentatiously, but with profuse liberality,
the means of Mr. and Mrs. Robinson were ex-
pended in generous hospitality, so that their home
became proverbial as * The Poor House, or Asy-
lum,” to which all worthy waifs might betake
themselves, if only any of tbeir friends were
fiiends of any of the family—and where, even il
they were strangers they would be taken in
and kindly treated. The terms catkolic and
liberal may fittingly be employed to define his at-
titude with respect to those impostant matters
which fall to the province of the Church on the
one hand and to the State on the other. From
his ~atly training and from personal coaviction he
was, as repards his religious belicf, 2 true blue
Presbyterian and 2. stauoch Conservatise in
politics.

The large number who assembted on the 25th,
from all points of Prince Edward, from Tsenton
and elsewhere, to follow his remains to their quict
testing place in the bzawtiful little cemetery on
the lake shore in Coasccon, testitied to the esteem
in which be was beld. Aoglican, Methodist and
Presbytetian  clergymen, as well as laymen
from  all the churches, sepresenting  all
classes in society, teverently followed the re.
mains from the bouse of mourniog tc the silent
tomb. The Rev. Mr. Wilkios, ot Trenton, and
Mr. Foster, student missivnary at Consecon, con-
ducted the setvice at the house and at the grave.
