*We have had a good sprinkling of
Scandinaviuns lately: they speak thank-
tully and encouragingly. Some thous-
ands of Jews must be here from Algeria,
and not a few from Gibraltar; most read
Hebrew, but do not understand it: they
prefer Spanish. On Sundays and fete
days long files of boys and girls are
brought by their teachers. Coachmen
often pull up. jumyp down, and run to us.

A SERMON BY THX IIIV. C. H. BPURGEON.

“Belore destruchica ine heart ¢f a man is
ughty ."—PROVERBs X1l 12,

Almost every event has its prophetic
relude. It is an old and common say-
g that “comiig events cast therr
adows before them ”  The wize man
eaches us the same lesson in the verse
fore us. Wkhen destruction walks
rough the land it casts its shadow. It
in the shape of pride.  When honor
iits a man’s hou~e it casts its shadows
fore it. It is in the fashion of human-

Before honor is humility,” even as be-
ore the summer sweet birds return to
ing in our land. Everything hath its
relude.  The prelude  of destruction is
ide; and of honor, humility. There
nothing into which the heart of man
easily falls as pride; and yet there is
ovice which is more frequently, more
phatically. and more eloquently, con-
mned in Scriptore.

Against pride prophets have lifted up
beir voices, evangelists have spoken,

“If 1 forget thee, O Jerusalem, let my right iand furget her cunning."—Psalm 137, 45.

and teachers have discoursed. Yes
more, the everlasting God has mounted
to the very heigi:ts of eloquence when
he would condemn the pride of man;
and the full gushing of the Kternal's
mighty language hasbeen most glorious-
ly dis played in the condemnation of the
pride of human nature.

Perhaps the mo:t eloquent passage -
of God’s Word is to be found toward
the conclusion of the Book of Jeh, where,
in most splendid strains of unanswerable
eloquence, God hides pride from man
by utterly confounding him. And there
is another very eloq ent passage in the
14th chapter of Isaiah, where the Lord’s
holy choler scems to  have risen up and
his anger to have waxed hot against the
pride of man, when he would utterly
and effectually condemn it. He says,
concerning the great and mighty king
of Babylon.

“ 1'¢il from beneath is moved for thee
to meet thee at thy coming. It stirreth
up the dead for thee, even all the chief
ones of the earth ; it hath raised up from
their thrones all the kings of the nations.
All they shall speak and say znto thee,
Art thou also become weak as we? aiy
thou become like unto us? Thy pomp
is brought down to the grave, and the
noise of thy viols; the worm is spread
under thee, and the worms cover thee.
How are thou fallen from heaven, Q
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Lucifer, con of the morning! how art
thou ¢nt downto the ground, which
didst weuken the nations!  For thou
hast said in thine heart, T will ascend
into heaven; I will exalt my throne
avout the stars of God, I will sit also
upon the mount of the (‘onr'u;_:atlon, in
the sides of the north; I will ascend
above the hights of the clouds; T will be
like the most High. Yet thou shalt be
brought down to hell, to the sides of the
pit.  They that see thee shall narrowly
look upon thee, and consider thee, say-
ing. Is this the man that made earth to
tremble, that did shake kingdoms

Mark Low God addresses him, de-
gcriting  Hell itself as being  astonished

at his fall, sceing that he had mounted
80 high; and yet declaring assuredly
that hLis hight and greatuess were no-
thing to tie Almighty, that he would
pull him down, even though, like an
eagle, he had built bis nest among the
stars. I say there is nothing more elo-
quently condemned in Scripture than
pride; and yet there isno trap into
which we poor silly  birds so easily flee,
no pitiall inte which, like foolish beasts
of the earth, we 8o continually run.

Un the other hand, humility is a grace
that hath many promises given to it in
the Scripture. Perbaps most promises
are given to faith. and love is often con-
sidered to be the hrightest of the train
of virtues; yet humnility holds by no
means an inferior p.ace in God’s Word,
and there hundreds of promises linked
to it. Lvery grace seems to be iike a
nail, on which precious blessings bang,
and hunility hath many a mercy zus-
pended from it. « He that exalteth
bimself shall be abased, and that humb-
eth himself shall be exalted ;” “ blessed
are the peor in spirit;” and in multitud-
es of othe: passages we are reminded
that God loveth the humble, but that he
“bringeth down the mighty from their
geats and exalteth the humble and
meek.”

here Lucifer son of the morning, once
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dwelt, to take up thine abode with hid-
eous fiends in perdition !

Pride exalts its head and seek: to
henor itself; but it is of all things most
despized. It souglit to plant erowns up-
on i.s brow ; and so it hath done. Rut
its head was hot and it put an ice crown
there, and it melted all away, Poor Pride
has decked itself’ out finely sometimes.
It hath put on its most gaudy apparel,
and said to others: * How brilliant I ap-
pear!  Buat, ah! Pride, like a harle-
quin, dressed in thy gay colors, thou art
all the more fool for that. Thou art but
a gazing stock of fools less foolish than
myself. Thou hast no crown as thou
thinkest thou hast; nothing solid and
real. All is empty and vain.

If thou, O man, desirest shame, be
proud. A monarch has waded through
slaughter to a throne and shut the gates
of mercy on mankind to win a littie
glory ; but when he has exalted himself
and has been proud, worms have devour-
ed him, like Herod, or have devoured
his empire till it passed away, and with
it his pride and glory. Pride wins no
crowns. Men nsver honor it—not even
the merial slaves of earth; for all men
look down on the proud man and think
him less than themselves.

3. Again, pride is the maddest thing
that can exist. It feeds nupon its own
vitals; it will take away its own life,
that with its blood it may make a purple
tor ita shoulders ; it sappeth and under-
mineth in its own house, that it may
build its pinnacles a little higher, and
then the wble structure tumbleth down.
Nothing proves men so mad as pride.

For tha they have given up rest, and
ease, and repose, to find rank and power
among men. For this they have dared
to risk their hope of salvation, to leave
the gentle yoke of Jesus, and go toiling
wearily along the way of life; seeking to
save themselves by their own works, and
at last to stagger into the mire of fell
despair. O man, hate pride, flee from
it, abhor it, let it not dwell with thee.
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If thou wantest to have a madman in thy
heart, embrace pride, for thou shalt ne’er
find one more mad than he,

4. Then pride is a Protean thing. It
changes its shape ; it is all forms in the
world. You may find it in any fashion
you may choose. You may see it in the
beggar's rags, as well asin the rich man's
garment. It dwells with the rich and
with the poor. The man without a shoe
to his foot may Le as proud es if he were
riding in a chariot. Pride can be found
in every rank of society; among all
classes of men. Sometimes it i3 an
Armenian, and talks about the power of
the creature ; then it turns Calvinist,
and boasts of its fancied security—for-
getful of the Maker, who alone can keep
our faith alive.

Pride can profess any form of religion.
It may be a Quaker, and wear no collar
to its coat ; it may be a Churchman, and
worship God in splendid cathedrals; it
may be a Dissenter, and go to the ccm-
mon meeting-house. It is one of the
most catholic things in the world ; it at-
tends all kinds of chapels and churciies.
Go where you will, you will see pride.
It cometh up with ns to the house of
God. It goeth with us to our houses.
It is found on the mart and the ex-
change; in the streets and everywhere.
Let me hint at one or two of the forms
it assumes.

Sometimes pride takes the doctrinal
shape. It teaches the doctrine of self-
sufficiency. It tell us what man can do,
and will not allow that we are lost,
fallen, debased, and rained creatures, as
we are. It hates divine sovereignty and
rails at election, Then, if it is driven
from that, it takes another form. It
allows that the doctrine of free grace is
true : but it does not feel it. It acknow-
ledges that salvation is of the Lord alone ;
but stil} it prompts men to seek Heaven
by their own works, even by the deeds
of the law.

And when driven from that, it will
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persuade me to join something  wig
Christ in the matter of «alvation; any|
when that is all rent up and the pe
rag of our righteous is all burned, priy
will get into the Christian’s heart, y
well as the sinner’s. It will flourd
under the name of self-sufficiency, tead,
ing the Christian that he is *rich a
increased in goods, having need of
thing.”

Make
the fountain pure, nnd the atream shall
be sweet.  Oh ! (hat God might grant
us all by his grace that our hiarts may
be kept with diligence, so that pride may
never cnter there, lest we b haughty in
our hezrts, and find that aftercards com-
eth wrath.

III. This brings me (o otler point,
which is the consequence ol pride—des-
truction; a fact which \.a ¢on prove by
hundreds of instances in scripture. When
mmen have become proud, destruction has
become upon them. See you yon bright
angsl chanting the loud anthem of praise
before his Maker's throne? Can any-
thing iarpish that angel’s glory, rob " ‘m
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of his harp, despoil him of Wi crown ?
Yes. See! There enters a destroyer
whaose name is Pride.  1le ascanlis the
angel, and his harpstrings are <snapped
in twain.  His erown - taken from his
brow. apd his glory is departed, and yon
falling ~pirit descending into hell i3 he
who once waa Lucifer, ~on of the morn-
ing. e has now become Fathes of
Night>, even the Lord of Darkness,
Satin the fallen one.

See again the happy  pair walking
amid luscious fruits and flowery walks
and bowers of paradize? Can aught
spoil Kden and ruin those happy being..?
Yes. Pride comea in the shape of a
servant, and asks them to seek to be as
gods. They eat the forbidden fruit, and
pride withers their paradise, and blasts
their Eden.  Out they go till the ground
whence they were taken, to begat and
bring forth us, we are their children,
sopa of toil and sorrow.

Or look upon the sweet Psalmist, that
man after God's own heart, continually
singing his Maker's praise 7 Can aught
make him sad? Can You suppose that
he -nall ever h. laid prostrate on the
earth, groaning aad crying, andl asking
¢ that the bones which God has broken
may rejoice ?”  Yes. Pride can do that.
It will put into his lLeart that he will
number his people, that he will count the
tribes of Israel, to show how great and
mighty is his empire. 1t is done, and a
terrible pestilence sweeps o'er his land
on account of his pride. Let David's
aching heart show how destruction comes
to a man’s glory when he onc? begins to
make a god of it.

Behold Hesgekish. that good man, who
like David was much after God's own
heart.

Babylonian ambassadors are
come, and he shows them all he has.

preservation, with nothing but the fami-
Iy to help him, and nothiny but iiberty,
or the security of using his own  energ-
ies e his own welfare, a1 a fair claim
that
pieasant, or, under some vircumstances,
might be 90, when, in truth, work is irk-
some; that men universally may be

upon  his  fellow-men; work 1a

made by some conventional agreement

or sentimental work ior
others to enjoy the product, or to save
in order to give away; that they may

be led universally to lay aside talenty,

mpu'se, to

health, and other advantazes; that we
can lessen
production, yet have moie; that all have
an equal right to the product of some
that talents are the re~uls of chauce,
whiclk: intclligence ouzht to  correct,
when, in truth, talents are tre reward,
froin generation to generaiion, of indust-
ry, temperance, aml prudence; that the
passions need no control, and that selfs
denjal is a vice.

This is the socialistic creed, and from
it follows that a man has a *unatural
right” to whatever he needs; that 1.3
wishes arc the measure of his claima on
his fellow-men ; that, it ne is in distresg,
somebody is hound to get him out; that
somebody ought to decide what work
every one should do, regardless of apti-
tude ; to distribute the products equally,
regardless of merit, and to Jetermine
consumption, regardless of taste or pre-
ference. As thia *some one” must be
a pure despot, or, in fact, a god, all so-
cialistic schemes anuihilate liberty. Most
of them are atheistic, and reject any
other god than the master of society.

On
Felarary 14th we had another severe
wvarthquage, when the lund again rose 12
feet, and some immense stones were
thrown up at the entrance over which
ships could once sail.  Ancther earth-
guake since has raise-d the land a few
more feet. The result is that the Ba

very muchk contracted both inside and at
themouth  The Dayspring did not ccme
in here, and we do not expect to see her
very often in the Bay after this. Besides
these we had a number of slighter shocks,
and indeed they have not \et ceased, al-
though not so frequent as durm«* the first
tWo months ot the year. It has beeu a8
trving time.  The natives were as alarm-
ol as we were, for they have no tra-
diction of anything of this kind having
weurred before.  Indeed earthquakes al-
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weays very slight here and it was sup-
posed that the voleano acted &s a kind ok
safety valve, but this year it certuinly has
made matters worse. [ have now seem
some wonders that [ do not care to have
repeated. I would not chose again to
stand on my verandah and watch the
land rising out of the sea.  As yet I have
not crossed over to see the changes
wrought, I have been quite contented
with witnessing them at a distance, but T
hear that this new shore has a very
strange appearance. To walk on it is
like walking on the bottom of the sea.
Mr. Neilson has brought over some very
odd picces of coral. They are quite
curjo~ities, but are too large to send
anywhere.

It is with deep feeling of gratitude that
I think ot the safety and comfort we have
been kept in during all those disturbance
of pature. Not a life has been losk
There used to be a village at the spoy
where the sea did most da mage, but it
had been left some time before. Had it
been still inhabited. the people would
bave heen all sweptaway. On the other
side three villages were broken up, as
the ground is too much cracked to make
the p]ace comfortable to live in. Yom
can imagine what my sensations arc now
when an carthquake occurs! Theslight-
est shake quite upsets me.

Is
there some sinful women, whom a public
opinion, secking only to stone her, drags
into your prezence for Judgment —then
(1 speak not asa man: I speak with
Christ standing back of me, and tciling
me te say it)then oo as Cheist did. Say
to her, “ Go and sin no more.” Do vou
think that one xilly or wicked lamb has
wandered from the fold. and is to day m
the wilderness of human life, lost ?—po
out, then, inspired with the secking love
of God; search far and near—-~treet,
ally and brothel—until you find that
soul, and bring it back. Give to Christ
a second incarnation in your own per-
son; and let the same sublime pury ose,
born of no parent less nobie than the
mercy of GGod, which breathed in all the
word~ and act of (hrist, animate you.
You know my faith:for I have ofien
old youofit. I told that all thing= in
this world work together for good to
that belive: that underneath all our
hopes and fears and impulses and ex-
periences, as a pilot beneath the swelling
of a hundred sails, stands Ged, with his
kands upon the helm. It is he that is
steering us, and not we ourselves. I
hold that the Christian should look at
death with a face as bright and cheer-
fol as sunrise when it meets the dark-
ness of night, irradiating what it faces.

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I hold. with steadfastness of thought,
that every man and woman should stand
upon this earth as a bird upon a sway-
ing perch, from which, when shaken by
the passing gust, she flies away, finding
both her largest opportunity and  her
highest joy in flight.

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THE LATE CARDINAL CULLEN

His Eminence Cardinal Cullen, Arch-
hsshop of Dubiin, whose death this morn-
ing’s telegrams announce, was born in
England sbout the year 1803, At an

- aarly he removed to Rome for purpose of

sudy. remaining there thirty vears, dar-
ng which time he was rector of an Irish
Celleae, as well as a member of several
congregations in that city.  In 1836 he
was .Lppmmed by Pius IX., Archbishop
of Armach and Primate of all Treland,
being transferred to Dubhn the following
vear ; although this was a les-er <Imml\
o the Chureh, it was a more prominent
p{)sl[ll)h In June, 1866, to show the

~appreciation in which he was held by the

Vatican. he was  prociaimed Cardinal,
being the first Irish Bishop who sitce the
Refuxm.mma had been advanced to that
dignity. 1lis Eminence was a strong
oppnnont to mixed education as vepre-
sentedd by the Government Schools and
mixed Colleges, and was one of the first
promoters of a Catholic University in
Dublin. e was also a most uncom-
promising wntaeonist of Feniunism and
man of those other *“isms” which have
reared their head with such unfortunate
consequence. At the time of the ap-
pointient of the deceased to the Arch-
bishopric ol Armagh he was recognized
a8 a wost pronounced Ultramontane, in
the most extended meuning ot that term;
but cubsequent to the conference upon
bim ol the searclet, his views underwent
aeonsiderable change, and his adminis-
tration was dx\.nncnush(,d for its moder-
ation anid the sound good sense that had
tharacter.zed it. It would be premature
to speculate as to who shail ascume the
vacant throne, but it is certain that for
30 important o p(\\itinn it wiil be diflicalt
to find who shail adequately fillit. Since
the deathh of Cardinel Wiseman. Cardinal
Cullen has been one of the most promin-
ent -nu-w» oi the Chuich. ard trom all
had secured for Limselt almost ¢ nequalled
tespect. — Kxchange.
