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Mrcnaen, Davirr asks for aid, and in a most tender
und dignitied way says, it is humilinting und degrading
the aid «iven; he points to a sensible way of assisting
the poor people in averting what is certainly a very
severe period-—that is, to sow cabbage, brocolli, ete.,
where potatoes failed.

Tug receipts from the first half of the series of the
Passion Play at Ober Ammergan amount to 250,000
marks, covering the entire cost of the production, with
u fair profit.  The second serios will thus be fair profit.
It is an unprecedented season.  Doubtless the money
will be devoted to pions purposes.  But suppose, suys
the N. Y. Freeman's Journal, the Passion Play degener-
ates into a mere money-making scheme? The world,
in its restless search for sensations, will be to blawe for
the ruin of this simple and sublime peasant tragedy.

Tue admirers of the late Johu Boyle O'Reilly, who
are preparing for & public testimonial to his memaory,
have arranged 1o hold 2 mass mevting at the Metropoli-
tan Opera House, New York, at an early date.  The
stage will be adorned with & bust of the poet, and there
will be speeches and musie. Patrick Gilmore telegraphed
to the Committer of Arrangements at the Hoflian
House offering bis band for the veeasion, and the offer
was secepted.  Delegations will attend the neeting {rom
the Ninth Regiment of Boston and the 69th Regiment,
and many Irish societies will be represented.

The procecdings of the Crofter’s Commissioners con-
tinue 1o point the harshness of the treatment with which
the Irish leaseholders in arvear have been dealt by the
Tories. On Friday, Aug 9th, they delivered their de-
cisions in the cases from the estate of Keiss, and the
island of Stromu, in Caithness.  On Keiss the reduction
of rental is ubout 34 per cent., and about 77 per cent.
of the arrears have been wiped out.  On Freswick, in
Stroma, the rent reductions are about 84 per cent., and
76 per cent. of the arrears have been cancelled.  On
Mev the rents have been reduced 35 per cent., and the
arrears 53 per cent.

It is reported from Boston that Mr. John Boyle
O'Reilly’s successor as editor of the Pilot will undoubt-
edly be Mr. James Jeffrey Roche.  Seven or eight years

ago Mr. Roehe was o elerk in Kilby & Page’s establish-
went on Commercinl Street.  Even at that time several
poems from his pen had been published, and these
attracted the altention of Mr, O Reilly, who invited M,
Roche to a chair on the editorial stafy of the Pilot,  Mr.
Roche accepted, and from that time untit Mr, O'Reilly
passed away, the two men were not only earnest co-
workers, but the staunchest of friends, My, Roche i3
the President of the Papyrus Club, of which organiza-
tion Mr. O'Reilly was a member and is generally ad-
mitted to be a man of ability aud promise. It is under-
stood that Archbishop Williams  will purchase Mr.
O'Reilly’s interest in the paper, thus giving him the ab-
solute control.

Tux Boston Herald, which, when the foul charges
wgninst the character of Father Damien were first
brought out, anonymously, in Boston, without inquiry,
assumed them ty be trae, and gave editorial countenance
to them, and which has since persistently adhered to the
opinion of the anenymouns writer, despite the letters of
Julius A, Pelmer and R, In Stevenson, and the urgings
of the Buston Llepublic, has, in its issue of Monday, Ang.
18th, made full reparation, as follows :—-

“The aceusations against the leper priest of Molokai
have at last been sifted by those who had it in their
power to know whether they were true or not, and the
bishop of Honolulu has been able to say authoritatively
that they have no foundation.

Tuene is ¢ lugubrious confession of weakness in the
speech with which Rev. R. R. Kuane regaled his Orange
friends on the oceasion of the celebration of the bi-
centenary of the Boyne this year.

CARDINAL NEWMAN AND KINGSLEY.

Wi onow come to w most important cpoch m Curdinal
Newman's lite. Up to this time he had uever been quite
nghtly understood by Iis Protestunt fellow-countrymien,
They had an undefined suspicion that he had somehow played
them false. It remmined for Canon Kingsley to give him the
oppurtunity of patting on record such a defence of his con.
verston as satisfied g wost bitter opponents of the thorough
smeenity of every step he had taken. It came about in this
wise.  Mr. Kingsley, although a very honest und honorable
clergyman, was not remarknble for controversial prudence,
and now aml then allowed his polemical zeal to betray him
mto eauggerated or incorreet statements. In a ceview of
Mr. Froude's * History of Lugland,” in Macmillan's Mayazine
for Japuary, 1861, speaking of Roman Catholics and the
virtue of trath, he sud, in s impetuous way, * Truth, for
its own suke had never been w virtuo with the Roman clergy.
Father Newman informs us that it need not, and on the whole
ought not to be; that cunning 13 the weapon that MHeaven
has given to the anints wherewith to withstand the brute
male foree of the wicked world which marries and is given
w marriage,  Whether his notion bo doetrinally correct or
not, 1t 1s at least Instorienlly so0.”

There wits no justification for this amazing attack, As
Mr. Froude says: * Kmgsley, in trath, entirvely misunder-
stood Newman's character.  Newman's whole life had been
a strugale tor truth. e had negleeted his own interests, he
had never thought of them atall.  He had brought to bear
a most powerful and subtle mtellect to support the convictions
of u conscienee which was superstitiously sensitive.  is
sigle objeet had been todiscover what were the real relutions
between man and his Maker, and to shape his own conduct
by the conclusions at which he arrived.  To represent such
a person as careless of truth was neither generous nor even
e onable”  Dr. Newman, who felt wounded by this vieious
accusation, ut once wrote to the publishers pointing out that
there was no reference at the foot of the puge to any words
of lus, much less uny quotation from his writings, in support
of it. He did not write to expostulute or to seck reparation.
He did but wish to draw the attention of Messrs. Macnullan,
as gentlanen, to a grave and gratuitious slander, with winch,
lie ** felt contident, they would be sorry to find their muae
assoviated.”” The letter was shown to Mr. Kingsley who
wrote Dr. Newman to the followmng effect :—* T'hat my words
were Just, | beheved, from many passages of your writings :
but the document to which I expressly rveferred was one of
your Sermons on * Subjects of the Day,” No. XX., in the
volume published 1544, and entitled ¢ Wisdom and luno-
cence.” L most happy to hear from you that 1 mistook
tas 1 understund from your letter) your meaning ; and [ shall
be most happy, on your showmg e that 1 have wronged
you, to retract my accusation as publicly as I have made 1t."”
Dr. Newman ackvowledged the recept of this, aud said,
* when [ veceived your letter, taking upon yourself the author-
ship 1of the obnoxious reviewy I wus amazed.” Heo de-
manded an explnation, and an admission that the ac-
cusalion 1n the review was without justfication. Cunon
Kingsley subimtted the draft of a paragraph which ho pro-
posed 10 mizert i the next number of the Magazme. * Dr.
Newnan,™ 1t ran, ** bas, by letter, expressed in the strongest
terms, his denml of the meaning which I had put upon his
words.  No man knows the use of words better than Dr.
Newman @ no wan, therefore, has a better right to define
what he does, or does not mean by them. It only remains,
therefure, for me to express my hearty regret at having so
serionsly tnistuhen him ; and my hearty pleasure av finding
hiw on the sude of Fruth in this, or any other matter.”

The reader will observe thut these admissions were so
worded as to induce an interpretation in the popular mind,
not altogether fuvourable to Dr. Newman. This be clearly

saw, and withheld from the eaplanation the approbation he
would fain have bestowed. My, Kingsley then ofiered to
omit the expressions ** no man knows the uze of words better
than Dr. Newmun ™ amd * wy hearty plensure at findmg hiin
on the side of Truth in thus, or any other matier,”  He con-
sidered thut hasing doue this he ** had done us mucl as one
English gentlennn conld expeet from another.” It was not,
however, sullicient for Dr. Newman, who contended that
what was left ©* would be understeod by the general reader
ax implying that he had been confronted wath definite ex.
tracts frow his works,” and had lnid before the publishers
hits own interpretation of them.  Such o hioceeding he had,
he said, challenged, but had net been so fortunate as to bring
about.  Mr, Kingsley's proposed repuration was ** decidedly
not * sullicient. It way, however, inserted in the Magnzine
without any further muaterinl alteration, and clieited from Dr,
Newman a crashing and iromeal rejoinder. It is such a
splendid speetmen of s pitilest controversial skill and
brilliancy of expression that we hope to publish it i a forth-
coming number of this Review, along, perhinpse, with a num-
ber of other specimens of the Cardinal's polemieal power,
and the mueehless elegunee of Ins literary style.  Cunon
Kingsley was completely worsted : the weak spots in hig
armour had been found out, he waspi-a ce:d through andthrough,
He might have excluimed, in the words, if not the spirit, of
Sir Andrew Aquecheek, that had he known his adversury to
be so ¢ cunning of fence,' he would never have challenged
him.  Newwun's pitiless logic Jeft hun in a sorry plight.
Yet ho returned to the combat.  He discussed the question
m s pamphlet ** What then does Dr. Newman Mean ? "—y
pamphlet not to be commended for its temper or for its taste.
There was plenty of hard hitting in it, but the hitting, to use
a sporting term, was somewhnt wild : thero were plenty of
strong epithets und condemnatory terms, and msinuuations of
dishonesty, and the whole of Dr. Newmuan's career seemed to
be distmetly challenged, and his sincerity impugned, 1t
would be protitless now to go over the arguments in detail, or
to exame the canstic and effective pussages of Dr. Newman's
reply.  **That reply,” writes Mr. Jenningsg, * was one of
the most memorable episodes in literature—the Apvloyia pro
Vita sue. In it hie lnid bare his soul to the whole world. and
in spite of u nataral sensitiveness which must have made him
shrink from the task, gave a full and complete Iustory of hig
religious opimons from childhood to the period of his entry
into the Roman Comnnunion.”

It wonld be nnpossible to exaggerate the cffect of the
Apolugia upon the public mind. It came out in parts, and
cach new part wag looked forward to with eager interest.
With thethird purt the work became pucely autobiographical,
The writer unveiled his life, hiz opinions, the influences winch
had operated upon him, the changes he liad unlergene, wily
a candour that carried conviction in every quarter. g
traced his clnldish prejudiees, his Oxford beliets, and the pro-
gress of lus conversion with minute and unreserved freedom.
As a psycholegical study, as was said 1n an editorial article
in the Review recently—as a remurkable example of search.
g intiospection, the dpologia has taken its place among the
LEnglish classics.  No iore acute self-analysis hag ever been
unreservedly communicated to the world.  There is only one
work to which it can be compared, and thav s tho << Con.
fessions of St. Augnstine.”  The effect of the volume, when
it was fimshed, was to ¢eompletely change the attitude of the
public towards its author. Their suspicion melted away into
thinnest of thin air. 1hs opponents were forced to the con.
clusion that they had hitherto misjudged him. People for.
got all about the quarrel with Kingsley in the presence of 3
larger interest.  Ncwwnan himself felt the same thing.  «+ Ang
now,” he says, at the ¢nd of the first part, *Iam m a train
of thought lngher and more serene that any which slanderg
can disturb.  Away with you. Mr. Kingsley, and fly into
space.”
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CARDINAL NEWMAN AND MR. GLADSTONE.

In the year 1870, the dogma of Papal Infallibility received
the assent of tho Weumenicul Couneil sitting at Rome.  Its
publication caused a great clamour and outery in Protestant
England,  Dr, Newman was one of those who had always
held to, and uccepted this doctrine, but was opposed to its
publication, on the ground of its being * inexpedient,’ at the
moment. ‘The unauthorised pubheustion of the private letter
to the Bishop of Birmmghawn in which Dr. Newman gave
his views on the subject, mado & considerable stir iu the
religious world. 'Then, as now, there was, even among
Catholics, a faction more zealons and scrupulous, They
accused Dr. Newman of having denied the doctrine of Papal
Infallibility, of being ** unsound,” ** wavering in Ins farth,”
and as on the puint of writing with Dollinger, and for yenrs
kept in civeulation many simmlar libels. But oy-and-bye,
such ix the irony of fute, Dr. Newmun wag called upon by
the common consent of his people to answer the more serious
of the indictinents brought against the Vatican decrees by
those who saw in thent a menuce to civil liberty, and to the
subjects” undivided alleginnce. The Vatican decrees, in a
word, were declared by many Protestants to be hostile to the
mdividuul treedom of Roman Catholics in Eugland.  They
held thuse decroes to be capablo of a politieal construction.
Mr. Gladstone, in 1874, gave a filip to controversial activity
by & passage m an article on ** Rutualism ™ in the Contempo-
rary Reciew, A passage wt this paper excited the indignation
of Cathiolies m an extraordinary degree. In it he declared
that ** 1o one could now becotne the convert of Rowme withont
renouncing hiz moral and mental freedom, and placing his
civt] loyalty and duty at the mercy of another.” Naturally,
tins reckless statement was bitterly resented by Catholics, so
much so that Mr. Gladstone felt un eluborate justification of
his words to be necessary. ‘I'his appeared in 2 pamphlet on
*'I'he Vatican Decrees, 1n their Bearing on Civil Allegiance.”
Mr. Gladstone deduced from his arguments the conclusion
that the Pope claimed from every couvert and member of
liis church that he shall * place his loyalty and civil duty at
the merey of another,” —meaning His Hohiness.  The pam.
phiet was undoubtedly an able and catehy exposition of the
popular view ; and 120,000 copies were s +1in a few weeks.
Muny Roman Catholics of eminence—Iay as well as elerieal-
replied to 1t; the most noteworthy, the temperate mud clasely
reasoned reply made by Dr. Newman. This took the f rin
of a letter to the Duke of Norfolk and was published in
pamphiet in 1875,

It would be impossible to give here anythung like a sufii-
cient summary of Dr. Newnun's arguments.  Mr. Gladstow
had, of course, dealt with that mterpretation of the dogma
which appeared to bear out lus own cenvietions,  In a reply
-written 2 month or two later, he pronounced Dr. Newman's
letters to the Duke of Norfolk to be of the highest interest
as a psychological study. ** Whatever he wnites, whether weo
agree with him or not, presents to us this great attraction as
well as advantage, that we have everywhere the wan in his
work, that the words are the transparent covering of his
nature. If there be obliguity in them, it 13 purely intel-
lectual obliquity ; the work of an intellect sharp enough to
cut the dinmond, and bright as the dismond which it cuts.
How rarely it is found, in the wayward and inscratable
records of our race, that with these instruments of an almost
superhuman force and subtlety, robustness of churacter and
cnergy of will, are or can be developed in the sume extraordin-
ary proportions so as to integrate that structure of combined
thought and action which makes lifoa moral whole.” With
this gencrous estimate of a controversial adversary--an
cstimate in all ways worthy of Mr. Gladstone's chivalrous
nuture—very few impartial critics will disagree.  'The upshot
of the discussion was that the loyalty of the Queen’s Roman
Catholic subjects romained untainted and secure.  Mr. Glad-
stono’s pamphlet was shown to have been based on an im-
mense nusapprehension of the subject.
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BLEVATION T0O TIE CARDINALATE,

No ofticiul recognition of the serviee rendered by Dr.
Newman followed his letter to the Duke of Norfolk. e
remnined a plain Oratornn Father, and while one of the two
prowinent divines who hud defended the Decrees received n
signal murk of approval (and apo<tolicsl favours in the shapo
of Approbations and Benedictions were showered upon muny)
the other, and more cminent, was treated with what his
countrymen could not help regarding ng sullen neglect.
Honours, however, were forthcoming from a different source,
animated by n generous recognition of his unsurpassed intel-
lectual qualities, In 1887 he was clected an Honorary
Fellow of T'rinity ¢College, Oxford. This was a siguul mark
of honour. ‘T'rinity had been his first College, and was
endenred to him by muny pleasant associations, and the ties
of warim and never-to-be-forgotten friendships.

In the early part of 1879, rumonrs were utloat that Pope
Lieo X111 was desirous of conferring some signul wmark of
favour upon Dr. Newmau. It soon became known that Dr.
Nowman was anxious to preserve his untitled position
When it was defimtely announceed that he was to he raired
to the Cardinalate, thero can be no doubt that De. Newman
was, at first, reluctant to accept the princely position with
its attendant  dignity and responsibilities. His seruples
were, howover, overcome. ‘i‘he loly Father treated him
with ail the delicate cousideration due to his venerable ave
aml commanding influence, but pressed the offer on his
acceptanco, and Dr. Newman felt it his duty to obey. The
choice was = popular one. All felt that justice had been
done to the ablest and most notable of the Church's cham.
pions, and Protestants especially, who knew what peospects
he had given up for conscience sake when le quitted the
Anglican Commuinon, were not sorry that Rome had recog-
nized his super-eminent qualities.  Replymyg on his return
from Rome, to an address from his own congregation at the
Orutory, he said that the Holy Father had expressed a wish
that ho should not separate himself from his old duties at
Edgbaston, and that it was a consolation to him to know
that he should be there to the end, and should die as he had
lived, the Fuather of the Oratory and the pnest and pastor of
the Oratory Mission.

And here we mvst leave him.  « His life since his eleva.
tion to the Cardinalate,” thus concludes one of his bio-
graphers, ¢ has been singularly uneventful. Now and then
he bas made a journey to London to visit his friend and
former pupil, the Duke of Norfolk, at whose town mansion
great receptious of all that is most eminent in intellect. and
distinguished in society had been given in his honour; or to
sit for Ins portrait to Mr. Ouless or Mr. Millais, and to have
the sad, wistful, far sway look of those expressive features
mmmortalized on canvags. Now and then. too, he hus offi-
ciated at the consectation of & new chureh, or preached in
ad of some Catholic eanse.  But for the most part his days
hiave been spent i study, in quiet contemplation, and in un-
obtrusive simplicity. The Prince of the Sacred College has
never ceased to be at heart & plain Father ot the Oratory.
There he lives in the ripeness of a rare old age ; vigorous in
mmd, devout in spirit, and content to know as some compen-
sation for years of misconception that lus fellow.countrymen
understand bim at Iast, and that even if they differ feom him,
in conclusions, as widely as North differs from South, still
they respect his motives and admire his sincerity.  There
he lives with the long vista of an eventful career, and the
mentories af the great inewdents i which he bas played a
pare to fill his retrospective gnze: and the noise of “the
mighty waters rolling evermore® to satisfy his imagination
as lio looks forward to the shores of the ¢ immortal sea.” ™

WRITINGS.

In 1887, Dr. Newman published a collected edition of his
numerous works. No pretenco has been made i this sketch
to chromele, even by name, tho whole of his contributions to
religious literature. - They are well-known to mast cducated
men, and for generations to come will be as widely read, and
as greatly adiired, as they have been, and are, to-duy.
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THE CARDINAL AT HOME,

We should not conelude without ennmerating one or two
of Cardinal Newmnn's more conspienous traits.  His method
of hfe for years was of the very sumplest. ¢ Thoze who
have been privileged to visit him in his own little room at
the Oratory,” says a biographer, ** have been struck by the
comparative bavenesg of its furniture. His bed hung all
round with curtains, stands screened off in one corner: n
little square of earpet occupies the middle of the apartment ;
there are no evidenvces of luxury save those nfforded by the
presence of baoks--simplicity prevails on every hand. [t is
characteristic of this distinguished man that he cares nothing
for the treasures of this world, His life has been one of
severe  selfediscipline. It would have been no  diflicult
matter for him to have surrounded himself with the material
evidences of refinement, and some at least of the purchasable
comforts which, in the idens of most men, go so fur in con-
tributing to mundane contentment. ‘“I'here is nathing of the
kind, however, in the surroundings «f Dr. Newman's home
lite. He loves, and has always loved. plam and homely
ways. retirement from the busy baunts of men, the pleasures
of contemplation, and the rich delights of a seholar’s oceu-
pation.  In the unique library of theology possessed by the
Oratory. he finds socicty and comnsellors. Nor has age
caused his diligence te wane.”

Cardinal Newman had the rare faculty of making evervone
with whom he came in contact feel the influence of his
sweetness and geniality of disposition. The childrew. of the
Birmingham Catholic Schools, it olten happencd, obtained
permission to spend a day at Rednal, where the Oratorians
have a small country house, and where Cardinal Newinan
has been buried.  On one oceasion a school had this privilege
while Dr. Newman was secking repose at Rednal from the
wearing cares of the Oratory. So dehighted was he to have
tho opportunity of ministering to the happiness of these
little children—the sons and daughters. moast of them, of
poor people~that he went out to wmeet them, conducted
them through the little chapel and house, the pleasure
ground, over the mountain side, and on to its very top, his
face beaming with joy, and bis manner us complaizant as 1f
he had been showing the attention to the children of nobles.
Cardinul Newman always took a singular dehight in young
prople.  This has been, to some extent, the natural outcome
of an exceedingly amiable disposition ; for in no man of con-
spicuous mark in the world of thought, has the combination
of sweetness and light heen morc strikingly exhibited,

FULL PARTICULARS OF THE CARDINAL'S
FUNERAL.

Tue body of John Henry Cardinal Newman lay in state in
the sanctuary of the Oratory at Edgbaston, near Uir-
mingham, Eng., until Tuesday. The ceremony of placing
the body on the catafalque was very impressive. Every
seat 1n the church was taken as the little band of Oratorian
fathers entered.

In front walked two priests bearing lighted candles, and
behind them came the fathers, two by two, while three
priests 1 robes of state camo last. Two by two as they
passed the catafulque tho fathers turned reverently and
bowed low. The priests only lifted their berettas and passed
mto the inner chancel. Two acolytes knelt motionless at
the foot of the catafalque, around which four monster candles
stood like sentinels.  Then the organ and choir hurst forth
with the * Kyrie cleison,” while prayers and incense rose.

Most impressive were the moments which followed the
readiug of the psalms. One of the youngest of the order
brought a yellow candle to each of his brother priests, who
held these lighted during the elevation of the host.  Ag the
bell rang not a sound broke the stillness, save the stitled
breathing of men and women, many of whom were moved to
tears.

The ceremony reached its climax when the fathers,
leaving the altar, formed a solemn circle around the aged
body. At the head stood a priest bearing the crucifix, with
a father at his right and left Lolding massive gilded candle-

sticks.  On cither side of the eatafulque others were ranged,
each with a lighted candle, winle at the foot was the oftici-
ating priest, Rev, Willinm Noville, the last person to whom
the dymg Cardinal spoke.

‘The mugi» now had died away, and there was a hmsh, only
brolien by the regulur elick of the censer, from which elouds
of weense gent out a suffoenting fragrance. Then Futher
Neville, very pale, with an attendant on either side, sugport-
ing the skirts of his heavy embroidered vestments, moved
slowly ronnd the eatafalque sprinkling it with holy water.
As he went a sccond time in the same way, he deseribed a
solenm eirele, awinging the incense first over the richly
slippered feet, then nbove the head. with the long-pointed
silken mitee, whose snowy white made the deathly tints of
the features still more deathly, and finally over the breast
laden with gorgeous purple garments, on which shone golden
chains and crosses.

Finally the futhers, having in unison repeated solemn
prayers, turncd away and. chanting the * De Profundis,”
moved down the aislo and out of the sanctuary, leaving
crowds gathered from far und near to push forward with
respectful curiosity for a farewell look at the departed
prelate,

On Tuesluy the sorvices began with the singing of the
pontificinl iigh mass at the Oratory at Edgbuston, and ended
with the iiterment of the remams that afiernoon in the
private bural ground attached to the Oratory retreat at
Rednal, Woreestershive. The erowd which gathered to see
the funeral procession was one of the largest ever seen.
Many of the people were visibly affected, and all joined in
expressions of reg et for the death of the Cardinul, and of
regard for his memory.  The favored few who were adinitted
to the church wero thoe principul dignitaries of the Catholic
Church in England, who had gathered together to join in
the last solemn functions connected with the career of cne
of the greatost of them all.

The church was crowded to its utmost capacity. The
choir and chuneel were thronged with the clergy, and 1n the
centre was the choir. Resting on the eatafalque was the
coflin, covered widh its pall of purple velvet, on which was
w white shicld bearing the arms of the deceased Cardinal and
his motto, ** Cur ad cor loquiter,” displayed under it, whilo
lying at the toot of the coffin wis the purple hat, one of the
symbols of the Curdinal’s rank in the church.

The wass was Gregorian, and no hymns wero sung. The
only special feature of the service was that there were fivo
abrolutions of the body, instead of one, as i3 usual. Pro-
cisely at 11 o'clock a procession of priests, monks and
fathers of the Oratory, with soventeen Bishops in full vest-
ments, entered the building and slowly moved along the
centre nisle, dividing on each side of the coffin and taking up
their position in the choir and in the chancel.  Right Rev.
Edward lllsley, bishop of Birmingham, occupied the late
Cardinal's throne. Never has Edgbaston Oratory held such
a distinguished gathering.  Bishops, clergy, peers and titled
gentry trom all parts of the United Kingdom and from
several countries of Liurope was present.  Monvignor Stonor
represented  His Holiness tho Pope, and Prines Alfonso
Dociothe the laity of Italy. Among the others who were
present were His Grace the Duke of Norfolk, the premier
duke and carl wmarshal of England, whose patent dates from
Lix3, und who is » Roman Catholic ; the Earl of Arundel,
his son, n boy of 11 ; Lord Coleridge, the lord chief jastice
of Fngland; Lords Warmer, Edmund Talbot and Ralph
Keon, Lady Margaret Howard., Viscount and Viscountess
Southwell, Hon. Justice Sir John Charles Day, Sir Samuel
Baker und Sir E. Blount. The Anglican Church was ropre-
sented by Canon Paget, professor of pastoral theology at
Oxford, the provosts of Oriel and Trimity Colleges, Oxford,
and Rev. Dr. Ogle of London. Professor Franc s Newman,
the dead Cardinal’s brother, was unable to be present at the
ceremony, in consequence of his advanced age and in-
firmities.

Crowds of people followed in the funeral procession. The
whole arrangements were of the most simple und unpreten-

tious character, according to the expressed wish of thie Car-
dinal himself before Ins decease.
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Rednal, whero the Cardinal is buried, is a little village
about seven miles from Birmingliam, and there are situnted
the lovely houso and grourds serving the fathers as a retreat
during their life-time and a burial ground at their death,
There, amid ‘rees and lawns and neat-kept flower beds, hie
five Oratoriuns who buve passed away, each grave marked
with n Greck eross m the time-stained stone,

Near these is another grave, where the widow of John
Wooten was buried in 1878, This rave permssiom was
granted her as the reward of a life-time's dovotion to the
Oratory. When her husband died at Oxiord, his last words
to his wife were, ** Follow Mr. Nawman,” then a member of
the Angliean communion, The woman did follow Mr.
Newman, and when hoe becamo a Catholic she loft the Fag-
lieh church also and gave up family, position, everything, to
the minister, to the Cardinal and to the Oratornians. Though
she never entered the Oratory, as no woman has ever set
foot inside it, she was given rooms adjoining, and it was her
one desire to be buried with the fathers.

THE INDIAN BUREAU AND THE CATHOLIC
MISSIONS.

Is the United States Sennte on the 2ith of July during
the diseussion of the Indmn Appropriation Bill, it was stated
that on the Blackfeet Indinu ageney in Muntang a school
building was erected by Catholies for the vducation of Catho-
lic Indian childeen, but it remamed unnsed for a lonys time,
owing to the fuct thut an oflicer of the United States Govern-
ment, to wit, the Indian agent, would not pernmt it to bo
wsed -or, s it was stated by Senator Vest, * beenuse the
agent would not pormit the * Black Robes,” as the Indians
call them, the Jesuits, to teach any of the Indian cluldren
there.”  Senutor Vest also stated  and his stutement was
nat contradicted, nor its truth denied— that when he was at
the Blackfeet agency some seven years ago in an oflicial
capacity, o found that the Indian agent had driven the
Catholies off the reservation, stating that he (the agenty
would infinitely rather the Indians should have no edueation
at all than the Catholie religion.  Althongh we have not put
the statement of Senator Vest within quotation marks, we
put 1t in hLis own exact words, copied from the Congressional
record of July 25.

Now, the United States i3 supposed to be the country
where roligion is most free. DBut is there any countryin
the world (except Russin, and Germany during the hul-
turkampf) where a deprivation of religious rights and an en-
croachment on religious fr2edom such as thoge described by
Senator Vest wonld be attempted ?

“I'is true, the Indian agent who performed these lawless,
bigoted and un-American acts wag promptly dismissed from
office by the then Secretary of the Interior, the present Sena-
tor T'eller. on the facts being made known to him by Senator
Vest.  But at this present hour the superintendence of, not
merely one Indian agency, but the whole Indian department,
is m the hands of a man who would crush Catholie religious
rights far more willingly and mereilessly than did the Black-
feet agent whom Senator Vest had dismissed from oflice
seven years ago. This man is Morgan, the man whom we
designute on onr first page as ** Preacher ™ Morgan, The
article on the ficst puge, copted from the Washwngtan ( ritie,
though a good picture, does not deseribe this man in all s
grossness of bigotry and malevolence agaiust the Catholic
Church.  We call him * Preacher ™ Morgan because he is,
or has been, a preacher of the Baptist sect. This fact,
being well known to those who appomted him to the oflice
of Indian Commissiones, should have rmsed 8 presumption
of his unfitness for that office. The Presudent of the United
States should huve known that such a man would not deal
justly with the Catholic Indians and with the Catholic mis-
sions amongst them. DBut it is unnecessary to say that the
President showld have known it, for he did know 1t, and the
appointment was made in compliance with requests coming
from Protestant organizations inimical to the work of the
Catholic Church amongst the Indiaus.

Morgan had hardly been in the chair of the Indian burean
an hour when he entered on his conrse of opposition to the
Catholic missions amongst the Indians. He selected for
Superintendent of Indiah Schools a Methodist preacher. and
one who had distinguishied himself in hostility to the Catho-
lie Churck by the publication of falsehoods— falseboods
which hie was forced to retract: and this man was, on the
recommendation of Morgan, seconded, presumably, by Pro-
testaut sectarian influences, appointed by the President.

Does it not seem that, though there is no established
church in this country, Protestantism is installed as the
religion of the White House and the Indian burean.—Chureh
Progress.

Rev'p axp Dear Sin.—The Holy See having requested of
us to transmit to it, us soon as possible, ull the information
obtainable concerning mixed marringes within this Arch-
diocese, we request of you to send wntten answers to tho
following questions during the coming month of September :

1. How many marriages between Catholics and noun.Catholics, or
between Catholics and  non.Christiang, have taken place in your
parish during the last ten years; how many of themn with, how many
without, a dispensation from tho Holy Seo ?

2. In the cases where a dispensation was obtained, have the
promises given been observed or not, and in how many cases have
those promises not been observed?  Esapecially in how many cases
have the Catholic parties broken their promises to bring up the
childeen Catholics; in huw many cases have they themselves fallen
away from their holy faith?

3. Where the marriages bave been withoue a dispensation, in what
religion are the clnldren uxinlly baptised and brought up? In how
many cases have the Catholic parties to such undispensed marriages
lost their faith ; in how many have they remained faithful to their
rcligion ?

4. The number of Catholics, non.Catholics, and non.Christians in
the parish, or in the district, in charge of & priest is to be given, and
all the particulars are to be sygned by the parish priest or priest in
charge. Where 1t is believed that accurate information cannot be
abtatned, this iste be reported to the Bishop's Chancellery, with all
available information.

been called rude strength, except that it wasn't rude. The
strength was there, but cultivation had disciplined without
sapping it. A serious loss was O'Reilly to the world of
American letters. The makings of a man wero born in him,
and they had been developed by experiences such as our
nineteenth century does uot often afford. He did many
things well. Of them all, what is first remeinbered is his
poetry. It wag he, who, writing of a poet, eaid :

His roward ? Nor cross, nor ribbon, but all others high abovo:

They have won their glittering symbols—he has earned the

people's love !

A passage occurs in onc of Cardinal Nowman's works, 1n
which the sterling worth of the man and his broad and com-
prehonsive sympathy find full expression. It deals with the
Irish question, and is caleulated to be an answer to English
Catholics who question the methods, sty cts and uspirations
of the Irish people.

Cork, ** the second city in the Kingdom,” as that local
higtorian, the jarvey, with native pride informs the visitor,
i built on the banke of tue River Lee. The river surrounds
the city, dividing at its western extremity, and meeting
again at its eastern boundary, and illustrating Spenser's
lines :

*The spreading Lee that, liko an {sland fayre,
Encloseth Corke with his divided tlood."

The foundation of the city is attributed 10 ecclesinstical
origin. St Fin Barre, in the carly part of the seventeenth
century, left the wild solitudes of Gougane Barra—meaning
the hermitage of Barra—and on a bank above the south
channel of the Lee reared & cathedral on the site of & pagan
temple. So celebrated did this saint and this place of
learning becomo that peogle flocked in from all parts of the
country, and tho desert was transformed iuto a populous
city.

It is related that at one time not less than 700 priests,
monks, and students, were attending this sunctuury of
wisdom and virtue. Tho county historian, huwever, ascribes
the foundation of Cork to the Danish maraudcrs, or Sea
Kings, whose devaztations in Ireland continued over two
centuries,

The scenery around Cork, like so many other places in
[reland—for Nature has been prodigal to this country—is
strikingly beautiful. Charming walks, and drives entice the
visitor in every direction ; while the gentle eminences in the
valley of the Liee command many splendid vistas, and unfold
a succession of beautiful views. ¢ A few minarets placed in
its hanging gardens would realiso the Bosphorous,™ wrote
an eastern writer of Cork, with true Oriental enthusiasin.
And, true enough, looking up to the terraced hills which
tower above and close around the whole city, with their
gardevs and mansions, and here and thero studded with
public buildings, as extensive as they are imposing, there is
something Bastern, if not in the eftect, it at least 15 in sug-
pestion.  And certainly the brilliancy and gruce of the
people will not Lreak the scenic spell cast by this mest pic-
turesquo city. The peoplo of Cork are the Irish Athenians.
On the northern side of the city, and on the hills, is Sunday’s
Well, & wild, snlubrious neighborhood greatly recommended
for invalids, and so nawed from an ancient sacred well, now
closed. Drominent above the cricket ground on tho right is
the Church and Retreat of St. Vincent, a handsome, decor-
ated Gotlue structure. Beyond, and standing out boldly in
the landscape, is the Good Shepherd’s Convent and Industrial
school ; while to the west stands St. Mary's Chureh, with its
pretyy tapering’ spire peeping through luxurinnt folinge. On
a bold eminence to the north-cast are the Military Barracks,
a group of extensivo buildings, capable of quartering two
regiments of infantry and one of cavalry.

The city of Cork impresses tho stranger 8s a prosperous
and thriving place. The streets are broad and well lighted,
and the shops are spacious. On the South Mull, a handsome
thoroughfare, are the County and City Clubs—very bospitable
places—several banks, and numerous commercial oflices.

Patrick St., commencing at the Bridge, und the Grand Parade,
aro fine, wido business thoroughfures. At the bridge end of
Patrick St. stands a bronze Statuo of Father Theabald
Mathew, the Apostle of Temperance, erectod by the citizens
of Cork in 1864 but I am sorry to feel compelled from my
own observation to suy that I have grave doubts whether such
a statuo could consistently beraised to the memory of Futher
Mathew by the Corkonians of this generation,

at the present time, from the Ireshyterian, Philadelphin, Pa.,
July 28rd., '90.

“The growing disposition to excinde the Bible from our
common schools and to allow no religious instruction in
them bodes no good to them aud much ill to the country.,
Our childien must be educated m worals as well as in
science, literature and government.

In Australia, men of observation,
influence, nnd position, are becoming alurmed at the results
of Godless education. and are calllng for suitable religious
instruction in their public schools.

Surely the following opinions of some of the magistrates
from different parts of that colony deserve consideration ;—
« We are rearing a large number of mfidels, which, iu time,
will be a blotch on our educational system, and a standing
menace to society.' * Lessons from the Bible would beget
higher feeling in the school, nnd reverence for what is good
and true.’

«But for the counteracting influence of the Sabbath
schiools the evil compluined of by the Sceripture League
would be increased a thousand-fold." *In wy opinion, the
withholding of religious instructions from children in stata
schools is a crime against society by the State.’

« Unless the Bible-truths form an integral part of the
National school education, both teachers and thoso taught will
lose the higher incentives toduty, and still inore the self-control
and subordination to the laws of God and man, which in
their purest form are set forth plainly and simply in the
Bible." "

Across
some of the fuirest were lubelled the names of our Mdwmer.can
cousing, purchased from their lawful owners by their big
American dollars.

Jack and myself being the only two sound persors imbued
w'th a love for the curious, took a calache, a funny two-
wheeled gig, and zet eff.

Returning home through the narrow streets, though having
plenty of romz acvorded by the ever polite, engaging French-
men, 1 noticed the raising of hats when passing the numerous
churches, from the stately salute of a Premier down to the
pull at the tattered straw of the peasant, and turmng to ask
Jack if he could explain, caught him and my driver in the
act of doing the same, which wmade wo bite my lips and
strazghten my *sufiincek * still more as I recognized the
ever-recurring sights of Hlinded idolatory.

Six o'clock next morning, with our eyes closed at the
corners, we were on hoard the little boat which was to con-
vey us down to La Ronune St. Anne's, as the people persisted
in ¢ dressing * up our destination. I heard many of the pas.
sengers regretting they had not gone the previous day, as there
had been a Pilgrimage from New York, and a wonderful care
effected.

Going mto the cabin I chanced to raise my eyes, and there
huug a cross with The Figure.  Surely I was in a strange
land, and what vas this odd quictness among so voluble a
prople ¥ Some scemed to be counting an endless number of
little beads of all colors, whalst others read with intent earnest-
ness, little books. 1 asked Jack if the latter were Bibles,
and he langhed and said. © Yes, a translation,” but even ho
appeared disinelined to talk.  Just then his father came out
of an inner room saying the priest would hear him now,

My brother-in-law's face was feverish and his eyes un.
naturally bright as if trying to repress some intense excite-
ment, and 1 saw many & brown-lined face soften as they
whispered :

« We will pray to the good St. Anne for you,” and he
stiled n grateful answer, as if they had promised some new
remedy for hi< pain,

After n morment the priest nppeared, and,ns I looked euriously
at hiw, 1 felt wy lips twiteh, as I beheld an exact fac-similo
of Sul Bmith Ruseell; but reminiscences of mghts spent at
the theatre listening to the * Poor Relation ™ vanished as I
watehed the spare form with the half sad, half humorous face,
speaking so kindly to my Jack and his father.

It was a delightful sail of twenty-four miles, past Mont-
moreniey Falls, by hitle white hamlets that made Goldsmith's
sweet conplets heep tume to the ploughing of the boat.

1 see all rushing to the bow, and up goes a glad cry «“ La
Bonne St Aime's.”

I also see the older Johm esteh the younger by the hand,
barning ont the unbelievin 3 wife and mother.

She and 1 stand apart, feeling a strange shyness ereep over
us, as * guests without the wedding garment.™

Not & word i spoken, as, quietly and orderly, all quit the
boat. John has to be carrivd to the carnage, for my sister
whispers to e, * he and Jack refused 1o cat any breakfust.”

Here and there as we go along 1 notice in the open gardens
the statue T am becoming familiar with, and, as we draw up
to the fine stone edifice, I see the bowed form and withered
womanly faceof Joaclum's holy spouse, looking down from a
statue of golden make.

As we enter, on cither side, stand two huge circular racks,
reaching from cciling to Noor, with tier after tier completely
filled with crutehes of every form aud design, telling a
sad story of the ills that flesh is heir to.  In the centre isle
again T meet La Bonne 8t Anne, her wholo pedestat hung
with costly ollerings, among which lies an old man's well-worn
pipe, reealling two offerings of Yong ago made by mighty kings
and simple shephends.

Midway in the chureh we took w seat, and Annie and 1
sat, whilst the father and his son knelt, and with bowed,
reverent heads, assisted a1t the very alent serviee gomyg on at
the altar.

The deep toned organ scemed to be the only friend I met,
for it was voicing the strange thoughts wumbing my bram
and softening my heavt.

But now there is u stie in this motionless congregation, for
there comes the tinkle of a sweet sounding bell,

Sull lower bow those reverent heads, even Aunie doing
likewisc, but wine seems to go up higher . . . thereis a gleam
of white above the bent head of the priest, and, how is this,
mine goes down, to my lips spring  the words from I know
not where: 1 beliove, O Lord, help Thon my unbelief,”
amd [ did not raise it till there sounded a louder peal of the
satne bell, and 1 saw futher and son passing out following
up the crowd and kneeling round the altar rul, see that self-
same ** gleam of white  rested like a dove on each cleansed
tougue.

More silent worship.  The priest’s band rmsed in same
formas that made over the closing waters of the dying Milne,
n fervemt kiss pressed on that abstraet * form ** changed into
woolden, with a centre of some loose fragments. And as
arateful voices ring out a le Maun gver one more favor ob.
tuined through La Bonne St. Anne, I knew that Johin was
eured, that George Milne did not die in vain, and a soul sick
unto denth with the sure cancer of unbelief is made whole, as
with hnmbled heart I give up the fight and ackuowledge, |
believe in the Holy Ghost, the Holy Catholic Churcli, the
Communion of Saints, the Forgiveness of sins, Resurrection
of the body and life everlasting.  Amen.”

an hour ago.”  ‘The dying man roused himself instantly and
with sharp eagerness asked. * How about the trials® Is
O'Connell convicted?™  ** Found gudty, sie.”  * Thanks
be to GGod ! ** was the last pious ¢jaculation of the worthy old
squire.

Ina parish wunbering from 100
to 600 souly, his revenue will be inereased by o sam which
will raise the whole to 5173 ; when moe than 600, his salury
will be inercased to 3500,

Monsignor Livinhae, Viear-Apostolic of Nyanza, has
returned to Zanzibar after an unprecedently short journey
of forty-six duys from the south end of Lake Vietorin, 1lis
caravan met bmin Pasha, who was lnmself anwell. and one
or more of his oflicers were dangerously ill.  Monsignor
Livinhae states that Mwanga, the Christian hing of Uganda,
is now firmly established in his capital, and that Mr. Jackson
and his caravan were with him on April 10 last ; alko that
Kurema, who was placed by the Arabs on the throne of
Caanda, is reported to be dead.

A dispateh from Rome, dated Aug. 19th, says:  Intelli-
gence comes of a ternble tragedy, near Marini, in Umbria,
ubout twelve mnles from which place is located the ancient
convent of Lospees. O lute the convent has been inhabited
by five frinrs.  On Sumday two of the frinrs went 1o celebrate
mass at a neghboring villuge while the other three adjourned
to tho refectory for dmmer.  While eating they were surprised
by four masked men, armed with knives and clubs, The m-
truders attacked the monks with savage feroeity, and did not
stop their assault untit one frinr had been hacked to death,
whilo another lay weltering in his own blood with his throat
cut, und u third had been fatally stabbed.  The assasswns then
fell upon u Loy and pounded him to death.

The pallium is n band of white woollen web about three
inches wide, upon which bluck erosses are cnbroidered, it
encireles the neck of the Archbishop and from it two bands
of the snme matenul depend, one fulling over the breast, the
other fulling over the back of the weurer.  Its material is
the subject of much care and ceremouial. It is made wholly
or in part from the wool of two lambs, which are blessed
annually on festivals und m the Church of St. Agues. The
pallium cannot be transferred from one Aichbishop to an-
other, but must be receivad direct from the Pope.  On the
Archbiishop's death Ins palliwh is interred with him. Its
use is to symbolize the otlice of the Good Shepherd beuring
lust sheep on lus shoulders.

A service in memory of Cardinal Newman was held Sun.
day evening, Aug. 17th, in the Paulist Chureh at Ninth
uvenue and Ifty-ninth street, New York.  Among the elergy
of the church, are several converts who were influenced to o
censiderable extent by the Cardinal's writmgs., The g
building was crowded.  The service consisted of congreya-
tional singing, followed, after a panegyric of the dead Cardinal
by Rev. M. P Smth, CS.P.. by the Bedediction of the
Blessed Sacrament. Between the panegaric and the Bene-
dictiott Newman's ** Lead, Kindly Light.”” was sung by Father
Young. This fumons hymm, Father Elliott suid, was com.
posed when Newman was finding his way. step by step, into
the Catholie fold. Fathier Smnth said of the subject of Ins
culogy that the best biography of Newmar was finnd in th
gient comvert's * dpelogia pre Vita Sua,”™ 2 selfrevelation
forced from him by the misrepresentations whicl followed his
conversion.  He epplied to Cardinal Newman part of John-
son's epitaph on Goldsmith : * He touched nothing that he
did not adorn.”

M. de Pazzi was at the head of the two rows of neatly dressed
caldren who were drawn up in colutmns before the platform
that had been ereeted.

Mchinshop Walsh addressed those present, thanking them
for the interest shown in the work of charity by their atten.
danee while they were about to bless and place in position
the corner-stone of a chapel and building for taking care of
the orphan children of Catholies who have gone to their last
liomes.  The Rowan Catholic Church was sure to take care
of them and train them for alif: of usefulness.  ‘They would
stoop mto the lonest hannts to stretch forth s helping hand
to the poor aud atlicted.  In ages now happily pacsed sway
the poor were beyoml the pale of human consideration and
all fecling of chunty, and not in the whole Romun Ewmpire
was there an asyhun for the orpluns. e again thanked
them for their presence there, and hoped they would always
tako au energetic and substantial interest in the work of the
Chureh, and espeeially for an institution to care for and train
the orphan children and fi them for a useful life in the werld
and a glutivus dide in the world hereafter.

Duning the progress of a charming Latin chant by the
raverent futhers u collection was taken up, and eenerous con-
tributions were received from all who could give.
