POINTS IN FREDING.

The fullowing is a summary of the
results of some experiments in feed-
ingat the wodel farm at Guelph,
Outariv : ) .

1. A steady frosty winter is Letter
thau an opea one in teedm&ame.

2, An averaged two or three year
ol steer will eat its own weight of
differcnt material in two weeks,

bay and roots thay upon the sawe
ustesials unprepared.

4. Tt is 30 per cent. more profitable
to premature and dispose of fattening
cattioat two years old than to keep
them up to'thres ysare, .

£. Thereis nu lobs in fecdiog a
cattle beast woll upon a varidy of
wataialy for the sake of manuve
alowe.

6. Farm yard msuure from well-

fed cattle thres years old is worth an
:venio of $2.30 per ton,

7. A three year-old cattle beast,
well fed, will give at least one ton of
manure every month of winter.

8. No cattle beast whatever will
pay for the direct increase to its
weight from the conn:al‘)ﬁon of sny
kind or quantity of fo )

9, On an average it oosts. twelve
cents for every additional pouud of
flesh added to the weight of & two or
three year-old fattening steer.

10. In Canada the maxket value of
store cattle can bu increased 36 per
cent, during six months of finishing
by good feeding.

11. In order to secure a safe profit,

no store cattle beast,well done to, can
be s0ld at 13 than four and half cents
pound (live weigit).
13, In the fattening of weathers, to
finish a5 shearings, the Cotswold and
Leicester grades can be made up to
200 pounds, the Oxford dowus 180
pounds, and the Southdown (grade)
160 pounds each, live weight.

13. A cow wintered upon two tons
and a half of hay will produce not far
from five tons of manure, provided
that she be well littered and none of
the excrements bo wasted.

SHXKEP AS FERTILIZERS.

Sheep are saidto be the “snimaly
with the golden hoof ; »’ they enrich
where they go, not only theanaterbut
the soil. Sheep are the best manure
makers, the best weed destroyers, the
beat grubbers, the most emfy cared
for, aud reguire the lesat cost for
fencing and barns of all the stock
kept on the farm. To fence a sheep
Kutuu, lay up » rail-fence three feet

igh and it is done. Or make during
the winter, when time is not very
valuable, lengths of portable feuce
sixte:n feet long, of three four-inch

.boards, with three uprightstrips of the

same fastened with wrought nails,
Go to the woods and cut stakes about
five feer long ; sharpen at onc end.
In the spring, after the frost is out, but
before the ground is acttled, drive gk:
stakes with a masul, one every sixte
feet, and fasten the lengths of fence to
them with wire, twisted gogether with
2 pair of forceps. .

The thickest
patches of hazel stumps, which are
sure to sprout, should be salted, when
the sheep will finish them. The best

way to kill Canads thistle is to cut}fi

them down, then salt the patch and
let the sheep run to it.

But the best effect is seen where
sheep are used in a rotation, alternst-
ing the crops. An excellent rotation
for an upland farm is this: st year,
emall grain seeded with clover; 2a
year, sheep pasture, manure drawn ou,

lowed shallorr and sown to ryein the

all for winter pasture; 3d year, rye
turned down-deep and planted to corn,
the corn to be cut up for sheep fodder,
which is better than any kind of hay
(dlover not excepted) for keeping
sheep in a flourishing condition during
the winter. The advantages of this
rotation are that the land will be con-
stantly richer ; the corn field will be
in a splendid condition with & crop of
clover roots and one of green rye rot-
tiog beneath the surface, in addition
to the manure made from the atraw
stack and corn fodder. ‘Then, too, the
two plowi:és in fall and spring will
tend to make the field like a garden,
80 that when husking time comes the
owner will be obliged to enlarge his
corn cribs. Furthermore, the sheep
by thus enricbing the land and keep.
ing it frec from weeds will have fully
earncd their keep, so that the wool
and increase will be & clear gain.

- Mr. Geo. Geddes, of New York, who
hag raised sheep for many years in
connection with wheat, says that with
one sheep to the acre with cultivated
1and, pestare and meadow, he raises
more grain on au aversge than he did
when be had no sheep to manufac.

Tho utter waste of weceds is never
more  thoroughly exemplified than fu
adry time. We often hear it said that
onv cannot afford to grow weeds;
that they feed on the nutriment the
plants ought to consnme, Butitis
not merely a matter of food, it is one
of drink nlso. During the very hot
and dry spell last year, wo noted a
field of corn that had been somewhat
neglected, and weeds were “‘ahead,”—
a vather rare thing in thesd parts, for
our farmers, more, perhaps, than any
other part, understand the importance
of keeping weeds down. Only divided
by a fence was another plat. The
quality of the Jand was evidently the
same 1n both justances ; and the cormn
in both cases bad grown to about the
same height.  There seemed, indeed,
but little ditference in any respect, ex-
cept that one had  been carefully har-
rowed to keep down the weeds—not
une to be seen—while the other was
very much neglected in that respect,
In the case of the latter the hot weath-
er had curled the leaves, and the

plants had evidently received a great’

check to development, while the
clean-kept was as green and vigorous
in appearance a8 if it had had all the
moisture it iceded.  And so it had.
The land Lere bad nothing to do but
to furnisk moisture to the corn plants,
while in the other caseit had to do
for the wweeds as well.

Wa never saw a better illustration
of the injury of weeds. It is not only
what they cat, but what they driuk,
that robs us of our due rewarde.

MARVESTING TIMOTOY HAY.

The bay harvest is approaching, and
it is well to consider the advantages
and dissdvantages of cutting thnothy
early or late,  If cut early, thavisat
what is kuown as the “second bloom,”
the hay looks brighter, smells sweeter,
and stock will eat more of it.  Tur.
thermore, the Agricultural Depart-
ment has advised the early harvesting
of meadows, because the hay contains
more of the albuminoids and other
valuable food eclements. Morcover,
when the markets are bare as at pres-
ent, hay when cut early can often be
sold iu the field more profitably than
at any time thereafter.  Thesereasons
have prompted the early cutting of
umothy in Qs neighborhood, but the
result “hasnot been as profitable as
Loped for, since it hss been learn.
¢d thatif timothy meadows arc cut be.
fore the plant has attained a certain
stage of growth, exposure to the sun
will kill a portion_certainly, if not all
of the roots. The thrce Summer
drouths in succession in  Central Illi-
nois have perhaps required the re-
sceding of mearly half the meadow
acreage, and it is only lately that it
Jias been ascertained that the timothy
Hulb matures at nearly the same time
with the aced, If the grass is cut carly
the bulb is left without support in it
immature state, and where itis sud.
danly expoecd to the sun and heat it
diex.  If the meadow is left to stand
till the bulbs mature, the plant retains
ita vigor.  This appears to be the ex-
planation  why one part of a meadow
harvested late in June, oresrlyin
July, will show very aerious injury,
while on the other part, where the
harvest was a fow wecks Jater, the
stand is good.  Cattle feeders of fifty
years cxperience tellme that stock
may cat more early cut timothy, buta
Juss quantity of late-harvested docs
more good,—B. F. J.1n Country Gen-
tleman, - .

GRRRY MANURING.—A  young and
progressive New Hampshire farmer,

vate the corn onco between each row.

came rich and fertile. Thus much of
an annual sowing of two bushels of
rye to the acre.  The {fall feed thus

-secured each vear nearly compeusated

for the cost of the seed.

THE VALUK OF DRAINAGE.

As a matter of fact, there is very
lite land in our country that would
not be improved by drainage. Many
light soils are springy, and the crope
in them ave injured by stagnant water.
Heavy laud can never do its best un.
til draiged.  Vast arers of low-lying
but rich lands are practically valuelees
for want of drains to carry off the re.
dundant moisture which forbida the

growth of any but aquatic planis,

Many who admit the importance of
this “improvement are puzzled about
the ways and means of cffecting it.
‘The Droinage Journal mentions the fol.
lowing plan, which is well worthy of
serious consideration:

“Some enterprising tile manufac-
turers sclect careful farmers who own
flat lands, and wake something like
the following propositions :+ That the
farmer make a careful eetimate of his
average crops, and tbe tile manufac-

.turer proposes to furpish tile neces-

sary to drain thoroughly the lands
designated in theagreement, the farm-
er to farnish the labor of putting in
the drains at a stipulated price, before
agreed upon, to be paid out of the ex-
cessof the crops grown on the land
over and above the average yield, and
tho tile manufacturer agreeing to take
the balance of the increass in four or
fivo crops (ss agreed), to cover the
cost of the tile, Onlevel lands, where
the average crop in five years runs
low and the land by pature is rich, it
is a safe proposition for the tile man-
ufacturer if the farmer honestly per-
forms bis part of the contract. Ou
rich lands, that need drainage and need
it badly, it will pay 20 per cent an-
nually on the investment, and in some
instances more.”

LOOK OUX FOR THE WEEDS.

The busy time on wmany & farm has
come. The weeds seem to know it,
and stealthily they raise theirimpert-
juent heads, and rapidly send dowa
their roots to steal away the atrength
of the soil and useful garden vege-

the ground is moist and the sun hot,
and showers frequent, one week’s
_gowth will astonish the farmer, who
calculates that weeds grow in the gar-
denano faster thanin the fields. He
manured his garden richly, aud the
weeds, keen, active fellows that they
arc, have taken advantege of it
They know where richness lies and
mean to reap the benefits. Lock eut
for them or you will have to hunt
among them for your little onions and
woody beets, whils your strugglin
peas may use them for brush to clin
up on.

hey yaust have plenty to eat, a good
place to roost in, good nests to lay in,
anl plenty of good water Lo driuk,
They must be treated kindly under all
circamstances, and the eggs must ba
gathered regulatly, The sitting hens
must be located s0 as not to ﬁe an-
noyed by othér fowls, beasts of prey
or thieves, Thesitters must only {;ave
as many eggs a3 they can cover well,
and must be fed and watercd regularly.
They must, be dusted, while sitting,
with camphor or jusect powder, and
when they come off with their Lroods
they must have a dry place for them-
sclves and little once, aud the chicks
must be fed n;giularly and_often with
good sweet feed, Itis highly cssential
that the chicks be ket frece from lice.
This can bedone in several ways,  As
good a plan as I bave ever found is to
grease the heads, throats and faces with
fresh lard when the chicks are first
taken off the nest, and repeat every
week or two until they are seven or
eight weeks 3ld. The place where the
hen broods the chicks at night must Lo
kept clean and sweet,-and 1f 1ats, weas-
els or skunks abourd, the birds must
be shut up in boxes or barrele. Al
this requires but little labor, and the
reward is ample. When the hen is
first taken off with he¥ brood she can
be taught without the Itast trouble o
choose almost any place for a roosting
spot, and poulters will a¢e that she has
a desirable place, Proper poultry

EFFECT OF ODORS ONMILK.

The I'rairic Furmer has often called
atg:le‘::tioudto the etll'ect. of odors on
milk, and especially to its senritive
character in this rap{ct. Upon this
question, Prof. Arnold, in the work
“Awmerican Dairying,” ‘says: “The
London Milk Journal cites inatances
where milk that has stood a short
time in the presence of persons sick
with typhoid fever, or been handlel
by parties before fully recovered from
the small pox, spread these diseases as
cffectually as if the persons them-
selves had been present.  Scarletiua,
preasles, and other contagious disenses
have been spresd in the same way.
The pecultar smell of a cellar isin-
delibly impressed npon all the bhutter
made from the milk standing in it
A few puffs from a pipe or a cigar
will scent all the milk in the room,
and a smoking lamp will do the same,
A pail of milk standing ten minutes
whera it will take the scentof a strong
smelling stable, or any other offensive
oder, will imbibe a strong taint
or smell that will never leave it
A maker of gift-edged butter objects
to cooling warm milk in the room
where his milk stands for the cream to
Tise, because he aaya the odor escapin,
from the new milk, while cooling, is
taken in Dby the other milk, ang’ 0.
tained to the injury of his butter.
This may scem like descending to lit.
tle thingg, but it must be remembered
that it 1s the sum of such little things
that determines whether the products
of the dairy are to be sold at cost or
below, or as a high-priced luxury. If
milk is to be converted 1nto an article
of the latter clasy, it must be handled
snd kept in clean and sweet vessels,
and must stand in pure fresh ai’, such
3 would be desirable and healtyy fur
people to breathe.

THE practice of wetting the hands
and tests with milk before milking ia
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a very vicous practice,  This should
always be nvoi(fcd, both for the com.
fort of tho animal and the cleanliness
af the milk, The milker should have
rhort finger ntily, for long nails will
by »ure to hurt tho teats aud cause ir.
titation to the cow.  There are
two methods of milking—the one may
be called stripping or catching the
teats between Lﬁo finger and thumb
and stripping down the whole length
of tho tent, — This plan ia not recom.
mended.  The better way is to grasp
tha teats, one in each band, diagonall
across the bag, and press out the mil
—the second, third aod fourth fingers
doing the work, while the upper por.
tion of the hand and first finger pre.
vents the milk  from returning to the
udder ; the milk should be drawn
tapidly and tbo udder completel
emptied of its contents.  In the flus
of the season, or when the cows are
yielding the most milk, from 11 to 12
cows per hour will be about the rate
for a competent hand. A slow, dila-
tor{ milker makes a great lose iu the
yield of milk, and, if possible, ought
never be allowed to milk, except, per-
haps, when the cows are going dry at
tho ‘end of the season. As tho last
driawn milk is the richest in butter,
great care should be taken that all the
milk iu the udder bo drawn, and this
is important, not ounly on account of
the value of such milk, bLut because
the habit of leaving a part of the milk
undrawn has a tendency to dry up the
cow aud weaken her capacity for
yiclding & full flow of milk auother

the bottom board, This we call “ball-
ing the queen.” Don’t be nervous
or in too bifuhuny; just takea large
spoon and dip up the ball of bees and
turn them out into & pan of water,
This will canse them to release her,
and sct them to swimming for life,
Pick out the queen by catching her
wings between the toumb and finger.
She positivdy will not sling, Never
take hold of the qusen by the abdo-
men, as you may injuxe her,

Now, return her to the cage and
place it back just as before, and leave
it twenty-tour hours and try them
a%ain, and s0 on till she is accepted.
She will generally be auceptod with-
out all this trouble, bat not always,
The queen will generally begin to lay
in one or two days after ahe is socept-
ed by the bees, and after she begics to
lay she is a8 safe as if she had been
raised in the hive. For this reason I
keep a watch over her till she bas
de}i‘oaitod her first eggs.

bie other method is to cago the

queen on & comb taken from the
brood nest. The comb is taken out

awd all tho bees brushed off of it
The queon is then placed on the sur-
fuce of tho comb, and an opened cage
with thin, sharp edges placed over her
and prossed alightly into the com),
thus ims)‘xisoniug the queen.

BED JIREAD AND TIDY,

A protty bed spread for summer is
wade by taking unbleached sheeting,
make.it up the samo as a shaet, sprcad
emoothly on the floor, take a stick
threo inches wide and of the proper
length and mark with a pencil, then
crose so that it will come in checks;
get some unprepared cotton yarn and
cut the skeins omce in two, take a
Jdarning needle that will carry six
threads, double the yarn in the ncedle
and you have twelve threads to draw
through ; commence at one end and
take as short a stiich as will draw

through easily, go the length from cor-
ner to corncer, and cross it off the same
a8 marked, Cut the threads exactly in
the middle of cach check so thal the
tufts will all Lo of the same length ;
dip the spread in water and hapng itu
to dry without wringing, as that will
shrink tho cloth and preventi the tufts
from commg out when washed.

To make & daisy tidy, it will require
three rolls of white tape, common
width, half an ounco of bright yellow
worrted, mcasure off tho tape in thirty-
four pieces, vach eighteen inches long,
then take one picce and mako a dot
with a pencil at every inch on ono
edgo and on the other cdge make a
dot overy half inch; now take two
needles, thread with very strong, coarso
white thread, and gather cach edge,
putting the needlo in at evory doa
sew hoth cdges at tho same time, an
draw up as tightly as possible, and
fasten on the other side.

FROM MANITOBA,

Ep, Canapian KarumEnr.—-In my
Tast letter the weather report from this
part of Manitoba was rather unfavor-
atlo, as wo had a cold backward spring
eimilar to the Ontario weathicr, In
this country June-is gencrally the wel
montb, but thid ycar it was quitq the
reverse until tho last week of the
month, when we had soma lheavy
rains. On the night of the 28th ult.,
we had a tremendous rain and thun-
der atorm, accompanied for 4 few min-
utes with hailstones as large as half an
inch in diameter, which did consider-
able damage to garden vegetables, po-
tatoes, etc. The sky fora timescemed
to bea constant sheet of flamg, the
lightning flashes succeeding one another
with euch rapidity. Rain fell in tor-
rents, dashing through our thatch roof
to a considerable cxtent, also through
the plastered wall of our log-housc,
On the followiug day we again had a
heavy rain storm, accompanied with
some wind and thunder,

Crops at present are looking pretty
well, slthough rather short, and grow-
in{; finely. The couutry is being rap-
idly divided into municipalities, coun
ties and scnool districts.  Tast fall we
had our first municipal elections, but
ono of the connciilors failing to attend
the mectings another clection was held
scveral weeks ago. The local elections
are expected to take place shortly after
the genecral clections.

1abor clearsthe foreste, draing the
swamps thal they may be utilized, and
makes all nature rcjoice, and the
wilderness to bLlossom as the rosc,
Labor duuves tho plow, plants the
sced, bervests and grinds the grain and
couverts it into bread for tho subsis.
tencs of the hundreds of millions of
thehuruan race.

1t is by labor that the city, with its
collcges, manufactorics and  magnifi-
cent buildings, springs into being.

It erects beautiful homos for men
and women to dwell in and onverta
the fibers which nature prepares into
clothes for thelt coveting and gorforts

It scems to have boen the  destiny
intended by our Creator that man
should labor, for all of his achicve.
ments, whether great or small, for
which he is entitled to honor, the di-
rect results of his own efforts aud ex.
ertione,

The man whe dves his part in life,
who trica to clevate hiuwwelf and so-
ctoty, who pursues szome worthy
vocation by which he mmay be able to
support himself aud Jeels that he is
not 2 burden to saciety, is truly a
bappy man. No idlo juan, though he
ma supported by wealthy frﬂ:nds,
or by a fortune that has fallen to him
without his own exerlions, can fecl
tho genuine ndependence and self
respect of him who honestly and man-
fully carns his living by the sweai of
his brow.

It scems tome that we can add
daignity to labor by teaching the rising
rencration that all there 13 that goes
to make up the sum of humaun great-
ness and happiness is the direct results
of tacir own efforts.  Impress upon
the minds of these over whom you
havo control that it is their duty’ as
far as their health and strength will
permit, to be industrious.  Self-sup-
porting boys and girls will be indus-
trioussclf-supporting men and women.
On the contrary bow often do we see
the mother do the drudgery, in fact,
neatly all of the work, simply to make
of ber daughter what aristocracy
would call a lady, and the father be-
come a slave to the capricious de-
mands of anidle spendthrift, creating
in their youthful miuvds an avenion
to labor, and fitting them to beecome

- anything but intelligent, useful men

and women.

There is an aversion tv farm labor
caused primarly by the pernicious
custom: which is quite nniversal among
farmers of warking from 16 to 18
hours a day, beginning at 4" o’cluck in
tho morning and working, toiling, and
fretting umtil 9 o’clock at night, from
month to month and from year to
year, takipg litlle time for any
pleasure or recreation or for posting
themsclves on the general issues of the
day, or to qualify themselves to cle-
vate the calling of which they are
represcntatives.  This, Brother and
Sister Patrons, I know from experivnce
aud observation, is not misrepresented
or exaggerated. Then is 1t to be
wondered that those boys possessed of
the brightest intellects and highest
aspirations are lcaving the farm and
scarching for some othier more pleasant
and  devsling  occupation?  No
wondtr, I say, that agriculturc is so
illy represeuted in our State and
National Legistaturcs, Dominion and
Provincial ete., when the farmer will
not make an cffort to qualify himself
to bonorably discharge the duties and
respousibilities of the position.

If wo as farmers would add_ dignity
to labor lct us at once abandon this
slavish and inhuman custom and en-
deavor to clevate qureclves and our
calling to the position to which they
rightfully belong. Let us adopt the
ten hour rystem, commencing and
quiting at ux, with about two hours’
rest in the heat of the ‘day. There
would also befrom two to three hours
in the evening that might be appro-
priated to cducation, reat and recrea-
tiou.

‘THE fact that farmers arc taking a
great intereat in public questions i a
hopeful siga of the times. A few
years ago a public mecting of farmners
was an  occurrenco extremely rare.
Now-a.days during the summer and
carly autuma scarcely a day passes
without a farmers’ moctm%, 8 pic-nic
or gathering of somo_kind, ploasure
and rocroation constituting an im-
portant incentive, but in nearly all
theso meetings questions that concern
the material interest of fantaers, their
labor and its products, are discussed.
It is common for some speaker to be
selected and ,for him to address his
audience fom{ally upon these topica.
Mauy of these gatherings bave attend-
ance running up into thousands. In-
stances are not rare when the mect-
ings are held one, two or three daya.
Under the influcnces exerted by these
farmers’ mectings, it isabsolutely cer-
tain that there must be substantial
growth of thought, of practical knowl-
odge, sure to give valuable results.
‘These meclings aro never used for po-
litical purpotcs, using the adjective in
its ordinary sensc as referring to parti-
san politics, but they aro used to ac-
quaiot farmers with that sound poli-
tical cconomy which leads to intelli-
gent appropriation of labor, of means,
and to iruo cconomy in the govern-
ment. The tzuth ia farmers are real-
ly becoming that indcpendent class
they have been called in past years,
shat is to say, they are acquiring wde-
yendence in thought and action. By
and by it will be diflicult to hold them
within party lines except as thosc Jines
may be drawn to accommodate them
ver{ nicely.—The Husbandman.
