The American Chri-tian Missionary Society
has 1ssued 1ts anoual repurt. It 18 full of
interesting facts. The charches do not sup-
purt the work of the suciety as generously or
as hberally as thev sould. The society sturts
out to raise 8100.000 this year for American
Oome Missions  The Maritime Provinces
last vear contributed to this general work
8119 5¢ Of this amount Nova Scotia gave
$72 50, New Brunswick ¢4600 and P. & I.
(which has never received any assistance
from the Suciety) $1.00. The Hulifax church
gives the largest amount —$30.00.

We read in the Christian Standard that a
Sunday-school superintendent 15 Omaha, on
every Lord’s day, after the lesson has been
taught, tukes about five minutes to press the
clums of Christ upon the scholars. ““After
u short, earnest talk the gospel wvitation is
extended, and, not strange, but most natur-
ally, they respond.” We think it would be
wise to give the invitation on at least each
review Sunday. ‘The teacher should have in
view the bringing of the unconverted to
Christ. This plan might be the best one to
show h.w well they have learned the Jessons
of the quarter.

J. A. L. Romig held a meeting during

The mnumber of contributing Sunday
schools for the year was 2,610, a gain of 205
over the previous yeur, .

The Sunday schools gave $30,027.24, a
gain of $1,608 46.

The number of churches that reached
their full apportionment was 1,112, a gain
of 324 over the previous year.

‘I'ne number of contributing churches was
2,686, a gain of 12%.

Many of them
hearing behieved and were baptized ; so that
his labors among them and the preaching of
other brethren resulted in the gathering of
a large and talented church, characierized
by the many spiritaul gifts 118 members pos-
sessed.

What an unspeakable blessing it is that
after miraculons  gifts and  supernatural
knowledge have ceased that faith siill abides,
and brings us in coifident touch with the
unseen.

How mean and meagre would our under-
standing be of what is transpiring in the
world 1if confiued to personally what wo see
and hear. Few would know of the Windsor
fire, or of the more recent and greater fire
of London. But faith relates us to the rest
of mankind far and near, that we may re-
jonce with the joyful and weep with those
that weep. Like electricity it “ overleaps
time und anmbiates space, and transforms
ou. sphere into a whispering gallery.”

By faith wo understand that the worlds
were formed by the word of God. By it we
can see Abel offering his acce prable sacrifice
to Gud, and though dead we yet hear him
spenk. By faith we can stand by Abraham
about to offer up his son, and see Him who
spared not Iis own son spuring the beloved
Isaac, and giving His aged friend a pano-
rama of the resurrection. By it we can see
Muses chozing aftliction with the people of
Gud ruther than Egypt’s wealth and pleasure
and sin, enduring every hardship as seeing
Him who is invisible. By fatth we can be
familiar with Sawael, David and ali God’s
prophets, becanse He hus given us 1Lis faith-
ful word and power to believe and under-
stand it.  What a doubdle privilege! What
could we do without God’s testimony and
without God’s faith ?

Better than all besides, by faith we can see
Jesus coming from heaven to scek and to
save that which was lost ; can hear Him tell
why ITis Father gave His only hegotren Son
It was becunse Ile so loved the world that
He gave Him that whosoever believeth on

sulvation, Those who came 1nto the divine
family they faithfully taught all things
which He commanded them to teach.
The faith which umtes the siner to Jesus
and keeps him in Tis love, thank the Lord,
siill abideth. What can be greater ?

And hope abideth, This hope very
strongly resemties faith, and yet there is a
difference which makes it one of the threo.
Each of them implies a strong confidence—
a trust in the unseen. But there is this
difference :  Faith has todo with the unseen
past and present ; hope embraces the unseen

Juture. Itis a blesged provision of Gpd that
1t still abides. Tribulation worketh patience,
putience experience, and exnerience hope;
and hope maketh nof ashamed, becuuse the
love of God is shed abroad in the heart by
the Holy Spirit. (Rom. v. 4, 5). How
great must be the hope thus produced, and
that removes shame. When men shall meet
the Judge before an agsembled universe. the
man with this love and this hope will be
perfectly at ease. We are saved by hope.
(Rom. viii. 24). The hopelaid up in heaven
coming from the truth of the Gospel eaves
from the guilt and condemnation of sin,
How great must that be that they save!
When the Savior was crucified the hopes of
His disciples died also, buf Peter praised the
blessed God, who had begotten them again
into a lively hope by Jesus' resurrection.
This living hope grasped an undefiled, in-
corruptible inheritance reserved in heaven
for the faithful. John says that every man
who has in him the hope of seeing Jesus
when He appears, and of being made like
Him, purifies himself as Christ is pure.
(1 John ii."3). And this is the bleesed hope
that now ahideth which can make a man
purify himself to be like Christ, Paul
speaks of those who have fled for refuge to
the hope set hefore them, which hope we
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steadfast, and which entereth into that
within the veil, whether the forernnnor is
for us entered, even Jesus, ete., ote. (Il b
vi. 18, 19, 20)  More than ships need un-
chors, with {lukes bedded in solid rocks.
Bridges suspended on great anchors, witls
flukes bedded in eolid rocks, defy tho fury
of wind and wave, Christians on this side
of death’s river nced an auchor for their
souls, so often tossed to and fro. The Goe
spel sets this hope before us, and with such
an anchor both sure and steadfast entered
within the veil and fastened in the Rock of
Ages, they will stand every assault until they
appear with Christ in glory. Well may it
be called “ that blessed hope.”

But after all the blessedness of faith and
hope, love is siill greater. Let us consider
some of tho reasons for its superiority.

Ist. Faith is a human attribute, some-
thing that man does, a privilege granted
him by God instead of personal knowledge
or sight. He believes wbat is testified be-
csuse he dues not know or see it. But it
would be improper to say that God delicres
because He £nows all things, und ull things
are nuked and open to Iis eyes. The
game is true of kope. Man hopes for what
he does not see, but God does not hope, for
He sees all things,

But what shall we say of love? Man
lov 3, but does God love 7 Yes, veitly; and
we love because He first loved us,  Luve 13
greater than faith and hope because 16 ts an
attribute of God.

2od. Fuaith and hope are inferior to love,
because they will both pass away, although
they now abide. We now believe 1u Junus
because we have not seen Him, But 1f faich-
ful to Hun our faith will end 1n sight.  We
will see Him as He is. \We now hope for the
joys of heuven, but if true to the Son of
God we shal! have these joys in full posscs-
sion. Tuith will end, be swallowed up n
sight, and hope in frmition.  We now know
in part, but then we shall know even as also
we ate known. But will love puss away ?
No, never. Love never fuileth. ‘These, with
many ovher reasons, show love to te greater
than faith and hope. But nothing can be
greater than love because Gudl is love,

We cannot tell when love began, for God
islove. In vain we look east, and west, and
north and svuth for boundaries of love, be-
canse it is as beundless us the universe,

We try in vain to look acruss the great
Pucific, and might cunclude that 1t was a
universe of water, since we can see no shore
beyond, but by faith we understand that
there 18 a shore 10,000 miles away. Bat the
love of God is an ucesn that passeth all uu-
derstanding,

The smail tield of Waterloo has a reputa-
tation and importunco wide as the earth and
lasting as time, becuunse of the battle and its
victory, This earth, go small that if blotted
out of God’s cmpire would be no more
missed than a grain of sand from the shore,
or the falling of a leaf from tho forest, has a
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reputation and importance wide as the wni-
verse anl lasting as cternity, for s suuggle
and 1ts vietory,  Oun 1t was the great Maker
westlied, and 1ts inhabitants stirred up to
open and determined rebelhon,  He that
was 1 the beginning with God saw it all,
and with the horded love of cternity in His
heurt, saw and came and conquered.  In ali
iis words and works and ways He honored
God, condemned sin, but befriended the
simer.  The work of Iis lifo e finished in
lis death. Ho bruised the serpeut’s head,
eaposed his gwile and destroyed the seat of
his power. Although men despised the
new-born conqueror, and closed their hearts
and homes against im, othor worlds showed
their deep interest in IIis advent. A whole
multitude of the heavenly host joined the
angel in the song of *“ Glory to God in the
highest and on carth peace and good will
toward men.”

When we remember that we were in the
rebellion and took no part with the Con-
queror, and yet that He delights in forgiving
the past and mauking us partoners in Ilis
victory, we may well say that His love
pusseth all anderstanding.  Is there any love
like Jesus’ love ? Is there any service so
reasonable and honorable as His ?  * Let him
that glorieth, glory in this that he under-
standeth and knowth Me that I am tne Lovd
who exerciseth loving, kind judgment and
righteousness on the earth ; for in these
[ delight, saith the Lord.” (Jer. ix. 24)
Can any work on earth or in heaven Ube
grander than that of leading men to Jesus,
that they may believe what He has done for
them in the past and what He is anxious to
lo for and with them in the cternal furure ?

How thankful the Christian should be,

We plead for the union of God’s peopie on
the Bible and the Bible alone.

they way carry the work to the advantago of
all the cnurehes.

Many of us have seen how easy it is to
ruse two or three hundred dollars at our
annual meeting ; and why 18 this so ? Not
because those present are more able or willing
to give than those who are not present, but
because they hear of the need of money and
the good that 1t will do, and also becaunse
they have tho fact brought befors them that
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@od expects it ; they realize that it is a ducy
as well as a privilego, aud tbey give “ not
grudgingly.”

What should the Board learn from this ?
That our people are glad to give when they
see cloarly when and why the morey is want
ed. Then the point s to use every ffurt to
have these things brought planly before
them. 1t is better to appeal through the
CurisTIAN than not at all, but they canuot
expect the same returns from such appeals
that » personal canvass or talk would bring,
Our Annual proves this,

Our Board is composed of some of our
best workers, but they may say it is impossible

. for them to visit each church to make known
their wants. This is no doubt true, and yet
a plan by which all, or nearly all the churches
might be so visited, either by them or some-
oue In their interests, 's quite feasible at a
very small expense.

Tue Board deserves great praise for the
work they bave done in past years, and also
for securing the strvices of Bro. Romniig for
the coming year; but let them, with the
united help of all the Disciples in the Man-
time Provinces, make a forward step fur 1898,
and when we a-k the question “*Are we 1v a
rut?” slso ask ourselves Who is 10 the rut?

FROM WEST GORE.

““Why do not more of our churches send
news to this paper? We caunot manufacture
the news in St. Jobn. Send the news. Let
1t be Church news.”  Sospeaks the November
Cnristia¥.  With this I heartilv agree.
Fiud what will be of interest to the reader.
Be sure it is true. Remember, it wmay be
read by four thoueand readers, and think if
there are good reasons to hope it may do
some good to some one somewhere, I have,
perbaps, too leng delayed writivg a few lines
for Tur CHRISTIAN. Since returning from
the West, vighteen months ago, the most of
my time has beon spent in Ilunts County,
chicfly in the employ of the West Gore
Church. This being my native place, the
chwich of which I was first a member, and
where I spent much of the first years of my
winmistry, and having, during the twenty
years of my brother’s work here, assisted him
in several meetings, 1t 18 not strange Ishould
feel at home again.  Though the lurgest
church we have in the county, having prob-
ably as many members as all thd others com-
bined, vet 1ts membership is not large, and, I
fear. less than twenty-five years ago., Every
year there have been additions made, and
some years many; still the losses by death
and removal to other parts have fully cqualled
the number added. Removed from towns
and railroads, such churches have a battle for
existence. We are, however, glad to know
that many have here learned the truth, and
huve gone to assist i bulding up churches
elsewhere.  'With the falling off that there
has been in the population and in the mem-
bership of other churches in these parts, it is
not a little surprising our people have held
their own as well as they have. DBut the
work has never at any ume rested on the
shoulders of on¢ man, but for forty years has
not failed to have devoted and sufliciently
capable men to preach the gospel, teach be-
hevers, and *“ to bury the dead.,” Nor 13 the
fear that just now ** the work is going back-
ward” explainabie on any satisfactory ground.
Let us hope that the “great deal of work ”
that some one has done 1 this county will
prove of such a nature as to go forward and
not backward, especially if the preucher on
whom much always depends should prove to
be ‘“a good man, having the Mastor’s work
at heart, and who will not be too greata
lover of money.”

One obeyed the gospel. I thought a few
others wero near the Kingdom, but they did
not thon enter it.

The Healdsburg Church in California,
where my western home is, and for whieh I
preached for soveral years, is in the midst of
a revival, with forty additions up to tho last
report. At mission point of that church, a
few miles in the conntry, seventy obeyed the
gospel a few months ago, and a church was
sot in order. ‘T'bus the good work goes for-
ward in the Golden State. May the Lord
prosper the work of His people in these Jands.
