THE COMMERCIAL ASPECT.

There has been a serious disturbance
i financial affairs in the United States

during the month which bas lately closed,
accompamied by a gener fail in prices,
and by a large number of failures in busi.
ness. The disastrous collapse at Chicago
of th ose engaged in cornering lard, has
been the Most proninnent subject of
comment, but this is far from being the
only article affected by what may be
terme , without inpropriety, the panie.
There lias been a considerable shrinkage
in value not only in lard, but in pork,
meats, wheat, flour, corn, oats, cotton,
petroleum, and dairy products. It has
been m estimate that in two weeks the
shrinkage in Chicago alone was about
$30,000,000, an amount that seens
almoat fabulons, and which gives some
idea of the enormous business done on
mere speculation. The Chicago.board of
trade had its black day, which is held by
some financial authorities to be a just
punisliment for the countenance given
for several years to cornering operations,
which have completely taken the place of
legitimaite trace.

hepractical effeot of. the liquidation
which has taken place, and which has
succeeded to a long period of inflation,
is that there is a revival of a legitimate
trade, and that there is likely to be an
increased demandfor export. It s said,
however that there are considerable
stocks in Europe, and that the buyers
there are likely to be masters of the situ-

ation. There are still large quantities of
produce held as collateral by the Chicago
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banks on account l the suspended Oper-
ators, and as there is naturally a desire to
realize, and an apprehension that the
longer stocks are held, the greater will be
the losses,-the tendency lias been to a
continued fall. In the manufacturing
branches the iron and woollen trades
seem to have suffered considerably. The
iron masters were foiled in an attempt to
reduce wages, and, but for their submis-
sion to their men, there would, in.: all
probability, have been disastrous stýikes,
both in the coal and iron trades, the
former of which would be seriously af-
fected by a reduced demand froin the
latter. There is, so far as we can judge, no
tendency to embark in new enterprises
in the United States,and but little money
seeking investment.

In Canada the great increase, both in
the number of failures and in the amount
of the liabilities of insolvents, has natur-
ally rather increased the uneasiness that
has been caused by the warnings of our
leading bankers. It seems ta be gener-
ally acknowledged that there has been
an oversupply of cotton goods in: our
limited market, and that it is 'desirable
that those who have been esicouraged by
the protective policy adopted by Parlia-
ment to embark in new enterprises
should act vith great caution, in view of
the fact that they have only a home
market ta rely on, being wholly excluded
from the markets of the world by their
inability tocompete even with the United
States. Even in our new Province of
Manitoba there are complaints of the
quality of our home manufactures. By-
stanîder, who supported the commercial
policy of the present administration when
the country was appealed to for its ver-
dict, informs his readers in bis last issue
that:- Protection almost invariably

degrades the quality, and it is alleged
that in this case the protected makers
scamp their work, and do not produce

Iimplements such as are produced
lin the States. The Financial Minister
"must be careful, or the people will settle

the controversy by sweeping away the
customs' line. Smuggling, the irre-

nular antidote ta Protection, already
seems to be active along the frontier."
The special manufacture complained of

s " agricultural implements,'' on which
there is a large protective duty and in
which Our manufacturers have to compete
vith those of the United States. Wheyi

such dissatisfaction takes place it might
be well worth while for our Gôvernment
ta institute enquiries to asce tain the
cause of the ainbility of odr nianufac-
turers ta meet the demand on satisfactory
terms, Bystander hbs adopted the 1an-

guage of warning. He, holds that,
though mechanics are persuaded that
they have an interest in Protection, C as a
class they have none." The iaster, lie
argues, deals with them ''on the strictest

Iprinciples of Free Trade, buying their
"labour in the cheapest market while lie
îtsells its products in the dearest, and
"l dismissing them without compunction
Cl when he bas more hands than he wants.
"The natural tràdes from which-protec-
"tion withdraws them and diverts the

capital of the country at the same time
" would give them, as a class, more emi-
Iployment than the artificial trades into
"which their labour is forced." There is
a good deal of mystery in the foregoing
language. We ought ta be told which
the natuiral trades are. There are cer-
tain facts which cannot, we imagine, ha
disputed. One is that vhen there were
no manufactures there was a great
tendency on the part of our people to
emigrate to the manufacturing towns in
the United States, and that the saie
classes have sought employnent in con-
siderable numbers,.in our own manufac-
tories. We should like to know what
are Cthe natural trades " from which
our mechanics have been vithdrawn,
owing to Protection. ,Te next passage in
Bysiander is more easily understood. It
is said that Cover-production too, in
Cspecial lines is the sure consequence
"Iof artificialstimulus: in the Canadian
"cotton trade it is already beginning to
"C be felt, and there follows a reaction,
" which throws tihe workmen out of
" employment.1" It cannot be denied that
the rather sudden change fro, revenue'
to protective duties had a tendency to
stimulate manufactures, and that there
is reason to fear th4t there lias been an
over supply, but it mustbe borne innind.
that ili every country where manufactures
exist there are periods of over-production,
and of artisans being thrown out of am-
ployment. Those who encoiraged the
increase of duties are rather late in utter-
ing their warnings.

FIRE INSURANCE BY MUTUALJS.

An advocate ouglit to be careful as to
facts, lest his arguments should he upset
thereby, and he be suspected of wilful
misrepresentation.

A I communicàted" article under the
above heading, on page 1467 af the Mone-
try Ties is intended as a criticism
upon our analysis of the Abstracts and
Reports of the Inspectoi of Insurance for
Ontario, but our critic seems very desirous
that the Trade and Commerce and the
many other Mutuals of similar proclivities,

and endingi should ha altogether forgot-,
tcn. If ha will have Athe kindness to
refer to page .13 o the.Abstract, dated
May 19, 1882, ie vill find -his statement
that " the unpaid losses of 1881 by purely
mutuals did amount ta $10,595.47," is
very far short of the truth,-and why ? •

Then if ha will turn to page 202 of the
Report for the year ending December 31,
1880, he will find that the " Ratio of Sur-
plus to amount at Risk of the Dominion
Grange" Iwas 2.50, so that with 2.16 in
1881 and 2.24 in 1882 the Dominion
Grange has "increased its liabilities in a
greater ratio tlian its assets," and very
materially, too.

Next, if he will turn to page 196, Re-
port for 1880, he will find under the head
of 'Liabilities for Borrowed Maney,"
Nissouri $32.19- and on page 162,|Report,
1881, Expenditures for Interest, Nis-
sourri $32.17.

As in the latter report, is neither pay-
ment for borrowed money nor liability
remaining therefor, the $32.19 borrowed
and the $32.17 paid for interest laok
very near akin.

Again, on page 17 of A bstract for 1881,
he will find: I Repayment of Loans by
Usborne &llibbert ' $164; our quotation
is correct;, we leave the errors, if any, to
be arranged between our critic the U.
and . and the compiler of the A bstract.

of a lire shall be proportionately assessed
to pay the loss by that lire. There may
be circuistances which nay render the
payment of this loss before the realiz-
ation of Lhis assessment advisable, thus
justilying a temporary loan but policies
are continuously expiîring, and the notes
upon which Lthey are based should expire
with hem-barring the assessients thon
due upon thent. As policies are ever
expiring, sO are new polices, members
and notes being added. It is dislionest to
assess these itew members : for the losses
of years and times prior to their member-
ship, or for the interest, the consequence
of the loans obtained in pievious years
it is dishonest to quote low assessments.
as an iidtcemei t to nembership while a
debt is hanging aver the heads of the
as members i and it is neither hionest nor
prudent înor careful management which
allows debt to accumulate from year ta
year, as follows :-

Perhaps by some peculiar management
in the Wellington Mutulal, the doubt and
danger of these practices are avoided, but
it is wise to Ilavoid the appearance of
evil," especially as this Borrowed Money
evil lias been a very prominent feature
in so nany of the Mutuals which have
gone, dishonored, wiere the woodbine
twineth .

We wish every good fortune ta the
Wellington and every otiier company,
but must again iisist that ".Agency
Balances," and "amounts due in assess-
ments " are very doubtful of realization,
tsnd he cost i theli' collection tery large

in proportion to results obtained, as Our
Critic will ascertai n by a more thorough
and careful analysis of ail the insurance
companies' accounts for the last tiventy
years,-Facts are not demonstrated by
superlicial observation.

Our Critical Mutual appears to have
tried to raise a cloud of dust for the pur-
pose of hiding the evils and irrcgularities
oa the Mutual Companies and in the In-
surance Department of Ontario, but as
in Canada catte in the iela are more
picturesque than rocks, so carefuli honest
attention to durty is more valuable than
that versatility of talent whicl neglects
it.

CANADA'S FIS1.

We were not a little amazed at reading
an article in the Toronto Globe undeir the
above heading, Vhe abject a which ivas to
depreciate the value of the Canadian
lisieries, and to justify those Who con-
tended that,'irrespecive altogetherof the
payment awarded for- the use of oui in.
shore waters, the Maritime Provinées
have benefited by the permission given
to foreigners to fish therein. hlie Oiobe
bas failed to point ont where the United
States.consunmers of the varions lish whici
ha lias enunerated will procure them,
when the markets of the United States
have been closed.

The I Life and Tiies
If Sir John A. Macdonald necessarily em-
braces the history of Canada during the
last 40 years, the very period selected by
Mr. Dent fos his admirable history of
<'Canala since the Union of 1841."

Several éther histories have been written
and o course the recent "l Tile ao lon.
George Brown," by lon. Alexander Mac-
kenzie, necessarily deals with the.same
period and with the political questions
which were from tinie to time the subject
of legislative action. - In his first notice

oi Sir John A. Macdonald Mr. Dent

renai'ks that " it is proverbilly d1ifficuilt
ieto write impar'tially and dispassionately

of a very prominent mran during his lie-
tinc, and this is more especially tie

"when, as in the present instance, wide
diversity of opinion is ail but inevit-

able," tIn the course of our review of
Mr. Collins' "fe and 'Plimes ?' we shall

hae frequent occasion to notice Mr.

Dents history, and %e shall, therefore,
preface our further remiarks' with Mr.

Collins' opinion of that author. His history
he styles one of the inost assuming af
"'Our late historical contributions," and
he then proceeds to describe it: IThe
" book discusses the chief political everts
"since the Union of 1841 in a circum-
" stantial manner, and the writer en-
«deavors to lay the various sides of the
iquestion under treatment open to the
ti view of the reader; in every case htow-

«ever, closing the exhibition with his awn
oapinion. This is strictly true, and con

stitutes, in ourjudgmnent, one of the chief

merits of the history. Mr. Collins pi;oé
ceeds:-«IThe book is Valuablet chiefdy

tbecause.itis afairly accurate. record Of
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"the chier events of the time within its
"purview, faithfully recorded in chrono-
"logical order. There is not much pàrty
"bias in the book, though the writer's

"head 'bas a cant' towards Goverif-
"ment (towards which oE the many Gov-

oernments of opposite politios of which
uit treats?), and as a rule Mr. Dent's

bones are narrowless, and bis blood is
"cold. To enthusiasm he does not once
le rise. From the. first caver ta the last,

aine might fancy that he was a fish which
"had lived under the ice in the Arctic Sea
"all bis life titi captured by the publisher
"to write Tte Lwi Porly 'Years. Mr. Dent
"bas fair ability, much prudence, and a
"mind and impulse under a state of
"îrigid discipline Hie is cleverer than
"several Canadian writers w lom we

know, and inferior to many others that
"<we have met. He has not the faintest
"scintilla ofgenius lie never sinkcs belowv
" common sense, and never rises ta super-
"iority. In his whole bock there is
"ieither a bad nor a good sentence, save
" where lie describes Mr. W. H. Blake's
"eyes as assuming the lurid- glare of
"forkceil ligltning, and compares the
"sparkling of Gavazzi'sorbsto the glint
"of royal jewels. HIe is very pedan tic
"here and there tlrough his book, and
"has a way of putting quotation marks

around poor phrases of his own coining.
"IIe is usually correct in his statements,
"and bas no nercy in that cold heart of
"his for a brother who makes a slip in
"recording.a date or an incident, yet
"there glares out through his own pages
"amongsoine other.inaccuracies the state-
"mnut that the present Chbief Justice
"(Sir W. J. Ritchie) wYas one of. the con-
"federate delegates ta England, and that
"Mason and Slidell were taken off he
"Trent in nid-ocean. But Mr. Dent's
"book is a valuable'addition ta our litera-
"itre, as is aiso his C'anadian, Polilical

Gullery, wvhich contains sketches of our
"leading public men." We have given
at full length Mr. Collins' criticism of Mi'.
Dent's wvork i Canada since the Union."
Wlen we read it we were for ibly
reminded of a scene in the Britisliouse
Of Comnions, described in Greville.when
sir Edivard Sugden, speaking of Fox,
sad, " that he had na great iespect for
"bis authority, on whidlB trougha'm said
"loucl enougli to be heard ail aver tbi
"louse, and inL that peculiar tone that
"strikes like a. dagger- Pooir Fox.'
We were tempted to exclaim heye
riead Mr. Collins, criticism-Poor. Dent i
low differently he has been treated frö
not only Mr. GoldwinSmith, but Mr.
Roberts, Mr. EIder, Mr. George Stewart,
and M. Mercer Adam. Apart fram the

critiisms inn styIere are t'a alleged
inaccuracies wbilch we noticed with
pleasure, as affording proof that if- the
critic had been able to find others lie
would not have failed te mention thieni.
Mr. Dent described the capture of the
" Trent " as having been effected in mid-
ocean, w'hereas it was, according ta Mr.
Collins, in the 'Bahama Channel. We
apprehend that Mr. Deut's object was to
state in the most concise manner possible
that the occurrence took place ouitside
the prescribed three-mile limit of terri-
torial jurisdiction. No one îyith any
brains could have imagined that Mr.
Dent meant mid-ocean literally, and we
venture to assert that lie never was mis-
understood by a single reader. As te Mr.
Ritchie, wve.presume that Mir. Dent nwas
se far in error thait there being two
Ritchies, brothers, bath lawyers, both
raised ta tlî bencli, and beth of course
eminent in their profession, Mr. Dent fell
into'the error cf thinking that there vas
only one, the present Chief Justice"of
the Supreme Court. The erroi' ls of no
importance whatever. The other citi-
cisms are 'siuiply 'unworithy of notice.
Wlat we havé sp ecially desired our
readers ta note is the acknowledgment 1
tbat Mr Dent's hist'y iî "a fairly accur-
ate record of the chief events' o' the
period' Tha w is at wre desir i t rfd
in a bisto'iy, and we ai'e quite willing that
a ivriter should reserie his 'en.'ethsiasm"
for a work of a stricily paity character,
wlich ahistoi'y ought notto be. We mlst
réfer eiybrielly te the notice' f Mr.
Turcotte's history, "Lé Ccinada ous
eL' Union" Mi'. Collins asserts that
Turcotte " considers that Metcalfe held
Ithe balance fairly between al parties."
Such being exactly the reverse of truth,
we can draw no other inference than that
Mr. Collins is himself unacquainted witb
Turcotte's history. In.. describing the
resigriation of Ministers under Lard Met'
calfe, Mi. Turcotte states thiat tley " gave
proof of a noble independence." that
their conduct 'n'as approved by the
mass of thé population ofi Canada and
"supported by the great majority af the
''representatives of the people."' Else-
wlere lie Étated that Iduring- nine
"months Lord Metcalfe violated the

principles oi Canstitutionijl Govern-
I ment as estab]ished by the' resoltion

of 3841." Iii short, thereis no'room
for dout as. ta Turcotte'sopinion, wbich,
in his ownwords, as 'Lord Metcalfe did.
"not undersand 'onstitutional Govern

nient or, ife hunderstood it, be did not
"practise it." 'Al' that'M. Collins dcan
find.to justify his statement is that, after
his'censure iof' Lord Metcalfe's rpoIicy

Tucotte con trested lim with Lord Syeri-
ham; favorably ta the former, holding that
le had not wounded the 'feelings- of any
part of the population as ta the:distribu-
tion of power-in other words, Lord
Sydenham could not obtain the support
of any French Canadians, while Lord Met
calfe did obtain that of a Viger and a

Papineau. This, hoNever, does not justify
the severe remark of Mr. Collins:-" It

ni ight seem almost as if a portion of the
same poison w'hich seduced poor old

Viger from the path of duty had in seme
manner found its way ta the ear of the

"brillian t young hiistoi'ian." It is because
we entertained a high esteemn for the

brilliant young historian " thati we have
considered it right ta vindicate his
nemory from the gross misrepresentations
af Mi-. Collins.

We shall proceed te notice the 'life of
Sir John A. Macdonaldin coiinection
with the history of Canada during the
last'forty years. There seems no doubt
that the fâther of Sir John Macdonald
hald resided in Suthei'landshire, Sàotland,
and renovedithence ta Glasgow prior te
his emigration te Canada in the 'year
1820, at vi ich time the future premier
was 'about 'fiv yers oldI' so that he nay
be considered a Canadian. e was edu-
cated at Kiuinston, nhere lie 'studied lan
vith Mr. George Mickenzie, and 'cem
meiced the practice of his profession -at
the age of about 21. It would'be inferred
from Mr. Collins' notice that prior ta his
entrance into public life lie becam solici-
ter foi the Commercial Bank aid'alsoafor
the Trust and Loan Company. As regards
the latter institution it was not éhartered
until a ifew yeens 'after Sir Joln A. Mlc-
donald became a Member of' ParliPment.
He acquired'his first distinction by bis
defence of Von' Shouliz, a Pole, who was
induced tojoin the Amnerican sympathizers
with the Canadian rebels of 1837,/aid' vo
was s rash as te invade Canadian terri.
tory near Prescatt, where he w'as taken
prisoner and subsequently tried and exe-
cuted. Of course, Mi' Collins in his Life
eniters into muh 'mare detail than' Mr.
Dent'could possiblydo in the acurrences
'a.ir JohnA. Madafnald's lite, but'it can -
nlot be alleg'ed tbat' tiaii-li as not
done ull jueice te tle statesman. IL my
'be admitted that those wbo have'described
Sir John fMecdnild'spubliclife as 'a
sèries:ofc ontradictidns "-have net réfléet-
ed on the'changes of'opinidi thatalmst
invariably*occur in the'riin.l ofi rnenwnl

have been Ma y years actively engagadin
public life.;'lho'èe changes are often appar-
'ently contradictory. We find 'Liberls ba
coming Conservatives becaus tlie Mea-
sures which they deemed important in the
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public interests having been carried, they
were not prepared ta support other
changes of which they disapproved. Again,
Conservatives have found it impossible
ta continue ta resist public opinion, and
have yielded with a good grace, and sup-
ported a policy which their political party
liad previously opposed. Mr. Gladstone
and the late Earl of Derby are fair illus-
trations of both classes. Mr. Gladstone,
starting in public lifeas a strong Conserva-
tive, resigniig his seat in a Conservative
Government rather than give an ad-
ditional grant ta the Roman Catholic
College of laynooth, is now' the leader of
the Liberal party in England. Lord
Derby after commencing bis public life
as a Liberal, aiding in the passage of the
Reform bill, and in the abolition of slavery,
left lus party on the question of the
appropriation to secular purposes of a
portion of the Irish Clurch Revenues.
We find no fault with Mr. Collins for
defending Sir Jolin Macdonald, but we
think that lie lias been unnecessarily
harsh in dealing with Lord Metcalfe, who
in ail his proceedings had the cordial sup-
port of Sir Joln Macdonald and those
wlo acted with him. It must be borne,
in mind that much is now known that was
a complete nystery at the period of the
Metcalfe crisis. , For ail his proceedings
Lord Metcalfe ivas held personally
responsible, antd, as it was thouglt at the
time, justly There is now ood reason to
believe that his Lordship wzas specially
selected to perifrm the duty which lie
uidertook, and as at lenast seem>s highly
probable, nlot w'ithout great hesitation, if
not reluctance. That Lord Metcalfe
coniinitted grave faults will hardly be
denied in tie present day, but it seems a
little absurd for a writer who holds tlt
lie ouglit "ta have been tried for higlî
crimes and misdemeanors ' ta give the
greatest praise ta an infltiential member
of the paurt.y which encouraged himt t, act
as lie did. In support of his assertion
that Lord Metcalfe was chargeable with
cuuniog, 3fr. Baldwin is said ta have
remaiked ta a member sitting beside
lîim : Il once more lias the subtle Iidian
" delved a yard belon' our mines." This
is given as a quotation, but wherever Mfr.
Collins got it every one who knew Robert
Baldwin wil at once admit that it is an
invention. Such a remark nîever crossed
bhe lips of Mr. Baldwin. Mfr. Colins, we
are glai ta notice, lias stigmatized as it
deserves the absurd epitaph of Macaul ay
that I in Canada Metcalfe reconciled con-
tending factions ta each otber, nd to the
MotherCountry." e shall continue our
notice in future numbers.1

TIE CANADIAN BANK OF COM-

MERCE.,

The annual meeting of the above-named,
long-established bank was held in Toronto
on the 3rd inst., and, as was anticipate d
the report is highly satisfactory. The pro-
Bts amount ta very nearly 13 per cent on
the capital, and have bien applied to the
payment of an 8 per cent dividend, ta an
addition of $250,000 ta the Rest, leaving a
round sum at the credit of profit and loss
to ie carried forward. The Bank of Com-
merce has nearly fourteen millions of
deposits, and upwards of three millions of
circulation.

TIE IMPERfAL BANLK.

The annual meeting of the Imperial
Bank of Canada was leld at the Ilead
Office, Toronto, on the 3rd inst., and was
well attended. The report had been for
some time in possession of the public,
and was bighly satisfactory. The net
prfits for the year were nearly 20 per
cent, and, after payimg the regular divi-
dend of 8 per cent, $250,OO was added
ta the rest, wbich is nov $650,000, the
increased capital being $1,500,000, on
which the rest is 431 per cent. Acon-
siderable premium vas obtained on the
new capital stock subscribed. The report
adverts ta the excessive speculation in
real estate in the North-west and ta the
over-production of goods, and likewise ta
the prevailing anxiety as to the harvest,
but it is, on the whole, fer from discour-
aging cs ta the future. The old directors
were re-elected, inelticlimîg Mr, Merritt
and fr. Benson of St Catharines. Mr.
I. S. Howland was again elected Presi-
dont, and Mr. Thomas Merritt Vice-
President.

TIIE EXCHANGE BIANK.

The proprietors of thie Exchange Bank
are ta be congratulated on the highly
satisfactory report af the business of the
past year, whici will be fouid elsewhîere.
Fhe net profits ivere very nearly 22 per
cent on the reduced capital of $590000,
and, after paying four quarterly dividends,
aggregating 8 per-cent, ten per cent has
been added to the rest, bringing it up ta
$300,000, with the handsome amount of
nearly $52,000, at the credit of the contin-
gent account. If the Exchange Bank con-
tinues for a short period longer ta be as
successfully managed it %vill probably be
found possible to restore the capital to
what it was before the reduction. Mean-
time those who adhered to the Bank, and
they are among our very worthy fellow

citizens, have had a fair. return even on
their original investment. We were glad
ta notice that Mr. M. H. Gault, our worthy
Repiesentative, was able to be present at
the meeting and ta move a resolution. The
whole proceedings wyere very gratify ing.
