SENTIENCES IN THIE CONSPIRACY, CASE.

On the 31st- Mareh James Baxter and Ferdinand
Lemieux were called up for sentence having heen found
guilty of conspiving to defraud the Ville Marie Bank.
Before passing scnbence the prisoners were asked the
usual quesfion as to whether they had ought fo say. Bax-
ter thereupon avowed he was innecent, as his transactions
with the bank were such as he eonsidered he had a right
to carry through,  He then thvew himsell on the merey
ol the Court, pleading pathetically for consideration. of
his wile and family, as well as his own advanced age.
Lemienx had not a word to say.  Mr. Justice Wurtele
said, it would have heen well for both prisoners to have
heew honest, as they occupied positions in which. they
could have won: general respeet. He thought Baxter ought
Tave considered his wife and family before engaging in a
crime which had brought them sueh misery.  As Judge
lie had his duty to do and it would he done.  ITe said, a
serious miscarringe of justice would ha.e oceurred had
the prisoners not Leen convieted. He alluded to the pain-.
ful sullerings inflicted on many poor depositors by the
bank’s failure, to which calumity even several deaths
were ableibulable, and that failure had been precipitated
by the trauds commitied by the prisoners. e then sen-
teneed James Baxter to a term of live years in the -St.
Vingent de Paul penitentiavy.  Fevdinand Lemicux was
given the same, but, as he was already under a senfence
ol lwo years, one of them would run concurrently with
the longer term, so that he will have to serve six years
in the penitentiavy. By steady, good conduct these sen-
tenees may be shortened a few months, — For an ex-hank
manager and a citizen who lived in costly style in his
own residence on n fashionable street, to have heen driven
by eriminal greed info the cell of a penitentiary is-an
awlul fate, yet nob a whisper is heard of commiseration
or s:_ymp.n‘l‘hy lor these viebims ol their own unbridied lust

ing established between the chief producers on both sides
the Atlantic.  Quotations of the prices of ore, pig iron,
and coke, are no eriterion of the cost of producing manu-
factured iron, because the mines, the eviiserics, and the
smelting [wrnaces, ave mainly owned by the same pro-
prietors, or those with whom they are finaneially asso-
ciated.  'I'here is no open mavket for the raw materials
consumed in making finished iron, as the vuyers of sueh
materials arve the same persons who sell them: The

- "T'he income from gas was $634,817,
Irom bye-products, $121,436, gas stoves $2,548, old met-
als,-$3,131, and rent of property $1,827, making: n total
revenue of $763,760. = There is no mention of ‘receipts
from meter rents, which must be a very large, amomnt.
The outlays for mater ml, wages, faxes, rent, insurance,
lamys, had debts, and “miseellancous” mnountcd 1o $390,-
613. "T'his left a net revenue of %573,147. "The total

capital and bonds aggregate ‘b3 878,714.
paid amount to $249.864, and on honds, $3%,951, making
$337,815 as the amount devoted to returns on the com-
pany’s capital.
the dividends cqualled 10 per cent. thereon, and as the
honds are $880,074, the interest paid thereon was 4.03 per
cent., the average amount paid on the stock and bonds
combined was 8.71 per cent.  T'he net revenue amount-
ed to 9.26 per cent. on the total stock and bonds; that is,
the total capital. ~ This shows that the dividend of 10
per cent. eould not have heen paid were it not for a large
amount of the capital, $880,074, heing in honds, on which
4 per cent, was paid.  An item appears in the statement
which is not as e\pllcd, as desirable, two things being
mixed of a totally different naturc..
