Tbeue schools yviht
be establiehed upon a plan whicb ivill afford
ta vont numbers of the rising generation, the
largest conceivable amount of religflous and
moral instruction ; and viewed in connection
witb the various Sabbaîh-schoole, and o<ber
kindred institutions, under the supervision of
the Conference, we may couîfldently antici-
pote, that the 'churcla will, at no very remote
period, and througla this very instrumentality
toe, acquire a large and permnent accession.

SPECIAL RELIGIOUS SER VICES.
INi these religious exerc;ses there wil Sorie-
times appear to be a sonsiderable dcgree of
excitemcnt and dieorder. Now, flint pers-ons
deceply convinced of sin, should not only scem
ta he excited, but he in reality greatly excited,
ought neither to occasion euîrprisc, nor clicit
observation.

To spectaturs-toper8ons fot interest-
ed-to mere looliers-on-the effectâ produccd
during the3e revivals of religion, appear more
like confusion and ranatici3sm than the gra-
cious fruits of the Spirit. But it ought ta bc
remembered that c'the pool of Belhesda l's
fiLubled;" and that a great multitude of lame,
and blind, and impotent folk, arc going down
int it; and anon, coming up out of il, cured
of ail their diseuses. There is n constant de-
ecending and asccndirig; and the blind are
reccivîing sight-the ]oame arc walking, and
Icapiiigr,, and blessing God; and the tongues
ofthe dumb are singing bis praisle. No won-
der there is exciteraent; and ta ail that are
spiritually diseased we say, in the laqguage of
