MANAGEMENT OF WORN OUT FARMS.

Waldo F. Brown writes se followa fn the
Cnltivator and Country Gentleman on the

snob farina as an investment and fi dI quite
profitable ta expend a comparatively large
ent of money for fertilzrs, or ta met Il in
fruit, or u som other way. 1 wlah, how-
aver, te keep bn mind in writing on this snb
j mat the t lought of poor mon securing these
farina and auoceafully managlng them, rather
than rich mn. Three diffurent plans, al ofe
which will rquire but little plo wing, and
which will belp te improve the condition of
the tarin, cnar t, me. One as at icking the
tarin with dairy aows, another with oheoep,
and a third witb poultry. On sane farmins
ail of those could be carried on, and an any
farm poultry-raising can be combinat with
elther dairyiog or aneep-raising, and Il goes
partiolarly well with dairvyng, for milk and
ourtia make valuable food for poultry. Pro.
bably tbe average farner looks upcn poultry-
raislng asia very mai business, and yet there
la no doubt that many a poor farin which,
under a sytem of skinuing te grow wheat and
corn, la giving a very meagre support, could
ha made tu give a liberal on If atooked wit
poultry, and a carelul at:ention paid te the
fowls ae god fatrmers give to their other
stock. I know one tarm of fifty acres that fa
run on businese prinolples, fram awhh for a

series of year egge and poultry te the amount
of mûre than $3,000 a year was old, and aIl
the food for the poultry vas produned en the
farin. Tbis was la New England, where
price. will average, perhaps, double what
they are in Ohio; but thora are tou of thon-

Fint, mix tle flour, egge,
engar. ait, and a plnt of the milk, by wurk-
ing tilt ogether In a basIn er pan, with a
apoon, and when oulte smooth, add te re.
mainder of the milk ; work the batter
thorougbly. and pour it into a large pie-
diah, grîased with the butter ; add the fruit,
and bake the pudding for an hour and a
quarter.

Ingredients, two pounds Cf faur, twelvo
oncees of t·eaole, six ouoces of suet or drip-
ping fat, a qiarter o! an ounce of baking
powder, a punch of si.sploe, a little salt, one
pint o! milk, or water. Mlx the whole of
the above.named lagredienti la a pan, Into a
fi:m compact paste ; tie it up in a well
greamed and floured pudding.oloth; boil tbo
pudding for at least two hours and a balf,
and wheu doue, out it In slices, and pour a
little sweetened mltad butter over il.

Rub thre tarkey all aover with molterd
butrer, andi dredge wvell wihalirti ed fh>ur,
Liy it in the pan on its breasti, andi pour in a
quart of coldi water. Have Nb. oveon well
heatod, but not teo bot, as tho turkey' msit
ooiok nDaowly to ho done. Allow a quarter oi
an hour teoseaIh pound, Have some butter
lu s plate with s Iar ding mop. From time to
timo boat t the turkey' with gravy> ln tha pin,
r-ob oveor wlth Uho lardilng mop and dredge
again witht di-ur. Aa i browns tu from
aide to aide, and last of all brown lte breont.
Frequxent baasting, dnedging antd turning, wvill
lnsuro perfect cooking. Wbhen doue it shouldi
lie a rich, dark brown all over, anti when a
ferki is stuck dieep uno it no redi jaice mhould
run. Ruînove it No a bot diahi andi, if the
gravy> ls not goite thiok eoneogh, addt a t>a.
spooniul of fi >ur creamn-ed smoth with somne
cf theo greaso skimmedi fronm tRio gravy>. If
while cooking thé gravy in the pan bols
away tao much, more ataer should be adided.
