‘Kelly and Brown pleaded guilty, but
Ronhar and Jones sprang a surprise by
pleading not guilty. Each one con-
ducted his own case, and they put the
guiirds from the penitentiary thru a
- close cross-examination, the judge com-

ting Bonnar on the way he had

cted his case. He is a polished
young Englishman, and with a great
- flow of language, and he made an elo-
quent appeal on his own behalf, and
helped Jones in his case. Both jalso
addressed the jury, which, however,

found the.evidence straight against the
prisoners and took very little time in
returning a verdict. .
Judge Deeply Impressed.

Bonnar has also'to stand trial on a
charge of assaulting Guard Caughey in
Toronto on March 12, at the time the
prisoners tried to escape from the
train, and Brown must answer to the

charge of assaulting Deputy Warden ]

O'Leary at Toronto station. = These
cases were held over until the Decem -
ber sessions to allow the prisoners o
secure witnesses.

The plea made by. Bonnar for a
chance to make go! was one of the
best ever heard in the court house.
Judge Madden was much, impressed
with him, and said he would keep tab
on him, also stating that<he would alt

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NEED FOR PARLIAMENT,

The people of the prairie provinces
waht; lumber on the free list. Rough
lumber by law is free and manufactur-
ed lumber is subject to duty. Sawn
planks, boards, joists, scantling .and
other lumber dressed on one side only,
are admitted free, but a duty of 25
per cent. is imposed where they are
dressed on both sides or where the
edges are jointed, tongued or grooved.
The statute, substantially as it stands
to-day, dates back to 1894. For many

years lumber dressed on both sides, |

one side belng made to appear rough
by use of the sgo-called “Cdnadian
planer,” has been imported from- the
United States into Canada, "free, of
duty, not because the law 80 provided,
hut because the Laurier Government
winked at this evasion of the Customs
Act, at least in the prairie provinces.

When the present government c}me
into power, Dr. J. D. Reid, minister of
customs, asked for a ruling frem the
customs board, and they declared that
lumber dressed on one edge or on both
sides was subject to the duty. He
then ordered the law to Be enforced,
and when western Liberal members of
parliament complained of this, he de-
nhounced as smugglers the men who
Were Importing, duty free, the boarde
and other lumber dressed on both sides
or on one edge.

So far, so gpod: subsequently, the
matter was referred to the exchequer
court by means of a test case, and the
exchequer court, of course, decided that
the law meant what it said, and affirm-
ed the construction placed upon it by
the customs board. Meanwhile, how-
ever, and before the decision, 'we find
The Winnipeg Telegram, the chief
Conservative newspaper in the west, in
its issue of the 8th inst., saying:

The committee had the following to
say. regarding the suggestions  which
Hon. S. H. Blake made from the re-
ports cohtained in the convening cir-
cular -of 1911:

“This explanation, however, does not
solve the problem. presented by the
small church’ communities, Does their
smaliness. point to some defect in our
church .of which we ought to ‘take ac-
count?
