Feb. | 13 —~Andrew, Bopar
Law, chancellor. of the exchequer andﬂ
government leader in the house of
commons, replying to criticisms of the
government with reqpe_ct- to its home
policy, sald that in 1917 the national
service department had put into the
army 820,645 additional men and
placed in employment at home 731,000
men and 804,000 women.

Reférring to the food production, he
said that the cereals : produced 'in
England in 1917 amounted to 850,000
tons, and, in addition, the country had
produced an extra 3,000,000 tons of
potatoes.

England, said the chancellor, was
the only country in the war where
there had not been a dimunition in
food production. A milllon addition-
al acres were being put  under the
plow. This year 800,000 acres more
had been cultivated in England and
400,000 in Scotland and Ireland. The
total stocks of wheat in Great Britain
at the end of December, 1917, exceed-
ed those at the end of December,
1916, by one million quarters.

In 1917 there was built in Great
Britain 1,163,474 tons of whipping, and
170,000 tons were - obtained from
abroad. The chancellor explained that
the premier’s estimates of ship con-
struction were not reaiized because the
government had arranged to have a
large quantity of tonnage built in
America, but when America came into
the war she preferred, as the British
would have preferred, .to .take the
tonnage herself. But the tonnag:
was there.

Imports the Same.

Emphasizing the value of the ship-
ping controller's work, Mr. Bonar
Law said that, in spite of the diminu-
tion in ships and in spite of the fact
that Great Britain had lent 1,500,000
gross tons for the use of her allies,
in September, October and Novem-
ber, the nation had actually mport-
ad the same amount as had been im-
ported from February to April

It had been suggested, said the
chancellor, that becawse America had
entered the war, Great Britain ought
ito spend less. America had given
great help not only to Great Britain’s
aulies, but to Britain herse.f, for which
Britain could not be too grateful, but
the pressure on the allies owing to
the long continuance -of the war had
made the burden very great, and he
was glad to say that this country
had been able to give not less assist-
ance to some of her aliies because of
the assistance of America.

Defends Government.

Bonar Law defended the present
system of the government, pointing
out that the war cabinet idea had
been adopted by all the belligerents.
He rapeated Premier Lloyd George's
challenge that if the house of com-
mons did not have confidence in the
government it ought to get a goyern-
ment which would carry on the work
better than the present government.
Dut until the house .id this it was the
duty of the members to aveoid any
criticism, which would only’ be dam-
aging.

Allies 'in Champagne Destroy
Many German Defences and
Sheiters in Raid.

HUNDRED PRISONERS TAKEN

Twenty-Eight German Airplanes
Brought Down Since
First of Month.

Paris, Feb, 13.—A big raid was car-
ried out today by the French south-
west of Butte Mesnil. The German
positions were entered up to .the third
line and many defences and shelters

were destroyed.

This announcemerit was made by
the war office in its regular commu-
nication tonight, the text of which
says:

“In the Champagne, after brief ar-
tillery preparation, we carried out a
big raid in the region south of Butte
Mesnil, on a front of about 1,200 me-
tres., Our detachments penetrated the
German position as far as the third
line, overthrew the enemy defences
and destroyed numerous shelters. We

| captured more than one hundred pri-

soners.

“In the period from February 1 to
10 our pilots brought down 28 Ger-
man airplanes, 14 of which were en-
tirely destroyed and the other 14 ser-
iously damaged.

“Fastern theatre, Feb, 12: Artillery
actions occurred at the mouth of the
Struma, west of Doiran and north of
Monastir. Allied aviators success-
fully bombarded Savjak, northwest of
Seres, Kostovo, the railway between
Strumnitza and Doiran, and ezemy
encampments in the Cerna Valley.”

Greater Protection of Lobsters,

The Germans expect an allied of-
fensive on the western front as much
as the allics expect a German often-
sive, according to information ob-
tained at French general headquarters.
The enemy has worked hard aill winter
in preparing an extremely strong sys-
tem of defences, and he has brought
enough troops west to raise his
strength to 165 divisions. French ex-
Perts estimate that the utmost possible
number of divisions available to rein-
force his present estublishment is 20.
They allow only 12,000 men to a Ger-
man division, which is fighting at re-
duced strength, and they calculate that
the utmost total of fighting men that
the enemy can bring into employment
is 2,340,000. At present the enémy has
2,100,000 troops in the west, and of
these about 60 per cent, are in re-
serve,

This news would suggest the mili-
tary policy of the enemy north of the
Alps this year to be an offensive-de-
fensive one. He Probably calculates
by his new system of defence to hold
the allies at bay all the coming cam-
paign season, as he did last cam-
paigning season, and perhaps to under-
take an offensive of his own if he finds
the alled commanders napping at
some point. He meanwhile may pur-
gue his designs elsewhere in an at-
tempt to capture Salonica or to strike
down Italy. His strategic policy has
seemingly boen to defeat the allies in
detall by fighting or intrigue so as to

Kitchener, Feb. 15.—At the trial of
Charles Gerbig for the mqrder_ -~ of hi!
wife, which opened here at the spring
assizes today, the defence made out
2 strong case in an effort to prove
Gerbig insane. Witnesses were called
who testified to Gerbrg being struck
on the head with an ax 20 years ago
and acting queerly ever since. :

Dr. T. H. Callahan’s evidence was
the stropgest in support of the theory
that t,l::z1 prisoner is insane. He stat-
cd that Gerbig came to his office on
Oct. 19 and sat with his head down
for five minutes before he. would
speak. When asked by the dogmr
what his trouble was, Gerbig dectar-
eéd there was nothing the matter with
him,

Dr. Callahan stated that upon ex-
amination he found Gerbig suffering
from mental depression, and later sent
him to the hospital. Gerbig left the
hospital on November 28 and the .
crimef was committed on November
29. Dr. Callahan stated that he was
opposed to the man leaving the hos-
pital, but he could not be persuaded
to remain any longer. u

Gerbig was described by men who
have employed him in Tavistock as
being erratic as long as they had
known him. His two brothers swore
that he was in the habit of going out
on to the street with one shoe' on
and one shoe off, and bothering people
on the street with the recitation of
his imagined troubles. i

Crown Prosecutor Makin on cross-
examination considerably moderated
much of the evidence given to sus-
tain the insanity theory, altho he was:
Tnable to shake the evidence of Dr.
Callahan, who declared that Gerbig,
was suffering from melancholy, a dan-
gerous form of insanity, and consid-
ered that Gerbig might be classed as
a dangerous man.

Couple Quarreled.

Pearl Bedford, who lived with the
Gerbigs for a year, revealed in her
evidence that the pair had not got-
ten along very well and had had many
quarrels during the year sh stayed
with them. ' She stated that the quar-
rels were over money affairs and over
Gerbig’s tendency to go out with other
women, 3 T i

The crown elicited 'the information
from William Gerbig, brother of the
accused, ‘that Gerbig owned his own
house, ‘had eight hundred dollars in
the bank, and had also valuable jew-.
elry in his house at the time the tra-
gedy was discovered.

The crown

- i
prosecutor, .- Makin,
pointed out that Gerbig was sane
enough to achieve a comfertable fin-
ancial success in life.

This evening evideénce was given for
the defense by Mrs, Gerbig, mother of
the - accused, who “lives in Stratford
and Dre. Huehnergard and Hagmeir
of "this city, and Dr. Harvey Clare, as-
sistant superintendent of the Toronto,
Hospital for Insane, after which tHe
defonse rested its cdse. The  crown
will submit evidence in rebuttal when
court resumes tomorrow morning.

Mrs. Gerbig related a number of
peculianities of her son after he had
been ' injured ‘by being struck on the
head by an ax nearly 20 years ago.
The physicians were of the opinion
after watching the actions of ' the pri-
soner’ that ‘he was of unsound mind.
Dr. Clare stated that he had examined
Gerbig for nearly two hours on Mon-
day. and had watched his actions in
the court room and after hearing the
evidence of the witnesses :for the de-
fense, had mno hesitancy in declaring
the prisoner to be insane. His evi-
dence was not shaken.

Existing Conditions _ Brir;g
Change in Regulations of
Order Ggyerning Nurses.

OFFICERS ELECTED

Prominent = Clergymen and
Physicians.Pay Tribute to
- Work of Order.

“A marvelous spirit of wervice and
sacrifice has stirred - the - world,
brompting the best young men in
Canada to leave comfortable home:s
for the trenches in Flanders, A simi-
lar opportunity for equally useful
service is offered to young Women
who desire to relieve suffering where-
ever it is found, in the work of the
Victorian Order,” said - Sir William
Gage in his annual report as presi-
dent at the 20th annual session of the
Victorian Order of Nurses yesterday
in the Gage Institute.

“Unfortunately, many young wom-
ém, prompted by such a noble desire,
and wishing to become nurses, are
debarred because of the lack of funds
to carry them thru the training per-
iod. Many of the hospitals do not pay
anything to nurses while they are in
training, at least for the first year or
two.

“In reply to a recent letter from
the opresident of the national council
of the Viectorian' Order at Ottawa
calling for suggestions as to how the
Victorian Order can best meet exist-
ing conditions, I have outlined the
establishment of training schools at,
say, two centres—Toronto and Mon-
treal. At present mo nurse is taken
on our staff unless) she has reen a
8raduate of some recognized training
institution: for some years to come
‘we- cannot expect to secure graduate
nurses, either from Canalda or the
Uniited States, to the same extent as
heretofore.

Training Home.

“In ‘my. letter to the president, I
have suggested that the proposed
Victorian training schools be estab-
Yished in connection With one or more
of the Toronto hospitals, and in this
way, thru affiliation with the local
hospitals, our nurses in training would
receive practical bedside and theore-
tical training—would have an oppor-
tunity of university lectures now
given fo our, nturses in the post-grad-
uate course—a knowledge of social
service work and the work of the
school and ecity nurses.”

Wonderful Year.

Miss Hall, the superintendent, in
her report, pointed out that it had
been a year of changes for the order.
Apparently the order is popular with
the poor and middle class. Donaiions
from the Needlework Guild of infants’
wear were most acceptable. The
nlurses have cared for 4673 patients,
have ‘'made 30,500 visits, and nursed
1367 maternity patients.

The distribution of the bleod is - under
the control of an automatic system which
doctors call the vaso-motor nervous sys-
tem, vaso-motor being medfcilese for
blood-vessel moving.

And the more
we lie abed the more we rely upon arti-
ficial luxuries to keep us warm, the less
responsive is the wvaso-motor system to
natural stimulus.

Coddle yourself considerable
perod and you will grow unduly sensitive
to every slight change of temperature.
Be a mollycoddie in overheating your liv-
ing rooms and your work rooms, and
you will become a regular complainer
about drafts,

Compared
with the production in 1916—gold,
$92,590,800, and wilver, 74,414,802 fine
ounoea——these figures Lnd-lcate a‘ re-
duction in gold output of $8,133,700
and in silver output of 170,302 fine
ounces.

Arizona, which produced $4,092,800
in 1916, yielded $5,633,800 in gold in
1917, and was the only state which
hdd an _increased output. - The de-
creases in the yield of gold from the
principal producing states were as
follows: - Colorado, $3,240,000; Califor-

tana, $572,000; Idaho, $347,000; New
Mexico, $325,000; Utah, $239,000; Ore-

Complete figures show the production
of Alaska Gold during 1917 . aggregated
