Notwithstanding the bad weather 
which has caused somewhat of a 
slackening in the violence of the oper­
ations, Field Marshal Haig's forces 
have materially encroached upon 
Cambrai and St. Quentin, while far­
ther south the French armies are 
pressing eastward on the old Noyon 
sector towards La Fere and Laon, 
and northward from Soiasona in an 
auxiliary manoeuvre with the same 
objectives In view.
Vesle and the Aisne rivers, where the 
American troops are fighting with the 
French, additional ground has been 
gained by the allied forces.

The British are now standing at 
Vllleveque, six miles from St. Quen­
tin, having carried out an advance 
over a ten-mile front on the general 
line of Epehy-Resbecourt and Ver- 
mand.

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BRIDGED UNDER FIRE |Cleveland Sept, 8.—Eugene V. Debs, 

four-times candidate for president of the 
United States on the Socialist ticket, will 
go on trial In federal court here tomor­
row morning charged with violation of 
the Espionage Act.

Debe was secretly indicted by the fed­
eral grand July on June 29 on an Indict­
ment of ten counts, and was arrested 
here June 30 as he was about to address 
a meeting of Cleveland Socialists. The 
charge against him Is based on a speech 
Debs delivered at the state convention 
of the Ohio Socialist party at Canton, 
Ohio, June 16

In the Canton speech, Debs is alleged 
to have declared the purpose of the allies 
In the "war to be the same as that of the 
central powers; he urged his hearers to 
know that “they were fit for something 
better than cannon-fodder"; he declared 
himself as guilty as Mrs. Rose Pastor 
Stokes, who was recently found guilty 
of violation of the espionage law; he' 
vraiaed the Bolshevik! and the LW.W., 
and counseled his hearers not to worry 
over the charge of “treason to their mas­
ters."

If found guilty. Debe faces a sentence 
of twenty years ’ Imprisonment and a 
810,000 fine on each count.

Toronto is admitted by the assess­

ment department to have a popula­
tion ot 489,881. There Is ’ not the 
slightest doubt that our population Is 
over half a million, but the assessors 
are always conservative and could 
probably scare up another three per 
cent, over the present number If they 
tried hard. A* all events, the popu­
lation is Increasing, the official num­
ber being 16,862 over last year.

It Is of Importance to note that the 
population has trebled since 1893 and 
doubled since 1906, when ti was 288,- 
642. This doubling in 18 years bears 
out our long-standing expectation of 
a million in 1984, the centenary year 
of the city. In fact, If we double in 
13 years we should attain the million 
earlier. If we only treble In 26 years 
from 1909 we would have a popula­
tion of 976,906, but we stick out for 
the million. But the point Is that 
while we are going to have a million 
we are not planning for a million, 
but are still beset by the cramped and 
narrow Ideas of village politicians. It 
these good souls would-only retire to 
some nice, quiet village, whose dl 
mensione would square with their 
circumscribed views, ti would be a 
great relief to everybody concerned.

"Notwithstanding what has been 

said to the contrary, I believe there 
la less drunkenness among the men of 
the Canadian army in England and 
France, altho beer la available, than 
there Is in prohibition Toronto to­
day."

Since the beginning of the big drive 
by the British on the western front, 
nearly 1600 Toronto men have been 
listed among the casualties. Two 
hundred and fifty of them have either 
been killed in action or died from 
wounds received In battle.

Fllght-Lleut. W. Arthur Rymal met 
his death in England on SepL 6, just 
one year exactly from the date of his 
enlistment in the air force. He was 
a son of John W. Rymal, 89 Avenue 
road. He was educated at Jarvis 
Street Collegiate, and prior to enlist­
ment was on the Toronto office staff 
of the Bank of Commerce. He went 
overseas last winter.

Capt. Norman Victor Cluff, M.C., 
one of the "original firsts,"’ . is re­
ported to have been killed In action. 
He was a son of Geo. J. Cliff, 84 Laws 
street. He went overseas as a private 
in the 1st contingent, went thru se­
veral battles, was wounded and then 
invalided home to Canada. After 
eight months at home, however, he 
qualified as an officer, went overseas 
again, and for services at the front, 
was awarded the Military Cross and 
rank of captain. Two brothers are 
overseas.

Lieut. G. R. Collin, who went over­
seas with the 84th Battalion, has 
been killed in action. He had been 
employed as buyer and manager with 

Murray-Kay Co., prior to enlist­
ing. Lieut. Collin was married, and 
leaves his wife and one child, whose 
home la at 96 Glendale avenue.

Word was received by Mrs. H. W. 
Pearson, 6 Burlington crescent, that 
her brother, Lieut. H. M. 'Sert" 
Upton, was killed In action on Aug. 
80. He went overseas with the 36th 
Battalion from Toronto. He was a 
son of the late Frederick M. Upton.

Fllght-Lleut. E. W. Helmer, only 
son of F. F. Helmer, 86 Fox bar road. 
Is reported to have been killed on 
Aug. 8. He had previously been 
reported as missing.

Lieut Wilfrid H. Denton, son of 
Judge Denton, 81 Foxbar road, has 
been wounded for the third time. He 
has this time received a gunshot 
wound in the right leg. He went 
overseas with the 92nd Highland 
Battalion.

Lient. Thomas H. George Is report­
ed as suffering from gunshot wounds. 
He Is a Toronto boy, who Is well 
known in musical circles and recog­
nized as a pianist of brilliance. Early 
in 1918 he Joined the C.O/P.C. and 
went overseas as a lieutenant In an 
Irish regiment. He has been a year 
In France. Hie mother resides et 89 
Forest Hill road. Chat. George, a 
brother, le a member of the editorial 
staff of The World. A sister, Miss 
Alice George, Is secretary of the To­
ronto Humane Society.

Lieut. Arthur O. 6tanway, eon of 
Mrs. George Stanway, 146 Isabella 
street, was wounded on Sept 8 and 
Is now In No. 14 Field Hospital, near 
Boulogne. He was bom In Toronto 
82 years ago, and went overseas In 
1918 with a draft of officers. His 
service In France extended over a 
year and a half. He was engaged In 
the commission brokerage business in 
Toronto under the firm name of Geo. 
Stanway apd Company.

Capt. F. G. Powell, son of George 
H. Powell, 697 Doveroourt road, pre­
viously reported as missing, Is now 
stated to be wounded and a prisoner 
of war. He was captain of a bomb­
ing squadron of the Royal Air Force.

He 
told of the railway men, whose 
work was a wonder, the C. A 
S. C„ the C. A. M. C. and especially 
the work of the nursing sisters In the 
casualty clearing stations. The 
stretcher bearers he described as 
"splendid men” and gave a graphic 
description of their dangerous work. 
In speaking of the wonderful forti­
tude of the men, he said that courage 
was a thing of principle and not of 
temperament. “We are all coward»,” 
he maintained, "and the courage that 
le shown 'over there,’ Is a courage of 
principle and Is one of our heritages 
received from our British forefathers."

In speaking of those who had beep 
forced to stay at home he declared 
that if It had not been for the mag­
nificent work done by them, the men 
at the front would have suffered more 
than they had done. “If It had not 
been for the wonderful work done by 
the many Red Cross Societies here, 
the boys would have suffered a thou­
sand times more than they did, and 
I bring to you all a message of grati­
tude for the many presents and the 
attention shown to them."

In conclusion he said they must not 
forget the work done by the British 
navy, "And I say, ‘God bless the Bri­
tish navy,’ for they have fed England, 
and kept the seas free."

Chatham, Sept. 8.—That the seed corn 
situation will be as serious as ever was 
the consensus of opinion of the Ontario 
Corn Growers’ Association meeting held 
yesterday to discuss the question. Agri­
cultural representatives were present 
from Kent, Essex, Lembton, Middlesex. 
Elgin and Norfolk In addition to pro­
minent corn growers of these counties.

The opinion was, expressed that none 
of the southern grown varieties of corn 
seem adapted to conditions In Ontario, 
and those that do are so badly mixed 
that It renders them useless from a seed 
standpoint.

38 Net revenue of the Spanish River 
Pulp and Paper Mills, Limited, for 
the fiscal year ended on June 30, last, 
is about $890,000 less than for the 
previous fiscal yeas-. President George 
H. Mead states in the annual report 
that the reduction in earnings is 
largely due to the prices fixed for 
newsprint -paper by both the Canadian 
and United States governments. He 
says that this condition has affected 
the company more than most of the 
other pulp and paper companies, be­
cause Its output heretofore has been 
almost exclusively newsprint paper, 
while nearly all other Canadian mills 
produce diversified products, prices, of 
which are not restricted. The com­
pany, has, therefore, taken steps to 
develop an output of products other 
•than newsprint, and about $960,000 
has been spent with this aim. The 
productive capacity of the plants has 
been increased 100 tons per day.

Another adverse factor was the 
shortage of water, due to drought, 
necessitating the purchase of ground- 
wood to the amount of about $300,000.

London, Sept. 8.—An official com­

munication on bombing and raiding 
operations Issued by the air ministry 
says:

"On the night of Sept 6-7 our 
squadrons carried out attacks against 
two hostile airdromes. Fires were 
caused, but observation of the results 
was hindered by weather conditions, 
as were operations generally. All of 
our machines returned.

"On the morning of Sept. 7 our 
squadrons attacked the railways at 
Ehrang (four miles northeast of 
Treves, Prussia), and the chemical 
works at Mannheim. Good bursts 
were observed on and beside the rail­
way lines at. Ehrang.

“Fierce opposition was met with in 
the raid on Mannheim, but despite 
this the objective was reached and 
successfully bombed. Eight direct hits 
and many other good bursts were ob­
served on the chemical works. Our 
squadrons fought largely superior 
numbers of enemy airplanes both be» 
t-ire and after reaching the objective. 
One squadron had a hard continuous 
fight for a distance of 70 miles before 
reaching Its objective, and the fight 
continued for another 70 miles on the 
way back. Over two tons of bombs 
were dropped on Mannheim.

"As a result of the fighting 
enemy airplane was destroyed and two 
more were driven down out of con­
trol. Four of our machines arc miss­
ing."
