That .an accident should have oc-|
curred, in spite of all thelr efforts to be|
contrary in the re ulations they observe, .
fs no more surprising than that in polo, |
hunting, steeplechasing, shooting. or foot-
ball, a few lives are most unfortunately lost
pach year.

T am unable to follow-its flights
in go ideal an empyrean, Boxing will never
be given up while Englishmen remain what
they aré, It is equally useless to talk |
heroics about its viciousness, and to abuse
sport.—St.

A Betting Decision. in England.

At Scarborough, England, great interest
was taken one day last month in the hear-
ing of summonses against four persons--
James Manners, Peter Costello, Edward
Smith and George Dixon—who were charg-
ed with frequenting and using one of the
principal thoroughfares for the purpose of
betting.
