The Gold Commissioner has ruled that
any ground adjoining a creek claim may
be staked as a hill claim, whether there Is
a hill there or not.

Counsel Consume Four and a Half
Hours in Addressing Jury
in Sifton Trial. ;

MEDICAL TESTIMONY PIVOT POINT

Prisoner is Showing Signs of the
Terrible Strain He Has
Been Under,

London, Ont.,, Oct. 2.—The Sifton mur-
der trial is almost at an end. Only His
Lordship’s charge to.the jury remains to
be given. The defence cut their case
shorter than had been anticipated, amd
are depending almost sviely wupom the
medical testimony to clear their cllent.

This afternoon the defence called two |
witnesses, who clailiéa to have seen the |
deceased Sifton on .the way to the barn
on the morning of the tragedy, cérrying
an ax on his shouidew,; Zijs was calculat-
ed to disprove Walter Herbert’s story
that Gerald Sifton had taken the ax to !
the barn himseif. |

The addresses of counsel to the -jury
occupled four hours and forty minutes, of |
which Mr. E. F. B. Johnston, for tne'
prisoner, used up three. The learnea
yonnsel apparently made an effective ad.
dress, devoting much of his opportunity te
liercely ” criticize the three Mordens, who
were Crown witnesscs. |

‘The prisoner s showing marked evi- !
dence of the terrible strain which is upon
him, and the whole afternoon his young
wife sat close to the dock, where she
wept almost continuously.

don swore that he, had examined Mary
McFarlane after JoSeph Sifton’s death to,
ascertain if she was pregnant.

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FRANCE AND RUSSIA.

The Franco-Russian alllance is develop-
ing a new phase. In most circles the com-
bination has been looked upon as princi-
pally for military protectlon to both,  if
not for some aggressive action In Bastern
Europe or in Asia. But France, having
helped Russia in money matters, now ex-
pects & quid pro quo in the shape of the
abolition, or at least a diminution, of the
Russian tarilf against French wines. Rus-
sia has hitherto been one of the largest
consumers of French wines, and the tarift
recently put on by the Czar's government
has brought consternation to the wine-
growers of her ally. The vintage of this
year in France shows an enormous yleld,
and the farmers see heavy losses ghead
unless the tariff wall Is pulled down. Rus-
gla has been growing grapes herself, and
now produces her own wines of the chéap-
er beverages, hence only the finer vari-
eties’ of champagne, Bordeaux and Bur-
gundy can be sold in Russia. -The Freuch
wine-growers discover that they must have
wodern machinery and better fertilizers
if they are to compete with other coun-
tries, and the clamor has become acute.
It is demanded that the alliince shall yield
Bowe solld result to France, which will
even up with the bemefits conferred on
Pussia In the shape of loans, Some
French statesmen begin to see that Rus-

0 sia is leading France by the nose, getting

her woney and giving nothing .in return,
while other nations also are profiting from
French bonds, France alone getting no-
Jthing out of the tramnsaction. A good
many leading writers have looked upon
ixhe alliance as am unholy omne from the
start, and it now beglns to look as tho
sthe wily diplomats of Russia have got the
best end of ‘the bargain. At any rate the
mon-
archy in Kurope with the republic which
drove the Orleanists from the throne Is
one that can hardly have permanency.

RAPID TRANSIT BY TROLLEY.
The decision of the Street Rallway Com-
pany to add to the speed of the cars will
meet with approval from business people.
Rapid transit is a demand of the present
day, and there is nothing more- véxatlous
than a long wait at a street corner. But
the proposal to take off cars from certain
routes is not In the right _line. Indeed,
more cars should be put on, rather than
any taken off. The gain of a few minutes’
time in a yun of five or six miles is not
so important in the aggregate as the abil-
ity to get a car quickly on arriving at n
street corner. The Board of Control should
see to it that no cars are taken off,

CULTIVATION OF THE GRAPE.
The production of beer and wine is &
topic of interest in all countries, and some
comparisons have been recently instituted
in England In regard to the relative cost
of the two beverages. An extended sum-
mary was given In yesterday's World
from a paper writpenA at the reguest of
the London Chamber of Commerce by Sir
James Blyth, bart., whose observations at
the Parls Exposition furnished him witn
much information on the subject of grape
culture and wine production. In the same
paper Sir James deals with wine and beer
in a comparative sense as to cost, the ob-
ject belng to gulde vitfculturists In the
British colonies who may-wish to go ex-
tensively iInto the wine business. On the
assumption that the land which grows
barley is of the same value as vine land,
Sir James shows that wine at the place
of pgoduction is as cheap as or cheaper than
beer, because the making of the Euglish-
man’s beverage involves more labor. He
scouts the idea that a cheap wine cannot
be genuine, and combats the arguments of
British statesmen that wine Is a luxury
and should be taxed as such, while beer
is treated as a necessary of life.  Sir
James contends that wine could be dis-
tributed in England at a little over the
price of beer, if the duty were made pro-
portionate to its cheapness as a beverage,
and on the old legislative formula—the
greatest good tp the greattst number—
clafms that a hoon would be conferred on
PBritain’s millions by placing beer and wine
on a similar footing, so that people would
be free to® choose the julce of the grape
or the liquor from malt at will.

The writer does not despair of seeing
wines produced in Australia-and South Af-
rica which will rival the finest French,
Portuguese, Spanish or German vintages,
but points out that this can only be done
thru the selection of suitable localities
and a wise choice of the varlety of wine
to be grown, as well as by a system of
pafinstaking culture, which will ensure
the high gquality necessary to compete with
the results of centuries of expefience, as
in France.

Sir James gives information as
to the land which produces the best wines,
and in this there is a good deal of variety.
Jut the best wines come from well elevat-
ed plains and hillsides. The extent of sun-

it is shown that some wines require more
sun and others more rain for the best re-
sults. For instance, the best claret re-
quires a happy mean of tqmperature, while
the finest Burgundy demands an abund-
ance of sunshine and but little rain.

In discussing the exhibits of champagne
it is found that the process of production
“from grape to goblet’ approaches almost
a fine art. With suitable soil, climate and
storage and the same attention to neces-
sary details as given in Framce, Sir James
does not see why some of the British col-
onies should not be able within a reason-
able time to produce a sparkling wine
which will make a name for itself, but he

put a wine on the market as first-class
merely because it can be made to sparkle,

The writer, after explaining the process
of manufacture of champagne, turns te
an exhiblt of Saumur, a sparkling wine,
which possesses real merit, and which
British colonists’ would be lkely to have

proper storage facliitles Is ome of the
prime features in a wine-ghrow-
ing country, .and this Is emphasized

Regarding Port wine, Sir James says:
«“1¢ some of our colonial brethren can find
a rugged suntrap like the Douro Valley,
with steep, craggy sides, sloping to the
river, of similar geological formation and
under skies of [sunshine of equal but not
‘surpassing heat} they will have a spot for
making Port wlim our own Empire,which
may yet equal that of our old friend In
war and wine—Portugal.”
Jn summing up, Sir James Blyth Is In-
clined to look to the Australlan Common-
wealth for a large contribution in the near
future to the wpl‘ld's total supply of light
wines of the Burgundy and claret types
from black grapes, and the Hock and Sau-
terne types trojpl white grapes, and the
sparkling from both. ‘‘We might add,"”
says Sir James, “as a probable source of
supplyl for some wines of those descrip-
ions, the Dominion of Canada, from the
vineyards of the yast province of Ontario,
and, as a pc;salhle contributor not yet en-
tered upon tha}compeutlon, New Zealand
may also be included.”
The writer expects that the South Af-
rlecan possessions will soon resume ex-
porting wines.  He says: “It 18 due to
the Cape Colonists to say that, had the
present Imperial sentiment existed during
the years when their very excellent strong
wines such as Portac and Constantia, al-,
most dropped out of public knowledge,
{hose wines would still have a wide cur-
rency among our consumers. There is no
reason why, in the future, wines of the
Port, Sherry and Madeira types should not
be abundantly supplied from thence.”
In conclusion, Sir James Blyth advises
growers in the colonies to strive to pro-
duce the very best wine possible, whether
it be from black or white grapes, and
again he recomimends a following of the
French methods of ¢ulture and storage.

The subject &1 wine-growing is one that
should be taken hold of by Canadian farm-
ers. There are doubtless great possibill-
ties In this Dominion for & profitable in-
dustry in this ¢onnection. Grapes of many
varieties grow  luxuriantly ‘o different
parts of Canada, and there can be no
doubt that with pfoper, attention to eul-
ture the product could be largely increas-
ed. Many hm‘ des, looked upon as bar-
ren, could be made very profitable, once
farmers understood that grape vines would
thrive there, :We have the Pelee Island
graperles, and | wine vaults in connection
with them, from which wines for local
consumption are sent out In fairly large
quantities, and at a good profit, but the
wine exported amounts to very little, In
the Nlagara Peninsula also a good many
grapes are grown, but their manufacture

The Ministeps of Agriculture, both Do-
minion and Provinclal, in Canada, should
take steps to disseminate lmowlen}ge in
grape calture among the farmers. Papers
such as that of Sir James Blyth, and pub-
lished as a supplement to The British
Empire Review for September, should be
seattered brogdcast thruout the country,
and, if farmers took hold of the thing, it
would be found that much land now re-
garded as almost useless would be made
productive and valuable, In France grape
culture is carried on even in marshy dis-
tricts, whiie every kind of 'soil is made
to produce the frult more or less abund-
antly.

John Pendrel of this city. Barrister T. C.
Robinette, who appeared for the defend-
ant, admitted the two marriages, but al-
leged that a divorce was obtalned by

Barphardt from the accused dat Detroit on |

April 9, 1900, under the laws of the State
of Michigan.

Roth her @lleged husbands were in court.
Mr. Pendrel, the second husband, detalled
fhe ecircumstances of his marriage with
.the defendant at St. Barnabas’ Chureh.
Attorney J. W. Drummond of Detroit was
called by Mr. Robinette, and produced a
copy of the original decree of divorce.
The decree was granted onm the ground of

. extreme cruelty. He: alleged that she
slapped his face, tore up his mail and re-
fused to prepare his meals. The applica-
tion went thru with very little opposition
on the part of the woman. When the ac-
cused married Dr. Barnhardt, the petition,
er, she had been the widow of a Detroit
commercia} traveler for four years,

Mr. Robinette, in asking for the dis-
chargey of the prisoner, after all the evi-
dence was im, contended that Mrs. Woods
Jdid not intend to do any wrong by being
married ' the second time, she believing
that the decree of divorce obtalned by the
first husband was valid in e

Judge McDougall allowed the case to go
to the jury, and during his charge pointed
out that the case of Barl Russell in Eng-
jand was an instructive object lesson.
Courts of other countries have no jurisdic-
tion in Canada. If they had, sald His

; Honor, there would be a tremendous exlt

* %o Detroit of couples who had petty dif-
forences. Again, Judgé McDougall, In
vlosing, impressed on the jury the fact
that a foreigm court has no power to dis-
solve a marriage in Canada, and he also
critielzed the laws of some States in the
Tnlon im respect to granting divorces. Af-
ter being out about an hour, the jury re-
turned a verdict of guflty, with a strong
recommendation to mercy. The defendant
was released on ball to appear for sen-
t¢nce at the mext court, and in the mean-
time the reserve case to the de-
fence mpon the validity eof the divorce In
Canada will be argued at Osgoode Hall.
