W. R. Brock in Favor of Govern-
ment Ownership If It
Would Pay,

Ottawa, Aug. 27.—(Special.)—The
names of the gentlemen who are to
compose the belated transportation

commission were announced by the,

Prime Minister in the House to-day.
John Bertram of Toronto is to bhe
chairman of the commission. As~
sociated with him are Mr. Reford of
Montreal and Mr. Foy of Quebec.
This announcement was drawn from
Sir Wilfrid by W. R. Brock, who, in
the course of a vigorous criticism of
the national transcontinental railway
project referred to the government's
delay in making the appointments.
Mr. Brock declared himself in favor
of government ownership of railways
if government ownership will pay.
The longest speech of the day was
made by Wade of Annaypolis, It was
one of the strongest arguments in fa-
vor of the contract that have yet been
made in the House. He went after E.
B. Osler of Toronto in respect to the
latter's interpretation of two impor-
tant provisions in the contract. He
declared that none of the material us-
ed in the construction of the railway

will be exempt from customs duties.
The exemption would only apply to
materials imported directly by the
government, and would therefore not
be in force until the railway is hund-
ed over to the lessees.

Wade's Own Opinion,

Mr. Wade argued that the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway scheme would
not affect the Georgian Bay Canal
project. The two were entireiy sepa”
rate propositions. There would be no
difficulty in carrying out the provisions
in the contract which give other com=
panies running rights over the Grand
Trunk Pacific. He instanced the case
of the Grand Trunk Railway and the
Wabash Railway, which operate 229
miles of railway in ccmmon and en-
counter no difficulties whatever, The
contract between these two companies
was produced to refute Mr. Barker's
statement that the Wabash Railway is
not permitted to solicit local traffic on
this line, which it uses in common with
the G. T. R.

Mr., Wade paid considerable attention
to the assertion of Mr. Osler that &s
a result of the contract not a single
steel rail would be rolled in Canada for
the next fifty years. No such construc-
tion could be placed on the clause, he
declared. The work of construction
would be put up to tender, and Lhe
ccntractor who wundertook 'the work
would not have the right to import
building materials, etc., free of duty.
The exemption would apply solely to
materials purchased by the govern-
ment, and no exemptions from duty
would be allowed until the road is
handed over to the government,

Challenged by Opposition.

Several opposition members chal-
lenged this interpretation of the con~
tract, but Mr. Wade clung to the opin-
ion that all the materials entering into
the construction of the road will te
subject to the usual duty. Discussing
Mr. Borden’s scheme, Mr. Wade declar=
ed that E. B. Osler might well support
it, as it meant the expenditure of
twenty-four millions to purchase an
unprofitable section of the C, P. R.,
land a further sum of three millions for
|improvements.

Mr. Wade announced the result of an
enquiry which he had made as to the
legal standing of Jas. K. Smith, K.C,,
of Toronto, who had been quoted as
jan authority by the member for West
| Toronto. “I find that he is a man of
{means,” said Mr. Wade. “A most esti-
{mable gentleman, who has never been
1in the active practice of law, except in
’foreclosing mortgages in connection
'With his real estate business.”

Ample Measures Taken ‘o Prevent
Any Catastrophe,

————

AS usual the city fire department
are co-operating with the Exhibition
authorities to safeguard the millions of
dollars’ worth of property that is this
year dn the grounds. The precautions
this year are more extensive than in
past years. Seven men, with a double
team hose wagon, and chemical en-
8ine have already been detailed, They
are : John Swift, foreman, Lombard-
street; Samuel McGowan, No. 10; Wil-
liam Corbett, No. 1; James Brennan,
No. 13; Joseph Pegg, No. 14, and
Thomas Jones,(in charge of the chemi-
cal), No. 3. Chief Thompson intends
sending either three or four more fire-
men to-day, the names of whom have
not yet been decided on.

There are three city alarm boxes on
the grounds, as well as eight boxes in
conniection with the alarm systémn on
the grounds. A fire on the grounds
of unusual proportions would, by the
present methods, bring assistance from
at least five of the city stations, and
there is a box in the fire house on the
grounds that calls every station in the
city.

I am not
aware that they own a machine in
Canada for the manufacture of their |
bearings, When our people are paying |.

should be something to show for it.
How many of the exhibits which they
showed at the Exhibition last year were
the property of the Canadian conpany?
Was not an additional permit requir-
ed to import bearings for this year's
exhibit? Were either of the models
which have been exhibited through the
vear at Scott-street made in this coun-
iry? Why should a company solicit-
ing capital in Canada mot spend some
of the capital for the purpose of de-
velopment? Another question might
be asked: How is it that for the small
trade in C'angda, in which the ball- may
be used, that such great claims should
be made for fit. ,

A World reporter took a walk around
the real estate offices yesterday for
the purpose of securing a place of
abode, but he was met with regretful
refusals everywhere (and not because
he was a newspaper man, either.)
Houses for renting in Toronto are a8
Scarce as swallows in winter, and a
house at $20 or $25 a month cannot
be had at all. Just what the situa-
tlon will be when the beach and sum=~
mer Tresort residents returna next
month is hard to tell.

H. H. Willlams when spoken to yes-
terday said: ‘“We have not a house
on our list at a moderate rental; in=-
deed, houses were never so scarce as
at present. The dearth is due to the
lack of building in the city this sum-
mer, and that lack of building was
caused by the prolonged strike in the
bullding trades.

All the new work that went on was
for private residences, or houses for
sale. Speculators or builders of houses
for renting purposes did practicully
nothing at all this year.”

“What do you think causes the pre~
sent stringency?” asked the reporter,

“The tenants are to blame, Ior
years they demanded all kinds of re-
pairs, and the owners gave them what
they wanted because they couldn’t
helpy themselves, but the demands at
last grew so0 exorbitant that the
owner became tired of being held up
and he stopped bullding, that's all.
We do no repairing now; the tenant
looks after that part of the contract
himself. A mag cannot be held up
all the time.”

Mr. Smith of F. J. Smith & Co. said
he had the same story to relate. IHe
had no houses either. Selling was
good this summer, better than it had
been for years in fact; prices were
strong and the demand heavy.

Sam~ Story All Over,

The demand seems to be for houses
ranging downward from $15 a month.

Granted 1o Minor Leagues Thru an
Agreement With the Major Ones.

Bufflo, Aug. 27.—~One of the most im-
portant meetings In the history of basehall
ended at 9 o'clock to-night, after a two
days’ sesslon. Representatives of the Na-
ticnal, American, and Natlonal Association

of Minor Leagues pargicipated in the con-
ference. With the draft of an agreement
drawn u by the minor league repcesenta-
tives before them, the major league m.g-
nates drew up a carefully-worded agree-
mwent and submitted it at the final meeting
to-night. This agrcement w.ll be acied
upon at a meeting of the National Associa-
ticn of Minor Ieagues, to be held within
the next few days. President Parrell of
the New York State League, who acted as
spokesman for the minor league representa-
tives, declined to discuss the possibility of
the adoption of the agreement by the mincr
leagues, 'I'ne Nyitional League magnates
were not so reticent.

James A. Hart of Chicago National
League Club sald : *“We have conceded
practically every demand of the minor
leagues. They will have absolute control
of their internal affaira. I think the mem-
bers of the Natlonal Assoclation of Minor
Leagues will see the matter in the same
light at their meeting to be Leld within the
next fortnight.”
