OTTAWA, Ont, May 3~—Colonel
David Carnegie finished his testimony
before the Meredith-Duff commission
this morning and was succeeded on the
witness stand by General Sir Alexan-
der Bertram.

he had ever been influenced or persu-
uded by anyone to award any con-
tracts for the shells committee, “Do
you take me for a f001?” he asked in-
dignantly, only he made it a little
stronger,

General Bertram volunteered. the in-
formation that he was a ‘large stock-
holder in the Niles, Bement & Bond
Company, the American company
which owns the Bertram factory at
Dundas.

He traced, interestingly, the growth
of the shells. committee. Upon their
first contract with the British war of-
fice they had a surplus of $52,000 and
thought of turning it over to the Pat~
riotic fund, By the following June the
surplus had srown to $14,000,000, and
by November the net surplus, -after
paying for all inspection work and
clerical services, amounted to more
than $41,000,000."

GRAND TRUNK ASKED BORDEN
~TO TAKE OVER G.T.P. SYSTEM

Chairman Smithers in a Letter to Premier Said Rail-
way Found it Impossible to Finance Road, and
Urged Government Ownership to Pre-
vent Injury to Canadian Credit.

OTTAWA, Moy 8.--That the Grand
Trunk Rallway did not ask for gov-
ernment assistance, but requested the
gsovernment to take over the Grand
Trunk Pacific on Jan, 1st, was tho
important information contained in a
letter from Alfred W. Smithers, chair-
man of the Grand Trunk Raflway Co,
Board, written to Sir Robert Borden
on Dec, 10, 1916 ,and tabled in the
house tonight,

The letter, which is exceedingly
frank, candidly states that the Grand
Trunk are at the end of their tether
with regard to the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific financing, “Under present cir-
cumstances,” writes Mr, Smithers, “it
is quite 1impossible for the Grand
Trunk Railway Company to meet the
extra labilities arising from the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway.”

Bitter Disappointment.
Again Mr. Smithers writes: “It is

an inexpressibly bitter dfsappointment
to the board and myself to have to
think of giving up the Grand Trunk
Pacific Raflway, but it {s the first duty
to make every sacrifice to save the
numerous present investors in Eng-
land who, in perfect good faith have
contributed the many millions which
have built the Grand Trunk Pacifi¢
Railway at the very moderate rate of
interest of a little over four per cent.”

Mr. Smithers proposes in his letter
“as the only safe solution of our diffi-
culties” that the government should
take over the G. T. P, on January 1
next, with all its branch lines, together
with its development company and
other subsidiary companies, with all
their assets The Grand Trunk Com-
pany would surrender to the govern-
ment the whole of the common stock
of the G. T. P. Rallway, on condition
that the government relieve the Grand
Trunk Ralilway of all liabilities in re-
spect to the G. T. P,, branch lines, ew.,
and repay to the Grand Trunk Cowm
pany money advanced to the Grand
Trunk Pacific.

Heavy Fixed Charges.

Mr, Smithers points out that the
amount of interest=guaranteed by the
Grand Trunk Company is about $Z,-

750,000 annually ,to which must be
£

added the intrest on the amount spent
for branch lines, The amount of in-
terest guaranteed by the federal gov-
ernment is about $4,000,000 per annum.
Despite the gloomy situation of the
railway at present, Mr. Smithers ex-
presses confidence in the future of the
line, and gives the opinion that if the
government accepts the proposal of the
board to take over the line it will be
amply repaid in a few years by the in-
creased business arising from the in-
creased traffic of the west,

; Grave Situation.

In closing Mr, Smithers remarked:
“The railway situation in Canada is
a serjous one and any default on the
part of tke Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way Contpany might lead to grave
consequences as to the general finan-
cial position in Canuda, The board
believe this danger will pass away if
the government accept their proposil,
thus savinz the general situation and
enabling *“e Grand Trunk Raflway
lC'om;:»any ‘o fulfll its duty to the pub-
fe.”

Mr. Smithers makes an important
reference in the course'of his letter to
an offer which S8ir Robert Borden had
made, of advancing loans for.five years
sufficient to keep the road in opera-
tion,

Advances by Company.

* FOUR REVOLT LEADERS SHOT

CASEMENT TO BE TRIED SOON

Pearse, Connolly, Clark and MacDonagh Paid Extreme

Penalty---Birrell, in Offering Resignation, Admitted

Policy in lnlnd Caused Disaster..

LONDON, May 3$~The coalition
cabinet has ridden over one, more
crisis and made what atonement was
possible for permitting rebellion to
flame up by dropping overboard the
chief secretury for Ircland, Augustine
Birrell, who theoretically was respon-
sible for the control of that country.

This solution was ‘in accordance
with the traditions of the British Gov-
ernment and excites no protest.

Premier Asquith announced to the
house of commons the execution to-
day of three (note) of the Sinn Fein
leaders and that Sir Roger Casement
would be tried with the utmost expe-
dition,, Then Mr. Birrell made ex-
planations of the motives for his
lenfency in dealing with the long-
smouldering sedition, The retiring
secretary spoke with deep emotion
of the ruin of his hopes and plans,
and-had a sympathetic audience, ex-
cept for Laurence Ginnell, independ-
ent Natlonalist, who interrupted him
with denunciatory exclamations,

edmond Urged Clemency.

John Redmond, leader of the Irish
pariiamentary party, begged the gov-
ernment to be lenient with the great
mass of those involved in the revolt,
and sald he was partly to blame for
Mr. Birrell's earlier complacency re-
npecting “conditions in Ireland, as he
had concurred in the secretarie’s view
that the danger of an outbreak was not
real ono,

The Times describes Mr, Birrell as
“a harrister, a man-of letters and wit,”
and declares that there have been
widespread doubts of Mr, Birrell's
suitability for the Irish post, but that
80 public.man commands more per-
sonal respect,

It points out that the difficult prob-
lems remaining are the unraveling of
the widespread Sinn Tein organization

. and the payment of the people of Dub~
“lin who lost their houses, shops and
#oods and public buildings.

“How shall fhe government deal with
the Sinn  Fein Joaders?’ asks The
Times. “Some of them are men of po-
sition und high attainmen's, who did
take up arms, but have been paving
the way for the rebellion by their writ-
ings and in speeches. Dublin eannot
(:\frord to pay the bills fcr materinl
/'‘damages and probably the government
will be obliged to give reliof.”

Gt Ginnell’'s Outburst.

Laurence Ginnell, member for the
north division of Westmeath; who {s
classed as a nationalist, but follows
the'leadership of no party, greeted the
announcement of the premier that
some of the leaders of the Irish rebel-
lion had been shot, with the ery of
“Huns”. Tor some minutes he pre-
vented Mr, Birrell from making a
personal statement, and gave notice
thaf he would move a resolution call-
ing attention to the shooting of “in-
nocent men by this Hunnish govern-
ment.”

Mr, Birrell, when he got a hearing,
#ald he would have an opportunity, as
E o private member, of taking part In
the debate on the Irish rising,
candidly admitted that he had made
an untrue estimate of the Sinn Fein
movement and the possibility of dis-
turbances esuch as had oecurred in
Dublin, especially in respect to the
mode of warfare which had been pur-
syed and the desperate folly dis-
played by the leaders and their dupes.
Therefore, at the moment he learned
from Gen. Sir John Maxwell that the
insurrection had been quelled, he
placed his resignation in the hands
vt the prime minister and it had been
accepted.

He wished to say to his critics that

the error, which he acknowledged and
which had been of great and terrible
consequence, had not proceeded from
any lack of thought, consideration or
anxiety, From the outbreak of the war
he took it to be only his duty to main-
tain unbroken and unimpaired, if pos-
sible, the position of Ireland as a whole
to the common foe. In that hope and
aim he had been gallantly assisted by
Mr. Redmond. He thought of nothing
else, cared for nothing else, wished for
nothing else,

1t h:d been said in the house, con-
tinued the former secretary, that Ire-
jand was to be the bright spot in the
empire in the hour of the country’s
dire necessit He hoped it might
oven yet be sthll said to be so, ‘He was
well aware of the difficulties of the
situation, and knew Ireland well
enough to know that there was much
which could give cause for great anxi-
ety. He knew the difficulties were
great and the ice thin, But he con-
sidered it to be his duty to run great
risks in order to maintain Ireland her-
self and in the face of Europe a pictiire
of unbroken' unanimity within the
boundaries of her soil.

Mr. Birrell sald that when he viewed
the smoking ruins of Dublin and the
ruins of his own ambitions, there was
one sad hope In his heart, tﬁat this was
no Irish rebellion and that new bonds
of union might be forged, He hoped
that some measure of good might come
out of this great evil,

Tributes to Birrell,

The prime minister in making note
of Mr, Birrell's statement said that,
without prejudging the decision which
might uitimatgly be taken, he was sure
the house had heard Mr, Birrell not
without emotion and sympathy, and he
assured Mr, Birrell that he possessed
in a peculiar degrec the affection of all
his colleagues,

Mr. Red‘mond paid that the whole
business in Ireland had been to him a
misery and a heartache., He paid warm
tribute to Mr. Birrell. He felt that he
himself had incurred some of the blame

which Mr, Birrell had laid at his own’

door, 2

The Nationalist leader concurred in
the view that the danger of an out-
break was not a real one, and perhaps
what he had said in conversation might
have influenced Mr. Birrell,

While approving the vigorous quell-
ing of the rebellion, Mr, Redmoénd beg-
ged the government not to show undue
harshness to “the great mass of un-
fortunate dupes involved.”

Pearse’s Career, ‘

Patrick H, Pearse, the “provisional
president of Ireland,” was about ' 34
years of age and was known in Ire-
land as a leading student of Gaelic
literature. He was a barrister by
profession, but devoted most of his
time to literary and educational pur-
suits, For some time he was editor
of The Gaelic Journdl in Dublin, and
later founded St., Enda’s School, which
he conducted up to the time of the
siinn Fein rebellion, He was unmar-
ried,

Pearse had many friends in the
United States, where he lectured on
Irish ideals and Gaelic’ literature, the
proceeds of his lectures goineg to the
support of his school. . Pearse was of
English descent, but was born in Dub.
lin,

Connelly Active 8Socialist.

WOMEN AMONG THEM

Number of Prisoners Are Willing
to Turn State’s
Evidence.

HOLYHEAD, Wales, via London, May
3,—~Three hundred more prisoners from
Ireland, of whom twenty were wounded,
were landed here today. The prisoners
included a considerable number of per-
sons evidently of somewhat higher sta-
tion than those landéd two days ago.
Some of them were intellectuals who
heretoforé have been identified mainly
with the Irish literary movement. Others
were clerks, sportsmen, -tradesmen - or
farmers, Most of them appeared to be
greatly exhausted.

Altho all the prisoners wre men's
clothing, it was reported tr .t several
were women, thirty or forty of whom
have been made prisoner. Only about
five per cent. of. the prisoners wore the
Sinn Fein uniform. hero are undoubt-
edly many prisoners who are truthful in
faying they knew nothing of the impend-
ing revolt when they were mobilized.
Whether ‘that will in any way mitigate
their treatment by the government is
not known.

A number of the prisoners indicated
their willingness to turn state's evidence,
and it is stated that some etartling in-
formation will come to the government
from this source.

Astounding Margin.

Taking up the sum of.5,000,000 rounds

fixed ammunition, including the
fuses now being made by the Ameri-
can Ammunition Co. and the Interna-
tlonal Arms and Fuse Co., Gen, Ber-
tram gave figures to show an aston-
ishing surplus, J'or one-third of tho
shells, which were 18-pound shrapnel,
the war office contract price exceeded
1ha cost hy $2,817,991,

On another batck of shells out of tho

ve million order, the war office con-
ract price was $27,499,989, of which
the shell committee only expended the
pum of $26,779,593.

The most astounding figures, how-

er, related to the 4.6 howitzers. For
hesc howitzers the war office con-

tracted to pay $41,666,660, but the shell
committee pald for the supplies 331,-
457,900, This showed the astonishing
surplus of $10,000,000,
Hellmuth Incredulous. :

Mr, Hellmuth was incredulous, but
Gen, Bertram sald he had no reason to
helieve that the figures were incorrect,
Mr, Hollmuth sald there were some ro-
markable surpluses shown on various
contracts, but this over-estimate of
$10,000,000 on an order by the war of-
flco seemed boyond bellef,

Sir Willlam Meredith: They piled up
o surplus of $41,000,000 in the course
of 14 months, you remember,

Gen, Bertram was then examined
about the fuse contracts, but could
give very little information. He knew
that fuses had to be procured, but he
left the matter almost entirely in the
hands of Col, Carnegie. Carnegie was
responsible. Gen, Bertram sald he
knew all about the mechanical parts
of a fuse, but nothing about the load-
ing end, He necessarily relled upon
the expert advice of Col, Carnegie, and
all details as to contracts were left to
Lim, He knew, however, there was
great urgency for fuses, as the war
office was constantly clamoring for
fixed ammunition, He went with Car-
negle in New York, on May 14, 1916,and
Col, Allison met them at the station,
They went with Allison to the hotel
where Bassick, Cadwell, Yoakum,
Gladdock and foremen from severul
factories had assembled to meet them.
The purpose of the visit was to enable
Carnegie to size up the experts, There
was no discussion of prices at that in-
terview,

Plant Impressed Bertram.

Mr. Helilmuth—In what capacity were
you at the meeting?

General Bertram--Merely as an on-
looker,

General Bertram said that on the
afternoon of May 14 he went with
Bassick, Cadwell and Col, Carnegie to
Bridgeport, Conn, He looked over Bas-
sick’'s plant which was a very fine
one. He sized up Cadwell as know-
ing all about mechanics.

He also met a Mr, Carpenter from
the American Tobacco Co, whe had
invented a cigaret machine, and was
impressed with his ability,

“I am a mechanic,” Gen, Bertram
observed, “and I can tell whether a
man knows his business, There is
a freemasonry among us mechanics’

The general said that he and Car-
negie stayed over to see the British
conpul, and the manufacturers to whom
he referred them, and then returned
to Canada, Bassick and Yoakum fol~
lowed and also Dr, John A. Harris.
There were negotiations back and
forth and the letter of May 21, to Bas-
sick and the letter of May 26 26 to Dr.
John A Harris were written with his
approval and signed by him, He
corroborated Col. Carnegie's state-
ment as to the subsequent modifica-
tions of these orders which orystallized
in the contracts of June 19,1915, giv~
ing an order to the International Co,
for 2,600,000 time fuses at $4.60, and
a contract to the American Ammuni-
tion Co, for 888,884 time fuses at $4.50
and 1,666,660 graze fuses at $4 a fuse,

Those Mislaid Telegrams,

Missing telegrams from T. A, Rus-
sell and Lloyd Harris of the Russell
Motor Car Co. to the shell committee,
in reference to the company’s prepar—
atlons to handle fuse contracts let
May 21 and 26 to the American Muni-
tion and International Fuse Company,
were produced at the morning sitting.

Carnegle Not Influenced

Mr. Nesbitt: The order-in-council
authorizing the duties of this commis-
sion states, it ls alleged, Col. Allison
had a large interest in the profits aris-
ing from fuse contracts and used his
influence with General Hughes to se-
cure contracts thru the shell commit-
tee,

Col, Carnegie: It was not influenced
by either Col. Hughes or Col, Allison,

Mr, Nesbitt: Col, Allison’s sole part
was intmoducing you to manufacturers,
He was not at the meeting where
prices were discussed?

Developments at the Front

New developments are undoubtedly
pending on the French and Flanders
front of war, Whether the first blow
will be struck by the Germans or by
ourselves cannot_ be determined, but
both sides are preparing for heavy
fighting.

The fighting will be of the usual ar-
tillery character, followed by Infantry
rushes, and that it will be deadly those
who have followed the accounts of the
Verdun attacks have no need to be
told, Whether the Germans or the al-
lles make the advance there can be no
doubt about the casualty lists, A pre-
ponderance of artilfery on the part
of the British line s therefore the
strongest hope the empire can have,
With artillery superior to the enemy’»
it will be possible to curtail the losses
to a degree that may make an attack
upon the enemy desirable, rather than
& continuance of the deadlock which is
80 wearing and which apparently
achieves so little, ;

There have been a good many jeers
of late in “neutral” comments about
the weakness of British generalship,
Even were- our generals weaker than
they have given us reason to think they
are, we know they enjoy the condjdence
of the French and Russian generas,
they are In consultation with them,

and the whole plan of campaign is a
Joint affair, We need not be uiarmed

about the issue of any action taken,

DEVOY AND RYAN
AWARE OF PLOT

E&itor Lo _Caelic-Am‘erican
and Buffalo Lawyer Are
Mentioned.

Attempt  Against ,Welland‘
Canal Described as Mili-
tary Enterprise.

NEW YORK, May 8,—John Devoy,
editor of Gaelic-American, and John
T. Ryan, a Buffalo attorney, were
mentioned in superseding indietments
handed down here today by the fed-
eral grand jury which investigated the
alleged German plot to blow up the
Welland Canal, Horst von der Goltz,
Carl Tuchendler and Frederick Busse

are also mentioned. The men were
not indicted, but are alleged to havo
cognizance of the. conspiracy,
The new indictments go into the
details of the alleged plot, and for the
irst time in pro-German conspiracy
cases, state that it was aimed to as-
sist the German emperor, The in-
dictments are against Capt. Franz von
Papen, recalled German military ate
tache, Wolfe von -Igel, his secretary.
Carl Tauscher, agent of the Krudppl in
the U, 8, Alfred A. Fritzen and Con-
stantine Covani, Von Igel and Capt,
Tp.ttuchor are the only ones under ar-
rest,

:

A “Military Enterprise.”

The indictments allege that the plot
was a military enterprise, and “the
aim of the defendants was the obstruc-
tion of the military operations of the
King of Great Britain and Ireland and
the turtherlnﬁ of the military opera-
tions of the Emperor of Germany by
means of bombs, dynamite and other
explosives to blow up and destroy the
Welland Canal, a Canadian waterway.”

The charge is made that Capt. von
Papen, Von Igel and Capt. Tauscher
furnished the initiative and funds for
the expedition, and that Fritzen ana
Covani were to have been the perpet-
rators with the assistance of five other
men, “German subjects” engaged by
Von der Goltz in Baltimore in August,
1914, The leaders, the indictments
state, furnished the others with auto-
matic revolvers, ammunition, bombs,
dynamite and other explosives,

Von Papen Furnished Cash.

The accusation 1is repeated that
Captain Tauscher purchased from the
local office of the Du Pont Powder Co.
800 pounds of “60-per cent.,” dynamite
to have been used in the work of de-
struction and that the explosive was
obtained by Von der Goltz on Tauz-
cher's written order.

Fritzen, Covani and the others left
this city for Buffalo on September 14,
1914, it is charged, to carry out the
enterprise and Captain von Papen
furnished the money for the trip.

The indictment states that after the
arrival of the party in Buffalo, Von
der QGoltz attempted to obtain addi-
tional funds from John T, Ryan, an
attorney, alleged to have been the
agent of Von Igel.

Ryan Was Cautious. .

Ryan was suspicious and would not
assist von der Goltz until he could
produce proper ecredentials, it is as-
serted, Von der Goltz notified Von
Igel, who got in touch with Devoy
thru whom, it is alleged, he communi-
cated with Ryan,

As a result, the indictments state,
Devoy sent a telegram to Ryan at his
office in Buffalo, on September 18,
1914, in behalf of Von der Goltz,

Ryan, on the receipt of the telegram,
the indictment states, gave Von der
Goltz $400. This money was to be
used by the agents of Captain von
Papen to invade Canadian territory,
the. government charges, for the pur-
pose of carrying out a “military en-
terprise.” The government alleges
its case is strengthened by the fact
that all of the indicted men are on the
rolls of the German imperial army,

HORSES CAN GET OUT
IN CASE FIRE STARTS

Mechanical Device Opens the
Doors and Stables Are Emp-
tied Very Rapidly.

A sympathy was touched by the
deaths of hundreds of horses

(which are burned In their stalls every
year, has made a door-opening device
that is guaranteed to save equine lives
‘wherever. it is installed.

The photograph above shows the door

as it works on the barns of the Cudahy
estate in L.os Angeles. The horses are
going thru a fire drill, and under normul
conditions of operation the stable can be
emptied in five seconds.

Every stall 18 made with a back door,
on which is fastened the haycock. This
door, swinging on easy hinges, {5 oper-
‘ated by a sliding arm, which is drawn
taut by a fusible cord. When the cord
{5 burned thru, the arm is released and
ewings back, opening the door as it
moves.

In practice drills the cord is burned
thru with a match, and the horses rapid-
ly learn that the opening of the rear door
is a signal to leave the building.
