OCK MART, Ga., Dec. 24.—Eighteen persons perished as a
result of the head-on collision here last night between the Ponce
De Leon, northbound from Miami to Chicago, and the Royal Palm;
southbound, of the Southern Railway.
Railroad officials said they did not believe
more bodies would be found in the wreckage, which had been

numbered twenty-nine.

thoroughly searched.

Sixteen bodies had been taken from
wreckage early today, and as many
more were believed to be in the de-
bris. Four persons, three of them ne-
groes, were missing.

The dead include two small children |

of Mrs. Georgia Hardy of Miami, Fla.
who were travelling with their moth-
er from Toronto. Mrs. Hardy was in-
Jjured.

RELIEF TRAINS ARRIVE

2ailroad officials and town people,
armed with blow torches and crow-
bars labored all night to extricate the
bodies of those whose journey north-
ward for the Christmas holidays, was
ended in the crash. Relief trains from
Rome 20 miles away, and Atlanta 52
miles distant, were at the scene and
dawn found frantic efforts continuing
to liberate the injured imprisoned in
the debris, as well as to free the bod-
ies of those whose lives were crushed

out.

f Most of those dead and injured were
at dinner on the northbound train,
which was making considerable speed
as it rolled down an incline to the
station.

In ihe crash, the dining car telescop-
ed the day coach ahead, and rolled
under the tender of the locomotive,
while debris from a smashed day coach
immediately behind, piled down upon
it, and through its side.

Twelve of the dead are here, and
four were taken to Atlanta. Sixteen
of the injured are in an Atlanta hos-

pital.
8 SERIOUSLY HURT.

Eight of these are in a serious con-
dition. Eleven injured are in the Har-
bin hospital at Rome, Ga., and two
of the injured are in a hospital at
(edartown.

The World’s Religions

GREEK MYTHOLOGY

EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the second
of a series of six articles by J. W, T.
Mason on the world’s religions. Mon-
day: Zoroastrianism.

HE ancient Greeks were so highly gifted
artistically and poetically that they tried to

| endow their religion with these traits and brought

their gods down from heaven to earth for the
purpose.

The result was disastrous to the gods and their
It is a sound intuition
that causes mankind to enshroud his idea of the
godhead with mystery, for spirit, judged from the
human standpoint, is not easily explicable and can
better be taken on subconscious trust than self-
conscious reason.

The Greeks, however, planted their deities on
Mount Olympus near at hand and proceeded to
give them human traits, vile and good, indifferently.
Zeus was the absolute monarch of Mount Olympus
and under him ruled all manner of gods and god-
desses acting like erring men and women in their
various spheres.

Poseidon ruled the sea; Aphrodite directed the
love affairs of mortals; Artemis was mistress of
the chase and wild nature; Pallas Athena endowed
her favorites with wisdom and taught them how
to win peace and prosperity; Ares encouraged war;
Hera, wife of Zeus, was goddess of woman’s life,
and scores of other major and minor deities were
identified by Greeks with every phase of existence.

Depend on Gods.

The result of this multiplication of gods and
goddesses who mingled with humanity, showing
affection for some and hatred toward others, was
the failure of the Greeks to develop a high stand-
ard of utilitarian progress. ~They depended on the
dwellers of Mount Olympus to help them in all
things.

Homer's lliad is filled with stories of inter-
ferences in the war between the Greeks and
Trojans by gods and goddesses. Indeed, the war
itself was little more than a struggle between the

Olympus
worship among the Greeks was not a purified
realization of spirit. It was service performed for
the purpose of gaining rewards on earth through
cmnipotent favors from on high.

Instead of encouraging the Greeks to
abilities as producers of material
things, Olympus worship caused them to rely on
slave labor and to lie and cheat in trade. The
were notorious throughout the Mediter-
ranean for treachery and dishonesty.

Some Greeks ceased to grovel hefore Mount
Olympus for material help, feeling strongly the
need for an element of mystery in religious mat-
ters. - They developed several communities of wor-
shipers into which converts could enter only after
a secret initiation, apparently designed to mark
them off from the non-worshipers and impress
them with the importance of the doctrines that
were explained to them.

Worship of Dionysus.

The best known of the secret mysteries con-

cerned the worship of the god Dionysus; and so |

well kept were the dionysiac rites that it is by

‘no means certain to modern investigators exactly

what Dionysus represented or who he was.

Some think he was originally a deity of India
whose worship spread to Greece. But, according
to Greek mythology, Dionysus was a son of Zeus.
The Titans revolted against Zeus and devoured
Dionysus. Zeus then slew the Titans, and created
humanity from the Titans’ ashes.

Mankind thus possesses the divine essence be-
cause Dionysus’ body was mingled with the pro-
fane dust of the Titans, while at the same time
man inherits mortality and evil from the Titans,
themselves.

Ad-
dressing the Lions Club at lunch-
eon today, the speaker offered
the recommendations of the re-
port recently laid on the table
at Ottawa, as the means of rid-
ding the Dominion of a perilous
thorn in the flesh.

He found the Maritime Prov-
inces at present in such a state of
discontent that he declared it
impossible to fairly conceive the
results of rejection of the report.
Their grievances he found in
most cases substantially were
justifiable, he said.

The speaker recited the cause of un-
rest in eastern Canada, tracing its ori-
gin from the days of Confederation to
‘onditions since the war.

DID NOT WANT UNION.

“It must not be forgotten,” he point-
«d out, “that the Maritime Provinces
did not want to enter the Confedera-
tion. All the overtures came from
Central Canada. July 1, 1867, was not
a day of rejoicing in the east—so
much so that newspapers carried black-
hordered announcements of the news
and flags on buildings waved at halt
mast.”

Reminding his hearers that at the
time of Confederation the Maritime
Provinces were very prosperous comm-

vwared with Central Canada, which was |

“in dire straits.” Mr. Thomson said
that the east gave up much and got
many promises in return.

EXAMINES PROMISES.

l’xamining the varieus _promises
m=de at the time of Confederation, the
«penker said few of them had been car-
ried out. Definite promises anent di-
version of traffic, tariff questions, ca-
nals and railway facilities had been, if
«t all, “carried out in part only. The
promise that traffic originating in Can-
ada would flow outward from west to
sast by Canadian ports was a matter
upon which he expatiated. Only one-
third. of the grain exports leave by
Canadian ports. he declared, and of
fizure only one-eighth flowed
threneh Maritime ports.

“They therefore ask with some
right, T think. that the vorts of Hali-
ux -and Saint John be nationalized
mnd administered by a Federal harbor
board as is Montreal,” he said.

Their appeal for freight rate conces-
.ions were met with the argument that
‘he Canadian National Railway was
not prospering. This answer, he point-
ed out, came in the face of knowledge
{hat thé Intercolonial Railway was
never intended to be a money-making
proposition, under promises made at
the time of its construction. Other
railway questions were examined by
the speaker. “It seems to me that
they have a great deal of right on
their side in railway claims,” he de-

clared. -
IMMIGRATION MATTERS.

Grievances concerning canals and
immigration also found an exponent
in the speaker, who said the Maritim-
ers felt they paid an annual tribute
for both and got little in return. It
amounts, they feel” said the speaker,
“to taxation without proportionate
p::rticlpation.”

At some length he recited that the
tariff policy of the Dominion was not
henefitting the Maritimes.

At noon the Guarneri radiod: “Water

THE Saint John Board of Trade

have on numerous occasions
had their attention called to an
alleged ccarcity of bull moose in
this province, and they have been
making an investigation into the
matter, and the evidence so far
obtained seems to bear out the
contention that this fine game
animal and one of the big assets
of the province is being extermi-
nated.

Recently the Board wrote to D. King
Hazen, president of the New Bruns-
wick Fish and Game Protective Asso- '
ciation, for his opinion on the subject !
and yesterday received the following |
Jetter:

F. Maclure Sclanders, Esd., Commls-é
sioner,” Saint John Board of |
Trade, Saint John, N. B.: |

Dear Mr. Sclanders,—1 am in re-
ceipt of your letter of the 2ch inst.
In my- opinion the moose of this prov-
ince will be exterminated withinl
fwenty years unless further steps are
taken with a view to their (‘onscrvu»!
tion. Within the last few years, the |
caribou have been lost to the province, |
and it will not be long before the !
moose will disappear also as they did
in Maine. “

There are a number of reasons forI
this. Among the numbers are in-
creased hunting as a result of the au-|
tomobile; the opening up of formerly
$naccessable parts of the province b_vi
railroads, for example, the Central |
Railway, the International Railway, |
and the Transcontinental Rail-
way; permitting shooting during the
mating season; allowing moose meat
to be sold; an inefficient administra-:
tion of the Game Act. [

There are two principles of conserva- |
tion which I believe cannot be dis-!
puted. The first was well expressed !
by Mr. L. A. Gagnon, Chief Game |
Warden of the province, not long ago |
in an article he wrote as follows: ;

WARDEN’S VIEWS.

“The first fundamental law of game |
protection is the protection of all|
animals during the mating season, for |
killing at this time means destroying |
the capital and interest as well. Today
all animals, with the exception of bear,
moose and deer, are protected in the
mating season.”

Mr. Gagnon went on and said: |

“To my mind, it is one of the most
cruel and unsportsmanlike acts to call
up a moose and shoot it. It is result-
ing in the rapid extermination of the
most magnificent and mighty of our|
native animals. It means that an ani- |
mal none too plentiful is being shot in i
larger numbers than if it were stalked. |
It means that an increasing number of |
cows go without calves each year. The |
shortening of the season on moose to |
the first of October has somewhat
chortened the killing season, but from |
all reports it would appear that some- |
thing in the near future must be done |
for the further protection of moose” !

The second is that you cannot mnke‘,
a business of selling game, and have |
any game left. Once the selling of |
game is permitted, extermination i54:
only a matter of time. One of the |
most important sections of the migra- |
tory bird treaty is that which prohibits j
the selling of dutks. Our Game Act|
<hould be amended to prohibit the sell- :
ing of moosc meat. At one time our |
act prohibited its sale, but it was
changed and not in the interests of con-
servation.

RECOMMENDATIONS

In my opinfon, 1f the moose are to |
be saved from extermination there
should be

(1) A closed season of two years.

(2) The establishment of more game |
preserves in the province, suitably
marked off and protected. i

(3) An amendment to the Game Act
prohibiting the sale of moose meat.

(4) A change in the date of opening
the moose hunting season; the season
should open later in the autumn after
the mating season is over.

(5) A Dbetter administration of the
Game Act.

Many but I am informed by no
means all New Brunswick guides ob-
iect to a closed season because it means
loss of business. The question must
be considered, however, upon broader
grounds. The wild life of today is not
ours to do with as we please. The orig-
inal stock is given to us in trust for the
henefit of the future as well as the
present, and we should render an ac-
count of it to those who come after us. |

At the annual .meeting of the New
Brunswick Fish and Game Protective |
Association, held in September last, a
resolution was passed recommending
to the government that a closed sea-
son be placed on moose for a period
of tgvo years. This resolution was
passed after there had been an opinion
{rom sportsmen interested in conserva
tion from different parts of the prov-
ince. It was at the same time sug
gested that the Provincial Government !
might issue a license to shoot deer dur-
ing the closed season for $25 to non-
residents. 'I'his was suggested in order
that the guides of the province might
have an opportunity of doing some
business, even though there was a
closed season on the moose.

About 18 years ago the Tobique
country was the best moose hunting
district in New Brunswick. Last year
the returns showed that there were
only 48 moose killed in Victoria coun-
ty. These returns showed further that
only eight moose were killed in Resti-
gouche, and sixty in Gloucester (‘uunty.f
While these returns are far from ac-
curate, there is no question but that
the moose in the northern part of our
province have been hunted out and |
driven out. Today most of our moose
are to be found in the southern part
of the provi [ Lave no hestitation
in saying sonal observation
and enquiry that 1 the western side
of the Saint John iliver they huvei
greatly decreased in number during |
the past five years.

S.S. Aussa Arrives on First
Visit to Saint
John

SHIPPING records for the port’

of Saint John were broken to-
day with 34 steamships in the
harbor. The vessels are all
ocean going steamships of the
liner, freighter and grain type.
F. D. Alward, harbor master,
said this morning that this was
the first time in the history of
the harbor that that number of
ships had been in at the same
time.

It is understood that several of the
ships are here for grain cargoes and
that {here is a general movement on
foot to ship the grain now in the ele-
vators out of the port. Several of the
vessels still are in the stream and
will move to the docks as soon a3
space is available. It was stated this

morning that there was further evid- ;

ence of the necessity of providing
more facilities in the port.

After an uneventful voyage of
fourteen days, the steamer Aussa ar-
rived in port from London yesterday.
This is the first time she has been
here. The ship enjoyed good weather,
except for the last four days of the
voyage. Captain Ciusppe said the
voyage previous to this, from Phila-
delphia to London, was one of the
worst that he had made in a number
of years. On that voyage the ship
reports passing several vessels that
were having trouble, three of them
sending out S. O. S. signals, but the
Aussa could not go to their assistance
owing to the storm.

The Aussa is at the Corporation
wharf to load a cargo of grain for
Mediterranean ports. J. T. Knight
is the local agent.

THE POSTMAN'S TIP

Old Question of Christmas Boxes
Revived; Postal Depts.’
Attitude

LONDON, Dec. 24— (Canadian
Press Cable)—Should we tip the post-
man at Christmas? This is a ques-
tion that is invariably debated at this
season. Most people give very will-
ingly when a couple of postmen pre-
sent themselves with a collecting box
and wish the seasonal compliments.

The postal department neither con-
demns nor encourages the practice, so
far as ordinary letter carriers are con-
cerned, but it prohibits gifts to parcel
postmen, messenger boys connected
with the department and members of
the indoor staff. TThe ordinary post-
man, however, has reserved rights that
he will not give up without compen-
sation, and the postman and the post
office cannot agree about the amount
of compensation that should be paid
of the public is to be prohibited from
giving postmen Christmas presents.

The Union of Postal Workers has
passed resolutions on the question
from time to time and in some
branches the men have decided to
make no collections, and it is a mat-
ter of public knowledge that individual
postmen nowadays refuse to accept a
Christmas box.

“merrie olde days of yore.”

Following a custom that has grown
up of recent years, Christmas partics
in the larger exclusive hotels will be
very much in vogue this vear in the
expanding circle of aristocracy whom
taxes and death duties have forced from
their ancestral estates into the more
modest comforts of a five-room flat.

Champagne at from $5 to $7.50 a
quart will flow freely.

Scotch of the good old pre-war vari-
ety comes high at $5 a bottle and up-
wards, but thousands of bottles of
serviceable stuff with a wonderful kick
have been sold, at $3.25 a bottle.
French, Spanish and Italian wines will

also_be consumed in large quantities, |

but champagne and “Scotch and soda”
held sway as the favorite drink, with
Scotch maintaining a considerable lead
over champagne.

In the Carlton, Savoy, Ritz, Berkeley,
Cecil, Metropole and Claridge hotels
bookings for seats for the Christmas
dinner celebration were sold out several
weeks ago. It was here probably that
the gayest parties of the day will be
held, but many other of the smaller

MOSCOW, Dec. 24—Communist
Russia, officially atheistic, bows to-
morrow before the Christian church
jon Christmas Day. All the govern-
| mental offices and stores will be closed.
| All the churches will be open, to cele-
| brate Christmas.

Renouncing religion as “an opiate
of the people,” the ruling Communist
party in Russia permits the worship
of God to continue. When the Mos-
cow ehurches, of which there are more
than 40 join in ringing their bells, they
raise a joyful clamor which is thril-
|ling to hear. This will go on all day
tomorrow.

There will be Christmas trees, as
there have been for many centuries
in Russia, lighted and decorated; to be
danced around. There will be pres-
ents, too, though Easter has always
been a greater present-giving day in
Russia than Christmas.

In the villages, as in the cities, to
night and tomorrow will be observec
as sacred holidays. For generations
uncounted, the Russian people have
ibeen devout worshippers and believ-
ers in the story of Christ and t
faith has not been shaken, in many o
them, by the frank Godlessness of
the Communistic Government.

In the beginning of their rule the
Communists undertook to make Chrst-
mas a particular day for anti-Chris-
tian anti-Godly propaganda. But the
excessive burlesque of the meaning of
Christmas shocked so many devout
Russians that the experiment. was
never repeated.

Occasionally they in-
terfere with golf, which continued this
vear until less than two weeks ago
but they are more than earning their
feed by keeping th turf well cropped. ,

“Caribou herds are increasing also,
thoagh these animals maintain a good
distance between themselves and civil-
ization. As for bears, they are be-
coming as numerous and almost as
tame as dogs since they realize that
they are no longer hunted. The
blacks and cinnamons have constitut-
ed themselves the town scavengers.
The grizzlies, while numerous, are not
socially inclined and prefer to remain
at a distance from man and all his
works. They remain on the higher
slopes of the mountain where they are
seen less frequently than the blacks
and browns.”

WHEAT MOVEMENT
SHOWS DECREASE

Softening of Export Demand and
Falling Market is Repon-
sible

OTTAWA, Dec. 24—The softening
of export demand, coupled with a fall-
ing market, caused a shrinkage in the
movement of wheat for the fortnightly
period ended December 4, and for the
first time in eight weeks led to an
unfavorable comparison with the cor-
responding period of last year in the
volume of railway trafic. Neverthe-
less the number of loaded cars in mo-
tion was 7,689 greater in November,
as compared with the same month last:
year, a report issued by the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics reveals.

The decrease in carloads was 3,232

the falling off in grain movement
amounted to 9,686 carloads, so that
among all the other commodity classes
there was an actual betterment over
1925 of 6,454 loaded cars.

CUSTOMS INCREASE

Collections —;h—o:ved Marked
Gain During November

OTTAWA, Dec. 2¢—Customs collec-
tions showed a marked gain in the
month of November over the same
month last year. Last month $13,600,-
000 was collected on dutiable Imports,
while In November, 1925, $11,700,000 was
collected. For the elght months ended
November a substantial gain of §10,000,-
000 is shown. In the eight months end-
ed November 30, 105,000,000 was collect-
ed by the Customs Department, while in
the same period last year $95,000,000
was taken in in revenues.

Rev. Dr. Byles was the son of Doc-
tor Mather Byles of Boston. The elder

On a certain occasion, as the doctor
was riding along a road, he overtook
two well known town officials whose
{ conveyance had become hopelessly
| broken down in the midst of a mud
| slough, thereby compelling the un<
ifortunate occupanis to flounder nearly
lto their middle in the mire in order

|to _reach terra firma. “Ah, gentle-
men,” said the doctor, “how often have
iI called your attention to this ab-
!ominable place; I.am truly glad to see
you now stirring in the matter.”
‘ The doctor was one day engaged in
{nailing some list upon his doors to
iexclude the cold. A member of his
{flock, who was passing, observed to
! him, “The wind bloweth whereso-
jever it listeth, Dogfor?” “Yes, Sir,”
replied the doctor, “and man -listeth
wheresoever the wind bloweth.”

It is
entitled, “The Flourish of the Annual
Spring, improved in a sermon preach-
ed at the ancient Thursday Lecture
in Boston, May 8, 1739, by Mather
Byles, pastor of a Church in Boston.”

CAME HERE IN 1789

The Rev. Mather Byles, the son of
Dr. Byles, was born in Boston in 1734
and graduated from Harvard College
in 1751. He then entered the minis-

continued until 1768, when he became
rector of Christ Church in Boston, In
1776, when the British troops left Bos-
ton, Dr. Byles removed with his fam-
ily to Halifax, where he was appoint-
ed chaplain to the garrison In 1789
he came to Saint John and was ap-
pointed rector of Trinity church.
Byles continued his service there until
his death in 1814 at the advanced age
of 30 years. A mural tablet was erect-
ed to his memory in Trinity church
by his wife.
