If every man owned his home, and 
if he Stayed in it forever, there would 
be no ground for the grievances oilthe 
Long Fellows, Each of them could 
buy a bed yfd a bath-tub of sufficient 
length.

And 
most men, Including Long Fellows, do 
some traveling once In a while; and it 
Is not easy for a Long Fellow to make 
himself comfortable in a Pullman berth 
or a hotel bed or bath-tub.

Even when at home, a Long Fellow 
usually finds the bath-tub too short 
for comfort. For usually he lives In 
an apartment, moving around every 
year or two; and he must take the 
bathrooms and the bath-tubs as long or 
as short as he finds them. Perhaps 
a statistical analysis would show that 
a great proportion of Long Fellows 
than of any other fellows have bqflt 
their own homes; and that of those 
who have not done so, an extraordin­
ary proportion evince a strange fond­
ness for shower baths.

When historians look back upon the 
social conditions of America In this 
age, they may well marvel at the para­
doxical fact that the tallest end pre­
sumably the strongest of us have 
allowed ourselves to be dominated and 
repressed, discomforted and disdained, 
by our shorter compatriots. As Gul­
liver was tied In ropes by the race of 
Lilliputians, who were no larger than a 
man’s finger, so also are the Long 
Fellows of today tied In the rqpes of 
usage woven by the Short Fellows and 
the Middle-Sized Fellows, for whose 
convenience bath-tubs and beds and 
awnings and theatre seats were ar­
ranged In their present manner, and 
who do not even need to duck their 
heads when the busses on which they 
are riding pass underneath a particu­
larly low bridge.

The discomfort of it is only equalled 
by the ignominy of it. That the Long 
Fellows have endured so much without 
starting a bloody rebellion is a sure 
demonstration of the cravenness of 
their spirit. But they are organizing 
at last. The hearts of the Long Fel­
lows are filled with determination. 
They are confident of triumph in their 
fight for equality. As one of them* 
has put It—
And the night shall .be filled with music.

And the cares that infest the day 
Shall fold their tents like the Arabs

And as silently steal away.

Beware the Strenuous Vacation 
(Boston Transcript.)

A certain doctor, whom by his 
quoted words we judge to be a good 
doctor, advises all p«*>ple who go on 
summer rest tours or sojourns to take 
good care not to come home tired. No 
advice could be better. The summer 
sojourn, this doctor says, should never 
be “a time when a man bends every 
sinew to become a Samson, or indulges 
continually In violent exercise.” To do 
that is a mistake which many people, 
and particularly the middle-aged and 
the elderly, are prone to make. As a 
nation, the curse of the treadmill is 
upon us. For a holiday, we tend to ex­
change one form of strenuosity for an­
other. But the vacation that has to be 
recovered from is of general detriment.

This exhaustive proceeding Is a 
familiar one. If you have been in the 
habit of walking two miles a day under 
ordinary circumstances, you must needs 
walk ten on your vacation, or four 
times as much golf or tennis must be 
played; broad lakes must be swum in­
stead of nice little gymnasium pools, 
and five hundred miles traversed in the > 
motor car for every hundred custo­
marily enjoyed. To be “keyed up” is 
the rule; whereas what the majority 
of holiday makers really need is to be 
keyed down a little. Old Walt Whit­
man was a man who knew how to take 
a holiday. He “loafed and invited his 
soul.” And the loafing part of the com­
bination is more important than the 
other ; the soul is pretty sure to go 
along anyway. Right here we should 
always remember that the word "loaf,” 
In correctness, does not mean to do 
nothing, bût is derived from a Teutonic 
word meaning to jog around at a kind 
of cheerful dog-trot. The Ideal holiday 
Is spent in an activity that is playful 
and lubriçatlng in its effect and by 
no means exhausting.

Furthermore, nothing is more detri­
mental than the standardized vacation. 
In reality, there should be as many 
kinds of vacation as there are sorts of 
Individuals.

In view of*the 
mining trouble which confronts the 
new Government it is of interest to 
note that Hon. Mr. Harrington was 
for several years solicitor for the 
United Mine Workers of America In 
tire Glace Bay district and received 
considerable credit in connection with 
the settlement of the coal strike in 
1929 and the Steel strike the following 
year.

Mr. John C. Douglas, the new Attor­
ney-General, represents Cape Breton 

_ Bast. He is an experienced politician, 
having served In the Nova Scotia 
Legislature from 1911 until 1917, when 
he was elected to the House of Com­
mons for Cape Breton South and 
Richmond. He was defeated in the 
election of 1921. He has served as 
President of the Liberal-Conservative 
party of Nova Scotia.

Hon. Percy Black, who represents 
Cumberland, becomes Minister of High­
ways.

NEW ENGLAND'S EXPERIENCE.

Both Maine end Massachusetts have 
had on Increase tn divorces end a de­
crease In marriages, according to 
figures now available for the year 190*. 
There appears to be no complete 
explanation of this, but New England 
newspapers attribute the change 
largely to the fact that economic con­
ditions prevailing last year in the 
industries, notably the textile factories, 
were very unfavorable. This Is said 
to have decreased the number of mar­
riages beyond doubt. By comparison 
with the previous year marriages fell 
off by 63 per cent, and In Massachu­
setts by 8.8. The Increase in divorces 
in Maine was really slight, but in 
Massachusetts the number rose from 
3,898 to 8,8*6.

In Maine there were about five mar­
riages. tQ one divorce, and in Massa­
chusetts about eight. This appears 
rather odd, because in Màtne the popu­
lation of native birth Is much greater 
in proportion than in Massachusetts. 
Six out of seven of the residents of 
Maine were bom there, while in 
Massachusetts only three out of four 
of the population were born in the 
state.

'There has seldom been much varia­
tion in the marriage rate in the two 
states, and authorities on vital statis­
tics there say that a decrease of from 
»wen to nine per cent, in marriages 
in a single year would be an alarming 
symptom were it not explained largely 
by the industrial depression, which, by 
the way, has evidently been greater in 
the states near us then we have quite 
realized in Canada.

Twenty Cruisers Included in the 
Programme as Reported in 

Important Move

I ONDON, July 16—The British 
cabinet has under considera­

tion a new naval building pro­
gramme which in extent and sig- 

^'nificance is the most important 
contemplated by a naval power 
since the Washington confer­
ence.

It is -essentially Lord Beatty’s plan. 
The chief obstacle to its translation In­
to fact is Winston Churchill, Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer.

MAY SPUR U. SL, JAPAN.

If the so-called "bluewater” school 
of navy wins. It Is asserted by some of 
the most farsighted opponents of any 
prisent plan of naval expansion that 
It will immediately accelerate further 
building by the United States ibnt par­
ticularly by Japanese and therefore In­
definitely postpone further naval lim­
itations.

When the Conservative Government 
was returned to power with an overl 
whelming majority last October It was 
certain that the big navy!tee would 
take advantage of the situation by ap­
pealing for notable increases In the 
navy's cruiser complement

At the moment It is the Liberal party 
with Its depleted ranks which Is mak­
ing the greatest outcry against the pro­
posed *new construction. Labor un- 

~Xj ««Atedly will range itself alongside 
$*e Liberals when this battle between 
f Churchill and Beatty passes from 
Downing street to the floor of the Com­
mons.

It is one of the ironies of the situa­
tion that although Labor in policy Is 
flatly and uncompromisingly opposed 
to any extension of armaments there Is 
a section of the party which recognizes 
that new construction will be the 
means of absorbing a large number of 
the unemployed.

The new navy program as far as can 
be ascertained today envisages the 
construction of at least 20 cruisers over 
a period of four years at a cost of ap­
proximately $200,000,000. It would, 
provide work for persons engaged in 

_ fully 147 trades.
Beatty has contended that within 10 

years 82 cruisers would become obso­
lete. When Labor was In office, Mac­
Donald, with the eld of the Liberals, 
turned down a great scheme for re­
placement but finally sanctioned five 
10,000 too cruisers, which are now un­
der construction. «

The Liberals opposed even this ex­
tension and the Tories gave the noces-

8ary support to put over this limit 
building plan.

The Liberal Daily News declares 
that the adoption of this scheme of ex­
pansion will ibe a straight road to ruin.

It 
was erected In I8T6 at a cost of $130,- 
000 and is divided Into the country 
and butchers’ market.

Running the full length of the build­
ing, In the centre are stands for the 
farmers to display their produce on. 
Situated on either side of the building 
are stalls. In the lower part of the 
building, toward Germain street, are 
chiefly to be found the butchers and 
Ash salesmen and the upper, or Char­
lotte street part, Is principally given 
over to commission merchants.

ing their wagons into the side of the 
street, took their horses away to some 
nearby livery stable, and then came 
back to sell their produce. When it 
was decided to build a market more 
land to the south of the lot was 
secured In order to give a driveway 
on both sides of the building.

Some of the most prominent mer­
chants of the city had stores on Chat^ 
lotte and Germutin streets, near the 
market lot On Charlotte street were 
to be found the business places of 
William Bookout, R. & G. Lynam and 
John Smith. On Germain street was 
the store of Godsoe Brothers. This 
latter Arm moved into the new build­
ing and carried on business there for 
many years.

The present building was completed 
just before the great fire of 1877 and 
many homeless persons were housed In 
it until such time as quarters could be 
found elsewhere for. them-

$4,000 and $8,000 to go toward the 
payment of interest and sinking fund 
on the investment- It is under the 
direct control of the Commissioner of 
Public Safety. For many years the 
collection of fees from the countrymen 
was given out on lease, but of late 
years the city has had its own col­
lector and at present the market clerk 
is John Stephenson and his deputy, 
Samuel Winters, look after this item.

OPEN AIR IN OLD DAYS.
Before the erection of the present 

building an open air market was con-: 
ducted on the same lot on which the 
building now stands. On what is now 
North Market street were several old 
sheds and at times the produce was 
displayed in these or in the wagons of 
the farmers. The street itself was 
paved with cobble stones and these 
were sloped to a gutter in the centre, 
into which the debris was sent and 
wished «way to the sewer. The farm-

■Facing on both streets, the building 
is three stories in height. The tower 
floors ore occupied with stoles. In 
the Charlotte street building several 
fraternal orders have lodge rooms and 
for many years the Natural History 
Society was located there.

This important decision was reached 
at the dosing session here today of the 
Maritime Economic Conference, the de­
tails of this decision to be worked out 
by a committee composed of Wallace 
L. Higgins, representing Charlotte­
town; D. R. Turnbull, Halifax, repre­
senting Nova Scotia, and A. P. Pater­
son, representing New Brunswick.

NO PRICE TOO HIGH
The matter was introduced by Mr.

Paterson wh0 stressed the desirability 
of having the Maritime case presented 
accurately and with a view to securing 
adequate redress to present injustices.
-The findings of the Railway Commis­
sioners would be of vital import to the 
Maritimes for many years to come and 
no price was too high, he said, in an 
effort to conserve the best interests of 
the Maritime Provinces. Other speak­
ers heartily endorsed this view and the 
hope was expressed that prompt action 
would be taken by the three govern­
ments concerned.

The appointment of the special com­
mittees to investigate and report at the 
final meeting in Charlottetown iq Sep­
tember was left by the Conference to 
the Assodatcd Boards of Trade of P. E.
Island, the Halifax Board at Trade, 
wnresenghg Nova, Scotia and the Saint 
John Board of Trade representing New 

-tBrunswick. Each provincial body will 
kwppoint four committees each to study 

and report on immigration, transporta­
tion,1 industrial development and the 
economic status of the Maritimes under 
the Confederation pact.

CONSOLIDATE REPORTS.
The report of these committees will 

be consilidated at the Charlottetown 
conference and the definite case for the 
Maritimes to be presented to the 
National Conference, in the fall, will 
then be drafted.

New elements in 
the business situation make it likely 
that the third quarter will be both ac­
tive and profitable for those who take 
advantage of the situation.

The metal-working trades and sup­
ply houses believe the improvement 
indicated In several of the basic indus­
tries of the Dominion, notably that of 
dgrlculture, will soon react to their 
benefit. Crops in general are in excel­
lent (pndlition, and the agricultural 
implement industry finds advance or­
ders for eqülpment coming in briskly. 
Building permits are in greater volume 
than a year ago, in all parts of the 
Dominion.

STEEL CURTAILMENT
Steel mills which have been busy 

since the first of March are now begin­
ning to curtail operations. The Algoma 
Steel Corporation has closed down its 
rail mill and cut operations in some 
other departments. The British Empire 
Steel Corporation has closed down the 
greater part of its plant at Sydney, and 
at present only one blast furnace is 
blowing and the wire and nail depart­
ments have gone on a four-day week 
basis. Foundries have shown no change 
in operations, but continue at between 
40 and 60 per cent.

Work on the Fort Alexander pulp 
and paper mill will commence in a few 
weeks. In addition to the mill, 18 miles 
of railway will be built. A $5,000,000 
store at Winnipeg is planned, it is re­
ported, by the Hudson’s Bay Co.

Buying in the metal markets con­
tinues moderately, with little future 
purchasing being done. Prices arc 
steady, with the movement lipward 
rather than otherwise. In sheets, at To­
ronto, Queen’s Head is now selling at 
50c. without tax, and 52c. with tax, 
over the price of Apollo.

At Montreal, scrap copper has had a 
tendency to rise all week, but suffered 
a slight decline, but the belief Is that 
the {petal is coming Into better demand 
In the export market. In ingot nonfer­
rons metals, copper is showing a strong 
upward tendency. Antimony is very 
firm, as stocks are very low, and higher 
prices during the next month are anti­
cipated.

ZMONTREAL, July 17.—The Asbes­
tos issues again featured the trading 
at the opening of today’s stock market, 
and both, recovered some of the ground 
lost yesterday. The common, which 
closed with a net loss of 15 at 6S, 
opened up 2 and quickly touched 72, 
later easing to its opening figure. It 
was easily the most active stock. The 
preferred following its decline of 16 
points appeared stronger by 8V* at 102, 
at which figure it held steady during 
the first fifteen minutes of trading. An­
other strong spot was Wayagamack 
which was up 2 to 48. B. C. Fish and 
Montreal Power both lost Vi to 47, and 
192 respectively in light trading. The 
balance of the list was firm. National 
Breweries and Canada Cement sold the 
same at 45 and 102%, and Consolidated 
Smelters gaining % to 95%.

IN WALL ST.

The star, who Is now in Europe, was 
injured during a rehearsal of “Ootter- 
daemmerung" on the afternoon of Jan­
uary 13. The singer of Bruanhllde 
and her horse, a substantial Wagnerian 
mount known as Grane, were enter­
ing the stage at a rehearsal for the 
scene of Brunnhtide's immolation on 
Siegfried’s funeral pyre, the horse skid­
ded on something. The singer fell and 
the horse landed on one of her feet. An 
X-ray disclosed no fracture^ but the 
foot was badly swollen.

On March 37, the star started her 
action against the Metropolitan, 
through her atorney, Robert H. Mc­
Cormick. She charged that the pas­
sageway through the wings to the 
stage “was negligently and carelessly 
constructed and maintained and lm- Want a Job? Use the want ad. page,

perfectly lighted,” and “that the de­
fendant permitted and allowed the said 
passageway to be maintained In a 
careless, reck!

The opera company's answer, filed 
on April 25, set up a number of de­
fenses, among them one that Mme.
