Halifax, N. S, July 27 (Canadian
Press)—The electors of Nova Scotia are
deciding today whether Premier George
H. Murray, victor in every provincial
election campaign in Nova Scotia since
1896 is to be given another lease of pow-
er, with a clear Liberal majority in the
next house of assembly, or whether the
province is to be afforded the opportun-
ity of trying out the group form ‘of gov-
ernment.

Altogether one hundred
will wait for the returns of the presid-
ing officers. Of these forty are Liber-
als, thirty Conservatives, fourteen Farm-
ers, ecleven Labor, two' Labor-Farmers,
one Soldier and one Independent. The
Liberals have full tickets in sixteen of

date in another. The Conservatives have
full tickets in twelve counties and single
candidates in three. The Farmers are
represented in ten counties and Labor in
six. Forty-three seats are to be filled.

As a result of the last election in the
summer of 1916 the Liberal forces head-
ed by Premier Murray, elected thirty-
one members and the Conservatives
twelve, which represented a “consider-
able gain for the latter. There have
been no actual by-elections, Hon. H. H.
Wickwire, upon being mamed. commis-
sioner of highways, was unopposed in
Kings and no attempt was made to fill
the seven vacancies which have de-
veloped, because of the death or re-
signation of the members involved, since
the, election of the last house.

The premier of Australia has de-
clared Archbishop Mannix does not
voice the sentiments of Australia. An
Anustralian writing to the New York
Times says:— L

“I wish to emphasize the fact - that
Archbishop Mannix is not an Australian,
nor.does he in\any capacity, officially or
unofficially, represent that country. I
think it is opportune to bripg before
your minds the fact that Australia is a
self~-governing commonwealth, free to
make and enforce her own laws, and it
was not found necessary during the
progress of the World War to ‘enforce
conscription on her people, but, on the
contrary, they were proud of the oppor-
tunity to display their patriotism to
their mother country, and how they ac-
quitted themselves of this responsibﬁlty
is now a matter of history. Awustralia
is known throughout Qhe world for its
democracy, its freedom of religion and
the co-ordination of its people. All this
has been made possible under the pro-
tecting hand* of British justice and fair
play. Every Australiaf is filldd ‘with
pride to be considered a member of a
nation which stands for these two great
principles, and should the ocecasion arise,
Australia would be just as willing again
to take her, place beside the mother coun-
try as she did during the'ls.st_ great war.”

ASYLUM INMATE
KILLED IN BATTLE
WITH GUARDS

Three Attendants Wounded
When Two Insane Patlents
Attack Them with Knives.

Bridgewater, Mass., July 27—One in-
mate of the Bridgewater State Farm was
killed and three attendants Were severe-
ly wounded with knives during an out-
break by inmates of the violent ward.
Lloyd Kingdom, a negro inmate, was
shot and killed by officers,

Fdwin Kingsley, George Garnier and
Fred Bowles, the attendants who were
slashed, were in a serious condition to-
night with body wounds. Antonio Dis-
rest, who was associated with Kingdom
in the outbreak, was captured unin-
jured. -

The trouble occurred when thirty in-
mates of the violent ward were being let
into the yard by Kingsley and Garnier.
All but Kingsley and Disrest had gone
out, when the two turned upon the at-
tendants and slashed them with knives.
Bowles came to the assistance of Kings-
ley and Garnier, and in turn was slashed.

Kingdom and Disrest fled upstairs to
a ward room where they were surround-
ed by hospital attendants and prison of-
ficers. In a few minutes they made a
dash for the stairs. They refused to
halt and it was then that Kingdom was
shot. i

Kingdom was serving a seven years
sentence for breaking and entering, He
was committed hére from the state
prisorr at Charlestown. His sentence
would have expired next November. Dis-
rest is serving a life sentence for {murder.

CANADA—EAST - AND  WEST

Dominion Happesilogs of Other Days

FORT WILLIAM.

The tourists who pass up the Great
Lakes of Canada every summer find a
city of beauty and great business in
terests at the head of the lakes, It is
the city of Fort William, visited annual-
ly by thousands.® But the place would
not be recognized in the description
given of the same section 100 years ago.
Franchere, a French fur trader, gives
the first description of Fort William
that is in existence. In 1810 he left
New York in the employ of the Astor
Fur._ Company, and after rounding the
cape came to the Pacific coast in search
of skins. On his return journey he
crossed the Rocky Mountains, floated
down the Saskatchewan, crossed Lake
Winnipeg and passed homewa{d by way
of Lake Superior in 1814. He' says that
Fort Willilam was built in 1805, when
the Northwest and the X. Y. companies
united, and that it was named in honor|
of Hon. William McGillivray, then head |
of the North-West Company. At that
time the place was surrounded by pal-
lisades, each fifteen ‘feet in height, en-
closing what looked like a pretty village
with several’ houses. In the middle of
the square stood a large building ele-
gantly built for the time with a room

sixty feet in length and thirty feet widea
This was the common eating place of |
the fort and also the place where the|
greater part of the trading business
| was carried on. At the rear of thel
room were smaller ones for the head of
the fort.

‘The fort was run on a semi-military
system and a constant guard was main-,
tained by the factor. As the fort was|
the nearest approach to “civilization,” |
each summer saw a large crowd gather|

Sydney, N. S. July 26—A hundred
telegrams of welcome await the delega-
tion to the Imperial Press Conference
when they set foot in Canada at Sydney
this morning for a seven weeks tour of
Canada. Premier Meighen and members
of the federal cabinet, the provincial
lieutenant-governors and premiers, pres-
idents of boards of trade and mayors, Sir
Arthur Currie, Sir Lomer Gouin, Presi-
dent Beatty of the C. P. R., and scores
of prominent men throughout the dom-
inion joined in extending welcome to
the delegates and appreciation of the
significance to imperial unity of the sec-
ond Imperial Press Conference. Hon
Arthur Meighen, prime minister of Can-
ada, on behalf of the government of
Canada, said:—

“I cordially welcome the delegates to
the Imperial Press Conference to this
Dominion. I invite you to make during
your visit an investigation of Canadian
resources and conditions as complete as
the time at your disposal will permit,
and I assure you a hospitable greeting
and a warm appreciation the high pur-
pose you have in mind from the people
of Canada. The store of information
which you will acquire of this country
and which through your people will learn
in other parts’of the empire cannot fail
to be of great advantage to all.

At the close of the year 1917 the Bos-
ton Provident Association found in a
study covering eight years that 1,400 out
of a total of 7,775 dependent families
showed intemperance as a factor in their
trouble. Eighteeri per cent of all to
whom $27,000 had to be given in relief.
In the 1,400 families with intemperance
8,925 children were growing up under
conditions of neglect and abuse to which

the difference under prohibition; only
eight such cases out of 485 family appli-
cations since July 1, 1919. The figures
of the Associated Charities of Boston
show a drop since 1917 from 27 per cent
to 2 per cent in the last six months,

Since July 1, 1919, a collection of far
pleasanter facts has been steadily grow-
ing in our files of folks who, as the say-
.ing goes, have not “seen better days.”
| Out of twenty-six of these same fam-
{ilies in which the effects of alcohol had
! been most marked, and which the visit-
! ors have recently made a special effort
to see, all but four can be offered as such
examples of re-birth as no friend of
! theirs would have dared to hope for
!‘nine» months ago. In every one of the
| twenty-two families there is a record of
| persisting sobriety according to land-
' Jords, teachers, friendly visitors and the
| families themselves. Of course, taking
away a drunkard’s liquor does not make

MURDERS AS HE
NEARS GALLOWS

Negro Sentenced in Cali-
fornia, Admits Killing Vie-
tims for Money.

Los Angeles, Cal, July 27—Mose
Gibson, a negro, sentenced to hang for

the murder of Roy Trapp, of Fullerton,
a California rancher, has confessed to

J. R. Reavis, of Baton Rouge, La, ac-
cording to Sheriff J. E. Jacksom.

Sheriff Jackson has just returned from
taking Gibson to the penitentiary at
San Quentin.

The murders to which the sheriff said
Gibson confessed were: -

Roy Trapp, rancher, Fullerton, Cal.
Mr. and Mrs. Jacob Erhardt, Phoenix,
Ariz., last month.

J. R. Revis, restaurant man of Baton
Rouge Junction, La., twelve years ago.
A woman at Orange City Junction,
Fla., killed in November, 1919. |

A watchman at Sugar Mill at Gra-
mercy, St. James Parish, L4, murdered
in November, ¥920.

A storekeeper at Wagoner, Grialie
County, La.. killed in November, 1920.
Admissions that he committed “thou-
sands” of burglaries, obtaining sams
from a few cents to $100, was made by
Gibson, according to the sheriff.
Gibson was arrested at Topo 'y, Ariz.,
for the murder of Trapp and for an as-
sault on Mrs. Trapp. He ras bhro ght
here, pleaded guilty to the murder
charge, and was sentenced to hang Sept.
24.

The negro killed most of his vietims
with a hammer, he asserted.

Mr. and Mrs. Erbardt were killed, ac-
cording to the confession, after the
negro had served a jail sentence at
Douglas, Ariz. He said he killed the
couple to obtain money. Renis also was
killed for money.

Two of the burglaries were commit-
ted in one night in June, 1913, in
Omaha, the sheriff said. Gibson was
arrested after the first and escaped, al-
though ‘handcul?eed. With the manacles
on his wrists committed the second,
he said, to obtain money for having the
handcuffs filed off.
