Ottawa Receives Report.,

Ottawa, March 8—The department of
public information has received the fol-
lowing cable from the ministry of the
overseas military forces of Canada re-
garding the disturbance at Kinmel
Camp:— ‘ !

“In view of the splendid discipline and
record uniformly < maintained by the
Canadian troops since the beginnig of the
war, in England and France, the incident
at Kinmel Camp is very deeply regretted
at the headquarters of the overseas mili-
tary forces of Canada. It is considered

“Immediately upon the matter being
reported to the chief of the general staff,
Lieut. General Sir Richard' Turner; V.
C, K. C. B, he went to Kinmel Camp
and addressed the men in fifteen different
places. They seemed to appreciate his
cxplanations, and there are not likely to
be any further disturbances.

“There are at Kinmel Camp approxi-
mately 15,000 troops, all ranks, who have
been despatched there as being the last
step before boarding ship for Canada.
Had the number of men been able to
embark in February according to the
programme which it was confidently
thought could be carried out, the trouble
would not have. occurred, but the ship-
ping situation, owing to strikes and for
asther reasons, is admitted to be an ex-
tremely difficult matter to control.

“However, it is hoped by the Cana-
dian authorities, that there will not be a
recurrence of the delays which have hith-
erto taken place. !

Many Arrests Made,

“It is not attempted in the slightest de-
grde to excuse the conduct of the men
wl o took part in the disturbance. Many
of .he offenders have already been placed
ur®ier arrest, who, with others involved,
wilf be rigorously dealt with. During
the’ disturbance there was a certain
ambpunt of damage done and it was dis-
covered that civilians were concerned.
Up/to the present time twelve of these
civilians have been arrested and handed
over to the civil authorities.

Five Killed

“During the disturbance there were
killed, three rioters and two men on
piquet duty. There were twenty one
wounded, of whom two were officers.
There is no foundation for the report
that a major who is a' V. C,, has been
either killed or injured.

THE OPPOSITION PARTY.

There is much curiosity as to the at-
titude the other members of the prov-
incial opposition will take toward certain
of their number who are under a cloud.

Perhaps the
coming reports and the coming opposi-
tion convention may effect some changes,
but at present the opposition plan ap-
pears to be to stand pat and see what
hapﬁen.ll. It is mot o very courageous
attitude for meh elected to represent the
people. The record of the opposition is
before the country and the people ‘are
watching their representatives with much
more than usual keenness and interest.
The events of which the story is now
public property are quite too recent to
be forgotten, and there must be a reck-
oning. The province has an unsavory
political reputation because of the
scandals exposed during the last two
years, and to go on without any mark
of disapproval would be to invite con-
tempt.  The government will do its part,
but will it be supported by the better
element of the opposition in- the house?
The issue cannot be dodged. Everybody
must stand up to be ¢counted.

——
THE BEER QUESTION.

Premier Foster has given the very sat-
isfactory agsurance that there will be no
increase in the percentage, of alconol in
beer until the people have yoted on the
question. The case for the New Pruns-
wick Temperance Alliance was admir-
ably set before the government at Fred-
ericton yesterday. The delegation as-
sured the government that while tley
saw no good reason for a referendum,
they had never opposed it, and ‘had no
fear as to the result. They are the more
justified in their confidence by the fact
that if a vote is taken the votes of the
women will be thrown into the scale.
Those who ask for stronger beer virtu-
ally ask for _the restoration of the
saloon. Beer causes drunkenness. The
record in England shows that clearly,
and indeed we need not go beyond past
history of this province for the proof.
What we have in prohibition we should
hold.

The Alliance also asks the government
to take over the distribution and salg
of liquor, to restrict the sale of essences
used as substitutes, and to make some
change in regard to the issue of pres-
criptions by physicians. They were as-
sured these matters would receive the
earnest attention of the government. The
tribute paid by one speaker to Inspector
W. D. Wilson was a deserved tribute to
a man who devotes himself conscientious-
ly and with keen intelligence to his ar-
duous task.

It must have been gratifying to the
government to receive the assurance of
the Alliance that their administration of
the law has given complete satisfactlon,
and that the difficulty of suppressing the
boot-legger and other violators of the
lew is fully recognized. The -government
has kept faith, and the Alliance delega-
tion has recorded its approval. Rev,
Thomas Marshall gave special expression
to his appreciation of Premier Foster’s
fairness and good faith. The premier
was perfectly frank in his statement yes-
terday of the government’s position, the
difficulties of the situation, and the rival
claims presented for its consideration.
That is the kind of man a delegation
likes to do business with.

HON. A. K. MacLEAN
REPLIES TO GHARGES

Ottawa, March_7—Reply to charges
against the civil service commission held
the stage during continued debate in the
house of commons today on the address.
Earlier in the week Mr. Hocken, mem-
ber for West Toronto, had charged that
appointments were made by the civil
service commission from friendship.
rather than from witnesses. He gave
certain instances in support of his
charges. Today Hon. A. K. MacLean,
minister in charge of civil service mat-
ters, took up the cases, one by one.

«I believe I'have demonstrated beyond
controversy,” he added, “that in every
single instance the statements of Mr.
Hocken were absolutely unfounded and
cannot be supported by facts.”

Mr. MacLean also took the view that
it was hardly fair to the'civil service
commission to make such charges with-
out some effort to substantiate them.
Moreover, if Mr, 'Hocken requestéd an
investigation the government would be
glad to accede to the request.

The debate was continued in the eve-
ning by Arthur Trahan, of Nicolet, Dr.
Thompson, member for the Yukon, and
Mr. Turgeon, of Gloucester, New Bruns-
wick. Dr. Thompson suggested the
establishment of an aeroplane service for
the northland.

At the regular meeting of the board!
of commissioners of the St. John Muni-f
cipal Home held at their office on March'
8, 1919, the following preamble and reso-
lution was unanimously adopted and
copies ordered to be sent to each mem-
ber of the municipal council, and the
city papers: l
Whereas, it having been brought to
the notice of this board that applicationi
has been made by the St. John Dry Dock
& Shipbuilding Company, Ltd., for the’
granting of shore rights and privileges
on the Courtenay Bay front of the prop-
erty known as the municipal home; and
Whereas, under the Act A. D. 1837
and 1838, lst Victoria, chapter XVIL,
passed March 9, 1838, of the prov.nce of
New Brunswick, and by said act this
property was set apart for the purposes
designated, and a board of commission-
ers named for its management, said
board having been perpetuated as trus-
tees up to the present date, therefore is
of the opinion that neither the muni-
cipal council nor this board of commis-
sioners have in their vested power right
to grant the concessions applied for with-
out the proper safeguards necessary for
the protection of the future functions of
the home which has, and is, fulfilling all
the requirements for the municipality,
and is therefore a very valuable asset.
Therefore resolved, that this board
places itself on record as nat being op-
posed to granting all facilities : possible
to the dock company, providing an up-
set price, previous 'to entry 'on 'the
ground, be fixed on the whole property
on the western side of the road, includ-
ing buildings, and that in the event of
the municipality being compelled to va-
cate the building through the operations
of the company, then a commission of
three judges from the supreme court of
New Brunswick be appointed to decide
upon any claims for such abandonment
as the municipality may bring forward
for their consideration, and if abandon-
ment is decided upon, then the company
interested to take over the whole prop-
erty at the upset price, giving the muni-
cipality from one to three years con-|
tinued occupancy to enable them to pro-'
vide for their wants' elsewhere, !
The commissioners fee] that the above
terms should be considered as a fair and
business-like proposition, and are sub-
mitted with the hope that they will re-
ceive due consideration by the munici-
pality and ‘be made binding on the pres-
ent applicant, their successors and as-
signs. i

Many Cures at
Hospital For -
The Nervous

In the annual report of the medical
superintendent of the Provincial Hospital,
Dr. J. V. Anglin says in part: - ;

At the beginning of the year there
were in .the  hospital 628 patients, 388
men and 285 women.

During the- year there -were admitted
160 cases, 85 men and 75 women. of
these 125 were first admissions and 83
had been under our care in former years,
once or more often.

There were discharged 79 patients, 40
men and 89 women. Of the 79, fifty
were counted as recovering and twenty-
three improved. Several others were
taken out to end their days at home.

There were seventy-nine deaths among
the patients, forty-five men-and thirty-
four women. j

At the first of the year eleven patients
‘were absent from the hospital residing
with relatives. When the year closed
five women Wwere thus on trial, and five
men were absent without' leave.

With the changes in the population
cited, there remained in the wards on the
last day of October 626 patients, 337 men
and 289 women, one man less and four
women more than when the year began;
five more men and twenty-one more wo-
men than were resident five years ago.

* The number of cases under care and
treatment during the twelve months to-
talled 794. In addition the military au-
thorities asked us to take in soldiers be-
Jonging to this district who,.suffered from
mental ailments, so that throughout most
of the year there were from ten to fifteen
such to be looked after. Some of them
had seen service in France. Some of
them probably would have found their
way here even if peace had reigned in the
orld since 1914,  ° ;

Since the hospital was opened for men-
tal patients, 8,480 cases have been admit-
ted, 4,840 men and 8,590 women. Of this
total 8,291 cases have left the hospital
*apparently restored to health, and 2,801
persons have died, the majority after
years of residence. - 'Otner interesting in-
formation’ about the history of this un-
fortunately indispensable institution since
its inception may be obtained by consult-
ing the synoptical table that follows, i
. Of the 160 cases that entered the hospi-
tal, the tables' that follow' from one to
ten give information as to where they
eame from, birthplace, occupation, etc.

_ Of the eighty-five men admitted the
@verage age was forty-two years; of the
seventy-five women, . forty-four years.
More elderly people than usual were ad-
mitted, thirty-one had passed their sixti-
eth year, one had reached ninety-four.

Among the admissions sixty-four had
been insane over a year before coming
4o the hospital; nine had never been of
wund mind; five were afflicted with epi-

There were more patients than hither-
to whose friends paid at least part of
their maintenance. Many of the muni-
cipalities continue regular quarterly pay-
ments. Others have during the past year
paid arrears, while one or two pay no
attention to bills faithfally rendered.

The entire_amount expended for the
upkeep of ‘the institution was $127,298.11,
well within the appropriation. Of this
sum $76,296.82 was paid from the provin-
cial treasury. For each patient $120.28.

The outlay for food was $49,216.48.
For a more ample supply of provisions
five years ago, $28,564.05 were expended.

To operate our steam plant, which af-
fords the institution'heat and light, and
is a necessity for cooking and laundering,
$28,412.82 were required, while five years
ago $12,413.68 answered’ the same pur-

oses.

Food and fuel could not be done with-
out, and so it was duec largely to-their
increased cost that it has been so much
more expensive to maintain the hospi-
tal. However, practically’ everything
that was required could be obtained only
at higher prices. \

As compared with five years ago, dur-
ing the past year $4,629 more were paid
for-wages; -$1,980 .more-for clothes; $640
more_ for furnishings, and almost $400
more for soap, brooms and cleaning ma-
terials. « v

The cultivation of the farm has again
been profitable. It is the chief source of
the vegetables used by the inmates of the
hospital. The large crop of hay is near-
Iy all consumed by the stock, and the in-
stitution is supplied with milk, and much
necessary hauling is done. Practically all
the oats required were grown on our own
land. In addition almost four tons’ of
pork were raised and killed, lessening the
need of purchasing meat. From. this

The first witness last evening was

was in the house she saw Harold lying
down and went over to him and asked
him if he was sick. In reply he just
twisted his shoulders. She then asked
him if he had been fighting, but he said
not. Mrs. Belyea said that she then
touched him on the shoulders, and he
flinched. She then touched him on the
head, and he told her, “Don’t do that,
it hurts” The witness stated that she
noticed the back of his left hand and his
wrist, which were both swollen. There
was also a small three-cornered red
mark over his right eye. When asked
what was the trouble, he told Mrs.
Belyea that he “had got a darned hard
licking from his teacher.”
_ When questioned by Mr. Tait the wit-
pess said that the back of Harold’s left
hand and his wrist was swollen, puffed
and -red.

Gordon Everett, who testified at the
first session on a recent Thursday night,
was, recalled to stand owing to the fact
that he had stated that Harold Higgins
had been punished twice on Monday
afternoon by Miss Spencer.

London, March 7—From eight to
twenty-seven persons are estimated- to
have been killed and from twenty-five

to seventy-three wounded in rioting dur-
ing the past three days at the Kimmel
military camp at' Rhyl, Wales, according
to a Liverpool despatch received here
tonight. Great property damage was
caused, the despatch ddds. .

According to latest reports from Liver-
pool the riot was started by about two
hundred malcontents. There were 25,000
Canadians in the camp  awaiting de-
mobilization and embarkation. The men
who caused the trouble were war casual-
ties who had served for three years or
more in France. They complained that
their embarkation had been postponed
while other men who had seen less ser-
vice were sent home.’

After the destruction of stores of all
kinds on Tuesday by the discontented
men; the situation took a more serious
turn on Wednesday when the cavalry
was called out but was forbidden to use
its arms,

Troops 'from Chester interposed be-

tween the rioters in their march upon |

Abergale, near Rhyl, and also preyented
a threatened raid on the latter place.
Five men were killed and forty injured
in the course of this fighting, it is re-
ported.

There was further promiscuous shoot-
ing early Thursday morning, but at no
time was there organized firing by any
armed party. Most of the deaths were
due to crushing, ,it is said. An un-
named major holding the Victoria Cross
and believed to be from New Brunswick,
is reported to have been virtually
trampled to death while attempting to
defend the officers’ quarters against great
odds.

The Daily Mail says that the Can-
adian authorities restored order without
the assistance of British troops and de-
clares that the matter is solely one for
Canadian disciplinary action.

Later, on Thursday, numbers of the
men paraded in Rhyl. They made noisy

demonstrations, but comimitted no dam-
age. The outbreak began Tuesday night

with the signal cry, “Come on Bol-
sheviski,” uttered by a man said to be-
long to the Canadian forces. A large
number of men then wrecked the stores
building and thousands of loaves of
bread were trampled into the mud. The
women’s auxiliary quarters were then
rushed and the women’s clothes carried
off. The rioters seized stores of ammu-
nition, fired on the officers’ quarters and
then began a march in the direction of
Abergele, but were held up.

The report that a major
with the Victoria Cross had been killed
while keeping insubordinate troops from
the officers’ mess, was denied, the news-
paper adds.

London, March 7—Canadian military
headquarters in London today issued a
statement with reference to the riot by
soldiers’ at Kingmel Park. The state-
ment says the disturbance was entirely

due to the delay in getting the men back
to Canada. It was impossible to keep
the promises given the men, the state-
ment adds, owing to the shortage of ves-
sels to convey them home.

The ‘authorities, howeyer, the state-
ment adds, do not regard the rioting as
justified: and the offenders, many of
whom already are under arrest, will be
vigorously dealt with.'

A niimber of eivilians took part in
the disturbance; and twelve of these also
have been arrested and handed over to
the civil authorities.

In the course of the trouble three riot-
ers and two sentries were killed and
twenty-one persons ere injured, includ-
ing two officers, according to the state-
ment. .

There has been no previous report of
rioting at Kingmel Park.
