These various
eriminals, thus startingly arraigned, will
doubtless take measures for their de-
fence; but in the meantime the average
citizen will remember that when the
Laurier government was defeated by Mr.
Hathéway and his friends, the National-
ists of Quebec, everything was in line
for the construction of G. T. P. termin-
als at Courtenay Bay in ample time for
their use by the company, and that the
Grand Trunk. Pacific was to be connect-
_ed with the St. John Valley Railway,
giving a short haul to St. John for all
traffic routed this way, the Chipman-
Moncton line being for the convenience
of trade routed to Halifax. Unfortun-
ately the government of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier was defeated, and the plans of
Hon. Wm. Pugsley are not yet being
carried out, although Mr. Hatheway’s
friends have had-two_years in which to
make a beginning.

~THE LUMBER TARIFF

/T'he Bangor Commercial ‘does not be-
lieve that the owners of timber lands
in Maine have anything to fear from a
reduction in the tariff on lumber from
Canada. In the course of an article deal-
ing with this question, that journal
says:—

«“The large owners of timber lands
are not worrying over the provisions of
the tariff measure nor do they have
cause to worry. Since 1898 the prices
for sturhpage have been greatly increased
as the price of lumber has increased. In
1898 hemlock and spruce boards were
selling by the thousand, delivered in
Bax;gor, at $7, $8 and $10. By inquiry
from Morse & Co. we learn that the
pricé today is $21 a thousand for hem-
lock and $28 a thousand for spruce, de-
livered in Bangor.”

The Commercial submits that these
prices are high enough, without any pro-
tection, and that the owners of timber
lands are not entitled to a continuance
of the high protection which they have
enjoyed. Indeed it says they are not
making any claim to protection, -and
that the only thing they -are worrying
about is fire; and if they can be protect-
ed from its ravages they should be well
satisfied. i

Let us all hope that the statement is
true that most of the cheering for Thaw
in Sherbrooke is done by his own friénds
and relatives.

" The customs revenue of the Dominion
continues to increase.

A despatch from Boston says that
thousands of children under sixteen
syears of age were thrown out of work
on Monday last by the operation of a
new state law which prohibits the em-
ployment of any ¢hild under fourteen
in a workshop, and provides that no
child under sixteen shall work more than
48 hours a week. It is sald that as a
result there will be a large increase in
attendance at school, and that manu-
facturers will be compelled to make
some change in their working schedules.
It is claimed that nearly 50,000 employ-
ers and more than 75,000 children are
affected by the new law. It may cause
some hardship to families who have
found it necessary to depend upon the
earnings of some of the children, but in
such cases some arrangement may be

possible, and in general the legislation
will be found to be of benefit to the

state.

DOUGLAS AVENUE
AND THE NEW BRIDeE

As a result of the discussion in the
common council yesterday morning, re-
lative to the partial blocking of the ap-
proach to the Suspension bridge, as re-
commended by A. R.rSpringcr, an en-
gineer of the provincial department of
public works, the commissioners visited
the ground in the afterncon and left on
the understanding that the engineer
would provide plans for the temporary
widening of the road on the south side
at the approach to the bridge, the plans
to be considered by the council.

His worship said that, in spite of the
inconvenience involved, he was convinced
that the people of St. John would be
willing to put up with the partial block-
ing of the approach if this was found
necessary for the ultimate perfection of
the new brid%e, as Mr. Springer had
said it would be, in order that the con-
crete of the new anchor pier which he
proposes to put down immediately,
should be given time to season properly.
The question will come before the coun-
cil for further consideration.

SUICIDE 15 VERDICT
AT THE COYLE INQUEST

The shooting of Hartley Coyle, which
at first appeared to be mysterious, was
last night officially declared to be a case
of suicide. Coroner Berryman conduct-
ed an inquest into the affair and after
several witnesses had testified the jury
returned a verdict that Coyle had come
to his death by a buHet from a rifle, and
that death was caused by his own hand.

Among the witnesses were Mrs.
Amelia Snow, Mrs, Alice Carr, Andrew
Coyle, Albert Coyle, Policeman Hamm,
Dr. Dunlop and Dr. Dickson, the two
latter of the staff of the general public
hospital. The testimony went to prove
that the Snow woman had left the Coyle
house in Brindley street before the
shooting, and Dr. Dickson told of a con-
fession by the young man that he had
shot himself on account of a girl. The
jury was out only a few minutes.

A King Who is No King Is
The Bridegroom

EUROPE INTERESTED

Farcical Arrangements By Which
a Delegation of Royalists Will
Attend — An Ormulu Clock
Figures Largely in the Nego-
tiens

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Dresden, Aug. 28—Pleasant Sigmar-
ingen on the peerless Danube is nerv-
ous. The trouble is the coming wed-
ding of King Manuel of Portugal with
Princess Augustina Victoria Wilhelmina
Antoinetta Mathilda Ludovica Joseph-
ine. Marie Elizabeth, the twenty-two-
year-old daughter of Prince Wilhelmn of
Hohenzollern. i

-All royal marriages make trouble, but
this royal marriage makes tumult. It has
complications of position, of politics and
of money. First Manuel is a king who
is no king; secondly, the Hohenzollerns
of Sigmaringen are royaltiés who are no
royalties. They are kinsmen of Wil-
helm II. and think themselves higher
than him because they' are an older
branch; but they have no kingdom and
it i1s sixty years since they had even a
pringipality. Thirdly, Manuel has no
money and the Hohenzollerns have.
Fourthly, there is trouble in Portugal;
and fifthly, there is the Balkan war.
Hene¢e Sigmaringen’s perturbations, per-
mutations and eombinations; and tele-
grams fly all day and night explaining
things and explaining the explanations,
till the -telegraph clerks turn as blue as
the Danube itself. i

All over this “marriage de conven-
ance.” Manuel, indeed, is truly in love,
but his Princess Augustina is not, and
no man knows why she weds Manuel,
when  all the world has laughed at his
amours, his debts and his bad shots at
golf. However, wifeless kings are rare
and Manuel’s chances to be real king
again are not so small. No one in Port-
ugal wants Manuel, but thousands want}
a change; and being bored with the re-
public they may try a monarchy. And
to become a queen is something, even if

| you are a princess of Sigmaringen and

rank yourself higher than kaisers.
The First Trouble

In such condition trouble was certain.
The first trouble was Manuel’s claim to
kjngship. Although Manuel is called
a king in polite conversation, he is not
a king either in court etiquette or law.
All states recognise Portugal’s -republic
formally and they cannot recognize
Portugal’s king. Manuel’s chief coun-
sellor, the Anglo-Portuguese Marquis de
Soveral, advised him to be married with
full royal ceremony. This caused diffi-.
culties.

The etiquette at minor German courts

.| (such Sigmaringen likes to count- itself)

is that the local sovereign is superior in
rank to any visitor who is below king-
ship and the court gives the visitor pre-
cedence only out of courtesy. The
Prince of Hohenzollern is a great stick-
ler for correctitude and he ruled that
Manuel is not a king, though as bride-
groom and guest he might claim the
highest possible position. A debate en-
sued. Frivolous Manuel cared nothing
about it. But his advisers, backed by
an able intermeddling lawyer, named
Serroes, insisted that he should be full
king and that the marriage etiquette
should be royal.

Sturdy Prince Wilhelm of Hohenzol-
lern, keen as he is on etiquette, wanted
to give way.; At this moment, lawyer
Serroes did a thing that caused trouble.
He sent Manuel a typewritten paper de-
claring that the Prince of Hohenzollern
had no right to claim the position of a
minor court. The prince lost his sov-
ereignty in 1849, just as scores of other
German princes lost theirs in Vienna
congress times, and so far from being a
fall royalty like Anhalt or Schaumburg-
Lippe, he is a mere mediatised royalty
like the Salmses and Hohenlohes.

The( question of etiquette was com-
plicated by the relationship of Manuel to
his bride. The bride’s grandmother was
herself a Portuguese princess and a
great-aunt of Manuel. Manuel, in his
kindly infantile way, showeq the type-
written document to Prince\ Wilhelm
and Prince Wilhelm was wroth, and told
Manuel in future to seek advice only
from the Marquis de Soveral, who is a
gentleman and would not stoop to use a
typewriter.

The trouble was allayed by admitting
that Manuel should have full royal eti-
quette at the wedding but should use
the title King of Portugal only informal-
ly and be mere “king” in formal docu-
ments, A dispute again raged over this
last point, because Princess Augustina
insisted that Manuel must be every-
where King of Portugal. She told Man-
uel to fight and Manuel, who always
obeys, fought. His valor overjoyed the
Portuguese royalists. They proclaimed
in their newspaper that Manuel is keep-
ing up his claim royally—in reality his
bride was doing all the work—and they
brought up the aquestion of sending a
royalist deputation to Manuel’s wedding.

| At first four members would come to

Sigmaringe “to make political arrange-
ments in case Manuel should have an
heir.” Six more were later to arrive;
and ten would grace the wedding.
Prince Wilhelm of Hohenzollern dis-
liked this prospect. He felt sure that
the royalists, who have muddled every-
thing they undertook, would muddle
this also and would convert the harm-

‘less wedding into a royalist demonstra-

tior. in favor of Manuel as king and
Augustina as queen. He asked Manuel
to reduce the number. Manuel, who
agrees with every one, said yes, but next
day he agreed with his imperative bride!
who said no. The bride boldly swore!
that Manuel is anointed king and that
“the regicide ruffians of Lisbon are
beastly usurpers. If Sigmaringen were
independent and had an army and navy,
a royalist demonstration might cause
trouble; but we are private indiivduals
and shall make what demonstrations we
like.”

As usual Princess Augustina got her
way. ‘Were it not for Kaiser Wilhelm
and Foreign Secretary Jagow she would
have kept it. Herr Jagow is a great
stickler for correctitude as is Manuel’s
future father-in-law. ' Kaiser ~Wilhelm
had promised to send a representative of
his family to the wedding and he choose
Prince Eitel Frederich — because his
| Agure would harmonize with podgy
‘ Manuel and sturdy Prince - 'Wilhelmn.

‘When Jagow heard of this plan he mad
protests. Here was Wilhelm II. sending

his son to a wedding which was _noth-
ing but a demonstration against friendly
Portugal, whose minister resident an
plenipotentiary is in our _midst._ The
minister resident and plenipotentiary, as
a fact, took no interest in the affair but
Herr Jagow asked him to come round
and talk; and he talked the minister
into lodging a formal protest against
William 11 ;sending any one to repre=
sent him at a royalist demonstration.

Thereon negotiations: started. Manuel
in his kingly, kindly wags said he did
not care whether the ten ‘royalists came
or not; but Princess Augustina gave him
a piece of her mind, and ne_xt.duy
Manuel said he did care and he insisted
on the ten self-made strife-makers com-
ng. For five days"the wires to London
and Berlin hissed with explanations, ex-
planations’ of explanations, protests a'nd
rotests against protests. A compromise
resulted. The ten distinguished Pertu-
uese were to come to the wedding but
they would come as “personal friends of
the king” and they would make no
demonstrations at all. Princess Augus-
tina, who runs everything—tries to—
agreed to this, but the minister rc:\;h_ient
and plenipotentiary accepted it c.hlllmg-
ly; and it is not even now certain that
Ritel Fredrich will be there.

More Trouble

A wedding which got over difﬁcq]@ies
like these, affecting the highest politics,
should not have been disturbed by any-
thing else. But this was not the last per-
turbations, permutation and combina-
tion in nerve-wracked Sigmaringen. _A
new trouble was caused by the infantile,
simple mind which works in Manuel’s
liead. Manuel is not a budding Freder-
ick the Great; he has been tincommon-
ly ill educated and his mind runs etern-
ally on inconsiderable trifles. And when
the marriage contracts and drafted set-
tleemnts were being drawn up, he raised
s momentous question about an ormolu
clock.

The timepiece is in the museum of
Sigmaringen schloss and it bears the
Portuguese arms. It was brought by
Manuel’s great aunt in 1861 when~ she
married the late Prince ‘Leopold of Ho-
henzollern. When' Princess Antonio car-
ried off the clock from Portugal she left
behind two ormolu candlesticks to match
it and Manuel lately brought the can-
dlesticks to his Richmond house. He
asked for the clock. Princess Augustina
backed him up. “I adore ormolu,” she
said, “it suits my hair.” Sturdy Prince
Wilhelm wouldn’t give up the clock. He
said he could not because it was tied
up in an heir-loom trust, of which he
and his brother, Crown Prince Ferdin-
and of Roumania, are executors; and to
let it out of the museum would require
the execution of a deed. That is impos-
sible, because Ferdinand of Roumania
has been executing deeds with half a
million men somewhere down Sofia way.

This clock took entire possession of
Manuel’s mind. He brooded on it and
cursed the barbarous Balkan war which
severs sweethearts from sweethearts and
kings from clocks. But more trouble was
in store. It arose over clauses in the
marriage contract declaring that “nei-
ther of the high parties shall be respon-
sible for the debts of the other half.”
This clause was inserted at the will of
Princess Augustina. To this Manuel
said nothing. His thoughts were fixed
on the ormolu clock. But ex-Queen
Amelia was wrathful and she threw
out a hint that Portuguese Princess An-
tonia brought the Sigmaringen Hohen-
zollerns at least twice as much money as
they are settling on Princess Augustina.

All round, it is a tedious matter set-
tling! a royal wedding, especially when
the royalties are not royal. Some ques-
tions are even now not settled; they
plague Manuel.

There was for a long time a curiosity
in nomenclature on the Australian pen-
sion list.

It Has Exxsted Since the Time of |*
( Early ‘Map — - The Lugury of
Ancient Days and Now

Since time was ‘man has bathed. And
while the’ origin of most of our habits
is buried in oblivion, it is easy to put
cne’s hand on the first authentxc and
written record of fhe bath.  This {s ad-
ditionally fnterestmg mmr the fact that
the first ‘bath was d womnian’s. ‘One has
only to turn to Exodus ts fead in the
second chapter, “The daughter°of Phar-
aoh came down to wash" ‘herself at tHe
river.”. This proves that the’ Egyptians
were in the habit of bathing in the Nile.

In this respect they ‘®onformed with
the ' custom “of the inhabitants of the
ancient world, who musf havé known
the health- g‘iv‘ing and stimulating “yalue
of bathihg "in ‘the earliest’ times: Witen
the figst man juthped ‘into the vea, rives,
or lake, at the end of a fatiguing chase
after'an animal and found how refresh-
ing it’ was, the order uf the bath was
instituted forever.’

It i5 indeed s universal as eating
and drinking, for all the birds and beasts
indulge init, and’it 15 an acgented fact
that the knowledg.e of ‘the value of some
form of remedial and medicinal natural
baths was derived from seeins them usea
by animals.

A few years ago a beautiful actress
revived a custom” whxch dates back to
the eighteenth century—that of bathing
in warm milk to make her skin soff’ ané
white. Of an extrava #egt turn of mind,
she used gallons of mitk every day, gijite
oblivious to the fact that with a Turk-
ish towel, glove, or ‘Sponge she could
Hive obtained even better results with 4
pint. of milk.

Sincé the days of ancient Rome it
is improbable that luxury of the bath
has ever reached so high a point as to-
day. In Paris not long ago some new
baths were hpilt at a cost of $8,400,000
They were modelled on the baths ot
Caracalla, and are constructed of the
finest marble, with beds of ' flowers
around them. The water is especially
filtered, sterilized, warmed, and perfum-
ed, so that it is easy for the hahitues to
imagine themselves back in the splen-
dors of imperial Rome or in the won-
derful baths of which we read in certain
stories of the “Arabian Nights.”

United States but also in Great Britain
and all'the states under her flag. In the
United States, where judicial systems
have different degrees of independence,
permitting comparison, the greater the
independence of the courts, the stronger
their influence, and the more satisfac-
tory their jurisdiction and administra-
tion of justice.

In a popular government, he said, the
most difficult problem is to determine
a satisfactory method of selecting the
members of its judicial branch. Where
ought such power be placed? It is said
it ought not to be entrusted to irrespon-
sible men. If this means that judges
should not be men who do not under-
stand the importance of the function
they are exercising, or the grayvity of
the results their decision may involve,
or do not exert energy and sincere in-
tellectual effort to decide according to
law and justice, everyone must concur.

Judges Should be Immune,

But if it means that judges must be
responsible for their judgments to some
higher authority, so that for errors made
in good faith, they incur a personal lia-
bility, then we know from centuriés of
actual experience that the interest of
justice, pure and undefiled, requires their
immunity.

Finality of decision s .essential in
every branch of the government, or else
the government cannot go on. This is
as true of its judicial branch as of other
branches. Therefore, somebody must
have the final word in judicial matters,
and the only question is who can best
exercise this power.

The answer to the-question must be
found in the real character of the func-
tion judges are to perform. There is a
school of political philosophers today,
Mr. Taft asserted, who say that there

popular will, and that we are to learn
what they ‘are from -its expression.

Its right and justice are dependent on
the votes of the electorate, and if what
are known as individual rights are mere-
ly privileges held at the will of major-
ity, then the proposition that the judicial
officer represents the will of the people
in the same sense as: the executive offi-
cer, so that when the electorial majority
differs from his judgment he ought to
.be removed, has some logical foundation.
So. too, in this view, the proposition that
the final decision.of the courts shall be
submitted on review to a papular elec-
tion has reason in it. ’

Mr. Taft, however, assumed for the
purposes of discussion, that principles
of right and justice and honesty and
morality. are not merely conventional,
a}nfd have a higher source than a plebis-
cite.

Mr. Taft then proceeded .to: compare
the greater general satisfaction to’be ob-
tained through the federal courts of the
United States, whose presiding officers
are appointed for life, or during good
behaviour, than in the courts of states
where judges are chosen by popular elec-
tion, and for short terms of office.

One of the most Emarkable contracts
entered info hy any municipality is the
garbage disposal agreement just con-
cluded between New York City and &
Peekskill, N. Y., contractor. The highly
speculative character of the terms are
little short of amusing. Under the
present siTqngements the city pays the
Sanitary Utilization Co. §50,000 annually
to dispose of the garhage of the three

¢| boroughs, but after January 2, 1914,

when the Peekskill man gets the job,
the city will sell its garbage to the con-
tractor at the rate of $62,600 for the
first year, $87:500 for the second year,
and $112,500 for the third year, and the
same ampynt for each of the succeed-
ing two ' years, if the contract is re-
newed, a total of $487,600 for the five-
year period! iy

Commenting upon these unusual
terms, the editor of the Engineering
News, who hgs repeatedly exposed the
folly of short-term garbage-reduction
caontracts. remarks:

%“Assuming that the city does not ex-

We only wish to call gtiention
to the uyparently speculative character
of the contract; speculative, first, as to
the chance of the possible two-year ex-
tension and, second, as to the hope of
again getting the contract at the end
of five years or else selling the plant.
Rassibly still anpther ¢lement of specu-
lation entered into this bid: that of be-
ing able to huy the plant of the present
contractor at a price much less than the
cost of installing a new plant.

Four hundred feet above the pavement
of St. Panl’s Churchyard a gang of men
are at present engaged upon a task of
unique interest. About ninety years ago
the ball and cross which surmount the
great dome of St. Paul’s Cathedral were
gllded, and the work apparently was of
such an excellent chargcter that it has
withstood the wear and tear of time
until lately, when it was decided to re-
gild the cathedral cross.
