Mild-mannered, Curly-head-
ed Edward Dougherty is
Forced to a Confession by
Insistence of One of His
Victims in Daylight Series

New York, April 7.—With the ar-
rest of a mild. mannered curly headed
restaurant proprietor of Brooklyn, as
the operator in seventy-five bold day-
light holdups, the imposition of peveral

heavy sentences, a long series of ar-
rests and a slight shake up at police
headquarters, police officials assert that
the outbreak of crime was well in
hand.

The alleged bandit ace of aces is
Edward Dougherty, 27 years of age,
whose business associates looked on
him as a respectable restaurant keep-
er, and whose new wife described him
as a model of young husbands. Ac-
cordihg to the police Dougherty is the
most retiring and courteaus young

shber that ever held up @ chaln. store.
¥'It took nearly twenty four hours of
questioning at Brooklyn headquarters
to get the whole story out of the well
dressed young business man, and, on
being led to his cell at the end of it,
he tried to kill himself (by biting an
artery in his wrist. He tried this me-
thod of suicide in all seriousness, ac-
cording to the police, and did actually
inflict a painful wound.

The police regarded it as a case of
mistaken identity when they first be-
gan to question the laughing young
restaurant keeper who was able to fur-
nish a certificate of character which
seemed to be unimpeachable. He gave
wholesale and retail business houses as
references. His story. that he was al-
ways home early was casily checked

up. /
But Dougherty’s accuser kept on ac-
cusing him. The accuser was John
Johannesen, manager of a Ralston gro-
cery store, at 68 Henry street, Brook-
lyn, which was held up in’'last Aug-
ust. - :

Utilities Board To
Control Stock Sales
In New Brunswick

(Canadian Press)

Fredericton, N. ‘B., April 7—Nww
Brunswick is to have a blue sky law.
A bill to be presented to the Legisla-
ture next week by the Government has
already been printed.

Attorney General Byrne outlined
some of its most important provisions
today. It will be similar in many re-
spects to blue sky laws in other prov-
inces and will place ‘control of 3ale of
stock under the Board of Public Utili-
ties, A
The provisions of the bill will not in-
clude, federal, provincial or municipal
bonds or those .of foreign countries or
stocks listed on exchanges approved by
the Board of Public Utilities Commis-
sioners, or stocks issued in lieu of divi-
dends, but applications to sell all oth-
er stocks must be made to the board
setting forth assets, plans of o eration,
etc, and have certificates issued. Agents
will then be licensed to sell the stocks
which are approved,

CARNARVON

Paris, April 7—Lord Carnarvon’s
tragic death has appealed to the
French imagination and has started a
controversy over the sibject of the
hidden magic of the east which the
western world is held by the esoteric
té have lost completely since the days
of the Pharoahs. The Paris press is
printing numerous interviews with fol-
Jowers of the occult, with the super-
stitious, and with Egyptologists of re-
pute, in which the most favored query
expounded is as to how far the ends
of archaeology are justified in despoil-
ing the tombs of the ancient dead.

Students of the mystic schools de-
ploring the world’s loss of compre-
hension of the supposed occult power

LABOR TROUBLES
IN BRITAIN ARE
CAUSE OF ANXIETY

.

Nearly 700,000 Workers are
Involved in Disputes
With Employers.

Building Trades and Rail-
way Shopmen Face Trou-
ble — Making it Harder
Sledding for Bonar Law
Government—12,000 Min-
ers Demand Return to
Work.

(Canadian Press.)

London, April 7.—It is said that in
Great Britain at present there are near-
ly 700,000 workers involved in dispute
with the/r employers, and that some
56,000 are already on strike. These
include the Weish miners and the Naor-
folk farm workers.

The employers of the building trades
announce today a new schedule of
wages and hours which will become ef-
fective on April 14. If the men do not
accept it a 1ockout of nearly 500,000
workers may result. Arbitration ‘is
proposed, but the issues are involved
and it is uncertain what course will
be decided upon when the leagders of
the fourteen unions to which the build-

ing operatives belong meect on next
Monday to diseuss the new schedule.

SEA DOG COVE
ARE DESTROYED

Thousands of dollars damage was
done by fire last night which destroyed
three barns and practically all their
contents belonging to Mrs. Herbert
Hughes, post mistress of Sea Dog Cove
Post Office, near Summerville on the
Kingston Peninsula. The blaze started
about 8.30 o'clock and the reflection
was seen by suburban residents all

along the C. N. R. from the city as far
east as Hampton.

The fire is thought to have started
from the overturning of a lantern on
the floor of one of the barns. Before
long that building was jn flames. The
fire spread to two adjoining barns,
completely demolishing the three, one
of which was a fine concrete structure.

A few minutes after the fire was
noticed, the telephone operator at Sum-
merville did good work in summoning
the men from the surrounding country
to assist in fighting it. It was almost
impossible to save the barns so they
econcentrated their efforts on prevent-
ing the house from going. A long shed
which joined the house to the barns
was torn down, and although the house
caught in two or three places, it was
saved with only slight damage.

WORRIEDD OVER
DEATH OF EARL

Some People Giving Way to
Belief in Curse on Invader
of Egyptian Tomb.

London, April 7—The death of the
Earl of Carnarvon has caused panic

il lamong private collectors of Egyptian

antiques, according to the Daily Ex-
press, which declares that some peo-
plé are sending their treasures to the
British Museum in ‘London, fearing to
retain them as they believe that Car-
narvon was killed by Tutankhamen’s
“ka”—his soul’s double, as it is called.

The paper says that an avalanche of
parcels containing mummies, shrivelled
hands and feet, porcelain and wooden
statuettes and other relics from Egyp-
tian tombs, has descended on the mu-
seum in the last two days. The ma-
jority of the parcels do not bear send-
ers’ names.

The statement made by Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle in New York regarding
a mummy that had been in the British
Museum, “which became noted because
of the series of misfortunes which be-
fell those who had anything to do with

officials however, asserted that they
were not aware of the existence of any
such mummy. The public probably
was confused regarding a mummy case
and some papyrus said to have a curse |
at the end of it. This papyrus was
not found with the mummy case and
had no connection with it.

Certain stories connecting the mum-
my case with the disaster to the
steamer Titanic were characterized as
absolutely untrue by the officials, who
added that they had no time to go
further into such nonsense.”

FRENCH HOPEFL
AS LOUCHEDR IS
BACK FROM LONDON

Reported Change in British
Opinion Over Ruhr
Occupation

Germany Declared Opposed
. to Suggested Plan—Print-
ing Money in Newspaper
Office to Pay Strikers in
Ruhr—It is Seized.

(Canadian Press.)

Paris, April 7.—Louis Loucheur, re-
turning from London last evening, dis-
claimed the views on the reparation
question attributed to him in the press,
but told the foreign editor of Le ®atin
that he had brought back a conviction
that British opinion had changed and
that the great majority of the public
sentiment in England was clearly fav-
orable to France.

This attitude, the former minister
said, was also evident in the political
world, except that there was mingled
-with it an uneasiness as to the pos-
sible consequences of the French Ruhr
policy.

Le Petit Parisien says an entente
agreement may be reached as a result
of M. Loucheur’s visit to Britain.
Pointing out that he is not a member
of the Government and that the British
ministers' whom he saw will not speak,
the newspaper says:—*“We shall soon
be enlightened as to the consequences
of M. Loucheur’s vacation.” The for-
mer minister and his British friends,
the newspaper affirms, are both satis-
fied with the result of the exchange
of views.

Le Matin asks whether one may
conclude from M. Loucheur’s impres-
sions that a change in England’s atti-
tude toward the Ruhr occupation is
imminent and concludes:—“Does M,
Loucheur bring back \ from Premier
Bonar Law suggestions of a nature
which will hasten the abandonment of
British neutrality ?”

Berlin, April 7—Official quarters in
Berlin thus far seem wholly disin-
clined to react to the reparations plan
Louis Loucheur is alleged to have sub-
mitted in London.

Aside from rejecting its reported
financial feature as wholly outside the
range of serious discussion, the opinion

ation” of the Rhineland or the sug-
gestion of the establishment of a so-
called autonomous frontier state, which
project is viewed in German official
quarters as a thinly disguised attempt
permanently to detach the territory on
the left bank of the Rhine from
Prussia.

Money Seized.

Essen, April 7.—Belgian troops yes-
terday seized two billion marks in
paper money in the printing plant of
the General Anszeiger, at Mulheim, in
the Ruhr. This money is supposed to
have been printed in the newspaper
plant and intended for use by the
strikers in the Ruhr district. Mulheim
is the headquarters of the Stinnes
works.

Additional sums, also supposed to
have been printed for the strikers were
seized by the French at Bochum and
Dortmund. All the money 'will be ap-
plied as part payment to the expenses
of occupation of the Ruhr.

COAL FACILITIES NEEDED.

To the Editor of the Timcs,

Sir:—Now that the wiater is sbout
over and all danger of a coal famine
past, there is one serious matter I wish
to call to the attention of the citizens.

At a time last winter when the cval
situation was most serious, the Hon.
Dr. W. E. Foster, then Premicr, had
about arranged for the importation of
Welsh anthracite for distribution by
dealers of the provinea,

Before this importation could be
made landing facilities mus® be provid-
ed. You will be sucprised to know
that the city has not a dock suitable
to land 3,000 tons of coal, scrcen and
deliver to the people. 'This fact was
disclosed when the then Premier and
myself visited City Hall seeking the
required accommodation and interview-
ed His Worship the Mayor and Harbor
Commissioner. This seems incredible,
but we had to be satisfied with the
answer, and consequently the project
was dropped and some 5,000 to 6,000
tons of Scotch coal brought m from
time to time and sold at $19.50 to make
up the deficiency.

This same difficulty occurred dur-
ing the time of the last scarcity. When
coal is as high and higher than people
can well pay, the expense in handling
is a crime and waste.

Some such coal facilities should be
provided as soon as possible. Inability
to accept the Hon. Dr, W. E. Foster’s
offer cost thg citizens .of St. John $7,-
000 to $8,000 bxtra for 8,000 tons of coal
and the whole province suffered.

DECLARES TEACHERS
MUST STUDY CHILDREN

Headmaster Flinner Thinks Classes of
35 to 50 too Large, -

Speaking recently at a meeting of
Boston elementary school princlmels
held at the Lincoln school, Headmaster
Ira A. Flinner of the Huntington
school declared that educational prob-
lems would not be solved until the
emphasis in educational work was
transferred from -the thing taught t¢
thé one learning. The individual differ-
ences of children must be recognized
if each was to be given the opportun-
ity to rise to his maximum possibili-
ties.
If the public schools were to spend
twice the sum in education they now
spend they would then only be doing
a fair educational job, he eaid. Chil-
dren could not be properly studied and
trained in groups of 85 to 50. Not
until the individual child was carefully
studied, in order that his native abil-
ity and facts about his emfotional, so-
cial and physical life might be de-
termined, could he be educated wise-
ly. Children of superior talents who
were not given opportunity to develop
fully became mediocre, and society lost
valuable leadership.

A HARSH CRITIC,

The New York Tribune has been per-
haps the most bitter critic of Germany
of all the American newspapers. In a
recent issue it took up the assertion
jof Dr. Cuno that Germany could not
pay reparations because she was utter-
ly impoverished, and set over against
kis statement the 1922 tonnage statis-
tics of the port of Hamburg, We
quotee— -

“The statistics, in fact, demolish the
case of pathetic destitution which the
Chancellor has been striving to build
up. They take the edge off his appeals
for charity and lemity, They expose
the insincerity of Germany’s importuni-
ties and self-pity. In 1922 the port of
Hamburg handled more than 18,000,000
inet tons of freight, compared with 12,-
760,000 for Antwerp and 12,250,000 for
Rotterdam, Hamburg has therefore re-
covered her ‘pre-war position\ as the
greatest shipping centre on the Conti-
nent of Europe. Her golden days are
coming back. And they could not come
back if Germany had not taken on &
new lease of life as an exporting and
importing nation. While Dr. Cuno
talks of poverty and insolvency Ger-
many adds daily to her great store of
wealth. In 1922, a year of exceptional
depression @ the ocean-carrying trade
and in shipbuilding, German ship <con-
struction totaled 525,829 tons and the
Danzig yards turned out 49,485 more
tons. Both in 1921 and 1922 German
ishipbnilxling exceeded the tonnage totaly
{of 1918. In these last two years, 1,-
!100,000 tons were added to the German
merchant fleet, which now stands sec-
ond only to Great Britain’s, Germany
is rich and is getting richer. But Ger-
man politiciang still believe that if they
adopt the methods of the professional
mendicant they can persuade the credu-
lous that they are poor and are getting
poorer, and thus escape- the inconvience
of paying'’their just debts”

This is a very strong indictment, and
yet there are Americans who return
from Germany with grim stories of suf-
fering and hardship in that country
quite the opposite of what the Tribune
pictures to its readers. It must also
be remembered that the only hope of
Germany being able to pay reparations
lies in the expansion of her export
trade, It is still by no means proved
that France pursued a wise course when
she went into the Ruhr against the
judgment and advice of Great Britain.

THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS

Lord Robert Cecil told a New York
avdience this week that the League of
Nations has done more for the well-
being of the world in three years than
ordinary diplomatic methods would
have accomplished in fifty years. He
declared the League to be ‘“the great-
est experiment ever undertaken, con-
ducing to the safety and well-being of
the workd as no other had done”” Re-
ferring to the League and war, Lord
Robert said:—

“ I myself would be very glad to see
a further step taken if it is the will
of the members, I favor adding a de-
claration that war should be altogether
eliminated as & method of settling in-
ternational quarrgls. But, being, in
spite of what js sometimes said, a rig-
idly practical man, I believe if we get
the proposition thoroughly established
that war is not to take place without
a thorough discussion first, war never
will take place. I will go further and
say that if we had had the present
jmachinery of the league in 1914 that
war never would have taken place.
The objection that the league has ‘no
teeth, no force to carry out its deci-
sions and ig therefore powerless and
uceless, is part of the great heresy that
afflicts mankind. I find everywhere
the belief that force is the only agency
that ever does anything. The appeal
of the league is not to force, compul-
sion or violence, but to the better na-
?ture, if I may put it that way, of all
the nations. I earnestly wish a magic
|carpet could transfer this assembly to
|Geneva while the league is in session
;tlo see the enormous advance made
{there in the spirit of conciliation. Tt
lis a plain room with no trappings of
:glory in which representatives from all
lover the world sit to debate topics
‘fnﬁ'ecting'ull the people of the world,

{races, yea from all colors, and they sit
in a spirit of complete disinterested-
iness. When they enter the room they

These claims
are in addition to any that could be
made under the older acts and can be
preferred however great the total in-
come. Tax can also be recovered even
where the dividends are stated to be
“free of tax.”

Life on the China Coast

BY ALBERT R, CARMAN

“I don’t want to live in a civilized
country,” said a young American busi-
ness man to me in Bombay. He knew
the East from Aden to Yokohama.
“What does civilization give you?” he
demanded; and then replied to his
own question scornfully. “Comfort!
That is all—absolutely all. But these
uncivilized nations give you everything
else. I don’t want to go back. Neither
does my wife.”

“The last was perhaps a bit unusual.
Wives very often do want to go back,
especially if they have children to edu-
cate. But the man almost always wants
to stay in the East.

For one thing, life is personally very
easy, No foreigner in either India or
China, and to a lesser degree ifi Japan,
ever has to do a single thing for him-
self, except his office work. He is con-
stantly surrounded by servants. He is
met at his door by a “boy”—in China,
a Chinaman of thirty or forty—who
takes his hat and coat. “Missie” (his
wife) is “topside” (upstairs). She pro-
bably hasn’t the remotest idea what
the cook has prepared for tiffin. She
doesn’t pretend to keep house. Her
servants wouldn’t let her. Sometimes
a misguided “Missie,” fresh from givil-
ization, tries to go marketing. Two
things happen at once—her - cook
leaves and the market folk either
charge her three or four prices or will
not sell to her at all. None of them
like. this innovation, and all of them
have a hearty contempt for the in-
novator. Of course, the cook gets a
“squeeze” on everything he buys but
even then the householder gets off
much cheaper than if he tried to mar-
ket for himself.

But to continue the life of the hap-
py foreigner. If he is a man of any
substance—say, getting three or four
thousand a year—he will have another
“boy” as a personal servant who
“valets” him more completely than
any English valet would think of do-
ing. This “boy” is always in attend-
ance while his master is awake, and
gets absolutely everything the master
wants from a shoe-string to a cock-
tail. Then there is a “coolie” to run
errangds, clean up and “do the dirty
work.,” “Missie” has one or two
“amahs” or female servants—more if
there are children. The cook has as-
sistants; and there is probably a chauf-
feur and commonly a retained rick-
shaw boy.

You will at once say: “This is the
house staff of a rich man” But let
me give you some cases. A young mar-
ried couple I know in Shanghai, who
are just beginning life and were board-
ing very modestly till the other day,
had to get some kind of a house when
the baby came. They got what in
Canada would be a three-room apart-
ment. Only in China, the three rooms
are put on top of each.other; so they
have a three-storied house with one
room on each story. They have a staff
of four servants, which is an irredu-
cible minimum for them—a cook, an
amah, a “boy” and a coolie. These
four servants cost thirty-five dollars a
month, all told. I can’t recall whether
the “dollars” quoted were Shanghal
dollars, worth fifty cents each, or gold
dollars.

Take another case—a junior clerk
in a Hong-Kong office got married.
He set up housekeeping. They had five
servants, Subsequently, they moved to
Japan to a much better position, more
money. But there they could support
only two servants, the cost was so
much higher; and yet Japanese ser-
vants are very much cheaper than Can-
adian. In Canada, they would haye
one, if any. This will give you a stan-
dard to judge by. When you do come
to a fairly well-to-do home, the ser-
vant list runs from twelve or thirteen
up. d 3

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foreign dweller on the China Coast. He
simply writes checks, and his wife's
housekeeping duties consist wholly of
paying the bills. I was amused at a
couple of instances we experiemced,
that showed how little the housewife
counts in the business of housekeeping
in the foreigner’s China. The first
night we got to Shanghal, a friend
asked us out to his home for dinner.
We accepted, and then learned that
his wife was in the hospital.

“Oh, we cannot possibly intrude,”
we said.

“That won’t make any difference.
Il cheer me up. There'll be dinner
anyway.”

So we went and had an elaborate
courge dinner that it would be impos-|
stible to beat. anywhere. I may just
add that Chinese are super-cooks. The
best buckwheat cakes I ever ate we got
on a ship with a Chinese staff between
Hong Kong and Shanghai. Did we
take any? Guess!—after seven weeks

of Indian cooking.

The other instance was in the three-
roomed house I have just mentioned.
We stopped in there for a minute with
the husband a little before noom, and
he said as he went away:

“I shan’t be back to tiffin, Isabel.”
That left his wife alone for tiffin.

A little later we changed our plans
and sald: “Well go back and get
Isabel and all go for tifin to the
hotel.” But when we got back, they
said: “Why not stay here for tiffin?”

“But ‘we’re not expected. You were
to be alone.”

“T1l see if there is any ‘chow,’” said
the wife. She hadn’t the slightest idea
herself what there was. But in a
minute she was back with—*“Oh, there
is lots. Do stay.” And we “stayed
and ate a tifin of four or five courses
most beautifully cooked.

Even the children get to like this
personal service, A little girl whose
parents had recently built a “foreign
house” with running water, taps and
everything, went to visit her grand-
father, who lived in a Chinese home
with no hot water “laid on.”

“Isn’t this so much nicer?” ghe said
to her mother. “When you want a
bath, you do not have to turn on any
taps—you just tell the ‘boy’ to bring
yo"ll‘hh(’ti water.’;‘

at is one thing that makes people
like life in the El;gt. Fii
Aglother thing is the constant social
whirl. Foreigners in a Chinese city
are one big community. They know
that they must rely on themgelves for
entertainment; and lavishly do they
supply it. What one wife told me she
missed most when she went home was
—not the foreign interest, the mysteri-
ous temples or the strange shops—but
the “bridge parties.” Of course, they
had them at home, but nothing like
So many or so merry. The opening
of a new dance hall in Shanghai was a
subject of universal congratulation.
“Dinty” Moore—who, curiously enough,
is the manager of Shanghai’s best
hotel—has given them a new floor in
the grill, and has thereby become a
public benefactor.

All foreign life in a China Coast
city centres on the foreign club. Every-
body belongs to it. Most clubs have
some special attraction. One, for &x-
ample, has a private garden where it|
grows the only salads that Europeans |
will eat anywhere, from Port Said to|
Yokohama. Elsewhere salad is re-
garded as too dangerous. So big heads
of lettuce are the star attraction on
the tables of the Hong Kong clubs.

The Shanghai Club boasts the long-
est “bar” in the world. Americans
gage at it and wonder. Yet almost any
day at noon, the space before it is
filled three or four deep; and the rule
is to advance, fire, and then retire to
make room for others. By the way,
Shanghai has the only newspaper of-

fice I ever heard of that has a “bar” on

the premises. The members of the staff
just call & “boy” and sign “chits” for
whatever drink they faney, as they
would at the club. The editor told

me that it keeps the boys on the job
when otherwise they would be out,
looking for a drink elsewhere. It was
adopted a few decades ago as a pre-
caution against cholera and typgoid.u
which were then prevalent in the city.]

The signing of “chits” is another
peculiarity of Shanghat life, A Shang-
hai resident can get anything any-
yvhere by simply signing a “chit.” It is
like a huge club. A man will go into
a shop even a Chinese shop—buy ‘a
balf-dozen shirts and sign a “chit” for
them. In due course, the “chit” is pre-
sented at his office. The shops lose
money sometimes; for a man may leave
the country before his “chits” all come
in. But they do not seem to mind.
When I was leaving my hotel I had
to stir up the office twice after my bill
was finally presented to get all the
‘chits” I had signed in the grill. Na-
turally under such a system careless-
ness develops and they try only to keep
a good average,

Og course, there are many critics of
foreign life in the East. Casual visi-
tors and passing tourists say that it is
feverish and frivolous, that the wo-
men are far too idle and that the men
drink too much. But when you meet
the men and the women, this criticism
seems to lose its point. There are no
keener business men anywhere, and no
more sensible and intelligent women.
The great seaports of the world always
do draw a certain dubious flotsam and
Jjetsam and these sly-eyed men and
har{l-eyed women are more conspicuous
against the backgrouhd of a small com-
munity. But they are ndt the com-
munity-—any more than they are in
Montreal or New York. They may
show up a little more prominently and
possessively in the lounges of the chief
hotels, but travelers who are lucky
enough to have access to private homes
pass through this painted screen and
find a remarkably alert and high-
minded society of men and women who
make the western traveler ashamed of
how cold and limited his home hospit-
ality has been,

You will be wondering what my
friend in Bombay meant by his “lack
of comfort” in the East—this East of
cheap and efficient service, and open-
handed hospitality. Well, he meant the
things that the East has not got to
give, such as heated hotels, luxurious
sleeping cars, lavish bathing arrange-
ments, sanitary conveniences, clean
streets, smooth pavements, ordinary de-
cency according to western standards in
public conduct, and so forth and so on.
‘Every time your eye looks out of doors
you are poignantly reminded that you
are not at home, and frequently shot
through with apprehension that you
never will be again, Every foreign face
is an enigma, a mask, a mystery, a
disquieting challenge to you to guess
what the mind behind it is thinking.
You have no clue to the psychology or
mental processes of ninety-nine out of
every hundred human beings you see.
That is what corrodes and bites into
your consciousness, and gives you a
foolish longing to be just for an hour
back among people whose motives and
ambitions and standards of judgment
you more or less understand. That is
the mental ‘“comfort” that you seek
alomg with the physical comfort of
warmth and cleanliness and broad
streets and clean air to breathe,

A 'peasant who sought refuge from
a storm in a cavern was horror-strick-
en to see a human skeleton secured by
chains riveted into the walls of the
cavern. A notebook, half-buried by
leaves, revealed the story of Russian

éngeance.

The girl was Magdalena Frisch, the
daughter of a Jewish chemist of Petra~
cow, Poland. She was the fiancee of the
Russian airman Savro, who under her
influence entered the German spy ser-
vice, and later became a Bolshevist spy

in the armies of Denikin and Wrangel.

Magdalena carried messagés from
Savro to the Bolsheviks, in which the
military dispositions of Denikin ‘and
Wrangel were disclosed. Every effort
was made to discover the source of the
disastrous leakage, but without suc-
cess until Savro was wounded while
serving with Pstlura. Papers were then
found on the airman which revealed
not only his treachery, but the part
played by his fiancee.

Savro was shot, but Magdalena made
good her escape. She -was recognized
some time afterwards in the street at

Hotin and kidnapped. Her captors car-
ried her to the lonely cavern, chained
her to the rock, and left her to die.

The girl set down in her notebook
full details of what had occurred, am&
then, in order to escape the tortures
of etarvation, took poison, with which
one of her more compassionate exe-
cutioners had supplied her.

The notebook is dated “October 28,
1921.”

POLICE TO CONTROL
MASSAGE PARLORS

Executive Committee Sub-
mitting “By-law to Alder-
men, After Complaints.

Montreal, April 7.—Massage parlors |}

in Montreal are to be placed under
police control, a step decided on owing
to complaints which have reached the
City Hall as to thé management of
some of these establishments. The
executive committee after studying the
matter have submitted a by-law to the
City Council, which declares that no
person, corporation, or firm shall keep
any establishment where massage is
practiced, or where the trade of a mas-
seur i3 carried on, without having pre-
viously obtained & license from the
city for the sum of $5. Such license
shall not be required of a masseur who
carries on his trade in a licensed estab-

by-law then follows to the effect that
such a license shall only be issued on
the written recommendation of the
chief of police.

WASHINGTON IS
RELIEVED AS MRS,
POINDEXTER GOES

“Disclosures” of High Life
at Capital by Former Sen-
ator's Wife Set Tongues
Wagging and Stirred Re-
formers to Demands for
Investigation.

Washington, April 7.—Social Wash-
ington breathed a sigh of relief with
the departure for Peru of Senator Miles
Poindexter, of Washington, the new
American Ambassador to that country,
end Mrs, Poindexter, whose newspaper
gsrticles, charging that drinking and
gambling prevailed in official social life
of the national capital have bestirred
certain Western organizations,

vestigate the charges of drinking and
gambling. - :

It also was said that the Antl-Salpon
League and other temperance organiza-
{ions were preparing to use their money
in the prosecution of an investigation
on thelr own account into social func-
tions here, which centre about the of-
ficial circle

Mrs, Henry C. Wallace, wife of the
Secretary of Agriculture, was more
amused  than anything else over the
latest “disclosures” of the wife of the
Ambassador to Peru.

“Does any one take them seriously,
I wonder?” she asked. “I am quite
sure I do not know where Mrs. Poin-
dexter saw such things. At the many
functions I attend as the wife of a
Cabinet minister I have never seen any
drinking or gambling.”

Secretary of Labor Davis, who has
been an extensive entertainer and lives
in the fashionable hotel where so many
of the official functions are held, has
likewise found them devoid of the wild-
ness attributed by Mrs. Poindexter.

“Bring on the investigators,” he said.
“We do quite a bit of entertaining here,
but if they find any liquor they will
have to bring it with them. At the
affairs I attend in Washington, I have
not observed any liquor or gambling.
In fact, I am sure that it does not exist.
Such charges can have no basis in fact.”

Other members of the President’s of-
ficial family ‘were not so kindly dis-
posed. One cabinet officer said that
while such blanket charges as Mrs.
Poindexter has made are annoying, they
do not warrant a reply.

MOVES TO PRESERVE
OLD CONSTELLATION

Navy Department Orders Survey of
Historic Frigate Built 326 Years

Washington, April 7—Survey of the
frigate Constellation, venerable fore-
bear of the present American navy, was
ordered Wednesday by the Navy De-
partment, with the view of preserving
her as a historical relicc. A board of
officers will be sent to Newport, R.
I. to inspect the aged but still staunch
veteran, and report what repairs will
be necessary to maintain her.

The Constellation was biilt by the
United States Government at Balti-
more in 1797 at a total cost of $314,-
212. Shé was 176 feet long and her
wooden timbers displaced 1,270 tons.
The next of her name, the battle cruis-
er Constellation, which was ordered
scrapped under the naval limitation
treaty, measured 874 feet and com-
prised 43,600 tons of hardened steel.

Naval histories show an analogy be-
tween the two ships, orders for the|
scrapping of the uncompleted frigate‘
having been actually issued. A diplo-

N\ A | respects like an ordimary motion pic-

ture film, except that sound is photo-
graphed on the edge, and by an ingen-
fous process is reproduced. The action
and sound are photographed simul-
taneously and reproduced simultaneous-
ly, overcoming the weakness of some
past attempts at talking drama where
the words have not harmonized per-
fectly with the action.

Dr. De Forest admitted that the
technique of building a talking drama
for motion picture audiences was some-
thing which would require a long time
to perfect and predicted that the silent
drama would never be transformed
into a talking machine drama, merely
by superimposing dialogue on the pre-
sent type of photoplay. He emphasized
the mistake first made in the use of
the motion pictures in attempting to
phetograph drama as it appeared on
the legitimate stage.

“But I claim,” he continued, “that
an entirely new form of screen drama
can be worked out, taking advantage
of the possibilities of introducing music
and voice and appropriate acoustic ef-
fects, not necessarily  throughout -the
entire action, but here and there where
the effects can be much more startling
or theatrical, if’ you will, or signifi-
cant, than is possible by pantomime
alone.”

Sought u.Hobby Whife Convalescing

London, April 7—Lord Carnarvon,
whose sixteen years of work among
the tombs of Egypt hus ended so
tragically, became interested in Egypt-
ology by a curious chance. During a
convalescence which followed a wotor-
ing accident he -asked Sir Ernest
Budge, keeper of the Egyptian and
Assyrian antiques at the British
Museum, to suggest a hobby which he
could follow. . Sir Ernest persuaded
him to -become . intérested in Egypt-
ology, and from that time onward
Lord Carnafvon devoted his time to
Egyptian research.

Lord Carnarvon had a passion for
adventure. Before he was 25 he had
been around the world three times.
He was a prominent figure om the
turf, a pidneer of motoring and of
aviation. Big game hunting was one
of his hobbies, and he liked yacht-
ing. In intervals between traveling
Lord Carnarvon lived mainly at his
Berkshire seat, where he improved
the shooting to such an extent that
the Highclere pheasants became fa-
mous. He was unconventional in
dress, liked loud checks and often

wore a white hat, which was a_cross
between a “buster” and a sombrero.

Howard Carter, who lives in Egypt,
was Lord Carnarvon’s close associate
in the work of research, and it was at
his summons in the autumn of last
year that Lord Carnarvon left all his
interests in England to follow the
quest of knowledge in the Valley of
Kings.

Spring Tonics
Exercise, Fresh Fruit and

Vegetables Best, Says New
York Health Commissioner.

New York, April 6—Dr. Herman M.

Biggs, State Commissioner of Health,
in a recent radio health talk, said that
within & few weeks hundreds of
mothers will undoubtedly be mixing
sulphur and molasses or some similar
concotion and feeding it to their re-
luctant children in large doses as a
spring  tonic. Thousands of other{
mothes will perhaps spurn this old-
fashioned home-made mixture and hie
to the nearest drug store for a bottle
of Dr. Pink’s Purple Pellets or other
so-called tonics about the contents of
which they know nothing. In the first
case, faith is placed in the fact that
grandmother used sulphur and mo-
lasses, and in the second case to the
often extavagant statements made on
the label.

“It is, of course true,” continued Dr.
Biggs, “that the stimulation of cold
weather induces the average person to
work harder, indulge in modre continu-
ous and interesting activity, and in
general to use up more mental, phy-
sical, and nervous energy than during
the warm season of the year. In

than we need and spend little time in
the fresh air. During this winter,
particularly, our time has too often
been spent indoors in close rooms
with the doors and windows stuffed,
so that not even the usual amount of
ventilation has been permitted. Phy-
slological chemists also tell us, that
there are even certain differenées in
the make-up of the blood in summer
and in winter.

“It is therefore not to be wondered
at that with the approach of spring
we all usually experience more or less
of a languid feeling and a general
letting down in strenuousness, a
yvearning for more fruit and vege-
tables, a lessened desire for meat, and
a longing for outdoor life.

“This combination of feelings, often
termed ‘spring fever,” is usually the
signal for the Yiving of spring tonics,
especially to the younger generation.

If, then, some-
thing more secems to be-needed, it is
time to consult a physi¢ian, so that a
thorough physical examination may be
made, an intelligent diagnosis arrived
at, and the individual’s needs met ina
common-sense, scientific manner.”
