Another “Flag Incident”
(Toronto Star.)

Another “flag incident” has occurred. 
A policeman on King street, seeing a 
car with an American flag above its 
radiator, stepped forward, removed the 
flag from its place, handed it to the 
occupants of the car and informed 
them that it was disrespectful to fly 
their flag unless accompanied by the 
emblem of the country they were in.

It was an unexpected thing for a 
Toronto policeman to do. It is seldom 
that one of them provokes a flag inci­
dent, hpwever much they may be pro­
voked by fla$s. They know that tflfcir 
business is to preserve, not disturb, 
the peace- This duty is well drilled 
into them. It was, therefore, most 
usual for this policeman to act as lie 
did, and he must have acted on im­
pulse. His superior officers will have 
reprimanded him ere this and informed 
him that here in this country we show 
a tolerance in the matter of flags, and 
that discourtesy on the part of a visit­
or is not met by discourtesy on the 
part of this city. No doubt Chief 
Dickson will have explained to the 
policeman that while his action in this 
matter would have been natural enough 

the borders of Austria and Italy, 
or Italy and Jugo-Slavia, or Rumania 
and Bulgaria, or that he might have 
acted as he did if he were a policeman 
in Buffalo or Chicago and a motorist 
came along sporting a British flag on 
top of his radiator, here we do not 
do that sort of thing. It isn’t done.

While it is quite certain that the 
policeman will be reprimanded for his 
Indiscretion, and while we regret this 
and other such flag incidents which stir 
up discord, yet we must confess to a 
deep curiosity as to the point of view, 
the slant of mind, the motive, of the 
United States tourist who motors out 
of his own country and into Canada 
with his flag—a foreign flag once it 
crosses the border—fluttering above his 
radiator. One would like to look into 
the mind of the man who does it and 
really And out why he does it.

Is he accustomed to flying his flag 
on his car every day at home and does 
he cross the border forgetful that he is 
entering a foreign country where quite 
another flag must have respect?

Or does he know very well that he 
is entering another country, and be­
cause of that does he put up his flag 
as a bit of swagger, and foreigners can 
either like it or lump it? Or does he, 
in the innocence of his heart, suppose 
that the natives will stare at him with 
an added interest because he comes 
from a land that does not tremble 
der the tyranny of kings?

American tourists come in here In 
great numbers, and one can as a rule 
recognize the cars only by the number 
plates which they carry front and rear. 
The odd car that goes in for flag flour­
ishing can nearly always, we believe, 
be set down as that of an inexperiencer 
traveler, who has not crossed the bor­
der before, and who does not know 
that some things are not supposed to 
be done In the society of friendly na­
tions- He probably feels he Is a mil­
lion miles from home and everyone 
will be astonished to see him.

Boats that travel navigable waters 
are supposed to fly their flag so that 
their nationality may be known at a 
distance, but whenever they enter the 
waters of another country they are not 
only supposed but required to raise 
the flag of that country as well as 
their own. The motor car needs no 
flag at all. Like a locomotive, a cov-> 
ered buggy or an ox-cart it is without 
national or international status. An 
auto comes and goes as its owner 
chooses, and as a rule excites nobody’s 
interest except that of its occupants.

The Cleveland man whose flag was 
removed from his radiator and handed 
in the window of his car wanted to 

i see the American consul at once. TTils 
suggests that he held the belief that 
he had a right to fly his flag on his car 
wherever he cared to drive it. Had he 
seen the American consul he would 
have learned that the only United 
States flags that enjoy any right to fly 
anywhere outside the United States 
are those which adorn the American 
consulates abroad or arc carried by 
vessels of American register. Any 
others That are flown are displayed by 
courtesy of the countries in which they 
arc seen. And courtesies are meant 
to be appreciated, not misunderstood 
jtnd pbused.

PREMIER TO SIT ON 
POWER COMMISSION

Railways, Mr.
Dominion Commissioner of Highways,
deals exhaustively with motor vehicles 
and roads in Canada and, inci­
dentally, the country’s tourist traffic! 

By means of the Customs Department 
an accurate record of American auto­
mobiles visiting this country is kept, 

and during 1924 the American cars 
crossing the border for periods of from 
one day up to six months is given as 
1,684,885. By far the greater propor­
tion of these spent only a day or two 
tn Canada. The number remainiwj 

f<om two days to thirty days was 
£91,630. Mr. Campbell roughly esti­

mates that American automobile tour­
ists spent in Canada last year for ifil 

purposes more than $140,000,000.
The report shows how rapidly the 

revenue derived from automobile taxa­
tion is increasing and the extent to 
which it contributes to road upkeep 
end construction, and Mr. Campbell 
submits that the further development 
of good roads is justified for many 
reasons, among them the important one 
that the already tremendous revenues 
from tourist visitors “may be vastly 
increased from year to year, with the 
possibility of being doubled or trebled 
within a short time.” S

This report shows that the number 
of motor vehicles registered in Canada 
in 1924 was 650,231, an increase of 
13.6 per cent, over the year before. In 
registration fees, gasoline taxes and 
other imposts the nine provinces raised 
from motor vehicles in that year 
$12,644,770. There are now five pro­
vinces which' impose gasoline taxes, 
Alberta, British Columbia, Manitoba, 
Prince Edward Island and Quebec, 
and they collected last year in this 
way $1,417,705, which amounted to 
$6.19 for the owner of the average 
sized car, Ontario owns nearly half 
the motor cars in use in Canada, being 
far and way ahead oft ail the other 

provinces. In spite of the fact that 
* Nova Scotia’s population greatly ex­

ceeds that of New Brunswick, this 
province had almost as many motor 
cars in use last year as the adjoining 
one. The Nova Scotia registrations 
were 20,764, and those of New Bruns­
wick 20,003.

racrossThe Majestic and the Leviathan, both 
German built, are the two largest pas­
senger liners afloat, and are approxi­
mately of equal size. There has been a 
great deal of discussion as to which 
is really the bigger, and lately the 
German designer who visited the 
United States decided in favor of the 
Majestic, which he says is six feet 
longer and has a slightly larger dis­
placement than the Leviathan.

Will there be bigger ships? A 
writer in the Ottawa Citizens, suggests 
that the near future will see no attempt 
to 'build any passenger liner bigger than 
the largest now existing, and indeed 
that for some time new ships will be 
smaller. “This generation,” he says, 
“has the distinction of seeing, or sail­
ing on, the largest ship that was ever 
built in maritime history, and the dis­
tinction is likely to remain unchal­
lenged for many generations to come. 
For the day of the big ship seems to be 
over. In the merchant-marine world 
there is evident no tendency To try to 
eclipse in either size or speed the great 
liners which were constructed in the 
era just previous to the war, which 
saw the building of vessels of mon­
strous tonnage and high speed. No­
where Is there talk of rivals to the 
Majestic or Leviathan. Two new 
Cunarders have recently been launched. 
One, the Ascania, intended for the 
Canadian service, has a tonnage of 
14,000, and is due at Quebec this week. 
The other, the Carinthia, is only 
10,400 tons. Economic reasons mainly 
are behind the abandonment of airy 
in the matter of size. The big ships 
cost enormous sums to bv it and keep 
in service, and half the time they do 
not pay.. Comfort, reliability and 
cheapness count more to-day than 
mere bulk, speed and celebrity.’’

Franee or security for Germany also.”

The Westminster Gazette, one of the 
leading mouthpieces of the Liberal' 
party, says that while there is some 
anxiety in Liberal headquarters regard­
ing the British commitments, no posi­
tive exception is taken to such a hi- 
latoral guarantee as outlined.

TERMS OF PACT.
If accepted by Germany, the pact 

will provide a guarantee of the fron­
tiers of France, Belgium and Ger­
many as established under the Ver­
sailles treaty. Great Britain would bo 
pledged to use all her forces against 
any nation making an unprovoked at­
tack on the frontiers, such defence 
action to be taken under the aegis of 
the League of Nations.

“His physical condition is about 
normal, but his mental condition is' 
more violent than before. Loeb’s pres­
ent condition is similar to that of sev­
eral other convicts in the institution 
in recent years. Seven of these men 
are still under observation and have 
returned to normal in a degree, but 
they are still dangerous.

“The cause of the disorder is the 
sudden change which men undergo when 
they come from their homes and the 
pleasures of the outside and find them­
selves at the bottom of the pit. It has 
been brought to my attention that 
Loeb was brooding over his confine­
ment. On two occasions he has walked 
away to avoid being seen by visitors 
passing his work bench.

“When he was taken down with the 
measles he appeared to have just an 
ordinary case of illness. But when his 
temperature went up and he became 
delirious it became apparent his mind 
was breaking. He became abusive to 
his guards and attendants at the bed­
side. He developed negative desires. 
If he were told to take medicine he 
would dash it to the floor. Once he 
hurled a tobacco can at a guard. On 
another occasion he got up from his 
bed and began to wander about the 
room, meddling with everything in 
sight.

“He called for his mother and “Bud­
die,” said to be a former sweetheart, 
and began cursing everybod who was 
responsible for his being in prison. He 
called the prosecutors' the judge, his 
own lawyer, Clarence Darrow, every 
sort of a name and cursed the doctors 
who tried to quiet him.”

GUIDE ALLEN’S STAFF.
W. Harry Allen’s staff included his 

first assistant, George Alien, who 
superintended the excellent cooking, 
and a corps of trained guides and 
canoe men. Sam Orr, game warden, 
who patrols the 20 miles of boundary 
line lakes for the New Brunswick 
Government, was an obliging helper, 
were also the St. Croix guides, Vince 
Miller of McAdam and Manford Yeo- 

Altogether there were more 
than thirty in the party.

The lodge at which the conclave 
met and from which its members 
radiated to the fishing haunts round­
about, is one of the largest and most 
substantially built bungalows in the 
province. Judge Bruce is one of 
New Brunswick’s best boosters and 
states that after being invited to 
erect a camp in other places on both 
sides of the imaginary line he chose

A WONDERFUL HOST.
The Judge proved a wonderful 

host. He handed over as it were 
the hickory bolt-bars of his camp’s 
front doors to Harry Allen and said 
in effect, “Your friends are my 
friends." And so they were from 
the time two motorboat loads of pas­
sengers finished the eight mile run 
up the great waterway from St. 
Croix, just barely over the boundary 
on the Canadian side, until the party 
was landed on the same spot again 
late Monday evening. Several pri­
vate executive railway cars at Mc­
Adam whirled the week-enders east 
and west.
THE GET-TOGETHER OBJECTIVE

The scheme of Harry Allen In 
planning so splendid an outing was 
that of a practical demonstration of 
New Brunswick as a handy-by recre­
ational centre for overheated thou­
sands in the crowded centres of 
United States and Canada, and at 
the same time give opportunity for 
an exchange of views on the tourist 
situation as railway traffic managers, 
publicity men and practical fisher­
men and hunters.

TRAFFIC MEN SPEAK.
F. W. Robertson, regional general 

passenger agent of the Canadian Na­
tional Railways at Moncton, compli­
mented Harry Allen upon his enterprise 
once more demonstrated by the gather­
ing of transportation men, and said 
while he could offer no specific promise 
as to what his corporation might do 
It was obvious the C. N. R. was heart­
ily in accord with eastern development 
plans and included in its propaganda 
much that attracted outsiders to this 
province.

AMERICAN GIVES VIEWS.
F. C. Coley, passenger traffic man­

ager of the New York, New Haven & 
Hartford Railway, emphasized the point 
that nowadays Mr. and Mrs. Public 
are looking for the whole of their dol­
lar’s worth in "vacation trips just as 
eagerly as in a mercantile way.

Private enterprise set the pace in 
respect to airplane service.

Germany is making the greatest 
bid to wrest the laurels from Bri­
tain. and this year is establishing 
many new routes and lines of air 
transport to contiguous countries as 
well as to Asia.

It Is a curious fact that almost 
every writer on aeronautics in Bri­
tain and on the continent, except 
those who deal with technicalities 
only, lays some emphasis on the bet­
ter relations that follow in coun­
tries which become familiar with 
the flights of airplanes and airships 
from other lands. There is even 
recognized a distinct advertising ad­
vantage. As the navigation of the 
air becomes more common the in­
ternational relationships must be­
come closer as a matter of business, 
If In nothing else.

Some Accounts of Recent 
Tremor Are Shown to 

Have Bpen Untrue.

QTTAWA, June 9—"Now that 
the accumulated stresses 

have, in all probability been re­
lieved there is no occasion to an­
ticipate further serious , distur­
bances during the present gen­
eration,” says Ernest A. Hodg­
son, Dominion Seismologist, in 
one of his reports to Hon. 
Charles Stewart, minister of the 
interior, on the earthquake which 
shook eastern Canada on Feb. 
28 find whose centre was some­
where between Quebec City and 
the Saguenay River along the 
north shore of the St. Lawrence 
River. Earthquakes, he added, 
had occurred before in that 
region. The last severe one was 
about 50 years ago.

Some advice to builders In Canada 
is given by Mr. Hodgson in his re­
port. "As an insurance for poster­
ity," he says, "it would be well to 
pay some attention to location and 
methods of construction of nW build­
ings. Where these are massive and 
of stone or concrete construction 
without reinforcement by steel gird­
ers it is preferable to have the 
foundation on rock or other solid 
substratum.

“Wooden or steel reinforced build­
ings are safe."

REPORTS HELD UNTRUE.

Some reports appearing in the 
newspapers as the effect of the 
earthquake disturbance were found 
t>y Mr. Hodgson to be untrue.

“The church at St. Hilarion did not 
fall, nor was it damaged,” he says.

“The report that the river level 
fell on the St. Lawrence at the time 
of the earthquake is without founda­
tion, the gauge at Levis showing 
permanent offset,” he says.

CENTRE OF SHOCK.

As to the centre of the earthquake 
of February 28, Mr. Hodgson has this 
to say: “At present it may be said 
that the disturbed fault is either in 
the bed of the St. Lawrence near 
River Quelle, on the south shore or 
north of the river about 30 miles near 
the eastern boundary of Laurentides 
Park. There is evidence in favor of 
either to the exclusion of the other. 
It is hoped that after all the data 
have been examined the weight of 
evidence in favor of one may prove 
conclusive.”

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-gO£jiOTTAWA, June 9—Falling in line 
with Australia and New Zealand, 
Canada is to have a new flag which 
will be recognized as the flag of the 
Dominion. The government has 
passed an order-ln-council appointing 
a committee to consider and report 
on the most suitable design for a 
Canadian national flag for use ashore.

A distinctive Canadian flag has so 
far been authorized for use only by 
Canadian government-owned vessels 
and by other vessels of Canadian 
registry. In the former case the flag 
is the blue ensign with the Canadian 
arms in the fly, while merchanut ves­
sels of Canadian registry use the Red 
Ensign with the Canadiain arms in 
the fly.

Both Australia and New Zealand 
now use the blue ensign with the 
Southern Cross in the fly as their 
national land flags. New Zealand, 
it is stated, has had a flag of her own 
since 1901, while the Australian flag 
was approved by His Majesty in 1903. 
At present under an order-in- coun­
cil passed some years ago, the red 
ensign with the Canadian arms in 
the fly is flown over the office of the 
Canadian High Commissioner in Lon­
don as well as the other Canadian 
offices abroad, but the flag has never 

authorized.

However, If such a pitched ball 
struck the ground in front of the plate, 
and was then so deflected that it came 
into contact with the person of the 
batsman, that player was entitled to 
first base.

While technically It is a ball when 
it strikes the ground, the completion 
of the pitch doesn’t actually occur un­
til the ball has passed the batsman.

Therefor^, if the batsman is hit 
by such a badly pitched ball, he is 
entitled to first base, as on any other 
pitched ball which comes into contact 
with the person of the batter.

Just Back From Europe, He 
Speak* of Conditions m 

Germany Today.

Congressman Elliot W. Sproul, of 
Chicago and Washington, and his 
daughter, Miss Clara Sproul, are in the 
city. A member of the staff of The 
Times-Star, who was a boyhood 
friend of Mr. Sproul half a cen­
tury ago, called on him last evening 
at the residence of his niece, Mrs. H. 
H. Bell, Elliot Row, to chat over old 
times and exchange experiences of the 
decades since they were lads together 
at Apohaqul, Kings county.

Congressman Sproul has just return­
ed from Europe, having gpne to Ger­
many to consult a specialist regarding 
his health. He was- in Germany on 
the same errand when the Great War 
broke out and was, therefore, cûrious 
to learn of the conditions in Germany 
today. He says the German citizens 
of the United States have the impres­
sion that there is great destitution in 
Germany and he was, therefore, great­
ly surprised to find no evidence of any 
such condition. The people were 
spending money as freely as before the 
war and the school children had every 
appearance of being not only well fed 
but well clad.

MOTORED IN ENGLAND.
Returning from Germany Mr. Sproul 

spent eight days in England motoring" 
about 600 miles, and he said it was 
about the most pleasureable eight days 
he had ever spent.
