Writes to His Mother

2nd Seuthern General Hospital,
Southmead, Bristo!, Eng.,
July 12th, 1916.

Dear Mother,—No doubt before this
you have heard of the Great Franeo-
British offensive and the part our Re-
giment played in it. Well, mother, I
must say it was an awful time.  Our
heavy guns bombarded the German
lines for 8 or 4 days before we attack-
ed. We had guns of the greatest
calibre, from 15 inches dewn, and
hundreds of them. The ground
trembled for miles around, It was
enough to shake your nerves.
About one hour before the attack
we explodvd a mize which we had dug

under the German yvillage, and, 1 can
teli "ﬁ,ﬁt‘w;ts -quite ‘a sight to see
houses, wagous, horses, Germans and
everything else going up in the air.
We ‘stood to’ all night in the trench,
ard abous 8 in the morning, July lst,
we left the trench and went over to
pay Billy German a visit. But he did
not seem a bit surprised. He was
fully prepared to receive us. Two
other Regiments went over hefore us
and got mowed down.

We went and they received us the
same. They turned their machine
guns on us as soon as we left the
trench, and our boys began to fall,
There were bulks of dead on the!
ground. We had to jump over the
fallen, and the cries of the wounded
were emough to pierce you; but we
kept on. Our boys were falling fast
and it soon came to my turn, I got hit
in the shoulder and fell.

The shells were burstiug avound
there then, and the Germans were
sweeping . the ground, Kkilling the
wounded, ‘with their machine guns,
so I thought if I wanted to live that
was no-place for me. My legs were all
right then; so I got up and started for
our trench, I just had time to reach
the top, when I got a bullet in the leg
sending me head over heels to the bet-
tom of the trench on top of five, more
that were already there. Thats where
I stayed.

I thought I was done for.

I conldn’t

ing fast and getting very weak. One
of our boys, who was also wounded,
came along shortly after, and he band
aged my leg with my field dressing,
but he couldn’t bandage my shoulder,
I began to get very weak from loss
of blood. I eouldn’t moye hand or
foot tnen, and there wasnoonetobring
you in. One of the five in the trench
with me died there, and the other
four were, like myself, helpless.
Iv was almost dark when relief came.
A parly was sent out to bring in the
wounded. 7They took me in a ruhber
sheet and carried me in to the dressing
station. After getting dressed I was
sent to a hospital I had an operation
there on my shoulder, and the pieee of
shell was taken out. I was then sent
on to anéther hospital, ard after stay.
ing there 2 days I was put on a Red
Cross train and sent to Le Havre
where I.joined the boat and crossed
over to England, landiog in Southamp
ton. I was put on a train and sent
here. . . ; ;
