New Yorg, Aug. 19.—The White Star
line steamer Teutonic arrived at this

port this morning with the distinction of
having made the fastest ocean voyage
on record. Thus twice within a fort-
night the steamships of the White Star
line have beaten the record, for the Teu-
tonic’s twin-sister ship, Majestic, made
the best previous time when she arrived
here on Auwg. 5, in 5 days,
18 hours and 5 minutes, Teutonic’s
time was 6 days, 18 hours, 31
minutes. She passed Daunt’s Rock
lightship off Queenstown harbor at 2:05
p. m., last Thursday, and reached the
Sandy Hook lightship off-the New York
bar this:morning at 1:36 o'clock. Quar-
ne was ¢ 6:45, and her - dock
was reached aboutan hour later. The
knots logged each day were as follows:
Thursday, 460; Friday, 496; Saturday,
505 ; Bunday, 510 ; Monday, 517 ; Tuesday
290; total, 2778. The average rate per
hour was 20.349.
A remarkable feature of the trip is the
three fast daily runsof over 500 miles
2 day, the record of 517 miles for a day
being the best ever made. The best
previous daily runs was 515 miles, made
by the City of Paris. 5
It was quietly whispered before the
Teutonic sailed that an attempt ‘would
be made to break the record, and the
greatest interest in the ship’s perform-
ance was manifested among her passen-
gers. After losing sight of the Irish
coast, the Teutonic ran into adverse
winds and was refarded in her

that something remarkable in the way
of ocean voyages was going to happen,
and many of the passengers remained
on deck until the twin lights on the
Highlands showed them that they had
arrived at their destination.

During the trip of the Teutonic burn-
ed a trifle more than 300 tons of coal a
day, and according to her log her screws
averaged seyenty-five revolutions a min-
ute, though it is said that during the last
three whole days of the trip they aver-
aged eight-one.

Captain Y. J. Irving, commander of
the Teutonic, was seen aboard the steam-
er at her pier foot of West Tenth street
this morning. He was very enthusisatic,
and said that he knew all along that his
ship was capable of sucha performance
as this, and that she needed only a fav-
orable chance to distinguish ~herself.
“This good old ship,” he said, “has wait-
ed patiently for eight months to show
herself, and when she got the chance she
S}]?Wed just what stuff she was made
of.”

According to Captain Irving, if the
bad weather of the first two days of the
trip had not been experienced, the record
would have been lowered at least an
hour more.

THE FARMER AND HIS PROSPECTS.

While in most of the countries of Eur-
ope much solicitude is felt with regard
to the next eighteen months’ food sup-
ply, Canada rejoices in crops of almost
unprecedented abundance, which with
$wo or three weeks more of favorable
weather will be safely housed, giving us
a larger surplus than ever before for ex-
port which will probably command quite
as good prices as have ever been realized
by the Canadian farmer. Yesterday’s
intelligence from the Northwest is to the
effect, that though the wheat crop is one
of the latest, it is the heaviest that was
ever produced in the country. It is
from five to six and one half feet high
and, so even are the fields that, asa cor-
respondent says, “one could imagine it
possible to walk on them.” The outlook

Miles upon miles of grain stretch away
to the horizon, all of it turning to gold.
Nor is its excellence merely of the straw
variety. The heads are exceptionally
plump and well filled and the average
yield per acre estimated by the De-
partment of Agriculture for the
whole. province is over 27 bushels,
Mapy farmers, bowever, expect their
crops to average fully forty bushels.
There is danger in the lateness of the
crop, which on this account may be
caught by frost. The cutting that has
been done thus far is bardly over three
or four per cent. of the aggregate quan-
tity to be harvested. Indeed,
harvesting can scarcely be said
be more than beginning.
In many localities, however the har-
vest 18 welladvanced. At Oak Lake and
Brandon, “where the slightest gale will
throw the wheat heads over the backs of
the horses,” it will be nearly finished
this week, while at Portage la Prarie,
MeGregor, Virden, Indian Head and
most of great grain growing - districts it
is expected it will be completed in ten or
twelve days if the weather continues
favorable. So far there has been no ap-
proach of frost; which came last year on
August 16th. The full moon, which is
the critical period, was safely passed on
the 18th., and the weather continues fair
and warm. Old timers claim that in the
old days when the summers were rainy,
frost never came until late in September.
This season’s yield of all kinds of grain
in Ontario has been quite up to the
average, while the crop of hay and roots
is unusually light. Ontario’s yield. of
wheat is estimated at 30,437,652 bushels
as compared - with 21,950,288 harvested
in 1890. The area in barley has been
diminished 148,160 acres, from 1890, but
the yield per acre will be 1.2 bushels per
acré over the average. The area in oats
is somewhat smaller thap last year, but
the yield is estimated at 9.1 bushels per
acre over the crop last harvested. It
is estimated that the pea crop
will mount up to 2,500,000 bushels
and that the yield will be four
bushels per acre larger than last year.
Bulletin 47 gives the following statistics
concerning the farm stock of Ontario:
On July 1, as estimated from schedules
sent in by farmers, there were 678459
horses of all classes, or an increase of
18,823 over the previous year; there were
1,978,815 head of cattle, an increase of
82,103 over 1890; the milch cows now
number 773,234, or 4,604 less than last
year; of sheep and lambs there are
1,693,751, being a large increase of 354,
056 in the year, but is still 196,952 less
than in 1884, since which yeer there
have been regular decreases. Thereisa
further increase of 15,757 in the number
of hogs, the present number being 1,156,-
316. The number of poultry is 7,006,090,
an increase of 151,225. The total clip of
wool is 5,498,141 lbs. as compared with
4,574,700 1bs. in 1890.
While in the Atlantic provinces agri-
culture receives far less attention than
in Ontario and the North West, it is
believed that the farmers here
are generally working. more in-
telligently than hitherto, and that
better crops and better and more profit-
able stock are everywhere observable,
the former, of course, being in a measure
dependent upon the season, as in the
West.
In this connection it may not be amiss
to quote—to show that Canadian farm
products, are likely to be in constantly
increasing demand abroad—{from a Glas-
gow paper of late date and from the Lon-
don correspondent of the Montreal Trade
Bullein. The former says:—*There

The foolish arguments that are used
by the Grit papers to discredit the policy
of the Dominion government are well
illustrated in the following extract from
the Hamilton Times :—

Some people like a bit of ham or bacon
for breakfast, but each is taxed 2 cents a
pound. A sardine or two make a pretty
good appetizer for breakfast, but they
s ‘pmmn‘b&—uy“athr*-:mm
meal, but there is a 25 per cent duty on
tLese canned goods. To breakfast on a
“(3lasca magistrate”—a salt herring—}%
cent a pound duty must first be paid to
the Tory Government at Ottawa. One
cannot have buckwheat for breakfast
without being outa 3 cent a pound to
the Government for the privilege.
Even the flour of which
the bread is made—and one
can hardly breskfast without eating a
slice of bread—has a tax of 75 cents a
barre! upon it. Biscuits and cakes not
sweetened are taxed 20 per cent.,and the
sweetened kind is taxed 1} cents per lb.
and 35 per cent. ad valorem. There is a
tax of 3 cents per lb.- on_cheese. Mo-
lasses pays atax of from 15 to 26 per
cent. 'The Scotchman cannot even 8it
down to his bowl of porridge without use-
ing oatmeal that has a tax upon it ofa
cent a Ib. One cannot fry a few cold po-
tatoes left over from the night befgre
with lard that is not taxed 3 cents a 1Ib.
unless it is smuggled. The breakfast
table is not free by a long chalk.

The reader will observe that, with the
exception of molasses, there is not an
article on this list that is not made in
Canada, nor is there an article- on the
list, except molasses, that is not export-
ed from Canada, so that the duty does
not increase the price but only gives our
people the benefit of their own market.

MERCIER’S MAN.

Nothing Counld be Done With Merecier’s
but h Mr.

Orrawa, Aug. 20.—The Senate commit-
tee’s examination of bank people was
continued today, snd it was shown that
$8,000 drawn on one occasion by Mr.
Pacaud from the letter of credit money,
was placed in another bank to the credit
of Dame M. J. Fry, who was the lady
from whom Mr. Pacaud bought his new
house.

When this was shown Mr. Barwick
stated that he had located $45,000 of the
$57,000 mentioned on & slip of paper
containing the memorandum of debts
to be retired out of the government ad-
vance ostensibily made for the Bay
Chaleur railway creditors,

This memorandum, it will be recalled,
was said to have been shown by Mr.
Pacaud to acting premier Garneau,
when the latter Lesitated about mak-
ing an advance and when Mr. Pacaund
threatened to cable to Mercier about
Mr. Garneau’s failure to come to time.
John J. Macdonald was the next wit-
ness. He stated that he,with a wealthy
Enpglishman named Heaton Armstrong,
were in negotiation with the Mercier
government before the present syndicate
ot its contract through Mr. Pacaud.
Mr. Armstrong wanted the witness, with
an engineer, to go over the road and
make an estimate, and he did so. Then
he, with Heaton Armstrong (who must
not be confused with C. N. Armstrong),
went to New York and met Mr. Mercier
at the Albermarle hotel. The Quebec
premier made & proposition to give Mr.
Armstrong the 60 miles of road about
completed, to give $10,000 per mile for
the 40 miles of road to be _completed,
and to guarantee bonds at the rate of
$20,000 per mile for the whole 100
miles. The gunarantee was io cover
interest at five per cent, for 10
years and were to be covered by a de-
posit by the contractors. In addition
there were the small remainder of
snbsidies voted by the dominion and
the province. The witness said that
Mr. Armstrong and himself expressed
their willingness to take up the work on
these terms. He and his partner were
also to seltle all claims against the road.
The witness inquired into these claims,
and having done so, made what he then
thought was & conclusive bargain with

hoped that $100,000 might be made out
of the transaction. The estimate of
$18,000 per mile included a sum of
$50,000 for Mr. Pacaud, y;vhicb they
expected to have to pay during the
progress of the work.

The witness supposed that while . he
was dealing with the government of
Quebec he would have to employ Mr.
Pacaud as intermediary, and that Mr.
Pacaud would cost him the above sum.

The other
mills which have been started since the
strike are Messrs. Randolph & Baker’s
above Pleasant Point, Mr. George Barn-
hill’s and Messrs. Stetson, Cutler & Co’s.

Woodman’s mills at Spurr’s Cove, Messrs.
A. Cushing’s & Co’s. at Union Point , Mr.
W. H. Murray’s at Marble Cove, Messrs J.
R.'Warner & Co’s and Hilyard Bros., on
Strait Shore and Mr. W. C. Purvis’ mill
in Carleton, Clarke’s mill in Carleton is
also running making up the dozen now
cutting lumber. The remaining mills
which were shut down by the strike and
which have not yet resumed work
are the large Indiantown mill own-
ed by Messrs Stetson, Cutler &
Co., the Jewett mill at Millidge-
ville and Mr. E. G. Dunn’s mill
It is not definitely known when these
mills are to be started again. Messrs. 8.
T, King & Son’s mill at Kingville, which
was shut down for repairs the st of this
month, will probably start again soon.
The twelve mills now running give em-
ployment to about 1,000, or 1,200 men.
There is a slight improvement in bus-
iness noticeable since the mills resumed
work. The harbor is full of vessels and
it is felt that the fall of 91 will be quite
a busy one here for working men after
all.

This is an example of what
ordinary land of the country is capable
of producing when properly cultivated.
