HAVE TO GO TO SPOKANE.

High Freight Rates and Poor Mail Fa­
cilities Drive Our Trade Away.

■

The Midway correspondent- of the In­
land Sentinel writes; “One tiling I 
would like to know—what is the matter 
with our. Britsh Columbia wholesale 
merchants? Last week three big freight 
loads of groceries came through here for 
Camp McKinney. They had hr go all 
the way to Marcus on the Great North­
ern, 70 miles to this place and 28 miles 
to the camp, whereas it is only 50 miles 
from Penticton. Cannot our wholesalers 
compete with Spokane Falls? Everything 
has to pay duty coming that way, and I 
should imagine it would pay them "to ca­
ter for the trade in the camps. Our 
grocery firm here also gets its goods 
from Spokane, and claims it can get its 
goods quicker that way than by way of 
Penticton and also cheaper, even by pay­
ing duty on everything. Whose fault is 
it? The C. P. R. company’s or the 
wholesalers? It certainlÿ Seems to take 
a longer time. A case of my own ex­
perience is that goods shipped on Febru­
ary 18th had not reached Penticton a 
month afterwards, so if seems it must be 
the fault of the C. P. R. I -Jso will 
be obliged, although reluctantly, to deal 
with Spokane houses after this. Besides 
mail facilities by private mail reach this 
town three times a week by way of Mar­
cus, while 011 the contrary we only get 
a weekly mail service by way of Pentic­
ton. Everybody here would like to leave 
the money on this side, but are compelled- 
for expediency’s sake to deal v'th the 
merchants on the United States side.’’

SEALING COMMISSION

Arrangements Being Made by tbe States 
for a New Behring Sea Treaty.

Washington, March 23.—Preliminaries 
are being arranged, for the framing of a 
new treaty between the United States 
and Great Britain concerning Behring 
sea seizures. The negotiations will be 
carried on in Washington. Sir Charles 
Ilibbert Tupper and other leading states­
men of the Dominion will come here to 
vo-operate with Sir Julian Paoncefote, 
the British ambassador, concerning the 
terms of the treaty. The meeting will 
probably be held this fall. The project­
ed treaty is rendered necessary by the 
inaction of Congress on the Behring Sea 
seizures. Its purpose will be to create a 
commission to hear all the evidence and 
determine the amount of the indemnity 
to be paid to the seized sealers. After 
being signed the treaty will have to be 
submitted to the senate for ratification, 
and unless there is an extra sess on this 
cannot be accomplished-before next De­
cember. Another phase of the seal ques- 
1 ion which may come up simultaneously 
with adjustment of the claims is the 
framing of a new modus vivendi or other 
means of protecting the seals in Behring 
80a.

It is further declared that 
failing remedial actio# on the pare of the 
legislature the parliament of the Domin­
ion will be in duty hound to take such ac­
tion, though the exact nature of the 
edy it will be asked to supply is rot fore­
shadowed. The Ottawa government has 
been wise, enough to discard all ambigui­
ty and to leave no room for uncertainty 
as to its intentions.^ “If Manitoba does 
not supply a remedy we shall, ’ say the 
ministers in effect. • This line of conduct 
is not only more honest but safer than 
that which some of the government’s 
friends and supporters advised it to take, 
for further juggling with this question 
would have been easily seen through and 
would have availed nothing. What are 
to be the consequences of the ac'ion de­
cided upon? In all probability the legis: 
lature will ignore the mandate, «.nd then 
the government and parliament of the 
Dominion must step in. That action 
will satisfy the majority in Quebec and 
the minority in Manitoba, but it will dis­
please a great many others, including 
even Controller Wallace, who in a pub­
lic address before the Orange grand 
lodge at St. Catharines declared against 
Dominion interference with Manitoba 
in this case. How far the resentment 
of those who think with Mr. Wallace 
will affect the fortunes of the govern­
ment is now uncertain, but there are not 
wanting good judges to predict hat the 
government will be wrecked.

Th<= space 
occupied by the plants was about one- 
fourteenth of an acre and the price real­
ized was ten cents per pound. This means 
an income of $1130 from an acre of good 
ground in strawberries. Allowing for 
damaged fruit, low prices, etc. there 
still remains a large margin of profit in 
the small fruit business, which will cer­
tainly become one of the princip il indus­
tries of the country before many years.

FREE TRADE AND THE SAGES.

We tender to the esteemed colonist 
the assurance of onr distinguished con- 

We desire to convev to dursidération.
justly indignant contemporary such apol­
ogies as may be its due for that we did 
not at once and without any hesitation 
whatever give it full credit for introduc­
ing to the western world the Sage of 
Macclesfield. We hasten to acknowledge
its share in the discovery of the modern 
Eatanswill Gazette. We trust that by 
at once admitting our error and making 
such ample reparation as is involved Tn 
giving the Colonist’s connection with the 
affair the benefit of the wide circulation 
of the Times, we shall have earned its 
forgivenness.

We may be pardoned if in passing we 
confess failure to appreciate the convin­
cing nature of the argument with which 
the Colonist accompanies its pleasant 
and humorous references to the Times. 
From a variety of sources our indefati­
gable contemporary has secured evidence 
that hard times exist in England—which 
we do not hesitate to say have convinced 
us that such is the fact. We are assur­
ed further that England has had fifty 
years of free trade, a statement for 
which the Colonist has also excellent au­
thority. We suppose, however, it is due 
to the innate depravity or the stupidity 
or some other objectionable characteris­
tic of the Times that we cannot see the 
connection which with the sage of Mac­
clesfield the Colonist believes to have 
been established between the hard times 
and British free trade.

The reduetio ad absurdum is a method 
of proof with which our learned contem- 
[wrary is doubtless familiar, and in our 
clumsy and foolish way we will, try to 
make such an application of it as seems 
to suit this case. So we say: Destitu­
tion prevails in the great agricultural 
state of Nebraska; in South Dakota the 
settlers are suffering extreme hardships 
and in a very large section of the state 
it is impossible for the people to pay 
their bills; in Kansas there is a mort­
gage debt of $500 for ever man woman 
and child in the state; in Pennsylvania 
strikes and lockouts prevail to an alarm­
ing extent; half the factories and mills in 
New England are shut down and the 

, other half are running on short time; la­
bor riots prevail in New Orleans: in Chi­
cago last year United States troops were 
called out to preserve property end life 
against strikers. All over the United 
States there is, a cry of hard times. The 
United States has for thirty years had a 
protective tariff. Therefore protection 
causes hard times. But the Colonist has 
proved that free trade causes hard times. 
Therefore protection and free trade both 
cause hard times, which we appeal to 
the Colonist to admit is absurd.

We trust the Colonist will pardon us 
for attempting in our own poor fashion 
to reach by reasoning a conclusion which 
we regret is at variance with its own.

ELK LAKE GATHERING GROUND.

Under the heading of “The Engineers' 
Report,” the Colonist, calls the attention 
of the council to that part of the report 
of the two experts to whom the filter 
bed plans were referred bearing on the 
available quantity to be obtained from 
our present source of supply, and ex­
presses regret that the city council did 
not last year engage the services of a 
first class engineer to look into and report 
upon the whole matter of the waier sup­
ply. Messrs. Haskins and Keating say 
in this connection:

We notice in the official instructions 
the area of the watershed is given -as" 
2177 acres, exclusive of the lakes, and 
that the annual report for 1803 places the 
average rainfall for the past 20 years at 
29.66 inches, and the minimum rainfall 
at 18 inches. While it is impossible 
from this information alone, and without 
some knowledge of the nature of the 
gathering grounds, to estimate with any 
degree of accuracy the amount of water 
which can be depended upon f:om this 
source, yet in our judgment it seems un­
likely that the .city can obtain more than 
about two million gallons per day in any 
year when the precipitation' may he below 
the average, and in seasons of minimum 
rainfall it appears doubtful if so large 
a quantity would be available, * * *

While we have not been called upon to 
consider the question of the capacity of 
the works, we deem it our duty to sug­
gest that before incurring any large ex­
penditure, which appears now to be con­
templated, it would seem advisable to 
investigate the possibilities either of add­
ing to the watershed or of, raising the 
lakes so as to impound all the water that 
the drainage area will yield, or as much 
of it as practicable.

Our contemporary seems to labor under 
the belief that the capacity of the Elk 
lake watershed is an unknown quantity, 
and that the present and past councils 
were “going it blind” when they proposed 
to improve the water works by securing 
the land around Elk lake and l y con­
structing filter beds. The eastern ex­
perts have simply corroborated the opin­
ion of City Engineer Wilmot and of a 
former water commissioner, Mr. Sujn-

ARGENTINE WHEAT.WOUNDED BY AN INSANE JAP
Conditions That Surround Its Culture 

and Shipment.
A letter to Beerboiim from Mr. W. 

Goodwill of Buenos Ayres, contains the 
following: "Wheat export in tne Argen­
tine Republic has increased fast, but the 
trade is still in a transition stage, and I 
venture again to submit a tew remarks 
about the difficulties of shippers tl at may 
be interesting to those who have only re­
cent experience of River Plate cargoes, 
and may not know that,' in spite of con­
siderable improvements in the past few 
years, the system of grain handling leav­
es much to be desired, and is not regulat­
ed by an association.

“The great difficulty of shippers comes 
from want of proper storage accommo­
dation to hold stocks and select quality 
at the ports, and also from want of rail­
way facilities sufficient to carry and em­
bark all the crop in a few months of 
the busy season. These difficulties will 
disappear in time, but meanwhile 
sufficient to worry a shipper who .has to 
bring down wheat of various qualities 
from any of about 3400 railway stations 
in time to arrange cargoes for vessels 
as they arrive. It may be that several 
shippers want to load on the same rail­
way line on account of special quality, 
and there comes a block at the wharves; 
and sometimes ships arrive unexpectedly, 
or a sjjell of bad weather may stop ship­
ments for several days and cause delays 
all round.

“Only a small part of the crop can be 
handled through elevators, and tne great 
proportion has to be shipped direct and 
sampled by testing the original bags dur­
ing shipment, which is not altogether, a 
satisfactory method, though average re­
sults are obtained if the work is always 
done carefully. Selection is difficult un­
der these conditions, and weighing still 
more difficult when steamers are loading 
fast.

“It is not possible to ‘grade’ wheat with 
the accuracy of the United States, be­
cause the differences are not sufficiently 
distinct to be classified, and practically 
each shipper has to act on his individual 
judgment.

“Wheat of the provinces of Santa Fe, 
and Cordoba is ' sufficiently Well known 
either as ‘Rosario’ or 'Santa Fe:. and is 
more or less of similar quality wnatever 
seed may originally have been used. This 
wheat is considered to be ‘Barleta,’ as 
distinguished from ‘Frances’ (soft wheat 
grown from French seed) or wandeal’ 
(hard wheat used for macaroni), but ow­
ing to varieties of weather there are al­
ways local differences of quality, and 
shippers cannot always get what they 
want.

“Wheat of the province of Buenos Ay­
res is less uniform, owing to greater var­
ieties of climate and soil, but whatever 
seed is used there is a strong tendency of 
the soil to produce what is known as 
‘Barletta’ type, although the name may 
not convey an accurate meaning in Eur­
ope. Some parcels when they come from 
the fields are so mixed that it is difficult 
to. say whether they should be called 
‘Barletta’ or ‘Frances,’ and there is fre­
quently the same difficulty in drawing 
the line betiween Barletta and t aiuome 
or Tusela.”

London, March 25.—The Centi-al News 
correspondent in Toklo says that an at­
tempt was made to assassinate -Li Hung 
Chang in ,a street of Simonseki yesterday 
afternoom Li was returning from the 
peace conference, in which he .onducts 
negotiations on 
mission, and was accompanied hr several 
of his suite. When he was a short dis­
tance from his apartments, a young Jap­
anese ran up to him and fired a pistol in 
his face. The young man was seized and 
disarmed by the police. At the station 
house he gave his name as Koyama and 
his age as 21. The wound received is 
more serious than at first reported. The 
bullet entered the cheek below the eye 
and the physician has not yet been able 
to extract it. The condition of the Chi­
nese envoy is critical.

Immediately he heard of the shooting 
the Emperor sent two of his principal 
surgeons to attend the Chinese envoy 
and also sent his principal aide-de-camp 
with messages from himself and the em­
press. The Japanese parliament passed 
a resolution deploring the attempt to as­
sassinate Chang.

The surgeon attending Chang has tele­
graphed the Emperor that the wound is 
in good condition and there is no cause 
for anxiety regarding the results. The 
assailant of Chang is believed to be in­
sane.

The Emperor of Japan and Imperial 
minister "bavé piiblîcïy deplored the act 
of the would-be assassin of Chang and 
he must be punished.

SERIES OF FATALITIES.

Five Children out of a Family of Six 
Killed Within a Few Minutes.

London, March 25.—Press advices per 

steamer from South Africa contain a 
story of an extraordinary series of fatali­
ties that occurred near Johannesburg, 
and whereby a prominent resident lost 
his entire family in the space of a few 
minutes.

She placed 
the child in front of her, but forgot to 
securely fasten it, and she had hardly- 
gotten out of the yard when it fell over 
to the ground, sustaining a fracture on 
the skull, which caused instant death.

However, Steamboat Inspector Thom­
son said this morning that beyond hold­
ing an inquest on the body of William 
Law, be did not believe there would be 
any official inquiry The carrying of 
passengers on the Pilot was a Hear vio­
lation of the law, which provides that in 
such cases an inspection,, must be made 
of the barge and tug and permission ob­
tained from the inspectors. The owners 
of the tug and barge, ahd the captains of 
the same are liable to a fine up to $200 
each. The Velos was licensed to carry 
15 passengers, but the Pilot had no pass­
enger license at all. The argument is 
advanced that if the Velos had not had 
the Pilot in tow or could have cut her 
loose she would have been saved, but on 
the othèr hand there are captains w’ho 
assert that the Pilot should have been 
cut adrift at once, that she would have 
gone ashore in Shoal Bay, and that in 
fact it was the logical thing to do. Many, 
however, disagree w’ith the views ex­
pressed above and say that if the Velos 
had been held into the gale she would 
have been swamped and sank, and that 
Captain Anderson did his duty in staying 
by his tow.

A peculiar coincidence in connection 
with the death of Mr. Adams was the 
fact that the day he was drowned he 
made his will. Mr. Adams and H. D. 
Helmcken, the lawyer, were talking to­
gether in the office of Mr. Helmcken. 
They were fixing up the bonds in the 
Howell assault case that had been tried 
two days previously. Mr. Helmcken 
asked Mr. Adams if he had made his 
will. The reply was in the negative. 
“Then you had better do it at once. A 
man in your business may meet with an 
accident any day,’* said Mr. Helmcken. 
“All right, make it out,” replied Mr. 
Adams. The will was soon written and 
was signed there and then.

SIOUX CITY FIRE.Five

Loss Estimated at Half a Million Dol­
lars.

Sioux City, Iowa, March 22. One of 
the most serious fires in the history of 
Sioux City completely destroyed the 
warehouse of the Western Transfer Com 
warehouse of the Western Transfer 
pany yesterday, together with tue con­
tents, entailing a loss of more than $200,- 
000. The high wind which was olowing 
blew the fire to the linseed oil mill 
the street, and it was partially destroyed 
and the greater part of its contents con­
sumed, making a total loss of $400,000. 
The wind, which had been irom the 
southeast, now changed and increased in 
velocity, blowing for a time directly from 
the east. This communicated the flames 
to the two big tanks owned by the lin­
seed oil mills, and the platform on which 
they rested began to burn. Thousands of 
people congregated by this time and when 
they saw the tanks on fire they made a 
wild stampede.

The storage building was an immense 
structure 500x60 feet., including the brick 
storage annex. The main part of the 
elevator was five stories high and had 
a capacity of 150,000 bushels. In the 
bins at the time were stored 100.000 bu­
shels of flax seed, and on the lower 
floor 700 tons of linseed oil cake was 
ready for shipment. In the annex the oil 
was in huge tanks, having an estimated 
capacity of 120,000 gallons. In the back 
end of the transfer company’s building 
was a mammoth frame structure six stor­
ies high, covered with corrugated iron. 
The iron aided the flames, as it kept wa­
ter from reaching the wood work. The 
huge four-story basement warehouse, 100 
xl50, was filled from top to bottom with 
farm implements and machinery, estimat­
ed at about $200,000. The machinery was 
owned by about twenty implement com­
panies in different parts of the United 
States. The contents of the burned 
warehouse carried insurance aggregating 
$31.000.

Around the point \ beyond the Outer 
wharf the tug and the tow got the sweep 
of the wind, and it became hard work 
to keep her course. However, she strug­
gled beyond and passed Trial Island in 
safety.

He got 
the boat around, but almost immediately 
afterwards the rudder chains parted or 
got foul, for she refused to answer her 
helm. She drove ahead before the gale, 
the lumbering Pilot coming after, her, 
sometimes close up and sometimes with 
her tow line taught. The night was very 
dark, and it was impossible to say where 
they were going. Those aboard were 
not long in doubt, for with a crash the 
tug drove upon the reef and the end 
came quickly. Seas swept over her, and 
she began to settle down in the water. 
Then another danger presented itself. 
The Pilot drifted in and struck file Velos 
with terrible force. The connections on 
the steam pipes aboard the Velos were 
broken and the roar of the escaping 
steam could be heard on the Pilot,.When 
the Pilot crashed into the Velos First 
Mate Andrew Christiansen seized hold 
of the tow line and hauled himself up 
onto her deck. He saved his life by the 
action, and had others of his crew been 
as quick or as daring they might have 
been saved. He knew that the tug 
doomed, and felt that his chances 
better on the bigger boat. The chance 
to thus escape came but once, for the 
tow line swung away instantly.

The order in which the men met their 
death is hard to say. Frederick Adams 
was last seen in the galley, which stood 
on deck, and very likely met his death 
by being washed overboard. The galley 
was carried away shortly after the 
sel filled, but it is quite likely that Mr. 
Adams came out on deck. Blowers and 
Smith told Capt. Anderson that they 
were going to chance it in a swim a- 
shore.

A “HOODOOED” SHIP.THE ORDER TO MANITOBA SPORTING INTELLIGENCE.
Chapter of Accidenta on the Ship Lin­

lithgowshire.
Report of the Committee on Mani­

toba School Question Which 
Was Adopted.

Yacht Alisa Again Defeats the 
Britannia and Other Fast 

Ones at Nice..
A Port Townsend dispatch says: It is 

so seldom that a “hoodooed” ship comes 
into port that a craft of that reputation 
naturally attracts much attention among 
marine observers. The sailors along the 
water front all unite in declaring that 
the British ship Linlithgowshire, now in 
port, has been “hoodooed.” Indeed, the 
record of fatalities on the vessel in the 
last six months is remarkable.

Archibald Clark, a young Scotchman, 
of good parentage, about 22 years old,- 

I the third officer, met a tragic death on 
Monday morning aboard the ship, while 
engaged in discharging ballast. He was 
the third one to lose his life within the 
past few months. The ship was out in 
the middle grounds dicharging a few hun­
dred tons of ballast preparatory to going 
to Hadlock to load a cargo of lumber 
for Port Pirie. The ballast was being 
taken out in tubs and Clark was super­
intending the work. While his attention 
was otherwise engaged the sling to which 
the tub was attached swung back from 
over the vessel’s starboard side, strik­
ing him a terrible blow on the head, 
knocking him down through the hatch 
to the lower hold, 
caused instant death. His comrades 
rushed below and picked up the lifeless 
body. The only visible signs of life that 
were apparent were a few gasps, a mus 
cular contraction of the frame and the 
quivering of a few muscles of the face. 
Sad, indeed, were the expressions of his 
fellow voyagers as -they gently and ten­
derly carried the body, on deck.

Clark was a good seaman, well liked 
by the crew and his brother officer®. He 
was a member of the Masonic order, be­
longing to a Glasgow, Scotland, lodge. 
The funeral will take place this after­
noon from the Seamen's Bethel. Every 
sailor in tobm, and there are nearly 100. 
will be in attendance by the crews of 
two English vessels now in port.

The record of the Linlithgowshire's 
voyage reads like an old sea romance. 
She left Leith. England, for Melbourne, 
Australia, in command of Captain Jas. 
Black, and then proceeded to Newcas­
tle and loaded coal for Valparaiso. It 
was while bound for the latter port that 
the master, contracted a fatal illness. 
Adverse winds and a continuous battle 
witn the elements caused the ship lo 
make a long passage. Çapt. Black, 
though suffering excruciating agony, 
heroically bore up under the affliction, 
hoping to reach port in time to have a 
surgical operation performed, whereby 
his life could be saved. Day after day 
the ship slowly made her way across the 
Pacific ocean, and when within a few 
hundred miles of the Chilean coast she 
was becalmed for nearly two weeks. Not 
a friendly sail was sighted during the 
voyage. The captain’s illness became 
more alarming and it was apparent that 
his lease of life was about to be fore­
closed. and then the wind, as if asham­
ed of the exasperating delay, sprang up 
from the westward and sent the white­
winged craft bounding over the billows 
toward Valparaiso. Port was reached at 
last, and the captain, though barely a- 
live, insisted on being taken on shore for 
medical treatment. Tenderly he was 
placed in a swift launch, which darted 
toward the wharves. Death, however, 
was swifter than the launch, and the 
spirit of Capt. Black started upon an­
other voyage to a port of eternal happi­
ness.

BLANCK SHOT DOWN.

The Seattle Murderer and Jail breaker 
Shot by Deputy Sheriffs.

Seattle, March 21.—Thomas Blanck. 
the murderer and jail breaker, is dead, 
shot through the head and body by the 
bullets from the Winchester rifles of J. 
Shepish and Robert Crow, deputy sher­
iffs. The encounter took place on the 
N. P. track, about a mile north of Kent, 
at 5:30 this, avernoon. About 18 shots 
were fired, and when the smoke cleared 
away Thomas Blanck lay lifeless and J. 
Shepish lay with wounds in his left 
shoulder and wrist. Blanck was shot 
through the ear, nose and body.

This afternoon a report came to Kent 
that Blanck was penned near Orillia. 
Bob Crow and John Shepish with Winch­
ester rifles started up the Northérii Pa­
cific track. About a mile north of Kent 
they saw a man coming toward them 
down the track from Orillia, but had no 
idea the stranger was the desperado they 
were after and got within ten feet of 
him before real danger developed itself. 
The stranger walked along without say­
ing a word, and finally,Crow and Shep­
ish yelled: “Throw up your hands there.” 
Blanck drew a Colt’s 38-calibre five-shot 
revolver and opened fire. Two shots 
were fired from the revolver and still the 
deputies were unhurt. Then the men 
with the Winchesters commenced pump­
ing bullets into their antagonist. After 
the smoke had cleared away the. desper­
ado lay on the track lifeless. His body 
was taken to Kent and held awaiting or­
ders from the sheriff. Sheriff v ande- 
water brought the dead body of Blanck 
to this city to-night and an inquest will 
be held to-morrow.

Choynski weighed 161 pounds, and, al­
though Creedon’s weight was not given 
he looked to weigh fully as much.

In the first round Choynski landed 
hard on Creedon’s head and got a hot 
one on the body in return. Several ex­
changes followed, but no heavy blows 
were struck.

The second was Choynski’s, he doing 
all the leading and landing frequently 
with his left on Creedon’s heart and 
face. He drew first blood with a wicked 
drive on the nose aud had Creeaon bad­
ly winded when the gong sounded.

Creedon had the best of it in the third, 
getting in several hot blows and driving 
Choynski into the ropes with a blow 
over the kidneys.

In the fourth Creedon reached Choy­
nski’s wind several times, but the latter 
kept poking his left into Creedon’s face 
with a persistence that seemed to demor­
alize the latter.

In the fifth Choynski landed on Creed­
on’s head1 and sent him to the flopr, Dan 
coining down hard as though he had 
fallen off a three-story buiiumg.

In the last round it was hammer and 
tongs, with Choynski doing all the ham­
mering. He drove right and left into 
Creedon’s face, and finally gave him a 
smash that landed him flat. Creedon 
clinched repeatedly to save himself, and 
was a very weary man when the round 
closed. He did not look able to go two 
rounds more.

than that recommended. To dismiss this 
appeal or grant a smaller measure of 
relief would be not only to deny to the 
Roman Catholic minority rights substan­
tially guaranteed to them under the con­
stitution of Canada, but in truth such 
a course might involve a declaration on 
the part of Your Excellency-in-council 
that this provision of the constitution for 
the protection of the rights of certain "of 
Her Majesty’s subjects in Manitoba 
should not in any case be acted upon; 
and further, the committee do not per­
ceive upon what principle, consistently 
with a declaration that effect is not to 
be given to this appeal, the Protestant 
or Roman Catholic minority in Quebec 
or Ontario could ask corresponding pro­
vision under section 93 of the British 
North America act in ease of a provin­
cial act or decision affecting their rights 
or privileges. If Your Excellency sees 
fit to approve of the foregoing recom­
mendation. the committee desires to 
state that it follows that refusal or neg­
lect on the part of the legislature of 
Manitoba to enact the remedial legisla­
tion which Your Excellency-in-council 
seems requisite will confer upon parlia­
ment to pass such a law. In this con­
nection it was urged by counsel on be­
half of the province that should parlia­
ment legislate under these circumstances 
its enactment would be absolute and ir­
revocable so far as both parliament and 
provincial legislature are concerned.

“The committee, without necessarily 
adopting this view, observes that section 
22 of the Manitoba act may admit of 
that construction. The committee there­
under the constitution the provincial leg­
islature be requested to consider wheth­
er its action upon the decision of Your

were POTASH AND MATCHES.

Printer’s Apprentice Severely Burned 
Under Peculiar Circumstances.

Robert Dods, an apprentice in the 
composing room of the Province, was the 
victim of a most peculiar accident this 
morning. He was at work near the 
forms when he discovered his clothes to 
be on fire. His cries brought foreman 
W. M. Chapman alid others to his side, 
and he was hustled over to the sink 
and the fire put out. He was quite bad­
ly burned about the right thigh and his 
hands, with which he grabbed the burn­
ing clothing, were also burned and blis­
tered.

During the first three 
lui nths of the financial year 1893-4 there 
was imported into Canada various cotton 
manufactures valued at $ot>9,389 on 
which a duty of $257,566 was paid or 
27 per cent. ; but in the first three 
months of the present financial year, 
under the new tariff, total duties of 
$231.901 were paid on importations of 
$820,911, or 29 per cent. This can hard­
ly be called a reduction. The duty col­
lected last year from cottons was $1,295, 
843, iU;and when it is borne in mind that 
for every yard of cotton imported there 
are three yards made in the country on 
which' there is, if the manufacturers 
wish to impose it, a private tax of at 
hast 30 per cent, some idea of the imm­
ense amount of money indirectly paid to 
this combine may be obtained, certain­
ly two or three millions w'ould be a mild 
calculation.

In agricultural implements the N. P. 
has beer fatal to all the weaker manu­
facturers. They had either >o go out of 
busines or allow themselves to .be. ab­
sorbed by thé bigger companies, and this 
course of absorption and bankruptcy has 
gone on until the trade of the country 
is almost entirely in the hands of the 
Massey-Harris Company. Since 18(8 
fully twenty implement firms have fail­
ed or gone out of business. Among them 
were Brown and Patterson, Whitby, 
Haggart Bros., Brampton ; Haggart and 
Ccehrane, St. Thomas; Johnston, of Mil- 
ten; Gowdy & Co., Guelph; Cochrane, of 
Durham; Lawrence Bros . Palermo : 
Dundas Harvester Works; McKitriek 
Bros., Orangeville; Kilgour and Sons, 
Mount Forest; James Laidlaw & Co., 
Paisley; Thompson and .. .mams, Strat­
ford; Chatham Harvester Co., Chatham 
Mercer Bros., Alliston; J. O. Wisner & 
Sons, Brrntford; Patterson Bros., Wood 
stock ; Globe Manufacturing Co., London 
John Elliot ai d Sons, London. The dut­
ies on iron proved on most «of these a 
burden to heavy to be borne.

It can be 
said to the credit of white men at work 
on these creeks, that the Chinese are not 
allowed to go hungry.

A force 
of men have been employed all winter at 
the Poorman mine taking out ore by con­
tract.

Canada, four establishments in Montreal 
one in Gananoque, two in Toronto, one 
in Hamilton, and one in St. John This 
combine compels wholesale houses to 
sign a bond that they will buy only from 
it; and will not allow more than a 3 per 
cent discount to retailers. If they obse­
rve these stipulations they are allowed a 
re oate of 7 1-2 per cent on the net value 
of all standard goods and 12 1-2 per cent 
on the invoice value. This combine is 
made possible by the tariff which is 1 
cent per pound on wire nails and 3-4 of 1 
cent on cut nails. Result ; the Canadian 
price for ten-penny nails per keg is «>2,10 
the American price at Pittsburg, is 90 
cents; with corresponding difference in 
wire nails. The estimated amount of 
taxation paid by the people annually to 
this combine is about $250,000, while 
the public revenue from the duty is 
only about $12,000 per year.

Sugar of course is a necessity. It is 
imported into Canada and- is refined oy 
four refining companies, which, while in­
dependent, have a very good understand­
ing with each other. The factories in 
the Mara time ^ rovinces are under the 
control of one company, and there are 
two refineries in Montreal, the St. Law­
rence, and the Redpath. There is also 
a small refinery in Vancouver. These 
four corporations get the full benefit of 
the enormous sugar tax. It is a popular 
contention of Government advocates 
that sugar is free. - It is in reality sub­
jected to heavy taxation. The raw su­
gar which the refiners use, is free, but 
the refined sugar which the people use is 
taxed sixty-four hundredths of a cent 
per pound, or at present prices at about 
15 per cent ad valorem. This duty is so 
high that very little refined sugar is 
imported into Canrda; the revenue from 
this source last year being only $10,35». 
Ilie estimated consumption of refined 
sugar is 125,000 tons yearly, which at 
$12,80 per ton amounts to no less than 
$1,600,000. The sugar refiners also get 
the .advantage of the high duties 
syrups, etc., which adds at least another 
Quarter of a million to the amount of 
private taxation from this source.

Ottawa, March 17.—When Dalton Mc­

Carthy was pressing the cabinet to get a 
few days time to prepare his brief in the 
Manitoba school case before they com­
menced to hear it, the premier and his 
colleagues would not consent because it 
was said that meantime the Manitoba 
legislature would be out of session and 
the matter would therefore have to stand 
over for another year without anything 
being done. Mr. McCarthy wanted to 
get an extension of time from ..aonday 
until Thursday. This was refused by the 
cabinet. The consequence was tuat he 
had to make the best of it, and go on 
without much information which he oth­
erwise would have been able to get. At 
that time the government had everything 
arranged between the French ministers 
and the Roman Catholic hierarchy in 
Quebec to pass the remedial order, and 
then bring on the elections. The ar­
rangement was silich, as the government 
and their friends thought, would dish the 
Grits. It was to be separate schools, 
and nothing but separate schools that 
was to do the electioneering work down 
in Quebec, and the word was to go forth 
among the faithful in the lodges in On­
tario that nothing of the kind was to 
happen and if needs be the senate would 
be brought into play to thwart any reme­
dial order that might be passed through 
the commons. But a plan of this kind 
would need a master hand like he late 
lamented premier, Sir John A. Macdon­
ald, to see it through. The dilly-dally;- 
ing of the government and the blundering 
actions of the members of the idminis- 
tration gave the whole thing away, and 
bo-day Sir Mackenzie Bowell and hi! col­
leagues are sitting upon an avalanche 
praying that Premier Greenway may pro­
rogue the Manitoba legislature or that 
something else may happen to give them 
an excuse for once more shelving the 
whole school question.

The hearing of the case closed a week 
ago Thursday last. A shorthand note 
of the proceedings was taken daily and 
the government instructed that it be 
printed and placed before them in pam­
phlet form every morning. This was 
done. It was))not only intended, but it 
was given out in the government press, 
that on the following Saturday (rhat is a 
week ago last Saturday) the cabinet was 
to meet to pass the remedial order. The 
meeting was called and adjourned until 
Monday without anything being done.

The farmers along the valley are con­
sidering the feasibility of starting can­
ning factories for tomatoes, corn, etc. If 
the agricultural department would pub­
lish plans, estimates and the way can­
neries are started in Ontario and Cali­
fornia it would serve a useful purpose.

John Murray, of Spence’s Bridge, is 
writing his recollections of early days, 
and I would suggest to all old-timers to 
write him their stories of the old times, 
so that they may be preserved for future 
readers.

ANOTHER RAILWAY SCHEME.

C. P. R. Talk of Running a Line to 
New Denver.

The Ledge.
Not many days ago a prominent C. 

P. R. official was visiting at Three 
Forks, and while there got into conver­
sation with a business man who knows 
a thing or two about New Denver. The 
talk centred upon the building of the 
proposed Ivaslo & Slocan railway, and 
its effect upon the country. The rail­
way man came out bluntly and stated 
that the C. P. R. would never let a for­
eign road cut them ont of their own 
territory.

He stated that it was tacitly under­
stood at headquarters that so soon as 
dirt commenced to fly on the Kaslo 
road, just so soon would the C. P. R. 
commence operations on this side. An 
extension would be run from the N. & 
S. R. through this town, bridging Car­
penter creek, and reaching the higher 
levels on the other side. The road would 
then follow up the pass, close to the 
Mountain Chief mine, and head for Sun- 
don and Cody creek—giving a better 
grade, be less liable to slides, and afford­
ing the big mines an opportunity to ship 
their ores in bulk without sacking or 
extra handling. The present track was 
on the wrong side of the pass, and unless 
the north fork of the Carpenter gave 
some evidences of shipping ore the road 
from here up would be abandoned.

From here the main line of the Crow’s 
Nest road would run down to The lake 
shore to tap the camps along the Four, 
Eight and Teu Mile creeks; follow the 
Slocan river, and connect with the C. & 
K. railway at Slocan crossing. By the 
uniting of the latter road with the N. & 
F. S. railway at Nelson, through transit 
could be had direct to the smelters. Ore 
would be loaded 011 the cars at the mines 
and taken to its destination direct. New 
Denver would then be made a divisional . 
point, or junction, and it was far too 
important a town to be overlooked as it 
had been. Though attention would 
essarily be directed to the extension of 
the road northwards to the main line of 
the C. P. R., yet the first move would be 
to make connections to the south.

The above statements are vouched for 
by the party furnishing the data to The 
Ledge's Ygung Man. But this is only 
one of the surprising events of the fu­
ture, for there is even now a shadow 
looming up of equal import to New Den­
ver.

These towers are tén 
feet high and twelve feet in diameter. 
The latest reports are that the insurgent 
forces have withdrawn into the interior, 
to plan an attack, it is thought, upon 
Santiago.

Col. Santocitda has arrived at Man­
zanillo from Santiago and is in command 
of the Manzanillo section of Spanish 
troops, of about one hundred soldiers, 
who, after a fighjt at Baire, started for 
the interior. When passing Bayano and 
about five miles distant he was ambush­
ed by nearly 400 insurgents. The fire 
was so fierce that they were compelled to 
form a hollow square to protect them­
selves. The Spanish ranks were fearful­
ly mowed down, while the Cuban losses 
were not insignificant. Among the lat­
ter Rodriguez, an aide of Masson, was 
killed.

At one time one out of every eleven of 
the population was a pauper.

In 1816, at Hinckley, Leicestershire, 
the poor-rate was 52s. in the pound.

In 1817, at Langdon, Dorsetshire, 409 
out of 575 inhabitants were receiving 
relief: while in Els three fourths of rhe 
population were in the same plight.

In 1819, 1620, and 1822, agriculture 
was in a state of universal distress, and 
petitions for relief were presented to 
parliament.

During the time these laws were In 
force there were no fewer than five par­
liamentary committees to inquire into 
the cause of the distress.

Farmers were ruined by thousands.
One newspaper in Norwich advertised 

120 sales of stock in one day.
In 1829 the workhouses in some parts 

of the country were so crowded that, at 
times, four, five, or six people had to 
sleep in one bed.

Sheffield had 20,000 and Leeds had 
30,000 people dependent on the rates.

The Dry Goods Review for March 

says:
A dividend of eight per cent, was de­

clared during the first week in February 
by the Montreal Cotton company. This 
is the usual dividend, and amounts to 
$112,000, the capital stock having been 
increased last year to $1,400,000. 
year a surplus of $59,000 was carried 
over for contingencies, and this year the 
surplus is over $85,000, according to re­
port. The gross, profits were thus $197 
000, or a profit of over 14 per cent.

During the past year the surplus has 
increased as stated above, 
amounts to $800,000. 
company have increased during the s^nie 
period from $2,501,981 to $2,833.424, and 
the 7 per cent, bonded debt of $300,000 
has been extinguished. The capital as­
sets, including mills, land, power, etc., 
have increased $166,000 by additions and 
improvements.

It will now be in order for the 
ment to reduce the duties on certain lines 
of cottons- Fourteen per cent is too 
high a dividend for any protected con- 
cern, although it would not be open to 
criticism if there were no protective tariff 
on the particular liné of goods produced.

How the Question Will Have to be Fin­
ally ^Decided.

Washington, March 23.—United States 
territorial rights in Alaska, as against the 

1 British claims there, have again been 
brought to the attention of the state de­
partment. Under the representations of 
American boundary commissions rnd An­
glo-Canadian boundary commission of 
last year, England lays claim to a large 
and valuable portion of Alaska, both in 
the interior and on the seaboard, which 
had previously been regarded as Ameri­
can territory. Both of the commissions 
of survey came to very nearly the same 
conclusion regarding the questions which 
they had been appointed to settle. There 
were, however, diverse opinions between 
them regarding certain matters which 
cannot be overlooked. The fundamental 
fact to be kept in mind regarding Alaska 
and the joint British and American sur­
vey of it is that the boundaries will not 
be finally settled until they have been 
made the subject of diplomatic negotia­
tions between the governments at Lon 
don and Washington under the terms of 
the treaty of 1825 between Russia and 
Great Britain, by which treaty our own 
rights must be determined.

Since the completion of the survey it is 
the negotiating authorities of the two 
powers that must attempt to determine 
the validity of their respective claims, in 
so far as they m’a y conflict, and the Eng­
lish desire that the line shall be drawn 
so as to cross some of the broad inlets 
in the southwest, through which they can 
obtain direct access to their own domains 
from the sea, and near which they can 
establish fortifications that may yet be 
serviceable to them.

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FARMERS AND THE TARIFF.am/ 1 JOHN MACMILLAN.B$ The News-Advertiser does us the jus­
tice this time of reprinting our remarks 
instead of selecting a sentence and twist­
ing it out of all resemblance to the orig­
inal. It is hardly necessary to say that 
we shall be entirely satisfied if our con­
temporary sticks to its reformed method 
and refrains from misrepresenting our 
utterances. This latter, by the way, is 
a peculiarly Golonistic practice, and we 
were sorry to rfind .the News-Advertiser 
adopting it. As our Vancouver friend 
has reproduced the Times article in refu­
tation of its assertions we need pay_ little 
further attention to the latter.

Secretary 
Fish strongly objected and insisted that 
the United States would accept nothing 
less than the minister’s recall. In. the 
end Mr. Catacazy did leave the United 
States without being recalled, just as 
Mr. Thurston is about to do, turning 
over the business of the legation to a 
charge, and our government accepted the 
situation and so experssed itself as sat­
isfied. It was a long time before an­
other minister came to Washington City 
and the similarity in other features of 
the two incidents leads to the supposition 
that the parallel may be carried on far­
ther. and that Mr. Hastings, the Hawaii­
an charge, may be left here in that posi­
tion for many months. From a diplo­
matic point of view, this cannot be re­
garded as a complete rupture of rela­
tions, but such a situation, similar to 
that on which the Italian legation was 
left by the withdrawal of Baron Fava, 
four years ago, is generally regarded as 
unsatisfactory, and is calculated to make 
Mr. Willis’ position as minister at Hon­
olulu untenable.

6d.; for sewing in welt and 
stitching, in America, 2d., in Northamp­
ton, 5d. ; far finishing in America, 6 3-4d., 
in Northampton, lid. Total cost of 
workmanship, in America, Is. 5 l-2d., in 
Northampton, 2s. lOd. These facts have 
been known far a long time to English 
employers, and they have tried to intro­
duce the American method of manufac­
ture, but without success, because of the 
refusal of the trade union to allow any 
departure from old-fashioned procedure. 
Americans work in teams of from eight 
to ten persons, and each one confines 
himself to some particular part of the 
process. In England not more than 
three or four are allowed to work in a 
team, and each one has to do several dif­
ferent kinds of work. The changing of 
tools and the difficulty involved in the 
adaptation of the eye and hand to fresh 
work limit the power of production here 
as compared with the American method ;

COMMODORE GERRY.

The Man Who is Trying to Revive, the 
Whipping Post.

The bill for reviving the whipping post 
which came within a few votes of pass-

Man-ing the New York state senate the other 
day, is attributed to Commodore El- 
bridge T. Gerry as its author. As most

One
vention of Cruelty to Children, and this
bill has grown out of his experiences in 
connection with the society’s work. In 
The North American Review, March, he 
presents the reasons for his advocacy 
of the whipping post as a penalty for 
crimes involving the infliction of physical 
suffering.

He speaks of the effects of many such 
crimes upon the victims, who in many 
cases never recover from the knife- 
thrust or pistol shot, or other sort of 
violence, while the sole penalty inflicted 
upon the assailant is a term of impris­
onment, during which he is comfortably 
housed and fed and both his physical and 
moral well being are carefully looked af­
ter. Discharged convicts, he says, have 
even been known to commit new crimes 
for the express purpose of being recom­
mitted to a condition that has been fair­
ly satisfactory to them. The Commodore 
then continues as follows:'

“Centuries ago the Mosaic law inflict­
ed the penalty of forty stripes save one 
for the punishment of offenders. That 
system has been followed throughout 
Europe, among the various civilized na­
tions as well as the barbaric. Corporal 
punishment is to-day the principal meth­
od of enforcing obedience to the rules 
and regulations of the prisons in which 
ooriviets are confined. It possesses the 
advantages, when properly inflicted un­
der medical supervision, of not injuring 
the health of the criminal to whom it 
is applied, nor of interfering with his 
personal avocations. At the same time, 
the infliction of physical pain is some­
thing which the lower class of criminals 
instinctively dread, from whch they 
shrink, and which they will willingly 
avoid if they can. It is an argument 
which they can appreciate, no matter 
how illiterate they are, or how debased 
by crime, or how besotted by indulgence 
in liquor. It is conceded to be effectual 
when applied, and the result in that re­
spect is best shown in one state, that of 
Deleware, where for years it has been 
resorted to for the punishment of minor 
offences. At the present time it is pro­
posed to consider the subject as a de­
terrent in cases of felony.

“There are crimes which Lord Coke 
says are not so much as to be named 
among Christians. They involve the ap­
plication of brute force upon helpless, im­
mature. innocent childhood, in some cas­
es. incredible as it may appear, induced 
by a belief that the commission of the 
offense will rid . the criminal of the re­
sults of vice with which he is infected. 
The result sometimes takes the form of 
permanent lacerations, from which the 
child may never recover; often inocula­
tion with ineradicable disease, which 
poisons its physical existence forever; 
and too frequently the obstruction and 
obliteration of moral sense in the victim 
from the horrible character of the of­
fense. In some cases the result to the 
innocent little child is death itself. The 
longest imprisonment prescribed by law 
for such offenses is twenty years, which, 
as shown, the criminal may reduce to 
sixteen years and ten months. These 
crimes to-day are frightfully on the in­
crease in the city of New York and in 
the state of New York, as shown by the 
records of the New York Society for the 
Prevention of Cruelty to Children, where 
specific cases, with the facts, are careful­
ly preserved and can be produced to veri­
fy this startling statement at any time it 
may be so desired. Thus, for example, 
the number of these crimes, which are 
comprehended under the classified heads 
of rape, sodomy and incest, from such re­
cords alone, in 1893, in the City of New 
York was 45, and in 1894, 53; and in 
1895, if the average of the first month 
continues, 72 cases. Something must be 
done to stop this. What can be done? 
Imprisonment evidently is of no use. The 
only remedy which can be successful is 
that which has been tried elsewhere, in 
cases where the character of the offense 
indicates that it consists in or is ac­
companied by brutal violence, and that 
the offender is one who can only be 
reached through physical pain applied 
personally to himself.’’

The writer then goes on to cite the ef­
fects of whipping in England where gar- 
rot.ing was “not long since” checked by 
it, and where assaults upon persons of 
the royal family have been made to dis­
appear almost entirely by its application.

COLD COUNTRY SPORTS.

A Brilliant Holiday Scene in Far-Away 
Norway.

The Christiania meeting, or snow-shoe 
competition, is held at Holmenkollen, on 
the side of a pine-covered mountain 
more than a thousand feet high, about 
feur miles from the city, says a corres­
pondent. There is a sanitorium there, 
and numerous restaurants are dotted 
about, most lovely views being obtained 
of the beautiful Christiania Fjord. The 
competitions arc of two kinds—-a long 
distance race and a jumping contest, 
excellence in both being necessary to 
obtain prizes, which are awarded by a 
system of marks, given for elegance and 
other good points, as well as for speed 
or distance covered.

The race was the first event, and took 
place on Sunday, the distance being 
fifteen kilometers, or about nine and one- 
half miles, over an unknown course— 
through the pine forests, up the mount­
ains, and down into the valleys—marked 
by strips of scarlet cloth hung here and 
there on the branches of the trees. At 
various points members of the committee

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were stationed to see how the competit­
ors were going, and to make sure that 
the full distance was covered. An espec­
ially difficult line of country had been 
selected; some very formidable descents 
being reached most abruptly, while the 
climbs up hill were exceedingly trying.

It was a most glorious winter’s day, 
with very little wind, the sun shining 
with great brilliancy, and even the 
atmosphere was bright and clear—even 
Christiania, seen far below in the dis­
tance, which is usually so smoky, for 
once being free of its cloud. The moun­
tains rising ail around the Fjord, which 
was frozen hard in its bays and inlets, 
looked lovely with the dark pines stand­
ing out from the white snow, while the 
open water of the main portion of the 
Fjord sparkled in the sunlight. 'The 
sun, however was not an unmixed bles­
sing, as it made the snow a little sticky. 
In the early part of the week the ther- 
mcmeter had registered 10 degrees below 
zero (Fahrenheit), but it had been gradu­
ally rising, and during the competitions 
there were but 10 degrees or so of 
frost, and very fast time in the race was 
impossible. The best record that \yas 
made was 1 hr. 22 min. 5 sec., by Hans 
Johansen of the Nydalens Skiklnb, 
nearly 200 competitors starting, who 
were dispatched one after another and 
their times carefully marked. They 
came from all parts of the country, some 
having traveled 150 miles or more on 
their ski to the meeting place.

On the conclusion of the race there 
was a preliminary jumping competition 
among the junior competitors, for the 
purpose of weeding out the inferior ones 
from the great contest of the next day. 
Monday was the great day, and it wras 
observed as an almost general holiday. 
From an early hour crowds flocked out 
of the city, and on reaching its out­
skirts ski were put on. and the journey 
across the snow-covered fields to the 
forest in the distance commenced. The 
country was black with people, and a long 
line of sledges were continuously wend­
ing their way to Holmenkollen. By far 
the greater number of people were on 
ski, though some on foot pulled after 
them tiny sledges, on which rested long 
poles. When descending slopes they sat 
on these sledges, and, propelled by the 
force of gravitation, guided themselves 
by these poles, which dragged behind on 
the snow, the appearance given being 
that of a gigantic tadpole. A few 
walked the whole distance, sinking every 
new and then in the snow, and having 
rather a bad time on the descents, when 
those on ski and sledges came madly 
ri thing in among them. A fog hung 
over the lower country until midday, but 
it then dispersed, and up the mountain 
side it was always bright, though not 
quite so clear as on the previous day. 
The temperature wras no lower, however, 
and the sun again made the snow 
sticky and unfavorable for very long 
ji raping.

BURNED AS A WITCH

Extraordinary Case of Murder Arising 
From Superstition.

Waterford, Ireland, March 27.—A 
most extraordinary case of murder aris­
ing from superstition was inquired into 
to-day by the special court of Clonmel, 
25 miles from here. Ten persons were 
arraigned before the court charged with 
murdering a Mrs. Cleary. The prison­
ers included the murdered woman’s hus­
band and father.

The evidence showed that she was suf­
fering from nervousness and bronchitis, 
and her husband, believing her to be be­
witched, obtained a concoction form a 
herbist of the neighborhood. While the 
other prisoners held the unfortunate wo­
man in bed. he forced the concoction 
down her throat. After this the suffer­
ing woman was held over a fire and 
dreadfully burned until she declared that 
she was not Cleary’s wife.

The torture was repeated on the fol­
lowing day, after which Cleary knocked 
her down, stripped off her clothing, pour­
ed paraffine over her body, then lighted 
it, and the woman was burned to death 
in the presence of six male and two fe­
male relatives. Cleary declared that he 
was not burning his wife, but that he 
was burning a witch, and that she 
would disappear up the chimney. The 
husband collected the charred remains 
and buried them. The prisoners, who 
were remanded, narrowly escaped lynch­
ing, and had to be removed to the jail 
under the escort of a strong force of 
constables.

Arthur Pennell was drowned at midnight 

the night of January 18, eight days 
after leaving here, and while the schoon­
er was off San Francisco. Carelessness 

his part is given as the cause of the 
accident that befel him. He had just 
finished a watch of four hours, and de­
sired to make a record of the distance 
logged by the schooner in that time. It 
was blowing a gale from the northwest, 
and the schooner was running before the 
wind. There was a terrible sea on, and 
Pennell, when he leaned oVer the rail 
aft to look at the patent log, did not take 
the precaution to hold on to anything. 
The vessel gave a lurch, and the poor fel­
low pitched overboard to his death. It 
was impossible to do anything for him, 
and the sea that was running was not 
long in gaining mastery. Pennell was 
an Englishman about 45 years of age, 
and as far as known had no relatives 
here. He had been a sealer for several 
years, and George Collins, owner of the 
Casco, says he was the best mate he 
ever had in his employ. Pennell owned 
a house and lot somewhere in Victoria 
West, and had some money in bank here.

Charles Parker was lost from the 
Ocean Belle during a gale on February 
24, when the schooner was well towards 
the Japanese coast He was aloft and 
standing on the main cross trees, and los­
ing his hold in Some way pitched ihtd 
the sea. His body was seen as it shot 
downward through the air, but was never 
seen again. The schooner was put about 
and a boat lowered, but no trace could be 
found of the man. His death was great­
ly deplored by every man on the schooner 
and it was with sorrow that the vessel 
was headed away from the spot where 
their companion was drowned. Parker 
was about 25 years of age, is believed to 
have been an American by birth, and 
had been in the fleet for about three 
years. He is not believed to have any 
relatives in the province.

News of the drowning of Pennell came 
In a letter to George Collins, owner of 
the Casco and Diana, and written by 
Captain Le Blanc of the former. The 
Diana was 55 days and the Casco 54 
days in making the crip. The former 
left a day ahead of the latter but they 
met entering Yokohama, and the Diana 
had to get out of the Casco’s way. The 
latter was five minutes ahead at the an­
chorage. Neither had any accidents ex­
cept the one mentioned and were to have 
been ready for sealing on March 11.

The advices as to the death of Parker 
came in a letter to Richard Hall from 
Captain Martin of the Ocean Belle. The 
latter arrived at Yokohama on March 8, 
and went into port with a big fleet which 
had been outside. They were the Gen­
eva, Casco. Sea Lion, Viva and Iadetta. 
The Ocean Belle was not damaged any 
bn2 the Geneva, which was 63 days on

There was a popular' dislike of the legis­
lative council, as it was composed of 
officials and judges who were irrespons­
ible advisers of the governor-general.
The evil effects were soon felt. The cus­
toms revenues were in the hands of the 
governor-general, upon whom there was 
no check by annual votes of supply by 
the legislature. It was at this time that 
parties made their first appearance.
Sonie of the poor gentlemen, half-pay 
officers, sold their farms, clamored for 
government jobs and despised the hard 
working settlers. These were the men 
who started the Tory party. The others 
adapted themselves to the circumstances; 
learned to chop and plow, preserved the

Suspicion Gaining Ground that Jas. Hay- 
son, of iVanvouver, Was Murdered.

The Murder theory in the case of Jas.
Hayson, found dead in bed in his cabin 
in Vancouver is gaining ground, 
wound in the skull and the bleeding 
from the ear are indicative of foul play.
The News-Advertiser in the report of 
the coroner’s inquest says: After meeting 
at the court house the jury examined the 
remains at Lockhart’s parlors, where it 
was discovered that there was a con­
tused wound on the crown of the head 
and evidences of bleeding from the ear, 
which give rise to suspicion of foul play.
The body when found by his friend, 
whose name is Kelly, was lying naked 
on the bed, with the exception of a boot 
on one foot. Subsequently the coroner 
and jury visited the cabin of the de­
ceased and made a systematic investiga­
tion. A lamp was discovered at the 
back end of the bed, and several dried 
blood stains were found on the pillow.
A pocket in a pair of trousers seemed 
as if they had been cut or torn open.
The stove was filled with partially burn­
ed wood and the table was laid as if for 
a meal, which, however, had never been 
partaken of. Coroner McGuigan gave 
it is an unprofessional opinion and with­
out a medical examination that the man 
must have lain dead for about a week.
Finally the jury returned to the court 
house, bringing away with them a short 
axe, which might possibly have caused 
such a wound'as the one referred to, the 
blood-stained pillow and the pair of 
trousers with the torn pocket.

Coroner McGuigan informed the jury 
that it would be necessary to adjourn 
the inquest pending the result of the 
post-mortem examination. The case, he 
said, was evidently more serious than at 
first antiepated and an adjournment was 
unavoidable. Scientific evidence would 
be necessary to show what had caused 
the wound in the skull and from such 
evidence the jury could draw their own 
conclusions.

MAY RESULT FATALLY.

German Physicians Report That Chang 
, - Must Die.

New York, March 27.—A special to the 
Press from Washington says: In a pri­
vate cablegram from Tokio received by 
a member of the Japanese legation from 
one of the highest officials in Japan, it 
is stated that a German physician who 
is a president of the university of Tokio 
and an expert of high standing, was sent 
at the request of the Mikado to examine 
Li Hung Chang’s wound. He reported 
confidentially to the ' Mikado that Li 
Hung Chang must die. The bullet is 
apparently beyond reach. Moreover, Li 
Hung Chang is nearly 72 years of age, 
and, although a giant physically, his 
years are against him.

St Petersburg, March 27.—It is stated 
on good authority that in addition to the 
indemnity which will be guaranteed by 
the provisional occupation of the Chinese 
territory already occupied by the Jap­
anese, Li Hung Chang is authorized to 
cede to Japan the Loochoo islands, which 
lie to the south of Japan, the Majiroei- 

group, to the eastward of Formosa, 
the islands of Batan and Babuyan, 
which lie to the northward of the Phil- 
lippines, and the island of Formosa. In­
structions have been given to Li Hung 
Chang, ordering him to oppose any de­
mand for the cession of territory in the 
Leaotong peninsula. As a last resort he 
may suggest the conversion of the pen­
insula into a buffer state between Korea 
and China, on consideration that it be 
placed under the protection of Russia. 
France and England.

Washington, March 27.—Japan has 
cently concluded a commercial treaty 
with Peru, similar to that ratified be­
tween the United States and Japan. The 
making of this treaty is a step in Japan’s 
plan of changing her commercial policy.
