The Balkan 
rescued 37 passengers, and up to the 
present it is known that in addition to 
passengers, 17 of the crew were also 
saved.

Officers of the steamer Balkan describe 
the scene just before the Liban disap­
peared as a terrible one. As the vessel 
was sinking it was inclined to such an 
angle that the masts struck the water, 
makinçTtrsctrewdiffi­
cult. A mass of human beings were 
clinging to the foundering vessel and ut­
tering despairing cries as it went down.

At the same time the boilers explod­
ed, intensifying the horrors. For a few 
moments the victims were seen strug­
gling in the sea, when the waves closed 
over them, and all were silent. Of 
about 200 passengers who were aboard 
the Liban it was feared that half were 
drowned.

The Balkan launched three boats, and 
the other boats did all possible to save 
the victims in the short time that 
elapsed between the time of the collision 
and-lbq=gfeking of the Liban. Up to 5 
o’clock'in the afternoon 30 bodies had 
been recovered.

The Liban was putting out to sea 
just as the steamer Insulaire was mak­
ing for the harbor. Maire island, which 
lies off the entrance to the port, hid the 
vessels from each other until it was too 
late to avoid a collision.

One of the survivors, a passenger, 
gives the following details of the dis^ 
aster: “The weather was splendid when 
we steamed out of Marseilles harbtfr, and 
all the passengers were below at tables, 
when the shrieking of whistles gave the 
alarm. On coming on deck I saw the 
Insulaire approaching us at full speed. 
The captain gave several orders, but no 
attempt apparently was made.to change 
the steamer’s course. Some of the pas­
sengers reproached the captain for his 
negligence in this matter. When the 
Insulaire crashed into us a great panic 
prevailed on board. Attempts were 
made to lower the boats, but only one 
boat was got away, and in that I and 
a few others escaped to the Blechamp. 
As the vessel sank bow first the passen­
gers took refuge on the after deck, which 
was covered by an awning. This, as the 
Liban foundered, became a cage in which 
the passengers were caught and dragged 
down beneath the waters.”

Many of the rescued were badly in­
jured in the collision. The Insulaire 
sustained considerable damage to her 
hows, but managed to reach port safely. 
Thousands of persons gathered around 
the morgue, ships and quays throughout 
tlie evening. Thus fa^* only four bodies 
have been identified.

Ottawa. June 9.—In the House to-day 
R. L. Borden moved his resolution for 
more protection for the iron and steel 
industry in Canada.

He 
said that in 1897 the Liberal government 
had made enormous reductions in the 
tariff on iron goods, and these duties 
should now be restored.

Hon. W. S. Fielding, in reply, thanked 
»1t. Borden for now stating, after de­
claring for seven years that the Liberal 
tariff was the oid National Policy, that 
the Liberals had made enormous re­
ductions. From one end of the country 
to the other Conservatives said there 
no material reduction, and now Mr. 
Borden apologized for this. As to Mr. 
Borden’s remark on the iron and steel 
industry, he thought’ they were ill-timed 
and inopportune, and as for his1 resolu­
tion, which was one of want of confi­
dence in the government, he would ask 
that itrffie toted down and Mr. Borden 
could take the responsibility for it.

Before the debate opened, Premier Bal­
four ascertained from John Redmond, the 
Irish leader, that the Nationalist members 
of parliament would support the govemr 
ment as against Mr. Chaplin. The Liberal 
leader, Sir Henry Campbell Bannerman, 
had already announced that bis party 
would also uphold the proposal of Chan­
cellor of the Exchequer Ritchie to remit 
grain tax. This practically ensured1 the 
government from possible defeat at the 
hands of its o'wu supporters. The curious 
situation created the keenest Interest.

g. Generally to observe the existing game
laws. 1

h. Not to go upon land for sporting pur­
poses against the wishes of the owner.

l. If, in the excitement engendered by 
sport, the above suggested limit Is exceed­
ed, to report the catch or kill faithfully to 
the committee, and pay, voluntarily, such 
a fine, for the benefit of the association, 
as they may impose (not exceeding $5).

J. To remonstrate with any member of­
fending against these conditions, and to 
give Information 
elation.

k. To make observations and report to 
the association upon all sporting incidents 
and matters which may assist the objects.

L To advocate and impress the observ­
ances of these conditions upon att fellow 
sportsmen.

m. To assist fellow members with 
ma Won conducive to good sport.

n. To treat your dog, your gun. and 
rod klndfy.

o. To discourage the killing of * fish in 
other than sportsmanlike manner; that is, 
with rod and line. (Ground baiting, ledger­
ing with heavy leads and paternoster fish­
ing, artificial light, is deprecated).

True sport in fishing can only be enjoyed 
by angling.

1Latest Gossip on the Political Situation 
—Comments of the London 

Press.

Address of Welcome by Mayor Neelands 
—Report of Trustees of the 

Presbyterian Church.

Eventful Voyage of Cruiser to Esqulmalt 
Completed With Her Arrival 

on Tuesday.

LVancouver, June 10.-—Mayor Neelands 
made an address of welcome to the gen­
eral assembly this morning. Dr. Fletcher, 
the new moderator, replied. The retiring 
moderator, Dr. Bryce, said he was very 
much in favor of the entire assembly ac­
cepting Victoria’s invitation, and will 
probably go down next week.

The assembly took up the report of the 
board of trustees of the Presbyterian 
church, presented by Dr. Warden. The 
report said the past had been the best 
year, financially and otherwise. Every 
fund of the church except one had end­
ed with a surplus, and that which had 
not an apparent surplus, the aged min­
isters’ fund, was lacking because there 
had been increased grants to superannu­
ated ministers. This happy condition of 
the church finances was reached in spite 
of the fact that the century fund had 
called on the liberality of the people to 
a very great extent. He attributed the 
increased contributions to the fact that 
the levying of the century fund had 
taught systematic giving. It was stated 
there was no truth in the rumor that the 
church might have lost money througn 
its loans to a firm which recently failed 
in Toronto. Loans had been made this 
firm, but all on $ 
that there was no 
being paid back, 
the Eastern section was very satisfac­
tory.

London, June 10.—Perplexity is the 
keynote of this morning’s editorials on* 
the outcome of yesterday’s extraordinary 
debate, and much ironical comment is 
made on the figure of “each for himself” 
that the cabinet cuts. The Morning 
Post describes the situation as a “spot 
barred” debate in which every one play­
ed the “spot stroke,” and says the debate 
has not cleared the air, but shows that 
the air wants clearing.

This idea permeates the comments in 
this morning’s papers that even if the 
cabinet is content with its “open mind” 
and Mr. Chamberlain retains his seat on 
the ground that he has only invited the 
country to discuss the question, such a 
patching up cannot possibly last long, 
and that a cabinet breakup and a disso­
lution of parliament is not far distant.

H. Mr®, Flora, “the philanthropic,” 
so named by her officers because of the 
character and amount of good . service 
she has rendered since her leaving Eng­
land, arrived in Esqulmalt this morning. 
The ship commissippcd for th^ Pacific on 
the 11th of November and sailed on, the 
26th of that month. For several months, 
however, she has been doing duty in 
southern waters, and' her trip in conse­
quence has been just so much prolonged.

The Flora was commissioned to re­
lieve H. M. 8. Phaeton on this station. 
She Is a second-clads cruiser very much 
of the same size as the ship she replaced, 
only more powerful and more modern in 
equipment. She was commissioned at 
Devonport in January, 1899, for the 
southeast coast of America—a commo­
dore station recently created and under 
the command of Commodore Finnis, 
formerly captain of H. M. S. Amphion. 
That commission ha» now expired.

The Flora is a steel hulled, twin screw 
ship, sheathed, and has a displacement 
of 4,360 tons. She is 320 feet long by 
49.6 beam, and has a draught, of 19.2 
feet. Her horse power is greater than 
that of the Phaeton’s, it being 7,000 
nominal draught and 9,000 forced 

Infor- draught, as against 5,000 nominal, the 
. Phaeton’s draught.' She was builtat 

your PèmWoké, engined at Barrow .and 
launched in 1893. She cost £241,819 to 
build. She carries a complement of 312 
men, and her armament consists of two 
6-inch quick-firing, eight 4.7 guns, eight 
6 pounders, one 3-pounder, four Maxims 
and four torpedo tubes. The vessel has 
a Speed of 19.5 knots, which is consider­
ably faster than that of the Phaeton’s, 
and a coal capacity of 400 tons.

In general design the vessel greatly 
resembles the Grafton, the flagship on 
this station. A peculiarity about her 
appearance are the places in her bow and 
stem which were once used for torpedo 
openings. These have been closed up, 
but the square masses of metal remain­
ing .are^ conspicuous, A singular fact 
about the ship, too, is that she has served 
on nearly every station under the British 
flag, having seen duty on the China 
coast and among occupations plied as a 
troop ship to Australia.

Among the officers aboard are a few 
well known here. Lieut. William J. 
Ford of the engineer’s department was 
out here on the Amphion about three and 
a half years ago. Hon. Alexander R. 
M. Ramsay is another officer who has 
served on this station on the Amphion 
as well as the Grafton. Captain Gasper
J. Baker is regarded as a most capable 
navigator. -He was one of those who 
assisted 4n the survey of the Straits of 
Magellan.

St. Louis, Mo., June 10.—The pressure 
of the flood forced a passage, through the 
Illinois Central railroad embankment in 
the southeastern portion of East St. 
Louis early to-day. The break speedily 
widened until a torrent 100 feet wide 
and 25 feet deep was pouring through, 
threatening East St. Louis and the vil­
lage of Centerville, adjacent, 
tionary levees that had been erected for 
just such an emergency were swept 
through.

Just before the break, a negro employ­
ed on the levee demanded his wages on a 
threat to cut the water barrier. Without 
parley he was shot dead. The shooting 
served to arouse the citizens who had 
slept but little lowing to the flood tension, 
and when the rush of water came they 
were not caught in their beds. Runners 
tore through the streets shouting a 
warning, and soon people, half mad 
from fright were fleeing for their lives. 
About 20,000 people live in that part of 
the city which was in the flood’s path. 
There is no way to reach East St. Louis 
from here except by boat from the east 
entrance of Eades bridge, as the viaduct 
over what was Cahckia creek partially 
sunk yesterday, and no one can cross it.

CROP OUTLOOK.

Will Be a Record in Northwestern Can­
ada.

Montreal, June 9.—Crop reports from 
all over Canada indicate record crops 
for about half the area, average in about 
one-third and poor in one-tenth.

Quebec has been affected by drought, 
making it certain that hay will be light 
in this province. Northwestern Canada 
promises a record crop. It looks like an 
average in Ontario. With the exception 
of isolated districts, in the Maritime 
Provinces, the crops will be fair. Most 
people need, perhaps, to be reminded that 
this is one of the earliest seasons on re­
cord in Canada, as far as the ending of 
winter is concerned, spring having really 
commenced early in March, 
conditions become favorable, much of 
apparent loss will be recovered, even in 
the worst districts, but there is little 
room to doubt that, as far as the usual 
Montreal sources of supply are concern­
ed there will be a scarcity of hay and 
vegetables in particular, while meagre 
pasturage will affect the quality and 
probably the price of butter and cheese.

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The Government Has Delayed Action to 
Avoid Complications Over Renewal 

of Licenses.■■

Dissolution of the provincial parlia- 
ment will take place on the 16th of this 
month. This decision was reached Mon­
day at a meeting of the executive 
held after the swearing in of Hon. Mr. 
Wilson as president of the council. The 
intention of the government is to brinç 
on the election ns soon as possible after 
that date, allowing the necessary time 
to intervene for the preparation of the 
lists, etc. The preparation of the lists 
will, it is thought, take about three 
months. Premier McBride, however, 
hopes to accomplish it in a little shorter 
time. As little can be done in the way 
of preparing for the fight in the various 
constituencies until the new lists have 
been prepared, it is not likely that the 
election can take place until the end of 
October or during November.

The cause of delay in the bringing on 
of the dissolution is explained by the 
government upon the ground that com­
plications would ensue had it been 
brought on earlier. Dissolution carries 
with it the cancellation of all the exist­
ing voters’ lists. June 15th is the date 
for the receiving of the half yearly ap­
plications for hotel licenses. The appli­
cants must be on the voters’ list, and the 
cancelling of them would seriously com­
plicate matters. By postponing dissolu­
tion until after the loth the applicant» 
may proceed under the old lists. The 
revenue from licenses is about $70,000, 
and is, therefore, a matter of consider­
able ^importance.

AMPHIOV MAY GO SOUTH.

Rumor is current in Esqnimalt that 
H. M." S. Amphiou may be sent soutn 
early next week to look after British in­
terests in the Chilian port of Valparaiso. 
The exact character of the complications 
which have there arisen could not be* 
learned this morning. In fact in naval 
circles there appears to be considerable 
reticence over the warship’s missioti.

From one source it was ascertained, 
however, that the trouble alluded to has 
arisen over the wrecks which occurred 
in port on the third inst. In a terrific 
storm four vessels foundered in the bay, 
and the Pacific Coast Steam Navigation

Company’s liner Areqnipa went down 
with, big loss of life off the port. All 
are’ said to be British vessels, and if 
trouble has arisen in this connection it is 
possible that it has resulted over the 
matter of salvage.

The Amphiou is now at Comox, where 
she went last week to spend some time 
on target practice. If, however, she is 
requisitioned for services in southern 
waters she will return to Esqnimalt at 
the beginning of the week and be hur­
ried away at the earliest convenient 
date.

There is now no British cruiser off the

South American coast. The Flora, which 
until lately has been doing duty in these 
waters, is now nearing Esqnimalt. She 
is expected on at any time, and il *S said 
arrangements have been made for her 
accommodation in dry dock on Thurs­
day. She is the latest addition to the 
fleet on this coast, and has never been 
as far north, as this station, having only 
within the last four or five months re­
lieved the Phaeton in Pacific waters.

The report further says: '’The miners 
in British Columbia do not seem any 
nearer to a settlement of their strike 
than when the last mail left. The non­
fulfillment of the agreement made with 
the union for the distribution of funds 
whilst they were unemployed is causing 
them to chafe, so that probably empty, 
stomachs will bring about an early set­
tlement. The cargo just arrived per 
steamer Yeddo from Newcastle, is com­
ing. to a profitable market. The labor 
complications in British Columbia, caus­
ing a short coal supply here, has proved • 
a great advantage to our coast collier­
ies. Owners are pushing forward their 
output, which leaves them a handsome 
profit.”

—Rev. Mr. McCoy, M. M., conducted 
the service on Thursday in connection 
with the funeral of the infant daughter 
of Mr. John Robertson, of Erie street:

The school board sat for .nearly three 
hours Wednesday. During that time they 
were employed in transacting business 
which could have been dispatched in an 
hour and a half. True the programme 
was a well-filled one, but there was noth­
ing of tremendous importance in it.

Among the matters which came up 
was the manner of paying teach­
ers’ salaries, 
bered, .at the instance of the board the 
council of public instruction approved of 
a rule providing that they be paid in,ten 
monthly instalments. A majority of the 
teachers last, night protested against the 
operation of the regulation this year, so 
it was decided to ask the council of pub­
lic instruction to suspend the clause until 
the end of June- 1904.

There were present at the meeting 
Chairman Drury, Trustees Mrs. Jenkins, 
Huggett, Jay and Boggs, and later Trus­
tee Hall, who had just returned from up 
the line.

Messrs. Johns Bros, wrote offering a 
supply of wood for fuel at $3.15 per 
cord. This was referred to -the finance 
Committee.

The superintendent of education asked 
permission to. use the High school build­
ing for the teachers’ examinations to be 
held in July. Permission was granted.

The janitor of the North Ward sdhool 
called attention to some repairs neces­
sary in the building. Referred to the 
building and grounds committee with 
power to act.

The city clerk informed the board that 
the council considered that a. petition was 
required before a by-law authorizing the 
expenditure of $50,000 on school build­
ings could be submitted to the ratepay­
ers. The board were, therefore, requested 
to forward this petition.

Trustee Boggs explained that owing to 
the attitude of large property holders 
the committee were unable to secure suf­
ficient realty representation—about $1,- 
900,000—in the petition circulated, to .en­
sure the submission of the by-law. He 
moved that a committee urge upon the 
department of education to secure an 
amendment to the act which would ren­
der a petition unnecessary.

Trustee Jay didn’t think it would be 
wise to pass this resolution as it whs not 
established that the council’s contention^ 
was correct. He moved thàt* the latter 
be requested to reconsider the chatter and. 
obtain the opinion of the city‘''barrister 
and communicate it to the board.

Trustee Boggs thereupon withdrew his 
motion and seconded that of Trustee 
Jay. Some discussion ensued, during, 
which the urgent need of the erection of 
new school buildings was alluded to. It 
was pointed out that during the election 
campaign the candidates had pledged* 
themselves to do their utmost to bring* 
about the erection of a school in Victoria! 
West.

Trustee Boggs said that not only was 
a new school sadly needed in Victoria 
West, but there was a crying necessity 
for additional accommodation in the cen­
tral part of the city.

The chairman observed that the com­
mittee had worked hard to obtain a suf­
ficient number of signatures.^ The smalt 
property owners were agreeable, but the 
larger ones refused to sign it. The mo­
tion by Trustee Jay was passed.

Messrs. Binns- and Wadding ton wrote, 
accepting their appointments as instruc­
tors in the Manual Training school sub­
ject to confirmation by a written agree­
ment.

OFFICERS ELECTED CAMMELL’S ENGLISH STEELIN A CAPSIZED SHIP.

Captain Was Rescued After Twelve 
Days’ Captivity.

The escape from deaeh of Capt. Engel- 
landit, of the German iron sailing vessel 
Erndte, as reported from Danzig, will 
hardly find its ecpfal in the annals of life­
saving, says an exchange.

The Erndte left Meanel with a cargo of 
timber on April 16th. During .«the next 
two days the vessel was exposed to a 
very rough sea, which kept the crewT of 
four men at work day and' night. Oil 
April 18th, just as the captain had re­
turned to his cabin, the storm suddenly 
became so violent .that the vessel cap­
sized.

The crew were swept away and drown­
ed, and ,the captain was imprisoned in 
the ship’s hull, the hatches having been 
closed tightly by the sudden pressure cf 
the water. The wreck dTiftecf wlong, keel 
uppermost, until April 30th, when it was 
sighted by the Norwegian steamship 
Aurmra off the fishing -village of Rix- 
lioeft. The latter immediately proceed­
ed to secure the wreck, and while thus 
engaged the crew heard repeated knock­
ing from .the inside against the iron bot­
tom.

They also noticed a noîè£ resembling 
a human voice crying “Help.” A hole 
was drilled in the iron plaies, and this 
was hardly accomplished when a human 
finger appeared in the opening. Then 
Capt. Engellandt announced himself to 
the astonished sailors as safe and sound 
within the ship’s hull. He said he bad 
food enough for three days, but during 
the last twenty-fciir hours had been 
compelled to drink sea water, as the 
tanks were empty.

The Norwegian steamship artificers 
were not prepared1 to make the hole in 
the iron bottom large enough to permit 
of the imprisoned man’s liberation, and, 
therefore, the wreck was towed to Dan­
zig. Here the vessel was raised, and 
thus ended' Capt. Engellandt’s captivity, 
which last twelve weary days and eleven 
nights.

The hardy seaman is ndne the worse 
for the fatigues he underwent. During 
the day he werked hard to make his 
presence inside the vessel known, to pass­
ing ships, but at night he slept peace­
fully with the water underneath and iron 
roof above.

That Presbyteries be urged 
to take a greater interest in the work 
among young people’s societies within 
the bounds. 3. The synod would express 
its gratification at the successful effort 
put forth by the Christian Endeavor so­
cieties of the province in uniting to sup­
port a home mission field. 4. Inat 
Presbyteries adopt some method of en­
listing greater sympathy on the part of 
the young people in the schemes of the 
church.

Upon the suggestion of Rev. A. 
Ewing, of Victoria, the following was 
added to the fist of recommendations: 
That the synod express its satisfaction at 
the work done amongst the Chinese by 
the Young People’s societies within the 
bounds. The report as a whole with its 
recommendations was adopted.

A communication from the society of 
prevention of cruelty to animals was re­
ceived. It was agreed to express hearty 
sympathy with the objects of the so­
ciety.

On motion by Revs. D. G. McQueen 
and J. C. Stewart it was agreed that 
the next meeting be held in Edmonton 
on the first Wednesday of May, 1904, at 
8 p. m.

Re obituary notices it was agreed to 
incorporate in the minutes of the synod 
the minutes of the Westminster Presby­
tery anent Rev. Geo. R. Maxwell, and 
that the Presbytery of Ka/nloope be re­
quested to prepare a minute about Rev. 
Mr. Foot, who was drowned at Kelowna.

Rev. Mr. Mason presented an over­
ture from the Presbytery of Kamloops 
upon temperance. On motion of 'Dr. 
Wright it was agreed to express cordial 
sympathy with the objects contemplated 
by the petition, give it endorsation, and 
refer the matter back to the Presbytery 
of Kamloops with instructions to bring 
the petition before the legislature at its 
next session.

On motion of Dr. McRae a vote of 
thanks was passed to St. Andrew’s con­
gregation and session for the use of the 
church, to the friends in New West­
minster for entertainment to mayor and 
council for their courtesy and to trans­
portation- companies for any privilege 
granted to members of the synod.

The synod adjourned with singing and 
prayer.

SLAUGHTER OF DEER.MEIER RENT WILL 
KOI BE IMPOSED

Reports From West Coast Believed by 
Provincial Police to Be 

Exaggerated.

From time to time reports have been 
forthcoming from the West Coast to the 
effect that the slaughter of deer was car­
ried on in a wholesale manner by the 
Indians. The animals, it lias been stat­
ed, were killed for their skilly alone. 
This rumor crops up regularly each year.

It was brought up in the House this 
last session- by the member for Albemi. 
Superintendent Hussey, of the provincial 
police,, has prosecuted inquiries concern­
ing this alleged violation cf the laws, and 
is unable to find any just grounds for 
such a rèport. Clayoquot was one of the 
points where it was alleged deer was be­
ing slaughtered in this manner, and 
where heaps of carcases were left on the 
beach.

Provincial Officer Johnstone, who is 
stationed there, has contradicted the re­
port. He is authority for the statement 
that no deer are found at Clayoquot 
now. It is years since any have been 
obtainable, and that, therefore, the 
rumor is unfounded as far as that sec­
tion of the West Coast is concerned.

Provincial Officer Leeson, at Quatsino, 
has also made careful inquiry into the 
matter in his neighborhood. He reports 
that he can find ,no grounds for believing 
that such a condition of affairs exists as 
has been described. Deer are very plenti­
ful from Quatsino to the north of the 
Island. Wolves, he says, are also re­
ported to be in great numbérs, and are 
destroying many deer. He can find, how­
ever, no violation of the law with re» 
spect to the slaughter of deer.

The price paid for skins^s only about 
25 cents each, which Officer Leeson 
thinks would not be inducement enough 
to the Indians to kill the deer for the 
skins only.

The police officers are keeping a sharp 
look out fur offenders, and will proceed 
against them should any violation of the 
law be discovered.

The Presbyterian Synod of British 
Columbia resumed its sittings at New 
Westminster ou Monday.

The matter of the West church peti­
tion was takén up at the point reached 
on Saturday. Mr. Vert stated that St. 
Andrew's congregation had held an in­
formal meeting on Sunday night, and 
had voted down a proposal made in re­
ference to the West church petition. 
After some discussion it was agreed to 
transmit the petition “simpliciter” to the 
general assembly.

Rev. D. McRae, of Victoria, present­
ed the report on church property, deal­
ing with the whole question of titles, 
values, insurance, etc., in a very mas­
terly manner. The report closed with 
the following recommendations:

1. That the clerk be instructed to get 
300 copies of the “Fell Model Trust 
Deed” printed for the use of congrega­
tions in British Columbia. 2. That Pres^ 
b}"terie$ be teçqmffiended to havç çhurçh 
property in new and fully organised mis­
sion stations, both in British Columbia 
and in the Territories, vested in the 
church and manse board. 3. That a full 
searching of titles be made by Presby­
teries, legal advice to be employed 
wherever necessary. 4. That wherever 
defective titles be discovered steps be 
taken at once tq rectify.

The report as a whole, with its recom­
mendations, was adopted.

Rev. A. Forbes, of Saskatchewan, 
presented the report on Chnrdh Life 
and Work. The following recommenda­
tions were adopted: 1. That ministers 
of the church be instructed to bring be­
fore their people on the Sabbath the 
questions and answers on church life and 
work. 2. That ministers and elders be 
urged to Impress upon the heads of fam­
ilies the value of regular family worship, 
and of thanksgiving at meal tiipe, and 
of the general training of the young.
