Having been unexpectedly called npon to go to Britain in 
the latter part of the montli of June, I found that it was im- 
possible for me to attend the meeting of Grand Lodge, rf 
held at the accustomed time in the month of July, and 1 was 
apprehensive that I should be obliged to commit to the 
charge of others the duties devolving properly upon me, 
eonneoted with our annual Assembly. I was, however, 
most reluotant to c ast upon others responsibihty and trouble 
whioh I had assumed when aecepting this high office. Upon 
mv attention being called tp the resolution passed at the 
last Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge at Ottawa 
in July of last year, to the effeot that “ this Grand Lodge 
considers that the time of holding its meetmgs might with 
great advantage be changed, so that the Annual Commum- 
eation be held in a cooler month,” it appeared to mo that 
it would be in accordanee with the spint of the above reso­
lution, and with the wish of the Grand Lodge as thereby 
expressed, to arrange for the postponement of the business 
to come before Grand Lodge until the month of Sep­
tember; wliile snch a course would relieve me from the 
neoessity of throwing upon the shoulders of another, duties 
with whioh I had been charged by the Grand Lodge npon 
my eleetion as yonr Grand Master.

After ascertaining by snch enquiry as the limited time at 
my disposal enabled me to make, that no great rnoon- 
venience would be occasioned by such a eonrse, I direoted 
the Grand Secretary to notify the members of Grand Lodge 
and all concerned, that the Communication of Grand Lodge 
to be held on the Eleventh day of July would be simply a 
formal meeting, at which no business would be transaoted, 
and that it was intended to postpone all the proceedings 
nntil this day.

In furtheranoe of such determination and notice, our An­
nual Communication was formally opened in this City on 
Wednesday, the eleventh day of July last, by M. W. Bro. 
James Seymour, P.G.M., and called off to meet to-day at 
this hour for the transaction of business. Such step made 
it neoessary also to adjourn the meeting of the Board ot 
General Purposes in Uke manner, whioh was aocordingly 
done. I venture to hope that the course which I thus 
adopted will not have caused ineonvenienoe or annoyanee 
to any of the members of Grand Lodge; but that, on tne
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and eontrary, the eomfort as well as the oonvenienoe of all will 
J* promoted by our assembling at this delightfnl season of 
tno year, and not under the blazing rays of hot July’s sun.

iJurmg my absenoe I was the recipient of rnany courtesies 
at the hands of the Masonic Fratemity in England, Ireland 
and Sootlsnd, in all of whioh I was enabled to see the good 
will entertamed towards us by our brethren in the good old 
land, as well as the in terest taken by them in our proceed-

The year just ended has contributed largelv to the marked 
prosperity which has uniformly attended our Grand Lodge. 
Notwithstandmg the continued depression in trade and 
busmess of all branches during the past year, affeoting all 
elasses of the community, Masonry has advanced and pros- 
pered. New Lodges have been formed in improving sections 
of the country, and give promise of euccessfiil operations. 
Gld Lodges have increased their membership and spheres 
of usefalness. Besources and pecuniary meana have been im- 
proved. The attention whioh is being given to Masonic mat­
ters by lts membership is greater than at any previous time. 
lbe moral and tinancial strength of the Order is better than 
it has ever been within our jurisdiction. The position whioh 
Masonry ocoupies throughout the length and breadth of the

All will remember the ahock received by 
tlie startlmg mtelligence of the destruction by fire of the 
bouthern Hotel at St. Louis, in April last, but the circum- 
stances attending the death of Bro. Gouley were karrowing 
in the extreme. They must be too fresh in your minds to 
require any repetition at this time, and they are of so pain- 
ful a nature that I prefer not to dwell upon them. The 
news of his death carried sorrow wide-spread, for throughout 
every State in the Union, and in every Province of our . 
Dominion, Bro. Gouley had friends who will never cease to 
mourn lus sad, his sudden end. Bro. Gouley was no ordin- 
ary man, and, as a Freemason, he occupied a distinguished 
position. He was Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of 
Missouri from 1866, sinee wliich year he has devoted the 
whole of lus time to Masonic duties. During these years he 
propared all the Reports on Correspondence in all the 
Masonio llodies of Missouri. He edited and published the 
or. Louis Freemason for
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many years, and was foremost in 
every undertaking of the Masonio fraternity of the South 
and West. He was for many years the valued repre­
sentative of this Grand Lodge, and no man outside of 
Uiiiada, perhaps few within it, have done so much to main- 
tain the nghts and promote the interests of this Grand 
Dodge. It was my good forhino to meet Bro. Gouley some 
years ago wlien he passed through Canada, and a friend- 
ship then was formed whioh I

on subsequent intimaoy and 
ooriespondence, ripened in to personal acquaintance of the 
most valued character. /

At the time Bro. Gouley was thus suddenly cut off, I was 
engaged m a correspondence with him toncerning the ar- 
rangements, which had been made at liil request, respectine 
the mterment of a brother from St. Louis, who had died 
suddenly in Toronto, and I was the recipient of one of the 
Iaetlettor» Whioh he wrote on the day pfevious to his death.

As a Masonio journalist, he was amohg the most effieient 
is day. His knowledge of Masonio Ju/risprudence wåå 

valued, and erudite his interpretatio#of Is läws; on this 
point his opinion was everywhere 
the high position with whioh he wi 
Joodge, and whioh by his long
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honored, waa tho best evidence of his Maaonio ability, in- 
tegrity and efficiency.

Whilat we have been free from any calamity within our 
own borders, we have heard the cry of distress from our 
Bethren of St. John, in the sister Province of New Bruns­
wick, on the occasion of the terrific conflagration which 
gwept over that beautiful city on tho 20th day of June last, 
leaving little more tlian ashes to mark the place where the 
largest and most valuable portion of the city formerly stood, 
rendering homeless a large majority of the iuhabitants, and 
reducing to ciroumstances of poverty and distress many 
who had occupied positionaWif honorable independence, if not 
of rank and affluenee. Amidst sucli a scene of desolation 
it was not bard to find a large nurnbcr of sufferero who had 
claims upon the Masonic fraternity, whilst the Lodge Rooms 
used by the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick, and by all the 
Masonic bodies in St. John, with the Grand Lodge Library 
and much of the property belonging to all the Masonic 
Bodies was wholly consumed, and not a few of tliebrethren 

to be found amongst the victims thus suddenly de- 
prived of all their worldly substance.

As soon as the startling intelligence respecting the fire 
reached Toronto, I telegraphed enquiring whether assistance 

needed for members of our Order, and upon receiving an 
H from the Grand tiecretary of the Grand Lodge of 
New Brunswick that great distress and absolute want was 
being experienced amongst the brethren, I assumed tlie re- 
sponsibility of authorizing a draft upon the funds of our 
Grand Lodge to the extent of $1,000, and with the approval 
of the Deputy Grand Master, telegraphed to the Grand Sec- 
retary of the Grand Lodge of New Brunswick, placing that 
amount at his immediate disposal for the relief of our suffer- 
ing brethren.

I confidently submit for your consideration my action in 
this matter.

Aid fromother quarters has been forwarded to our brethren 
of 8t. John, but I am apprehensive that the neceesities of 
the sufferers is altogether beyond the amount heretofore re* 
mitted: I have therefore been pleased to learh that the 
Lodges in the Toronto and Hamilton Districts.Vaa well aa 
other localities within our jurisdiction, have supplemented 
the remittance "which I authorized on behalf of this Grand
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in- of the views and objects of our Order, will perhaps justify __ 
in oalling your attention to the clairns of The Craftsman upon 
all Freemaaons witliin this jurisdiction. At oonsiderable out- 
lay the new proprietor has improved the uaefulneaa of tliie 
organ for the dissemination amongst our members of snch in­
formation respecting Masonic matters as may properly be 
made known through such a medium. I therefore most 
dially commend Thic ('ilut sm an to your support.

I would take thistipportunity of acltnowledging the services 
of M. W. Bro. Seymour, P. G. M., in presidiug at the meet- 
ings of the Grand Lodge in July and August last. I also 
tender my warmest thauks to It. W. Bro. Weller, Deputy 
Grand Master, for the kiud assistance I have reccived at liis 
hands dur ing the time I have presided over the Grand Lodge, 
and especially for his conduct of affairs during my absence 
from Canada; and I would fail iu my duty towards you if 
I omitted to mention the zeal and ability with which the 
duties of Grand tiecretary havo been discharged by It. W. 
Bro. Mason, since he assumed the charge of that important 
Office.

In taking leave of the Grand Lodge this year, I 
strainod to say that I cannot longer undertako theduties andre- 
sponsibilities pertaining to this high office. I am conscious that 
during the yeara I have occupied this exalted position, in 
much that was expected and required, I have fallen short. 
The pressure of professioual business and of other pursuits 
have often prevented me from devoting that attention to the 
affairs of Grand Lodge whioh I would have desired. If I 
have not discharged them well, I have endeavored to dis- 
charge faithfully the duties imposed upon me, and it shall be 
an enduring sausfaetion to uie in future years that the 
interests of our Grand Lodge have not suffered during the 
period I have occupied this ehair by the suffrages of those 
who represented the best and truest people in our land.

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report upon the oondition of Masonry in the Huron Bistrict,. 
I exceedingly regret that I have been unable to eomplett- 
the viaitation of all the Lodges in the Bistrict. Having been, 
prevented from leaving home during the winter, at whieb 
time I had purposed viaiting the greater number of tbe- 
Lodges, I have only auoceeded in inspeoting flfteen of the 
twenty-eight now working under warrant or dispensation. 
Several, however, I have had occasion to visit twice, and 
some even more frequently.

I am pleased to be able to atate that the greater nnmber 
of the Lodges I have visited work in oonformity to the ritual 
of Grand Lodge, and are generally prospering. But few 
complaints, and these of but a trifling nature, have been 
brought under my notice, and they have been amicably 
adjusted. I am, however, sorry to find that the nnmber of 
suspensions for non-payment of dues is larger than usual. 
Tliis is in some measnre aocounted for by the fact that 
Lodges have been rather disinclined to suspend for this 
cause, and that perhaps many of those now suspended 
should have been subjeoted to this punishment long ago. A 
more careful attention to the matter of collections of dues, 
not allowing any large sum to fall in arrears, would ensure 
the better working of many Lodges.

During the year I have issued four Dispensations to 

Lodges to wear Masonic clothing at public processions other 
than funerals. Two of these were for the purpose of attend- 
ing Bivine service on the Festival of St. John the Baptist.

On the 15th August, I had the honor of representing the 
M. W. the Grand Master at a Special Commnnication of 
Grand Lodge, oonvened to lay the corner-stone of a building 
abogt tö be ercoted as an Episcopal Methodist Church, in 
the Town of Kinoarctine. There wete* present many Breth- 
ren from the neighboring and even distant Lodges, and the 
oeremony was witnessed by a large ooneourse of people.

Three ne* Lodges have, ainoe the laet Aj^oal Conwuutii
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Cfttion of Orand Lodge, received dispensations from the Girad 
Master: Port Elgin1, at Port Elgin; St. Marys, at St. Marys; 
and Maple Leaf, at Tara. It is with muoh sorrow I refer to 
the death of W. Bro. Jno. Eastwood, the Master of the first 
named Lodge, and a P. M. of St. Lawrence Lodge, No. 181. 
I knew Bro. Eastwood for many years, and as a Mason, a 
eitizen, and public officer, he had bnt few superiors. To his 
untimely illness was in great measure due my inability to 
complete my tour of vihitation, as 1 was detained awaiting 
his hoped for rocovery to proceed with the work of his office 
as Auditor of the County of Bruce.

I cannot close this report withont referring to the neoessity 
of a change in the extent of this District. It is most inoon- 
veniently situated for visitation from any point. To reaoh 
many of the Lodges it is necessary to travel through large 
portions of other Districts. I trust this diffioulty will be 
overcome at the present Communioation of Grand Lodge.

In concluding, I return my warmest thanks to the Breth- 
ren of the District for their uniform kindness and courtesy 
towards me, not only on occasions of offioial visits but at all 
other times. I am indeed sorry I liave been unable to per­
form the duties which devolved upon me with that complete- 
ness I should have desired, and which no doubt was expeoted, 
but I can assure those Brethren that it was through no laok 
of desire or effort on my part.

In thii Dji-, 
triot there are tweuty warranted Lodges, atid one under diet 
penaation. I have viaited all the warranted lodgea during 
the year, and regret that I waa unavoidably prevented from 
viaiting the one under diapensation at either of the two 
meetinga that have been held by it. I am gratified to be able to 
report a fair ahare ofprogrees during the year. A few lodgea
have made very few additiona to their memberahip, hut the 
greater number have added materially to their atrength. 
The “work” prescribed by Grand Lodge ia very generally 
adhered to, and ia rendered correctly and effectively by the 
officera of most of the Lodgea. The Lodgea that have not 
bad sufficient work to keep them fully employed, I am pleaeed 
to know, have met regularly, and by discuasing mattera of 
general interest to their respeotive Lodgea and to the Craft 
m general, have improved tlie minda of the' membera 
and maintained their efficiency in work. There continuea to 
be in this Diatriet a large number of unaffiliated brethren, a 
faet wkich ia to be deplored.

Good will and liarmony have very generally prevailed in 
the Craft of the Distriot througkout the year. The only in- 
stance in whioli I waa called upon to settle differencea waa 
finally arranged by the partiea immediately coneerned. An 
infonnal complaint haa been made by one Brother against 
a Lodge, regarding the manner of liia suspension for non- 
payment of dues some twenty-one months ago, but on 
account of the Brothers want of promptneaa in correspond- 
ence the matter remaina unsettled. The officera of the 
Lodge, however, asaure me that their aotion in the matter 
waa regular.

meetinga were highly aucoeasfnl.

I had the honor of repreaenting the M. W„ the Grand 
Meeter on two ooeaeione: ene, in the oeremony of ooneecrat-
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ing and dedicating the new Maaonio Hall at Guelph, on the 
30th April; and the other, in laying the eorner etone oI the 
new Guthrie ohuroh at Harriaton, on the 12th June. 11 have 
gratefolly to aoknoWledge the able aaaistimce that I reeeived 
from many Brethren on these occaaiona, and eapeoially from 
the B. W. Brother, the Grand Seoretary. On both theae 
occaaiona the attendance of the Brethren, and the arrrange- 
menta by the Lodgea immediately interested were highly 
oreditable to them and to the Craft.

One Brother only haa been reported to me aa suapended for 
unmasonio oonduct.

Most Wobshotul ti ib amd Bbbtbbi*,—It afforda me a greai- 
deal of pleaaure, in presenting my report of the etate ef, 
Masonry in Ontario Distriot, to he able to aay that the Lodgei„
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without exception, are in a prosperous eondition, and working 
witb a very gratifying degree of harmony.

Dnring tho year, I have visited nearly all the Lodges, but 
regret that some of them I was prevented from attending 
tbrough a pressure of bnsiness. Wherever I have been 
fortunate enough to go, however, I have been reoeived with 
uniform kindness and oourtesy. I find that the 
Lodges of Instruction Irelfl in the Distriot in the past few 
years have been productive of good and lasting results, as the 
work throughoirt is more unifo^h than it could be reasonably 
expected to be, particularly in the majority of oouutry Lodges, 
in which the material for judiciously filling the ohairs ig 
necessarily limited; and though the evil of installiug Bretb- 
ren to the high offioe of Master, who are not suffioiently ex- 
perienoed, is on the decrease, still I am very desirous of 
urging upon Installing-Masters the absolute neoessity of 
greater oaution in the examination of oandidates for instal­
lation.
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I have recommended the issuanoe of dispensations for 
twonew Lodges, viz: “Exoelsior," at Colborne, and “Brook," 
at Cannington, both of which I am glad to say, from personal 
inspection, are doing well. In the case of Exoelsior Lodge, 
I think, by its formation, the best interests of the Craft 
served more

bl ; were
effeotively than could have been acoomplished 

by any compromise with Colborne Lodge, among the mem- 
bers of which, there was a very wide breach. I am not with­
out hope, however, that the two Lodges may yet be amalga- 
mated, as time will no doubt smooth over and effaee the 
differences of opinion at present existing. I trust the reebrd 
of Exoelsior Lodge will be regarded suffioiently satisfaotory 
to induoe Grand Lodge to grant its warrant. The Lodge ig 
effioieptly worked by W. Bro. Jno. Campbell and hia officers, 
who have, beyond doubt, disoharged their duties with earneet 
diligenoe worthy of oommendation. Colborne Lodge ig algo 
progressing as aatisfaotorily aa it has done for the past two. 
or three yeare, and I have

led
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propper, though the åeld is somewhab limited. Broek Lodge 
oommenced under peouliarly favorable oiroumatances, and 
I bavé no doubt its usefulness and progresa will commend 
itaelf to Grand Lodge, and that a warrant will be unheaitat- 
ingly iaaued.

Another application waa made to me for the establiahment 
of a Lodge at Roaeneath, but as I feared the field waa too 
limited, and aa there waa none of the reaident Maaona snf- 
fioiently well up to aaaume the dutiea of W. M., I felt con- 
strained to decline to reoomn^end it at present. In case one 
of the Roaeneath Brethren qualifiea himself for the duties of 
the ohair, I hope my socceaaor may be induced to favorably 
reeommend the isauanoe of a dispenaation, provided he finds 
the field aufficiently wide. W. Bro. Orr, of Hastings, was 
nominated aa the firat W. M., and though he posaesaea all 
the neoeaaary qualifications, I thought hia reaidence at a 
diatance would prevent his regular attendanee.

I referred in my last report to an experiment which I made 
last year, in endeavoring to keep conatantly before me a 
record of the work being done by the Lodgea throughout the 
Distriet, and during thia year I have found it work with a 
very large meaaure of auoceaa; and I am sure if a similar 
oourse was pursued in the other Diatriota, satisfactory reaults 
would follow. The acoompanying diagram will show that 
but little trouble, either to the D. P. G. M. or the Lodges, 
is involved, while the former is, by the Lodgea aending him 

i oopies of their summonsea, alwaya cognizant of the work 
^ being done; and he is therefore enabled to be of greater ser­

vice in oorreoting inaccuracies. Ordinarily, if a D. D. G. M. 
intenda viaiting a Lodge, it ia neoeaaary for him to wnte to 
the W. M. or Seoretary to ascertain what work they have on 
hand, and tbe Lodge is thus made aware of his intended 
visit, whereas the soheme propoaed furnishes him with the 
required information, and enables him to visit the Lodgee 
and find them in their ordinary working condition.

Vyy little demplaint has been made to me during the year.
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Ib a few cases, where differences have arisen, I have, after 
eareful oonsideration, reoommended that a certain oourse be 
followed, and in all, my advice has been taken and harmonv 
restored.

In almost all the Lodges, I had an opportunity of seeing 
some one of the degrees exemplified, and the officers of the 
different Lodges have in every oase performed their worlt in 
a satisfaotory manner.

In August, 1876, Ireceiveda communioation from the Grand 
Seoretary, with referenoe to a oomplaint made by a Brother 
of Hawksbury Lodge, No. 210, of an alleged violation of the 
Constitntion by the W. 11. of tlfat Lodge. On proceeding to 
Hawksbury and making the necessary enquiries, I found the 
facts to be as stated, but they had arisen from a misinterpre- 
tationof the Constitution, and the matter was arranged to 
the satisfaction of all parties.

I regret to have to inform vou that the members of Eureka 
Lodge, Pakenham, have suffered severe peouniary loss, by 
the destruction of their Lodge room by fire, which ocourred 
on the morning of the 26th of August, 1876; very little of 
their furniture was saved, and they had unfortunately allowed 
their insuranoe to expire; but with commendable energy they 
at once prooured another room and refurnished it, and whioh, 
although small, will answer all requirements until they pro- 
cure a larger one, whioh they expect to do in a short time.

In October last, an exoursion to the Centennial Exhibition, 
at Philadelphia„took plaee under the auspices of the Lodges 
in the Ottawa District; the exoursion was a pleasant one, 
and the prooeeds, after paying expenses, were plaoed to the 
credit of the Ottawa Masonio Board of Belief.

In January, I reoeived from the Grand Seorltary the papers 
m oonneotion with an appeal made to Grand Lodge by a 
Brother of Evergreen Lodge, No. 209, Lanark, again.t hi, 1 , 
suspension by that Lodge for unmasonio conduot.

have a moonlight excursion on the river, and the amount 
realized has been placed at interest, to form a fund for the 
proper carrying out of this object.

I have granted several dispensations durin g the past year 
to Lodges in the District, for festivals and attending Divine 
service on St. John’s day.

During the past year, I liave been officially informed of 
the death of the following Brethren:—Bro. Wm. Houston, 
St. John'8 Lodge, No. 68, Carleton Plaoe, who was buried 
with Masorfio oeremonies, on the 16th June last; also, Bro. 
Francis Graham, Treasurer of Builders’ Lodge, No. 177, 
Ottawa, who died July 26th, from injuries received at a fire, 
while in the disoharge of his duty; he was buried with the 
nsnal Masonic ceremonies on the 27th July.

The Board would not have deemed it neceseary in any 
manner to allude to the so-called Grand Lodge of Ontario, 
had it not been for the suggestion submitted by the M.X^th 
Grand Master as to the granting to the Grand Master for 
the time being, power to treat with such persons that were 
expelled by this Grand Lodge by reason of having joined 
that spurious body, and who may desire toreturnto thefolds 
of this Grand Lodge.

The Board hold that if at all the power of removing the 
punishment of expulsion does exist, that that power can 
only be exercised by the same body that inflicted it, namely, 
the Grand Lodge, in open session.

The Board recommend that Grand Lodge declare that it 
possesses the power to remove the punishment of expulsion, 
and that an applioation for suoh removal ought only be 
entertained upon a recommendation of the Lodge of whioh 
the expelled person desiring to be restored was a member at 
the time of suoh expulsion; or by the Lodge in the jurisdic- 
tion of whioh he then resided, or is residing at the time 
suoh applioation is made.

The Board sincerely regret to observe in the obituary list 
the names of several most prominent Masons who have beeu 
called from their sublunary abode to a meeting of the Grand 
Lodge above, under the presidency of the G. A. O. T. U. 
And the Board recommend that for the B. W. Bro. John' 
Dove, the B. W. Bro. George Frank Gouley, and the B. 
W. Bro. the Bev. A. H. Washbume, all of whom were re­
presentatives of this Grand Lodge near their respective 
Grand Lodges, a memorial page be inserted in the printed 
proceedings of Grand Lodge.

The great oalamity whioh has befallen the City of St. 
John, in New Brunswick,by a disastrous fire, on the 20th 
June last, has appealed not only to the sympethy hut to the
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parse of many a city, town and village in America and 
Europé, and to thousands of individuals; it would therefore 
have been in opposition to the prinoiples advooated and 
praetised by our Order, had tbe Grand Lodge of Canada

bave been reported. Truly an all-wise Providence bas dealt 
meroifully with us.

Three instances bave ocourred where Lodges bave suffered 
loss by fire and that loss was unfortunately not covered by 
any Insurance. It is lioped that the Distriot Deputy Grand 
Masters will strenuously urge on the Lodges under theirjuris- 
diction, the very great necessity of insuring and keeping in- 
sured all Lodge property, and so save the members from pe- 
cuniary loss; attention has been before called to this matter, 
and it would be well if it were at once ascertained whether 
the different Lodges are properly in sured or not, and that 
those neglecting the precaution shonld be urged to take the 
necessary steps to insure.

Dispensations bave been granted by some of the Distriot 
Deputy Grand Masters for Brethren to appear in Masonic 
clothing at pic-nics. It is a question whether the power of grant­
ing dispensations shonld be extended to suoh social gather- 
ings. In the Ottawa Distriot, the Brethren have taken steps 
to purchase a parcel of land in the publie oemetery for the 
purpose of interring, not only Brethren members of the 
Lodges, but those worthy Brethren who, strangers in the 
locality, have died in indigent oiroumstances. The Board 
trast that similar praiseworthy efforts will be made in all the 
Masonic Districts.

Reports have been received from all the Distriot Deputy 
Grand Masters.
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The Distriot Deputy Grand Masters report that the Ritual 
authorized by Grand Lodge is well observed, and the general 
workings of the Lodges are oarried out systematioally. The 
Board oonsider, on the whole, there is great oause of congrat- 
ulation that in the reports no impediment to the suooessful 
working of our time-honored institution has arisen, but that 
it steadily advanoes and that, too, with prudent and well- 
guarded steps.

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“Then oome the dronish or holiday Maeons, ever on the alert to 
emoy a right or privilege, but never working, nor seen with the faith- 
fm, exoept at a banquet or a publio ceremony, too lukewarm even to 
aaeist in the obeequiee of a deoeased brother—and theee men aro 
Maeons. Had they a realizing view of their position, most truly oould 
they acknowledge and explain with quaint old Thomas Fuller, “Lord, 
I discover an arrant laziness in my sonl.”

“Another olass would attend were the workings of the Lodge made 
more attractive, and this leads direotlv to the many times repeated re- 
commendation that greater care be taken in the selection of officers, 
and that those officers be ever active and efficient in duty and affable 
wid considerate in their relations with the brethren. That one is 
simply a favorite by reason of being a good fellow, in oommon par- 
lanoe, is surély no qualiflcation in itself for the important position of ' 
Master, but digmty, exoellenoe, and intelligenoe are essential 
requisites, combined with a c alm and jndioial temper. Masters oqght 
to have enougli knowledge of the work and leoturee to nlaim snd 
attraot attention, and be oonversant enough wittislaw and parliament- 
ary nsage to have their rulings properly respected and oheerfully 
obeyed. I would have every Master so well acquainted with his 
duties that the very feeling of being right will oonstitnte power, and 
then the brethren, impressed by his knowledge, will be willing ta 
yield a ready obedience. Masters must be Masters in their work of 
administration, but in the exeroise of authority the rights of the 
govemed are to be heeded and proteoted, and the authonty is to be 
aoknowledged and not arroeantiy displayed. Besponaibilities will be 
met and oonfldently treated, if the assurance of being oorreot oomes. 
from sound reasoning, derived from a oomplete aoquaintanoe with 
the subjeot conaidered. Masters, to reoeive the respect of others, 
must so act that they oan honestly respect themselves—not only 
practicing the greater, but the leseer virtues—those amenities whioh 
Bociety expects and the gentle in manner perform, and in the exeroise 
of oommand they should be mindfnl that to master one’s self is the 
firat condition of healthy thought and aotion."
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He treate of a large number of topiea in an able manner,. 
and at conaiderable length. We make the following extraete, 
whioh are wortby of partiaalar attention:—

“Thifl amendment propoeea to ao change the organio law of thia 
mrisdiotion, in reapeot to ballots npon petitions for membership, as to 
deolare the petitioner elected unless there »hull be at leaet three 
black b alls in the ballot box, and to give the petitioner the right, 
when there are but three black balla in the box, to demand of The 
partiea who cast them their reaeona for so doing.

“This proposition, if adopted,,would work a verv radioal in
our proceedinga. Our Constitution now requires that the ballot ■*»»» 
be unanimoua. If but one black ball appear in the box, the Master 
must, before declaring the resnlt, order a re-ballot, to determine if 
perohance the black ball were cast by mistake; but he can pennit no 
disoussion of the matter in his Lodge, nor can he delay the re- 
ballot to another meeting. (Const. Seo. 8, Art. JU., Part III.) The 
ballot must be seoret, and, when the result has been declared, no 
member of the Lodge can divulge his vote or the reasons for it. He 
cannot be asked or allowed to give his reasons. (Const. Sec. 2, Art. 
II., Bart V.)

“These requirements aeem to your committee to be just what the 
exigencies of the case demand. From time immemorial they have 
been a part of the fundamental law of Masonry in all the world, and 

ould not be wise now to adopt new rules in their stead.WA 
Masonio Lodge is a familv, and no one should be admitted as one of 
its components without the consent of all its members. Discord and 
oonfusion wonld be sure to follow if the rule proposed by the amend­
ment were to become the law; and your committee recommend that 
the proposed amendment be not adopted.”

We oan hardly imagine a greater change in Masonic proce- 
dure, than to allow a demand for the reason of caeting a blaok- 
ball. To allow suoh a demand, would destroy the secrecy of 
the ballot, (whieh should be maintained with the utmost 
strictnese,) and would, in xrar opinion, soon put an ehd to 
all the Loagea.

The same committee report on “ Ontario,” and oondude 
as followe:—
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b and “They did all this upon the theory that there was no Grand 

of Ontano—that the Grand Iiodge of Canada ba^l no home*—and that 
when in 1867, the names Ontario and Quebeo were adopted in fVt 
of Upper and Jjower Canada, and tiae form of. govemment wbb so 
far modifled that they beoame Provinces of the Dominion of Gamda, 
the Mseonaof eaohProvincemightlawfully disregard their allegiaiice 
to the Gteand Lodge .of Canada and proceed to form Grand Lodgsa for 
themselves.

We have seldom seen so large an amonnt of good sense 
in so sjnall a spaoe, as in the foregoing.

grievanoes:—

oonstantlv refueed to sign or issne any other diploma than 
that which has been in use by the Grand Lodge almost from 
the time of its organisation, it betog one issned directly by 
that body, on parohment, and signed by its Grand Master 
and Grand Seoretary.

A number of members spoke of the manner in whioh sojne 
of their less experienoed brethren had been swindled by the 
purehase of these highly eolored docnments, and, by common 
oonsent, it was understood that the Grand Seoretary should, 
in his next bi-monthly oiroular to the Lodges, warn them 
and their members againat the aforesaid bummers and the 
pnrohase of their useless piotorials.

The report of Bro. Mynioh on his visit to Great Britain 
was read and filed.

Grand Master Lounbbury continued to perform the duties of bia- 
offloe long after hia atrength had eeaaed to be equal tb the taak, when, 
in the latter part of July, hia health beoame ao muoh unpaired that 
he waa compelled to relinquiah them, and aoting under the impera- 
tive orders of his phyaiciana, to leave the jurisdiotion and seek rehef 
in the mountain air of Colorado. ,. .

Soon after my auooeeaion to the dutiea of the Grand Mastership, it 
came to my knowledge that, from the abrupt abandonment of his. 
buaineaa under the pressure of a neoeaaity that would admit of no 
delay, not only were his flnanoial affaira in aueh oondition aa to make 
the consequent menttil anxiety a serious present hindrance to hia re» 
covery, hut in suoh oondition as to forbid hia abaence for a penod long 
enough to in sure any permanent beneflt. The detaila of the financial 
situation were suoh aa to require more apeedy action than an appeal 
to the lodges alone oould aecure. . _

The emergency waa ao preaaing that with the unammous advioe and 
csonsent of my oolleagues of the Charity Committee, I determined to 
diaregard the statutory limitation as to the amount to be appropnated 
in any given oase during the reoess of the Grand Lodge; and accord- 
ingly, on the twentieth day of August, I drew on the Chanty fund of 
the Grand Lodge for flve hundred dollars. Thia haa been paid ont 
for the rehef of Bro. Lounabury, on drafta which are herewith aubmit- 
ted aa vouohers. . , .

Thia action, which ia submitted for your oonaideration, was supplö- 
mented by an appeal to the oonstituent lodges for further aid, laaued 
from the Grand Eaat on the thirtieth day of August. The reaponae 
to thia appeal has been prompt and liberal, but the returna are not 
yet ao oomplete aa to indicate the final aggregate. I trust it mav be 
aufficient to enable our Grand Master to prolong hia atay where tione 
there aeems to be any hope of his recovery, and where, at lateat ad- 
vioea, hia phyaiciana gave him encouragement to hope a prolonged
^STSmatoenoe of the address of the Grand Master, which, though 
hourly expected haa not yet arrived, I can lay before you only a partial 
report of the work of the year, pertaining to thia office; that portion 
only which covera the period of two months which have passed arnce 
I aucceeded to ita duties.”

He is in favor of eqnaUzing the payinent of representa­
tives, ae oompared with the duee paid to Grand Lodge. As 
great ineqnalitiea exiet, he thinke each Lodge ehonld pay 
the expeneea of its own representative. . He reeetved and 
answered about one thoueand letters; and oonoludes an sWe 
addrese of 48 pages with a reoommendation as to thenecw- 
sity of haying a Histofy prepared of Masoary in Indiana. 

Thore itere 86 oases of gnevances and appeale, one of
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w&s found to exiet upon eeld Lodge property to the amount of eighfc 
thoueand dollars, and whioh said mortgage wae legally foreoloeed upon 
öaid Lodge property. At the sale, flve brothera of Perry Looge, 
to-witl George Williams, Charles T. Mayo, Consider Tinkler, Isaao 
Bom and George F. Beasley, purohaaed the property, taklng a deed 
for the same in their own names, holding the property indmdudlly, 
and not in trust for the Lodge or its oreditors. Which they still oon- 
tinne to do.

The property so obtained by these flve brethren above named now 
yields a rental value of eighteen hundred dollara per year.

Now your committee are at a loss to see any legal rights that the 
widow may haye. But, morally and masonioally, we believe her 
rights should be protected by this Grand Lodge. If it were even ad- 
mitted that the widow wae notified of the existence of a prior mort­
gage, how few women there are who understand the full import and 
effect of sueh an instrument of writing. Go further, even, and say 
that it was her duty to have examined the records, and to have asoer- 
tained if any incumbranee did exist. But, brethren, you must not 
forget it was the Lodge dealing with a Maeon’s widow—-the same 
Lodge that had followed the remains ef her husband to the tomb, and 
from whom, if not from them, could she claim justice and proteotion?

The Lodge got her money, and your committee are of the unani- 
mous opinion that the Lodge should pay her back the amount so obtain­
ed to the utmost farthing.

We believe this matter should be thoroughly investigated. 
lieve the Grand Master should be clothed with power by this Grand 
Body to so inveatigate, and should he find the facts as herein stated, 
and the Lodge, or those flve brethren, fail or refude to deal justly with 
this widow, then let their charter be revoked, and the severest penalty 
known to Masonry be visited upon each individual brother who, in 
any manner, countenances or gives his support to (as your committee 
believe) this great wrong.”

Ju the 
eame year an edition of the “ Companion” wåa publiahed in London, 
but, aaya Bro. Hughan, “evidently a oopy of the Dublin Book:” in 
that there ia no mention of the Hoop Lodge, and No. 79 ia a blank, ae 
it ia in the editkmof the following year, while in the edition oeithe 
aeoond year afterwarda, No. 79 ia a London Lodge. The faet that the 
London edition omita thia Lodge, while oopying in other mattorn from 
the Dublin book, ahowa that the editor of the former oOnaidtaed it an 
otror in the letter; and aa the London editor had the,beet meana of 
knowledge, the omieeion ie exoeedingly aignifloant. The moet natural 
ooncluaion ia that Hoop Lodge, if it exiated at all, wae a mun volun- 
tary Lodge, like aU Lodgee, only a few years before. It ie not diffloult 
to oonoeivé that the revolution of 1717 may/not have been knewn and

. reoogniaed in America in thirteen yeara after it took pleoe.____ _
We do not undertähe to aaythat a regularly chartered Lodge did not 
-exist in Philadelphia in 1780 or 1781, but only that Bro7Hughan’a 
evidenoe doée not ahow it, but tenda to provethat the Lodee Souee-

Maaonic relief ie not baeed upon reoiprooalSpectmiary obligations 
meaaured by the amoont inveated, but upon the obligation of the in 
dividual membera to relieve diatreaa according to the neceeaity and 
their abilitv. It therein differa from other organisations, but the dlf- 
ference ia fundamental. An introduotion of the “ mercenary motive” 
would aubetantially deatroy the Inatitution.”

In the same report we find some fnrther information ae. 
to the origin of the oolored Lodges, whioh took plaoe in Bos­
ton, in 1787. Thie information appears to ns to be eon- 
clueive aa to the tilegitimaoy of the " Afrioan" Lodgea, and 
effectually dispoaes of the cHaune for reeognition of the åe- 
soendants of these olandestine organizatione:—

“ Your committee »re not unmindful of the existenoe of olandestine 
Bodies profeasing to have the privileges of Maeonry in variona part» 
of the United States, composed maimy or exclusively of men of Afri- 
osn deaoent. The origin of these Bodies wae in this jurisdiction, 
where their claima to possess regnlar or genuine Masonry, frequently 
presented to this Grand Lodge and o&refully examined, have never 
been found oonaistent with Masonie law.

There is no distinotion in thie Grand Loqge grounded upon oolor. 
Maeonry is a social institution, and the Lodges regulate the admis- 
sions they severally make. We know of a good many men of ;Afrioan 

nfcvwho have reoeived regular Masonie degrees in Lodges under 
a jurisdiction, and who do ofrtain thereby au the beneflts thereof.

At time, in this Grand Lodge, there sits a Brother of this de- 
soent, who has been a respeeted member for several years in virtue of 
his rank as Warden of one of our most respeotable subordinate
^We^Jave had and reoeived in our subordinate Lodges visiting Ma-' 

sons of regular standing in their own jurisdictions who were of Afri— 
oan deaoent.

We state these things merely that our position may not be misoon- 
ceived, and our objeotaons to Maeonio irregularitiee be seoffed down 
on the pretenoe that we are opposing a olass on aooount of their 0011».

True it is that in 1787 three oolored men of Böston reoeived from 
England a Charter for, a subordinate Lodge, at Boston, to tie caUed • 
Afnoan Lodge, whioh had been granted in 1784, bnt not forwarded 
to them unm three years afterwards. The ohief of them, Prince Hall, 
died Deeember a, 1807.

The date of this Charter wae after the treaty of peaoe with England 
1788, by whioh the indepéndenceand soveraigityof these Btatoe 

were reooguized. It w/ss also eight years after the Massachusetts Grand
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eveonation of Boston, Maroh 17, 1776, wu ejmoet eight yeare previoua 
t(i the dato of his letter. Probably, before the evaouation, be and hie 
asaociatés eat in the Army Lodge that made them, if there wae any 
auoh. No pretenoe ia made that any of them éver aat to a local Lodge, 
andwere they Citizen» of Maaaaehnaetta, aa the petition wontd infer, 
no Britiah Army Lodge had the right to make them. Conaequentiyj 
if made at all, aa individuala they were irregular and olandeetine under 
the Provinoial Grand Lodge riile, and remained ao when thra 
Lodge had declared its independence from Britiah Maeonio mle.

Prince Hall’s letter of 178-i admita there wae neither Britiah nor 
American authority for the Lodge he profeaaee to have held from the 
•late .of the evacuation. True it ia, tlie petition to thie Grand Lodge 
atate» they had a Disgensatioh, but doea not »ay from whom. In a 
publioation of the Prince Bali Grand Lodgoof 1865 a citation oocure , 
from the addreaa of J. V. De Graaae, Jnne 30,1858, who aave he has 
in Hall’a own handwriting that in 1776 he “organized and opened, 
undpr Diapenaation granted by tina Britiah travelling Lodge, the året 
Lodge of Maaona compoaed of oolored men in America.”

The power “ to grant Diapenaationa to form Lodgea" ia a Grand 
Lodge power, and never wae delegated by the Englieh Grand Lodge to 
#ny travelling Lodge. Thia pretenoe of authority in 1776 falla, leaving 
their legitimaoy to depend on the Charter received by them from 
thgtana in 1787. Now,howev«r donbtful the Maeonio juriadiotionih 
Maaaaohuaette dnring tbe revolntionary atruggle may aeem to eome,

Bro. Bräden mentions an unauthorized use of the Grand 
Lodge Seal. It had been lithographed, and the impression 
was in the hainds of ä profane who was making merchandize
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of it, by printing it upon letter paper for use in private and 
-personal correspondence. He condemns the “Ontario" 
movement. On finanoes, be shows tbat they have only spent 
$400 in eharity in seven years; against some $80,000 paid 
for expenses, and suggests a reformation in this particular. 
He travelled over 1800 miles to eonstitute Bismaiok Lodge, 
on the upper Missouri, whieh is 200 miles from the nearest 
Lodge. On the same trip he visited the Lodges at Duluth, 
Fargo and Moorhead.

The Finanee Committee report q deficit of over $1000 by 
their Past Grand i Seoretary, Bro. E. D. B. Porter, and in 
their report say:—

“Wc would further state, that at the last Grand Lodge this Co®- 
mittee made strong efforts to see Bro. Porter, to leam all we coula of 
hia accounts, but we were mformed that he was so sick that an infcer- 
view with ub would be dangerous to him, hence, with brotherly 
we desisted—but are credibly inf ormed that on the next day after tne 
adjoumment of that Grand Lodge, he made his appearance on the 
streets. And from all the circumstances of his case whioh have come 
to our tnowledge, we are of opinion that his case should receive direot 
and prompt actiön by this Grand Lodge. Charity begins at homé- 
This Grand Lodge has been defrahded of this large amount by a trust- 
ed hrother, who, while he may ask our pardon, gives no evidence of 
any repentance hy fumishing this Grand Body with any of the infor­
mation whioh may tend to sunplify or explain his accounts, and lf we 
oondöne his faults, to use a light expression, are not we Botting an 
example that all Seoretaries may almost safely follow—tUnking by 
the precedent of this case, they may ask that Masomc charity shaU 
cover theira."

The Grand Lodge ordered charges to be preferred against 
Bro. Porter, and snspended him in the meantime.

Some thirty pages are taken up with reports apd state- 
ments on the “oolored” question.

“ Relative to the deoision of the M. W. Grand Master numbered 
mne (9,) where he decided that a man who has lost the sight of one 
eye—not an eye—might be made a Mason, your oommittee are con- 
strained to differ with the M. W. Grand Master on that deoision, as 
notbeing in accordance wjth the provisions of the 9th Subdivision of 
Seo. 8, Title 2, of the Oonstitution of this Grand Lodge, which pro­
vides ‘ that men made Masons must be of mature age, free-bom, of 
good report, hale and sound, and not deformed or dismembered, and 
no eunuch.’ The sight of the eye being lost, it renders the applicant 
unsound. If the eye loses its sight, the eye is lost. It will hardly be 
contended, that if the sight of both eyes be lost, the candidate would 
be clearly eligible; but if the loss of sight of one eye does not consti- 
tute unsoundness, the loss of both does not. Losing sight of one eye,. 
repders a man, to a oonsiderable extent, less capable to perceive thé 
meanfi of recognition, or of supplication, or wammg, which he is oom - 
pelled and expected to obey.

Your oommittee are of the opinion that a candidate who is blind in 
One eye, is not properly qualified to receive Mason io degrees.”

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A little bird whispered in our ear that all of the brethren in the 
jurisdiction Aid not read our reports, and even ineinuated that there 
waa occaeionally to be fonnd a Worehipful Master that had not time to 
read, and we—may as well ont with it—actually carae across a Master 
of a Lodge who knew nothing about reports on Foreign Correspondenoe, 
never looked over a copy of the prooeedings.

We cogitated. Here the Grand Lodge was paying a considerable 
amount of money, yearly, for the preparation and printing of a report, 
which was after all, read by comparatively few members of the Grand 
Lodge even. Does it pay? Is it worth the time and expense? What 
can be done to draw attention and induce reading?

We thought of a plan, and proceeded to put it in practice as an ex­
periment: print the neport before the annual session, and oirculate 
copies among the members.

During the annual session, which lasts two or three or more days, 
the representatives are exolusively engaged with Masonio matters; 
during a lull in the business, they are apt to open a copy of the report, 
—we have known parties to read in ohurch even during sermon time, 
—the eye rests upon a deoision; a funny extract; a scrap of Masonio 
history; a story; an applioation of law; a verse of poetry; one of Cor- 
son’s jokes; a selection from one of Brown’s or Henderson's sermons; 
a case, similar to one in his own Lodge that is undetermined; an inci­
dent of charity; the objects, the demands, the advantages, the resulta 
of our rites in different localities, presented in an eloquent extract and 
in a phase or language different from that heretofore seen; the atten­
tion is aroused, and although the next article may be a dry disquisition 
upon, to him, an uninteresting matter, but as variety is disolosed, he 
will continue his examination, surprised that he has negleoted suoh 
reports in the past, and resolve for the future.”

Owing to a want of faith 
m the result of such an experiment, at the last meeting of the Grand > 
Lodge, the trustees of the fund surrendered it to the Gränd Lodge, 
but its disposition was not determined upon. It is stated that suoh 

institution is not required in a sparsely settled country Cana­
da, where the number of those wno would avail themselves of ite 
bpneflts is too small to justify the expense, and it is thought best to 
support those in need of assistance at their own homes, where they 
woud be near their friends and relations. It, also, is stated that 
oareful enquiry has elicited the fäet that of several hundred whoee 

appear upon the “ benevolent accopnt,” but six were found who- 
lthout relatives, and to whbm an asylum would be preferable 

to the present system. Masonic sohools are rendered unnecessary by 
the admirable public school organisation which is in operation in the 
Provinoe of Ontarioi which embraoes the jurisdiotion of the Grand 
Lodge of Canada.

England—We deeply regret tliat no notice waa taken of our requeat 
for information conceming the great Masonio oharitiea of England, by 
the Grand Lodge or any of its offioials, becauae theee oharitiea are not 
only the moat extenaive, but the moat aucceaaful of which we have any 
knowledge. The following aooount waa publiahed in the London Ma• 
sonic Magazine during the year 1873: , .

“ The first established waa the Royal Maaomo Inatitution for Girla. 
It waa founded March 26th, 1788, for the purpoae of clothing, main- 
taining and educating the daughtera of brethren deceaaed, or whose 
meana prevented them Éffording their children a auitable education. 
The receipta for the Rrat year were 664 guineaa ; the amount realized 
at the Annual Festival in 1873 waa £7,500, being £2,000 over any pre- 
ceding. The total number of girla in the Inatitution at the preaent 
time ia one hundred and thirty; received from the commenoement, 
1,008. Its property conaiata of 
Landa and Inatitute buildinga, all paid for 
3 per cent. conaola..........................................

It waa founded July 3d, 1798, under the
Clothing and Educating the Sona of Deceaaed and Indigent Free- 
maaona. In 1868 ita name waa ohanged to ita preaent designation. 
For more than fifty yeara after the organization of thia oharity ita 
beneficiariea were clothed, and, at the option of their parenta, sent to 
achoola aituated near their reaidencea. In 1856 a houae and ten aores 
of land were purohased, and in 1867 twenty-five boya were admitted 
to receive the benefit of a oomplete education and the comforts of a 
home, the remaining boya being placed in other achoola aa heretofore. 
The accommodationa have been gradually increaaed until about two 
hundred can now be received. The property had coat on the Biet of 
December, 1870, £47,116, only £4,000 of which remained unpaid. The 
receipta of 1872, from donationa, aubacriptiona, purchaaed admiaaions, 
presentations, etc., were about £10,000, and the expenditurea aome 
£360 leaa. The yearly coat per head waa £62 15a., (or $314, equal to 
$6.00 per week). The Boya’ Bchool etanda alone in the chantiea in 
not having any fund. It ia aupported entirely by the yearly oontribu- 
tiona of the brethren. , , _ ...

V The third established tcas the Royal Maaonic Benevolent Inatitution 
for Aged Freemaaona and Widowa of Freemaaona. It waa founded at 
a Grand Lodge held on the 2d of March, 1842, and waa established for 
granting annuitiea to Maaona only.1 In 1849 the Widowa' Fund waa 
founded. The annuitiea have been gradually increaaed until at preaent 
4*hey atand £86 for Maaona and £28 for widowa. At the firat festival 
held in 1847, the amount reahzed waa £819 16a., while in 1878 the 
lsrge aum of £6,866 16a., waa received, being £8,000 more than waa 
oollected at any preceding festival. In 1842, there were fifteen mala

i annuitants; there are now one hundred and flfteen. In 1849, there 

were only flve female annuitants; there are now eighty-two, and eleven 
widowa reoeiving half of the late huaband’s annnity. Connected with 
thia oharity is an asylnm containing apartmenta for thirty-three annui- 
tanta, who enjoy the priyilegea of the house, in addition to the annnity, 
and are alao provided with fuel during the winter montha.

“ The Male Fund haa now £28,700 inveated in Government stocka. 
The Female Fund haa £14,200 inveated in like aeeuritiea. The 
Aaylum above referred to ia valued at £5,000. The Boya’ School and 
stocka amount to £47,000; while the property of the Girla’ School repre- 
aenta £60,000, making a total of real eatate and stocka belonging to 
these three charitiea amounting to the magnificent aum of £150,000 
(in round numbera »729,000). Thia endowment haa been raiaed en- 
tirely by the munificence of the Brotherhood, in exceaa of the yearly 
maintenanoe and expenaea of theae three charitiea.”

Illinois.—The Grand Lodge, at ita laat Communioation, adopted, 
aubject to the approval of ita aubordinatea, a resolution, of whieh the 
following ia a full aynopaia: It regarda the establiahment and main­
tenanoe of a Home for worthy indigent Maater Maaona, and for the 
widowa and orphans of Maaona, aa a high privilege and aacred duty; 
and pledgea the hearty aympathy and the aubatantial aid of the Grand 
Lodge and ita constituent Lodgea, to found and support an enterpriae 
ao commendable, ao fully in accord with the spirit of Freemaaonry, 
and ao easentially a tangible exempliflcation of Gharity, the chief 
comer-stone of our Inatitution. Said Home to be under the manage­
ment of a Board of Truateea, conaiating of eleven Maater Maaona, 
membera of constituent Lodgea—flve of whom ahall be ex oMcio, 
viz: the Grand Maater, Deputy Grand Maater, the Wardena and 
Grand Treaaurer, the remaining aix membera of aaid Board to be 
eleeted by the Grand Lodge.

Binoe its inoeption, the subsonptions 
realized from Lodges and the Ladies’ Aid Sooiety, have been »148,- 
810.64. The endoyrment fund amounts to »138,461.72, yielding an m- 
come of about »10,000 a year. Since the doors of the Institution have 
have been thrown open, one hundred and eighty-five widows and 
orphans of deceased Kentucky Masons have found shelter there. At 
present there are one hundred and twenty-eight beneficianes m the 
Home, all that it can comfortably accommodate. The expenses for 
the year ending August 31, 1876, were »39,800.80, of whioh the sum of 
»25,884.46 is embraced in the item 4 building expenses, malung the 
actual ourrent expense for the year »13,815.84, or about »107.84 per 
capita, for each of the 128 inmates. This is nearly 30 oents per day. 
The Home is incorporated by the laws of Kentucky, and is govemed 
by fifteen Directors, who hold their offioes for three years, and are 

. divided into three classes, of five each, a class being elected m May of 
each year. The officers are a President, Secretary, Treasurer, Agent 
and Matron, elected by the Board of Directors. The membership is 
comprised of life and active members, who must be Freemasons. 
Active members pay the sum of four dollars annually, and any Mason, 
or body of Masons, oontributing one hundred dollars, or the multiple 
thereof, are entitled to one certifioate of life membership for each one 
hundred dollars paid by them. Persons not Masons, may become 
honorary members by the payment of a sum not less than fifty dollars. 
Active and life members and bodies holding life membership are en­
titled to vote at all elections. An endowment fund is kept separate 
from the general funds, under the management of three trustees, who, 
subieot to the mstruotions of the Board of Directora, make inveetments 
of this fund, the income of whioh, we believe, is transferred to tiie 
general fnnd. Benefioiaries are admitted onhr apon the rocommenda-

tution haa been aafely brought to thia hour. Now, however, the fnture 
la aadly foreboding, unlesa the Grand Lodge, by prompt and liberal 
legislation, resoiies this most oherished Masonic enterprise.

we have reached the cbibis in the history of the Home, and a failure 
to take proper action will not and oannot reheve us of our responsibility

comes the plaint of the helpless infant or the wail of the broken- 
hearted widow, begging for bread to feed and a home to shelter. Theee 
criea oome not from strangers; they are from the loved ones of our 
brethren who have been called to the Grand Lodge above, and who 
departed henoe strong in the faith and hope that we who are left be- 
hind whenthey are gone, would protect and defend their aear ones. 
Theee children, these widowa, are the bequest to ue of dead brethren, 
and mercy, and justice, aside from the solemn obligations of our 
Order, call us, aye, demand of us, at this hour to prove worthy of the 
oonfidence of our dead* and worthy of the sublime pnnciplea of Ma- 
•onry.’

Missouri—This Grand Lödge once 
phane’ College, and fully equipped the same, but it was 
after a few years* trial, owing to the constant demand for large appro- 
priations to meet current expenses, and the fact that it 4 cost about 
four times as muoh to eduoate each orphan in the school as it would 
to pay their tuition in the regular academies and public sohools by 
the Lodges themselves near their own homes. The school was olosed 
and the grounds and buildings presented to the Central Female Col­
lege, which grants free tuition to thirty orphans lf the Grand Lodge 
desires it, but the Lodges now attend to their own orohans, being ex- 
cused from paying any oharity fund to the Grand Lodge. It is to be 
regretted that R. W. Bro. Goulev, the Grand Secretary, to whom we 
are indebted for the foregoing information, should not have gone more 
into detail and given us the benefit of his opinion as to the cause of 
the failure of this enterprise. We are left to conjecture that misman- 
agement and the want of an adequate endowment fund were the pnn- 
dpal causes of its failure. From Moore’s Masonio Magazine, we learn 
that the Grand Lodge 4 with commendable liberality, purchased a 
large property, with suitable buildings and fumishings for a Masomo 
College. The prospeots at the beginning were encouragmg, but the 
final result was a failure;* but why, we are still umnformed.

North Carolina—This Grand Lodge formerly appropnated »2,000 
each year for the support of two Orphan Asylums, one at Oxford and 
the other at Ashevifle. At its last Commumcation the latter was 
united with the former and the annual appropriation oontanued. 
From Bro. J. H. Mills, the Superintendent, we learn that the two in­
stitutions have fed, clothed and instructed 145 orphans, ttUten 
from the most needy in the State. A monthly paper is pnnted at 
the Institution at Oxford, called The Orphan•’ Frimd, from a oopy of

Grand Lodge, never was a Mason exoept in name, and he 
rehue or begrudge the pittanoe for whioh we plead, is too 
selfish at heart to be affeoted by any argument we are oapable of 
offering; having failed to leam the alphabet of oharity as tsaght in 
the sublime instruotion of St. Paul, repeated in the seoond degres, we 
despair of instilling into him a single sentiment of genuine Masonry.
To suoh we say, with the poet—

“ Down to the dust, and as thou rottest away,
Even worms shall perish on thy poisonous olay.”

If Masonry sought initiates it would probably be bad polioy to lay 
a tax upon applioants for initiation. It would be better to wait until 
we bad them fairly in the meshes of our net and then bleed them to 
the required extent. But as no man was ever rightfolly made a 
Mason who was solioited, ana as notbing is more repugnant to the 
genius of the Order than to oanvaes for members, we neea not display 
any Bolidtude least a few dollars, more or less, imposed as an imtfa-1 
tion tee, should have the effeot to drive, away a soore or two of appli- 
oante. What we want is quality, and not quäntity. The quafities 
requisite for a Mason, who woula be suoh iu, the true meaning and 
full significance of the term, are npt found in any man who Would 
hesitate to lay down a contribution of five dollars to so noble a pur- 
pose as the making of a provision for his own and his fellows* children 
and widows in the day of advereity. We not Only do not want initiates 
who areanot charitably disposed, but all suoh men who have found 
their way into the Order are a positive detriment to it, and no happier 
riddanoe oould be imagined than their departure from our tabemaole.

We preeunm that no one wfll doubt the propriety of devoting the 
surplus fonds öf.the Grand Lodge to this object, and need not advanoe 
any argument in support of this proposition.

After a suffioient endowment fund has béen aooumulated, we oan 
safehr prooeed with the Work of seouring a site and the erection' of 
buildings, but until the endowment has been seoured beyond perad- 
venture, it seems to us, in view of the faot that the tattare of many ; 
enterprises of this öharaoter ia attributable tb undue haste in ‘ éettimf1;:. 
them going ’ without firat taking steps to provide the meians of keéb- 
ing( them m motion, that it would be a blmd refufial to ptofit by the 
expenenoe of others, if we were to negleot to take this preoaution. 
The amount of inoome from the endowment fund should be suffioient 
to pay ourrent expenses.

We cannot conceal from ourselves, or from you, brethren, the mag- 
nitude of this undertaking. Before the endowment fund is fully 
raised, many of us will have taken the last sublime degree and solved. 
the great mystery of death; but the legacy will remain for those who 
shallcome after us, and, may-hap, our children will flnd shelter be- 
neath the roof of the house whose foundations we are now laying. It 
is seldom that we reap the fruit of otir labors in this world, but there , 
are things which oan survive our funerals. Our works, our influenoee, 
and the effeots of our good deeds, whioh are more to the World to** 
survives t han we ourselves are, do not pass away; these continne and 
live. Even the Temple of Solomon, the great type and symbol of 
Masonry, would not have existed at all bult for the provision made bv 
David, who was not destined to even behold the foundations thereof,. 
much less see the glpry of the Lord flll the house. It was left tor hia 
son, Solomon, to oarry forward to completion the great oonoeption of 
his father; but is not Davids name as inseparably oonneoted with 
the first temple as that of our Ancient Grand Master?

The Grand Master opene his address by a recital of their 
very serious losses by nre, and the oonsequent postponement 
of their annnal meeting. He eays:—

“On the 19th May, 1875, the bnilding ocoupied by all the 
Bodiea of Virginia City was bnmed, and the library of the Grand 
Lodge nearly deatroyed. The different Lodges thereafter obtained per- 
mission and held their meetings at the Odd Fellows’ Hall.

On September 8rd, 1875, the latter bnilding was nearly déstroyed 
by fl re, and the lodges left destitute of their books, papers, reoords, 
and paraphemalia.

But that widespread and fearfnl destruotion whieh bore away almost 
the entire City of Virginia in an appaUing volume of flame and oloud 
of smoke, was visitant here Ootober 26th, 1875. All the books, papers, 
reoords, and property belonging to the Grand Lodgé, except its fonds 
in bank and its jewels, were bnt ineigniflcant contributions to the 
oonflagration. The same was tme of all the Masonio Bodies, and in- 
deed of the entire family of seoret orders in this city. Not a room in 
the remaining portion of the city was available for the safe and proper 
oonyening of any seoret bpdy.

postponement of the regnlar Annpal Communioation of the 
Grand Lodge was imperative. With the oononrrenoe of a majority of 
the Grand Officers, Past Grand Officers, and upon petition of some of 
the oonstituent Lodges, I ordered the postponement nntil the flrst 
Tnesday in June, A. L. 6876, and made oarafol effort to oaua^ distant 
Lodges and members of the Grand Lodge to reoeive notifidatiop of that 
fact. The month of June last brought with it but small induaeniignt 
for the oonvening of the Grand Lodge. It is true that our målens 
brethren of Virginia City, through their untiring energy, had oompleted 
-their elegantiy finished Hall whioh was ready for our ase; but we 
were without retums from the oonstituent Lodges, and 'destitute of 
reports from our sister Grand Lodges. The Chairman df the Com- 
mittee on Foreign Correspondenee oould prepare no rroort, and my 
reluctanoe in the effort to satisfy rnyself over the probable publioation 
of our Grand Lodge prooeedings without the embellishm«it of one of 
Bro. Tayknta inimitable reports was well nigh insurmountable.

Beoeiving the petition of twehre oonstitoted Lodges, and the oonour- 
renoe of a large majority of the Grand and Past Grand Offloees-of lhe 
Grand Lodge, I again postponed its Annual Communioation for A. L. 
6875 to the third Tnesday of November, A. L. 5876, whioh is the time 
tor the regular Annual Communioation, obeerving the same preoatttions

tion b, with regard to the United States doctrine of exohuhre 
juriadiotion:—

. “ Thia olaim of juriadiotion by the Grand Lodge of Missouri, toge- 
ther with the utter indifference with whioh it was treated by. that of 
Scotland, appeara thus to have afforded our American brethren of 
the former juriadiotion, and not improbably elaewhere upon thia oon- 
tinent, an oooaaion for more fully informing themaelves upon thia 
subjeet of Grand Lodge juriadiotion which we truly hope 'mil prove 
of service to the fratemity at large in thia oountry. We do not doubt 
the wiedom and indeed the neceaaity among the American States 
of the doctrine of juriadiction, whioh our brethren aought to have 
reoognized by the Grand Lodge of Scotland. It ia, however, aa 
they finally admit, a prinoiple whioh has no exietenoe in the anoient 
lawa or ueagea of the order, and ia wholly unknown except to Ameri­
can Grand Lodges. The olaim aet up by the Grand Lodge of Missouri, 
announoed with the aame aasurance with whioh they would have 
oommunioated a similar one to a aiater American juriadiotion, must 
have aounded stränge indeed to our brethren of Scotland, to whom it 
waa a new and until then unheard-of aaaumption; and it does not 
seem to us aurpriaing that they did not deign to enterinto a diacuaaion 
of ita merita. • •• • •1 • -v: !-

But although we approve of the doctrine aa between Grand Lodges 
in America, and would go aa far as any of our brethren in diaoounten- 
ancing a departure from it, We think thia a proper oooaaion to aay 
that we do not aympathize at all with the method in which many, 
and perhapa moat, American Grand Lodgea aeem diaposed to enforoe 
it; namely, the treating aa atim memies all Maaona owing allegiance to 
Chrsnd Lodges who have diaregarded it. As we understand the report 
of the . Missouri committee, had they determined to adopt the nrat 
altemative named, to wit,4 break up our fdlowshiv with the Grand 
Lodge of Scotland,' thia would involve the locking of the 4 doors a 
Sootoh Maaona,’ and 4 in oonaiatency and effeot 
themaelves ‘from visiting any Lodge 
agjnitted.’ And thia is what we oonatantiy hear as the 
oonaequenoe of withdrawing intercourae between two Grand Lodges.

Wé oan aee very well that it ia poaaible (for Maaona are human) ror 
one Grand Lodge to sd Ur forget the amenitiee whioh ought to mstfc 
Maeonio intercourae, that interoommunioation with it ougnt iuatly to 
be auapended. But doea thia involve a neoeaaary corruptum qf the Jfa* 
sonic mod of every individual member of the fratemity belonging to 
ita juriadiction? and tittet the doore of every Lodge be doaed agamet 
them, and muat they henoe beoome atrangera to every Maednio heart 
and outcaate from all Maeonio oharity? No true Maaonto heart tindbe 
in aympathy with any auch doctrine, and rather than admit ■ it we 
would aee thia whole “American ayatem ” of Grand Lodge juriadiction 
blown to the winda. When a Grand Lodge peraiste in a disregard of 
» riile df oonduot regarded aa eaeential to the general well-being of the 
order, but merely conventional in ite origin, not affeoting the land­
märke or anoient Conatitutiona, it may doubtieaa be right to withdraw 
intercourae from that Grand Lodge mb an organized Doäy, but that the 
whole memberahip of th# Order in ite juriadiction are to be visited with 
the oonsequenoee of expidikm, or that reoognition from them äs Maaotie 
ia to be withdrawn, neither fpUowa aa a neceefcary oonaequenoe, nor js 
wammted, aa we féel oonfldent in beUeving, by any kraUd Maeonio
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principle. Indeed, we think thia whole dootriue of exctusive Grand#

He reviews our Prooeedings for 1876. On the "Ontario” 
movement, he aays:—

r , “,The principal matter, however, is the erection of a spurions Grand 
Lodge within the temtory of the Grand Lodge of Canada. In order 
to a olear understanding of the matter, it may be weil to explain that 
originaUy, ta» Grand Lodge of Canada had jurisdiotion over all that 
part of Bntish North America, known as Canada. By Aot of Parlia- 
ment, the Dominion of Canada wae snbsequehtiy erected and divided 
into Provinoes, similar in many reepeete, to onr States, eaoh having a . 
separate Legislature and diatinct political exiatenoe. Out of thie it 
dame that tiaoh Province eatabliahed ita.own Grand Lodge, until at 
last the juriadiotion of the Mother Grand Lodge waa reduoedto the 
Province of Ontario, and ite title ie, therefore, a mimnatflii einoe in 
effect it ia no longer the Grand Lodge of Canada, but really the Grand 
Lodge of Ontario. That the brethren did not see fit to ohange their 
title is a matter that oonoertis themeelvea, but it certainly oannot be 
offered to reaaonable men aa an excuae for violating their juriadiotion 
and setting up a ao-oalled Grand Lodge m the very domain they have 
oocupied for the paet twenty yeara. Hbwever. the Gratid Lodge hav- 
ing refuaed a warrant to a oertain numberof persons who had been 
working under a diapenaation aaEden Lodge, they not bnlyrefueed 
to returo the diapenaation, but set themeelvee upaa a Grand Lodge;of 
Ontario, flled a oertifloate of ihcorpöration under the öl til law, and 
then had the aeraranoe to aak the regolar Grand Lodgea of the world 
to reoognise them.

Weflo not deem it worth while to take up time and epace in diacua- 
aing thie matter. The whole proceeding ia an outrage on If aeonio 
law and propriéty, and the Grand Lodge of Canada waseätirelyiuÄti- 
fled in expelMng ifca promotera from the righte and privilegee of 
Maeonry.

The brethren ehonld,however, be on their guard leet they be im-

Then again there is the history of the old lodge at York to be con» 

sidered, with records of MS. oonstitutions from the sixteenth and 
aeventeenth oenturies, and whioh constituted itself a Grand Lodge in 
1726, but died out aboot 1790, not before, however, forming othe r lodges 
in England (but nowhere elte), whioh children, however, also expired 
during the laet oentury,'no representative now being alive.

All theae instanoea prove that Freemaeonry wae worked in lodges 
before the period of Grand Lodges; that they were mainly for operativa 
purposes, though not always, for the Aberdeen Lodge in 1670 had more 
speculative or non-operative members than operatives, and an old lodge 
at Haughfoot, Scotland (extinct), wae, so far as we know, not operative 
at all when there were no Grand Lodges and also afterward.

The following extracts also serve to show the spread of Freemasonry 
throngh the medium of the Grand Lodge of England, whioh really 
gave the impetus to the progress of the Craft throughout the world, 
and the towns and oities mentioned generally saw the light of Modem 
Masonry for the first time as narrated: J - -

St. James Evening Post, September 7,1734- ‘ We hear from Pem» 
that a lodge of Free and Accepted Masons was lately held there at Her 
Grace the Duohess of Portsmouth’s house, where His Grace the Duke 
of Richmond, aeeisted by another EngUsh nobleman of distinotion 
there, President Montesquieu, Brigadier Churchill, Ed. Yonge, Esq., 
Hegistrar of the Most Honorable Order of the Bath, and Walter Btnok- 
land, Esq., admitted several persons of distinotion into that most An- 
olent and Honorable Booiety.’ , , _. _

In the ao-oalled ‘ Becrets of Masonry, by 8. PLondon, 1787, isprmt- 
ed the-Paria letter of January 18, 1787,’ whioh purports to be the 
aecret of the Order of Freemaaona and the ceremomea obaerved at the 
reception of membera,’ and which ia reprinted in the 67. /ciws Evming 
Post, with the date from Paria of January 2, 1738, O. B. Itfany of the 
particulara afforded are moat ludicroua, and doubtleaa mtended to 
amuae the brethren aa well aa the public. There ia an evident inten­
tion on the part of the author to do juatice to the Fratemity; for he 
makea the orator aay to the candidatea: ‘ You are going to embrace a 
reapectable Order, which ia more serious than you ima^ne. -Ihere 
is nothing in it againat the law, againat religion, agamat the State, against 
the king, nor againat mannera. The Venerable Grand Master will let 
you know the rest." The editor States that the foregomg and othar 
particulara are taken from the Utrecht Oaaette, and lf the expose be oon- 
tinued hia correapondent promiaea not to fail in communicatmg all to 
the pubhc. It is substantiaUy the same as the Paris letter, and reads 
like a oopy, which it doubtleaa ia. .

There are other referencea to Continental Freemaaonry m these
PHoliand, November i, 11 St,. ‘ Besides the lodge of English Freema- 

sona at Rotterdam, another ia erected at The Hague, depending on 
the Grand Lodge here (London), where eix membera were admittea 
on the 19th inat., N. 8.’ • . .. , r ow.

November 6,1735. They writefrom The Haque ‘that on Monday, 24th 
Ootober, N. B., there waa opened a Dutch lodge, at the new Doole, of 
the Noble and Ancient Order of Freemaaona, with all the order, regn- 
larity, and magnificence due to that Uluatrioua Society.

.nity waa honored by the preaenoe of their Grand Master, William

This extraot will donbtless prove interestmg to my fnends m Mas­
sachusetts, as I believe the Minutes of thé old Lodge at Boston, start­
ed A. D. 1733, say but little of this period.

The report states that the procession mentioned was the fibst ol lts 
kind in America; so that if suoh a statement be correct the city of 
Boston will have started the first American Masonio procession, 
though it did not contain the first regiilar American Lodge.

1738), After surviving the effeets of many changes in that ancient 
city, tlie lodge finfllly collapsed in 1801, at No. 84, having been erased 
for “not conforming to the laws of the soeiety.” A stränge fatality 
appears to have affeeted the lodges warranted in 1732, for the one at 
Balisbury was the last of that year. To this day there are several on 
the roll of the preceding and suooeeding years.

“In regard to the physioial qualifioations of a candidate, I know 
of but one safe rule to follow. The candidate must be without 
maim or blémieh. In other worda, he mnst be eound in mind and 
member.

In the anoient charges, it is aaid that no master ehould take an ap- 
prentice unleaa he has auffioient employment for him, and nnleéa he 
be a perfect youth, having no maim or defeot in hia body. To adopt 
any other nue than thia would be to leave the queation of physical 
qualification to the diaoretion of the Masters of Lodgea. Eaoh would 

‘ judge för himaelf to what extent the candidate waa qualifled, and per* 
hapa no two would determine the queation exactly alike. U the rule 
ia to be relaxed, and the general idea promulgateq. that the candidate 
must be poaaeaaed of only auch phyaio*l quahfioationa aa will enable 
him to make himaelf knöwn, no one but the Master under whoee oon- 
trol the work is performed, oan determine the queation. Ife might 
aeem to one that a one-eyed man ia oapable, to another that a man 
with a oork leg is eligible, and so On, almost through the entire oate- 
gory of physical defeote. I am aware that for soxne years after the 
war a strong effort wae made to relax the anoient rule, and in sotné 
instanoes the effort w#s suooesaful. It had its origin in the getierous 
sentiment whioh prompted brethren to besfeow upon the disaWed 
soldier, who bore the scars of honorable battle, the benefits of the

Our owu impression is, that the dufionlty lays solely in the dispo­
sition of Lodges, borrowed from another sooiety of modem origin, to 
encourage the ambition of their members by making rotation in offloe 
the rule in their elections. A Master, after a year’s service, has 
fotmd out Bomething of the rules and principles of Lodge jurispru- 
dence, and can rule and govem his Lodge without referring trivial 
matters to the Grand Master. He is then passed, and a new Master 
takes his place, to leara over again the same routine. So also of 
Grand Masters. The annual ohange of 'Gränd Masters tends some- 
times to oonfusion in rttling. The remedy is, when a good Master is 
found, to keep him. The offlce of Worshipful Master is fdr the bené- 
flt of thé Lodge, and not for thé individual; and the brother should fil} it 
whb can flll it best for the Lodge.

For the fourth of aoentury the members of this body have 
been gladdened at their annual re-unions by hie genial and hearty 
salntations, and they have recognized, t>y his suooessive re-eleotions 
for so long a period, their high estimation of his exemplary life, and 
of his high oharaoter aa a faithful officer.
