United States Defloit in Thr:e Toears
$136,861.112!

A Washington despatch of 26ch inat.
says:—*'The treasury deficit for the f c.1
year ending June 30, 1896, will be ap-
proximately $25 000,000. This is the
opinion of officials and others best quali-
fied to make an intelligent estimate of
the result of the financ'al op-rations of
the year. In his annual estinate sent to
congrean at the beginning of the present
session, the secretary of the t-easury
estimated the receipts from customs dur-
ing the fiscal year at $172,000,000. 8o
far with nearly ten months of the year
gone, the receipts have reached $137,000,-
000, with a fair prospect of increare to
$165,000,000 by the cluse ot the year.
The estimate of the receipts from iuter-
nal gources was $1568 000,000,

Up to this time they have reecived
$120,000,000, and it is expected the
figures for the completed year will be
about $164,000,000. The receipts from
miscellaneous sources are expected to
slightly exceed the eatimates of $15,000,-
000, making the t)tal receipts for presint
year about $327,000,000. The secretary’s
estimates for the year's expenditures was
$362,000,000, which, according to his
figures, wonld leave s deficiency of $17.-
000,000. The actual- expenditure, it is
now thought, will aggregate about $352 -
000,000, or $10,000,000 less than Mr.
Carlisle’s estimate in December last, so
that the deticit at the cluse of the yesr,
it is believed, will not show any very
material change from Saturday’s figures,
$25,162,423. This makes the total de-
fic't f r the three ftiscsl years ending
June 30, 1896, $136,861,112,

in long exporience in the departnrent to
be conservative. The recsipts from buth
customs and internal revenue sources,
however, have been surprisingly low,
and there does not seem to be any im-
mediate prospect of material improve-
ments.”

A decided change has come over the
hemlock bark business in New Brunswick,
and there is every reason to believe that
it will be pgrmanent. Those engaged _in

the industyy of peeling bark have had to |

accept graddually reduced returns for their
labor fof & yearor two, and they are now
face to'face with the fact that there is no
prospect of an improvement. The reison
ia because of a changs having taken plice
in the tanning industry in the United
Statee, to which the bulk of New Biuns-
wick bark has gone for many years. The
tanning business has practically migrated
from the Eastern States to Ohio, lLllinois
and Pensylvania, where both hides and
hemlock are abundant, so that the re.
quirements of the New England tanneries
are hardly one half of what they were four
ot five years ago. Thais is quite a sertous
matter for many of our people and it
affects Nurthumberlund, perhaps as large-
ly as any county in the Province. It
cannot, of course, be said that the bark
industry is extinct, but the conditions we
have stated render it probable thit the
quantities required will always be less
than haretofore, while the prices realized
wil! fail to reach former figures.

The Origin of Bark Extract.

" Hemlock bark extract has been in use
now for over thirty years, and, for a
business of its importance, it veems strange
that so littla has been said of its early
history. Asalad, I was employed in the
first extract works that proved a sunccessful
undertaking, and I think some of my re-
ocollections may be of interest. :

About 1860 Steers patented a process for
makiog tan bark extract, and offered some
for sale a year or two later. He used a
leach with a copper bottom and top. Under
the bottom was a fire to heat the water or
liquor, the steam from which passed up
throngh the bark, coming in contsct with
the copper top, which was immersgd in ;cold
water : the condensed steam, turned to hot
water, was returned through the bark to the

A New Ides for Speed.

Two ministure facsimiles of the steam-
ships ““Paris” and “New York,” propelled
by electricity, raced against each other in
the big swimming tink at the New Man-
hattan Athletic Clab, New York.

weak to keep for any length of time with-
out termenting, and also was more or less
burned, and much of the tannin in the
bark went to waste.

In 1863, John and James Miller who were
operating a large tannery near Montreal,
Canada, took liquor from their leach house
and evaporated it in open vats, with copper
steam pipee, making a solid extract which
was put up in boxes. This was an im-
provement, as the extract could be kept
for an indefinite period, and the bark was
properly leached.

A year later a factory was built at
Upton by the Millers, and the solid extract
was shipped to the United States and
England. This extract tarned the leather
very dark, and, being also injured by heat
it likewise proved a failare. The Millers
then tried s smail vacuam pan, of the old
style used for sugar, but the first attempts
to boil liquor in this were extremely waste-
ful, as a great deal boiled over into the con-
denser and was lost. Then a middle section
was added to the pan, giving greater height,
aad, at length, extract as it is known to-day
was made at reasonable cost. The Miller
brothers secured a patent on this improved

prominent tanvers in Boston formed a com-
pany, secured the Miller patents, and built
large works at Upton, capable of putting
out forty barrels a day. The business in-
creased 80 rapidly that they put up two
additional similar plants iuside the next
year in other locations, and all this extract
was readily disposed of in and around
Boston, After some years of prosperity,
the depression following the war reduced the
demand for extracts, and Joho Miller went
to Eogland to introduce it there. This was
s difficalt matter, as red leather was un-
popular, and, though the mixtare of the
hewlock extract in the oak liquors greatly
lessened the cost without much affecting
the color or quality of their leather, it took
more than ordinary energy and persuasive-
ness to get even a trial from the forsign
tanoers. Among other difficulties encoun-
tered should be mentioned tbat the British
Government forbade the use of extracts in
making leather for the army uatil Mr.
Miller obtained the privilege of furnishing &
body of soldiers with shoes at his own ex-
pense. These shoes had oak-tanned uppers
but one of each pair had a hemlock sole and
the other an osk sole. Kxperience proved
that the hemlock sole in every instanceout

wore its mate tanned with oak, and this
tarned the tide. Large lots of extract were
sold at high prices and a permanent business
established,

Some years later Miller Brothers bought
out their former partners, and ereoted new
works ia New Brunswick, which have been
in operation for twenty-eight years. The
original plant at Upton was carried on for
twenty years. The business to-day is man-
aged by the sons of, the founders.

. Great improvements have been made in
811 other branches of the business, but the

Guarding Agalast Moths.

Moths deposit their eggs in the spring,
and this, therefore, is the proper time to
take precautions againet their ravages among
goods which contain woo'. It is not the
moth, but the moth maggot, that does the
mischief. The moths fly through the house
in May and cortinue sometimes as late as
August, seeking places in which to 11y eggs.
There are from a dozen to about seventy-
five of these eggs in each nest, which hatch
after a little while into small white worms.
These worms devote their lives to eating the
material in which they find themselves. As
to remedies, almost every ome has some.
thing to recommend, but sll of the remedies
are of but little account after the moth egg
has been laid. There are things like cedar,
camphor, and tobacco,” the odor of which is
disagreeable to the moth, and when the
femalé is looking for a place to deposit her
egge, she may be deterred from laying them
near these substances, but if the eggs are
 renlly laid, the grub will parsae its destruc-
.tive work without ' paying any stteation to

attention should therefore be given to keep-
ing the moths out. :

If goods are in stock and likely to remain,
some of them, at least, through the summet,
better thoroughly beat them with a thin
rattan and sir them for several days in the
san. Nothing displeases moths so much as
suulight, direct or even indirect. Then
wrap them up in newspaper ; wrap perfectly
tight and paste the ends so that no openings
remain for the insects to get throngb. They
cannot eat through paper. Examine at
least once a month, to make sure of it, and
beat and air. Furriers have no other secret
than this for keeping furs. For clothing
the garments should be thoroughly beaten
in order to be certain that no eggs are iu
them, and then they should be sealed up in
paper boxes or bags. Such boxes may easily
be procured in any large fown or city, an
‘excellunt pattern being the hoxes used by
tailors for delivering garments. The crevices
where the cover fits on should be mads
tight by the use of strips of gummed paper,
also a commercial artiole, an1 one may fecl
assured that po damage will be possibl:
Paper bags are alio sure, but they should
be sealed at the top.—[Scientitic American.

I never do know
what to say till I've got the pen in. my
hand. But you’ll commission me to
write as I may think best?"’

*‘Oh, yes, papa.’’

‘‘And I may presume that I know your
mind.”’ :
