TROUBLE IN CHINA.

PEKIN, July 20.—The Chinese who
are advocating government reform
have been terrorized by the re-adoption
of the old policy of repression as in-
stanced by the recent arrest at Shang-
hal of Chinese editors on charges of
sedition. The names of forty residents
of Pekin, who are accused ‘of ‘liberal
tendencles, were presented to the
Dowager Empress today by the re-ac-
tionary officials who recommend that
they be severely punished. Those ac-
cused are considered guiity of only
what in enlightened countries would be
termed legitimate criticlsm of the gov-
ernment. All foreigners and progres-
sive Chinese are deeply interested in
the decision which the ministers will
make on the question of turning over
the native editors arrested at Shanghai
to Chinese jurisdiction and they hope
that the ministers will refuse, on the
ground of humanity, to deliver prison-
ers to the Chinese for probable torture
and execution, gs happened in the case
of the Chinese spies who were turned
over tp the Chinese officlals at Shang-
hai during the Japanese war,

Chang Chl Tung, viceroy of Nankin,
is credited with the leadershlp of the
re-actionary policy, advising such a
course to the Empress Dowager who
willingly acquiesced. Prince Ching is
reported to favor leniency.

RELIGIOUS MASSACRES,

LONDON, July 30.—The Times this
morning describes a serlous religious
riot in the city and province of Yezd,
in Central Persia, which lasted more
than a fortnight and culminated at the
end of June. The outbreak was direct-
ed agalnst religious reformers called
Babls. In the city for two days every
Babl found was butchered by a rahble
and the mutilated bodies were drag-
ged: through the streets followed by
exultant orowds. Houses were looted,
women beaten and killed and finally
the priestly leaders of the riot enjoin-
ed the populace to bring all the re-
maining Babis before them or the go-
vernor for judgment. The governor
refused at firet to yield to the threats
of the mob, but his palace was sur-
rounded by menacing men and the fol-
lowing day he consented. One Babi
taken before him was blown from the
mouth of a cannon and amother was
killed and dragged through the town.
Order, it is reported, has been restored,
but the Babis who escaped are in hid-
ing.

Yezd has a population of forty thou-
sand, It is a walled city surrounded
by a deep trench and is famous for its
bazaars. Among the population are
many parsees (fire worshippers) this
being nearly the only place in Persia
which they inhabit.

THE MANN INQUEST.

CAMPBELLTON, July 29. — Many
witnesses were heard today in the
Mann inquesi, and the court house at
Cross Point was surrounded by an
anxious crowd awaiting the result of
the investigation. The proceedings
were about similar to yesterday with
the exception that J. A. Lane, advo-
cate of Quebec, appeared in behalf of
the deceased's family. During the af-
ternoon W. A. Mott, barrister, of
Campbellton, who had been retained
in behalf of one of the accused, Arch
Gerrard, in a brief speech addressed
the coroner, in which he stated that
he was informed by his client that
Gerrard was under arrest. He pro-
tested against the jllegal course of
sald warrant and the illegal arrest of
Gerrard. He also agaln protested
against the exclusion of counsel from
the proceedings. At this stage being
told he was misinformed and that
Gerrard was omnly detained, he order-
ed Gerrard to leave the court house,
and chailenged any who dare to stop
him.

Arch Gerrard left the court house,
although he was previously in the
custody of the constable. At this
stage J. H. Kelly in behalf of his
client, Richard Murray, also filed a
like protest. He further requested
that a copy be taken of the warrant
for the arrest of R. Murray, which
he claimed was illegal. At this stage
it became a question as to the legality
of the proceedings.

Undoubtedly some interesting legal
points will be raised at the prelimin-
ary Investigation. The evidence was
completed about 6 o'clock and the jury
retired. After being out about half
an hour they returned with the fol-
lowing verdict: ‘“That Richard Mann
came fo his death by violence and that
the violence consfsted, of blows and
kicks gl}'en to Richard Mann by Rich-
ard Murray, Archibald Gerrard and
Michael Murray on the 23rd day of
July, 1908, at Cross Point, in the town-
ship of Mann, county of Bonaventure.”

The two Murrays came into the court
house at the time, but Gerrard had
left the premises, going only as far as
Mission Point to his regular occupa-
tion. The coroner discharged the jury
and a warrant of apprehension was is-
sued for the three men named. A com-
mitment was also issued.

J. H. Kelly made application that
the Murrays be admitted to trial,
which gave rise to considerable dis-
cussion between himself and Mr. Lane
as to the legality of bail being grant-
ed. The coroner did not grant appli-
cation.

RUSSIA STOPS ALL
WHEAT FOR JAPAN.

pcslis iR
Enforces at Niu-Chwang Chinese Law
Forbidding Export From Chinese
Port.

e
PEKIN, July 27.—The Russian ad-
ministration of Niu-Chwang has stop-
Jed the exportation of wheat to Japan.
The export of grain from Chinese ports
is illegal, but the Russians heretofore
have ignorzd the law. During the last
week the Japanese obtained many ship-
loads from Niu-Chwang, apparently
yreparing for war contingencies. Sev-
eral ships were employed in bringing
wheat from Shanghal and southern
ports to Niu-Chwang, whers it was
transshipped as a direct export. The
prchibitory order was issued by the
Russian officials last Thursday.

General Kondradovitch has been pla-
ced in charge of six armored commer-
cial boats and the navigation of the
Liao River, which is construed here as
another sign of Russia’s intention to
retain Niu-Chwang and the command
of the river. Great numbers of Rus-
slan clvillans and soldiers’ familles, it
is reported, are being brought to Man-
churja—it is belleved in pursuance of
a comprehensive plan to rapidly colon-
ize the province.

At the present rate there will be al-
most one hundred thousand Russian
civilians in Manchuria, including Port
Arthur and Dalny, before the date
set for the final evacuation next fall,

THE POWDER EXPLOSION,

Pl oy

Further particulars of the explosion
of two gunpowder magazines at Lo-
well, Mass.,, announce the death of 16
adults and four boys and the total de-
struction of 70 trame houses. The
thunder of the explosion could be heard
for 50 miles and windows were wreck-
ed within a radius of six miles,

The magazines were 30 years old and
just before the explosion occurred men
were engaged in removing the kegs of
powder, so that a new flooring might
be put in. It is highly probable, judg-
ing from the five holes in the ground,
that there were five explosions.

The catastropbe occupied only five
seconds. For some time after there
was a general panic. The acting ma-
vyor of Lowell called out the militia,
and with this ald the firemen were gi-
ven a chance to do their work.

After the injured had been attended
to, search for the dead was begum. In
one place was found a boy's heart, and
in another the bodies of four little
boys, who were just about to have a
swim,

The explosion is supposed to have
been caused by the foreman, Mr. Good-
win, who poured nitric acid into nitro
glycerine, which was leaking, having
mistaken the nitric acld for water.

The property loss will not exceed
$75,000. Four persons are missing be-
sides those killed,

LONDON, July 29.—The house of
commons today passed the sugar con-
vention bill to its second reading by
a vote of 224 to 144,

LONDON, July 20.—In the course
of the debate upon the bill, Colonial
Secretary Chamberlain, in defending
it, said:

“For twenty years we have tried to
secure the voluntary abandonment of
bounties. It was only when we chang-
ed our policy and suggested retalia-
tion that we secured the object for
which we had struggled so long and
so escaped a condition of things un-
der which Germany and Austria
would be able to regulate the price of
sugar in Great Britain.” Referring to

| the possibility of losing the American

market, he said: “If we had only
treated the West Indies fairly there
{8 no reason why they should not now
be supplying us with the greater part
of our demand.. The government has
a choice between prohibition and
countervailing duties.”

He believed prohibition the simplest
rlan, but should it become necessary,
would take the opinion of parliament
countervaliling
duties. Mr. Chamberlain did not touch
directly the fiscal question, but inci-
dentally remarked: ““We are on the
eve of a great economic fight and it
behooves everybody to keep ¢ool as
long as possible and not turn an eco-
nomic into a personal fight.”

When the man
a third time was seen stealing toward
the child’'s room, as alleged, Miles at-
tacked him until Mr. Taylor and the
coachman interfered.

By this time the -house was in a
panic and Mr. Taylor is said to have
ordered Mr, Cameron from the house.
Mr. Cameron walked out of the house
and has not been seen since. Miles
later appeared before Magistrate Con-
norton and swore out a warrant for
Mr, Cameron’s arrest. Mr. Taylor de-
clares that his guest was perfectly
sober and the only thing he can think
is that Mr. Cameron is insane.

Mr. Cameron, whose piano factory is
in Long Island City, is about forty
years old, tall, athletic and good look-
ing.

HOME AGAIN.

Capt. Symonds and wife of London,
England, are in the city. They ar-
rived from Newfoundland yesterday.
Captain S8ymonds, formerly a resid-
ent of St. John, left here in 1862 to
join the navy and has since served on

the Galatea, Duncan, Royal Alfred,
Diamond Ruby, Arethusa, and Hi-
bernia. He was second. in command

of the Diamond Ruby and Arethusa,
and first in command of the Hibernia
in the Mediterranean. During his ser-
vice he sailed over about every sea
and has seen nearly every land. Aus-
tralia, Japan, Jast Africa and the
South Sea Islands were among the
places most frequently visited. The
captain had some thrilling experiences
among cannibals and in suppressing
the slave trade in the vicinity of the
South Sea Islands.

On July 1st, 1867, he sailed into
Halifax from England on board the
first ironclad that crossed the Atlantic
to this country. In 1887 he again came
to a Canadian port. This is his third
visit home since first leaving for Eng-
land. In 1896 he retired from the navy.

Capt. Symonds said to a Sun report-
er last evening that he had been out
from  England this time some two
months, a part of which he spent in
Ontario and Quebec. After visiting
geveral places in those provinces he
went to Newfoundland, where he had
good sport fishing. He thinks the op-
portunities for fishing there are better
than they are here, that is for people
from the old country. C. Duff Miller
and others, the captain sald, lecture in
London on  the great facilities New
Brunswick has for fishing. But they
take good care at the same time not
to tell the people that the best fishing
grounds are monopolized by American
tourists and local clubs, and that it is

ible for an ishman to get
an opportunity to fish unless he is in
with a club or the American owners.

Several Engl had ed
to him a tour to New Brunswick to
take advantage of the great fishing
grounds on the Restigouche, Miramichi
and the many' lakes; but he, knowing
that all the best rivers and lakes for
fish were monopolized, told his English
friends not to come, The cts had
not been properly represented“to them,
This the captain considered unfair He
also thought it a mistake*that tourists
from the United States and clubs had
"been allowed to get control of the best
fishing grounds in this province.

Englishmén were afforded better
fishing prifileges in Norwag and Scot-
land than they were in New Bruns-
wick. He himself did not know much
about the greater part of the province
of New Btrunswick.

On Saturday next he will leave for
England, but expects to return short-
ly to visit the principal points of in-
terest throughout the province. To-
day he will take a trip up river in com-

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Somebody has been telling the Char-
lottetown Patriot staries about the re-

t medical convention held 1n ‘this
city, The Patriot thus discourses:

There is evidently considerable dis-
satisfaction among the maritime medi-
cal men, regarding the proceedings of
the ;Maritime Medical Assoclation con-
vention recently held in St. John, New
Brunswick, The reasons given are,
namely:

(1) The reduction of the time limit
for reading papers from a quarter of
an hour to ten minutes.

(2) The existence of a ring or clique,
who manipulate and monopolize the
elections,

It is surprising to a layman hoWw the
medical profession can ask one of its
members to prepare a paper on any
important vital subject, and then ex-
pect it to be read in the limited time
announced at the convention. This,
too, when such paper had been written
upon the fifteen - minute basis, the
limit agreed upon at the previous meet-
ing of the association held in Charlotte-
town. There could be only one result.
The papers were hurried through and
in many Instances garbled while those
present who were anxious to listen and
learn were greatly disappointed. With
respect to rifigs--there is no more
effectual way of destroying the useful-
ness, indeed the very existence of the
Maritime Medical Association, than by
the introductidn of such questionable
methods. Where rings or cliques exist
wire pulling and other devices enter
and merit, reputaton or professional
standing are largely ignored and too
frequently altogether lost sight of. The
result is inevitable. The leading medi-
cal men, rather than submit to the
humiliating manipulations of the ring
cease to prepare papers, or tend the
conventions and become merely
nominal members of the assoclation.
To such an extent has workings of
this ring been carried that at this sea-
son's convention, during a heated dis-
cussion between two delegates from
Nova Scotia over the matter, one, in
order to concllitate the other, promised
to elect him to office at the next meet-
ing if the association. In this article
we are not attacking the medical pro-
fession, than which there is no more
noble calling, but if the real object of
the doctors meeting together is to be
realized then the flagrant abuses point-
ed out must be absolutely abolished.

Dr. G. A. B. Addy, speaking to the
Star today said that there could hard-
ly be any cause for discord among
members of the soclety. In all the me-
dical socleties of the United States,
and in the Canada Medical Society,
the members were reduced to some
special time allowancs for the reading
of their papers. 1t was, he thought,
a good imstitution, too, for if some of
the doctors were allowed all the time
that they would lika to have, they
would keep the chairman and other at-
tending members for a ridiculous time
{istening to all sorts of useless verbi-
age.

As to the existence of a clique, or
ring, which controlled the election of
officers, that was nonsensical. A com-
mittee is appointed to look after the
election and it is a matter of record
that the most deserving men, and the
men most interested in the proceed-
ings of the soclety, were elected to the
offices. For instance, Dr. G. M. Camp-
bell, of Halifax, who at the last meet-
ing was made prasident for the ensu-
ing term, is a man who was secretary
for a number of years, and who has
always been closely identified with all
the movements of the society. The
officers have ever proved that the ma-
jority was wise in its ssection.

Dr. W. F. Roberts believes that the
meeting was most successful and har-
monlious, and he had not heard a word
of any ill-feeling. Dr. Roberts said to-
day that he had only attended a few
of the sessions and had not noticed
signs of any trouble, which, however,
might possibly exist without his know-
ledge.

Another physician stated to the Star
that there undoubtedly was some ill-
feeling in regard e the manner of
conducting the elections, and in the
reading of papers.
