MOSCOW, July 25.—With the obser-
vance of the greatest privacy Madame
Fromkina, who in March last attempt-
ed to assassinate General Rheinbot, the
ex-Prefect of Police, and who in May
made an attempt to murder the inspec-
tor of the political prison here, wound-
ing him with a pistol which had been
mysteriously smuggled into her cell,
was hanged in this city at sunrise to-
day.

The authorities made every effort dur-

SUPPORTED DROWNING WOMAN.

GOT MONEY FROM A
WOMAN WHO ALREADY
HAS TROUBLE ENOUGH

Charles McDonald of Mencton Under
Arrest on the Charge of False
Pretences.

An important arrest was made at
noon today by Detective Killen, when
he placed behind the bars Charles
McDonald, of Moncton, on the charge
of obtaining a sum of money amount-’
ing to $30 from Mrs. Margaret Fer-
guson, of Springhill.

Detective Killen
found that Mrs. Ferguson was without
money and he interested himself in
her behalf. She had paid $20 to the im=-
migration authorities as the tax for
entering the United States and had
also purchased tickets on the C. P. R.
from here across the border, for which
she paid $13.

Detective Killen succeeded in getting
these amounts back and he gave her
the money. Mrs. Ferguson then went
to board-at No. 4 North street. Yester-
day moraing she received a visit from
a man who represented himself as a
detective, He informed her that he was
interested in her husband’s case.

While the stranger. was in the house
a telegram came for Mrs. Ferguson.
It was from her husband asking that
she send him thirty dollars at once.

‘THE SEARCH FOR THE

~ FRANKLIN EXPEDITION
BEGAN a0 YEARS AGO.

8o fast does the world mové in bur
days that in many minds the mere
words ‘“The Franklin Expedition,” can
now but evoke a faint and picturesque
memory of doomed gallantry amid
frozen seas. Yet it is.but fifty years
since the whole nation cheered ths
outfit and clearance of the last expe-
dition which, ‘it was agreed by all,
should ever be sent out in the almost
vain hope of recovering some trace of
that lost enterprise from which no soul
returned. - But the fact that the intre-
pid commander of that relief ship, now
Admiral Sir Leopold McClintock, is
still with us adds interest to the jubi-
lee, which the Royal Geographical So-
ciety has so happily celebrated. .And
it is, perhaps, worth while to remem-
ber for a moment the facts of what is,
for the members of a younger genera-
tion, rather a splendid tradition than
the bitter and sad memory it was to
their fathers. Nay, England assuredly
would be the poorer were Sir John
Franklin’s expedition and the series ‘of
vain but gallant atempts at his subse-'
quent relief forgotten in the strife and
bustles of these forgetful days.

Sir John Franklin—who had, in 1845,
been for many years Governor of Tas-
mania, but whose previous achieve-
menss in Arctic exploration were am-;
ply sufficient to justify his selection!
by the Admiralty, even at the age of
fifty-nine—Ileft these shores on May 19,!

1845, in command of the Erebus andj

the Terror, the two ships of the new of-
ficial Polar Expedition, both well-found |
vessels, and excellently fitted up for,
their special mission. Effective steam
power was used for the first time for,
Arctic work in the shape of most uni-!
versal applications from naval officers
clamouring for service upon this great,
quest enabled the Admiralty to choose,
for -their purposes as distinguished a,
set of officers and men as could be
wished. With the “God-speeds” of an
entire nation, the Franklin party sailed,
away from the Thames, and two,
months later, July 26, among icebergs,
outside Lancaster Sound, Captain Dan-
net, of the Prince of Wales whaler, was
the last white man who ever set eyes
upon this doomed company of bold Eng-
lishmen. ,

FII;ST RELIEF PARTY.

Two years later the government be-
came seriously disquieted by the ab-
sence of all news of any kind from Sir
John Franklin, and three relief parties
were despatched in the following
spring. Not one of them, however,
met with any success, while the at-
tempts of Sir Charles Ross and Cap-
tain Saunders in 1849 and 1850 were
equally fruitless. Again in 1851 the!
government bent itself to the task and;
this time certain small results were
achieved, for Captain Ommaney, of the.
Assistance, discovered on Beechey Is-
lands some undoubted elics of the lost
expedition. But nothing of importance
was found, and the chief advantage of |
this painful and prolonged search was,
the opportunity it afforded young Mc-{
Clintock of making himself a master of
the obscure and difficult craft of polar-
sledging. 'Another relief expedition,
under McClure, failed of its first object,
though, incidentally, it paved the way|
for the recent trans-navigation of the
famous North-West Passage by Cap-
tain Amundsen in 1906; the Rae relietI
party, sent out in 1851, heard many|
stories from the Eskimo, some of them
full of elaborate detail, but was un-
able to do more to verify them than'
buy a few spoons and other relics of
the dead; and that sent out under the
egregious Belcher in 1852 resulted
merely in the loss of four more valu-
able British ships, and the utter dis-
heartenment of the country. In 1856,
therefore, the government refused to
countenance or assist another search
for those who had already been ab-
sent from our shores for eleven years,
and of whose survival no one could
still retain the slightest hope. But
they <could not ° deter the staunch
Yoyalty of Lady Franklin. Unmoved by
the general despair, she collected funds
and equipped. the Fox, a small steam
yacht of 160 tons, which she provisioned
‘for a tw years'o absence, and on July 1,
1857, despatched it on its mournful er-
rand, under the trial and capable
charge of Captain McClintock. Second
in command was Lieutenant Hobson,
and Captain Young (now Sir Allen
Young, one of the three signatories of
the Royal Geographical Society’s let-
ter of congratulation on Saturday),
acted as navigating officer. It was a
gallant but apparently hopeless at-
tempt. Where a dozen other vessels
_fully found and manned with all the
talent that the Admiralty could com-
mand, had failed, was it likely that this
cock-boat would succeed? Yet McClin-
tock and Hobson set out on their peril-
ous passage with that calm and self-
Zreliant assurance which, times out of
‘number, has carried forlorn hopes
through to almost miraculous suc-
cess.

ATTENDED WITH SUCCES®Z.

For many months the Fox suffered
the rigors of an Arctic winter, and it

‘was not until August, 1858, that one y.re still struggling

of the minor duties of McClintock

‘could be carried out, by the erection on
Beechey Island of a memorial-stone to
Sir John and his lost companions. An-
other six months passed without re-
sult, and then, when all seemed hope-
less success dropped in the way of the
expedition. In February, just as Mc~
Clintock was about to abandon a sur-
vey of Booth peninsula, he found four
Eskimos, who admitted that their tribe
possessed a number of small articles
taken from a wreck abandoned by
some white men several years before,
and a number of spoons, forks and but-
tons clearly belonging to Franklin's
men were purchased from them. In
a moment hope sprang anew in the
explorers’ breasts, and, after despatch-
ing Young to draw upon a very large
cache of provisions, left by Parry on
Fury Beach, McClintock set prepara-
tions on foot for examining mile by
mile the unsurveyed land in front of
him. It is necessary for a reader to
consult the map here if the course of
the Franklin Expedition and its succes-
sor, under MecClintock, are to be under-
stood. These expeditions were sent
out on April 2, 1859, They parted at
Cape Adelaide, on Booth Peninsula, al-
most exaclly on the site of the magne-
tic pole. Younz went northwest to
Prince of Walcs’ Island, the shores of
which he surveyed for 380 miles, but
found no traces of the ‘lost expedi-
tion. Hobson was sent, with charac-
teristic generosity, by McClintock
down the west coast of King William
Land, where, if anywhere, relics of
Franklin might be found, while - the
captain himself moved due south, ex-
amining the eastern coast of the same
island, and the shore of the mainland
in the neighborhood of the Great
Fish River. He found nothing, how-
ever, and weturnzd to connect up his
searches with those of Hobson on the
western coast of King Willlam Land.
Here abundant proof had been dis-
covered of the substantial truth of the
narrative told to Rae in 1853. It is

(only too certain that the last hopeless

halt was made by the doomed party,
then reduced to forty, in the late spring
of 1849, about a dozen miles north-
west of Simpson Strait, and that the
horrible details added by the Eskimo
nomads as to their last despairing ef-
forts to preserve life, were only too
probably true.

FATE OF FRANKLIN.

Even after these many years it is a
dreary business to attempt to recall to
the memory the agony suffered by
these last survivors of that well-found
expedition of qualified Arctic explor-
ers which so cheerfully left the Nore,
in 1845, to the thunder of the farewell
guns of the fleet. It is, alas, only too
clear that a sadly large pyoportion of
the expedition lived to go through a
veritable tragedy. But at any rate, it
is now cerain that gallant old Sir John
was spared not only those last mo-
ments of supreme horror, but even
those awful months of waiting, dur-
ing which the slow and inevitable ap-
proach of death became more and more
certain to the ice-locked and helpless
expedition. For Hodson made
greatest discovery of all in a tin-box
beside a cairn—one poor torn sheet of
paper—the last record of the expedi-
tion, made after the Erebus and the
Terorr had been abandoned in the ice,
and long after the merciful death of
Franklin himself, which is here set
down as having happened on June 11,
1847. The l'ast expedition’s track was
now clearly proved. After threading
Lancaster Sound, Sir John turned
north up to Grinnell Land, and then
returred south in the autumn of 1845,
passing to the west of Cornwallis Is-
land. After wintering at Beechey Is-
land, Franklin tried to move south.
Through Peel Sound and Franklin
Strait the two ships struggled on
among the grinding icebergs, but were
soon again ice-bound some way to the
north of Cape Felix, the most norther-
ly point of King William Land, This
was the beginning of the end. Back-
wards and forwards in the equally un-
ending daylight and darkness of the
Arctic year they were bandied, help-
less in the grip of the ever-moving floe,
and, as the months passed, and an-
other summer and another winter were
thus miserably spent, Captain Crozier
—who, after Sir John's death, had
succeeded to the command of the party
—saw that their only scanty chance of
life lay in the long journey southward
to the mainland. So, on April 22,
1847, the Erebus and the Terror were
finally abandoned. The brief record,
found by Hobson, was compiled by
Crozier three days afterwards, and
a month later it was deposited by “the
late Commander’ Gore—what a story
of death these few bald words convey!
—under one of Ross’s cairns, on King
William Land. A curious, and never
wholly explained, commentary sur-
rounds the bald records of the paper;
but the truth was clear at last. One
hundred and five men took to the ice
in April, 1848, and a year later, if the
Fskimo account is to he trusted, a
scanty remnant of thirty-five or forty
desperately and

CRIME IN CANADA.

The appendix to the report of the

minister of agriculture, giving crim-
inal statistics for Canada, although
bringing the records only to September,
1905, contains much information of in-
terest, among which is the following:

During the year ending Sept. 30, 19805,
there were 10,951 charges for indictable
offences in the Dominion as against
9,901 in the previous year; out of these,
8,275 were acquitted in 1905- and 3,089
acquitted in 1904, There were 29 de-
tained for lunacy in 1905 and 10 in the
previous year; and 23 in 1905 and 48 in

causes. Thus the convictions totalled
7,624 in 1905 and 6,754 in the preceding
year, this representing an increase of
10.55 per cent. of charges and 12.88 of
convictions, In Manitoba the percentagé
of convictions to charges was highest,
being 81.86; in Néw Brunswick, fourth
on the list, it was 71.19, while the terri-
tories were lowest with a percentage
of 52.98. The convictions in 1905 in-
creased in all the provinces with the
exception of Nova Scotia. New Bruns-
wick jumped from seventh to fourth
place in the list of charges which be-
came convictions, indicating not that
crime in this province is on the in-
crease, but rather that efforts to en-
force the laws are better directed, and
that greater care is exercised in hand-
ling prosecutions. Indeed the nufber
of charges in this provinces for 1905
was only 177 as against 213 in 1904,
while the convictions were 126 to 122.
Taking the figures of the last census as
8 basis the ratio of cgnvictions to pop-
ulation is only 3.76 for each 10,000 in-
habitants in New Brunswick, a very
creditable record, which is beaten only
by P. E. Island where the ratio is 3.66.
The average for the whole Dominion is
13.18 and British Columbia heads the
list with a percentage of 23.98 per 10,000
of population. Generally speaking crime
increases the further west one travels.

Out of the total number of persons
convicted in 1905 of indictable offences,
414 or 5.43 per cent. were females as
compared with 377 or 5.58 per cent. the
year before. Of these, 5 were in New
Brunswick. There is a notable increase
in juvenile offenders, there being 800
convictions in 1905 as against 697 in
1904 of persons under 16 years of age.

More than four-fifths or 80.80 per
cent. of the offenders were convicted
for the first time; 11.32 per cent. for the
second time and 9 per cent. were habit-
ual criminals. Imprisonment and fines
were optional with 23.56 per cent. of the
prisoners; 86.37 per cent. went to jail
for less than a year; 4.87 for more than
one year and less than two years; 6.81
per cent. for from two to five years;
2.01 per cent. for more than five years,
and two persons for life. There were
12 death sentences in 1905 and 14 in
1904. Laborers provided the larger
number of convicts, with 39.43 per cent.;
commercial pursuits gave 13.92 per
cent.; industrial 13.21; agricultural 8.69;
domestic 2.83 and professional 0.63. The
remainder were not classified. Of the
total number convicted 23.69 per cent.
were married, 2 per cent. widowed, 62.63
per cent. unmarried. Illiterate persons
represented 9.3¢ per cent. of the total,
those having an elementary education
75.01 per cent., and those highly educat-
ed 2.14 per cent. In respect to age, per-
sons under 16 years represented 10.49
per cent. of the convictions; 17.52 per
cent, were from 16 to 21 years; 47.03
per cent. from 21 to 40 years; 12.26 per
cent. from 40 years upward, There were
§6.41 per cent. of the offenders who ad-
mitted a moderate use of liquor, and
27.49 who indulged to excess, leaving
only 16.10 per cent. to be classified as
teetotalers or not given.

In religion Roman Catholics have
predominated among the convicted per-

sons during the past ten years, there
being 40 per cent. belonging to this
denomination, 16.4 of the Anglican
persuasion, 9.7 Methodists, 7.4 Presby-
terians and 2.8 Baptists. The last
census gave the positions held in Can-
ada by these denominations in popula-
tion as follows. Anglicans, 12.50 per
Methodists, 17.07 per cent.;
Preshyterians, 15.68 per cent.; Bap-
tists, 5.90 per cent; Roman Catholics,
41.50 per cent. The Anglican denomina-
tion thus furnishes the largest pro-
portionate ot
the convictions in 1905, 76.88 per .cent.
were urban and 14.22 rural offenders.

The summary convictions in 1905
numbered 54,935, as against 48,192 in
the previous year, an increase of 13.99
per cent. New Brunswick and P. E.
Island showed decreases in this class.

wick, 7.5; British Columbia, 6.5, and
P. BE. Island, 1.4. The average fine
imposed in each province was as fol-
lows: P. E. Island, $25.93; the terri-
tories, $12.85; New Brunswick, $12.43;
British Columbia, $11.50; Quebec,
810.33: Nova Scotia, $9.57; Manitoba,
$6.50, and Onftarlo, $5.15; making a gen-
eral average of $8.36 for Canada. Of
the total amount paid in fines, 33.37
per ceunt. was contributed by offenders
against the liquor laws, 21.81 per cent.
by persons fined for drunkenness, and
9.24 per cent. by persons keeping or
frequenting bawdy houses, the three
making 6442 per cent. of the total
amount of fines paid.

Summing up the indictable and sum-
mary convictions there was a total of
62,569 in Canada for 1905, as compared
with 54,946 in 1904, an increase of 13.85
per cent. which reduces the population
for each offender from 102 in 1904 to 92
in 1905. New Brunswick shows a de-
crease in the number of convictions of
all kinds, of 5.1 per cent. and a corres-

'pondlng increase of 6 in the number

of inhabitants per offcnder from 122 to
128, The prerogative of mercy was
exercised in 1905 in 411 cases, of which
387 were males and 24 females, as
compared with 332 males and 20
females in 1904, In these instances
218 were liberated under ticket-of-
leave in 1905, as against 195 in the year
before. Six of the twelve death sen-
tences pronounced in 1905 were com-
muted to life imprisonment.

It would seem that the surest way to
find a gold mine is to lose a burro. '

Something over 20 years ago a dimin-
utive “mountain canary’” demonstrated
the possibilities of this method of
mineral exploration when it led the
way to the discovery of the Bunker
Hill and Sullivan mines at Wardner,
Idaho, and made its lucky owners
richer by somz $4,000,000. Nobody can
be quite certain that Jim Butler's
burro had never heard of the Wardner
episode. But whether its genius was
imitative or original, the fact remains
that 1f Butler's faithful four-footed
companion had not strayed in search
of pastures new the opening of the
wonderful gold fields of Nevada might
have been deferred for another gener-
ation, writes Casper S. Yost, in the De-
troit News-Tribune,

James L. Butler is the man who
made the original discovery of gold at
Tonopah, the first in point of chrono-
logy of the mining camps of the new
Nevada. When this Columbus of the
desert made his memorable prospect-
ing trip he was accompanied by a
sedate and well-behaved donkey, one
of those remarkable quadrupeds with-
out which no prospector who had any
regard for his life will venture into
the sagebush wastes of the south-
west. While Butler slept peacefully
in his camp at the spring the Indians
called “Tonopah,” the burro wandered
away. It is a serious thing to lose a
burro in the desert, and as soon as
Butler opened his eyes in the morning
and saw that his pack animal was not
in sight, as an Irishman might say,
he lost no time in picking up the trail.
it led up the hill from camp, and a
few hundred feet away the animal in
scrambling over a ledge had broken
off a pilece of rock. When Butler saw
the fractured face of the ledge he
stopped and examined it. “That is a
habit of all prospectors. It wasn’'t a
particularly promising piece of rock,
but you never can be absolutely” sure
about such things, so Butler knocked
off a little souvenir and proceeded in
search of the deserter. He did not
know' then,-nor for a long time after-
wards, that he had made one of the

- greatest discoveries in the history of

gold mining, but he took this sample
with a lot of others back to his home
at Belmont, Nev., left them with an
assayer there to be examined at his
leisure, and then went out to his
ranch a few miles from towmn~ He ex-
pected so little and was so incurious as
to the results of his trip that it was
weeks before he sought the assayer
and asked for a report, and tken he
found that the bit of rock knocked off
where the burro scraped the ledge

.showed gold to the value of 125 and

silver 398 ounces to the ton. Pleased
but not excited, Butler made his pre-
parations to go out and stake his claim
with the utmost deliberation, and it
was not until three months after the
discovery that he and another lawyer,
T. L. Oddie, whom he had taken into
his confidence and partnership, re-
turned to the Tonopah springs and
made their locations. The mine they
opened up made millionaires of both
of them. Butler is one of the great
men of the state and Oddie is talked
of for United States senator. The
spring in the desert has become the site
of the busiest and one of the richest
towns of the West, and it has given
birth to other towns, northward and
southward, all throbbing with the sleep-
less life of the successful mining camp.
Out of Butler’'s discovery and its con-
sequences has grown a mining boom
that has spread across the continent
and carried the name of Tonopah into
every hamlet; yet if that burro hadn’t
gone astray Tonopah and all that it
stands for might never have béen moe
than the desert spring. But what be-
came of the burro? Well, Butler found
it, and it hasn’t been working very
hard since. Some day its figure may rise
in granite or bronze, but at present
Butler’'s burro is its own monument.
One of the newest of the many rich
mining districts which have come into
existence since the beginning of oper-
ations at Tonopah is that which re-
joices in the unexpressive but 'very
handy title of Lee. The Lee district is
in the Funeral Mountains, over against
the California line, west ward from the
classic Bullfrog, and its birth is so re-
cent that the ‘“rush” is still on. The
original discoverers of the district
were three miners — William Brun,
Chet Leavitt and Jack Thoma — all of
whom are now rich men. But they
would probably still be prospectors In
search of fortune if it hadn’t been for
their burros. A few weeks ago Brun
told the story of their find in thisway:
“Jt’s because of the unequalness of
a burro’'s temper that we owe the dis-
covery of this district, or rather to the
temper of three sets of burros. We
were packing from Betty and Rhyo-
lite to Furnace Creek, and were getting
ready for a prospecting trip. I had

like mad into a cut on the sidehill and
had monuments built up all the way
up and down the canyon.

“ ‘What have you got?’
him.

“‘Qold, you chumps,’ he yelled, and
sure enough he had—lots of it.

“We went to the end of his stakes
and staked a lot of ground for our-
gelves and went back to him.

“ ‘How did you find 1t? we asked.

“ My burros went away and I was
out looking for them.’

“We found our burros four days
later. They had gone over the hills
to Furnace Creek, 18 miles, with the
hobbles on them, and when we found
them they still had them on.”

But it was a horse that discovered
Searchlight, or caused its discovery.
The burro canaot claim all the honors.
Searchlight, is away down in the apex
of the triangle, at the scuthernmost
point of Nevada. It was not a child
of Tonopah, but it ¢id not emerge
from obscurity until the developments
further north on the old Comstoek
belt gave an impetus to mining in
general. Now Searchlight is one of
the big camps of the state—big enough
to justify one of the great transcon-
tinental railroad lines in building an
expensive branch road for no other
purpose than to reach it. The exist-
ence of gold in that section was dis-
covered about nine years ago by G. F.
Colton, now a wealthy citizen of Los
Angeles. At that time Colton was on
a prospecting trip and had come up
from the Colorado River into what is
now the Searchlight district riding a
pinto horse called “Spot.” One even-
ing he made camp on the side of a
hill at a point which afforded a very
fine view of the surounding country.
He was standing there drinking in the
beauties of the landscape, or consider-
ing his programme for the next day,
when a noise behind him caused him
to turn, and what he saw caused him
to say things expletive. Old Spot had
his nose in the provisions, and ft was

GHINESE TRIED TO
ESCAPE HEAD TAX

st

Steamship in Vancouer Had Thirteen
Chinamen Stowed Away on
Board.

VANCOUVER, July 24—~What ap-
pears to be a well organized conspiracy
for smuggling Chinamen into Canada
has been discovered on board the Can-
adian Pacific Railway steamer Tartar,
and customs’ officials here are much
excited over their find. When the $500
head tax and the $1,000 fine to which
the Canadian Pacific Railway is liable
are considered, it is reasonable to be-
lieve that the company’s officials are
also excited.

Thirteen Chinamen were discovered
stowed away in the steamer Tartar.
Some were found in the extreme for-
; ward part of the hole, while others
|_were stowed away in the coat bunke
f ers. Suspicion was aroused when sev-
| eral Chinamen were seen hovering
around the ship in row boats. Strict
lookout was kept until the officers
could make a thorough search.

After going over the ship carefully,
three Chinamen were found,in the fore-
ward part of the hole, and a continued
search found ten more in the bunkers.
Great excitement spread through the
ship’s crew as the search was being
made the stowaways’ fellow-country-
men did all they could to aid them to
gain their freedom. When found the
stowaways were grimy with coal dust
and, needless to say, hungry, though
none showed signs of extreme suffering
from their long confinement, making it
apparent that they had received some
assistance from some of the crew.

The customs house officials are mak-
ing a thorough investigation, and devel-
opments may reveal a plot to smuggle
the Chinamen, as the stowaways were
supplied with bedding and other lug-
gage. It is impossible for this number
of Orientals to conceal themselves on
board without the knowledge of some
members of the crew, and officers are
making a rigid investigation to place
the blame where it belongs. It has been
said that the steamship Tartar may be
liable to a heavy fine by the customs.

Digby Courier:—Capt. James W.
Main, for many years a resident of
Digby. but now superintendent ‘of the
Magzcalen Development Co., of Grind-
stone, and Mr. Alfred Fuher, book-
keeper for the seme firm, had a nar-
row escape recently from death in the
terrible quicksands near Ambherst,
Magdalen Islands.

They drifted about the bay until

| The wind had sprung up, accompanied
| by a thunder storm. They succeeded
| in getting the boat off and proceeded
| but a short distance when they struck
on a sand bar. Here they decided to
spend the night, with hopes at day-
break to be able to tell where they
were, but to their horror and aston-
ishment, they found themselves fast
sinking in the sand, Fortunately
they were still at the boat but before
they could get clear they sunk to the
tops of their rubber boots. The sand
was pressed so tightly against their
fect they tried in vain for some time
to pull tgeir feet from their boots.
But at last they released themselves
from the sand. Both men report that
if they had not been near their boat
and succeeded in getting her off, there
is no doubt the boat and themselves
would have been swallowed up. They
were near the dreaded Sandy Hook
where so many vesels and lives have
been lost. At daylight Capt. Main
and Mr. Fuher arrived at Amherst.
The former gentleman has a team
there to convey him to Grindstone, the
latter returning via S. S. Amelia the
following day.

WOODSTOCK BAPTISTS
WILL REMODEL CHURCH

S

The United Baptist church building
on Main street is to be practically re<
built. The present structure is 40 ft.
by 60 ft. with a 12 ft. extension in the
rear. It is to be enlarged by extending
it 21 ft. on the north side, 12 ft. on the
south and 18 ft. in the rear. The seat-
ing capacity is now 370 and when the
rebuilding is completed the main audi«
torium will seat 580 and the overflow
will seat another 200, making a total
seating capacity of 780, over double the
present capacity. The pulpit will be
moved from the east end of the church
to the south east corner.

The present steps on the front will
be removed and the facade will be
brought out flush with the tower. In
the front will be three entrances, two
of which lead to the auditorium, and
one to the vestry, and on each side
near the rear will be an entrance to
the vestry by which the minister and
choir may enter to their places if they
choose. The new building will have

SURVEYS FINISHED
FOR BRIDGE AT FALLS

Hon, G H Leblls Saus They Wil be
Handed Over to Best Expert on
[Gontinent— Other Bridges.

Owing to an accident ‘on the Inter-

colonial which delayad the Ocean Lim-
ited yesterday, Hon. C. H. Labillois,
¢hief commissioner of - public works,
was prevented from attending the
meeting of the Provincial Government
held last evening in Fredericton, Mr.
Labillois went toj the capital this
morning to attend tne mecting which
will be held today.
. Within the past week or so there
has been considerable going on in the
department of purlic works. The
plans of the new bridge to replace the:
one now at the Reversing Falls have
been completed as far as the depart-
ment j§s concerned. It now remains
for the details that have been ascer-
tained to be handed over to an expert
to make the final plans fcr the design
and site of the structure. It has been
found that the new bridge need not
be as long as was expected. The ex-
pert selected will be one of the best
men on the ccntinent.

Yesterday the Chief Commissioner
and Chief Engineer Wetmore inspect-
ed the 'steel bridge being built at
Hall's Creek,. near Moncton, The
bridge is being erected by the Domin-
jon Bridge Company and is expected
to Be finished in six or eight weeks.
On Saturday last the final inspection
of the Jacquet River bridge was
made. The structure consists of two
steel spans on three masonry plers.

Today Engineer Wetmore and James
Lowell, M. P. P., will go to Tynemouth
to look over the site of a proposed
bridge there.

The contract for the building of the
Salmon River bridge, in Sussex parish,
Kings county, has been awarded to W.
R. Fawcett of Temperance Vale, York
county. The figure named in the con-
“tract is about $3,600. The bridge will
have a covercd superstructure and con-
crete substructure. George A, Appleby
héas been awarded the contract for the
Hillsdale bridge, Kings county. The
bridge will be of the same type as that
at Salmon River. Both these bridges|
will be completed this season.

Work on the Bathurst Basin bridge
end on the one over the North West
Miramichi is progressing satisfactorily.
Recently a carload of steel for the
Graveyard bridge in Albert county was
ghipped from Chatham. =

The contract for the superstructure
of two spans of the Fredericton bridge
will be awarded today at the meeting
of 'the government. The contract will
be for thé erection of two steel spans,
the weight of which will be about half
@ million pounds. The construction
must take place during the winter sea-
sgon, when the bridge is not required
for use, and must be completed by
April 1st.

When these two spans are finished
the four steel spa.ns\iu the Fredericton
bridge will have a total length of one
thousand feet. To finish the structure
1,500,000 pounds of steel will be re-
quired. Plans for two more spans are
to be prepared next year and if the
condition of the wooden spans warrants
4§t these spans will be built then.

Cabinet Decides That the Law Must
Take Its Course—Ottawa's
Popuiation.

OTTAWA, July :'24.—There was a
meeting of the cabinet this afternoon.
An order in council was passed allow-
ing the law to take its course in the
case of Cappelli, the Italian, who stab-
bed and killed another Italian at Par-
ry Sound in row. Cappelli will he hang-
ed on August 1.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier lost no time in
carrying out his promise. made to the
citizens of Ottawa on the night of his
arrival here from England,, to.in-
quire into the reasons for the delay for
not proceeding with the new central
railway station and hotel. The premier
has had conferences with C. M. Hays,
and Willilam Wainwright, of the Grand
Trunk and also with Mayor Scott and
expects that work will be commenced
early.

The railway commission has prepar-
ed an order calling on all the compan-
ies in Canada to make statements as
to their agreements on through tariff
rates with connecting lines at certain
points, ‘and also asking them if they
are willing to quote the same rates by
other alternate routes, and if they are
not they are asked to give reasons.

Dr. Wm. Saunders, director of ex-
perimental farms, has returned from
his tour of inspection of Manitoba and
the West. Dr. Saunders does not share
the pessimistic opinions recently pub-
lished as to the crop shortage. He
says that the area in which partial
failure is expected owing to drought is
a restricted one, and on the whole, af-
ter a careful review of the situation, he
believes that there will be a three-
fourths crop. With wheat at its pre-
sent price this will mean a larger cash
return to the farmers than they re-
ceived for the crop of last year. Even
should some of the late grain become
frosted it will fetch a price almost as
high as was obtained for good wheat
last season.

HALIFAX, N. S, July 24 — Eighty
men employed by the paving company,
engaged at street payment work on
Bedford Row, went on strike this af-
ternoon. They were receiving sixteen
cents an hour and demanded an in-
crease of two cents. The company’s
agent refused to give that increase, but|
offered seventeen cents. Some five ot
six men then went back but the re-
mainder still remained out.

He finds
that both absolutely and relalively the
railroads in the United States are the
most deadly.

SANTOS: DUMONT,

THE

Every week or so the cable carries
news of Santos-Dumont. In his flights
through the air he frequently meets
with mishaps. He breaks a propeller,
his steering gear becomes disabled, he
runs into a building, and sometimes
he narrowly escapes with his life.

Santos-Dumont differs from the mul-
titude of other inventors of flying ma-
chines in that he has done little since
f)oyhood but work at his plans to drive
a ‘“heavier-than-air machine” off the
ground and through space, and if num-
ber of witnesses counts he is the first
to attain a successful solution of the
problem,

He began the study of aerial navi-
gation on his father’'s plantation in:a
country where balloonists were_looked
upon as acrobats, and where it was con-
sidered a social sin, almos¢, for the son
of a planter to think of ;such things.
That was in 1888, Between then and
the present time Santos-Dumont has
been “up’ in about every way anyone
could conceive of getting into the air.
Sometimes he has come down suddenly
and painfully, He has dropped 1,500
feet, and escaped alive. He has been
wrecked on the tops of high buildings,
from distances ranging from midair to
“head” high, so many times that he
is practically without nerves.

Once he was dropped into the Bay
of Biscay, and on another occasion into
the Bay of Monaco. He has gone into
competition against hot-air balloonists,
featured as an attraction to draw
crowds at fairs; accepted money for
the same, and promptly turned it over
to charity. He has been the companion
of royalty, dined by distinguished men
and women, awarded the medal of the
Legion of Honor, and given the Deutsch
prize of 100,000 francs for circling Eiffel
Tower in a dirigible balloon. When not
ballooning he has been driving motor
cars and tricycles in long-distance
races.

Simple balloon demonstrations are no
more of an effort for him than an af-
ternoon spin through the park in an
automobile. All that has been rTe-
corded has been of trivial importance to
Santos-Dumont’s really serious effort.
The aeroplane was his ambition, and
his successful exhibition in the Bois
de Boulogne on the morning of No-
vember 12, 1906, the culmination of
years of hard work in shop and daring
risks in the air.

THIRTY MILES AN HOUR.

On this occasion the young Brazilian
is credited with flying 215 metres at a
height of fifteen feet and at a speed
of thirty miles an hour. Immense
crowds witnessed the flight, and it is
said that he only descended through
fear of injuring the multitude drawn
to the grounds to witness his demon-
stration. So excited was it over his
sensational performance that the crowd
closed in under his °’plane to the peo-
pie’s immediate danger.

Santos-Dumont is a small man,
weighing only a few pounds over a
hundred, but it seems that what there
is of him is composed mostly of brains,
courage, and tireless, nerveless cnergy.

FLYING MAN.

It is said of Santos-Dumont that he
was born with conceit and courage.

Friends who were playmates of his
when a boy, are fond of telling the
story of the game of “pigeon flies.” At
this game the children would gather
around the table, and when the leader
called “pigeon flies!” or “hen flies, crow
flies!” and so on, each child raised
his fingers, but if the leader called out
“dog flies,” or “fox flies,” or some other
like impossibility, to catch his mates,
they must all keep their fingers Gown.
The boy who raiged them at such a call
had to pay forfeit. It was great fun for
young Santos-Dymont’s friends to call
out “man flies,” and laugh mockingly
at him, for at the word he always lift-
ed his fingers very high as a sign of
absolute conviction, and would then re-
fuse to pay the forfeit. The more they
would laugh at him the happier the
boy would be, declaring stoutly that
some day the laugh would be on his
side.

After Dumont won the Deutsch prize
he received a letter from one of his
boyhood friends in far-away Brazil. It
read:

“‘Man flies,” old fellow. You were
right to raise your fingers and you
have proved it by flying around Eiffe]
Tower. You were right not to pay the
forfeit, it is M. Deutsch who has paid
it in your stead. Bravo! They play the
game now more than ever at home;
but the name has been changed and the
rules modified since October 19, 1901
They call it now, ‘man flies’ and he
who does not raise his fingers at the
word pays the forfeit!”

Santos Dumont was born in San
Paulo, Brazil, in 1873, and was eighteen
years of age when he made his first
visit to Paris to continue his study of
engineering, which he had begun on his
father’s plantation in Brazil. His par-
ents had little idea of the boy’s real
ambition. This lad must have differed
greatly from his companions. At the
age of seven he was permitted to drive
the steam traction engines of the
fields. At the age of twelve he had
conquered a place in the cabs of the
Baldwin locomotive engines, hauling
train-loads of green coffee over the
sixty miles of plantation railway. When
his father and brothers were taking
pleasure in making horseback trips to
see it the trees were clean, if the crops
were coming up, or what damage the
rains had done, young Santos-Dumont
preferred to slip down to the works and
play with the coffee engines.

EARLY STUDY OF MACHINERY.

There is plenty of machinery on a
coffee plantation, and delicate machin-
ery, too. There were changes and ex-
periments constantly being made. Par-
ticularly were the sieves getting out of
order. Santos Dumént says that these
shifting sieves were “the only machines
on the plantation that were not rotary
and they were bad.” So much trouble
was experienced with them as to
prejudice him against all agitating de-
vices in mechanics in the future, and
led him to handle the more easily han-
dled rotary movement, or, in other

substitute of an agitating nature.

As he grew older, he made light aero-
planes with straw .and moved by
screw propellers driven by twisted rub-
ber. Each year, on June 23, over the
St. John bonfires which are customary
in Brazil, he would inflate whole fleets
of these little Montgolfiers and set them
sailing away in the skies. Jules Verne
was his favorite author, and he stud-
jed with enthusiasm the deeds of Mont-

golfier and the physicists, Charles and
Pilatre de Rozier, all of whom attached
their names to what progress had then

been made in aerial navigation. Du-
mont’s father was a French engineer,
and it was but natural that the

in mechanics. At the first opport
he bargained with an aeronaut to take
him aloft, but the price of the trip,
1,200 francs, was too great for his pock-
et, and he devoted his time to engines
and automobiling.

HIS FIRST ASCENSION.

It was not until 1897 that he made
his first ascension. On his first trip he

was in the air seven and a half hours

and carried sixty miles, His compan-
jon on this ascension was a professional
aeronaut, and to gain experience Santos
Dumont entered into an arrangement
with him whereby the two made public
ascents in many. parts of France and
Belgium. Santos Dumont himself made
twenty-five or thirty flights as sole pas-

senger in these exhibits before he order-

ed his first balloon, the Brazil built,
which was the smallest spherical bal-
loon ever constructed.

By putting his knowledge of motors

and engines with his experience in Bra- |

zil together he evolved his first steer-
able balloen, known as “No. 1,” in
which he came to grief on September,
1898, and then, two days later, gave a
demonstration over the Jardin d’Ac-
climatation that roused all of Paris.
He made evolutions in every direction—
to the right and left and up and down
—finally mounting to an altitude of
1,300 feet. Then all at once his air pump
failed him, and the elongated envelope
began to fold in the middle like a jack-
knife, whereat air ship and inventor
started rapidly to descend.

In this predicament the man’s head
did not fail him. He called to some
boys who were flying kites to selze his
guide rope and run against the wind,
which they did, and thus lessened the
velocity of the fall, which otherwise
would have becn a bad shaking up, to
say the least. His air ship, however,
was a wreck. “No. 2” followed “No. 1,”
and in succession Numbers “3,” “4,”
ug e sgn szw and 8 up to “No. 3.
With “No. 6” he won the Deutsch prize
of 100,000 francs by sailing from the
Aero Club grounds at Saint Cloud
around Eiffel Tower, and back a dis-
tance of seven miles, in thirty min-
utes. Next to his successful flight with
the aeroplane “Bird of Prey” the win-
ning of this trophy is his greatest
achievement.

In his book, Santos Dumont writes
that the reason he did not make &
flight ovar the World’s Fair grounds at
St. Louis was because the prize money
was not deposited. In published inter-
views the cause was said to be the
damage of his airship “by parties un-
known.” Anyway, Santos Dumont took
his balloons and ‘went home, and
America thus lost its chance of seeing
the little Brazilian fly.

Santos Dumont’s latest <faim to no-
toriety is his boast that aeroplanes are
soon ‘o be as common as motor cars,
and not nearly so expensive. No won-
der, therefore, that his name is re-
sonant in Europe, his portrait every-
where, and his photozraph in newspa-
pers, magazines, on cigars and cigar-
ettes, and greatest glory of all, among
the tailor patterns aped on the avenues
of the capitals of Oriental Europe.

report of the naval board which inves-
tigated the accident in the eight-inch
turret of the Gtecrgia was received at
the navy department today. Admital
Evans endorsed the findings and re-
commendations of the: board and
transmitted them to the dcpartment.

Acting Secretary Newberry today
said that the telegraphic conclusions
to the effect that ths accident was
caused by a delayed flare-back ap-
parently afforced all the information
of this subject that would be of inter-
est to the publicc. Howszver, he had
no opportunity to study the details of
the court, but expected to hear fur-
ther on that point from Capt. Nichol-
son, acting chiet of the navigation
bureau, ard Commander Sims, the
naval expert on target practice after
ithey had thoroughly analyzed the re-
port. Meanwhile he did not care to
say anything as to the nature of the
recommendations made by the board
looking to an avoidance of similar ac-
cidents in the future.

It is understood that the board did
not clear up one important point,
namely, the condition of the air blast
at the breech of the gun which is sup-
posed to eject the after results of the
explosion of a charge. It had been
reported that the first persons to enter
the turret of the Georgia after the ac-
cident found the air blast in full opera-
tion,” blowing through the breech of
the gun, in which case it would have
been difficult to have accounted for a
flare-back. In fact the report does
not show the condition of the .air
blast at all after the explosion of the
powder.

Such recommendations as are made
by the board of a corrective charac-
ter will require the approval of the sec-
retary of the havy to give them effect.
They do not-contemplate a reduction
ot the rate of fire so far as can be
gathered, and it is believed that fur-

| ther expert investigation will be Te-

quired to - devise effective means of
safeguarding #he turret guns against
this kind of accident.

THREW POWDER BAGS
INTO THE WATER

BOSTON, Mass., July 24—Following
an inspection of the contents of the
mazazines of the bhattleship . Illinois,
undergoing repairs at the Charleston
navy yard, late today, the sailors of
the battleship were suddenly -ordered
to clear the magazines and iminerse
the powder bags in water. In steady
streams the men marched from the
magazines to the deck, carrying bags
of powder, which were at once placed
in tanks of water on the dock.

The officers of the battleship and ord-
nance officials refused to state whether
the powder was of an inferior grade or
whether the powder had deteriorated
and decomposed to that point where
spontaneous combustion was feared or
what other possible reason the action
was taken.

SAILING VESSELS 60
DOWN WITH ALL HANDS.

Charge Made by Woodstock Press Em-
| phatically Denied by Juryman's

WOODSTOCK, N. B, July 24— In
reply to the charge made by the
Woodstock Prass that D=aputy Sheriff
Albion W. Foster had attempted to
influence a member of the jury in the
Smith case, Frank Burpee, the juror
implicated, has .nasde affidavit flatly
durying the allegations. The affidavit
reads as follows:

“I Frank Burpee, of Woodstock, in
the county of Carleton, do solemnly
declare that I have read an article in
The Press of the date of July 22nd, a
portion of which is as follows: ‘One
gentleman who was a valuable mem-
ber of the jury in the Smith log case,
has voluntcered the information that
Deputy Sheriff Foster went as far as
to overstep the bounds of common de-
cency and justice, and ‘in defiance of
the laws rezulating juries, and of the
warning issued by his honor the pre-
siding judge, he deliberately canvassed
him (the juror referred to) after the
jury had been sworn in and the case
was being tried.

WORLD-FAMED ENGINEER TO ADVISE
MONTREAL HARBOR COMMISSION

MONTREAL, July 2¢—During the
past six months the harbor commis-
sloners of Montreal with the aid of the
administration and engineering staffs,
have been carefully studying the var-
ious problems of port development sug-
gested by the actual existing conditions
and before the embarking on a policy

of future development it was thought
wise to call to the counsels of the
board, in a consultative capacity, one
of the most distinguished engineers
in Great Britain, who for the last 30
years has made a specialty of port de-
velopments, and whose services have

been called upon by many of the most
important ports in the world.

For this purpose, R. C. H. Davidson
of London, England, was invited to
come to Montreal during the summer
months and see the port of Montreal at
work, and after becoming familar with
the situation, to lay before the com-
missioners his views as to the future
policy of the board.

Annexation of Congo Free
State to Belgium

Arrangements New Being Completed
Whereby it Will no Longer be @
Persenal Dependency of the King

BRUSSELS, July 24—The close of
King Leopold’s long struggle to stave
off the annexation of the Congo to Bel«
gium and to retain his personal sover=
eignty over this rich and extensive Af«
rican state, is foreshadowed in ' the
agreement reached on July 12, between
the Belgian and the Congo governe
ments, elaborating the terms upon
which the Congo free state shall pasd
into the possession of Belgium.

This transfer will mark an import«
ant epoch for the Congo, as heretofore
the entire conduct of affairs, civil and
military, has been under the personal
direction of King Leopold and a cabw
inet of Congo officers entirely separate
and independent of Belgium, whereas
the new regime will make the Bzlgian
government, instead of the King, indi<
vidually responsible for the condust
of Congo affairs. The British and Am=
erican governments have favored plaos
ing this governmental responsibility om
Belgium, as the British officials have
made the point that there was great
difficulty in dealing with the Congo in
view of its anomalous position as a per-
sor al dependency of the King, whereas
foreign governments could deal with
it through the usual diplomatic chan«
nels if the Belgian government asa
sumed responsibility for its adminise
tration. 4

No difficulty about the treaty of an«
nexation itself is anticipated. It wad
expected to be similar to the one pro<
posed by Count Merodel, when he was
premier in 1895. The document simply,
declared that the sovereign of tha
Congo, Leopold II., cedes his sovereign
rights and all the assets of the Conga
Free State to Belgium, which, in turng
assumes the liabilities of the African
state. The real fight will follow upon
the terms of the colonial law. When,
Belgium was created in 1830 Belgian
colonies were not foreseen and no pro=
vision was made in the constitution for!
colonial administration.

The indications are that the whole
subject will be threshed out in parlia=
ment during the fall, and that January
or February, 1908, will see the Congo
Free State a colony of Belgium instead
of a personal dependency of King Leos
pold. :

Diver Doyle Had Ko Success in His Ssarch
for the Warwick Boal.

Diver Doyle yesterday made a thor-
ough examination of the river bed near
Westfield in search of the sunken
salmon boat Lella Rookh owned by
George Warwiek.

Mr. Doyle was unable to locate the
boat, and it is now improbable that it
will ever be recovered. Mr. Doyle first
examined the river bed at the spot
where Mr. Warwick states the boat
went down. Not meeting with any suc-
cess he covered the river for several
hundred yards up and down. He states
that the bottom of theriver is covered
with old logs, portions of scows, and
other material. Mr. Doyle, after com-
pleting his work, informed Mr. War-
wick that the boat was not anywhere
in the vicinity of the place where it
sank, and it was decided that he would
not continue the search. It is now be-
lieved that the current, which is very
strong where the hoat sank, has car-
ried the craft d¢own-river. The un-
certainty of grappling for the boat has
now been shown by Mr. Doyle's state-
ment that the river bed is too thickly
covered with wood. It is probable that
the river will be dragged further down.
