SAVING A FRIEND.
St. John was again visited by. fire 

Saturday night, when for two hours 
the fire department fought to save the 
four story Melick building, on the cor­
ner of Dock street and Market square, 
and the stock which It contained. The 
fire, which broke out at eleven o’clock, 
was not brought under control until It 
had se riously damaged the building and 
almost completely ruined the large 
stock of dry goods and ladies’ and 
gents’ furnishings. Most of this stock 
belonged to Wilcox Brothers, who had 
the store rented, but a portion was 
owned by Joseph Corkery, successor to 
McCullough, on Market square.

The firemen were soon on the spot 
after the first alarm was sounded, but 
It was some time before the ladders 
were got In position and a stream of 
water on the fire. Smoke was Issuing 
from all the windows above the 
ground flat, and at first glance it looked 
as If the whole Interior was on fire and 
that there was ndt the slightest chance 
of saving the building, to say nothing 
of the valuable stock, which, being of 
a highly Inflammable material, fell a 
ready prey to the flames. There seem­
ed to be some difficulty In getting the 
ladders in position on the Market 
square side, and while this was going 
on a stream of water was turned on 
the building on Dock street next to the 
Melick building, but It was not kept 
there very long, as it soon became evi­
dent that that was not the spot where 
It was most needed.

By this time two or three streams of 
water were pouring into the front 
rooms of the second and third flats, 
and in a few moments the bright glare 
gave way to a dense and stifling smoke. 
Two engines which had taken up their 
positions on the square were pumping 
and hose was connected with a hydrant 
on Dock street. The men worked on 
the ground floor also, where there was 
no fire, endeavoring to cover up the 
goods. While this task was accomplish­
ed to a certain extent, the greater part 
of the gents' furnishings, etc., were 
ruined by water, which soaked through 
the celling.

The stock of dry goods in the store 
of Joseph Corkery, which is situated in 
the Melick building, facing the square, 
was damaged by water and emoke to 
the extent of five hundred dollars or 
more. Mr. Corkery has not a cent of 
insurance.

At midnight the Are was completely 
under control, although It continued to 
bum for some time after that. Then 
and only then, was It possible to ascer­
tain the approximate amount of the 
damage and it was not until the mor­
row that the owners of the building 
and goods were able to figure the loss 
closely. The Interior of the building 
yesterday presented a sorry sight. On 
the second flat, which was occupied by 
Wilcox Brothers, the walls and floor 
were burned to a charred mass. The 
third floor, which is occupied by Sam­
uel K. Cohen, proprietor of the Am­
erican Cloak Co., for a work room, was 
strewn with half burned water soaked 
goods, while the Interior of the rooms 
were black with the smoke and drip­
ping with the water that formed dirty 
pools, which in turn gradually soaked 
through to the rooms below. The 
fourth and upper flat of the building 
was unoccupied and the Are did not 
reach that section. The ground floor 
on which are eituated the stores of 
Wilcox Brothers, and Corkery, facing 
the square; of E. Friel and another 
store of Wilcox Brothers, facing on 
Dock street, was not touched by the 
Are, but the goods in the store of Wil­
cox Brothers, facing the square, which 
was directly under the Are, were al­
most entirely ruined by water. One 
member of the Arm said that among 
the saturated clothes now lying on the 
floor are over one hundred valuable 
overcoats, while the amount of small 
ware Is great. A portion of the goods 
at the beginning -of the Are was trans­
ferred to the Dock street store and 
was therefore unharmed, but It was 
impossible to think of getting it all 
out.

Mr. Cohen, who is orking for Wil­
cox Brothers, and who employs ten or 
twelve girls, Is at present in New 
York, and a telegram was sent telling 
him of the fire. His rooms extended 
out over Mr. Corkery’s store, which 
accounts for the damage done to the 
latter’s goods.

The Arm of Wilcox Bros, is composed 
of J. T. Wilcox arid C. V. Wilcox, both 
residing In the west end. Another 
brother is employed in the store. They 
rent the entire building from Fred C. і 
Melick and sub-rent the portions not I 
required for their business.

ORIGIN OF THE FIRE.
Just how the fire was started is not 

known and is more or less a mystery 
to those concerned. Both members of 
the Wilcox firm had been in the store і 
all the eevning, which on account of 
it being Saturday night was kept open. 
They left the building at ten minutes 
to eleven and had Just reached the 
ferry floats when the alarm was sound­
ed. As they had been the last to leave 
the store they were naturally surprised 
to learn that the fire was in their store. 
It is held by some that the fire origi­
nated in the third flat, which is occu­
pied by Mr. Cohen. He has a large 
iron heating stove there, and as there 
was only a layer of brick between the 
floor and the bottom of the stove it 
was suggested that the heat might 
have charred the wood, which Ignited. 
This would hardly aeem to be the case, 
however, in view of the fact that Mr. 
Cohen’s store is closed every night at 
five o'clock.

Judging from the outward 
anee of the Are It would seem that the 
conflagration had begun on the second 
flat, but ae yet the firemen are not 
able to say where It originated.

The death of James P. Gale, a well 
known citizen of St. John, occurred at 
an early hour on Saturday morning. 
Mr. Caie was the fourth son ot the late 
Hon. W. S. Caie of Kent county, who 
represented Kent In the provincial par­
liament previous to confederation, and 
later a member of the legislative coun­
cil.

After the death of hid father, who 
was one of the moat prominent New 
Brunswick advocates of confederation, 
and largely interested in lumbering 
and shipbuilding, the wecea»ed ana nis 
brother Arthur carried on the extensive 
business which he had established. The 
estate was wound up about fifteen 
years ago, and the lumbering Interests 
sold to George McLeod, the present 
owner.

Mr. Caie then. In company with his 
two brothers-in-law, Frank and Sidney 
Pattersjon, now of St. John, founded 
the Richlbucto Review, which Із still 
In existence.
St. John, and for some years repre­
sented the late Joseph Finlay on the 
road, and later embarked In business 
for himself, being senior partner in the 
firh of Cale & Wilson, wholesale 
cers and commission merchants. Mr. 
Wilson withdrew after some years, and 
the business was carried on under the 
name of Cale & Co. For a number of 
years previous to his death the de­
ceased was the maritime province 
presentatlve of a number of leading 
Quebec firms.

Between three and four years ago 
Mr. Cale performed an act which is 
the supreme test of a man’s courage. 
A young man named Archie Frith fell 
into the swiftly flowing waters of the 
Restlgouche, and would undoubtedly 
have perished had it not been for the 
brave and prompt action of Mr. Caie, 
who wa4 fishing near the scene of the 
accident. Observing the young man’s 
peril, without hesitation he jumped 
Into the Icy waters, and with great 
difficulty succeeded in rescuing him. 
The effort ultimately cost him his life, 
however, as from Injuries he received 
he was never again a well man. Last 
:May he was obliged to give up busi­
ness altogether, and since then he has 
been gradually sinking, until his death 
on Saturday morning.

Mr. Gale's act of conspicuous 
was recognized by the Royal Canadian 
Humane Association, who publicly pre­
sented him with the society medal. 
This was the fifth person whom he had 
saved from death by drowning.

Mr. Cale was educated at Mt. Alli­
son College, as were all his brothers. 
He was of a genial and optimistic dis­
position, and his friends were legion. 
He was one of the most popular and 
best known commercial men on the 
road, and his death will be heard with 
sincere sorrow by all who knew him.

Ke is survived by four brothers— 
Robert, one of Yarmouth's leading 
financiers and business men; John of 
Kent Co., H. Arthur of Boston, and 
Joseph C., who went west 
ago and who has not been heard from 
from for a long time—and one sister, 
Mrs. Wright of Richlbucto.

FASTEST BATTLESHIP
IN THE WORLD.

IBritish Admiralty Proud of the King 
Edward VII., New Flagship of the 
Home Fleet. :

'
LONDON, Dec. 12.—Naval changes 

are being quickly Introduced under the 
new rule of Sir John Fisher, the First 
Sea Lord.

Hitherto every new battleship on 
hoisting a pennant for the first time has - 
been hurried to the Mediterranean and ' 
an older ship has been recalled.

For more than a decade the Mediter­
ranean has been Britain’s newest, as 
well as largest fleet. Now the policy is 
to be changed. The centre of tactical 
control is to be brought nearer to Eng­
lish shores. The home fleet will hold 
the premier seat of command, and it 
is Intended that the Channel fleet shall 
be the most formidable force afloat.

A sign of this development is that 
when Rear Admiral May takes over the 
command of the Channel fleet from Lord 
Cha-'es Beresford at the new year the 
magnificent new battleship King Ed­
ward VII. will be his flagship. Until 
a few weeks ago it was understood that 
the King Edward VII. was to go to the 
Mediterranean. This ship and the suc­
cessors of her class which are to be con­
structed will constitute the Channel 
fleet of the future.

Not even 
the British government. England has 
been supplying coal to the " Russian 
war ships; not directly, but it was well 
known that It was to be used for this 
purpose.

And now a few words about the ori­
gin of the present war. Some years 
ago there w-as war between China and 
Japan, and the Japs captured several 
strongholds belonging to China. When 
peace was declared,’ Japan intended to 
retain Port Arthur, but France and 
Germany interposed, and Japan was 
forced to give up the fortress. Rus­
sia meantime taking possession, an<J 
from that day onward she has been 
fortifying the port. There is reason 
to believe that had Japan kept pos­
session the present war would not have 
materialized. It follows from this that 
Germany and France are to a certain 
extent responsible for the awful de­
struction of human life in the East.

Is it any wonder that Japan is some­
what disgusted with the conduct of 
the British government. Russia at the 
commencement of hostilities declared 
coal contraband, and yet England has 
been selling coal to Russian agents ever 
since. The easy-going, temporising 
government at present ln power ln 
England is more likely to create war 
than to avert it. How so 7 Just by 
inducing Russia to presume a little too 
much on British good nature. Allow­
ing Russia to sink British merchant­
men in the Sea of Korea and later to 
fire on fishing vessels in the North Sea. 
Russia would not dare to do so, if our 
prime minister was a man like Lord 
Palmerston or Disraeli, or the late Lord 
Salisbury, Lord Balfour and Lans- 
downe are not in It.

KRUGER’S BODY.

Ex-President’s Body V/as Laid Away 
at Pretoria.

PRETORIA, Dec. 16.—’The body of 
Paul Kruger was buried here today.

The day was gloomy and overcast, 
l ut an immense crowd of Britons and 
Boers filled the square opposite the hall 
to which the remains were removed 
after the church services.

The Afrikander party was officially 
represented by deputations from Cape 
Colony, Orange River and Natal. At 
the hall speeches of eulogy were deliv­
ered by Generals Louis Botha, Scalk- 
berger and Christian DefWet. General 
Botha read a letter from Mr. Kruger 
exhorting them to preserve the Boer 
national spirit. The reading of this 
letter created a profound impression.

General Botha’s speech strongly 
commended unification of the white 
races in South Africa, as that is the 
only means by which they can become 
a great people and realize Kruger’s 
ideal.

A VERY PRACTICAL QUESTION.

Substantial progress is made in some 
provinces with the movement for re­
form in the treatment of consumptive 
patients. Gradually the people at 
large are coming to understand that 
the disease myy be cured in many 
cases if action is taken in time. What 
is more important is the instruction of 
the public in methods of prevention. 
As it becomes Increasingly difficult for 
patients with tuberculosis to obtain 
treatment In ordinary hospitals, and 
as the danger becomes known 
of allowing them to remain in 
contact with others in small 
and imperfectly ventilated houses, 
where proper precautions against the 
transfer of the disease are not likely 
to be taken, the call for hospitals and 
homes for consumptives grows more 
insistent. The urgency of the demand 
is pressed upon the public by incidents 
of daily occurrence. Sometimes a hotel 
or boarding house Is closed to an ap­
plicant who le supposed to be con­
sumptive. Sometimes an inmate of a 
family not closely related to him is 
asked to move, and finds it difficult to 
obtain other shelter. Often a brother 
or sister would like to withdraw to 
some place where those nearest and 
dearest would not be in peril. If the 
persons so situated have large means 
they can find some resort suitable to 
their case; For the poor there is less 
opportunity. Even the alms house, 
which stands open for other destitute 
persons, does not tvelcome consumptive 
paupers. The circumstances call for 
public intervention of a more effective 
Character than any which has taken 
place.

POTATOES.
Last year the potato crop*in Aroos­

took county, Maine, was 7,000,000 bush­
els. This year the yield was 10,000,000 
bushels. The authority for this state­
ment Is from a local merchant, who re­
cently returned from a trip to various 
parts of Maine. The reporter to whom 
the statement was made at once asked 
the explanation for the increase. He 
was informed that although the in­
crease in the crop was about 43 per 
cent., the increase in acreage under cul­
tivation was only about 3 per cent., the 
growth of the crop being in great part 
due to the spraying given the potato 
plants through the summer. All 
through the season the farmers in 
Aroostook .county spray their potatoes 
Several times a week regularly, using 
a mixture composed of 6 pounds of 
blue vitriol, a similar quantity of un­
slacked lime, and 40 gallons of water. 
The spraying not only keeps away 
bugs, but strengthens the plants great­
ly, When this plan is followed the 
growth of the common varieties of po­
tatoes is extended for several weeks. 
In this way they not only become 
larger, but they are said to keep much 
better.

W. H. Thorne & Co., Limited, after 
much enquiry have ascertained from 
the best authorities that the following 
recipe has proved its value for killing 
potato bugs and preventing rust, and 
is now becoming generally used. It is 
the best as well as the cheapest. Every 
farmer should have the recipe, which 
is as follows: 8 pounds blue vitriol, 4 
pounds unslacked lime, 4 ounces Paris 
green, 30 imperial gallons of water, to 
be thoroughly mixed and used freely.

We fall to appreciate the full slgnifl- 
The cance of this fact. In the State of 

Maine, last year, more than one thou­
sands deaths were reported due to 
tuberculosis, and while I have not the 
data in regard to New Brunswick, the 
pro rata remains about the same.

What if smallpox or plague were to 
perenlally harvest such a crop? What 
a pest hole would our corner of the 
earth be regarded. How It would be 
shunned. Instead of being sought, as 
now, for the health-giving characteris­
tics of its climate.

MODES OF INFECTION.
Primary tuberculosis in the* large rna- 

Jority of cases begins in the lungs, and 
it is only fair to assume that in these 
cases the bacilli are inhaled in the form 
of dried and powdered dust sputum.

Infection by the respiratory tract is 
by far the most common route, and to 
appreciate the polluted air we ordinar­
ily breathe, it is only necessary to 

This watch the dust in the path of a sun­
beam, admitted through a slit in a 
darkened room.

Add toj this the countless myriads of 
bacilli cast off in the expectoration of 
consumptive persons, the negligence 
ordinarily observed in the care of this 
sputum, and the reason for the title 
“Great White Plague" is evident. The 
great source of danger is in the dried 
and pulverized sputum in the form of 
dust, not olny the dust of a street in 
August, but far more in the impercep­
tible dust we breathe in and about our 
dwellings.

That the sputum is the chief source 
of infection is proven in many ways. 
One, in sanatorium*, of which numbers 
exist today, when nurses and attend­
ants are brought in intimate associa­
tion with the sick (but when sputum Is 
properly cared for), it is rare for in­
fection to occur.

Again, the bacillus may be transmit­
ted by a consumptive coughing directly 
Into the face of another.

Another mode of transmitting the 
germ is the so-called spit cloths, which 
are subsequently burned with the se­
cretions on them, no notice, however, 
being taken of the clothing constantly 
smeared' by the filthy device.

PREVENTION.
The fact that any given disease is 

infectious, stamps it as a preventible 
disease, and the prevention In this case 
lies in the education of our people. 
Could every particle of tubercle-laden 
sputum, from tonight on, be properly 

of the aniline cared for when ejected, pulmonary tu­
berculosis would, like our pre-historic 
animals, be extinct, when the present 
generation of consumptives were cured 
or had passed over the "great divide.”

To attain this being an impossibility 
it becomes the duty of each of us, not 
from the view-point of the philanthro­
pist, not from' humanitarian motives 
alone, but from the purely selfish 
standpoint of self-protection, each of 
us, so far as we may, to first educate 
our households, and after this, our 
friends and neighbors in the prevention 
of infection.

Spitting in public, private, and in fact 
all places, is a national vice. Whatever 
may be said from the aesthetic point 
of view about the habit, from a sani­
tary standpoint that habit becomes un­
safe to our associates, from the mo­
ment tubercle bacilli obtain a footing 
in our own lungs. Correct this habit 
and the source of seed supply is cut off. 
Educate ourselves, particularly the 
children, to such habits of life that it 
may become more and more dilficult 
for the disease to obtain a footing 
through this common but most objec­
tionable habit.

Pure air, or as nearly pure as may be 
attained, during 24 hours of each day, 
will claim first place in preventing In­
fection.
twelve months in the year, but avoid 
the draught from that window.

We have all heard of the injurious 
effects of “night air." In the name of 
common sense, what have we but night 
air to breathe from sunset till sunrise? 
To my mind we have no choice about 
the night air; it becomes merely a 
question whether it shall be breathed 
in a pure or vitiated condition, 
has never yet created an animal, but 
attached to it was the condition, “You 
must breathe night air," and Judging 
from the increase and hardihood of all 
wild creatures, the fcondition certainly 
cannot be said to disagree.

“Saul has slain his thousands, and

eulogy of the Israelitlsh nation."

Today we paraphrase the foregoing, 
and say, whatever number may be 
slain by other Ueeases, the “Great 
White Plague" asserts its right to 
more than any one of them, 
being true, it is no wonder that tuber­
culosis Is at present claiming more 
attention from scientific medical men 
than any other pathological condition 
to which we are subject, with the re­
sultant that we can, today, confident­
ly say :

1st. Consumption is communlcatable. 
2nd. Consumption is preventable.
3rd. Consumption is curable.
The former belief that the preval­

ence of consumption was due to here­
ditary influences, being like an incu­
bus over all propositions for its pre­
ventive* or curative treatment.

Prior to 1882, heredity was regarded 
as an indispensable factor in its pro­
duction, today those who are in a 
position to form a correct opinion, say 
that as regards the prevention or cure 
of the disease, the question of heredity 
may be wholly disregarded.

In sanatoria for consumptives it is 
found that those supposed to have in­
herited the disease make as rapid 
cures as others, and cures which are 
just as likely to be permanent.

In 1882 Professor Koch, a German 
scientist and physician, revolutionized 
the previously accepted views of Its 
causation, by demonstrating the tub­
ercule bacillus.
organism about half the length of a 
red blood corpuscle (1-7000 of an Inch) 
and having for Its characteristic fea­
ture (which distinguishes it from all 
other known gacteria, except leprosy) 
the ability to retain the red stain of 
an alkaline solution 
dyes, after treatment with acids. It 
is found in all tuberculous lostons and 
has a tendency to arrange itself in V 
shaped pairs.

It is capable of cultivation outside 
the body, and of producing when in­
oculation of these cultures are made, 
the original disease in the lesion of 
which is found the bacillus.

Outside the body the conditions un­

der which God intended man to live, 
are extremely unfavorable to the 
bacillus.

Exposure to sunlight of from a few 
minutes to a few hours, or to diffused 
daylight from 5 to 7 days, retards its 
growth, modifies its virulence, and us­
ually destroys it entirely.

Direct sunlight is particularly fatal 
to the germ, and in this we have an 
explanation of the partial protection of 
rooms and localities frequented by 
consumptives.

Dry Sputum, or spittle, may retain 
for months ifâ ineffective qualities, out 
as a rule this Is destroyed by its ex­
posure to sunlight and the disinfect­
ing process is usually complete if sun 
exposed before the sputum is suffi­
ciently dry and pulverized to be air­
borne.

I will not bore you with the patho­
logy and course of the disease; the 
former would not interest, while with 
the latter we are all painfully familiar. 
Among the human race the disease is 
very easily contracted, and is the most 
widespread and fatal to which man is 
heir, its ravages being specially ap­

Keep up the 
quality of your utility birds and breed 
from them.

No doubt many of you have consid­
ered how our boys and girls can be 
induced to stay upon the farm. Why 
do they leave? Is it because we do not 
Interest them ?

Poultry keeping is one of the best 
ways to interest the boys and girls in 
farm life. Attention to detail, and 
good business management is what is 
needed in the poultry business, as in 
all others, but it does not cost a great 
deal to start the boy or girl with poul­
try. Give him a small house and get 
him or her a good pen of utility birds. 
Ask that they keep an exact account 
of the cost of the house and birds, the 
cost of food and care and of the re­
turns. At the end of the year have 
them present a full statement.

If you want to train your boy for a 
live stock man you can train him with 
poultry in a cheaper and better way 
than with any other stock.

Most youngsters get tired of work 
when the novelty wears off. Poultry 
will stop laying as soon as the care 
stops — the boys sees the result of lack 
of care immediately.

FEEDING BEEF ANIMALS,
By Prof. J. H. Grisdale—At the Winter 

Fair.
Before you begin to feed select the 

best possible animals, said the speak­
er. On the platform with him were 
two animals, one a six year old ox, the 
other a yearling steer.

First, look at the steer’s face—we 
want a broad face, not too long, with 
a mild large eye, a large muzzle. All 
good feeding steers have short thick 
necks. We want a steer with good 
constitution, for he must digest large 
quantities of food to make a rapid 
grftwth. To secure constitution lots 
of heaçt room Is essential, shown by 
his thickness and depth. This gives 
also room for the organs of digestion 
behind the heart and lungs.

The following interesting address 
was delivered by Prof. C. C. James, 
Ontario deputy minister of agriculture, 
at the Amherst winter fair:

We are moving, said he, out of the 
old conditions. When our settlers first 
сете to Canada they faced the prim­
eval forest, and during all the clearing 
period the old agriculture held sway.

With a new generation conditions 
began to change; live stock came In, 
large barns were built, butter and 
cheese began to be made, and we 
gradually changed our methods.

This building and the exhibits it con­
tains are proof that we are trying to 
keep up with the demands of the 
times, and to compete with other agri­
cultural cotntries by following the new 
agriculture. ^ .

1st. The new agriculture must be 
conducted upon, business principles. In 
old times it did not seem to be neces­
sary to pursue these business methods; 
in fact, with the surroundings then ex­
istent, there was no chance to do so.

In our towns and cities the merchant 
and the manufacturer has also had to 
change his methods of business. Thé 
farmer Is just as much a manufactur­
er as the man in town who makes 
boots, cloths and hardware.

The manufacturer In the town finds 
It necessary to make the k(nd of goods 
that the consumer demands, ft is also 
one of the conditions today that the 
farmer should produce what his cus­
tomers want.

2nd. The second point we must 
sider is what our district is best cap­
able of producing, and to work along 
that line.

FREDERICTON, N. B„ Dec. 18.— 
The new market law was brought into 
force here yesterday morning or it was 
attempted to bring the new order of 
things intof effect. The law prevents 
farmers from selling cut meats in the 
market, butchers from buying before 
a certain hour and makes huckstering 
an offence. The law may be all right 
though there Is a great difference of 
opinion on that question, but the way 
it was brought into effect can hardly 
be upheld by anyone. The law was 
only passed a few days ago and yet 
the scores of farmers who visited the 
market yesterday were supposed to 
be acquainted with tile late action of 
the council. Farmers who had travel­
led many miles tblnklng that the same 
lav^ existed, got a big surprise when 
they were told that they could not sell 
as they had for years sold. So little 
notice of the law had been given that 
even some of the butchers themselves, 
the very men who petitioned the coun­
cil asking for the change, did not 
know that the change had actually 
taken place and some of them were re­
ported as buying before the hour. The 
whole thing was another example of 
the wise way in which the city fathers 
here do business. In their rush to 
bring the law into force during the big 
Christmas trade and thus shut out the 
farmers, the matter of giving sufficient 
notice does not appear to have receiv­
ed any attention.

The death of F. S. Sharpe, father of 
the manager of the Bank of British 
North America, Fredericton, was heard 
here yesterday with much regret. Mr. 
Sharpe was well known at the capital, 
to which he was a frequent visitor, and 
his demise comes as a blow keenly felt 
by all who had the privilege of his ac­
quaintance, friendship and counsel.

Mrs. Guy D. Murphy of Maugerville, 
has been missing from her home for 
some days, and although a diligent en­
quiry has been made, not the slight­
est clue to her whereabouts can be 
found. She left behind a husband and 
two children, and they like others in 
the neighborhood, are at a loss to un­
derstand her strange conduct.

From what can be learned of the 
facts of the case, it appears that Mrs. 
Murphy came to Fredericton a fort­
night ago Thursday and spent the day 
and the following night with a family 
on Regent street. She left the house 
after breakfast on Friday morning 
and has not since been seen about the 
city.

There is a report in circulation that 
the woman has gone west with a chap 
who had been working about Mauger­
ville for the past two months, but it is 
not generally credited. Mr. Murphy 
still Bfelieves in his wife's fidelity and 
Is confident that she will return to his 
bed and board in a short time.

The nomination of Robert Maxwell, 
an old Fredericton boy, to contest St 
John city in the interest of the pro­
vincial opposition, was received here 
by Bob’s friends xfrith much pleasure. 
Those who have followed Mr. Max­
well’s career and know him, look not 
only for his election, but for a major­
ity that fvlll be in keeping with the 
gobd sense shown by St. John in the 
recent federal contest.

get the best Information from what­
ever source they could.

Sclnetiflc men have been and 
studying and finding out truths about 
plant growth. The constituents of 
soils, the breeding and feeding of ani­
mals, the growing of fruit, etc., etc. It 
will pay us to learn what these 
have found out.

The farm work of the future will be 
a great deal more enjoyable. In Ontario 
today the farmers are very seldom 
ferred to as “old hay seeds.”

The intelligent man who watches 
closely all the results of his work, is 
interested and takes a pleasure In it.

The world has lately found out that 
the farmer can be benefitted by an edu­
cation applicable to his business.

A few years ago in Ontario we first 
found out also that the farmer had a 
wife, and we are doing what we can 
for the betterment of the women on the 
farms. In the past she has had a hard 
life—her work has been practically un­
ending, and she has not had the benefit 
of labor saving devices to the 
tent as her husband. We are trying to 
relieve the farmer’s wife of all the 
drudgery possible by our 'system of 
women’s institutes and domestic science 
teaching.

We have also found out that there 
are children on the farm, and we are 
inaugurating a movement to try and 
provide the right kind of education for 
these children.

Tt is flow well established that Mrs. 
Chadwick, the famous fraud, who in­
volved the Carnegie millions, at pre­
tent in the Tombs at. New York, was a 
Canadian. The Brantford Expositor 
says that "On November 21, 1878, she 
appeared in this city as a young 
woman under the name of Elizabeth 
lilgley, and applied for a hair cut at 
a local barber shop. She was arrested 
by the police and later taken to 
Woodstock, where she was tried and 
found guilty of forgery. During the 
period intervening between the arrest 
and trial the greatest local interest 
was evinced in the case. Reference 
to the files of The Expositor of No­
vember 22, 1878, reveals the interest­
ing story of Miss Bigley’s initial ad- 
venutres, as given below:

"Last evening we alluded briefly to 
the arrest of an attractive looking 
young lady by Chief Griffiths. Today 
we are able to lay before our readers 
further particulars, but confess to a 
mystery still surrounding it.

‘Yesterday forenoon a lady called at 
Buchanan’s barber shop. Her appear­
ance was such as to attract atten­
tion at once. Her age Is about 21 
years. She wore a neat cap, trimmed 
with fur; a long ulster gave her the 
appearance of being taller than she 
really Is. Her hair hung in graceful 
beauty over her shoulders. In her 
hand she carried a small valise, and 
the shapely hand that carried It was 
decked with a plentiful supply of 
rings. Her regular and Intellectual 
features and her speech indicated a 
person of more then ordinary educa­
tion. When she requested Mr. B. to 
remove the flowing locks, he hesitat­
ed, but finally consented, and when he 
had performed this service in his usual 
ertistic manner, she stood forth a 
rather rakish-looking youngster whose 
eyes might make sad havoc among the 
lasses. She also enquired ps to the 
possibility of procuring a false mous­
tache. All these circumstances com­
bined to create suspicion, and when 
she tried to obtain an advance of $20 
on a gold watch and chain. Chief 
Griffiths felt justified in detaining her. 
Wheü brought to the police office she 
said that her name was Elizabeth Big- 
ley; that she lived with her father at

Eastwood and that she had left home 
with $1 <*ily .in her pocket: that she 
expected to get passed free on the G. 
W. railway, but had to pay, and that 
her money was exhausted. In eXplan- 
ation of her hair-cutting escapade, 
she said that a doctor in Prlncton had 
prescribed that method of treatment 
for a severe headache from which she 
suffered and that she was trying to 
get a false moustache' for her brother.

‘‘A telegram was sent for her brother, 
Daniel Bigley, Eastwood, and he and ^i 
son drove here during the night. This 
morning our reporter saw the whole 
group at the Commercial hotel, and the 
father, who is employed as trackmas- 
ter on the G. W. R., and owns a farm 
■worth $4,000 near Eastwood, seems as 
much mystified as others at the strange 
position in which his daughter is placed. 
The father of the girl, wl)o is an hon­
est and industrious man, says he can’t 
tell by what means the girl got into 
such a complication, 
wore was her mother's and evidently 
an heirloom in the family.”

True, all these have done 
much In assisting her in her varied 
roles since she left her village home In 
Oxford county. Her father was em­
ployed on the Grand Trunk Railway, 
but has been dead for a number of I 
years. Members of the family, how­
ever, still live In and 
stock. Mrs. Chadwick was of English 
parentage and I can remember in those 
days she dropped a lot of h’s and 
put a lot on, a habit from which she 
has no doubt long ago freed herself.”—

ЖжWOODS HOLE, Mass., Deo. 18,—The 

tug Susie D. arrived from Vineyard 
Haven this afternoon and reports that 
the storm early today drove 16 schoon­
ers, anchored in the harbor, on shore 
while others were damaged through 
collisions. The damage was the 
the heaviest since the November gale 
of 1898. So far as could be learned no 
lives were lost.

Vineyard Sound and vicinity was 
swept by the fiercest stofm since the 
blizzard of 1898, and while numerous 
vessels are ashore, especially at Vine­
yard Haven, up to four o’clock this 
afternoon no loss of life had been re­
ported.

The storm prostrated all telegraph 
and telephone lines along the entire 
length of Cape Cod, and as far inland 
as Wareham,* so that communication 
with Boston could only be established 
by a special messenger, who will leave 
on the last and only train for Boston 
tonight.

The report of the destruction at Vine­
yard Haven did not reach here until 
Just before the hour for the train’s de­
parture.

It was learned that when the storm 
broke at two o’clock this morning. 
Vineyard Haven, which is looked upon 
as a particularly safe harbor, was well- 
filled with coasters, including nearly 
fifty schooners,, five tugs and nine 
barges.

The storm, which had been well 
bulletined by the weather bureau, 
broke at' 2 o’clock this morning, and 
within two hours the wind was blow­
ing a full gale from, the northeast. The 
snow began about the same time, and 
as It was wet and heavy, telegraph 
and telephone lines suffered severely.

Between here and Buzzards Bay 
poles and cross bars snapped off like 
pipe stems. Besides the big fleet in 
the Vineyard,
under the lee of Nobska Point a tug 
and two bargee, while in the harbor 
was one three-masted schooner.

At dawn this morning the schooner 
was covered with sleet from truck to 
waterline, and as she presented a con­
siderable front to the gale, she soon 
began to drag anchora By 8 o’clock 
she was ashore on Naushon Island, on 
the other side of the harbor, but was 
resting easily and will probably float 
without damage.

The morning train had a hard time 
ploughing her way down the Cape, and 
reached here about forty minutes late.

The storm did not pass until this 
noon, and even then the condition of 
the shipping in the Vineyard could not 
be seen.

About three o’clock the tug Susie D. 
was sighted coming across the Sound, 
and she reached here just before the 
train left for Boston.

Her captain reported the damage in 
Vineyard Haven to be the worst since 
1898, when a score of vessels were 
wrecked.

He said that at least fifteen schoon­
ers had been torn from their anchors 
and driven on shore at the head of the 
harbor, where, fortunately, the bottom 
is soft.

Many others were badly damaged 
through collision with the helpless 
craft. Bowsprits had been carried 
away, booms smashed and rails brokén.

So far as the captain of the Susie D. 
could learn, no lives had been lost, de­
spite the great destruction to the ship­
ping.

Additional advices are anxiously 
awaited, for It is feared that some of 
the coal laden barges at the entrance 
to the harbor may have foundered.

The snow fall In Marthas Vineyard 
was very heavy, nearly three feet on a 
level, while It drifted badly throughout rei_ 
the Island and roads are Impassable.

All the telephone and telegraph lines 
are down and communication with 
Nantucket is cut off.

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Upon ç*y walls 'hang a quaint as­
sortment of weapons, it is a hobby of 
mine, and one I am to a certain extent 
proud of, because each specimen—be it 
pistol, knife, or assegai—has been add­
ed to my collection on the spot where it 
was used. When I draw back my chair 
and contemplate them between the 
whiffs of my pipe, old. half forgotten 
scenes cpms back to my turgid mem­
ory, and a longing to exchange my 
present surroundings of prosaic bricks 
and mortar for waving palm trees, for 
blue, cloudless skies, for rugged moun­
tains, steals over me.

There is a pistol, of which I am very 
fond—ft is of wood mounted with quaint 
brass ornaments—that snaps fire yet 
when I pull the trigger. It calls back 
memories of its athletic owner, a Mon­
tenegrin, who once formed one of my 
escort when I was travelling on the. 
Albanian borders. The recollections of 
that day are very vivid, for we saved 
the life of a fugitive from the pitiless 
vendetta, and very nearly lost our own. 
It was touch and go when his pursuers 
came up, outnumbering us 10 to i, sav­
age looking Albanians, and we refused 
to yield or give him up. The man, a 
handsome young fellow, hung panting 
at my stirrup, and never shall I forget 
his look of gratitude as the avenging 
band drew off, afraid of the cbnse­
quences should they have shot us Euro­
peans. Probably he is killed by now; 
but at any rate we saved him for a few 
more months of pleasant life. That 
night the owner of the pistol drew It 
from his belt and gave it to me, telling 
me its history, it had, to his certain 
knowledge, slain 28 men, and had been 
carried by him for years, and by his 
father before him. Probably the num­
ber is far greater, for border warfare 
is part of the daily life of those fron­
tier men. Then we fired the charge 
with befitting solemnity—for was it not 
its own death charge? And now it 
hangs rusting on a wall, and a modern 
revolver graces Its place In the gay 
colored sash of Its Montenegrin owner.

Beside it hangs a silver mounted pis­
tol of equal antiquity. A gambling 
Montenegrin brought it one evening 
and sold it to me that he might con­
tinue playing. "My father took it from 
a Turk whom he had slain,” he said, “in 
the last war here, before the walls of 
the town.”

But he insisted on selling it, know­
ing that I loved such things, and went 
back hurriedly to his fellow gamblers. 
To this end had his father risked his 
life and won a trophy!

A Japanese knife dose by was the 
present of a little Jap coffeehouse keep­
er In sweltering Zanzibar. Why he 
gave it to me I never knew, yet there 
It Is to remind me of his odd coffee­
house and his little staff of geishas, as 
much out of their element In those evil 
smelling alleys and reeking heat as I, 
the Englishman, was. I close my eyes 
and conjure up that bare room, its 
bamboo furniture and deft attending 
maidens. Half in the door stands a 
one-armed beggar moaning piteously 
for charity, and the tiny Jap drive? htm 
away with much cursing. Then the 
tramp of bare feet and shouts of men 
take me to the open window, and a 
chair bearing a veiled woman swings 
by, borne by gigantic eunuchs, the cur­
tains wave, and a roguish face peers

Yes, some of my weapons have sad 
stories, too.

There is a solid-loklng English 
•hunting knife that a merry young 
Scotsman gave me as he lay rapidly 
dying from a bite of the black mamba, 
which means death within the hour. 
He was fresh from bonny Scotland but 
a few weeks before.

This Is the assegai which a Zulu 
threw at me, and which cut my finger 
to the bone as I hastily warded it off 
with a riding cane. He was stabbed 
to the heart by our "friendlies” a mo- 

Those were lively times 
in the mounted police, and many were 
the unofficial brushes that we had, and 
which we never reported to head­
quarters.

sick birds than to undertake to treat 
them. Some of the commonest poultry 
diseases are catarrh, roup, gapes and 
leg weakness.

Catarrh—Catarrh in poultry closely 
resembles the common "cold in the 
head” of man. It is accompanied by 
sneezing, difficult breathing and watery 
discharge from the nostrils, and is apt 
to develop into roup. Among the 
causes are lack of ventilation, 
draughts, dampness, exposure and Im­
proper care and feeding. The preven­
tion and treatment are much the same 
as for roup.

Roup—The following are some of the 
symptoms of the various stages of this 
infectious disease: Puffed or swollen 
eyelids, watery discharge from the 
eyes and nose, eyes swollen and closed 
by offensive cheesy matter, thick ge­
latinous discharge from the eyes and 
nose: frothy mucous in the mouth and 
throat, throat covered with thick chee­
sy matter.

In the early stages of the disease the 
Inflammation can be reduced by bath­
ing the eyes and face of the fowl with 
a mixture composed of equal parts of 
sweet oil and whiskey. The fowl 
should be removed from the flock and 
fed oh soft food. If the disease has 
reached the offensive stage the fowl 
should be killed, and the house disin­
fected with sulphur fumes or a three 
per cent, solution of creolin to prevent 
the spread of the disease. If It is de­
sired to save a valuable bird, It is a 
good plan to loosen the discharge in 
the nostrils and eyes, and immerse the 
head for 20 or 30 seconds in a one to 
two per cent, solution of permanganate 
of potash. The treatment should be 
given twice daily until all symptoms 
have disappeared. Roup is most pre­
valent in draughty, over-crowded and 
dirty poultry houses. The inside of 
the house should be well cleansed, and 
the ventilation and lighting so arran­
ged that the house will be perfectly 
dry and free from draughts.

Gape»—This disease usually affects 
only young birds, and, as its name in­
dicates, is characterised by the chick 
gaping—opening its mouth at frequent 
Intervals to get breath. As the dis­
ease proceeds the breathing becomes 
very labored. Gapes result from the 
presence of worms in the windpipe. 
The windpipe becomes inflamed, and 
this, together with the worm*, is apt 
to cause suffocation of the chicken. 
When inflammation extends to the 
lungs, death usually ensues.

The worms may be removed by the 
fumes of sulphur or coal tar, or by 
dropping- one or two drops of spirits 
of turpentine or salicylate of soda Into 
the windpipe. A fumigator can be 
made from an oil barrel. The ends of 
the barrel should be removed, and the 
chlcketis to be treated placed on a 
grating inside the barrel.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17. — Nine per­
sons, including two passengers, lost 
their lives today in the burning of the Щ 
steamer Glen Island, bound from New 
York to New Haven. The steamer 
drifted aground on Captains Island In 
Long Island Sound and was burned to 
the water’s edge.

The vessel left her pier in North 
River at nire o’clock last night with 
ten or twelve passengers and a heavy 1 
cargo. The fire was discovered be­
fore midnight off Execution Point, on 
the Sound. How it started is not 
known, but suddenly the whole vessel 
seemed to become filled with smoke 
arm the electric lights were extinguish­
ed. Boats were hurriedly lowered and 
all put two passengers and seven mem­
bers of the crew escaped. One of the 
lost passengers was a man and the 
other a woman, residents of New York, 
whose names have not yet been learn-

The Glen Island was running up the 
Sound at her usual speed when the fire ' , 
was discovered. It is believed to have 
started in a dynamo located below and 
near the centre of the vessel. The pas­
sengers were nearly all in the berths 
when the vessel suddenly became filled 
with stifling smoke and the lights went 
out. Captain McAllister sent men 
through the cabin and the passengers 
were quickly aroused.

Owing to the fact that considerable ,
Ice was banked along shore It was not 
possible to reach safety in that direc­
tion and the vessel drifted toward 
Captain’s Island. Efforts to check the 
spread of the flames were without avail 
end the lifeboats were prepared. With 
life belts about them the passengers 
were quickly transferred to small boats. 
Eight persons got into one and fifteen 
into another. Ice smashed some of 
the boats and to this the loss of life 
is supposed to have been due. So 
heavily laden was the second boat that 
It threatened every moment to capsize.

The life boats hung about the burn­
ing steamer in the hope of picking up 
some of the missing and in a few min­
utes the tug Bully appeared, towing 
some barges. The two line was in­
stantly cut and the tug ran as close 
as possible to the burning steamer, but 
none of the missing passengers or crew 
were seen. The people In the boats 
were taken aboard and later transfer­
red to the steamer Erastus Corning, 
and arrived In this city shortly before 
7 o’clock this morning.

Beyond their having suffered severe­
ly from the cold i-nd nervous shock, 
none were Injured. The Glen Island, 
which was commanded by Captain Mc­
Allister, who was the last person to 
leave the wreck, was constructed from 
the ruins of he City of Richmond. The 
latter, curiously enough, also was 
burned. After having been rebuilt, the 
steamer was christened William C. Eg- 
ei ton and later renamed Glen Island.

According to the Daily Telegraph’s 
messenger from the Japanese lines at 
Port Arthur, the Russians had prepar­
ed around the fort at Panlung a moat 
six hundred yards long and thirty feet 
wide, which they filled with petroleum 
to a depth of several feet, then cover­
ing it with wood and straw. In the 
course of an attack upon the fort early 
In December the Japanese storming 
party sank into this moat which the 
Russians fired u 'Ah an electric fuse. 
The fierce conflagration lasted all 
night and day and hundreds of Jap­
anese were burned to death, but the 
eecond night, the trench having dried 
up, the Japane.se advanced in email 
detachments protected by large wood­
en shields and engaged in a savage 
bayonet duel. The Japanese, the re­
port continues," captured the position 
and made prisoners Vf 152 Russians.

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 18r-General 
Stoessel’s despatches to the Emperor,
which were received FrMay night, were 

• given out today. The first is dated 
Nov. 25, and is as follows :

"I am happy to inform your Majesty 
(that on Nov. 20, after an increased 
bombardment,
one of the forts on the northeastern 
front, and leaped with a portion of 
their forces on the parapet.

“From Nov. 21 to Nov. 23 the enemy

“At 5.30 o’clock in the evening of 
‘Nov. 23, after heavy firing, the Japan­
ese suddenly hurled themselves against 
several works on this front, seized a 
portion of the trenches, but they were 
thrown back by the reserves after a 
fierce bayonet struggle. They returned 
to the assault at midnight, and again 
occupied a part of the trenches, but 
were annihilated by our bayonets. At 
2 o’clock in the morning all was over, 
and your Majesty’s heroic troops were 
able to rest and to start repairing the 
damage caused by the bombardment.

“From the 20th to the 24th the Jap­
anese lost more than 2,000 men. Ail of 
»ur troops behaved as heroes. The fol­
lowing especially distinguished them­
selves: Generals Kondratenko, Nikitin 
(commander of the artillery), and Gor- 
batowsky, and Lieut. Col. Naumenko. 
(A dozen other officers in lower grades 
are also mentioned in the despatch.)

"Bombardment of the town and har­
bor continues daily. A number of 
buildings have been destroyed and the 
harbor has sustained some damage. 
.The garrisons are in excellent spirits.”

In another despatch, dated Nov. 28, 
General Stoessel says:

“The 26th and 27th were the bloodiest 
'days in the assaults on Port Arthur. 
The attacks began on the night of the 
06th against our left' flank near Pigeon 
{Bay. The first was repulsed with great 
toss to the Japanese. The same night 
the enemy attacked a detachment on 
iPantung mountain, but were repulsed, 
as also was their attack on Visokaia 
(203 Metre) MIL

“On the 26th the Japanese began to 
bombard and attack fiercely the forte 
on the northeastern front and the ad­
vanced trenches. The trenches re­
peatedly changed hands. Nevertheless 
on the night of the 26th we threw 
back the Japanese at the point of the 
bayonet. The enemy succeeded in 
blowing up the parapet of one of the 
forts and began building up parallels 
there. At another fort on the same 
night they laid sacks along the ram 
parts, but our artillery dispersed them. 
Towards 10 o’clock that evening the 
Japanese attacked a battery of our left 
Hank in considerable strength and at 
firet obtained possession of a portion 
of the works, but our heroes brought 
bayonets into use and the Japanese re­
tired leaving a heap of their men. 
Along the whole front the Japanese re­
opened a violent fire against the in­
terior of the fortress, keeping it up 
until five o’clock on the morning of 
Nov. 27.

On Dec. 12 (Dec. 2?) General Stoes- 
eel reports as follows

“The twelve days’ assault which 
commenced on Nov. 20, was definitely 
repulsed last night. I am happy to 
eay that your majesty’s heroic troops 
alone could have been capable of doing 
this. There has never been euoh a 
fierce assault. The following contri­
buted principally to its repulse:

“Generals Kondratenko, Nikitin and 
Gorbatowaky and Colonels Irrmann 
and Eretlakoff, and Lieut. Cols. Nao- 
munkl and Gandourlne. It is thanks to 
them and the heroic officers of the 
naval sharpshooters and the artillery­
men that Port Arthur succeeded again 
In resisting. The Japanese, according 
to prisoners and CMnese, lost at least 
60,000 men.

“We request your prayers and those 
of the mother empress, which are 
manifestly shielding us.
* “As general aide-de-camp to youf 
majesty, I have expreseed your ma­
jesty’s thanks to the garrison.”

MORE BABY FARMS. Crew of Three Master Richard S.
Learning Missing—Vessel Ashore.

NANTUCKET, Mass., Dec. 19,—The 
three masted schooner Richard S. 
Learning, from Windsor, N. S., for Phil­
adelphia, was sighted in distress on th« 
east end of Long Shoal Sunday fore­
noon by Captain Gibbs of the Muske- 
gat life saving station. As soon as the 
gale had subsided sufficiently, the life 
boat was manned and started for the 
stranded vessel. The wind was blow­
ing at the rate of forty miles an hour 
and the temperature was low. 
before the life savers reached the 
schooner they were covered with ioe. 
They were forced to row for three 
hours in the teeth of the gale, and It 
was one of the roughtest experiences 
they ever had.

There was not a sign of life aboard 
і : the Learning, and as the boat 

missing it was evident that the 
had abandoned the schooner soon after 
She struck. Captain Gibbs stated that 
it seemed impossible that a boat could 
live for any length of time in the 
tremendous sea, and he fears the 
schooner’s crew was drowned.

The vessel’s decks were awash, so 
that it was impossible to obtain any 
knowledge as to the nature of hei 
cargo.

On Saturday afternoon Registrar 
Jones visited two more baby farms 
and heard of another, which makes in 
all six which have been located so far. 
One of the two places visited is on 
Winter street. The woman who keeps 
it is said to be respectable enough, but 
the place from all appearances is not 
so cleanly kept as it might be and is 
not how very largely patronized. This 
woman has had, during the past three 
years, nine infants under her care. One 
of them died. At present she has only 
one to look after, and alleges that the 
location of her home is out of the way 
of business and thus not so much 
sought. The woman formerly lived on 
Brussels street and it was while there 
that she was engaged to care for the 
other eight children. She is a provin­
cial woman who formerly lived on a 
farm, and she came to town some 
years ago. The births of the children 
who have been in her charge have nev­
er been recorded.

The other home for the young is on 
Brussels street, and in it there are now 
three children, one of them being a 
girl about four years of age and the 
others infants under one year. They 
are now in good health. This woman 
has also had the care of five other In­
fants, making eight altogether in three 
years, one of whom died. This home 
is said to be clean and well kept and 
the only fault found by Mr. Jones was 
that the births of the children* had 
never been registered, 
promised to attend to this in the fu­
ture.
