Moreover, the fact of His Majes-
ty patting himself personaily forward in the marter,
not only proves that he has the arrangement mnch
at hoart, but seems to imply that on the part of the
proper anthorities here every enconragement will
be given towards effecting it.  We may therefore
take it for granted, that all prefiminary negociations
having been lrmugl\l to a popnt, the King of Pros-
sia's residence at the<Canrt of Queen Vietorii will
be rendered mamorabldn 4l time to come by the
fulfilment of a hope whichxaply the most sangwine
used 1o cherich, and which not even they, a quarter
of a centnry ago, ever expecied 10 soe, in their own
day at least, realized.

There is no caleulating the amonnt of good which

Thus much in reference to the religious benefite
which the King of Prussin is preparing to confer
upon the world. With respect, again, to the poli-
tical advantages to be derived from the arrangement
~=not by this or that country, bat by all who accept
the boon—these must be evident to all who bear in
mind that there is no surer bond of union between
either states or individuale than a community of re-
ligiods faith and religious discipline. Protestant
Germany can never forget thut she owes no less
than her Church to England.  England can never
become nnmindful that she is the spiritual mother
of Protestant Germany. And if' England and Pro-
testant Germany combine to preserve peace on
earth, what power or combination of powers will
venitura to break it? On every conceivable ground,
therefore, in which we look at it—whether it a re-
ligions or  politiesl point of view—we hail the pros-
peet that is before ue with delight, and once again
repent our assertion, that the King of Prussia's visit
to England in 1842 will prove, in its resnlts, to
hiave been one of the most important eveuts that
have oceurred in modern times.

THE ARMY AND NAVY.

extensive destraction of property oceurred in the
sonthern and western snburbs of the metropolis Sa- |
tarday morning.

He was
not satisfied with the expenditure of monies voted
for contingencies, he thought their applieation was
questionable. and he had no coufidence as he had
before stated, in the former government. He would
have objected (o the sum of £1000 when it was vot-

Mr. Cosnrr was in favonr of the Resolution,
and thonght an aceonnt should be rendered to the
Hounse of the manner in which monies were ex-
pended.

Mr. Witsos was of the same opinion with the
learned member for York, Mr. Wilmot. It was
trae the country waa diseatisfied ; but it wan with
the amount of the sum that was annually voted. If
the money had been improperly expended, it was
not probuble the Honse would be better antisfied uf-
ter making the enquiry than it was at present. 1t
wae romoured abroad that the late Governor had
been imposed upon by persons. who took monies
to which they were not entitled. The answer would
probably be that the present administration did not
know what had become of the money ; then what
were the Honse to do; were they to send to New-
foundland for information.  They had better drop
the enquiry and mend their waysin future. lle
snw 1o good but moch evil that would resunlt from
the enguiry ; and gentlemen should not reflect with-
ot good reason npon the late government.

Mr. Fissien said that withdrawing the Resnla-
tion was out of the question.  He had been in the
House but Sinr years, yet he had intended every
year to oppose so large a grant.  Last year it was
pussed, while he happened accidentally to be ab-
sent.
