ments six month*, previous to the testa of tho 
writ of such election, Ae.”

The candidate if required by any other candi­
date. elector or Sheriff holding the election, is to 
declare and testify to the above, and he is further 
required to particularly describe his freehold, and 
the place where if if ?

The 4f>lh Sce/iort protides, that if a Candidate 
shall make a false deetaralion, he shat! be liable /о 
thé pains and penalties applicable la lhe commis­
sion of perjury.
