Murder in Pennsylvania Town
Followed Close Upon Black
Hand Demand For Money—
The “Agent” Shot.

e

Jeanette, Pa., July 15.—Upon the
signal of the “Blackhand” to turn
over money to its agent, George La-
barto, a wholesale fruit merchant, shot
and killed Venel Ceciliano, an Itallan
barber here today, and immediately
eight letters from the “Black Hand"”
demanding money of Labarto upon
pain of death, were turned over to
the police by Mrs. Labarto.

Today Ceciliano entered Labarto's
store and was starting a stogie when
Labarto opened fire with an auto-
matic revolver from the rear of the
establishment. The lighting of the
stogie was the signal for Labarto to
pay Cecillano $2,000. This signal was
explained to Labarto in a letter he re-
celved after his barns were burned
down and several horses destroyed.

The first shot struck Ceciliano in
the face and he fell to the floor, three
more shots struck him in the breast
and legs. The fifth shot carried
awyay a little finger on the hand of
Labarto's daughter, who stood in line
of the firlng. Cecillano was taken to
a hospital where he died and Labarto
has escaped.

DRSTINATE

She Refuses to Obey Mandate
of Powers For Settlement of
Claims Against Her—Rebels
Beaten.

Port Au Prince, July  14.—~France,
Bougland, Germany, Italy and the Unit-
ed States which formed an interna-
tional commission requesting a settle-
ment of claims against Hayti within
three months, have been informed by
Hayti that she refuses to accept the
terms dictated. The commission now
announces that at the end of the
three months specified steps will be
taken for a diplomatic settlement with
or without the participation of the
Haytian government.

Capital Now Safe.

Port Au Prince, The revolution has
spread to Hinche, Maissade and St
Michel, where the situation is desper-
ate

The forces of the government, un-
der command of General Hercule Plut-
arque, have driven back the rebels
who were marching against Mirebal-
ais, a town about 30 miles northeast
of Port Au Prince. The safety of the
capital is now assured because of the
loyal forces occupying the important
communes of Mirebalals and Las Ca-
hobas, .

The revolutionists have arranged
their forces in three divisions. The
first, commanded by General Chapuz-
ette, was proceeding against Port au
Prince by way of Mirebalais when
checked by General Plutarque. The
second division, under command of
General Augustin, is advancing against
Gonalves by way of Hinche, the small
town now occupied by the insurgents,
The third, under General Delphin, has
as its objective point Cape Haltien, by
way of Valliere, which the rebels also
hold.

The government is despatching rein-
forcements, arms and munitions to
Fort Luberte. It is understood that
President Simon, who is at that place,
is preparing to make a general at-
teck against the revolutionists. All
the military chiefs are remaining
faithful to the government. General
Jean Gilles, delegate of the north, who
was wounded at Valliere, has been
sent to Cape Haitien on board a de-
spatch boat.

According to Dr. Doty, Gotham
is Now in “The Very Midst
of a Threatened Invasion of
Cholera.”

—e

New York, July 16.—Although the
cholege situation at quarantine is at
present regarded by Dr. Alvah H
Doty, health officer of the port of
New York, as beiag well in hand, Dr,
Doty did not coneeal tonight his ap-
prehension that New York is in “the
very midst of a threatened invasion of
cholera.”

Today’s official report of the situa-
tion shows that there are fifteen cases
of the scourge at Swinburne Island
hospital, and four cases symptomatic
of the disease, Within the past 24
hours one more victim has died.

The steamer pervgla Is still de-
tained and the medical staff is prepar-
ing to make bacteriological examin-
ations in the case of each of the 246
persons from the steamer Moltke who
are now under observation.

Dr. Doty reviews the situation in a
statement issued tonight, In reply to
an interview attributed by a morning
paper to Judge Bulger. The state-
ments attributed to Judge Bulger, Dr.
Doty says, “are so calculated to alarm
the public in the very midst of a
threatened invasion of cholera, that 1
feel justified in making reply.”

“*What can Dr. Doty, health of-
ficer of the port, mean when he al-
lows five men who have been in daily
contact with persons suffering from
Asfatic cholera to come to this city
in the same clothes they were when
among the cholera victims, and touch
elbows with everybody they meet? is
the question propounded by Judge Bul-
ger in the interview,

Dr. Doty's statement continues
“The facts are these: The five men
referred to were called as witnesses
by the people in charge of the investi-
gation and were permitted by me to
be absent from duty at Hoffman Is-
land for this purpose, Cholera is not
transmitted by clothing or by air, but
by actual contact through the mouth
or through discharges from the in-
testinal tract of the cholera vietims.
There is, therefore, no danger what-

“At ‘the present time we are deal
ing with a very serious outbreak of
cholera in Italy and other sections
along the Mediterranean which has
increased in virulence since last year.
A majority of the vessels which have
recently come from Italy, have brougat
actual cases of this disease.”

Calgary, Alta, July 16.—The man-
ner in which the census is being tak-
en in Calgary is now approaching a
public scandal. It is safe to say, de-
elare citizens, that there are thousands
of names which have been left off the
lists.

In respouse to appeals in the news-
papers-hundreds of persous are com-
ing forward declaring they have never
seen a census enumerator.

Appointed commissioner for Calgary
because ©f his faithful attachment to
the Liberal machine, John W. Dingle
has not even placed a telephone in
his office.

SHORE LINE “WILD MAN"
GAPTURED YESTERDAY

An Unfortunate Individual
Slightly Demented, Though
Seemingly Harmless, had
Roamed the Woods for Sev-
eral Days,

The demented man who has been
wandering about the woods on the
West Stde for some time past, was
captured yesterday and brought to
Fairville and placed in the provincial
asylum pending investigation on the
part of the authorities, Early yester-
day he went to the residence of Mr,
Howe, on the Macpherson Road, about
15 miles down the Shore Line from
Fairville and asked for food, The man
was in a famished coudition and after
Mr. Howe and his wife had given him
food they induced him to lie down
and he promptly went to sleep. Then
then notified the police authorities in
Fairville, and Constable Robert E.
Lawson was sent in an automobile to
take charge of him. The unfortunate
man was sleeping soundly when the
constable arrived at Mr. Howe's resi-
dence, and he was bundled into the
automobile before he was halt awake.
He offered some resistance, but he was
too exhausted to be dangerous.

The constable brought him to Fair-
ville and turned him over to the care
of Dr. Anglin. The authorities will
consider his case today and decide
whether or not to send him back to
England.

The man’s name 1§ Joseph Burbridge
and Dr. Anglin said last evening that
he appeared to be a harmless sort of
chap, though mentally weak. At the
hospital he manifested no dikposition
to violence, and Dr. 'Anhglin is of the
opinion that he took to the woods be-
cause he did not want to be sent back
home. When captured he had a lot of
letters from the Old Country in his
possession, requesting him to return
to his lome, and even  threatening
to have him sent back if he did not
come of his own aceord. It is believ-
ed that the fear of being sent back to
the Old Country drave him into the

His adventure Has caused consider-
able excitement on the West Side,
as it was feared he might turn vio-
lent and attack people, A number of
search parties. were sent out after
him, and as they were unable to loc-
ate him, it was thought for some days
that he had perished In the woods.

along Doullu avenue, his horse took
fright, apparently at the shadows of
some trees thrown across the road-
way by the electric lights near the
residence of John Russell, jr.

Immediately after the accident, G.
G. Murdoch, the son of the city en-
gineer, started for Loch Lomond in
#n automobile to bring in a Yaughter
of Mr. Murdoch, who is a trained
unurse. By the time he returned with
his sister, the city engineer had re-
covered comsciousness, He rallied
quickly from the shock and about
midnight he was placed in an auto-
mobile and taken to his residence on
Leinster street,

Mr. Murdoch had no bones broken
and Dr. Roberts after examining him
came to the conclusion that he had
sustained no serious internal injuries.
It is believed that he will not be con-
fined to his house for very long.

The news of the accident quickly
spread about the, city and as the first
reports were to the effect that Mr.
Murdoch's injuries were of a very
serious nature, there were many ex-
pressions of regret. Mr, Murdoch has
figured in quite a number of driving
accidents in the past and has been
badly injured a number of times.
Some time ago he secured a new
horse, and it was generally supposed
to be a reliable animal. Up to Satur-
day it had never given any indication
that it was liable to take fright, and
its behavior on Douglas avenue was
altogether unexpected.
