RELEASED

ABout 1,700 Criminals Escape
from Moscow Prison, but
Most of them Recaptured.

London, Mar. 18—Telegraphing from

po"Between three and four hundred
political prisoners have been released
from the Butiry prison in Moscow.
About 1,700 criminals, many of them
most dangerous characters, escaped
from the prison, but a majority of
them have already been re-arrested.

All the undestroyed archives
of the political police are being given
to Viadimir Bourtzeff, the well-known
revolutionfst.

Measage to Diplomats.

Petrograd, Mar. 18, via London—Fol
lowing is the text of the message sent
by Forelgn Minister Millukoff to the
Russian diplomats abroad:

“The newa transmitted by the Petro-
grad tele hic agency (the Semi-
official Ru News Bureau) already
has acquainted you with the events of
the last days and the fall of the old
political regime in Russia, which col-
lapsed lamentably in the face of popu.
lar indignation provoked by its care-
lossness, {ts abuses and 'its criminal
lack of foresight. The unanimity of re-
sentment . which the order of things
now at gn end had aroused among all
healthy eléments of the nation has
considerably facilitated the crisis, All
these elements having rallied with en-
thusiasm to the noble flag of revolu-
ticn, and the army having lent them its
speedy and effective support, the na-
tional moyement obtained decisive vie-
tory within eight days.

“This rapidity of realization happily
wade it possible to reduce the number
of victims to a figure unprecedently
small in the annals of upheavals of
such extent and importance.

“By an act dated from Pskov, March
15, B Nicholas r d the
throne for himself and the hereditary
Grand Duke Alexis Nikolaievitch in
favor of Grand Duke Michael Alexand-
rovitch, Im veply to a mnotification
which was made to him of this act,
Grand Duke Michael Alexandrovitch,
by an act dated Petrograd, March 16,
in his turn renounced assumption of
supreme power until the time when a
censtituent assembly, created on the
Lasis of universal suffrage, should have
ostablished & form of government and
new fundamental laws of Russia.

It was the declaration of Mr. Lloyd
George, his first since the re-opening
of Parliament regarding the restrie-
tion of imports, made essential by the
ever-increasing demands upon our
tonnage and the unrestricted U boat
warfare.

The Prime Minister's speech reveal-

The second matter is by making the
army in France self-supporting. The
French Government has already plac-
ed two forests at our disposal, and we
shall have to ask them to make still
greater sacrifices of their beautiful
forests in order to save tonnage.

The Prime Minister on rising to!

He apologized for not makineg his
statement yesterday, and said that at

He continued:—The ultimate suc-
‘ess of the Allied cause depends, in!
my judement. on our solving the ton-
nage difficulties with which we are|
confronted.

Before the war our shipping ton-
nage was only just adequate, and our!
shipbuilding prosramme was suspend-|
ed at the outbreak of war owing to the
essential activities of the navy. Since
the war bezan there have been enor-
mous increases in the demands on
our tonnage. There is the transport
for the navy and army for our expedi-
tions in France and Eastern waters,
and our Allies have made consider-
able demands upon us.

Helping Our Allies

Over a million tons have been allo-
cated to France alone. Very consid-
erable tonnaze has also been set
agide for Russia and Italy, and the
balance left for the ordinary needs
of the nation is only about one-half
of the whole of our tonnage,

In the last four or five months the
ratio of sinking our ships by submar-
ines has increased. and this month,
owing to the verv special efforts made
by Germany, has been the worst.

The Germans have concentrated up-
on buildine submarines to destroy our
mercantile marine, fully realizine that
that is the only effective way of put-
ting out of action what thev consider
the most formidable item in the Al
liance.

There has been for some time a
shortage of tonnagce for the ordinary

got pr lly all the timber we re-
quire for the duration of the war pro-
viding we can get the necessary lab-
or for cutting and transporting it.
There are a considerable number of
workmen and foresters on large
tates who are asked to volunteer for
cutting wood for pit props and other
purposes, and we shall also need thou-
sands—if not tens of thougands of un-
skilled workmen—as well.

England’s Ore

The next -heaviest item was iron
ore. We are importing millions of
tong, and cannot cut down the supply
by a single ton. We must find ships
for this at all costs unless there are
means of finding these materials in
this country. As a matter of fact there
is plenty of ore in this country, but it
is rather of low grade, and it is not
a commercial proposition to diz it
But this is not a commercial question.
It is not a question of getting paying
ore, but of getting ore at all. It in-
volves unfortunately increasing the
number of our blast furnaces, and that
means more labor.

I am informed that the supnlv of
iron ore might be increased by millions
of tons if we had the labor to work
fully the mines in Lincolnshire, Cum-
berland, and elsewhere. The skilled
labor can be found, and for the un-
skilleq I must trust the people of
the country to place their services at
its disposal.

Food Production

Then there is the question of the
production of food. The State in the
past showed a lamentable neglect of
agriculture, and about four or five mil-
lions of acres were out of cultivation.
At the moment about 70 or 80 per
cent, of our important foodstuffs
comes from abroad, and at the moment
our stock of food is low—lower than
it has been for years. It is largely
due to the bad harvest—not to sub-
marines.

It was essential for the lifé of the
nation that we should put forth every

needs of the nation. and even a cer
tain shortage for the military exig-
encies of the Allies themselves.

Grave Situation

The sitvation is undoubtedly - one
that calls for the gravest measures to
deal with it promptly. If we take it
in hand at once and take very drastic
measures we can cone with the peril.
If we do not—if the nation is not pre-
pared to accept drastic measures—I do
not hesitate to say there is disaster
in front of vs. and ¥ am here, with all
the resvonsibility of a Minister, to
tell the house and the nation that.

But the sovernment are proposing
measures, and thev mean to nronose
measures, which they think will be
adequate. ¥ moug sacrifices will
have to be made by the community.
Nationa]l wovernment will be tested
by. and the national destiny will de-
pend on. the answer given to the ap-
peal T have to make.

D[vened Tonnage

Nearly one-half of our tonnage is
engaged on war work. Twelve months
before the war 50 million tons enter-
ed British ports. During the last 12
months it was 30 million tons. It was
not due to submarines. The de-
crease was due to the fact that a
large proportion went direct to
France, Egypt, Mesopotamia, and Sal-
onika.

As to the submarine menace, the
government is hopeful of dealing ef-
fectively with it, but we should be
suilty of criminal folly if we rested
our action or our policy on a tranquil
anticination of being able to realize
that hope.

We must be able to carry the war
through to a victorious end, however
long, even if we fail to hunt the sub-
marines ont of the deep. There is no
sure foundation for victory except
that. We cannot bu'ld upon anything
else. A good deal of our tonnare has
been sunk and will be sunk. Wo- can
never obtain comnlete immunity from

piratical attacks. Therefore the nro-

blem of tonnage must be dealt with
ruthlesslv and promptly.

Threefold Measures

The measures are threefold:
First, there are the measures to be
taken by the navy. ;

Secondly, the building of merchant

ships, and

Thirdly, to limit oyr needs for over-

seas transports by dispensing with all
non-essential  commodities brought
from abroad, and producing as much
of the essentials of life as we could
at home.

I am convinced that an increase of
building can be obtained by the intro-
duction of payment, by results, but
that would involve an undertaking on
the part of the employer that where
good wages are earned there should
be no reduction of the rate,

It is really eswential that we should
get as much work as possible out of
the yards, not merely for the mercan-
tile marine, but for the building of
craft for coping with the submarines

at sea.
Home Production

The next method of dealing with
the problem is home production. The
bulk wu::’ con-

effort to increase production for this
| vear.
|" It ‘'would be easter to do this if we
had commenced some time ago (ap-
plause). I ask for indulgence for Min-
isters like Mr. Prothero, who is work-
ing under difficult conditions (loud
cheers), and crowding into six weeks
what should have been done two
years ago.

Our Choice

There are only a few weeks left for
the spring sowing and it i{s urgently
necessary that farmers should be in-
duced to increase the area under cul-
tivation at once, otherwise we may
have to choose between diminishing
our military exports, which would be
disastrous, or under-feeding the popu-
lation. This choice Germany has had
to make and she has chosen rather to
under-feed her popoulation than to di-
minish her military power and
strength. It is a choice we wish to
avert if we can—and we can (hear,
hear.)

The obstacle to increased cultiva.
tion is partly lack of labor. Owing to
the patriotism of the laborers the
farmers in some districts were left
deserted, but since the introduction
of the Service Acts there had been
some discrimination exercised. In
France no able-bodied man of military
age is to be found on the land. All
the cultivators of the soil are to be
found defending it (hear, hear), and
the work done by men over military
aze, boys, women and substitutes.

The greatest obstacle to immediate
action was the timiditv of the farmer
when it comes to cutting up his pas-
ture.

WAR COMMENT.

The Allied forces have again made
tmportant gains on the western front
and although the “spring drive” is not
expected to start before next month.
the British and French troops have
been giving a very good imitation of 2
drive on a smaller scale during the
past few days, Following close upon
the occupation of Bapaume comes the
news that the British have entered
Feronne and have driven the Germans
back in some points to a depth of ten
iuiles on a front of forty<dive miles.
This movement attracts comparatively
little attention in the cables although
such & success a few months ago
would have been told of at much
greater length. Evidently the daily
advance of the Allied forces at some
point in the western line is now re-
garded as a mere matter of routine.

Bapaume, which the British entered
on Friday and Saturday, is one of the
wost important railway points on the
western line. Its capture means cut-
ting off an important supply avenue
for the enemy and certainly indicates
greater successes in the near future.

‘While this has been going on in the
west our Russian allies operating
against the Turks have not been idle.
Just as a measure of celebration over
the triumph of the “win the war” party
in the recent revolution, the Russian
troops yesterday captured the city of
VYan. Van, which is a city of 25,000
population, is situated in the villayet of
same name in Turkish Armenia. Before
the war it was the centre of an im-
portant cloth trade. It is on Lake
Van where the American Missionary
Society had operated an important
station. It was also much in the news
at the time of the Armenian atrocities,
being a centre for American relief
work.

Altogether the war operations of the
past few days on all fronts have
tuken a turn decidedly favorable to

THE WAR BONDS.

In the way of investment there can
be nothing better than the 5 per cent.
20-year war bonds the Canadian Gov-
ernment is offering to the public at
They are literally as good as gold.
Nay, they may well be accounted bet-
ter than gold, for not only are they
redeemable and their interest cou-
pons payable in that precious metal,
but when they mature the Govern-
ment will pay back for every $100
unit of them $4 more than it now re-
ceives. The return on the money in-
vested in them is about 5.4 per cent:
per annum. After the war settlement,
and when the new belligerent nations
have begun to reap the fruits of peace
once more, there is no country in the
world that has more reason to expect
a fair run of prosperity than Canada.
It can be safely said that the security
behind the bonds, splendid though it
now is, will be a steadily-growing one
for many years to come. Tremendous
as will be the burden of war debt the
nations must carry far into the fu-
ture, the day of easy money may come
sooner than some of our keenest
financial men expect. It is hardly less
than a certainty that these bonds are
cheaper now than they will be before
they are a dozen years old. Once
money becomes plentiful and interest
rates fall considerably, the bonds will
go to a price that will greatly reduce
the return on the money the future
duyer pays for them, The Canadian
who can get some of them at the issue
price of 96 ought to do so. If he does
not he may yet be buying them on
the stock emchange at 110 or higher.

Beskdes their intrinsic value and in-
vestment value, the bonds have a sen-
timental value, says the Toronto Mail
end Bmpire. It must be the desire
of every loyal Canadian to have some
souvenir of the war that he or his
children after him can take a little
pride in in the days of peace. What
could be more satisfying in this way
than a war bond? Children yet un-
born will have come to manhoood and
to womanhood before these bonds
have matured. The interest receipts
from the bonds will be part of the in-
come upon which many families will
be maiotained. In the eyes of young
Canadians whose lives did not begin
wntil the terrible war was overpast
there will be something peculiarly
worthy in the piece of scrip certifying
to the fact that their father or other

HUNS STILL DEFIANT.

Cable advices of last night brought
the news that the German U-boats had
sent three more American vessels to
the bottom, in each case attacking
them without warning. Whether the
crews of the vessels in question were
saved is not yet known, but in the
case of one vessel, The City of
Memphis, sunk off the Irish coast,
there appears to be some doubt.

The escape of the crews, however,
does not lessen Germany’s culpability,
as frequently the crews of vessels sunk
at night have heen able to reach shore
in their boats or have kept afloat until
rescued. The fact that the Hum U-
boats have not hesitated to attack
these vessels without giving warning
of their intention shows very plainly
that Berlin takes little stock in Am-
erican threats and is prepared to con-
tinue her unrestricted submarine war
fare irrespective of what the United
£tates may or may not do.

Continuance of such events as the
sinking of the Algonquin, chronicled a
few days ago, and of the City of
Memphis, recorded this morning, is
certain to lead to open war between
the United States and Germany. The
United States has not objected to
Llockade of certain sea zomes. For
many months Great Britain has main-
tained an effective blockade of certain
zones and coasts, but the British sea-
bleckade is of the same nature as a
land-blockade and does not counten.
ance murder or piracy. Vessels inter.
cepted by the British blockading craft,
if they are found to be carrying contra-
band cargo are searched and arrested,
but not sunk, then they may be seized
as prizes and taken to a British port.
The very nature of the craft with
which Germany {is carrying on her
blockade work, however, prevents the
the towing of prizes to German ports,
for submarines cannot do work of that
sort, to say nothing of the difficulty
they would experience in evading Brit-
ish cruisers. Hence the policy of sink-
ing.

It has not yet been made definitely
clear whether a submarine, having
stopped and searched an American
vessel, even though armed, may then
destroy the ship after jettisoning the
cargo, without bringing on war with
the United States. President Wilson's
views on this point, and on the arm-
ing of American ships, have been thus
summarized:

“l—Arming a merchant ship for de-
fence is a right under International
Law and is not a belligerent or un-
friendly act.

“2-——The placing of gun crews from
the United States navy on board
American merchant vessels to operate
the defensive batteries is not a bel-
ligerent act, and is justified by the
| circumstances.

“3—American merchant vessels car
rying arms for defensive purposes
furnished by the United States gov-
ernment, and having gun crews from
the United States navy, still preserve
the character of merchant vessels and
:xrle not auxiliary cruisers or war ves-
sels.

“4—S8uch American merchant vessels
may carry usual cargoes which are
subject, if contraband, to confiscation
or destruction, provided the ordinary
requirements of visit and search are
complied with by belligerent warships.

“5—If belligerent submarines or
other warships encounter armed
American merchant ships, these war-
ships are privileged to exercise the
right of visit and search with attend-
ant penalties.”

The last two paragraphs of the fore-
going indicate that the submarine may
halt and search an American vessel
carrying contraband and sink her but
must provide for the safety of her
passengers and crew. Germany har.
bors no such humane design. Her
submarine policy as enunciated from
February 1st takes no account of
human life.

The Algonquin case served to im-
press this fact upon the President.
The City of Memphis should emphasize
it. Germany is still deflant and cares
not whether the United States de-
clares war or continues in the role of
a neutral. For the Hunm, in his pres-
ent condition, one or two more na-
tions arrayed against him will not
matter in the least except that it may
give him an opportunity to cry quit on
the ground that he cannot continue to

A SOBER BRITAIN.

It is diffioult to arrive at the causes
for the great reduction in drinking
to excess which the Times shows,
First, it would naturally be thought
that the with 1 of large bers
of men for the army would take from
the stréets of the large towns and
d the t of
drinking. Balanced against this, how-
ever, is the influx of munition workers
in the industrial centres. These men
aresearning more money now than
ever before and drinking might be
expected to show an inorease from
that cause. In several of the towns
reviewed, where munition workers
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clined although not to so large an
extent as among men. Between 1914
and 15 the convictions of females
showed a decline, but the real reduc-
tion came in 1916, when there was a
falling off of nearly 14,000 cases.

It was in August, 1915, that the re-
strictions enforced by the British
Liquor Control Board were generally
applied and the great falling off in
convictions dates largely from that
time. A considerable improvement
was noticeable in the latter part of
1915, but last year, the first full year
of the control, the decrease was so
marked as to be without precedent in
British history.

The likelihood is that never again
will the consumption of intoxicating
liquors in Britain reach the figures of
before the war days. The war has
had a steadying sobering effect upon
all the nations engaged in it, and in
this respect has been a more potent
agency for temperance than all the
prohibitory legislation ever placed on
any statute book.

FAREWELL
MANIFESTO
OF NICHOLA

Petrograd, Mar. 17, via London—
The following is the text of the Im-
perial manifesto in which the Russian
Emperor announced his abdication
and that of his son::

‘“We, Nicholas II, by the grace of
God, Emperor of all the Russias, Em-
peror of Poland and Grand Duke of
Finland, etc, make known to all our
faithful subjects: In the day of the
great struggle against a foreign foe,
who has been striving for three years
to enslave our country, God has wish-
ed to send to Russia a new and pain-
ful trial. Interior troubles threaten
to have a fatal effect on the final out-
come of the war. The destinies of

army, the happiness of the people and
all the future of our dear fatherland
require that the war be prosecuted at
all cost to a victorious end. The cruel
enemy is making his last effort, and
the moment is near when our valiant
army, in concert with those of our
glorious allies, will definitely chastise
the foe.

“In these decisive days in the life
of Russia we believe our people
should have the closest union and
organization of all their forces for the
realization of speedy victory. For
this reason, in accord with the Duma
of the Empire, we have considered it
desirable to abdicate the throne of
Russia and lay aside our supreme
power. Not wishing to be separated
from our loved son, we leave our
heritage to our brother, the Grand
Duke Michael Alexandrovitch, bless-
ing his advent to the throne of Rus-
sla. We hand over the government
to our brother in full union with the
representatives of the nation who are
seated in the legislative chambers,
taking this step with an inviolable
oath in the name of our well-beloved
country. We call on all faithful sons
of the fatherland to fulfil their sacred
patriotic duty in this painful moment
of national trial and to aid our broth-
er and the representatives of the na-
tion in bringing Russia into the path
of prosperity and glory. May God ald
