Ottawa, Feb. 28— (Special) —In the
House of Commonsgeday, Mr. Madore, 1n
moving the second Mjading of his bill re-
specting momey lend® said ‘that there
was not in Canada a law against usury,
the same as in England. The law against
usury in Canada worked well until 1853,
when it was amended and finally repealed
in 1858. Since then, money lenders hav:
maltiplied, and usury has become as com-
mon as when the English law was first
jntroduced. Last year a bill was intro-
duced in the house eimilar to the present
one. The mecessty for sudh a law, he
said, was found mecessary from the num-
ber of young men who were ruined by
money lenders. The bill would restrict
the interest on amounts up to $500, to 20

per cent. It would mob affect larger
amounts. By restricting it to small

emounts it would not be a hinderance t0
comimnerce. If the debtor is eued and
judgment obtained, the money lender can
recover an'y six per cent. imterest.

Mr. Fortin, of Laval, questioned whether
usury waé of sufficient prevalence to justi-
fy the bill. He pointed out that high rates
wete exacted only from those whose credit
wad poor. The money lender took long
dharices in handiing ‘the paper of such.
Though the amounts for which judgments
were sometimes given in the courts seem-
ed to indicate extortion he contended that
in 09 cases out of every 100 the money
lender got nothing more than the judg-
ment. ‘The money lender charged high
rates in onder thett if the payments on the
loans wereé made for arontion of the terma
he might recover his entire principal and
have a diance to make more.

The China Situation Not Relieved Yet--Great Britain, Japan
and Germany Advise Against Special Concessions.

London, March 1—The Shanghai corres-
pondent of the Standard says reports from
native sources assert that Ii Hai Chun,
a protege of Prince Tuan and General
Tung Fu Hsiang, has started a 1ebe.ion
with 5,000 men near Lan ¢thau Fu, prov-
ince of Kan Su.

London, March 1—The Pekin cories-
pondent of the Daily Mail, wiring Wednes-
day, says:

“(ireat Britain, Japan and Germany
have united.y advised China through la
Hung Chang, I understand, against grant-
ing epecial concessions to the subjects of
any nationality. These representations re-
fer to the Russo-Chinese convention re-
garding Manchuria, which has mot yet
been ratified by China.”

London, March 1—Sir Emst Satow and
Mr. Conger, after . consuiting with the
misisonaries, have decided to reject the
Jhinese proposition made on the sugges-
tion of M. Pichon, that they should et
as representatives of the m:misters of the
powers to discuss with the Chinese pleni-
potentiaries the missionary question and
the claims of native converts.

“They are convinced, however,” says
the correspcndent, ‘‘that the Chinese are
ready to agree to some arrangement for
setting this matter.” , .

NEW BRUNSWICK'S LAW-MAKERS AT WORK.

The Local House Had Lengthy Opening Session--Speeches by Messrs. Copp,

‘Ryan and Haze

Fredericton, Feb. 28—At . noon today
Mr. Justice Gregory was in attendance at
the legisiative chamber. room and admin-
istered the oath of allegiance to the mem-
bers of the assembly present. The new
members sworn were: Messrs. S. S.
Ryan, for Albert; S. B. Appleby, for
Carleton; A. B. Copp, for Westmorland:
Richard A. Porier, for Kent, and George
W. Allen, for York.

At 3 p. m. the members of the legis-
lature were assembled m their chamber,
when his honor, the liewtenant governor,
attended Dby his sulte, entered amd took
his seat. His honor, addressing the as-
sembly through the clerk, said that he
woud not declare his intentions in con-
vening the assemktly unti! they had chosen
a speaker. His honor then retired.

Mr. Clifford W. Robinson, member for
Westmorland, was then chosen speaker,
being nominated by Hon. L. J. Tweedie,
seconded by Hon. Wm. Pugsley.

Mr. Hazen said the new speaker would
have the hearty support of the opposi-
tion in the discharge of ihis duties. His
honor, the lieutenant governor, then en-
tered the dhamber and being seated on
the throne addressed the assembly.

The speech from the throne covered the

Mr. Copp moved that the house proceed
to the consideration of the speech from
the throne.

He had no
practical experience in parliamentary
work but as it was the custom of parlia-
ments to put recruits on the firing line, he
would have to take his place and do his
duty. He felt it to be a high honor, to
himself and to the county he represented
that he had been called upon to move the
address. Referring to Queen Victoria’s
death he regretted he could not use
language sufficiently worthy to pay a fit-
ting tribute to the memory of the depart-
ed Queen. He could only hope that her
successor would follow in her footsteps
as he had promised to do, and we ask
nothing more. He has her noble example
before hirh and we trust that the nation
and the empire will go on increasing un-
der his soverignty.

The war in South Africa to which a
reference is made has had the effect of
cementing the people of the empire to-
gether as nothing else has done. It was
exteremely gratifying to: him that Canada
had been to the front in sending a con-
tingent to aid the -mother country in
South Africa. These- men have left a
noble record.

Speaking of technical edncatior, he said,
the question of agriculture: has' become

one of great importance to the people of
this province and he congratulated the
government that they had been at all
times ready to assist in the improvement
of agriculture. Now we find the govern-
ment allying ifself:with the governments
of P. E. Island and Nova Scotia in the
establishment of a school of agriculture
and horticulture. This was a most im-
portant move. He hoped that a school of
mining and of the mechanical arts would
soon be added.

He was glad to find the government
about to deal with cold storage. 1f the
policy indicated is carried out it will be
of the utmost benefit to our farmers. He
was glad to see that an effort is to be
made to develop the valuable coal areas
in Queens and Sunbury. There is nothing
that is likely to add more to the pros-

perity of the province than this. He was |-

pleased to see that the government pro-
posed to deal with the laws relating to
great roads and bye-roads. He had long
been of the opinion that the system which
made a distinction between great roads
and bye-roads and which provided for
their maintenance by separate funds was
one that was likely to lead to confus"u
and which ought to be changed. ;

The reference to the smallpox epidemic
recalled the efforts of the government to
stamp out that disease, and which proved
so successful. The smallpox had been prac-
tically stamped out.

The publication of the details of the

revenue and expenditure of the province |

in the Royal Gazette within 60 days after
the close of the fiscal year is a measure
which he highly approved. It will be car-
rying out the principle now becoming al-
most universal in giving the public the
earliest and fullest information in regard
to all subjects relating to the government
of the country.

SCARS THAT CARRY NO SHAME.

Honorable Ecars That Are Won by Brave-
Hearted Men—Every Christian Hero
QOught to Have and Be Proud of the
Distinctive Marks of the Follower of
the Meek and Lowly Jesus.
“Washington, Feb. 24.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talinage praises ' Chris-
tian heroism and tells of great re-
wards. The text is Galatians vi, 17,
“I bear in my body the marks of
the Lord Jesus."”
We hear inuch
thrones, victorics,
the more quiet story of scars,

about crowns,
but I now tell
hon-

orable and dishonorable. There are
in all parts of the world people
bearing dishonorable scars. They

went into the battle of sin and were
worsted, and Lo their dying day they
will have a scarilication of body or
mind or soul, It cannot be hidden.
"There are tens of thousands of men
and women now consecrated to God
and - living holy lives who were once
corrupt; but they fHrave been regener-
ated, and they Te no more what
they once were t%n rubescence is
emaciation, than balm is vitriol,
than noonday is midnight. DBut in
their depleted physical health or
mental twist or style of temptation
they are ever ahd anon reminded of
the obnoxious past. They have a
memory that is deplorable. In some
twinge of pain or some tendency to
surrender to the wrong which they
must perpetually resist they have an
unwholezome reminiscence. They
carry scard, deep scars, ignoble scars.

Jutz Paul in ‘my text shows us a
scarification which is a badge of hon-
orable and self-sacrificing service.
He had in his weak eyes the result
of too much study, and in his body
berit  and worn, the signature of
scourgings and shipwrecks and mal-
treatment by mobs. In my text he
shows those scars as he declares, e |
bear in my body the marks of the
Lord Jesus.”” Notice that it is not
wounds, but scars, and a scar is a
healed wound. Before the scar is well
defined upon the flesh the inflamma-
tion must -have departed and rizht
circulation must nhave hbeen restored
and new tissue must have been
formed. It is a permancnt indenta-
tion of the flesh—a cicatrix. Paul
did well to show these scars. They
were positive and indisputable proofs
that with all his body, mind and
soul he believed what he said. They
were his diploma, showing that he
had graduated from the school of
hardship for Christ. Theyv were cre-
dentials proving his right to lead in
the world’s evangelization.

Men are not ashamed of scars got
in battle for their country. No Amer-
jcan is embarrassed when you ask
him, “Where did”you get that gash
across your {éréhead?’ and he ‘can
answer, “That was from a saber cut
at San Juan.” When you ask some
serman, “Where did you los2 your
right arm?’’ he 1s not ashamed to
say, I lost it at Sedan.”” When you
ask an Italian, ‘“Where did you lose
your eye?”’ he is not annoyed when
he can answer, ““I suffcred that in
the last battle under our glorious
General Garibaldi.”” But I remind
you of the fact that there are scars
not got in war which are just as il-
lustrious. We bhad in this country
years ago an eminent advocate who
was called into the-presidential cabi-
net as attorney general. In midlife
he was in a Philadelphia court room
engaced in an important trial.  The
attorney on the opposite side of the
cas: got irritatcd and angry and in
most brutal manner referred to the
distinguished attorney’s disfigured
face, a face more deeply scarred than
anv fuce I ever saw. The legal hero
of whom I am speaking in his clos-
ing argument said: ‘‘Gentlemen of the
jury, when I was a little child I was
playing with my sister in the nurs-
ery, and her clothes caught fire, and
I ran to her to put out the fire. I
succeeded, but I myself took fire, and
before it was extinguished my face
was awfully burncd, and as black as
the heart f the scoundrelly counsel
who on the other side of the case bas
referred to 1y misfortune.”’” The
eminent attorney of whom I speak
cariicd all his life the honorable scar
of his sister’'s rescue.  Albert Dar-
nez, the most distinguished of all
commentators, unless it be Matthew
Henry, for years at 4 o'clock in the
morning mizht have beea seen going
from his house in Philadelphia 1o
his stvdy in the ckurch and in those
early hours and I%iore hreakfast to
give all thcs» woniderful commentar-
its, a theclegical library  in them-
selves.  He said that as he was pas-
tor he felt bound to give all the rest
of each day to work connected with
his pastorate.

What Was Done With Bodies
of Officials.

London, Feb. 28—The Pekin correspond-
ent of the Times wiring yesterday, gives

a precis of the draft of the Manchurian
convention. He says:

“Russia requires China to sign a con-
vention consisting of 12 articles. The
first says the Czar is willing to forget the
recent hostilities in Manchuria and con-
sents to allow China to resume the civil
government.

“The other articles virtually place com-
plete control in Russian hands. They ex-
clude Chinese troops and forbid the im-
portation of arms. They démand the deg-
radation of the high officials ‘implicated
in the recent disturbances and ' exclude
persons of any other nationality frem
holding official positions in Manchuria or
drilling Chinese soldiers or sailors any-
where in Northern China.

“Article eight: proyides that in Manchu-
ria, Mongolia and Chinese Turkestan, no
railway, mining or other concessions shall
be granted to persons of any other na-
tionality, nor can China herself construct
any railwav.

“No land around Niu Chwang can be
leased to foreigners. The remaining clauses
deal with the indemnities. So far as the
military expense is concerned, Russia will
act in conjunction with the other powers.
As regards indemnity for the destruction
of the Manchurian railway, China shall
arrange with the railway company itself
and a commercial concession may be ac-
cepted in part payment.”

Berlin, Feb. 27.—Germany will endorse
the proposition of the United States,
Great Bnitain and France for the punish-
ment of the guilty provincial officials ant
will support the same in the conference of
the menisters of the powers in Pekin.
This statement is made on the best au-
thority.

tive Ao-the city Charter. The report sub-
tted fo the board at Monday’s meet-
ing indicutes a belief on the part of those
Who framed it that because a certain state
%of affairs has existed for a long period of
timd no change should be made, and that
the twisdom of the past is to be the in-
variable standard to bind the present. The
provision in many of the acts incorporatr
ing cities and towns in this province by
which a certain portion of the electors is
deprived of its right to vote has come
down to us, as shown by the board of
{rade’s Teport, as an indication in that re-
spect of the wisdom of those who framed
euch laws nearly a centygy ago. Does the
board of trade pretend seriously to argue
that such judgment is infallible, or that
no change should be made because in the
judgment of our forefathers they thought
this system was the proper one? No
doubt the enactment represented the pre-
vailing scntiment and intelligence of that
day, but we hesitate to subscribe to the
dpctrinc that no advancement has been

made between that day and the present

tiawe.

“T'he resume of enactments attached to
ihe report, and which is said to have been
prepared by Alderman Macrae of Wel-
Tington ward, fails to mention the fact
that while this restrictive provision is re-
tained in many acts relating to cities and
towns, it has been wholly stricken out
from the provisions of the Municipalities
Act under which every county council in
the province s electeq. Inasmuch as our
aldermen are a portion of the municipal
council of the city and county of St: John,
we have the aromaly presented in this
aunicipality, of part of its council being
elected by a- comstituency to which this
restriction applies, and the other part, be-
\ing efected by a constituency to which it
‘does not apply.

_ i important question involved is the
offett such legislation might have on the
‘collection of the civic taxes. The fact that
% number of towns within the province
still desire this restriction does not touch
the question at issue at all. We have no
account of any town or cily which has
adopted the change, ever complaining that
4t produced the effect apparently feared
by the committee of the board of trade.
No such complaint has ever been made
because the restriction was struck out of
the Municipalities Act. The great major-
ity, if not all, the impcrtant cities in On-
tario, which have no such restriction, have
given no testimony to the efféct that their
taxes could not be as easily collected un-
der the one system as under the other.
Our sister city of Halifux, which
has  adopted " the proposed change,
makes no such complaint, and

NEW BRUNSWICK COAL.

In the speech from the throne the gov-
ernment announces that it proposes as-
sisting in the thorcugh development of
the coal fields of Queens-Sunbury. The
true extent of the coal area of this dis-
trict is not exactly known but is placed
by geologists and engineers at from fifty-
five ta one hundred and fifty milliou tons.
The coal, in the past, has not borne a
good name but this was entirely due to
the primitive and unscientific methods of
mining by which much dirt and slate was
associated with the coal. The clean coal
shows by analyses that it is in no way
inferior to the Nova Scotian coal.

It is a very good coking coal with a
small percentage of a non-fusible ash. The
Grand Lake coal has been extensively em-
ployed by manufacturers in various parts
of the province and all speak in the high-
est terms of its heating effiiciency. We
understand that it has also been
used in the manufacture of iron, which
is one of the severest technical tests which
can be employed.

The whole coal area requires proper
scientific investigation and, once having
established the extent and value, the next
sfep is the introduction of methods of
mining. With the “Long Wall” eystem
of coal mining and washing machinery
there is no doubt that a coal equal in
value to that produced in Nova Scotia
could be placed on the market. The coal
district is admirably situated for easy
shipment. In summer there is an excel-
lent opportunitf’ to ship by water both to
St. John and Fredericton and in winter
the coal could be sent over the Central
Railway to this city and points along the
1. C. R. In order to facilitate winter ship-
reents to Fredericton it would be neces-
sary to extend the Central Railway. to
that city. It is probable, if the mines
of Queens-Sunbury were properly devel-
oped and worked, that the I. C. R. would

purchase large quantities of this coal as

it has been found to be an excellent loco-
niotive’ frel. :

We trust that the government will pro-
ceed with the development at as early
a date as possible and that its efforts may
be crowned with success.

GO SLOWLY.

There is a movement on foot to in-
crcase the sessional indemnity of the
members of parliament from $1,000 to
$1,500 per session, to increase ithe premier’s
salary, and to make an allowance of $3,000
or $3,500 per year to the leader of the
oppoition in additional to-his sessional
indemnity. The Conssrvative caucus last
Friday is underdicod to have unanimously
agreed to the first proposition, and it
might readily consent to the second as a
qud pro quo if the third were accepted.
There is a reasonableness about all three
propositions which, in our judgment,
makes them the more, dangerous. ‘Lhey
are three distinet and separate ideas, and
to our way of thinking, there is no 1eason
to consider them in any other way than

each om its own merits.
_———

The idea of increasing the members’
sessional indemn'ty is not a new one. It
has been advocated for years, but has
gained new strength in the %wo latter ses:
sions of the last parliament, owing to the
duration of these sessions being proionged
several months beyond the average tume.
To trcrease the sessional indemnity, in
our opinion, has a tendency to perpetuate
long wessions. The experience of ‘the past
has shotwn that there is mo advantage to
the country in the blocking tactics of aun
opposition, cr in the making of intermin-
ally long speeches for campaign purposes,
which are the common sounces of prolong-
ing the session. We believe the business
of Canada can be transacted to better
advantage by parliament in a three
months’ session than in one of twice that
duration. The miost powerful restraint at
present on the useless ta’k of many mem-
bers ‘is the small sessional indemmity. The
men who serve the country the best in
pariament are the  men who kalk the
leaut. The wstrongest argument in favor
of an increased sessional indemmity, is
that men of business or members without
private means are being more and more
debaived from active political life on ac-
count of being unable to go to Ottawa for
perhaps five monfths, fcr a sum which does
not cover their actual Hving expenses
there. But we think this argument takes
for granted all it seeks' to prove, and,
until there is more evidence to support
it, should not be given too much credence.

As to the proposal to increase the
sa’ary of the first mdnister of Canada,
while we frank'v adm’t that the man who
holds this responsible position shou!d be,
and nearly every one of our premiers has
been, a man capable of earning very much
more than his salary in his profession.
Yot there seams (o us to be a much batter
way than the one propcsed to compencate
the man whom the people of Cumda
honor with ‘their contidence, for the
pecuniary loss to which he subjects him-
self by the acceptance of the honorable
but onerous responsibilities of the premier-
ship. It s tiwe that each premser of
Canada has perhaps laid down the sea's
of office poorer than he was when he ac-
cepted them. And it is to the aedit of

their fau'ts, our pubiic
parties have been remarkably free from
the greed for money, which alone cou'd
tempt them to enmmich themselves ait the
public expense. But instead of increasing
the premier’s salary which, in our judg:
mentt, only means increasing the cost of
living, of the occupant for the time being
of the honorable position, a more practical
suggestion wou'd be that Canada should
grant a pemsion of say $5,000 a year for
life to every premier who occupies the
position dwing at least one panliament,
and in case of his death, the pension or
one-haif of it to be paid to his widow
during her life. This would remove the
fear of the future from the man who, for
the time being, guides the destinies of
Canada, and wou'd also prevent the neces-
sity of our premiens being’ forced, on a
change of government, to depend entirely
upon their meglected business or profes-
sion as a means of livekhood. This reems
to us the democratic solution of a very
real difficulty.

We would be strongly fin favor of the
propoval to allow the leader of the oppo-
sition a proper .maintenance allowance,
to partially compensate him for the
neglect of his business or professon caus-
ed by the demand made by politics upon
his time. But there n"s) one very Sserious
objection to the propos:l. Under our
present system of party politics, wihale
there are usually only two parties with
any imrortant following, yet from time
to time there is bound to arise divisions
of one or other of these, it may be oniy
temporarily, but yet the third party for
the time be‘ng has its rights, which must
be respected. For example, for some
years up to the present parliament, there
has been a Patron party in Canada, re-
presented in parijament at times by six,
seven, ¢ight or more members under a
rcognized leader. We do mot quite see, if
the principle of the country making an
aMowance to the leader ef the opposition
is adopted, how the claims of the third
party leader could be ignored. 1t might
be argued, of course, that only the strong-
est oppesition would be contidered, and
that a good might result in preventing
parties splitting into more than two sec-
tions. For 5t is admitted that party gov-
ernment is only practical wunder two
party form, unless as it has happened in
Great Britain, that the one party was
fortunate enough ‘to control more votes in
the house than the other two combined.
Even then the opposition is rendered less
effective from the uncertainty of how the
thind party will vcte on any subject.

Qur idea, therefore, is, that 'the govern-
ment, and pariiament as a wthole, will do
well to go slowly in making the changes
suggested. Keep each proposition distinet
from the ather . two; and weigh each
on its own merits. Hasty legislation on
such subjects ever brings its own rebuke
from {he people, especially upon the gov-
ernment wlo rightly or wiongly will be
held responsible for whatever action is
taken.

Mr. McKeown's Franchise Bill.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—The paraliel wiich is drawn by the
Globe in its discussion of civic franchise,
between the city corporation and a joint
dtock company, is faulty end incomplete.
There is no simifarty of pesiticn between
the members of such a compiny and the
inhabitants of a city or down. Iveryone
who joins a ¢tock company does o of his
own volition. He is fiee to enter into the
assocation or to remain. outside. If he
dhooses to invest hiv capital in such enter-
prise it is to be presumed that he will
bear the financinl burdens incident theie-
to. If not, his stock is forfeited in mos’
instances, but I know of no plocess in
such companies whereby he can be sum-
manily imprisoned without benefit of buii,
or whereby his propeity can be immedi-
ately levied upon for his defau't; nor do
I know of any company into whose mem-
bership a whole community is legisiated.
The Globe appears to assume that those
who, by the operation of the prescnt tany,
are excluded frem voting o not pay their
asesmonts. This assumpticn @s incorrect
It is not a question between thote "vho
pay and those who do not pay. A'l, with
very few exceptions, do pay, but the pay
ment ©s delayed. Those who delay to a
period too late to allow them to excreise
their franchise are eventually compelled
to pay with added costs, wo it is not, &
assumed by the Gicbe, a case of such peos-
ple voting away mcney “vhich thoy have
had mno share in contributing. They are
compelled to comtitbute, and as a rule
they are the members of the community
on whom ithe burden of taxation lall-
with heaviest weight, and who are most
interested in the selection of ciutious and
careful men who wil mot squ'mnder civie
finances or unnecessanly increase the tix
ation. Under such circumstances it se
a double hardship that the civie ruleiz
should create, or erdeaver to 'contnuc ©
state of affairs which beuts heavily om the
resources of such people and, wih'e com
peling them eventua'ly to 1ay tihe-e
taxes with added costs, excludes them
from the franchise. To muake similar.ty
between the city inhabitants anwd mem
bers of a stock company there rhouid be
some way pointed out whercby thcse who
are dertived of the right to vote may be
re'eived from taxation altogether, in the
same way that a defauiting member of a
company can relieve himselt from its oil-
gations. Neither do [ agree with the
proposition that, unless the ¢ity councii
asks such legislation, none such shou!d be
introduced. Our representatives in the
legis'ature are the ones to whom tne eity
looks in such mattas, and  within the
sphere of provincial lawmaking these re-
presentatives are 1:ghtly chigeable with
<udh resporsibility, whi'e the members o
the common counail have their we'l recoz
uized scope of activity. I do mot think
our civic ropresentatives in the legisiuture
will cver ccnsent to degude their jos:-
tion 'to the simple registration cf the
widhes of the common council. C(erwiniy
those electing them mnever anticipated
such effacement. If those advccatng
such doctrine will recall certan changes
not very long since made dn wvic govern-
merit, they will remember that changze:
have been made in such mabteis in op
tion to the views of the city counci

them constituteq. But the present council -

is a most populaT, progressive and just
measure.

Mr. Editor, the people living aiong
certdfin part of the Atllantic divisicn of the
C. P. R. would not have the least objec-
tion if su¢h a catastrophe would happen,
for we cow'd not be worse off in the hands
of Turks than we are in the hands of the
C. P. R. on this particufar section of the
lme—I mean from Arcostook Junction to
Edmundston—tiie company do not seem o
think thalt the . people are civilized, to
judge by the way, they are treated. But
the light of the 20th century has just
dawned upon ws.and we intend to make
an effort to get fair play. This section
of the C. P. R, Mr. Editor, Tuns through
one of the most fertile and picturesque
pants of New Brumswick, and as it is a
thickly settled agricultural and lumbeiing
country, there is necessanily a great deal
of traffic all along this part of the Lme.
Now the C. P. R. runs a dai'y train over
this part of the line, which is meither an
express nor a freight. I hardly know
what it shoud be called. Passengers are
kept waiting very woften hours at certain
points on account of freight. I hive
known exporters having to wuit weeks
and weeks before they cculd get cams to
ghip ttheir produce. Now I would like to
know why we are treated in this man-
ner. The C. P. R. runs an express from
Anoostook to Presque Isle where there 1s
not half tihe traffic there is from Aroos-
took to Edumndston. But it is very easy
to understand in ome way, because the 13.
and A. all through Arocstook county is
absorbing nearly all the traflic which for-
merly was momopaliized by the C. P. R.
Undoubtedly if we, too, had ancther line,
runnimg in opposition to the C. P. R, we
would moft be treated as we are by it. But
in the mean time surely something cau
be done to get better service for this im-
portant section of the C. P. R.

And his majesty’s mails! Did you ever
hear, Mr. Editor, how they were cartied
over this part of the lme? Weil it would
be worth while to take a trip over tais
road to see how things are dome. What
I cannot understand is that the govern-
ment allows the C. P. R, to run this part
of the country. I was not surprised at
it under Tory rule, but I thought that the
Hon. A. G. Blair would try to help us
here as he, helped people e'sewhere in
making the C. P. R. Company undenstand
that they do nclt exactly own' the country
as yet. Now, Mr. Editor, I have a great
deal of other things to €ay on this sub-
ject which would be of great interest to
the public in general, but as I have ac-
ready ocoupied too much of you valuable
space, I will in the near future give you
a full account of the bridge disaster that
took place on this line last June.

HALIFAX TO OFFER BONUS.

P

Two Hundred Thousand Dollars to Secure
the Steel Shipbuilding.

Halifax, Feb. 27—(Special)—At a meect-
ing of the joint committce of the board
oi trade and city council yesterday the
steel shipbuilding matter was considered
and the committee took up the adea of
bonusing. i

1t was decided to recommend that the
city apply to the legislature for power
to berrow $200,000 for the purpose of
bonusing, if that onuch is needed.

The committee recommended that a
bonus to the extent of $100,000 be ottered
for the location of a shipbuilding yard
here that will turn out 25,000 tons per
year; further that $100,000 be oftfered as
a bonus for the establishment of the en-
gine and machine ghops necessary to build
madhinery for the amount of tonnage
mentioned. The recommendations wid
come before the city council on Friday
evening and before the board of trade on
Tuewday.

The committee will also recommend that
a committee of seven, three from the
council and thiee from the board, with
the mayor as chaimnan, be appointed to
conduct negotiations with partics willing
to build a yard here.

Montreal, Feb. 27—(Special)—There are
no new developments regarding the re-
ported purchase of the Dominion Iron and
Steel Works at Sydney by the American
syndicate. A message “{vas received today
from President 1I. M. Whitney, at pres-
ent in Boston, stating that no negotia-
tions are proceeding, and that the com-
pany would not join any syndicate, but
go on as it was.

Those who are in a position to know,
however, state that it is most improb-
able the syndicate will allow such formid-
able competition to exist without an ef-
fort to absorb it and a great deal of in-
terest is being taken in the result of the
meeting to be held here on Yriday.

INTERESTING TRURO NEWS.

PR,

Truro, ¥cb. 27.—F¥rom the annual state-
ment of the town of Truro, just publish-
ed, the valuation of property in town,
as shown by the assessment roll for 1900,
was $2,439,000. When the town was in-
corpoarted in 1876 the total valuacion of
property was $855,150. The total funded
debt amounts to less than $200,000 diviacd
up as follows: Educational, $20,000; walcr
works and fire department, $906,200; home
for the poor, $7,500; current debt, $8,000;
sewerage, $27,000. Of this latter some
$12,000 or so has not yet been expended.
This total debt bears interest as follows:
$41,500 at 5 per cent.; $11,000 at 41-4 per
cent., and $146,700 at 4 per cent.

The last year has been a good one. All
taxes with the exception of less than
1 per cent. have been collected. The total
receipts were $46,865, of which the chief
items are: General taxes, $£36,731, and
police court fines $6,309. The total ex-
penses were $46.302. School service, $10,-
000, is the largest item with interest,
$7,520, coming second. Electric lizhting
cost $3,745 and the salaries were $3,385.
In this expenditure there is nearly $3,060
on permanent work.

Mayor Stuart, in his annuwal report,
touched on the matter of the town doing
its own street and other lighting. He
stated that, with our present reservoir re-
serve, there is a.waste of 100 horse power
per day which, with coal at its present
price, is worth 30 cents, or $10,950 per
year. The lighting for the town has been
costing nearly $4,000 per year—last year,
$3,745, representing a capitalization of
$03,000, “and yet,” says the mayor. “the
Chambers Electric Light and Power
Company assure us there is no prolit in
it for them at the price they are receiv-
ing.” The mayor is confident (hat his
figures will be upheld by competent en
gineers. At a meeting of ratepayers next
week the matter will have open discus-
sion and, if it meets with puablic favor,
shortly a public meeting will likely be
called to vote the necessary amount to
dam the waste and install a competent
plant and equip it.

There was an enrollment of 225 at Truro
Academy and 1,130 at the common schools
during the last year, with average attend-
ance at the former 155.2 and at the com-
mon schools 915.9. In 1887 the total at-
tendance at both was but, 866. There are
now 27 town teachers whose salaries
amount to over $12,000. The total expen-
diture fer town accounts of schoo's {this
does not include Provincial Normal School,
domestic science school or manual train-
ing school) was, in 1900, nearly $16,000.

There was about $2,060 collected by the
license inspector during 1960 in ruro for
viclations of the liquor license act. Al
though there are several names in the list
of offenders some five or six times and
a half dozen persons fined more than
once, there are but two “second offences”
recorded. Of 200 cases before the police
court 120 were for drunkcuness. There
were 46 for selling hausr.

Tribu.te of Tﬁanks Paid Min-
ister of Militia.

Ottawa, Feb. 27.—At the annual mect-
ing of the Dominion Rifle Association
held this afternoon, Col. Gibson, of Ham-
ilton, the president, occupied the chair.
Lord Minto, Major General O'Grady-Haly
and llon. Dr. Borden were present. An
address was passed to His Majesty King
Edward.

The chairman said that the business of
the association was in a satisfactory con-
dition. He paid a tribute to the treat-
ment accorded the D. R. A. by Dr. Bor-
den, minister of militia. ‘The association
would always have reason to look upon
and remember the minister’s liberality.
He referred to the fine mew range at
Rocklifie and in this connection suggested
that the D. A. R. matches should be more
practical. Ramges should also be pro:
vided at headquarters.

A resoution was passed thanking the
governor general for the aid given the
association.

Lord Minto in reply concurred in what
Col. Gibson had said about rifle ghoot-
ing. He took a strong star§f for the en-
couragement of general rift® shooting in
regiments rather than the improvement
of a few individual shots.- He recognized
what was done in South Africa by in-
dividual shots, but this was mno
reason why discipline ehould go to the
wall. He drew uattention to the desir-
ability of a certain degree of organization
and discipline at rifle mectings.

Lieut. Col. Gibson was re-elected presi-
dent. All the other oflicers ywere re-
elected.

A resolution was passed thanking the
minister of militia for the assistance
given ‘the association. Col. Hughes spoke
of ‘the practical character of the work
done by Dr. Bordem.

ROYALTY IS COMING,

e

SEPTEMBER THE DATE,

The Duke and Duchess of Cornwall
Will Pay A Visit to Canada--Rail-
way Comission Will Not Be
Brought Up This Session--Post
Office Matters.

Ottawa, Feb. 26—(Special)—At today’s
sitting of the house, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
stated that the proposed visit of their
voyal highnesses, the Dulke and Duchess
of Cornwall and York, to Canada was
now the subject of correspondence, bub
as it was confidential he could not say
any further about it. He, however, would
say that if an opportunity was not atford-
ed ther royal highnesses of seeing all the
provinces of ihe dominion, it would be a
matter of regret.

Bilis were introduced by Messrs. Sifton
and Charlton to amend the dominion Jands
act, and Mr. Costigan gave nctice of an
amendment to go into supply for presen-
tation of an address to his majesty to
have that part of the coronation oath
whic¢h refers to Catholics eliminated. :

Mr. Reid, of South Grenville, introduced
a bifl to regulate freight and passenger
rates on railways. His purpose is the or-
ganization of a mailway committee which
shill have powgr to seftle disputes as to
rates between railays and the public.

Mr. Charlton introduced a bill to amend
the dominion lands act. It proposes in
the first place to explicitly declare that
public lands suitable for agricuitwial lands
shall be reserved exclusively for settlers,
It also provides that no land grants shall
in {futwre be made to any railway or other
corpotations. In conpection with this
provision Mr. Charlton said that 67,000,

'000 acres of land were locked up in the

morthwest today, not because all had been
granted to corporations, but because they
were being held until the railway corpoia-
tion should select from them the part
they were entitled to by virtue of their
grants. :

Mr. Fraser, Guysboro, spoke briefly in
‘wupport of it. He said that he would go
funther and support a scheme to est‘mate
every acre-of Jand due to corporations in
the northwest, pay the companies for it
and throw all this land open to seitlers.
He contended thiat it was essential for the
progress of the country that this land
should be open for settlement.

Mr. Sifiten’s bill to amend the dominion
lands act was one largely of detaiis.

Mr. Maclean (BEast York) took advan-
age of the debate to say that the best
remedy for the land grant question Wwas
the nationalization of the Canadian rail-
Ways. -

Hon. Mr. Blhir, ministér of railways,
said that it might Le inferred from Mr.
Charlton’s remarks that the present gov-
ernment had not adhered to its policy in
regard to land grants to frailways. He
suid the government had’ reversed the
policy of the Coniservatives and adhered
to such reversal. He did not consider the
granting of mineral lands to railways was

“a violalion of its policy. Such lands were

ot in the same caegory as agricultural
lands. No agricwitural lands ‘had been
given to railways by the government.

Col. Prior said that he read in the
press a statement thab their royal high-
nesses, the Duke and Duchess of Uorn-
wal and York, intended landing at Hali-
fax, and did not propose to go to lacitic
coast.

Sir Wifsid Laurier: ‘I may inform my
honorable firiend that correspondence is
now going on between Ottawa and Lon-
don on this very subject. The corres
pondence at this moment is confidential,
and it is not in my power to give the com-
munication to the house. Without gong
into pacticulars as to the tenor of the
correspondence, I may state that I am al-
together with my honorable friend in
ghinking that it would be most unfortun-
ate if their royal highnesses of Cornwail
and York had mot an opportunity of visit-
ing every province in the dominion when
they come to Canada next summer. 1t
would be most convenient, and I belicve
the best mode of all would be for tiheir
royal lighnesses, who ave to retutn from
Australia next September, to comne by way
of the Pacific instead of the Atiantic,
banding at Tancouver, visiting British
Columbia, the towns of Manitoba and 8o
on down towards Halifax. That is the
vicw, I thick, we can assume is being
re; resented at this moment to their royal
highnesses, More than this 1 cannot say
at this moment.”

The house went into supply and took
up the post office estimates. Very little
progress was made. "The whole evening
was spent in divcussing the gencral ad-
ministeation of the post office department.
Mr. Mullock pointed out that post ofiice
revenue was, on Junuary, 1901, $29,0600
larger that the revenue of last year of the
three cent rate. He predicted that in a
Jort time the post office department
wouwld e on a paying basis, judging from
the gradual increase of revenue that had
been taking place. He thought 4bat dur-
ing the fiscal year beginning July 1st next,
there would be little difference between
revenue and expenditure.

The minister said that all letter corriers
were gebting their statutory increases.
Taylor and Cargil accused certain post-
masters in their riding of political parti-
zanship. Mr. Mulock asked them to make
their chacges to the department in .writ-
ing and he would have them investigated.

The house adjourned at 11.10.

1t is understood that the minister of
railways will not introduce his bill for the
appointment of a railway commission this
sesston. Mr. Blair had intended to bring
in a measure for this purpose, with a
view to having it thoroughly discussed,
but both parties seem to bave reached
the conclusion that it would be desirable
to have a short session. In view
of this fact the railway commission
bill will be reserved for consideration un-
til the next session of the house.

1t is learned from an official source that
the visit to Ottawa of His Royal Highness
the Duke of Cornwall and York, will take
place in the mriddle of September. An in-
timation to this effect has, it is under-
stood, been received at the vice regal 1esi-
dence here. The duke and duchess wail
vikit Canada on their return from the
ceremonies of the Australian confedera-
tion and, after touring through the domin-
jon, will go to Newfoundland, sailing from
there for England about the middle of
October. About one month, therefore,
will be spent in Canada and Newfound-
land.

In view of the definite appouncement of
the coming of the heir apparent, it is ex-
pected Ottawa will take the necessary
steps to provide a fitting reception for the
wlistinguished visitors.

AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY,

Valuable Suggestions in Reports
Made at Thursday’s Meeting,

s

The St. John Agricultural Society met
vesterday afterncon in regular monthly
session in the Soms of Temwperance. haill,
Market building, with President J, H.
Frink in the chair. Other membe:s pres-
ent were: Messis. J. M. Donovan, R. R.
Patchell, S. T. Golding, 8. 8. Hall, S.
Creighton, Wm. Mullin and J. F. Wat-
son. :

The delegates, Messrs. Watson, Dono-
van and Patchell, who attended the meet-
ing of the Iarmers” and Duairymen’s As-
sociation at Frederioton, reported.

Mr. Patchell read a report dealing witih
pork raising, horse breeding and pouw'try
raising and fattening of the latter. His
report was well put together and proved
very instructive.

Mr. J. F. Watcon addressed the mect-

ing on ithe supject of sheep raising and
poultry fattening; also on the subject ot
licensing stallions. He thought that the
society should induce the government to
license 'stallions and have them under the
controi of the government, and license
none other than thoroughbreds.
# Mr. J. M. Donovan spoke on the Tais-
ing of dairy - cattle and advocated the
allowing of the calf to suckle at first for
a few days, which he thought better than
the custom followed frequenitly, which
was not on' this line. - He also-beleved in
feeding heifers well until they came ito
milk, and did not believe in keeping them
without food. Mr. Donovan dwelt for
some length on sheep waising and on the
great loss sustained by farmers in St.
John county who did not give more at-
tention to ithis jmportant branch of farm-
ing. Mr. Donovan believed in standing
firm tto the one breed of cattle.

Bhe meeting was mudh pleased with the
reports given by the delegates, and Presi-
dent Frink complimented them on their
reports, and in speaking on the subject
referred to the dog nuisance on farms
where the canine kills the sheep. MHe
gaiid that the stray dog was a souirce of
great annoyance and less to farmers 1
several seotions of the country and thede
have lrad to give up keeping sheep on
acount of dogs.

Mr. Watson said that if the stallion be
licensed he made an objection to ithe
scrub-stallion being wused through the
provinee. 2

On motion of Mr. S. S. Hall it was re-
solved. that Messrs. Watson, Donovan and
Patchell be a committee to make such re-
commendations that will prove sugges-
tions to the society to work on in the
lines of their report.

Tt was decided by the society to accept
the offer made by the Sons of 'Lemper-
ance for the use of the hiall as a meeting
place in the future, for monthly mect-

ings.

Mr. J. F. Watson amnounced ‘that he
was going to attend ithe live stock sale at
Ottawa on March 6, and, on motion of
Mr. Donovan, Mr. Wiatson was author:zed
to purchase a Yorkshire sow and have the
same sent to St. John for the society.
After some discussion on live stock the
meeting adjourned.

LOSS BY FIRE NEAR YARMOUTH.

e

Village of Ohio Has a Bad Conflagration—
Loss is $6,000.

Yarmouth, Feb. 26--(Special)-—-The vil-
lage of Ohio, seven miles from Yarmouth,
was the scene of a conflagration early this
morning which destroyed almost the en-
tire business section. The fire-startel in
the store of N. C. Vickery, general store-
Leeper. This store was soon entirely de-
stroyed with its contents and then the
fire spread to the north and south, con-
suming the post. office and the shop ‘of
Capt. Thos. Eldridge, the Champion lini-
ment factory building, used as a store-
house for flour and meal by Capt. El-
dridge, and the blacksmith shop of Jacob
Weston.

These buildings were all consumed with
almost their entire contents.

Capt. Eldridge was partially insured.
The building occupied by Mr. Vickery,
which was owned by Mrs. Aaron Crosby,
was insured for $500 in the Phoenix of
Hartford. As far as known there was no
other insurance.

The mails in the post office building
were-destroyed but a small stock of stamps
was saved. Iortunately for the village
there was little wind as otherwise the loss
would have been much greater. The
cause of the fire is unknown. Mr. Vickery
states there was no fire in his shop when
he left last’ evening.

_The blow is a heavy one to the village
and will be severely felt. The loss is esti-
mated at $6,000.

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Congress Given Up to a Sen-
sational Time.

Washington, Feb. 26.—The house was
the scene of a sensational incident late
this afternoon which threw that body in-
to a violent state of excifement. For an
hour the storm raged, ending abruptly
when an adjournment was taken, on mo-
tion of Mr. Payne, the floor leader of the
majority. Mr, Lentz, an Ohio Democrat,
stirred the Democrats to a fever pitch
by rising to a question of privilege, and
alleging that a speech he had turned over
to the public printer under general leave
to print had been withheld-from the rec-
ord and had been turned over to Gen.
Grosvenor, of Olio, by the speaker. The
nature of the speech was not developed
during the events that followed, but it
was learned that it was an attack upon
Senator Hanna and the methods by which
| he was elected to the senate.. The speaker
explained that it had been represented to
him that the speech violated the privi-
leges of the house and he had directed that
it be withheld until he could look over it.
Pressure. of business had prevented ‘him
from doing so, however, and .only 20 min~
utes before, he said, he bad, directed that
the speech go into the record, belicving
that if it contained anything offensive it
' could be stricken out of the record by
the house later. Intense excitement faol-
lowed. Several points of order were made
by Republicans, but the speaker declined
to sidetrack the matter in that way, hold-
ing, however, that to proceed a. proposi-
tion of some kind must be before the
house. Thereupon Mr. Richardson, -the
Democratic leader, ofiered a resolution de-
claring that the speaker had no right to
withhold speeches. Against this the ques-
tion of consideration was raised by Mr.
Lacey and by a strict party vote the house
decided not fo consider it. Amid stiil
greater excitement and. confusion Mr.
demning the speaker’s action. Again Mr.
Lacé&y raised the question of consideration
and again by a strict party vote the house
refused to consider it. At this point
further proceedings were cut off by an
adjournment taken on motion of Mr.
Payne, the floor leader of the majority,
and again sustained by a strict party vote.
The controversy probably will be resumed
tomorrow.

by increasing' the sessional indemnity to
£500. He was not speaking for himself for
he did not expect to return again to a
new house, but he was anxious for others.
Some of those who were here had grown
grey in the service of their country mn
the legislature, and he thought they should
be properly recompensed. As a farmer, he
desired to express his appreciation of the
good work that had been done by the
Ininister of agriculture, and he was glad
to see that this important subject was re-
ceiving so much attention. (Applause.)

Mr. J--D. Hazen.

Mr. Hazen heartily congratulated the
mover and seconder of the address. Ie
was at a disadvantage in speaking upon
the speech from the throne inasmuch 2s
the courtesy had not been extended to
him as leader of the opposition of furnish-
ing him with an advance copy. The leader
of the government Lad, however, assured
him that in future an advance copy of
the speech should be furnished to the
leader of the opposition. Mr. Hazen re-
ferred to the changes which had taken
place in the house since it last met;
changes by deaths and by resignations.

The reconstruction of the government
was also referred to. The honorable mem-
ber for Northumberland had been in the
house 27 years ago and had taken a promi-
nent and respousible part in the affairs
of the house and country during that time
and it was but fitting that upon the re-
signation of the former premier he should
have been called upon to form a min-
istry. It was a matter of surprise to every-
body that the mémber for Northumber-
land was passed over at the time of the
Jamented death of Hon. Mr. Mitchell. It is
wdl known that the political opinions
leld by the honorable member at that
¢ime did not suit the masters at Ottawa.
‘The honorable memrer profited by the
lJesson taught him then and he took the
earliest opportunity to publicly declare
that he had left the Conservative party
and entered the Liberal fold. As the hon-
orable member -was only a few months
ago actively supporting the candidature
of a pronounced Conservative it would
scem that any man who was not suited
with the honorable member is hard in-
deed to please.

Mr. Hazen said that the speech con-
tained the proverbial two grains of wheat
in a bushel of chaff.

A paragraph refers to technical schools
and indecates a complete change of opin-
ion on the part of some members ef the
government. Upon a former occasion the
present premier introduced a resolution
in favor of the establishment of technical
schools in this province, and how the
honorable member for St. John supported
it. Now we find the government putting
words in the mouth of the governor
which declared that the establishment
and maintenance of a school for the teach:
ing of pure'y technical branches would
be too expensive for this province. Ile
(Haren) had pointed this out when the
resolution was introduced and on that oc-
asion pointed out that it would be bet-
?vr to provide scholarships so that the
youths of the land desiring to procure
technical education would be assisted to
go to McGill or elsewhere. His proposi-
tion was ridiculed: In this as in many
other matters the government has now
come to his way of thinking, and has ad-
opted the policy of the opposition.

He approved of the rproposition refer-
ring to cold storage.

The speech contains a paragraph re-
lating ‘to the coal deposits in Queens and
Sunbury. If the government is desirious of
assisting that industry, rt can best do so
by securing the extension of the Centra:
Railway to the mines and thence on to
Fredericton. Whoever drafted the para-
graph in the speech referring to the roads
and highways can rightfully claim the title
of the humorist of the administration.
The present highways act is simply un
workable. le believed the best way to
evpend the grants for the roads was to
place them in the hands of commission-
ers appointed by the county councils.

He was much surprised at the mildness
with which the speech refers to the great
scandal which has been perpetrated in
the county of Kings. He could almost
hear the attorney general dictating the
sentence  ‘“certain  irregularities and
wrong-doing which have occurred,” etec.

. No other man but the attorney general
#euld speak of the Kings county crime in

0 mild a manner. The Supreme Court has
characterized it is perjury, forgery and
theft.

Mr. Hazen, continuing, said that he

s pleased to hear the attorney genera!

ve something to say on the matter.

ne attorney general, however, does not
geem to condemn the crime attempted.
J{e rather supported it. He made no ef
fort to have the list set aside. It was the
duty of the attorney general to havc
taken all possible steps to have found out
and punished the guilty parties. Mr.
Hazen then reviewed the facts and cir
cumstances, and declared that if such at
tempts were successful there would be an
end to responsible government and to
repmnentuti\'e government by the people.

Mr. Hazen noted with pleasure the
proposed change with regard to the-audi
tor general and thought it should go fur-
ther and provide that the auditor genera)
chall be an official of the house and dis-
missable only by a three-fourths vote of
the house.

e (Hazen) rather approved of the
prﬂm"-"“‘l _ legislation regarding district
courts, and the Torrens system of land
registration, but thought that the house
ghould move very carefully.

It seemed there were several important
patters omitted from the speech. One wax
ve complete reversal of the government’s
rmer policy on bridge bpilding. The
,rmer action of the government in giv
1z out contracts without competition or
ender for - the construction of steel

ridges "n,d By
.rket price Was

t two or three times the
attempted to be justi-

fied by the government on the ground
that they were thus encouraging the
e-tabl'shment of a great bridge building
industry at Moncton. Two years ago he
(Hazen) had advocated the policy of
submitting all public works to competi-
tion an:d to advertise for tenders in the
Royal Gazette. The government then ridi-
culed his suggestion, but as seon as the
present chief commissioner took office he
had taken the advice of the opposition
and now tenders are invited for all
bridges to Le repaired or built.

The speech might well have referred
to the revision of the statutes, which the
house was told last session was a pressing
need. He would like to know why, if it
was a pressing necessity a year ago, some-
thing has not ben done.

No reference is made in the speech to
the Canada Eastern Railway, which it is
said the dominion government proposes to
acquire. Neither is the recent trouble of
the government in selecting a speaker
mentioned. It would appear that we are
to have government by caucus and not
by the executive.

Mr. Hazen referred to the remarks
made by the previous speaker eulogistic
of the Canadian boys who had fought in
South Africa. The speaker then pronounc-
ed a eulogy upon our late lamented sov-
erign Queen Victoria. Her wise action in
the Trent affair in preventing war be-
tween Great Britain and the  United
States was referred to. Her late majesty
was a life long friend of the colonies, and
had her views and wishes prevailed in an
epoch several years, ago, we should never
have had to endure the humiliation of
Majuba Hill and the empire would never
have been called upon in these present
times to pour out so freely of her blood
and her treasure in the defence of the
nation’s honor..

Hon. Mr. Tweedie moved the adjourn-
ment of the debate.

He (Pugs-
ley) also took exception to the statement
made that the Supreme Court had de-
clared that perjury, forgery and theft had
heen committed in the Rothesay election
lists case. The court made no such state-
ment. ke was satisfied that there was
no perjury committed and he could not
permit those statements of two of their
honors, who he believed had not given
the matter due consideration, to go before
the house as a statement of fact. He
would suggest to the honorable member
that he eliminate the statement eof fact
from his notice of motion. In case he did
not do so he would ask the speaker to
erase those statements as the rules and
practice of the house provide.

Mr. Hazen said that it was admitted by
the honorable attorney general that for-
gery had been committed, and he submit
ed that perjury has also been committed.
He believed that the attorney general
:ould casily discover who were the guilty
varties. “Will the honorable gentleman
answer my inquiry if I strike out the
word ‘perjury? ”’

Hon.” Mr. Pugsley—“I would have no
>hjection to this notice of inquiry if the
word perjury was struck out.” He (Pugs-
‘ey) claimed that there could not possibly
Se both forgery and perjury.

Mr. Hazen stated that he had struck
the word ‘‘perjury” out of the original
aotice of inquiry.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie.submitted a memor-
indum of the agreement made between
Dr. Hannay and the government for the
reporting of the proccedings of the house
iuring the present session.

A MINE OF DEATH.

P

Twenty Six Miners Entombed In a Burn-
ing Coal Mine.

Kemmerer, Wyo., Feb. 26—Twenty-six
fopeigners, whose names are as yet upob-
tainable, undoubtedly have per-
jshel in a fire which was dis
covered last éevening in the sixth level
of the Diamondville coal mine, No. 1. Only
oné man, John Anderson, was able to
reach the main shaft and make his escape,
so quickly did the fire spread through the
leval.

Tire was discovered in the sixth level
of the mine late last evening. No one
knows how it started. The night shift of
50 men, all foreigners, had -been at work
geveral hours and for a time were unaware
of th:ir danger. They were scatterad along
the workings, some distance back from
the main lead.

John Anderson was the nearest man to
the opening of the level into the shaft.
He gave the alarm which was passed down
the tunnel and then placing a heavy over-
coat over his head began a desperate bat-
tle with the smole, fire and deadly fumes
of gas to reach’' the main lead where es-
cape might be poesible.

By this time the outside men of the col-
liery had learned of the fire. Several went
down in the hope of rescuing the imprison-
ed miners. At the opening of the level
where the flames were at work, they found
Anderson, exhausted. He was carried to
the open air and soon revived, although he
wes severely burned about the body. An-
derson explained the situation in which
his companions were placed; and every ef-
fort was made to reach them.

Every plan known to mining experts
and the officials of the company were
quickly put into operation for the check-
ing of the fire, but without apparent ef-
fect. The level was ‘“plugged” at its open~
ing in order to-check the draught through
the workings, and thus kill the fire, Bands
of men went down the shaft repeatedly
and tried to face the flames which were
eating their way through the level, but
were invariably compelled to retreat.

There was no let-up in the efforts to
get into the level, however, though there
was almost absolute certainty that none
of the imprizoned men could be alive.

Officials of the company stated this af-
ternoon that upon investigation they have

ed in the driver’s cabin at the main en-
trance to level No. 6. It is supposed to
have originated through the carelessness of
some of the drivers who congrégated there
between the runs.

Of the men imprisoned in the workings
only two are known to be Americans, the
balance being Italians and Finns.

Practically all hope of finding any of the
men alive has been given up. All entranc-
es to the workings have been sealed.

A list was compiled this afternoon of
the men employed in the colliery and re-
sulted in placing the number of miners
lost at 26 instead of 50 as at first reported.

Kemmerer, Wyo., Feb. 26—The fire is
now supposed to have been started by a
spark dropping on old canvas and oil in
e amall room where oil and tools were
stored. It was d‘scovered by a boy driver
named James Heteon, who bravely ran
and bold many men who were inside.
Richard Fern, 15 years old, also ran
through levels Nos. 6, 7 and 8, and noti-
fied the men. Several men, headed by
Mine Foreman Griffin, made several des-
perate atempts to reach the miners
through the lower level, but their efforts
were in vain, four of the seven being
knocked down by fire damp.

THE ROTHESAY LISTS,

Action Brought Against Thomas
Gilliland as Revisor.

Mr. Geo. W. Fowler, M. P. for Kings,
has begun a civil action against Councillor
Thomas Gilliland, for h's failure to pro-
perly attend to his work as revisor for
the parish of Rothesay. The writ in this
sult was on Tuesday sent by Messrs.
Hazen & Raymond, solicitors for Mr.
Fowler, to the sheriff of Kings for ser-
wvice on Mr. Gilliland.

The suit is under a sedtion of the pro-
vincial election act of 1889, which states
that if the revisors neg.ect to revise the
lists as required, or tramsmit an iwegal
list, each shall bg.limbfe to a penalty ot
$80, and each day’ constitutes a separate
offence. The Iaw provides that procecu-
tion must be within four months, and
that one half of the fine goes to the per-
son suing and the other half to the
treasurer of the county.

Under the law the Lsts should have
been filed on November 10, and if the
cowrts should inflict a penalty of $80
per day on Mr. Gilliland for every day
since that date he will bave to pay in
fines o sum in excess of $7,000 for his faal-
ure to see that the kst prepared by him-
self and his colleague and emntrusted to
him to mail—were sent to their destina-
tion.

A calcutta eorrespondent of the London
Express says that coal is found in abund-
ance over very extemsive areas in Bengal,
in Hyderbad (Deccan) in upper Assam,
the central provinces and elsewhere, and
there is one rich coal field 1,000 miles in
extent which has as yet scarcely been
touched. Even more important than the
aid which Indian coal may yet render to
the empire is the enormous stimulus it
will give to Tndian industries, many of the
most important of which have only lan-
guished in the past because of the cost of
foreign coal.

Perfect Fit.

Ottawa, Feb. 27— (Special)—At today’s
sitting of the House of Commons Mr. Mae-
lean, of East York, who evidently has an
eye still upon the leadership, declared
that the Conservaltive paalty was opposed
to the preferential tariff. The stitcment
was appiauded by those who sat behand
him. This is the first time that 1he party
has taken a stand on this question.

The minister of agricuiture introduced
a bill to provide for the marking of pack-
ages containing frult for sale. Canadian
trade has suffered through the class of
fruit, in some of the packages offered for
sale both in Canada and abroad. The
bill is imtended to remedy this. The bill
does not make the inspection of closed
packages of fruit compu'sory but makes
packages marked under ‘the dct liable to
ipspection anywhere. |

Replying to Mr. Smith, of Wentworth,
the minister of agriculture stated that
the governmemt expected that exhaust
fans would be instalied on all steamers
carrying apples across the Atlantic in
1901.

In reply to Mr. Fowler, Hon. A. G.
Blair said that the cost of rebuilding the
round house at Campbellton was $21,975.
It was nearing ¢ompletion. Rhodes, Curry
& Co., of Amherst, got the contract, but
they transferred it to George McArthur,
of St. John.

Dr. Horsey, of Grey, introduced a bill
to make May 24 a permanent public holi-
day.

The minister of inland revenme inform-
ed Mr. Robinson, of Elgin, that special in-
structions would be semt to imspectors of
weights and measWes calling attention
to the statutory provision that to every
balll of binder twine offered for sale there
shall be attached a stamp with the name
of the manufacturer or importer and also
stating the number of feet of twine per
pound in each ball.

The minister of finance, replying to Mr.
Clarke, said that to debar from the ad-
vantage of the British preferential clause,
articles partly manufactured in Germany,
ot manufactured from raw material grown
or produced in Germany, would be to de-
bar many British manufactures which de-
pend on foreign raw materials, However,
if the law was being evaded, the govern-
ment would look into the subject.

Mr. Prior, of Victonia, B. C., mioved
for a return of plans, tenders, etc., in re-
gard to the construction of mew govern-
ment vessels in British Columbia. The
minister of marine said the contract in
this matter had not yet been signed and
he, therefore, jconsidered it mot in the
public interest %o bring the papers dowm
at present.

The opposition ~argued that no harm
would be-done by the publication of ten-
ders before the contract was awanded. 'The
government held the public interest re-
quized an opposite counse.

The motion for the return was nega-
tived.

Mr. Monk, of Jacques Cartier, moved
for correspondence between the Italian
consul at Montreal and the prime minis-
ter and Sir Richard Cartwright in re-
gard to trade with Italy.

Mr. Robinson, of Elgin, moved a resolu-

Mr. Puttee, of Winnipeg, supported the
resolution. He laid special strees on the
impression abroad that railway legislation
was facilitated in the house through the
influence of passes given by railways to
members. .

Mr. Richardson, of Lisgar, did not be-
lieve legislation was influenced by passes.
He considered the government mileage
allowance was intended to include besides
actual transportation expenses, also the
cost of meals, Pullman and, perhaps, time
lost. The resolution should read simply to
deduct from the mileage allowance the
railwvay fare and allow the balance to go
to the member. However, he was prepar-
ed to support the resolution as it was.

Mr. Maclean, of East York, came out
vigorously against the practice of mem-
bers travelling on passes and still drawing
their travelling allowance from the govern
ment. Ie said some members justified
such a practice because of the sessional
indemnity being too small. Mr. Maclean
pronounced himself in favor of an in-
creased sessional indemnity.

Mr. Davis, of Saskatchewan, wanted to
know if parliament had power to take the
proposed step. i

Mr. Schell, of Glengarry, seemed to
think the proper remedy would be for the
government to furnish passes.

Mr. R. L. Borden said he did not be-
lieve members were influenced in their
action on railway legislation by passes.
He did not like the language of Mr.
Robinson’s resolution. He felt that public
opinion on the subject should be con-
sidered. He thought it might be better if
members pay their fare in the ordinary
way and this expense be made up to
them.

The premier pronounced the proposed
measure a rather drastic one. It was im-
posing on the railways a duty for which
they would get no return. He held it was
a tradition of British legislation not to
compel giving of a service without com-
pensation. Ownership was sacred and
should not be invaded without compen-
sation. The fact that subsidies had been
granted to railways was no argument in
favor of the proposition. When they got
subsidies it was because of good and
sufficient reasons at the time. He said
there might be an evil but he agreed it
was not possible to find that parlament
had been influenced by passes. In order
that the whole question might be fully
considered he moved adjournment of the
debate. The debate was adjourned.

Evening Session.

At the evening session, the ‘house re-
sumed the adjourned debate on Mr.
Blain’s resolution providing that all the
binder twine output of the Kingston peni-
tentiary plant should be sold to farmers
only, and at a cost of one cent per
pound in excess of the cost of manufac-
ture. A large number of members took
part in the discussion, but the arguments
advanced were not new.

He thought
under the circumstances it would be fool-
ish to inact that the government must
not dispose of the twine to any .one but /
farmers. He then went into history to:
show how the Conservatives had dealt
with the twine question. He said that they
started out by paying $40,000 for a plant
that cost the contractor $16,000, and when
they had a tender offering the plant for
$20,000. He challenged the opposition, who
questioned this, to eall for an investiga-
tion before the public accounts commit-
tee. The solicitor charged that the Con-
servative government had sold the twine
year after year to agents of the twine
combine and left $50,000 due for this
twine uncollected in 1896, which it took
{:let Liberal government four years to col-

ct.
