Fire fighters
have been busy all the week trying to
save the summer cottages of North Bay
citizens on the Lake Shore from destruc-
tion, and their safety is not assured.

Have About 8,000 Majority ; Demo-
crats Made Big Gains in Many
Places. ‘

Portland, Me., Sept. 14—The Republi-
cans carried Maine in the state election
today by about 8,000 votes, that being
the plurality of Bert M. Fernald, of Pol-
and, the vparty candidate for governor,
over Obadiah Gardner, of Rockland, who

headed the Democratic ticket.

At 11 p.m., with only less than eighty
little: towns and plantations to hear
from, the vote stood: Fernald 70,648;
Gardner 63,975. The remaining com-
munities in 1904 gave a” Republican plur-
ality of about 1,000 votes. ~ Governor
Cobb’s plurality in 1906 was 8,064.

As the Republicans, after a particular-
ly strenuous: campaign claimed the state
by 15,000, the result of the contest was
regarded by politicians as more favorable
to the Democratic party as demonstrat-
ing that the people desired to be heard
on the question of re-submission of the
prohibitory law to a popular vote. This
issue was :the leading one in the cam-
paign, although the Republicans discuss-
ed at times, national questions.

The vote was the. heaviest since 1838
running well up to 140,000, The gain,
however, was mainly by the Democrats
the party vote increasing more than
13,000 over that of 1904 while the Re-
publican vote fell off about 2,500. Both
parties, however, increased their vote
over that of 1906.

Mr. Fernald expressed himself tonight
as pleased over the result. “Doubtless
Mr. Taft's popularity helped,” he said,
“to increase the vote over that of two
vears ago and will help us very much in
November.” .

Mr. Gardner refused to comment on
the election until he had received the
full returns.

The Republicans carried all four con-
gressional districts by about the usual
pluralties, Amos L. Allen being re-elected
in the first, and E. C. Burleigh in the
third, while John P. Swasecy was chosen
to succeed Chas. L. Littlefield in the
second and Frank G. Guernsey the late
Llewellyn Powers in the fourth.

The two parties split ‘even in the twen-
ty citics, each capturing ten. The Re-
publicans, however, gained in the coun-
ties.

Dr. Landry, who was the next speaker,
dwelt on the violation of pledges by the
Liberal government.

R. L. Borden was the next speaker.
He was given a hearty round of applause
as- he rose at 9 o'clock. His speech was
practically the same as that which he had
previously -delivered on this tour. It was
listened to with marked attention and
was frequently applauded, and took some-
thing more than an hour in delivering.
At the close of his speech a great many
left the audience.

Premier Roblin followed Mr. Borden.
He reviewed the Liberal platform, assert-
ing that it had contained many good
things but that they had all been aban-
doned.

The balancing on the bamboo pole was
wonderfully clever and it almost seemed
from the manner in which they turned
and twisted themselves that their bodies
were devoid of bones. The smallest one
of all was very nimble and came in for
a lot of generous applause, as indeed they
all did.

.&dgje was as entertaining as ever. After
the big cage of lions had been properly
secured to the stage floor she made &
pretty speech. Then in a flash she was
inside the bars singing and dancing, with
nothing to defend her but a short round
stick of hardwood. She made the big
brutes obey her will. They raced around
the bars jumping first over hurdles, then,
over her head, then over each other, the
lionesses  mow and then showing their’
fangs and giving vent to vicious enar/s.
It was a fascinating sight and one which
few will willingly miss, but all the same
the visitor will give an involuntary sigh
of relief when Adgie is once more outside
of the den.

In the smaller amusement hall Mre.
G_el_leral Tom Thumb and her company of
Liliputians performed. It would be hard
to find a more interesting sight. The
singing of the little folks is entertaining
and their acting good. Mrs. Gen. Tom
Thumb, in the account of her lite which
she gives, makes confession to being 67
years old. For fifty years she has been
before the public.

. The music at these entertainments is
good. In the larger hall Harrison’s or-
chestra plays at each of the three per-
formances.

Big Crowd in the Evening.

After a lull of comparative inactivity
during the supper hour, the «rowds once
more began to pour through the turn-
stiles.

Every afternoon at 5 o'clock tea will
be served in the tea room, under the

TAFT AND BRYAN
At the time of the conventions in June
last most of the American newspapers
spoke as if victqry for Taft were a fore-
gone conclusion. Today their tone is more
cautious. True critics of weight say
Bryan cannot win without New York and

thege strategic States are very slight. But
in some elections all signs fail, and this

may turn out to be one of that sort. As |

an example of the ‘disposition to regard
Bryan’s chances as by mno means des-
perate there is cited an article by Walter
Wellman, journalist and explorer, who is
perhaps as well informed in regard to
the drift of political opinion in-the United
States as any other man  in the country,
at least outside, of those who are in di-
rect charge of the Presidential campaign
on either side. His summing of the sit-
tation, given in the Chicago Record-Her-
ald, is therefore of no little value.

, Mr. Wellman gives eight States with
84 votes as sure for Taft and nine States
with 90 votes as certain for Bryan. There
are eight other States with 84 votes which
are considered reasonably sure for the Re-
publicans and six States with 71 votes
as practically certain for the Democrats.

Assuming these figures to be reliable,
they allow Taft 168 votes and Bryan 161.
As there are 483 votes in the Electoral
College, 242 are necessary to elect, so that
Taft is 74 votes short of a certainty and
Bryan 81 short. The number of votes
placed in the doubtful column is 154, and
these votes will be cast by California, Col-
orado, Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas,
Maryland, Montana, Nebraska, New
York, North Dakota, Ohio, Oregon, South
Dakota, and Washington. ,

The most significant feature in the list
of doubtfuls is that with the exception
of New York and Maryland, they are all
in the West, in which radical sentiment,
represented by Bryan, is particularly
strong.

LOOKING INTO IT

Leaders of thought in the United King-
dom are giving very careful attention to
the problem of the unemployed, the
causes of unemployment and the charac-
ter of the unemployed in particular be-
ing phases of the subject demanding
analysis. A new contribution on the
subject which is being widely discussed
is a letter to the London Morning Port
by Mr. Michael Sadler, professor of his-
tory and administration of education in
the Victoria University, Manchester. He
calls attention to the remarkably high
percentage of applications entertained by
distress committees under the unemploy-

\'t_

ment at Birkenhead and Wallasey, while
at Ipswich the demand for labor, especi-
ally in the building trade, had fallen very
short of the supply. Yet at these three
towns ‘507 workmen under 30 years of
age were found qualified for assistance.

Professor Sadler &considers that the
large proportion of young men among the
unemployed ( a proportion which hae been
| nearly constant since the returns began to
be published) is a disquieting fact, since
it confirms the view that the education
given in the higher ¢ of the elemen
tary schools is still too literary in char-
acter to meet the real needs of many of
the pupils. He asks if it is not desirable
that for those boys who inténd to become
workmen the amount of practical train-
ing in constructive work should be ‘n-
| creased. And, he adds, do not the facts
i'suggest that it would be wise to estabd-
| lish more day trade schools and prac-
i tical cqntinuntion classes held in the day
| time for boys during the critical years of
indolescence? Professor Sadler does mot
| apparently allow for the tendency on the
| part of employers to retain in their em-
! ployment men who have families depend-
ent on them, but even taking this imto
account he gives a mote of warning of
which educational authorities would do
well to take heed.

Of Hon.” Joseph Chamberlain’s health a
Birmingham correspondent writes: “There
is no change to record in Mr. Chamber-
lain’s condition sin¢e his return from the
Continent. He is still at Highbury, and
has no intention of leaving Birmingham,
at any rate for some time to come. It is
stated that- the right hénorable gentle-
man’s memory has completely recovered,
,and that he retains his old interest in
| public affairs. His right arm and leg,
ihowever, continue very troublesome, and
he can only move about with difficulty.
Whenever the weather is suitable he
spends a great deal of time in his grounds
and gardens, in which he finds a great
deal of pleasure. The possibility of Mr.
Chamberlain being again seen in public
is very remote, though it is hoped that he
will soon be well enough to be consulted
on political matters.”

TAXATION

The extent to which small incomes are
favored by the tax gatherer in Great Brit-
ain and the great sums drawn from the
succession duties and the taxes on large
iycomes there are now the subject of
much comment in the American newspap-
ers. A report just issued by the Brit-
ish government dealing with the revenue
from direct taxation is the immediate
cause of interest in the matfer on this
side of the Atlantic. The two forms of
taxation, succession duties and income
tax, from which about 40 per cent. of the
British revenue is derived, are practically
unknown. in the United States, and news-
papers supporting the Democratic candi-
date are beginning to discover in the
British system a pattern worthy of adop-
tion in the United States, where million-
aires ‘are much more common than in the
old country. The World, for instance,
says:— B

These two taxes on wealth which pro-
duce two-fifths of the British government
receipts from taxation -are virtually un-
known in this country save where an oc-
casional State imposes a small inheritance
itax. No taxes are more easily adjusted
from year to year according to the needs
of the gevernment and none tends to
equalize more justly the burdens of gov-
crnment. :

The figures given in the return, which
covers.the fiscal year ended March 31 last,
are interesting. During that period the
gross amount which passed at death was
$1,575,000,000, yielding a succession tax of
$72,500,000. It is pointed out by way of
comparison that 12 1906, a year “motable
for the number of millionaires that died,”
twelve great estates were probated at
$100,000,000, only two ot them reaching
$15,000,000, while two estates recently pro-
bated in the United States, tnat of Rus-
sell Sage at $64,000,000, and that of Wil-
liam B. Leeds at $40,000,000, together ex-
ceeded the British figures for that year.

The British income tax, according to
the same government repor, produced
’$159,000,000. At the same time only twen-
ty persons had incomes assessed at more
than $250,000, 241 persons between $50,000
and $250,000, and 517 persons between
$25,000 and $50,000. For the year 19067
the gross income was nearly $4,720,000,000,
and the. income on which the tax was
i collected $3,200,000,000, the difference be-
| tween the two sums showing in a way,
1the World points out, the extent to
| which small incomes are favored in Great

' manufacturers and large consumers, but
! to almost everybody, the Toronto World

' prints this list %bf services which, an

electrical engineer has figured out, can
be performed with fifty cents’ worth of
electricity at the price of ten cents per
kilowatt hour:

Light an ordinary barn or stable with
three 16-candle power lamps one hour
every night for 30 nights.

With a small motor attached to the
washing machine and wringer 50 cents’
worth of electricity will do eight wash-
ings. .

It will also do two weeks’ ifoning, us-
ing a six-pound iron.

An electric- fan can be operated three
and one-half hours a day for 30 days
for 50 cents. ~

Two weeks’ sewing can be done on the
motor-driven sewing machine for the
same price. i

It will light the porch light for three
hours every night for two months.

Fifty cents will pay for the currént con-
sumed using the electric heating pad
three hours every night for 30 nights.

It will grind 1,125 pounds of coffee;
broil 30 steaks; cook( 20 rarebits in the
electric chafing dish; fry 400 eggs.

It will run the blacksmith’s forge blow-
er for a week.

'It will heist ‘2,000,000 bricks, two sto-
ries.

A one-horse power motor will run sev-
en hours at full load for 50 cents.

The World says that farmers and house-
holders are being told by interested par-
ties that cheap electricity is of no value
ito them, but is only of importance to
manufacturers and large consumers. The
quarter whence statements of this kind

emanates lays them at once open to sus-

picion. Electrical science is as yet only |

in its infancy, ouc enough is already
known to warrant the affirmation that
it will some day, and that not remote,
be the greatest of boons and blessings to
the tradesman, the farmer and the. ordi-
nary citizen. There is ample warrant
for saying that electricity will greatly
lighten both the work and the expense
of running handicrafts, farms and house-
holds. The provision of cheap electric
light and power is not a matter that af-
fects capitalists only, it is of direct ad-
vantage to every trade, to every house-
holder and to the community as a whole.

But cheap electricity as a motor power
in large industries is also of direct bene-
fit to the citizen generally. It will di-
minish the cost of production, thus pro-
moting the progress of the province as
an industrial centre. It will reduce the
working expenses of electric railways, and
thus ultimately when these pass into
public control will enable fares to be re-
duced and additional facilities to be af-
forded the travelling public. It will bring
electric light within the reach of every-
oné and it is the best, cleanest and saf-
est illuminant. It will make electric heat-
ing in the home a possibility and will
thus substantially lessen the labors of
the housewife and add to the comfort of
the household. These are not fanciful
benefits; they are already well on the
road to accomplishment, and will soon
become the commonplaces -of ‘every-day
life, AR ;

Hon. Wm. Pugsley, minister .of public
works, was next introduced and was re-
ceived with hearty applause. FHe pre-
faced his remarks with pleasing refer-
ences to the acceptable singing of Miss
Darling and the bachelorhood of his
iriend, Hon. Sydney Fisher.

Much has already been said of agricul-
ture, he said, and the fine gathering of
f@rmers and Tarmers’ wives were de-
ll‘ghlt’(l to hear from Farmer Hazen and
Farmer Bullock (laughter).

Dr. Pugsley spoke also of the prospects
for terminals at Courtenay Bay and of a
visit to the west side shipping facilities
with Hon. Mr. Fisher. He thought Mr.
Fisher since seeing what St. John had
done for itself would more readily listen
to the petitions from this city.

The exhjbition was not intended solely
for the agriculturalists. It was intended
to mark the growth and progress of the
city, which was rapidly increasing in in-
fluence and wealth and had enormous pos-
sibilities for the future. If he was a young
man he would feel like forming a club of
young men all pledged .to do their ut-
most and to enlist others in the move-
ment to make the population of St. John
75,000.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, who followed, was
given a great reception. In his opening
remarks he thanked the directors for their
invitdtion @nd the audience for their re-
ception of “a lone old bachelor who had
wandered far away from home.”

He was glad to be present, he said, and
it was not the first time he had been at
a St. John exhibition. As minister of
agriculture, all exhibitions were under
his notice, but this more particularly re-
ferred to international exhibitions the
local ones being left “to the provincial auth-
orities. He rather admired their pluck in
calling the present fair an international
exhibition. He understood they welcom-
ed competitors from all parts of Canada
and the world outside. He was sure that
even under those circumstances New
Brunswick would win her share of the
prizes.

It had been said that the country need-
ed lawyers, doctors and. men of other
rrofessions, but it was the farmers who
made the country successful and were, the
peers of any business. The man who

man who succeeded. Success came to the
man who applied his brains, not to the
man who rose at 4 o’clock in the morning
and toiled all day without using them.

‘of a rich agriculturai district, but it hum-
'med with prosperous trade.” Every type
1of Indian humanity gathered in its nar-
row streets and lorty houses, and excite-
‘ment rose to fever heat when the local
trouble with the sepoys was given force
to by the isolation of the Meerut white
garrison, the seizure of Delhi and the
gacking of many European stations:in the
Northwest. - On May 30, the 7lst Native
{nfantry had the impudence to fire on the
32d Foot, and were severcly mauled for
their pains. They ran off, but not until
they had murdered Brigadier-GGeneral
Handecombe and Lieutenant Grant, one
of their own. officets. The standard of
the Prophet was raised in the bazaar and
o fanatical mob rallied round it. They
killed a Mr. Menpes, who lived in the
city, and were then dispersed by the
police.

Unfortunately the 7th Cayalry deserted
when Lawrence marched to the race-
coyrse next day to punish the muitinous
sepoys who had gathered there. But de-
spite the lack of a mounted force, a num-
per of prisoners were taken and hanged
in batches on a gallows /erected -on the
Muchee Bhowun, a fortress palace situ-
ated near the Residency. <

Thus Lawrence had scotched the snake,

their fangs in Lucknow. They stole away
in companies and squadrons, glutting their
predatory instincts by slaughter and pillage
elsewhere before they headed for Delhi
or joined one of the numerous pretenders
who sprang into being in emulation of
Nana, Sahib. It was one of .these rebel
detachments thdat passed the four fugi-
tives from Cawnpore on the outskirts of
B_unnee. Scattered throughout the pro-
vince they proved as merciless and terrible
to wealthy natives as to the Europeans
whom they met in flight along the main
roads.

The chaos into which the whole country
fell with such extraordinary swiftness is
demonstrated by -the varying treatment
meted out to different people. Winifred
and her uncle, under Malcolm’s bold

Fian, aged three, having lost her mother
in the maesacre of Sitapore, was taken
off into the jungle by Sir Mountstuart
Jackson, his sister Madeline, a young of-
ficer named Burnes, and Surgeon-Major
Morton. They fell in with Captain and
Mrs. Philip Orr and their child, refugees
from Aurungabad, and.the whole party
experienced almost incredible sufferings
during. nine months. Mrs. Orr, her little
glrl_ and Miss Jackson did not escape from
their final prison at Lucknow until the
end of March, 1858. Sophy Christian,
who was always asking pathetically "“Why"
mummie didn’t come,” died of the hard-
ships she had to endure, while the men
were ehot in cold blood by the sepoys on’
November 16. :

Yet in° many instdnces the rebels,
either told their. officers to go away or
escorted “them to the nearest European
station, while the villagers, though usually
hostile, sometimes treated the luckless.sa-
hib-log with genuine kindness and sym-
pathy. i
. Mr. Mayne of course had his.own house
in the cantonment, which was situated
north of the city, across the River.Goom-
tee. Malcolms, wished to see uncle and
niece safely established in their bunga-
low before he reported: himself at the
residency, but the older man thought they
should all go straight to the Chief Com-
missioner and tell him what . had hap-
pened at Cawnpore.

Threading the packed bazaar towards
the Bailey Guard—that gate of the Resi-
dency which was destined to become for
ever famous—they encountered Captain
Gould Weston, the local Superintendent
of Police, and his first: words undeceived
them as to the true position of affairs.

“You left -Cawnpore last night!” he
cried. “Then you are amazingly lucky.
Wheeler has just telegraphed that he ex-
pects to be invested by the rebels today.
Not that you will be much better off here
in some respects, as we are all living in
the Residency. I suppose you know your
house has gone, Mayne?”

She -met Frank only occasionally and
by chance, their days being full of work
.and -striving. = A smile, a few tender
words, perhaps nothing more than a hur-
ried wave of the hand in passing, consti-
tuted their love idyll, for Lawrence fell
ill and his aides were kept busy, day and
night, in passing to and fro between the
bedside of the stricken leader and the
many posts where his counsel was sought

for his orders.

The Chief was so worn out with anxiety
and sleepless labor that on June 9 he dele-
gated his authority to a provisional coun-
cil. Then the impetuous and chivalric Mar-

ed on' Lawrence—he persuaded the com-
manding officers of the native regiments
in Lucknow to tell their men to go home
on furlough until November.

This was actually done, but Lawrence
was so indignant when he heard of it
that he dissolved the council on June 12
and sent Malcolm and other officers to
recall the sepoys. Five hundred came
back, -vowing that they would stand by
“Lar-rence-sahib Bahadur” till the last.
w kept their word; they ehared the
danger and’ glovy  of ithe:eiege: with -the
32d and the British Artillery.

Gubbins, a born firebrand, then pressed
his ‘superior to attack a. rebel force that
had- gathered at the village of Chinut, ten
miles northeast of Lucknow. Unfertun-
ately Lawrence yielded, marched out with’
seven hundred men, half of whom were
Europeans, and was badly defeated, owing
to the desertion of some native gunners
at a critical moment.

A disastrous rout followed. Colonel
Case of the 32d, trying vainly with his
men to stop the native runaways, was
shot dead. For three miles the enemy’s
hotse artillery pelted the helpless troops
with grape, and the massacre of every’
man in‘the small column was prevented
only by the bravery of a tiny squadron
of volunteer cavalry, which held a bridge
until the harassed infantry were able to
CrOss.

Lawrence, when the day was lost, rode
back to prepare the hapless Europeans in
the city for the hazard that now threat-
ened. ihe investment of the Residency
could not be prevented. It was a ques-
tion whether the mutineers would not
surge over it in triumph within the hour.

From the windows of the lofty build-
ing which gave its name to the cluster
of houses within the walls, the despairing
women saw their exhausted fellow-coun-
trymen fighting a dogged rear-guard ac-
tion against twenty times as many rebels.
Some poor creatures, straining their eyes
to find in the ranks of the survivors the
husband they would never see again,

“Spare their holy places!” he said, yet
Mohammedan and Hindu did not scruple
now to mask guns in the sacred enclosures
and loop-hole the hallowed walls for mus-
ketry. On the city side, narrow lanes,
i lofty houses and strongly built palaces
offered secure protection to the besiegers.

Lar'gre Produce Warehouse of|Rev. Doctor Fotheringham

DeWitt Bros. Totally De-
stroyed in Early
Morning

The large produce warehouse at Fair-
ville corner owned by Saunders W. De:
Witt and Ernest DeWitt. trading as De-
Witt Brothers, was totally destroyed by
fire early on Sunday morning. The build-

was full of hay and feed and the
ss is estimated at about $4,000 with
$2,500 insurance. It is understood the
firm will rebuild as soon as possible.

The origin of the fire is not definitely
known but it is supposed to have started
from an electric light wire. The blaze
was first discovered by Fred Estey, engi-
neer at the Provincial Hospital, who,
wooking from a window about 3.45 a. m.,
saw flames leaping up from the building.
Mr. Estey is also foreman of the Fairville
fire department. He sent a messenger to
ving in an alarm.

‘ The firemen were quick to respond, and
» few minutes after 4 o'clock water was
blaying on the building. The hose was
connected with the hydrant near Dr. J.
H. Gray’s residence, and three streams of
water were available but it was seen al-
most from the first that the building was
doomed, and all that could be done was
to check the flames.

In the rear of the warehouse, about
fifteen or twenty feet away, two horses
were stabled in a small barn, and these

. ‘were got out without much difficulty. Two

C. P. R. box cars full of oats standing on
the warehouse siding were also taken out
of danger, but not before the roof and
side of one of the cars had been badly
scorched. i ¢

The flames leaped up above fhe smoke
sreated by the burning hay, and made a
magnificent spectacle, - lighting up the
country for miles around. As the build-
ing stood by itself at the right hand cor-
ner of the road leading into the village
there was little danger of the fire spread-
ing. A large crowd was attracted to the
spot, and during the first hour or two
the scene was animated. .

It was not until 7.30 a, m.-that the fi
had burned itself out, and there was then
zeveral hours’ work ahead of the firemen
moving the smouldering hay to prevent
another outbreak. The only part of the
building left standing was the lower end,
ahd that was badly charred and practi-

““zally useless.

Both the members of the firm were in
Hartland when the fire occurred. They
have other large warehouses there in con-
nection with their business. Ernest .e-
Witt, manager of the Fairville business,
left on Saturday on a visit to his parents,
and had arrived in Hartland only a few
hours when he received word of the loss.

The following despatch from The Tele-
graph’s correspondent gives further parti-
culars:— '

Hartland, Sept. 13.—DeWitt Brothers,
whose Fairville storehouse was burned
early this morning, will leave for St. John
tomorrow. The building contained 150
tons of hay and much other feed. Krnest
DeWitt said today that he estimated the
loss at $4,000 and while the fire would
greatly handicap them they had other fi-
nancial ‘resources so that their business
would -not be interrupted. There was in-
surance amounting to about $2,500. Mr.
DeWitt added that at first they would
probably have some difficulty in finung
2 temporary building and that they
would rebuild as soon as possible.

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THOUSANDS IDLE

AT GLASGOW

Great Crowds Apply for the

Places

FORCED BY POVERTY

Shipbuilding is Practically at a Stand-
still on the Clyde, and an Army of
Skilled Men Are Out of Work—
Union Warning to Keep Awav from
Canada Not Heeded. ‘

(C. P. R. Press.)
Sept. 12.—James Cuttle, of
Transportation Company,

Montreal,
the Montreal
who has just returned from a visit to the
old country, says that the shipping on
the Clyde was.in a deplorable condition.

“There is very little work going on in
the Scottish ship building industry,” eaid
Mr. Cuttle, and there are no end of idle
metal workers of all kinds in Glasgow,
almost starving for lack of employment.
There are only two or three ships under
way, and all the rest of the shipyards are
idle.

“The Canadian Pacific was advertising
for mechanics while 1 was there, and it
was common knowledge that the men
were wanted to take the places of strikers,
the course of the strike in Canada being
constantly chronicled in  the Glasgow
papers, while Liverpool papers had ad-
vertisements asking mechanics to keep
away from Canada until the strike was
over. But as soon as the C. P. R. ad-
vertisement ‘appeared ,in the Glasgow
papers, there was such a rush of appli-
cants that railings in their offices were
smashed and the police had to be called
in to clear the streef. The rush still con-
tinued to such an extent that the ordi-
nary business at the offices was. com-
pletely blocked and notices had to be put
up that no applications would be received
until after business hours.

“It is not a question of how many men
the C. P. R. brings out on this ship er
that, but merely how many they want.

-1 If they want five thousand or temn thou-

sand they can easily get them, just as
many as they like to take on board their
steamers and bring them out. There is
not the elightest doubt about that. There
are thousahds of men everywhere in the
old country who are competent metal
workers who have been idle for months
and can see no prospect of a job ahead of
them. They would jump at a chance of &
steady job in Canada. union or no umion,
since they are now practically starving.’

Mr. Cuttle said he was dismayed on
boarding the ¥mpress of Ireland to re-
turn to Canada to find that the strike was
still on and that hundreds of mechanics
were on board the boat coming out to
take the places of strikers with the C.
PR

“Unless this unfortunate strike can be
stopped at once,” said Mr. Cuttle, “it
will mean a great deal of suffering this
winter because the C. P. R. will be able
beyond doubt to replace all the strikers
and they will most of them be out of a
job all winter, because there is no work
for them in Canada, and the United
States has hundreds of thousands of idle
mechanies everywhere. These men from
the old country know well enough that
they are coming out here because of the
strike, but they are driven to it by actual
poverty.”

Large Gathering in Queens
County Shire Town Fri-
day Afternoon.

HON. MR. PUGSLEY THERE

The Minister, Col, McLean, and B, R.
Macaulay Address the Electors and
are Given a Hearty Reception—
Speakers Deal With Topics of Gen-
eral Interest.

Gagetown, Sept. 11.—The Liberal politi-

cal picnic held here today was very large-
ly attended. In the afternoou speeches
were deiivered by Colonel H. H. McLean,
the candidate for Queens-Sunbury, B. R.
Macaulay, of St. John,sand Hon. William
Pugsley, minister of pubiic works. Wil-
lard McMulkin, of Upfper Gagetown, pre
sided and briefly introduced the speak-
ers. -
Colonel McLean, in his opening re
marks;, referred to picnies having been
successfully held in nearly all the par
ishes. His- opponents, he said, did not
appear to like the methods of .his cam-
paign but he was not desirous of pleasing
them, but the people who attended the
gatherings and he was well satisfied with
his reception.

Colonel McLean then dealt at length
with matters relating to the fiscal policy
of the government, showing that as -a re-
sult of the reduction in the tariff and the
inauguration of the British preference,
the trade of Canada had greatly increas-
ed during the twelve years of Liberal rule
until now, per capita., the trade of Can-
ada stood: third among the nations of the
world. He referred to the rate of tax-
ation having been materially reduced and
pointed out that, owing to the energetic
immigration policy of the government,
instead of a few thousands coming  in
yearly, 250,000 settlers: arrived last year.

Colonel McLean also spoke of Conserva-
tive speakers and newspapers inaugurat-
ing a campaign of scandal and said . he
thought Hon. George E. roster’s record
as manager of the Union Trust Company
in handling the funds -of the Foresters
should be considered. He went fully into
the matter and quoted some of the evi-
dence given before the royal commission.
He urged the electors to keep in mind the
great good which had been accomplished
by the government in advancing the pros-
perity of the people and spoke of the pub-
lic works which, with the assistance of
Dr. Pugsley, he had already obtained for
the counties of Queens and Sunbury, in-
stane¢ing in particular the dredging at the
entrance of Maquapil- Lake, which he said
would open up a thickly settled district
and confer a great benefit on the people.

Mr. Macaulay, who ‘followed, referred
to his early vears at Gagetown for which
reason he said he felt-justified in address-
ing them and, as a busifiess man, showing
them the importance of electing Colonel
McLean - to support the Liberal govern-
ment which had dome:so much for. the
Doininion. He referred’ especially to the
work of improving the harbor of St.
John as of as much importance to the
counties of Queens and Sunbury and oth-
er sections of the provimce as to the city
itself. It would, he said, develop the ex-
port business which in turn would result
in better prices for the farmers’ products.

He referred to the erection of the cold
storage warehouse in St. John and to
the assistance given by the former pro-
vincial government -and the federal gov-
ernment, laying stress on the advantage
it would prove to farmers as a means of
storing their products until the market
suited. In closing Mr. Macaulay paid a
tribute to the improvements and develop-
ments inaugurated by the minister of
public works and said he felt the electors
of St. John would return Dr. Pugsley and
his colleague by large majorities.

Dr. Pugsley, on being called on, was
greeted with much applause. The enthu-
«jasm, he said, showed that, nothwith-
standing all that has heen alleged about
the people of Gagetown, he had a warm
place in the hearts of the people. He
paid a tribute to Col. McLean; referring
to his industry and ability and the many
important and successful enterprises with
which -he was connected. He considered
him a type of man who would make an
excellent representative.

Col., McLean,: he said, had shown a
warm interest in the constituency by urg-
ing the necessity of undertaking public
works which, as they were in the public
interest he, as head of the department,
had been pleased to grant.

Dr. Pugsley passed on to refer to the
(onservative convention recently held in
(iagetown, at which Hon. J. D. Hazen,
¥. M. Sproul and others were present and
contended that, instead of dealing with
broad national issues, the speakers had

attacks on himself and to make statements
which were wholly false.

Turning to the consideration of improve-
ments at the port of St. John, Dr. Pugs-
ley said that, although deeply interested
as a citizen in the prosperity of that city,
he would not have asked the government
to spend large sums in improvements were
it not a fact that the increasing export
trade rendered them necessary. The
work was being done simply as part of
the grand Canadian policy adopted by the
government of diverting the trade of Wes-
tern Canada from American seaports and
carrying it through Canadian channels to
Canadian ports. He went on to refer to
the rapid growth in the West and to the
necessity of providing for the increasing
grain traffic which, before long, each win-
ter would tax to the uttermost the ports
of St. John, Halifax and other Maritime
ports.

Besides attending to the larger national
questions of transportation, Dr. Pugsley
said, the government were also seeking
‘by building ‘ wharves - and breakwaters in
smaller places and making other improve-
ments, to assist all sections of the coun-
try and give the farmers better means to
reach the markets. The Conservatives, he
said, had charged the government with
extravagance and with collecting vast rev-
enues from the people, and he went on to
show that the rate of taxation was less
and that the increased revenue was due
to the greater prosperity and increased
purchasing power of the people.

Dr. Pugsley went at length into the
scandals which it was sought to bring
against the government and dealt in par-
ticular with the Saskatchewan Valley land
purchase which the Conservatives had
made a ground of attack. There was no
foundation, he said, for the charge of
wrong doing. He went on to show that
out of the vast areas granted to the rail-
way company in 1889 by the previous gov-
ernment only 227,000 acres were declared
by experts to be fit for settlement.

The company brought a suit in the ex-
chequer court because they had not ob-
tained suitable lands. The land remained
unsettled and was supposed to be too dry
for farming. In 1902 a number of Amer-
ican settlers, accustomed to farming semi-
arvid districts, went in By adopting ‘the
methods used by these farmers the mois-
ture had been retained. The lands were

stooped so low as to make grosely unfair
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made suitable for eettlement and had
largely . increased in value.

Dr. Pugsley spoke for about an hour.
The meeting closed with much cheering
and God save the King.

Some men who hap-
pened to be near ran to the screen but
did not seem to know just what to do at
first. A woman, said to be the boy’s
mother, was watching from a window
and cried out in terror, “Don’t you-know
what to do? Jump in and save him' for

God’s sake.” At last one of the men
reached out a boat hook and caught the
unconscious form as the lad was going
down for the last time. He was pulled
ashore and had to be carried to his home
but later revived and seemed none the
worse for his experience.
